He spoke
in support of the Rbot resolutions,
which, after stating the law of nations
upon the subject, detlared that the
five great powers shodld pledge them-
selves not to tse @ submarine at any
time to prey upon commerce, or bring
about the slaughter ®f ‘meutrals and
non-combatants, Sir Robert sald he
could speak with deep feeling on this
subject and voice the Bnanimous opin-
in of the-:Canadian people,

He told of a -ship Submarined -dur
ing the war with twenty Canadian
nurses on board, Not only was the
ship sunk, but the survivors, attempt-
ing to escape in lifeboats, were ruth-
lessly attacked.  He, therefore.. de-
clared that he woulil not only support
the first two articlgh of the Root reso-
lation, bat would further and sup-
port Article 3, Wi makes it piracy
for any submarineé €ommander to at-

Accept Root's Resolution

All the nations pepresented at to-
day’'s meeting agreed in principle with
the Root resolutions, and the debate
was largely upon their phraseology.

Former Uni $tates Secretary of
State Root, dealing With his resolution
proposing  strict lication of the
rules he had set forth for submarines
asywell as other naval eraft, said in
part:

Opponents and Advocates in
Dail Anxious to Avoid
Wrecking the Agreement.

Dublin, Dec, 29—Although no com-
promise between the opponents and
advocates of the Anglo-Irish treaty in
the Dail Eireann has yet been attain-
ed, future plans, designed to avold
wrecking the agreement, are being
considered.

It is gemerally recognized now that
Eamonn 'De Valera was right in stat-
ing that the Dail has no power to
ratify the treaty.

BY THE CUSTOMS

“Golden West,” Alleged Rum
‘Runner, Picdted Up By
Coast Guard Cutter.

SUPPOSED TO HAVE
ALCOHOL ABOARD

Close Watch Has Been Kept
for the Vessel During Last
Ten Days.

Boston, Mass., Dec. 29—Customs
officers tonight were standing guard
over the British two-masted schooner
Golden West,  alleged rum-runner,
seized by the Coast Guard cutter
Acushnet, in Massachusetts Bay and
towed into harbor here. Throughout
the day officers were busy investi-
gating the recent activities of the
vessel, cla®med by her skipper, Denis
Amero, of Tusket Wedge, N. S, to
be a legitimate trader. The result
of the investigation will be preszeated
tomorrow to the United States Dis-
trict Attorney, who then will decide
whether the schooner is to be held or
released.

Captain Amero retained counsel,
and announced that he would make
a fight to have his vessel set free
Esplaining his presence clase to
shore and at anchor, when found by
the Acushnet, the skipper declared
that he had been having trouble wiih
his sails for geveral days preceding
the seizure The manifest, which he
| exhibited to the officers’ who boarded
the Golden West, said ths vessel wasg
bound from St. Pierre, Miq., to
Nassan, B. W. I. The document wag
in French and hardly decipherable,
according to the officers.

Alcohol Aboard

Inspection of the hold of the Gold:
en West revealed a number of steel
drums, believed by the customs men
to contain alcohol. Federal authori-
ties had been informed that the
schoogner left St. Pierre with 15,000
gallong of alcohol. The present car
80 is estimated at 8,000, It could
not be learned tonight whether the
captain had admited disposing of any
of his freight during the voyage.

While the capture of the schooner
was accidental, the Acushnet being
on her way to Boston for another
purpose at the time, the arrival of
the Golden West in Boston waters
was not a surprise to the federal
officers. News of her departure from
St. Pierre, on December 15, had been
flashed to the United States authori-
ties, and for the last ten days a close
watch had been kept for her <by
coast guards and customs officers.
Each night the lower harbor was pa
rolled, while off shore coagt guard
cutters kept a lookout. The Acush-
net chanced upon the schooner in the
ay. Captain Lauriet recognized the
vessel as one the authorities desired
to investigate and took her in charge.

Work Among Tribes

Men Engage in Fighting Other
Tribes, in Marauding or
Plain Loafing.

Melilla, Morocco, Dec. 29.—Ths ecus
toms of the two Berber tribes whose
territory just has been reoccupled by
3panish troops as a resull of thetr re
ent viclorles, are very interesting.

These tribes are known as the

Bemi-Buyahi and Beni-Bu-Mrar, {in
cluding the settlements of Segangan
ind Zuelan, extending to Moate
Arruit, Tistatin, Batel and Garet
Aocarding to the best information
they number about 16,000, of whom
about 0,000 are males of fighting age.

ln the last fifteen years their number
hae been reduced from about 44,000
of both sexes, by Intartrethal  fight
ing and migration becanse of bad har
vests

The tribes are Adivided 1into nine
factions, all of which quarrel fre
quently, a practics common of the
Berber stock from which thay de-
seend, They became mixed with the
Arab Invaders in the seventoenth
century.

They are nomads who settle tem

porarily in places where the pastur
age is plentifal, for they possess
large numberg of camels, sheep and

cattle, 'They live under large tents,
which they piteh  in cireles, thus
formring an aduar, or eettiement

The tenis dre made of sheep's wool,
mited with camel or goat's hair, for
the more wealthy among the (rihes
men and the poorer memibers of the
tribes must comtent themselves with
grass-fiber,

The men ars of changeful mood
at times seeking adventure in pillage
ond at others indulging in prolonged
periods of laziness,

Polygamy prevails among them in
proportion to thelr means of provid
Ing sustenance for the women. The
women in every part of Moroceo lead
the most miserable lives. They look
after the cattle, grind the grain,
muke the bread, churn the but'er,
hew the wood, draw the water—which
often has to be carried long distancas

-shear the gheap and goats, card and
wedve the wool and hair as well as
the grassfiber, do all the ploughing
anc sowing, and generally are treated
oy thelr lordiy busbands even worge
than the animals to whom they are
yoked for field work.

The slight uniavorable move was
due to the general turn of the foregu
sxchange market foliowing a drop of
0 pomnts in the value of Italian
woney here as a result of the receipt
of news of the closing of the Banca
«tabana Di Scounto in Rome.

Thi§ will have merely a temporary
sentimental effect upon the exchange
situation, it is stated, and the strong
position of the Canadian dollar, as
compared wih its situation during the
past two years, will not be affected.
Uiscussing the strength of Canadian
exchange as dusclosed yesterday, the
Wall Street Jourmal this moming
says:

“Strength in Canadian exchange is
attrubuted to recent financing by
Canad.an interests in New York. A
short time ago it will be remembered
an issue of $25,000,000 bonds of the
Canadian Pacific Railroad was floated
in this market, This supply of New
York exchange naturally caused a re-
duction in the premium oy the dollar,

Dail Eireann Action
Irritates All of
Irish Factions

Long Drawn Debate Over
Ratification Produces Bad
Effect Upon Public.

London, Dec, 29—As the days of the
holiday recess of the Dail Eireann
draw out there is increasing hope
among British officials and the public
that they will give ampie time for
sober judgment on the peace treaty
and will result in a clearer atmos-
phere in the Irish Legislature when it
reconvenes Jan. 3. It is not a phan-
tom hepe, but is based somewhat on a
few meagre messagas that have come
to London from Ireland, during the
holidays and somewhat on logic.

Reports from Ireland indicate that
the people are trying to make their
voice heard in favor of ratification
and hope is based on the likelihood of
the members of the Dail who have not
committed themselves being influenced
favorably by the wishes of their neigh-
bors, among whom they are spending
their holidays. This hope also is
based upon the fact that in not one
constituency in Ireland, except prob-
ably one or two in County Cork, are
the people 'against ratification, al-
though their elected representatives
in the Dail may have stated they will
vote against ratification, not because
of what the people want, but because
of the oath they took when they swore
to uphold the republic at a time when
bitterness had reached its height,

Observers here who attempt to
fathom the extremely complicated
situation that has arisen in the Dull
are confident that the “Antirats” will
not gain any influence during the re.
cess, and in view of the announced
feelings of the people some of the
wavering ones may be won over.

But whatever may happen there can
‘be no contradiction of the statement
that the Dail has not enhanced its
already unsavory reputation with the
Irish people by the manner in which
the treaty discussion has been handl-
ed. The people first became irritated

on whether the Irish would go into
conference with the English they be-
came exasperated when it became ap-
parent that there wolild be a fight ‘n
the Dail over the ratification, which
resulted in hundreds of political pris-
oners spending their: Christmas in
jail. In steering things along this
course the Dail has worked itself into
what observers here believe to be-an
extremely difficult situation. Should
the vote be for ratification the Irish
Government will find itself amid a
scene of political chaos which might
result in almost any sitpation; if it
does not ratify the pact it will face
war without the solid front it has pre-
sented to the British ever since the
republic was set up.

I statel weeks ago that if the peace
conference broke down the world
might expect to see all sides rushing
into print to explain their position.
The conferemce did not break down,
‘but the members of the Dail Bireann
are doing everything they can to get
their personal position first before the
people ‘of Ireland through the press
and secondly to the people of the
world.

Sentenced To Ten
Years At Dorchester

Harry A. Morrissey Given
Long Term for Robbing the
Mails—Liquor Case Heard.

A gentence of ten years in the Mari-
time Penitentiary at Dorchester was
imposed on Harry A. Morrissey yes-
terday morning in the pol.ce court by
Magistrate Ritchie. Last week Mor-
rissey pleaded guilty to a charge of
stealing from the mails and was re-
manded over Christmas for sentence.
He was visibly_ affected by the pre-
ceedings yesterday morning and hur-
ried from the court room after sem-
tence had been passed.

His Honor, in delivering judgment,
iaid great stress upon the importance
of mail reaching its destinat.on, and
cited the maximum penaity for inter-
ference with it, namely, life imprison-
ment. He said that he had taken in-
to consideration everything in favor of
the accused, but was forced to be
bound by the law, and would there-
fore impose a sentence of ten years.

Edward McGrath was before the
magisirate yesterday afternoon on a
charge of having liquor in his posses-
sion other than in his private dwell-
ing. Sub-nspector Henderson told
of going to the defendant’s place of
business on Prince Edward street on
Sdtarday at 3 o'clock, and finding a
bottle of liquor in the toilet off the
kitchen. Sub-Inspector Killen corrob-
orated this evidence. The defendant
was sent below until the necessary
deposit of $200 could be obtained.

Next
came a solo by Clarence Girvan, which!
met with approval and a call for more. |
He was followed by a little more

The chairman then called on Canon
Armstrong, and he gave a stirring ad-
dress, laying down some principles
which ought to gulde the commerc.al
traveller in his daily life.

He also urged them
to-think sometimes of the higher
things, and give a part of the time
to God and the church, and thereby
make of themselves better citizens,

The next number was a solo by
DeWitt Cairns, which the crowd in-
sisted on turning into solos.

His Worship the Mayor was then
ntroduced by the chairman. He con-
gratulated the boys on the fine as-
sembly present. It was a fine thing
to meet together at this season of the
year. He apologized for being late,
but said it was due to the fact that
he had to go to Musquash to take a
cook to the camp down there. He
referred to the unemployment g'tua-
tion at present existing and told an
experiénce which he had last week
which threw a lighf on ome angle of
the problem.

Jury Recommend Children be
Not Allowed to Coast on
Hills  That Cross Main
Thoroughfares.

.

That no blame could be attached to
auyone for the unfortunate death of
Charles Bdward Atkinson, five year
old son of Mr. and Mrs, Clayton At
kinson, No. 177 City Road, who was
ran over by a motor car driven by Dr.
Jehn R, Nugent at the corner of Rit-
chip street and City Road, last Mon-
day afternoon, was the verdict of the
Coroner’s jury who heard the evidence
last evening.

The Jury made the following recom-
mendation: “We the jury thoroughly
realize the necessity for out-door sport
and pleasure in the lives of the chil.
dren of our city, but feel that steps
shculd be taken both by the civic'au-
thorities and by the parents of the
children to see that only such hills
ars used for coasting as do not cross
main thoroughfares.

“We furcher feel that the intersec-
tions of all streets used for coasting
should be provided with danger sig-
nals to warn drivers of vehicles us-
ing the intersecting streets, and would
especially call attention to the Comi-
missioner of Public Safety to see that
this recommendation is observed.

In charging the jury Coromer H. A.
Pcrter stated that his purpose in or-
dering the inquest was more with the
purpose of bringing to the minds of
parents the dangers run by their chil.
dren when allowed an indiscriminate
cLoice of coasting places.

He observed that motor drivers in
every part of the city werg complan-
ing of the reckless chances taken by
children in coasting, and which were
of a hature as to render even the most
careful motorist little chance of avoid-
ing an accident,

Clayton Atkinson

Clayton Atkinson, father of the de-
ceased child was the first witness
called, He stated that his son left
his home at about 4.40 Monday after-
noon after obtaining permission to go
down and watch the skaters in the
Victoria Rink. A few minutes later he
locked out of the window and seeing
a crowd gathering on City Road he
rait down to investigate. On' arrival
he found his child severely injured
held in Dr. Nugent's arms, He sald
the doctor told him to place they child
in his car and together they started
for the hospital.

The car stalled however, and they
wera forced to signal another car
which took them to the hospital. On
arrival there Doctor Nugent after ex-
amining the child pronounced him
dead.

Mr. Atkinson said he found later
that a boy chum, Harry Fowler, had
leared Charles his sled, and that the
little fellow was sliding down the
ticheéy hill for the second tims when
the accident occurred

It was about five o'clock thexn, clear
and cold, and the dusk falling. He
dil not think Richey's hill was a fit
place for coasting because of the
amount of traffic that passed along
City Road. There were always a num-
ber of cars exceeding the speed lim-
it, and two lines of street cars pass-
ed by. He had been told by several
pecple that they saw the car hit the
child but after investigating their
stories did not put much credence in
them. As far as he could see the ehlid
had coasted between the front and
rear wheels of the car.

Dr. J. R. Nugent

Dr John R. Nugent stated that he
was driving a five passenger open
Grey Dort car at about 4.30 alonyg
City Road. There was no traffic in
sight when he neared the Victorin
Rink and he saw no one on the side
walks. He was accompanied by his
wife and two children, the youngest
some elghteen months old was sitting
in the front seat with Lim,

He was driving slowly at the time,
at considerably less than fifteen miles
an hour, but how much less he could
not say. He was In no hurry and was
taking his time,

There were no ruts in the street
and he was driving between the car
tracks and the curb and within a
few feet of the curb.

The first he noticed was the sound
of something crashing against the car,
and then he felt the rear wheel lurch.
He stopped the car and saw a child
lying on the ground a few feet from
the rear wheels. He picked him up
and with the boy’s father took him
to the hospital. There he examined
tha lad and found him dead. There
was a cut over the right eye, running
up over the temple to the hair, and
the skull was badly crushed and frac-
tured. Although the child breathed
while being taken to the hospital,
death was practically instantaneous,

He was positive the front wheels
did not strike the child as he did not
se) him at all, and whatever took
place happened behind his back. The
driving was good and there was plen
ty of light.
