The thunder storm which visited Bath 

early yesterday morning has not been ex­
ceeded in violence since the memorable 
night when George- III. died. Just be­
fore 2 o’clock the rati came down to tor­
rents, carrying soB, stories and sand foom 
the neighboring hills tiéo the city. The 
lightning was almost drilnterminent, and 
Ulumtoated the city Ünd adjoining hills 
very vividly. The greatest alarm pre­
vailed among the inhabitants, the major­
ity of whom left their beds. In the city 
and vicinity trees have been split up, 
houses damaged and cattle destroyed, 
tfhe storti lasted about an hour. In 
Breston the storm broke dut tilth tre­
mendous fbry about 7 o’clockp. m. Flash 
followed flash, and the fearful rolling of 
the thunder terrified many. Some per­
sons commenced singing hymns, others 
prayed most fervently, and one 
was on her knees lor over two' hours 
praying. Shortly before 9 o’clock rain 
commenced to fall in torrents, and many, 
of the lower streets were inundated. A 

as hoeing turnips in a field 
on Old Modeylaws Fa.Ji, abbot 14 
miles foom /Berwick, was struck by 
lightning and killed on the spot. The 
monument erected at the entrance of the 
town of Coldstream to thé memory of 
the late Mr. Charles Majoribanks, was 
struck by the lightning, and the statue at 
the top was thrown to the. ground and 
shattered. A man and two horses were 
instantaneously killed at a stable door in 
Hutton, near Preston; andinGrlmsargh, 
another neighboring!»wnsbip, three nteri 
were struck dead as they were returning 
from a hayfleld In a cart. The same fate 
befell a man in Fulwoid, who was 
walking on the highway. The thermo­
meter at noon showed 112 degrees of 
heat, and in so'afe places 120. A young 
woman named Annie Taylor was descend­
ing some steps, when" she was struck by 
the lightning and killed on the spot. Mr.
T. Buck, a retired Bradfiflffi merchant,
Wis also struck and killed at Brambope.
In some parts of the town of Richmond,
Yorkshire, the paving-stones were torn 
up by the lightning. At Bolton, a num­
ber of hands who had assembled in afield 
belonging to the Cannon Street Mission 
School of Bolton Moor, were struck 
the ground by the lightning. Two of 
the number, Emus and Lee, were found 
dead.
