While Trocher was playing an inglo-
rious game in Parls, tta was pur-
suing a brilliant career in the provinces
by organizing the defences of the coun-
try against its Prossian invaders. He
struggled to the very last and although
he failed he did so in such a way that
his fellow-countrymen considered it cre-
ditable both to him and to themselves
and his dictatorship ounly ended when be
conseated to the election of the nation-
sl Assembly. At the election he was

| chosen a member of that body and up to

the time of his dealh in’ December 81,
1882, he continued to be the most influ-
ential and populsr public man in France.

The ‘first ,President of the thitd Re-

{| public was Adolphe . Thiers who was
| elected to be culef of the executive pow-

er by the National Assembly in Febru-
ary, 1871, and by a resolution passed in
the following Aungust was authorized to
call himself President of the Republic.
His first official act wus the crushing
ot of the commune snd sfter this wWas
thoroughly done, he torsed his attention
to ridding France of the German armies
that were quartered upon her. In this
he sacceeded but at the cost of a war
indemnity of f.5,000,000,000. He was
also successful in restoring order in
public. affairs bat in a very short time
he found it almost impossible to run a
government on republican principles
with a legisiature the majority of whose
members were hostile monarchists. Sev-
ersl times he threatened to resign and he
finally did so in May, 1873, aftera hos-
tile vote of 360 to 344 had been passed
by the same men that a few weeks be-
fore had adopted a resolution declaring
that he was deserviog of the gratitude
of the nation. After his resignation
which caused the mosi profound grief

in the senmate and hecame one of the
leaders of the republican mioority. In
1877, hedled at the age of 80 and was
accorded & splendid public funeral in
Parig.

. | thrown Thiers elected Marshal MacMa-

hon and he accepted the Presidency
with the express understanding that he
was not to be looked to as an instrument
which they might use for the overthrow
of the Republic. In November 1873, he
was re-elected for a term of seven years,
but hé did not serve out his time as he
resigned In 1878, owing to differences
with his Republican mimistry. On the
day of his resignation a patiomal con-
gress assembled at Versailles, and in the
first ballot elected Jules Grevy, Presi-
dent of the Republic for a term of seven-
years., This selectirn gave great satis-
faction to the na‘ion as the past record
of the new President was & guarantee
that he would faitbiully discharge the
duties of his position. Duriag the term

Grevy had to encounter many govern-

mental difficulties and crises, but he al-
ways succeeded in solving them in a
manner creditable to himself and satis-
factory to the nation. In 1885, his term
expired but he was re-elected without
opposition fcr another seven years. In
1887 he was forced to resign but not for
any acts of his own but for those of his
8ou-in-law for which he was held respon-
sible by the national Assembly.

He was succeeded by M. Carnot who
at present occupies the dificult but hon-
o:able and important office of President
of the French Republic. Whether he
will be able to successfully grapple and
bold his own with the three rival parties
into which the country is divided, time
alone willdetermine. There is one thing
certain that at no period of its history
bas France stood o much in need of a

From late exchanges we gather the
following information with respect to
the States that have furnished the in-
habitants of the White house:—Th,e
newly elected President is the first chief
magistrate that Indiana—representing
far west of a few years ago, has sent the
to the White house. Virginia was the
great president producing state of the
early years of the Republic. Washing-
ton, Jefferson, Madison, Monroe and
Taylor were all Virginians. New York
comes next in the nue]ber of heads that
it has given to the government of the
country. Van Buren, Filmore, Arthur
and Cleveland were New Yorkers.
Tenessee, though not one of the thirteen
original states, having only been ad-
mitted in 1796, has farnished three pre-
sidents, Jackson, Polk and Johnson.
Ohio, a still pewer state, the date of its
admission being 1803, has also returned
three, W. H. Harrison, Hayes and Gar-
fleld. Massachusetts, one of the first
thirteen, has given only two, John
Adams, and his son, John Quincy Adams,
Illinois, which came into the Union in
1818, has also had two, Lincoln and
Grant. Louisiana (1812), New Hamp-
shire, and Peonsylvania have supplied
one president each, Pierce and Buchanan
respectively. 1ndiana, which sends
Bepjamin Harrison to the White House,
was admitted in 1816. Maine, of Blaige,
was long included under Massachusetts,
though separated rom it geographically.
It did not become a state until 1820.

‘The lately elected President of the
United States comes from a family that
has beén connected more or less with
many of tke leading events in the his-
tory of the country. His great grand-
‘'{ather was one of the signers of the dé-
cldration of indépendence and his grand-
father was the ninth President.. From
our exchanges we learn that “ he was
born in Ohio, and was educated at the
Oxford, Ohio, University. After gradu-
allng he studied law in Ciaciunati, and
in 1854 went to Indianapolis at which
place he has since resided. In 1860 he
was appointed reporter of the Supreme
Coort: of Indiana. On the outbreak of
fthe war he jolned the northern army,
holding the commission of Second Lien-
tenant, but becoming after short service,
the Colopel of ‘the Company of Tnfantry
whiclihe ors anized, he remained in the
army until 1875, when he retiréd with a
rank of Brigadier-General, and onpce
agzin became Supreme Court reporter.

A NEW EXPLOSIVE.

The new powder extralite, which looks
much like damp cornmeal, and  which
his an odor about it which druggists
would at once recognize as oil myrbrane,
is easily made over a stove, A reporter
of the Hartford (Ct.) Times saw some of
it made over a little fire in the back room
of a drug store, and then, by epecial in-
vitation, saw the experiments made at
the experiment station. The first three
trials were to prove that the inixture
eould not be exploded  in ‘the open air

1A swall fire of wood and leaves was

made, and then two pounds of the yel
low compound were put into the fire.
Powder or dynamite subjected to such-a
test would explode violently, but the new
invention wounld neither explode nor
buarn. It was saturated in kerosene, and
then about nne-half of the guantity burn-
elelowly. Next, a roll of the compound
about the size of largest fire cracker was
tested by the insertion in it of a dynam
ite cartridge. This cartridge was touch-
ed off with a fuse, but its explosion did
nbt explode the new substance. Powder
or dynamite tested thus would produce
a violent concussion. Next, some of it
was putb on a stone and-hit with a sledge
hammer. Itdid not explode. Powder
or dynamite would have exploded. At
no time has it been possible to explode
the new substance in the open air.
Three men who have blastéd for years
were. then asked to(assist in Dlasting a
rock. A hole two feet deep was drilled
in the hardest rock to be found.  The
experts said that were they to .blast it
with powder two *pounds would be re:
quired; with dynamite, halfthat amovint,
and ‘it was decided to try what nine
ounces of the compound ‘would do.
Three rolls, each containing three ounces,
were placed in the hole, and having been
properly conuected with the fuse, the
whole was tamped solidly. The fuse
was lighted, and shortly after the air was
fu'l of flying bonlders, and the rock wus
blasted to fragments. All tests go to
prove that this new powder which ac-
tually does the work of blasting powder
and dynamite,and which e¢an be made
very cheaply, is perfectly harmless to
handle, and rail shipraents of it dre safe.

. The discovery of a new use of the cot-
ton stalk for paper pulp is followed by
the discovery of a wethod of utilizing the
tops of spruce and pine trees for the same
purpose. This at once makes'marketable
a vast mass of hitherto waste material.
It is a sort of waste that has led to untold
mischief in lumbering 1egions, because
becoming dry it has become the originat-
ing place of nearly all forest fires in lum-
ber districts. Hereafter the tops and
branches of all evergreens will be gather-
ed, and being steamed to extract the
resinous matter, will be grond into dry
pulp. This is portable to any distance,
when it can be used in paper manufac-
ture. The effect of the two discoveries
of paper production ,will be enormous,
and for the advantage of the press and
people.

PROFIT OF MARES.

The necessity for improvement in
farm stock to meet the exigencies of
close times, of which cobsiderable
has been said of late, is one which
does not end with ecattle, sheep and
swine, bat includes the horse stock
as-well. " Perhaps the improvemeat
in these other descriptions ' of stock
is of more fmportance because of
their greater numbers, but.a great
dval csn be gained by giving more
attention to the character of the
borse stock produced and maintained
on the farm. Ilorses cannot be dis-
pensed with on the farm, aud no one
makes the attempt, as the msjor par:.
of the farm work is performed witk
their he'p, but the cost of their keep
is'a beavy burden. Many farmers
do not realize this beenuse the food
they consume is produced upon the
farm; but inasmuch as if not con-
surced by them' this food doud be
sold, or something saleable raised in
its stead, the support of the horse
stock is a material form of expense
Oa a very large pcoportion of farms,
the class of horses is such thal prac-
tically ‘no return is secured from
them beyond the labor they perforih ;
this is “'a good deal, of ecurse, bat
vot Iarge enough; for with a better
grade of foundation stock, and mor:
care in the eelcction of stallions, the
production of horses can be made to
contribute very handsomely to farm
revenues, without going further in
“he diregtion of breeding - tham>the
usual force of farm leams will justify
There: is a great ‘demand for good
horses, and it is 80 diversified in its
character and so wide in its ex'ent
that practically it can never be over
done. The farmer need not be re-
siricted to apy one type of horse,
and if he has any preferences ia the
matter they may cafely be consuited
since every really good borse finds
ready sale.  But whatever the type
selecled, the farmer should always
breed for stoutness and’ stamina,
with a fair measuré of styie, and a
wovement and dispogition suiled to
the purpose for which the apimal is
to be ultimately devoted. And the
edort should be constantly made to
produce avimals for some particular
purpose, and s\allions patronized
whice will prodece jusi. the kind of
horse the farmer desires, avoiding
the mondescripts at the ‘* cross
roads,” who throw colts too slow to
wot, too hght to pull, and without
style or character for anything else.
We know of many farmers so neg!li-
gent in this matter as to maintain
Leams of geldings for farm work. 1f
a farmer wishes and can afford s
driving team in which his personal
pleasure is a fair cowpensation for
their keep; he has as good a right
to such horses as anybody. But as
for horses mairtained simply for
farm purposes we have oflen thought
a farmer had fully s much u-e fer
a plug hat in the harvest-fieid as for
a team‘cf geidings at the rehper.—
Breeder’s Gazelie,

SPREADING FRESH MANURE.

The practice which is becomiog
more common, of spreading fresh
msanure on land and " allowing it to
remain through winter till the rains
and melting snows carry the soluble
portions down into the thawing so'l
early in spring, is still opposed by
some on the ground the enriching
portions are thus wasbed away from
the land and wasted. This opinion
appears to be founded on theory,
and not from careful test. In one
case heaps of fresh manure were
placed on siecp -hill sidis covered
with grass.
heaps, and carried the liquid mu-
nure about five fect at the furthest
down the hill, ard by that distance
it was all absorbed hy the earth. A
part of the liquid was wasted away
from the hesps before the grouud
was thawed and while it was yet in
the condition of ice. Dut as so2n
a3 there was enough water to dis-
solve the soluble mauure, there was
at the same (ime quite enough eoil
thamed to absozb and hold it.
There was no diflicalty whatever in
the process, for the rain did not
come down like a running brook
over the whole broad surface, but
the rain drops eprayed it gently,
and the thawing earth could easily
absorb all the feriilizing parts,
which constituted but a smay po:-
tion of the liquids. If the heaps
had been throwa into the bottom of

TILIZER,

ment of bones has been successful in
my hands, an is so easy to perform
snd the chemicals'needed are acces-
«ible to -every ope, that I recom-
mend its use to every ‘farmer wh.
has a tew boudred pounds of bones
on havd. Break 100 pounds of
bones inlo small fragments and
pack ia ‘=& liglit cask, with 100
noards of goecd wood scbes which
have been previously m'sed with
twerty-five pounds of dry watcr
slacked-lime and twelve pounds o
powdered * sal scda’ (washing sds)
Twenty ‘gallons of water will sat:
urate the mass, dand more may be
addcd a8 required. In two or three
weeks the bones will be sofu ensugh
to be turtied out.on a floor and mix-
ed with two bushéls of good soil.
