After the Czar, the imperial family and 
the Holy Synod had taken their places on a 
dais at the foot ot the coffin, the Metro­
politan and the clergy standing in a semi­
circle around the head of the coffin, the 
Metropolitan began the mortuary mass, 
which, with the exception of the elaborate 
music and the general splendor of the 
occasion, was the same as the service for 
the dead which is said for any other faith­
ful member of the orthodox church.

At noon the air inside the church was 
heavy with incense, and the dim light 
within was increased by that of thousands 
ot tapers, each mourner and visitor hold­
ing one. The first taper was lighted by 
the Czar. All present stood, the Czar with 
the imperial family and the visiting royal­
ties, on the right side of the coffin.

The Czarina, pale and fragile, and look­
ing much affected, stood by the side of the 
Czar. With them were the Princess of 
Wales, the Duchess of Cobourg, King 
Christian of Denmark, the Prince of Wales, 
the Duke of York, the Duke of Cobourg, 
naval officers, and the ambassadors, with 
their suites. On the left of the coffin were 
a number of clergymen, and in front were 
military and other dignitaries.

Behind the altar all the available space 
was crowded, two persons being jammed 
into the space that should be occupied by 
one. After the genera] mass tor the dead 
the special service for a dead Czar was be­
gun. The service began with a brief 
prayer, after which Psalm xci. was sung by 
an unseen male choir.

Then followed the singing of Psalm cxix., 
which was divided into three parts, with 
an anthem after each part. The first

This is the system now recom­
mended by the State Board, and already 
one of the counties has adopted it after 
trying the old system for many y ears.

In view of the fact that more than 
one of the counties in Ontario is now 
moving in the matter of providing a 
county house of refuge or poor-house, a 
short description of the cottage system| 
will be timely.

In the cottage system there is a cen­
tral building for the keeper’s residence 
and administration offices. In some 
case the farm house purchased with the 
farm can be utilized for this purpose if 
it is in a good location. To make the 
matter simple we will suppose that the 
keeper’s residence faces the south, and 
also that there is a good barn to the 
northwest of the same. In this case the 
cottage for the men would be located to 
the west of the central cottage so as to 
be on the same side as that of the barn 
and for reasons that will be referred to 
presently. To the east of the keeper's 
cottage is the cottage for the women. 
These buildings are 20 or 30 feet apart 
and they are connected by means of a 
covered passage. To the north of the 
keeper’s residence, but connected there- 
with by a covered passage, is the gen­
eral kitchen and two dining-rooms, one 
for men and one for women. The cot­
tages are two stories only. Over the 
dining-rooms is the chapel and over the 
kitchen are bedrooms for attendants. 
For the accommodation of sick inmates 
it is recommended to have two one-story 
cottages, one to the west of the men’s 
cottage for the men, and one to the east 
of the women’s cottage for the women.

The barn and cottage for the men 
are located on the same side of 
the keeper’s residence so as to keep 
the men at all times as far as 
possible fiom the women’s department. 
The morality of many of the inmates of 
houses of refuge is very low indeed and

Alleged Plot by a Newspaper Man tc 
Revolutionize Hawaii.

SAN FRANCISCO, Cal., Nov. 22.- The 
steamer Mariposa, which arrived from 
Honolulu, brought news of an attempt to 
overthrow the Government by Claude H. 
Wetmore, a newspaper man, who formerly 
represented New York and Chicago papers 
there. Wetmore had several hundred 
Royalists connected with him in the plot, 
which was to have been sprung on the day 
after the last steamer from Honolulu—the 
Aust ralia —had sailed.

On the morning of the steamer’s depar­
ture Wetmore was summoned to Attorney- 
General Smith’s office and told that the 
Government was in possession of full 
details of his scheme, and he was given the 
alternative of departing on the Australia 
or being thrown into prison for treason.

He Was a Point Edward Man.
NEW YORK, Nov. 22.—The body of 

Daniel Reilly, 25 years old, and a native of 
Point Edward, Canada, was received at the 
morgue on Monday from the workhouse on 
Blackwell’s Island. The case attracted 
considerable attention because the autopsy 
had been performed by Dr. C. E. Bruce, of 
the workhouse staff. While the coroners 
did not criticise the liberty taken by Dr. 
Bruce, they were quite anxious to know 
why he made the autopsy. House Surgeon 
Babcock explained that the man had been 
admitted on Nov. 17, apparently in good 
health. He showed symptoms of having 
been on a debauch, however, and was 
treated accordingly. He complained Satur­
day morning of a pain in his head, and in a 
little while he became violent. He was 
then placed in a padded cell, where he re­
mained until be died. The autopsy re­
vealed the fact that his skull was fractured. 
Dr. Babcock was of the impression that the 
injury was not sustained after Reilly’s ad­
mission to the workhouse. The statement 
did not set forth why Reilly had been com­
mitted or who had committed him.

NEW YORK, Nov. 22.—A large crowd of 
hungry cloakmakers, their wives and chil­
dren, crowded the strikers’ relief head­
quarters yesterday to secure provisions, 
which were distributed among those possess­
ing tickets showing their eligibility to re­
ceive food. The place was so packed and 
the crowd so clamorous and violent that the 
foremost applicants wore pushed and 
jostled by those behind them until the 
counter over which the provisions were 
distributed gave way. Men, women and 
children were mixed indiscriminately with 
bread, potatoes, sugar, sausages and other 
edibles. The women screamed and the men 
shouted, but order was finally restored, 
and the work of distribution went on 
quietly. At a meeting of strikers, over 
which Joseph Barrondes presided, it was 
announced that no new developments had 
occurred in the strike. The manufacturers 
are, however, much perturbed over the fact 
that some of their number are acceeding to 
the demands of the strikers. It is claimed 
that the manufacturers are bound by 
special agreement to maintain faith with 
each other in the strike, and that the de­
linquents are liable to legal prosecution.

CHICAGO, Nov, 22.—A special to the Post 
from Denver says that the annual conven­
tion of the American Federation of Labor, 
to he held in that city in December, will 
develop a hard fight against the re-election 
cf President Samuel Gompers, Secretary 
McGuire, of the United Brotherhood cf 
Carpenters and Joiners, and General Secre­
tary Chris Evans. The opposition is the 
result of the action of the federation last 
summer in Chicago, refusing to recom­
mend sympathetic strikes iu support of 
the American Railway Union railroad 
strikes. To the "triangle," Gompers, Mc­
Guire and Evans, is charged the responsi­
bility of the federation’s determination to 
keep its skirts clear cf the A. B. U. em» 
broglio, and to these throe officials the A. 
R. U. and its sympathizers charge the de­
feat of the great strike. It is said that in 
their efforts to breed disaffection against 
the present management, the A. R. U. have 
the covert support of some cf the offcials 
of the Knights of Labor. The radical 
social element, which has long antagonized 
President Gompers, will, it is said, aid in 
the attempt to secure his overthrow, and 
will probably endeavor to elect to the 
presidency of the federation President Mc- 
Bride, of the United Mino Workers cf 
America.

Canada Southern Division—Going West,
Strange Transformation in the Appear 

ance of Mount Tacoma.
SAN FRANCISCO, Cal., Nov. 22.—Great 

excitement has been caused throughout the 
Puget Sound country by what is looked 
upon by many as an eruption of Mount 
Tacoma, or Ranier, 14,444 feet high, and 
one cf the loftiest peaks there. The 
mountain has lately been strangely trans­
formed. The crest of the great monarch 
of the Cascades has changed, the cone hav­
ing fallen in, and steam can be seen rising 
from the crater. There is no eruption, it 
is believed by those most competent to 
judge, but great masses of rock seem to 
have fallen. The snow-capped cone has 
disappeared and a sharp-pointed peak has 
risen in its place to the cast of the crater. 
The changed appearance of the mountain 
is evident from the streets of Seattle, 90 
miles distant, and thousands of people have 
watched the great peak all the afternoon. 
But a. very few people have ever ascended 
the mountain, and at this season of the 
year the ascension is an absolute impossi- 
bility. There is no way of making a thor­
ough investigation cf the phenomenon.

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A BEWILDERED CONTEMPORARY.
Our local contemporary now denies that 

it said, on Nov. 3, that by the act of choos- 
ing Mr. Marter leader of the Ontario Op­
position, the Conservative party had 
thereby made prohibition a party plank. 
It asserts that its words were those of the 
Montreal Witness. Supposing that were 
true, and there are no marks on the selec­
tion to show it, our contemporary cannot 
deny that it indorsed the sentiment, and 
called upon temperance electors to support 
Mr. Essery as an exponent of Mr. Matter’s 
views, which were henceforth to be those 
of the Conservatives !

His 
position on prohibition is so pronounced 
that he cannot recede from it without dis­
honor.

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Messrs. Hughes and Houston in the 
City—Instructive Remarks on 

Educational Methods.

The London Teachers’ Association as­
sembled at the Collegiate Institute at 9:30 
this morning, President Eckert in the 
chair. Mrs. Gahan was asked to report on 
her visit to the Ontario Teachers’ Associa­
tion. She referred to the difficulty cf 
teachers, especially in country schools, 
being unable to get away owing to the small 
salaries paid and the want of interest mani- 
fested. She referred to the fact that effi­
ciency in public schools had not increased 
in proportion to the progress of the coun­
try, owing to the lack of scholarship and 
shortness cf the Model School term. 
There were 18,000 candidates licensed to 
teach during the last fifteen years; these 
were all third class teachers. An appro­
priation of 58 cents was apportioned to the 
public school pupils each, and an appro­
priation of $4 58 each for collegiate insti­
tutes and high schools from the Government 
grant. This seemed to show that too 
much attention was given to high school 
work and too little to public school work. 
These statistics were all taken from the 
Ontario president’s address.

Another address by Mr. Edwards went 
to show that the science faculty was in use 
in kindergartens, and then a change from 
that io the observing faculty made when 
they entered the public schools. The 
change being so radical was really injurious 
to pupils. Mr. Brown advocated the leav­
ing of history for entrance examinations, 
urging as a plea, that it could not (owing 
to a lack of time) be properly taught. He 
objected also to the questions from the 
public school arithmetic, especially those 
on papering, owing to some indifference in 
the manner of wording those questions. 
Literature also was closely criticised on 
account of the manner in which it was 
taught.

Inspector Hughes, Toronto, also gave a 
paper on "Self Expression vs. Expression,” 
and spoke cf individuality as the best gift 
that was bestowed on man, also on the 
pupils. Children accommodated themselves 
to their surroundings; this was manifested 
when children went away from home with 
their parents on holidays.

Mr. Houston, Toronto, gave a paper on 
“Examination,” stating that examinations 
as now conducted were not a suitable test, as 
they did not bring out really what the pupils 
knew, inasmuch as they could not express 
ail they knew. Mr. Ross also spoke a few 
words on the system as it now existed, and 
said he wished to make some changes, but 
could not do so as things now were.

A vote of thanks was tendered to Mrs. 
Gahan for her excellent report.

Mr. Little was called upon to give an 
address upon the subject of “Geography.” 
He stated that the men from the university 
did not themselves agree as to what bene­
fits we should receive from the teaching of 
geography. The text book presented a 
difficulty to his mind, inasmuch as he did 
not know whether the book was intended 
for the teacher or pupil. Another difficulty 
was the fact that the publisher was limited 
as to price, matter, maps and all the con­
tents. He then referred to the maps, stat­
ing that they were maps of reference, 
not maps for teaching. He closely 
criticised the maps, stating that no men­
tion should be made of rivers, mountains, 
capes, etc. These should be brought out 
by properly coloring the maps. Cities also 
having large popular ions should be brought 
out by distinguishing marks. Small towns 
on railway lines of little importance should 
not be mentioned at all, He would 
have pupils draw outlines of Euro­
pean countries, and then cut it 
up into parts, comparing these 
parts and then putting them together again 
as an ordinary puzzle. A relief map is also 
a great necessity to pupils. Every country 
should be studied in an orderly and sys­
tematic manner. The countries of Europe 
afford a good example of this method of 
treating the subject. North America was 
altogether too clumsy for this method of 
treatment. Europe also affords a far

The present Thanksgiving Day perform­
ances are simply a mockery of Almighty 
God.

—Mr. Moody has been speaking in To­
ronto against Sunday street cars, and also 
warning the people against Sunday news­
papers.

—The Toronto Week, “a Canadian journal
of politics, literature, science and art, 72

hitherto published by C. Blackett Robin­
son, has been taken over by a newly-formed 
company, made up of prominent men of 
both political parties, professional men 
and others. It is handsomely printed on 
fine paper and new type, and it is the in­
tention of the publishers to strengthen the 
publication in every department. The 
Week is now in its eleventh year. No 
Canadian literary weekly has taken so 
strong a grip on the public, and doubtless 
the journal is destined io win new laurels 
under new auspices.

THE DEFEAT OF THS POPULISTS.
The following letter appears in the Can­

ada Farmers’ Sun;
“The total defeat of the Populist organi­

zation in the United States, which I sup­
pose, answers pretty closely to the Patrons 
of Industry here, is asc ribed, 1 have little 
doubt with truth, to its advocacy of such 
fancies as an irredeemable paper currency 
to be manufactured by the State and loaned 
to the citizens. The Americans have had 
full experience of the effects of an irredeem­
able paper currency, and they know that 
it brings contusion and ruin upon industry 
and trade.

“Tom Paine, no bad radical authority, 
had witnessed the working of an irredeem­
able paper currency during the Revolution­
ary war, and his verdict is that whoever 
proposes a repetition of the experiment 
ought to be punished with death. He 
seriously advocates the infliction of that 
penalty.

“Had the Populists of the United States 
confined themselves to practicable objects, 
such as the purification of government and 
the reduction cf expenditure, keeping them­
selves at the same time independent of 
party, they might still be a powerful as 
well as a useful organization."

greater scope for illustration on the in­
fluence of climate than America. In deal­
ing with any country there are two 
features to be considered—systematic 
treatment and literary treatment. By 
putting the map of Europe before pupils, 
they observe that it has a certain configur­
ation. These facts must have a 
cause. By literary treatment he 
meant taking the country as a whole. 
The divisions he would make are physical 
features, ciimate, then resources, products 
and industries. In treating of the resources 
he would speak of the soil, what it pro­
duces and what uses are made of these 
things. In the same way he would treat 
of the minerals, forests, and fisheries. 
Facilities for transportation also come 
under this head. He closed his 
interesting address by reading an 
extract from Micklejohn’s Europe on the 
relation of Holland to the countries of 
Europe, also by showing that Holland 
stands in the same relation to Europe that 
China does to the countries cf Asia. A 
second extract on Austro-Hungary referred 
to the great variety of climate, peoples, 
pursuits and products of Austria. He 
closed by reading four stanzas on the 
climate and products of Spain.

Mr. Geo. Kirk, in a few well chosen re­
marks, showed how readily pupils might 
receive erroneous impressions by compar­
ing Holland to China; as they might think 
they resembled each other because of the 
hundreds of millions of inhabitants or be­
cause China was low and in danger of 
being flooded by the sea as Holland. The 
meeting then adjourned until 2 o’clock.

THE LATE REV. J. A. MURRAY. Students Can Now Join.
The Resolution of the London Presby- 

tery—High Tribute to Eis Worth.
The following minute relating to the 

death of the late Mr. Murray, ot London, 
was passed by the Presbytery cf London at 
its last meeting and ordered to be published 
in the city and church papers:

“The Presbytery of London desires to 
record their deep sense of the loss sus- 
tained by this Presbytery, and bv the 
church at large, in the removal by death 
on Oct. 21, at St. Andrew’s manse, Lon­
don, of their highly-esteemed and beloved 
brother. Rev. James Allister Murray, late 
minister of St. Andrew’s Church, London. 
Mr. Murray was a man cf decided mental 
culture and high literary attainments, 
was well read in general literature and 
theology. He was naturally endowed with 
mental-capacity or powers cf a high order, 
which, when developed by assiduous and 
careful training, secured for him a high 
position in the respect and esteem cf his 
brethren.

“As a minister of Christ he was faithful 
in declaring the whole counsel cf God, hav­
ing a correct estimate of the sacredness and 
dignity of the Christian ministry; he always 
maintained a deportment and bearing cor- 
responding with his high ideal, yet pervad­
ing that dignified attitude there was a vein

THREE TO ONE.

Mutiny on the High Sear—The Indian 
Crew cf a Sealer Seize the Vessel.

VANCOUVER, B. C., Nov. 22.—At the 
Westminster assizes yesterday six of the 
Indian crew of the sealing schooner C. D. 
Rand were found guilty of revolt and 
mutiny on the high seas.

Just outside of Bering Sea on last sea­
son’s sealing cruise this crew took posses­
sion of the vessel and remained in command 
for nine days. The Indians outnumbered 
the white crew three to one. Atlength the 
captain took advantage cf a favorable op­
portunity when there wore only two of the 
Indians on deck, and drove them into the 
hold, where he kept them confined until the 
vessel reached Vancouver.

For the defense it was claimed that the 
captain supplied them with whisky, gave 
them no food, and was taking them to 
Copper Island instead of Bering Sea, as had 
been agreed upon, and the Indians fear­
ing barbarous treatment at the hands 
of the Russians at Copper Island, 
revolted. The defense, however, was 
broken down and the Indians convicted. 
Sentence will be pronounced tomorrow.
