EVIL OF IMPURE MILK.

Causes Death of 15,000 Children in
Canada Yearly.

Ottawa, June 15.—A number of val-
uable papers on subjects relating to
the medical profession were given at
to-day’s sessions of the Canadian Med-
ical Assocjation. Dr. C:. J. O. Hast-
ings of Toronto in a paper on the im-
portance of pure milk, read before the
section on public health, declared
that impure milk was primarily re-
sponsible for the loss of 15,000 of the
30,000 children who die annually in
Canada. He strongly urged a more
stringent inspection of the milk sup-
ply in every municipality, and he em-
phasized the paramount impqrtnnce of
the proper pasteurizing of milk in all
dairies. At the conclusion of the
paper a committe was appointed to
wait on the Government with a view
to securing more stringent °regula-
tions governing municipal . inspec-
tion. The formation of a CGanadian
Ambulance  and Red Cross Associa-
tion was advecated in a paper read
by Lieut.-Col. Jones, of Ottawa, be-
fore the section on military medicine.
A committee was named to consider
the formation oi the association.

GETS A CHANCE.

PRISONER’S LAWYER USED PATHE-
TIC STORY TO INFLUENCE JURY.

The Judge Probed the Case, and Now
Gives Thos. Anderson a Chance to
Repair a Great Wrong or Go fo
Prison for Long Term.

Woodstock despatch: Judge Finkle, of
Oxford, wherever possible tempers jus-
tice with mercy. This afternoon Thos.
Anderson, a young :nan whose home
has been in Tilisonburg, came before
him -charged with highway robbery.
The Crown alleged tkat a few months
ago he, with three others, conspired to
rob John Birks, a farmer near Tillson-
burg, on, the way home from that town.
Some were secured. Two.of the men
were promptly arrested and sentenced
to terms at Kingston. The Crown
claimed that' while perhaps Anderson
had no actual part in the robbery, he
Kuew 1t was coming off and was guard-
ing the road.

In addressing the jury Mr. W, C.
Brown, of Tillsonburg, most pathetically
told of Anderson’s old motier waiting
down on the farm for his return, and
of his wife, who was also waiting, just
about tn become a mother. This was a
surprise, as previously Anderson had
said he was a single man. The jury
went out, and in a few minutes return-
ed with a verdict of guilty. In the
meanwhile Judge Finkle had question-
ed the Chief of Police of Tillsonburg,
and found that the girl is not the man’s
wife. ;

The Judge sent Crown Attorney Ball
to the prisoner with @ proposition,
which was that if he would me>ry the
girl sentence would be suspended. The
man seid he would not, but he was
given a chance to think it over, and
Judgment was reserved. He was given
ten days to marry the girl. If at the
end of that time the ceremony has not
been performed, or if he cannot produce
a marriage certificate, the Chief of Till-
sonburg has instructions to bring him
back before Judge Finkle to be sen-
tenced.

ROBBED OF $6,000.

A CANADIAN HOTELMAN ASSAULT-
ED IN BOSTON.

John H. Lane, of Richmond, Que., Beaten
by Thugs in Boston—Sustained In-
juries of Which He Will Probably
Die.

Boston, June 15.—John H. Lane,
roprietor of the Brunswick Hotel at

ichmond, Que., and a prominent horse
breeder, was assaulted and robbed here
early this morning by thieves, who got
$06,000 from him. Lane was found un-
conscious on the street at 3 o’clock this
morning. He was taken to the Gen-
eral Hospital, where he recovered suf-
ficiently to tell that three men had
held him up, taking the $6,000 he had in
cash and a gold watch valued at $200,
presented to him by a friend in 1902.
After 4hat he relapsed into uncon-
sciousness and has not yet recovered.

The physicians say he nas a fractur-
ed skull, and the probabilities are that
he will not recover. Lane came here
yesterday morning. He stopped at the
rouraine Hotel and told friends who
visited him that he had come here to
buy two brood mares and a stallion
that he had had his eye on for a long
time. He went out early in the even-
ing and di/ not return.

So far tue police have been unable to
find where he spent the first part of the
night. A general alarm for his assail-
ants has been sent out, and about fifty
thugs have been caught in the dragnet:
So far no one has been caught on whom
the slightest suspicion rests.

ASSISTANCE IN D—RAINAGE.

The Department of Physics at ths
Ontario Agricultural College desires
to announce the ¢ontinuance of its
previous offer of assistance to farmars
in matters pertaining to drainage. For
the past three years we have been
authorized by the Minister of Agri-
culture to go out and assist any -far-
mers in taking the levels of his lands
for drainage purposes, in planning the
sizes ot tile for the different drains.
and in calculating the grades and
sizes of tile for. the difefrent drains.
A finished map bearing all the in-
formation is sent to the owner. This
serves two purposes: First, it is used
as a guide in constructing drains; Sec-
ond, it may be preserved as a record
of the exact location of every drain,
so that if for any reason it should
be necessary in years to come to find
any drain it could be done accurately
at a moment’s notice.

The number of applications for as-
sistance has increased very rapidly,
so that last year we had many more
than we could attend to. To enable
us to meet this increased demand
the Minister of Agriculture has this
year given us a special approg;iation
whereby we. have :been "énabled to
dopble our staff ‘for this work. ' °

A new feature is being added. We
have found in the past that frequent-
ly the neighbors in the vicinity of
tfw farm being surveyed were inter-
ested and wished to observe the op-
erations. This suggested the desira-
bility of making these demonstra-
tions public, and this will be . done
wherever possible. Anyone inter-
ested will be welcome on all occasions
By this means we shall be able to
instruct & much larger number in
matters pertaining to drainage pro-
blems.

Anyone wishing drainage survey-
ing done shall apply to Wm. H. Day,
Department of Physics, ®. A. C.,
Guelph. The only outlay connected
with the work is the travelling ex-
penses of one man, including meals,
cartage of instruments and railway
fare at one cent a mile each way.

THE COST OF LIVING.

Has It Come Down Since the Panic
of 1907, or Not?

The London Economist figures a de-
cline in average cost of commodities,
during the first four months of 1908, of
7 per cent., and a decline from the high
point of last year to May of 151-2 per
cent.  Bradstreet’s index nuwmber of
New York prices shows a fall here of
123-4 per cent. from the high level of
last year. Both agree that staple prices
are now the lowest in three ycars.

But this conclusion is likely to be dis-
puted by any householder. His living
expenses have not decreased,  except
through buying less; the average citizen
will say it now costs more to iive than
before the panic. And he is righrt, if
necessaries of life are considered. Iiread
and meat, which enter first into actual
daily cost of living, show in the one
case an advance of just 25 per cent. over
March, 1907, and for the other, a de-
cline of 2 per cent.—this latter being in
whole sale prices ard probably not reach-
ing the consumer.

Bradstreet’s figures show that prices
of packed provisions ‘are down per
cent. from last year, fruit 30 per cent.,

and leather, textiles, drugs, coal and oil
something like 10 per cent. Buc they do
‘ﬂu prioy of canued :vege
tables,  which, a8 with 'flour, are highar,
because of the bad growing weather «f
1907, or the numerous preserves into
whose cempusition enters sugar, which
has advanced in price.  Instead, the
Bradstreets’ table includes metals like
iron, tin and gopper, which have fallen
30 to 50 per cent. from a year ago, but
which cut an altogether minor figure in
current expenses.

The best sign of future reduction in
cost of' living is the promise of good
crops in 1908; the worst is the reviving
tendency to speculative rise in - prices.
The most perplexing consideration is,
who got or. is getting the benefit of the
fall in meat ‘and cottom at first
hand? Not. the consumer, apparently.

MIMICRY IN NATURE.

Curious Likeness Between Animal and
Vegetable Forms. :

The Natural History Museum has fa-
miliarized most people with the dea
of mimicry and n_dagf_-ll‘v‘e &heno_mena
of many kinds, says ‘estminsg ;v
Gazette. As Professor Dean, of Col-
umbia University, has recently re-
marked, we have reached the stage at
which the public is shown a buttor-
fly mounwfon a twig so as to shw
the protective resemblance betwean
the insect and:the leaves. But the
leaves may be those of a beech-tree
from the Fatherland, and the but-
terfly may have been born and brai
in far Cathay.

There are many cases of plan cf
coloration which seem to be of no
use, and even may appear to be dan-
gerous .to the . And there are
resemblances which seem to have no
meaning whatever, and of these Pro-
fessor an gives many instances.
Japanese tradition relates that after
a naval battle it was noticed that the
carapace of a certain crab bore the
imgrens of a human face, the face of
d Taira warrior, to which “fact” the
crustacean now owes its name. S8quash
seeds, when drying, acquire during
the process of unequal contraction cer-
tain irre%:lur depressions on tieir
surface. These often take the form
of Japanese characters. Professor
Dean has known a’ Japanese scholar
puzzle over them for several minutcs
in the endeavor to read them. On
the Chrysalis of the butterfly Fenizca
tarquinius is a remarkable resem-
blance to & human face, Caucasion
in type, almost ““a larial mask of Tar-
quin himself.”

The pupa of Bpalgis, which hails
from West Africa, mimics the face of a
chimpanzee. Why should the larva
of the crane-fly, which lives in wet,
rotten wood or underground, benefit
by looking exactly like an octopus?
The pupae of bombycids are like
mummy cases, Faces of 'French
poodles are on the wings of the or-
ange-winged Colia, and most boys
have been commas and the like on
moths’ wings. A tree-hopper and its
{oung are exactly like a ﬂonp of tiny

irds, with lon necks, swellin
breasts and drooping tails. The nec
of the cobra is adorned with spec-
tacles. That the sphenoid bone of a
rabbit -is" like a fox’s head has long
been khown, but many may not have
recognized in the seed-pods of the
snapdragon the skulls on poles, the
“medicine”  ornaments of savage
tribes.

These and numerous other in-
stances lead Professor Dean to warn
us against too readily accepting every
apparent instance of the protective
doctrine.

‘I'he number of people tried for in-
dictable offences in 1906 in England
was, 59,079, as against 54,667 in 1857,
when the population vas forty per
cent. less than now.

q'his is revealed in a Blue Book
issued recently by the Home Office,
giving the criminal statistica for 1906.
Crime decreased that year. Four-
fifths of crimes are larcenivs, and
these diminish in ‘times.
Drunkenness and crimes of violance
tend to increase in good times.

Prosecutions for riot—common fifty
years ago— were now comparatively
ruve, and seriQus offences of poaching
appeared to be fewer, but the prosecw-
tions for attemptis to commit suicide
had continuously indreased.

Out of 10.390 persons convicted at
assizes and wessions twenty-seven were
sentenced to death, but of these sen-
teuces eighteen were’ commuted to
penal servitude for l..e.

the village, his pew in the parish
church was often a kind of sjtting
room.

Burrey. It has a fireplace, a low seat
which extends around two -sides of
the room and blue tapestry decora-
tion. ABove it is another floor, on
which are three or four ordinary pews
for the use of the squire’s servants,
and from it a covered way leads to
Gatton Hall, some few yards away.
There may be some t; in the story
that a former squire used to enjoy a
pipe by the fireplace during the ser-
mon and that if he became weary he
would %:) out through the private door
for a short stroll in the churchyard.

A similar pew exists in a church at
Colwich, Staffordshire. It has a stair-
casé leading to a private door, and
it is said that the postman came this
way to convey letters and that the
servant brought in cake and wine for
consumption during the service.

The royal pew of St. George’s chap-
el, Windsor, is peculiar, because it
is the largest of its kind in England
and on account of its being situated
above the choir, down upon which the
Queen can see the service from a fine
oriel window. s
In little Benjamin Church; Nor-
folk, is a pew for strangers and wed-
ding parties. It was constructed by
a shepherd and bears a cheerful,
suggestive piece of ornamentation in
the shape of the carving of a skeleton.

Royalty and Railways.

Two i rsonalities are
soon to retire fro railway world.
Mr. George Wright, the superinten-
dent of Victoria station, on the Len-
don, Brighton & South Coast line, is
giving up his post in July; and the
retirement of Mr. Jno. Queen, the
stationmaster at the South-Eastern &
Chatham terminus, has already been
announced. They are officials who
have been responsible at their respec-
tive stations for the safety and com-

Jort of the long list of royal persons,

E';ﬁ“'h and foreign, who have trav-
eled to and “from the continent by
Victoria. Mr. Wright has given some
reminiscences of these royal comings
and goings during his 29 years in
charge of the Brighton station. Queen
Victoria was a frequent visitor to the
station on her way to and from Os-
borne. When the Queen died, Mr.
Wright was responsible for the ar-
rangements for conveying the body
from Osborne to Victoria, and King
Edward expressed his high apprecia-
tion of them. -

Of the late King of Portugal and
the late Crown Prince Mr. Wright
has the rlemneeat recollections.
*Most kindly and genial” iz his de-
soription of the murdered monarch.
The two royal personages who pre-
ferred to travel slowly were Queen
Victoria and the late Shah of Persia.
Her Majesty never cared to travel at
a speed higher than from 40 to 45
miles an hour; and the 8Shah was
frightened if a speed over 20 miles an
hour were attained. In February,
1884, part of the station was blown
up by Fenians. A Gladstone-bag had
been deposited in the cloakroom con-
taining dynamite, and when this ex-
ploded it wrecked the cloakroom and
the ticket office, besides doing other
damage. ‘Mr. Wright, who lived in
the neighborhood, heard the noise of
the explosion, and hurried to the
station. He found~ that the flames
had been speedily extinguished. One
station hand, who at the time of the
explosion was fixing the fire-hose near
the cloakroom, alone was injured, but
not seriously. -

After the Victoria explosion a
search was made at the other railway
stations, and at Paddington and Char-
ing Cross Gladstone bags containing
dynamite were found in the cloak-
rooms. The dynamitards were never
discovered. They escaped, it was be-
lieved, to America. Mr. Wright has
only had to deal with one strike.
This occurred many years ago, when
he was on the western section. The
engine-drivers went out on strike, but
returned after two days. Guards
were pressed into service as firemen
in order to keep the service running.
Since Mr. Wright took charge of the
station the traffic has been multiplied
by three.

Earache.—Heat table salt in a sauce-
pan until smoke begins to rise from it,
turn into a cloth, tie in a soft bunch and
hold to “he ear as hot as can be borne.
The back of the ear may be rubbed
with camphor, but never put anything
in the ear. If the application of heat,
as with the salt, or by heated flannels,
does not soon relieve the pain, consult
an aurist.

Weak or Inflamed Eyes.—Frequent
bathing with mild salt water is very
beneficial. Another remedy is boracic
acid. Take as much of this powder as
will lie upon a dime, dissolve in a cup
of warm water, bathe the eyes freely,
using an eye glass if possible, then make
little pads of a soft old linen handker-
chief, dampen these with the solution
and place over the eyes while lying down.

Feetache.—Each day the feet should
pe put in water as hot as can be borne,
adding more hot water as it cools, for
as long as is possible. Three or four
trials will effect a cure.

Croup.—When the first symptoms are
observed, apply cold water suddenly and
freely to the neck and chest. Then lay
a cloth wet with cold water on the
chest and cover with cotton batting.
Place the child in a warm bed and cover
well. If you do not like the cold water
treatment, try rubbing back, chest and
neck with camphorated ofl or goose
grease, and covering well with flannel.
A pinch each of hops, sage and penny-
royal may be steeped in a kettle, and
the child allowed to inhale the warm
fumes through a paper funnel, or if this
it not easily done, at least allow the
mixture to boil in the patient’s room.
The sir is moistened and medicated by
it. Mix ome teaspoon of powdered alum
two teaspoons of sugar. This will
often give instant relief. The juice

e ~pressed from a roasted omion and mixed

with sugar will sometimes help to loosen
the phlegm. The nostrils must be kept;
moistened with warm sweet oil. This
may be applied with a small roll of very
soft muslin.

Whooping Cough.— Place about 20
drops of oil of *%urpentine on a cloth and
hold close to the patient’s face, instruct-
ing him to breathe freely a mumber of
times. Repeat this two or three times
daily. A cloth moistened with oil of
turpen;ine may be placed on the pillow
at night.

Fever.—When a child has a fever from
teething or any cause not connected with
acute disease, give a teaspoonful of

syrup of rhubard, a warm injection and

“a sponge bath.

Fainting.—This is caused by the blood
leaving the brain. Lay the patient down
wi%h the head lower than the body.
Sprinkle cold water on the face. Hold
hartshorn near the nose. A half tea-
spoonful of aromatic spirits of ammonia
in a wine glassful of water will %end to
revive the patient.

Hemorrhage.—To stop hemorrhage 'oT"brpughton and they suffer in silence; | -

the lungs wrap the thighs and arms
above ®:he elbows with small strong cords
tightly drawn and tied. This will stop
the flow of blood almost instantly.

Hicooughs.— Take a small piece of
sugar and allow % to dissolve very
slowly in the mouth, or drink water
very slowly. Another remedy is have
someone locate the pulse. The person
afflicted should then take a very deep
breath, holding it as long as possible,
the other to keep a steady pressure with
the fingers upon the pulse.

Nose Bleeding.—A small roll of paper
or muslin placed above ®he front teeth
under the upper lip and pressed hard
upon the same will often arrest the
bleeding very shortly.

Rheumatism.—Take half an ounce of
pulverized saltpeter and mix with half a
pint of olive oil. Bathe the affected
parts and cover wi*th warm flannel. An-
other remedy is to heat a flatiron and
cover with a flannel which has been
moistened with vinegar. Place as near
as possible to the affected part. Repeat
two or three times a day.

Sprains or Bruises.—Bathe the injured
part with very bot water. Wrap with
flannel, then heat some extract of witch
hazel and pour on the flannel. Place %the
white of an egg in a saucer, stir it with
a piece of alum until the egg forms a
jelly. Lay this over the sprain upon a
piece of lint and change it as it becomes
dry. 4

Stings.—Take a pinch of common ta
salt, put on the place tung, and “dis-
solve with water, rubbing with the fin-
ger. If not relieved, wet the place with
aqua ammonia; or a lump of wet sale-
ratus may be applied.

Burns.—Mx fresh lard with baking
soda and batting, using care lest the
baftting come in direct contact with the
injured part.—The Housekeeper.

Sweet Gras: Cendle Shades.

For the summer cottage straw candle
and lamp shades will be found satisfac-
tory and .economical, They shed a
charming light through the woven
strands of sweet grass, of which they

both inexpensive
and long lived. The grass used in weav-
ing them is the same seen Np the Cana-
dian baskets, which possess shch a deli-
cate and delicious odor.

The pieces of grass are wo round
and round the shade, which is shaped
either with a circular base or ome in
hexagonal form. From there the shade
slopes gradually, and it has a narrow
upstanding finish at the top. The seams
are made by weaving in a coarser grass,
and at the top and bottom edge a thick-
er kind, and one of a darker ghade of
green, gives a pretty and substantial rim,

There is no striking color in these
shades, the grasses blending pale yellow
and light green tones in such a way that
the general effect is neither the one nor
the other color. For this reason sweet
grass shades can be used in any dining
room. Their freshness makes them par-
ticularly attractive for summer use.
They are offered in several sizes ranging
from the small candle shade to the larg-
er ones intended to cover an. electric
light.

A Home-Made Refrigerator.

Take two large boxes, the second
one somewhat smaller on all sides,
and bore two two-inch holes in each
correspondingly, to give drainage and
ventilation. Fill up the bottom of the
larger box with powdered charcoal
(or sawdust, if charcoal cannot be
procured) until the smaller box will
stand on a level with the larger box.
Put the inner box in place, and fill
up all the space around the sides
with the charcoal.  Fasten lids on
boxes to fit ti%htly. On each side of
the inner box, by means of cleats, put
several shelves, leaving a space in
the centre for the ice.

A rack made of lathing may be laid
at the bottom, for the ice to rest upon.
Legs may be added, also, and the
drainage and ventilation in this way
be improved. This is a rough refrig-
erator, to be sure, but one that has
been successfully used in our home
for years.—From Women’s
Companion for June.

Winnipeg despatch: By working vig-
srousiy until tne approach of midnight,
the, thirty-fourth General Assembly of
the Presbyterian Church came to & con-
slusibn to-night. An immense amount,
of business was transacted during the
fay,'and many heavy topics were pass-
sd in review, including the temperance
ssue. The report on it favored pro-
aibition wherever possible, and where
it could not be secured, the eliminatiott
of the element of private gain from the
dquor traffic. .

‘he report of the specisl committee
appointed to comsult Dr. Wilbur Chap-
man on .the subject of evangelism was
received. It was suggested that a com-
mittee be appointed to comsider the
question of evanvgelism at length and
report at the next Assembly;
letter of thanks for the offers of co-
operation and assistance be sent to the
Kvangelistic Committee of the Presby-
terian Church of the United States, and
these recommendations wera approved.
The committee will be divided into
three sections, representing western,
sentral and eastern .Canada. Dr. D.
Mc'l'avish, Toronto, is Convener of the
central  section. A recommendation
that the Assembly approve officially
simultaneous campaigns to be under-
taken in Vancouver, Hamilton and
Halifax was voted down.

Ministers From Other Countries,

The committee to consider applica-
tions of ministers from other churches
gave a report, and twenty-four of these
were accepted. Most of the balance
were held over for further informa-
tion. Those accepted included Revs.
W. Black, Ottawa Presbytery;
Black, Kingston; J. F. Malcolm,

H. Se Kerr, Toronto; A. Shepherd,
Barfie; A. E. Mitchener, North Bay;
M. {C. Campbell, Owen Sound; M. P.
Cralg, Sarnia. ¥

ligious\, Services at the Quebec tercen-
tenary ) stated that Moderator DuVal
had en asked to preach there and
had condegted.

Dr. Milligan also supported the re-
port, pointing out the enormous finan-
.cial difficulties which now beset, the
institution, The ch2ge must come‘ but'.

PRESIDENT JAILED.

Latest Move in the Bank .of St.
' John Affair.

Montreal, June 15.—An important
move was made in the Bank of St.
John affairs to-night when Hon.
Philippe Roy, former President of the
bank, was arrested on a charge of
making false returns to the Govern-
ment. It is alleged that in the cur-
rent loan columns of the returns -sent
to the Government were found promis-
sory notes long since outlawed, and
which are without any value what,
ever. The arrest was- made through
Crown Prosecutor Hibbard, who acted
under instructions from the Attorney-
General.

Mr. Roy was allowed out on bail of
$2,000, and will be tried as soon as
the necessary steps can be taken. It
is said that the liapilities of the bank
amount +to over $300,000, and the as-
sets to not more than $200,000. Mr.
Roy is personally very wealthy, being
the owner of the St. John’s waterworks
and electric light plant, and other in-
dustries in the town and Province. ‘He
was Speaker of the last Provincial
Legislature, and ran for Mayor of
Montreal last February, being defeated
by Mr. Louis Payette. \

THE TAFT BOOM.

Hughes Also Has a Boomlet Before

. Cenvention.

Chicago, June 15.—To-nigt will see
the end of the long drawn out series of
contests waged for seats in the Republi-
can National Convention before the Na-
tional Committee of the party. Despite
the action of the committee, which has
already resulted in the seating of at
least 539 delegates favorable to Taft,
there was a revival of presidential
“booms” to-day. The friends of Governor
Hughes, of New York, showed especial
activity.

Marder and Seicide Neat New

Shooter’s Wie Died In Her Father's |

Arms.

She Had Decided to Part Frem
" Her Husband.

Earlton despatch: A shocking trage-
dy occurred in this vicinity when a man
named Jas, Marshall ehot his wife
through the heart and then put a bullet
through his own brain. The murdered
woman fell dying into the arms of her
dged father. ‘The details are harrowing.
The victim was the daughter of Mr. and
Mrs. Absalom Gray, who lived with their
son, Mr. Nathan Gray, on his farm in
Armstrong Township; 2bout & mile from
the town of Earlton. Mr. Gray is 66
years of age. He is prostrated with
grief. Mrs. Gray, who is 67 yedrs of
age, is visiting in Niageréd Falls. Other
members of the murdired woman’s fam-
ily are: Jas.. H. Gray, a brother, who
lives some three miles distant trom the
scene of the shooting in Beauchamp
Township; Edwm J. Gray, of Niagara
Falls; Mrs. M. E. Meaney, of Tillson-
burg; Mrs. Silverthorne, who lives in
Beauchamp Township; two miles away,
and Nathan M. Gray, who owns the
farm upon which the deed was com-
mitted. .

The lat- Mrs. Marshall was only 24
years of age.  The couple were married
in Lewiston five years ago next August.
The engagement was not.a happy one,
however. Marshall was attached to an
American regiment at Lewiston, and he
has never had a home really of his own.
They came to this country something
over a year ago, and the man did pros-
pecting work or farmed in the neighbor-
hood. The wife lived with her relatives,
the Grays. Then they went to the
Falls, returning en December 17th laat.
Marshall worked with his brother-in-law,
Jas, Gray, and the old people, Absalom
Gray and Mrs. Gray. Quarrels were fre-
quent. Marshall told Jas. Gray not to
be surprised if there was murder com-
mitted some tinie at Nathan’s place, and
frequently talked of taking his own life.
There ‘was little importance attached to
his words, however, for he was a ner-
vous, irritable man.

About a week ago the trouble reached
a crisis, and the late ‘Mrs. Marshall told
her husband to 'eave, that she would
have nothing more to do wtih him. Mar-
shall went to the Falls. It was there

| that he:evidently planned the desperate

deed. He wrote his wife from North
Bay. that he would turn over & new
leaf, and that if she wouid take him
back he would be a better man. On Tues-
day Mrs. Marshall received a second let-
ter, in which her husband stated that
he ‘would not be back for a year. Al-
ready he was on the train, with a loaded
revolver in his ket. Mushllll atrrll;;%
in Earlton on the Cobalt special at 10.
o'clock, and loitered abgut till after
noon. . He was evidently waiting till the
men would have left the house.

About 1 o'clock when Absalom Gary
was working in the field loggin%l he no-
ticed Marshall stealing along the bush
line towards the house. The old man
was convinced that Marshall’'s return
was for no good purpose. He left his
work and ‘followed him to the house.
When he was within a few feet of the
house four shots rang out in quick suec-
cession. The old man rushed into the
house to find his son-in-law dead on the
floor, and to receive his dying daughter
in his arms. “He’s killed me, father,”
she eried. “No, mo,” answered the. poor
old man, “you are not killed.” “Yes,
I'm killed. Kiss me, father; I'm dying,”
said the daughter, and she sank to the
floor as the aged father imprinted his
farewell on her forehead.

Just then men arrived from the mill
nearby to find the two stretched on the
floor dead, and the father distracted
over the body of his daughter. The Cor-
oner decided that the facts of the case
were 80 obvious that an inquest was un-
necessary. In the poekets of the dead
man were discoverﬂ‘{) letters to his moth-
er in the United States and to his broth-
er-in-law in this country. In his letter
to his wife’s relative he mentioned his
jealousy; he professed a great affection
for his wife, and declared that he could
notlive separated from her,

The murderer expressed his sorrow
for the deed, which he referred to in the
past tense, but said that it was neces-
sary and that he felt he must do it.

Terrible Charge Brought Against a Man
Who is Asserted to Have Declared
He Would Get Even With John Mero.

Tillsonburg despateh: Chester But-
ler, a man about thirty years of age,
and well known about town, Was ar-
rested by Provincial Detective Miller
shortly after 2 o'clock this ;(t:ernoon
on picion of being ned in the
burning. of the Queen’s Hotel on May
20 last, when three persons lost .their
lives and five others were seriously
injured. . f

Detective Miller and Chief of Police
John ‘Thilton have been quletl{ work-
ing on the case ever since the fire, and
believe they have a strong case against
the prisoner. ‘hhey have established &
motive and possess evidence that points
very stromgly toward Butler. Last
¥ebruary, after Butler had been Jaced
on the “list as a person to whom liquor
must not be served,” John Mero, pro-
prietor of the burned hotel, had him
arrested for trespass. It is said
the man nursed a passionate desire for
vengeance and was heard by several
persons to assert that he would one
day “get even with Mero.” At the
time of the fatal fire Butler was ob-
served hanging around the locality
shortly after the alarm was given.

The prisoner was taken before Jus-
tices of the Peace Hills and Stinson
and remanded for a week. He was
then removed to Woodstock jail, and
will be lodged there until Thursday
next, when he witl—"be brought back to
‘Iillsonburg for preliminary hearing on
a charge of arson.

Butler at the time of his arrest was
f\vorking as a blacksmith, but is not
noted about town for any regularity
of occupation, and hotelkeepers were
not allowed to supply him with liquor.
He is married, but for some time has
been separated from his wife.

The circumstances attending the fire
of May 20th were such that arson was
at once suspected, The fire broke ou$
in a part of the building where there
was no fireplace or any other natural
cause, and at an hour when no one
was stirring in the place. The fire
was discovered by the cook, and it
blazed up so suddenly that before the
guests could be alarmed the whole in-
terior of the hotel was ablaze.

Lhe most adequate solution of the
mystery was then incendiarism. Those
wim were fatally hurt, it will be remem-
pered, were Clarence Bernard, Toronto;
I'hos. Wheatley, bartender, and Miss
Jessie Gray, of Stayner.
