St. Johns is situated on the west shore of the Richelien river, at the head of the Chame-
bly canal, and at the foot of the navigable waters of Lake Champlain, 25 miles sontheast of
Montreal, and about 20 miles north of the United States frontier. It has direct communi-
cation with the Grand Trunk, Canadian Pacific, and Central Vermont systems of rilways
and is also indirectly connected with the Delaware and Hodson voad, Tt is the ehosidicu n-l
the District of Iherville, which embraces the connties of St Johins, Therville and Napier-
ville. St Johns is a manafacturing and trading town of considerable importanc It ix
the birth-place of potteries in the Dominion of Canada. At the present time there are
within the town proper and in ITherville, just opposite, cight factories for the manufacture
of different Kinds of stone and earthen-ware,  These concerns employ from 20 to 200 hands,
each. There is alsoa large hosicry factory in St Johns, a big lumber mill,an extensive can-
ning establishment, a silk textile factory, and several other industries of lesser note It
is a military post of importance.

The town of Therville is direetly
opposite, connected by a bridge general traftic, of half a mile in length,  Two railway
bridges also span the river close by, There are cight trains cach way daily between St.Johus
and Montreal. St. Armand is distant 25 miles, Lacolle 15 miles, Rouses Point 24 miles,
Waterloo 43 miles, Farnham 17 miles, Magog 62 miles, Sherbrooke 90 miles, St Albans
43 miles.  Population 4,500

The business portion of St. Johns was completely destroved by fire in June, 1876, bat
the burnt district was promptly rebuilt, and the stores and warehouses of the town are now
ahead of any other place of its size in Canada. The streets are broad and laid out at right
angles. The town is provided with water works and an efticient fire departiment I'he

Richmond, the ehef-lien of the county of that name, is a very prosperous and growing
town on the eastern bank of the St. Francis, 76 miles east of Montreal and 96 southwest of
Quebee.

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COUNTY OF SHERBROOKE.

The electoral town or county of Sherbrooke consists of Orford and Ascot townships. Tt
is bounded to the east by Compton, to the west by Shefford, to the north by Richmond,
and to the south by Stanstead. There are valuable mineral and agricultural lands in this
county, and an almost unlimited amount of water power.  There are 219 square miles or
140.300 acres in the electoral division, and  the population at last census was 12,221, but
to-day is probably 16,000,

CITY OF SHERBROOKE.

The City of Sherbrooke is the ehef-lieu of the district of Saint-Francis, and the metro-
polis of that part of the Province of Quebee known as the Eastern Townships, It now
contains about 9,000 inhabitants, and is beautifully and picturesquely situated at the
Junction of the St. Francis and Magog rivers, distant from Montreal 100 miles, The city
18 divided into four wards—north, east, south and centre, and these again are subdivided
for electoral purposes. It forms one of the largest railway centres in the provin eing the
terminus of the Quebec Central, the International, the Massawippi Valley, or Passumpsic,
and the Waterloo & Magog railways. The Grand Trunk from Montreal and Quebee to
Portland, Me., passes through the city, as also the «Short Line” railway, operated by the
Canadian Pacific,and of which the Tnternational and Waterloo & \qun' form links. This
is now nearing completion and will connect under one management the Atlantic and Paci-
fic oceans.  The magnitude of this work is unequalled throughout the world, and will have
much to do in adding to the future prosperity of the city.  No place in the provinee pos-
sesses the natural advantages of Sherbrooke, there being a continuous fall of about 150 feet
from the upper dam to the St. Francis, a distance of about half a mile along the Magog
river, furnishing some of the best water privileges in Can A dam at Little Magog
Lake, some 8 miles higher up the river, forms a res r for an extra supply of water
during dry seasons. A large number of shops, mills and factories utilize this water power
conspicuous amongst which are the Paton Woollen Mills, the Woollen Mills of A. Lomas
& Son, and A, L, Grindrod & Co,, the furniture shops of G. G. Bryant & Long Bros. & Co,,
the British American Land Co's. saw mills, the sash and door factory of Wilson & Boutelle
the machine shops of Messrs. Jenckes & Sons, the Jenckes Machine Co., the Smith Elkins
Mig. Co, T. Crabtree & Co, the pulp mills of Symmes Bros, the Sherbrooke Water
Power Company’s Works, the Sherbrooke File Factory, the Sherbre ‘orset Co's. factory,
Fletcher's Brewery, the Dominion Snaith factory and the City Grist Mills.  The principal
business streets are Wellington and Commercial.  On the latter are situated the beautiful
stone structures of the Eastern Townships Bank, and the Postoffice.  Looking east ward
across the valley of the St. Francis the buildings of the E. T. Agricultural Association are
a prominent feature in the landscape, while one of the most heautiful views in the provinee
miy be seen looking northward from Melbourne street, along the valley of the St, Francis
river. Commercial street, with the handsome shade  trees and neat and attractive resi-
dences and churches is one of theattractions of the city during the summer season, and even
the snows of winter fail to dispel the usnal gaiaty of the scene, brooke contains two
Episcopal Churches, three Roman Catholic, one Methodist, one gregational, one Pres-
byterian and one Baptist Charch. It is a Roman Catholic See, and the residence of his

Lordship, Bishop Racine.  There is also a Catholic College, ealled St. Charles  Barrommée
and a Young Ladies Seminary under the control of some of the R, C. Sisters. There are two
boards of school commissioners, Protestant and Catholic, with several academics and
schools under their control.  There is also a fine Catholic Hospital built of brick, the ca-
pacity of which can be doubled without maring the original architectural design. There
is a movement now toward the establishment of a Protestant Hospital, and a handsome site
in the cast ward has been secured for the purpose.  Application for an act of incorporation
will be made at the next session of the Legislature.  The Church of England Society, for
the protection of Waifs and Strays hasa « Home " in the cast ward, and there is also the
Kenyon Home for boys,  The Burton Brewery Co, successors to C. H. Fleteher carry on the
extensive establishment in the north ward known as the “Spring Brewery,” and the bakery
biscuit and confectionery business of C. H. Fletcher in the contre ward is the most exten
sive of any in the provinee outside of Montreal and Quebec. No place of the size in Canada
can boast a hetter and more efficient fire and police system than Sherbrooke.  Both depart-
ments are combined and under the control of Mr. Robert Davidson as chief, and Pierre
Couture as sub-<chicf,  The fire depurtment is well equipped with steam engines, and other
extinguishing appliances.  The fire and police station is pleasantly situated on Market
street, and the men well and comfortably cared for.  The police and fire alarms are in a

Sherbrooke City proper comprises part of the original townships of Ascot and Orford and
with the remainder of these townships forms the electoral town or Sherbrooke county. It
was first settled just before the commencement of the present century, It was then known
as the « Lower Forks,” to distinguish it from the junction of the 8t. Francis and Massa-
wippi rivers known as the “ Upper Forks,” now Lennoxville. Among the first settlers
was David Moe, who settled just sonth of the piesent city limits, whose son, Hiram Moe)
Esq., has been several years warden of the county, and now resides in the township of Or-
ford, near the city, and is probably the oldest of the old residents, or of those identified
with the first settlement of this county.  One of the first public works done in Sherbrooke
wias the construction of what was known as the Aylmer bridge across the St. Francis and
from which a road known as the Gosford road was constructed to Quebec.  This old bridge
disappeared 25 years ago, during high water, and a substantial covered bridge occupics the
sume site.

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COUNTY OF SHERBROOKE. 131
LENNOXVILLE.

The village of Lennoxville is beautifully and picturesquely situated at the junction of
the Massawippi and St. Francis rivers, and distant from Sherbrooke about three miles—so
far as the village proper is concerned, although as a village municipality it adjoins the
municipality of the city of Sherbrooke.  The Grand Trunk Railway passes through the vil-
lage and is joined here by the Massawippi R. R. and the Intercolonial Railway, the trains
of which at present run on the line of the G.T. R. to Sherbrooke.  The Atlantic and North-
west Railway, under the control of the Canada Pacitic Railway Co., connects here with the
International, and will form a part of the “Short Line” route.  This road is constructed
between Lennoxville and Sherbrooke, but is not yet in operation.  Lennoxville is the seat
of Bishops College, which is empowered to confer degrees in Divinity, Arts, Law and Medi-
cine, snd is affiliated with McGill College, Montreal.  Bishops College school is connected
with the college and is under the same general supervision,  Students of the college gene-
rally pursue a preparatory course in the school. eral endowment funds and scholar-
ships have been formed in connection with the college, and it is now established on a com-
paratively solid financial basis, and generally speaking self-supporting.  The college and
school are pleasantly situated on a knoll overlooking the St. Francis and Massawippi riv-
ers.  The village is a considerable place of resort during the summer months, and, as it is
a railway junction, is a lively little village at all times, and frequented American buy-
ers of produce and lumber.  In addition to the college chapel, the village contains three
regular places of worship—FEpiscopal, Roman Catholic and Methodist—also two hotels,
Some substantial business blocks and buildings have been constructed during the past
year. The site of the village was formerly known as the “Upper Forks,” and was first oc-
cupied by white residents about the commencement of the present century

At that time the trade was between Lennoxville and Three Rivers by means of batteanr,
which took down pearlash and furs and returned with such articles as were indispensable
to the early settlers.  The development of the mineral resonrces existing in the vicinity of
Lennoxville will probably ere long greatly add to its importance and prosperity,

SALABERRY DE VALLEYFIELD,

Valleyfield is sitnated at the head of the Cotean rapids and foot of Luke St Francis,
on the south side of the St. Lawrence, in the County of Beauharnois. It was incorporated
ax a town in 1874, This town possesses an extensive water power, the fall of water heing
15 feet, coming from an expansion of the 8t. Lawrence 35 by 5 miles.  On account of this
unlimited power, and owing to the absence of floods caused from back-water, large mills
and manufacturing establishments have been located here. Valleyfield, heing abont 40
miles from Montreal, is Iu-mminu a centre of considerable importance,  There are located
here the Montreal Cotton ('o.'s extensive factory, employing 1000 hands and torni
80 different varieties of cotton, many of them handsome dress
mills, turning out 16 tons daily ; a woollen factory, emplo
mills, fitted up with the latest improved machin three saw mills and sash and doo
fuctories, two canning factories, soda water factories, and several smaller industries.  The
public buildings are fine and substantial—Roman  Catholic, Preshyterian, and Methodist
churches, the former costing £100,000 ; good educational institutions, a convent, a college,
an academy, an hospital, fire and police stations, market buildings, and two banks.  This
town has ten hotels and about 60 stores, also telegraph and telephone offices, Civenit Court,
two daily mails to and from Montreal. A newspaper called <Le Progres de Valleytield ™ is
also published here.  Valleyfield has a system of water-works unsurpassed in the provinee,
and is lighted by the electrie light—the Edison system.  With the purest of water, many
beantiful islands, good fishing and safe boating, summer visitors are hecoming more fre-
quent each season, especially from Ottawa.  The Canada Atlantic Railway passes through
the town. The Beauharnois Junction Railway will be completed in Jone, 18880 The
Canadian Pacific has applied for a charter for a line passing Valleytield,  This will be the
terminus of the St. Lawrence and Adirondack railway, connecting the St Lawrence with
the ore mines of the Adirondacks, a distance of 35 miles,  Population of Valleytield about
6000, Valuation, two million dollars.

A beautiful city of nearly 10,000 inhabitants, in the County of St. Hyacinthe, of which
it is the ehes~lien : sitnated on the Yamaska River, 35 miles from Montreal, on the G.T. R.
to Portland and Quebec, also on the Sorel and Farnham branch of the C. P. R, St. Hya-
cinthe was founded in 1776, and in its centenary year (1876) was almost wlmll\ leveled in
ashes by o terrible conflagration : but it has been rebuilt more sobstantially and picturs
exque than ever, and is to«day second to no city in the Dominion in the way of “go-ahead-
ism” and prosperity, The Bank of 8t. Hyacinthe, a local institution of 1,000,000 capital,
established 1874, and branches of the Molsons Bank and La Banque Jacques-Cartier, of
Montreal, are all doing a thriving business.  Among the many manufacturing industries
may be mentioned the Granite Mills, knitting nearly every description of woollen hosiery
and nnderwear.  The St. Hyacinthe Manufacturing Co., who own the most of the splendid
water power, have just completed a fine new mill of 30 looms for their specialty of fine
flannels,  This corporation also own and operate custom grist and carding mills.  Ther
arce at present two large hoot and shoe factories, with a third one building for a Montreal
firm; several machine shops and foundries, two upper and split-leather tanneries, with
two large new morocco (genuine) and sheep-skin tories just completed and put into
operation by another Montreal firm. There are also several agricultural implement, saxh
and door, furniture and other factories, all in full ope . Another industry of no small
importance is the refrigerator and warchouse of the American firm of Swan & James, for
the pickling, packing and shipping of eggs to the New York and Boston markets, te the
extent of about 500,000 dozens annunally.  The city being a considerable distance from
other large places, and in the heart of one of the largest and best farming districts in the
provinee, has a most excellent market and is considerable of a trade contre. The city is
well supplied with water by the Holly system, has two splendid steam fire engines, a com-
pl te system of electric fire alarms, and is exceeding well Tighted thronghout by gas and
the electrie light,  The St Hyacinthe college, founded in 1809, is built of fine cut 1i
stone, and with the wings has a length of 700 feet ; it is charmingly situated in a large
park overlooking the city, commanding a fine view of the river and level conntry for miles
aronnd,  There are many convents, academics and monasteries, also a large Hotel Dien by
the Grey Nuns, It is the see of the Roman Catholic Diod Hyucinthe, and con-
tuins the cathedral, ish, and other churches and chapels arc also two small
Protestant  churches—the Church of England and Pre vinn, which have a separate
school.  There are three newspaper and printing offices, viz.: Le Courier (conservative),
L'Union (liberal), and Ta Tribune (independent)  Telephone connection with Montreal
and the Eastern Townships generally.
