The great San Fancisco disaster has occurred at a
thme when the fimancial affairs of our meighhours were
likely to Ifvel its effects most severely, not hecanse it is/
in any large degree unbearable, but. through its happen-
Ingsin the midst of an era of speculative enterprise
rarely paralleled in the United .\Idto\ or -elsewhere.
Bu\mv« during the decade has been promoted or forced
on'at a pace mever before witnessed until many people
have begun to wonder at their own temerity.  (reat
fortunes have been made by many, and progperity has
smilad upon the more or less venfuresome until  the
“haves” and the “have nots” are more separated than
ever. ' The “Index Number” in the Feonomist has ad-
vanced beyond all former heights, showing that the cost
of goods is heing greatly affected by strikes and lock-
oulls. and the enormous vield of the precious metals the
world over is weakening their purc hasing power.

attention—as  nothing else
secms: able to do—to the financial position in the'
United States. Until these gold exports actually com-
mence it would seem impossible to convince some
people thhii the effect upon genuine prosperity, even
of phenomenal trade activity such as that which has
characterized the United States for some vears past——
may he neutralized hy the results of extiensive specula-
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tions. Those who during recent months have heen in-
clined to question the soundness of the financial posi-
tion in the Stlates have been usually met with the re-
mark that on this side of the Atlantic we can *‘form
no’ conception of the extracrdinary prosperity of a
country like the United States.”  Vague generalisa-
tions of this kind are usually untiustworthy, and oft-
tjmes dangerous. No one who has studied the matter
at all doubts for one moment the prosperity in America,
nor questions the wonderful natumal resources and re-
cuperative power of that country, even when afflicted
by some great national disaster such as that which has
just occurred at San/ Francisco.  Past experience of
financial events in America, however, has shown again
and again that in between these bursts of priosperity
come some very awkward times, when the financial
strain which almost inevitably follows periods of ex-
cessive trading and 'speculation 1s rendered all  the
greater in the United States by reason of the imperfect
currency system.

The great fall in American railroad securities and
the withdrawals of gold from Europe have followed so
closely upon he catastrophe at San I'rancisco that it
is, perhaps, only natural that, in the minds of many, the
sudden collapse in stocks and the demands for gold
shotld be snpposed to be dug to the financial losses
arising out of the devastation by fire and earthquake.
Those, however, who have sthidied the position in  the
States know well enough that to chiirge the San Fran-
cisco calamity with the financial position in  New
York is to wholly misread the situation. It is per-
Yectly true that a few weeks mgo there were indications
that, given another bountiful harvest, ihe end of the
cyele of prosperity in the States was likely to he post-
poned for 2 while and many, indeed, were prophesying
& further immediate rise in American railroad securities.

It may also be admiited that, in so .far as the actual
earning power of many. of the railroads was con-
cemed, such an advance might have bheen justified,
but in these sanguine views of the future there was
insufficient recognition of the wnsound financial posi-
tion as reflected in the enormous size of the speculative
position in stocks, and the colossal bm-mwings ahroad,
on finance bills. In a word, no margin was allowed for
catestrophes, and when the appalling event at ~San
Francisco became known it was clear from the first
that this margin for contingencies had been wiped out.
Even had the calamity occurred at a moment when the
general financial position in the country was thoroughly
sound, its effects must necessarily have been far-reach-
ing, but its effects hiave, no doubt, heen increased ten-

fold by its occurrence at the psychological moment
when the country was needing every favourable influ-
ence possible to enable financial groups to liquidate
gradually the speculative position created over a period
of years. Nearly a week before the catastrophe at San
Francisco took place, the coumtry’s necessity for gold
imports had been indicated by the unprecedented action
of the Secrctary of the T'reasury in supplying certain

*of the national ‘banks with large sums of gold free of

interest, on condition that a corresponding amount of
the precious metial was cngaged for shipment from
Europe, to replace it in the Treasury on: arrival.
Statistics of the growth in speculative uctivity in the
States during recent years might be furnished 10 an in-
definite extent, Abundant evidence, however, has heen

given from week to week, and readers nced only now

, recall ia; few facts which serve to show how greatly the

growth in financial transactions has exceeded the expan-
sion in the tradel balance in favour of the country. Re-
cent official returns show, for example, that the entire
trade of the United States in exports and importy for
1905 amounted to $2,806,000,000, the excess of exports
over imports being $448,000,000. At first sight these
ligures seem good enough, especlally as the excess of
exports is about 30 million dollars greater than in the
preceding year. It mhust be remembered, in the first
place, however, that in these returns no allowance is
made for 1]19’911011110115 movement in/securities, and
from the standipointof the trade halance of the country

has been one of the unfavoupable features that
Europe hias not been purchasing American shares
largély.  On the contrary, either in the shape of actual
purchases or in carrying stocks im Emgland and on the
(‘fontinent, the buying has been on New York account.

It is also worth noting that' if the foregoing figures
be compared with 1898, for example, it is ,seen that
whereas, with a total turnover in trade for that vear of
$1,890,000,000, there war an excess of exports over
impoiits of $621,000,000, there is now got for 1905 a
greater turnover by $1,000,000, though the excess of
exports is much l(":'ws. In cther words, while the enor-
mous increase in the volume of trade has occasioned
much heavier demands for the means of finanecing it,
the net trade balance in favour of the States has heen
reduced materially .

Similar evidence of expansion is afforded by the is-
cues of capital. Im the year 1898 ithe total listings on
the New York Stock Exchange of new capital in the
form of bonds amounted to $245,000,000, and in stocks
to $70,000,000. T.ast year the listings under the head
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of bonds and stocks was as much as $569,000,000 und
$125,000,000 respectively, both of these figures estab-
lishing absolute records, the total listings on the Stock
Exchange for the year, mcluding the replacing of old
securitics, winounting to F980,000,000, as compared
with $923,000,000 in 1901, ahich previously was the
reeord yeay,  Finally the same conditions suggestive of
inflation are reflected in the statement of the Associated
New York Banks, where the growth in the total o
louns has excited attention for some time past. Ac-
cording to the latest 1eturn these amounted in sterling
to 208 millions.  This, it is true, is rather <maller than
a year ago, but there has heen a more tham correspond-
g decline i deposits, ang during recent years' the
advance under the head of Touns has heen startling,
showing. in fact, durine (he past three years an expan-
sion of abour 200 million dollars.

It hias also to be remembered that the récen! specula-
tive enterprizes in the States have by no means  been
confined to railioad and industrial <ceuritios. the infli-
tion in the value of real estate having héen of a phe-
nomenal chavacter. - With conditions such as these, a
nominal - trade  balance  off 100 million dollars

docs not go very far, after all, and it is not altogether /

surprisipesthat in many quarters the opinion i held
that the figures of this trade halance are fullv represent-
ed by the volume of finanee bills held in Iurope.
Consideration hemg given to the financial position
in the States, as fimdicated Ly these figures, it will he
seon ivhat, quite apart from the San Francisco calamity,
there were abundant reasons for expecting a severe
stiin upon the New York money market’ and a break
m the quotations of securitics, At the same time, it is
of course, a fact that the reaction has heen intensified
and aceelenuted by the carthquake and fire  losses.
Quite apart from the actual waste of capital involved
by the destruction of public buildings and other tangi-
ble property in Nan Francisco, the indirect losses which
must lall upon the community are very great. The
commerce of San Francisco itself was of no mean pro-
portion&, and the effect of the destruction of the oity
is bound to bhe shown in this yelr’s trade ficures of the
United States. At the same time one cannot help
thinking that, looking at the matter from & financial
standpoint, the akastrophe may in some respects prove
to be a blessing in disguise. It has been already seen
that. it has turned the attention of obseryers in I'ngland
and on the Continenil to the financial position of the
United States, and in that country itself it is not im-
probable that the precautions which now have o be
used by bhankers to mwke thejr position  thoroughly
liquid will prevent the somewhat unpleasant conse-
quences which might have ensued later on as a natural
result of the heavy speculation, hut for which the hanks
might not have heen so well prepared as recent events
have compelled them to he. Tt is af presenit impossible
to form any accurate estimate of the divect financial
losses involved by the conflagration at San Franecisco,
but it is evident thit this very uncertainty is occasion-
ing bankers to make the most ample provisions for all
possible calls which may he made upon them: and it is
not nnlikely that these provisions, ostensibly intended

to meet San Francisco losses, will prove most useful

during the process of liquidating the position which has
arisen in the New York money market by reason of the
various forms of speculation referred to all'(:unl)/:. 3

As the credit of the United States remains good, there
hhs been no difficulty in obtaining loans from London
and other centres. The loans have latterly enabled
New York to draw gold freely, this  movement being
now, of course, also assisted by the big sums which have
to be paid by English insurance companies. At the
same time, the artificial character of the gold drain has
to be borne in mind, for not only are the shipments of
the motal across the Atlantic due to loans raised abroad
rather than to the power of America to command the
metal by reason of its trade balance, hut even now such

by (o

shipments have only heen rendered possible hy i
tion of the Unitied Sthtes Treasury in facilitating the
movement.”  For some months fo come New York will
have no casy task in meeting the finance bills held
abroad as they hecome due, and unless the fall in Am-
crican securities should lead to extensive purchascs by
Buarope, it will he some time hefore the nattural balamee
of trade (including the security movement) can turn in
favour of the United States.

3y these straitened condifions in the States other
money markets must be affected; hut it iz one consola-
tion to know that, apart from the indirect resulis in the
shape of dearer money, the United Kinedony is not like-
Iy to he seriously hit by the latest hreakdown in New
York speculation, the heldings of American railread
shares there heing still comparatively small.  Tnglish
purchases of the better-class honds have probably in-
cresed during the last fwelve months, hut hevond sfome
temponary depression in market values, this is a matter
which need not concern holders, as the security is be-
lieved fo-he ample.

THE ASSURANCE INVESTIGATION.,

It could scarcely have been expected that all of those
appointed by the Governments to investigate the
methods and conditions of the various life assurance
companies carrying on business in (fanada, shou'd be as
Xhoroughly “up™ in the profession as the expert brought
over from New York to assist in the matter, or so near-
ly well informed in the management of the husiness as
those. as it were, “tothe manner born,” whose lives
have been chiefly devoted to the profession.  The
questions in the investigation are usually prepared by
Mr- Dawson and put to the \/\'itnmsvs by the government
appointecs.  The latter doubtless fairly understand
most of the replies, but it would be unreasonable to
expect that they can grasp the inner meanings of them
all. A shrewd witness, one acquainted with the
business could simply toy with the questioner and leave:
him and the public almost as ignorant as when he
started, as, it is conjectured, has already heen ‘done.
The newspaper reports also leave something to be
desired, for the reporter can scarcely be expected to be
very much wiser than he who asks the questions. The
Tesult is seen in the widely different reports that appear
in the daily press, so much so that many readers can
“ make neither head nor tail” of them.
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With a view,of setting the case of the Union Life
Assurance Co. and the /National Agency Company in
its true light before the public, and showing how widely
the contemporaneously published reports may disagree,
we have availed ourselves of the opportunity of placing
the whole matter as between them and the North Am-
eridan Life Assurance Co., in a nutshell before our
readers.

The late Mr. William MeCabe, Managing Director
of the North American Life Assurance Co., believing
that there was an oppomtunity to secure a good line of
business among the industrial classes in Toronto by is-
suing small policies to them providing for monthly
pavments, the Board authorized the opening of a branch
which was called “Provident.” Mr. H. P. Evans was
the Manager of that branch and the work was limited to
Toronto.  Mr. McCabe found that, although they had
a manager for that branch, it was thking up too much
of hix own time and, therefore deemed inadvisable to
suthorize the extension of the work outside of the City
o 'l'-'n‘unm/. ‘

Mr. Iivans ithen informed Mr. McCahe that he had
friends who were willing to invest money in an Agency
Company, a contract would be made with them to work
tlie Provident Branch, the insurance to he supplied by
the North American Life, and the work of the Agency
Company to be limited te the monthly plan. Tt was
distinetly nnderstood that Mr, Evans, in d¢he formation
of his company, was not te use the name of the North
American Life im any manner or form, and this was
made distinct and clear aft the outget. It was also pro-
vided that, before they could commenece operations,
they were to have, at least, $25.000 paid up. hs an evi-
dence of good faith on their part in being able ¢o carry
cn the agency work.

In comnsideration of Mr. Evans having been associa-
ted with the North American Life, and the desire of
the Directors and the late Managing Director to afid
him in every possible way—the Provident branch was
turned over to the National Agency Company on what
appears to have heen a very reasonable basis—somewhat
less than $5,000. The North American Life Assurance
Co. turned over the Agency plant, hooks, do('.vum(*nté
and everything connected with the Provident branch,

and the evidence given by Mr. Evans shows that he con-
eidered he made a good bargain in the matter.  The
National Ageney Co. hegan to extend their agencies,
and as their agents were selling insurance in the name
of the North American Life, friction naturally arose be-
tween them and some of that company’s agents.

The next step was the formation of the Union Life by
Mr. Evans and Mr. Symons. They then approached
the North American Life to know if they would allow
the agreement of the National Agency Clo. to be turned
over to the Union Life, they to continue to collect the
premiums and tio ‘do all other work in connection with
the darrying out of ‘the contracts entered into in the
name of the North American.  The Directors of the
North American looked upon the request as a reason-
able one, because if there was any profit in the husiness
it was right thaitl the National Agency people should
have the benefit of the same. Tt was provided that the
Union Life were to deposit with the North American

from time to time, the Reserve against these policies.
This they darried out satisfactorily. The arrangemeni
was based on the business principle that in case the
Union Life should no prove successful, and discontinue
‘business, the North American must step in and collect
the premiums under the policies in force in their name
and, of course, carry out all their contraicts. By having
the reserve deposited with ithemselves, they were amply
protected. The business in the Provident branch. held
by the Union Life in the name of the North American
15 now about $40.000 and the ‘Reserve wthercon would be
under $4,000; so that the North American Life is amply
protiected .

It is needless to remark further that the foregoing
accoynt of any past relations hetween the companics re-
ferred to place upon them a complexion somewhayt dif-
ferent to what has heen made public elsewhere, and that
they do not reflect unfavourably upon the parties chiefly

concerned .

THE SOVEREIGN BANK OF (CANADA.

Few banks ever established in Canada have risen so
rapidly as the Novereign Bank of Canada: its devolop-
ment has been indeed a very rare phenomenon in the
history of banking. The course it hds pursued marks
a new, departure in banking business.  Up to its organi-
zation and commencement, a new I/mnk, as a rule, 'wus
hampered by the same traditions as for generations had
delayed whe progress of other mercantile enterprises.
One by ome different classes of husiness hroke loose
from the hide-bound restraints of old-time cust/oms and
prejudices.

When Mr. Duncan M./ Stewart organized the Sover-
cign Bank he gave quite a ghock to tradition by at
once adopting the same tactics as the up-to-date
merchant for announcing the nature and the claims of
the new banking enterprise for which he was desirous
of securing public support.

The Report just issued is the most remarkable ever
nssued by a bank ihat has been opened only a few years.
The making of an arrangement with a leading (ferman
bank, the Dresdener of Berlin, by Avhich rhat strong in-
stitution acquired a congiderable portion. of stock, spe-
cially issued, was a master-siroke of financing.  The
effect is a salient feature in the veport. ‘

The capital paid up is $3,585,410. On one issue uk
$125 per share premiuins were received amounting to
%81,250, and on the other*issue at $130 per share, the
premiums were $686,550.- These amounted to $767,-
800 to which $62,200 was added from profit and loss
account making a total transfer td the Reserve Fund of
2830,000, which, with the $400,000 already at its credit,
ralised the Reserve Fund to $1.230,000, or over 30 per
cent. of the paid up dapital.

The net profits last year were $187.46%, out of which
4 quarterly dividends at the rate of 6 per cenlft. yearly
were paid, $50,000 transferred to Rest, $10.000 written
off Bank Premises, $5,000 reserved for rebate of dis-
count on eurrent bills, $1.500 donated fio hospitals, in-
cluding South ‘African Memorial Fund, the bhalance be-
ing left at credit of Profit and T.oss.




The deposits amount to $11,858,296, _and the dis-
countts $11,682,290, showing the activity of the most
profitable class of business. The immediately available
assets amount to $6,429,672, which sum s in excess of
the avemge, and is indicative of conservative manage-
ment.

Mr. D. M. Stewart, 21 Vice-President and ({en-
eral Manager is ontitled to the highest credit for achiey-
ing such success in spite of keen opposition, and. at
times not fair compatition.  He has made his mark as
a far sighted, progressive, enterprising banker, and the

THE MARINE AND FISHERIES REPORT.

The report of the Department of Marine and I'isher-
iex for lasg year is of more than usual dinterest and im-

portunce.  The transference of the management of the

operatiins connected with the, improvenient of the <hip
channel from Montreal to the ocean gives it value, far
beyond that of previous blue  hoolks emanating  from
that department,

The gencral stimmary of the different hranches and
what has heen done in them as submitted by the Deputy
Minister. go to show whan has been already accomplished
toward improving the aids to navigation, and what is
yet contemplated to make the S{. Lawrence route, from
the Great Lakes to the veean as safe as navigation can
bein any portion of the world .

Che improvements in {his respect made during late
Years have heen such that whatever accidents ocenurred to
ships last yvear are proven to have been cawsedl, in almo:k,
ol cases, by carclessness, or want of <kill or thought-

lessness, and not so much o the lailure of the aids to
"mnavigation or {o the lack of them.

The report of the chief engineer. C'ol Anderson, is
very full as to details, while his explanations of what is
and what may he, are most valuable, and the illusitra-
tions of the various lights, lighthouses and buovs in use
i different sections add to {le interest,

With'his long
experience and ability mg chief

engineer there is prob-
ably no man better fitted to say what more is required
to perfeet and ensure safety along the whole route than
15 Col. Anderson. There can he no doubt as.to the policy
of the Government in following up the good work of
past years in the direction of ensuring that. immun-
ity from loss along ithe St. Tawrence route, which has
been so persistently called for by the trade interests of |
the Dominion.

The division from Sorel to Batiscan may be consid-
ered as practically completed, about three months’ work
only being required to that end up to the date of the
report .

In the Lake St. Peter division the work is being
done by the powerful suction dredge “J. 1. Tarte.” Of
the 18 miles in length 134 miles have been dredged to
30 feew depth umd the curves widened to 600  fect.
This division is expected to he ‘completed by the time
the shoal above Longue Pointe and opposite I,.ongm-ui/l
is dredged away.

From Baticcan to Quebec the distance is 60 miles, of
which 10 miles in length required improvement.  One
mile is already completed. Tt is in this division that
the heaviest work remains to he done, thhh is, before the
full 30 feet channel is renlized. :

The present elevator dredges of the Department are,
it is stated, well adapted for this special work, and it is
to be vigorously tackled this eeazon to obtain :the full
width and depth, so that our 15,000 ton ships of the
future mayv come up th Montreal without fear or favour,
regardless of tides or any other consideration. From
what has already been dene in the channel at those
points to get the 27 feet depth, it cannot bhe long hefore,
the 30 feet is reached. ‘With the improved dredges of
the present day there is every reason to helieve that it
will not be long before this heavy portion of the work is
finished. In the meantime the tide rises from ? {to 4
feet at those points, by waiting for which, ships requir-
ing more than the depth of 27 feek can pass up or down.

We may say en passant that having to wait for the
tide is no new thing in navigation.  For example, ‘the
ports of New York and Liverpool are subject to* that
dmatwhack at the present time; and Hthere, as elsewhere,
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in these days of hurry, vigorous efforts are being made
to remove the bars that ‘cause obstructions and delays.
Although much has been done of late years on tll‘ese
improvements, it is important that what yet remains
should be pushed forward vigorously. There is nothing
much to complain of as to the why the work, has been
performed in the past, but it is, perhaps, simpb’ un-
fortunate that the advent of the 15,000 ton ships, re-
ferred to hy Mr. Cowie, should have happened jpst @
year or so i)(‘/f()l‘e adequate preparations for them are
completed. i
However, it is evident from the information the Min-
ister—the Hon. Mr. Brodeur-—obtained from his re-
sponsible officials, as contained in the hlue-book now
before us, that he was fully justified in the hright Liopes

There is much more in this particulagly interesting
blue book, to which we have not €ither time or space to
devote just now.

The 30 feet channel is.now in sight. 1t is, however,

a fact that within the harbour itself there is only a

aepth of 28 feet, and it thevefore hehooves the harbour
authorities, whoever they may be,!to hestir themselves,
so that the depth in the harhour may correspond to that
in the completied channel.

LA BANQUE NATIONALE.

The forty-sixth annual meeting of Ta Banque Na-
tionale was held, at headquarters, Quebec, on Wednes-
day the 16th inst., with Mr. Rodolphe Audette, the
présbdan in the chair.  The manager, Mr. Lafrance,
was requested to act fas secretary of the meeting.

The Report, which was read by the president, shows
remarkable improvement on ithat of a year ago, which, at
the tinme, was not deemed by any means unsatisflactory.
For example, the profits for the year are shown to have
been $195,753.80, or $55,069.21 greater than in the
previous ydar, forming, with the halance at the credit
of Profit and Loss, the sum total of $278,920.06. The
earnings thus show: 13.05 per ¢ent. on the paid-up capi-
tal of $1,500,000, or 9.78 per cent. on the paid-up
capital and reserve fund combined. Out of these pro-
fita two dividends, equal to $90,000, or 6 per cent. per
annum, were declared and paid to the shareholders who,
certainly, have to be dongratulatéd on the earning power
and réturns from their investments. There is an addi-
tional cause for congratulation in ithe resolve of the

bank to pay ¥ per cent. dividends in the future, payable
quarterly .

It will be seen by the Report, the dgtails of which are
given on another page of ithis issue, that after providing
$40.000.00 for rebate on bills discounted, the sum of
$100,000.00 has been added to the Reserve TFund, which
is now 40 per cent of the paid-up capital, and a balance
of nearly $50,000 carried to the credit, of Profit and
Loss Account.

Anodlther progressive feature is shown by the Deposits
which, at the close of the year under review, had reach-

~

ed the unprecedented amount of $7,662,728.30, testi-
fying to the high confidence reposed by the public in
the institution and its management. This item shows
an increase of nearly a million dollars on the figures of
a vear before.

The favour in which the Bank s held by the mercan-
tile public is evidenced by the increase in current loans
and discounts, which have now reached $9.232.906.24,
as against $8,497,809.58 at the corresponding peniod of
1905, /

Another significaniti feture s that of the total of im-
mediately available assets, which has heen increased
from $1,655,246.00 a Year igo, to %1,868,038.%8. an
amount amply sufficient to safeguard the depositors of
the Bank.

The Manager, the President. and Directorg, togeither
with the shapeholders of La Banque Nationale are to be
heartily congratulated on the results of its 46ith years
husiness .

RAILWAY CASUALTIES.
Some of the consequences of ‘modern haste are seen in the
repont of railway accidents issued by the Interstate Commerce
Comumission for the concluding three months of the past year,

The report shows 18227 casualties to railway passengers and

employees, of whom L109 were Kkilled and 17,118 injured.
This is an increase of 56 killed and 732 injured dver those re~
ponted in the preceding thiee months, and an increase uf 158
killed and 3,091 injured as compared with the same quarter
of 1904. The number of passengers and employees killed in
train accidents was 320, against 272 in the preceding  three
months and 242 in the same quanter oné¢ year ago. The in-
Jured numbered 3,797, against 3.455 in the preceding  three
months and 3,298 in the corresponding quarter of the previous
year, There ‘were 2,077 collisions and 1,645 derailments, a
total of 3,722, of which 267 collisions and 133

derailments
aftected

passenger trains. The number of employees killed
in coupling and uncoupling cars and engines was 85, as
agatnst 74 in the preceding quarter and 71 in the same quar-
ter one year ago. The injyries to employces from this
cause numbered 886, as against 8§17 in the preceding quarter
and 832 for the some quarter onme year ago. /In the most

disastrous accident roporited, a collision, 17 persoans, werel

killed .
The report calls attention pointedly to the serious flact that
casualities among employees are increasing. The uses

leading to this result are briefly alluded to. The enormous
- tmadfic moved on the principal roads has mecessitated a much
langer force of employees than during the previous year.
Many of the additional employees were inexperienced, thus in-
creasing, the danger of accidents to themselves and others.
The crowding of traffic also promoted a tendency toward un-
duz haste, with greater attendant carelessness and risk. Buit
the most prominent cause is said to pe'a @rowing disregard
for the natural limits of human endurance in mai'way serviee,
The report shows that im the stress of work necessitated by
an-enormous freight business men are frequently kept on duty
continuously for many hours beyond a reasonable day’s
work. “Many of the casualties reported, both to passengens
and employees,” says the Teport, “may safelv be attributed to
excossive hours of labour.” Thig definite declaration should -
lead to preventive measures. A law limiting the hours of /
labor would scancely meet the growing evil, for the courts are
too cumbersome ito make enforcement possible.  The commis-
sion should assume control in this vegard, and impose such
penalties for excessive hours by train crews that the practice
will be effectually suppressed. The need of safety is more
urgent than amy other need now advanced as an ' excuse for
the exhausting hours which mow lead inevitably to disaster.
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MUTUAL LIFE IN LONDON.

An important development has taken place in connection /
with the interests-of polieyholders of the Mutual Life Insur-
amce (Company of New York living in Great Britain, says ithe
London Times. Last week the Nornth British and Mercantile
Insurance Co., proposed to take over the New .York Mutual
Lite holders’ interests in the payment of the same premium
they are now paying without further medical examination and
with liberal privileges, and an immediate participation in the
profits of the company.  This was found to be practicable
with regard to policies representing $45.000,600, and subject
to full surrendar value.  With regard to unmatured policies
the Noalth Britsh and Mercantile Company declared it was
preparad to ntgotiate for these on liberal terms.

D. . Halderman, former manager in Londom flor the Mu-
tual Life, submitted the proposals of the Narth British and
Mercant'le Company to fthe committee of the holders, presided
over by Lord St. Oswald, and the ccmpany unanimously re-
splved to suppont tihem.  Mr. Halderman will join the North
British and Mercantile ¢ommittee as mamager of its life de-
partment, and will itransfer a portion of his old staff to that
company .

The new by-laws of the Mutual Life Insurance Co., abolishing
acrtain officexs and making others appoimtive, were adopted
Monday at a special meeting of the board of trustees at New
York. James McKeen, who was associated with Charles E.
Hughes as counsel of the legislative insurance investigating
committee, was appointed as the Mutunal’s genemal solicitor.
Henry Phipps, of Pittsburg, and Wm. McMillan, of Detroit,
ware elected dpectors,

No action was anrounced regarding the action of the Bri-
tish policyholders, and in reply to questions. an officer of the
company said that they have the =ame rights as other indi-
viduals to surrender their poli¢’es and receive surrender value.

SEED (QORN.

The U.S. Depantanemit of Agriculture has »ecently issued a
buletin on the germinatiom of sced cown, which (Canadian
farmers may find profitable reading, and which it is claimed
wiil revolutionize the growing of corn in  that country.
Wihile farmers ape most careful in the mseléetion of corn for
planting with regard Ito size, or of ear and kernzl, they are
willing to plant this cereal without first being reasenably ;
certain that every keirnel put into the ground ‘s capable of
produeing a good healthy plant.

During the present season more than minety million acres
will be planted to corn by cur neighbours aaross the line,
which will require approximately fifteen million bushels of
seed.  Of this quantity it is admost certain that from two
to three million busheds, or nearly twenty per cemt. of the
corn first planted, will fail to gnow as a result of the low
vitahty of the secd. Thousands of acres will have to he re-
planted either in their entivety cor in part. and many thous-
ands more will grow to maturity with an imperfect stand.

In a recent test made by the same department of 3.322 ears,
it was found that 1,416 germinated 100 per cent., that s,
every kernel im the germinating box produced a good healthy
sprout. The average germination of 1906 poor ears was omly
7.7 por cent.” The average germination of both the wood and
the poor ears, the kernels of which would uulduu/btodl.\' have

been used for planting had not these tests been made, was
86.3 per cent., showing that 13.7 per cent. was gmined by dis-
regarding eaws of low vitality.

I it woumld be possible to increase the corn yield of the
“United States this 13.7 per cent., it would mean @ increased
amnual yield in that country alome of 298,140,695 bushels with
a value of $100,730,912.91, calculated on the average vield and
price for the last ten years.
