THE BANK OF UPPER CANADA.

This inetitution etill drags out a weary ex­
istence, and from time to time we are treated 
to a neat statement, which shows that all 
concerned in winding it up are drawing their 
salaries regularly, and that, if the present 
process be continued for a sufficient length of 
time, an end will be reached within aoBie in- 
definite period. A meeting of shareholders 
was held on the 3rd, at which a committee, 
consisting of Messrs. Mead, McCord, and the 
Hon. Mr. Alexander, wai appointed to value 
the aseete and report recommendations to the 
next meeting. We have already expressed

our o[union regarding the system of winding 
up which ie at present iniMugress. Assets 
are being consumed, interest is accumulating, 
and heavy salaries are Wing i*id to the 
trustees for overseeing operation* The bal­
ance sheet shows liabilities $1,671,789, and 
asset» $4,975,469. The land asset is set down 
at $822,671, and bills, judgments, Ac., at 
$947,703. An inetitution which earns noth­
ing, and has to pay interest to the amount of 
about $70,000 a year, cannot be said to W 
flourishing. Besides paying interest, taxe» 
on $500,000 of lands hare to be met, and 
about $11,600 for excuses of manage­
ment. In May last the trustees admitted 
there will be a deficiency, at the least, of 
$600,000. The Finance Minister asked for 
suggestions res ] lectin g the liquidation, but 
his request does not appear to have been 
complied with. Probably the api>oiutment 
of the committ* at the Wednesday meeting 
is intended to be, as lawyers would say, “ a 
step in the cause.” No matter what may be 
the value of the assets, it js self-evident that 
a speedy liquidation and reduced cijicnditure 
would be for the interest of all concerned. 
The system of liquidation which now pre­
vails must, if continued, eat the bowels out 
of the institution. Of course it is easy to 
assert that the assets can only be thoroughly 
realized by nursing, but if the nursing is to 
consume everything, where is the Wnefit,

ONTARIO MUTUAL LIFE ASSURANCE 
- COMPANY

Our attention has been called to the at­
tempt» made by this coin|>any to acquire a 
share of the life business of some of the 
country district» in the west.

The company was incorporated during the 
last session of the legislature of Ontario, by 
the act 32 Vic., c. 17, which authorises the 
issue of policies when applications have been 
made and accepted by at least 500 persons, 
for assurance amounting to not less than 
$600,000. The headquarters of the company- 
are at Waterloo; the general agent is Mr. 
Sills, and the provisional directors are Messrs. 
Bowman, M. P., Springer, M. P. P., Atchin, 
Snyder, Walden and Tayhw.

The prospectus issued by these gentlemen 
is » very meagre affair. It says nothing 
about forfeiture or non-forfeiture, as to bo­
nuses, nor a» to the condition» to be con­
tained in the policies. The company seems 
to have been formed with the idea of apply­
ing to life assurance a method somewhat 
similar to that adopted by mutual fire com­
panies. The act contains a provision (sec. 8)

33, and thereafter transferred, 
M an act of grace, to the Court of Chancery 
for distribution., Whether or not tne for­
feiture takes the'casé out of tlie strict letter 
of the statute is fa quest;- n for argument. 
Jgosreijar, the Court of Chancery lias declared 
the company insolvent, under section 4, which 
provides that a company shall be deemed 
insolvent upon failure to pay undisputed 
losses for ninety days after judgment, and 
the distribution of the tfeposit may be made 
by order in Chancery, and be applied pro rata 
towards the payment of “all claims” duly 
authenticated against such company, alike as 
to losses and preûiium i on risks nnexpired, or 
on policies Issued in this Province. Section 
7 provides, that “on any judgment”recover­
ed against a company, execution may lie levied 
upon the deposit. The Act does not declare 
the deposit to be for the security of policy 
holders, though 31 Vic., c. 48, the naw In­
surance Act does speak of “ the security of 
policy holders resident in Canada.” The 
statute 23 Vie,, c. 33, under which the distri­
bution is now being made, was repealed by 
31 Vic., c. 48,'sec. 24. This fact r.urÿ afford 
an additional point for contention.
