I have called you together at this unusual season because -I desired, as soon as was
practicable after the dissolution of the last Parliament, to obtain your advice and assistance
in reference te the public affairs of the Province.

Although the period of the year at which you are now assembled is one that renders
it difficult for many of you to leave your other avocations in order to give attention to your
Parliamentary duties, I am persuaded that you will cheerfully co-operate with me at the
present time in considering such legislative proposals as the exigencies of the public ser-
vice niay demand.

The interest which has been displayed in the formation of Drill Associations, and the
manifest desire of the youth of the country to perfect themselves in the use of arms, are
satisfactory.evidences that the people of Canada are prepared te submit te any personal
sacrifices which can reasonably be demanded of then, in order to enable them, in the most
efficient manner, to put forth their strength in defence of their institutions and their homes,
should circumstances ever require from them such an exhibition of patriotism.

I trust to your wisdom te give a proper direction te the excellent spirit by which the
people are animated, and te your liberality to supply the means by which practical advan-
tages may be obtained from it.

A Bill for the equitable adjustment of the relations between Debtor and Creditor,
and te afford relief tp insolvent Debtors, wi!l be laid before you.

Certain alterations in the laws regulating the administration of Justice will be sub-
mitted for your approbation.

The existing laws affecting the registration of titles te real property in Upper and
Lower Canada, and concerning Patents for Inventions, as well as the Laws relating te
the encouragement of Agriculture, will also claim your attention.

Gentlemen of the Legislative Assembly:

The estimates for the current year, for which provision was not made by the late Par-
liament, together with such additional estimates as may be necessary at the present time,
will be laid before you without delay.

The last session of Parliament having abruptly terminated without the grant of the
usual supplies for carrying on the Government, I have been obliged te undertake the res-
ponsibility of authorizing advances out of the public chest te defray certain indispensable

cha•ges. Statéments will be-subniitted to-youtfrom which you willperceive that these ad-
vancé have been st•iotly limited'to the unavoidable orequireien ts of the public serVice.

Thèse applications have again cone under the notice of thé Conl 1t1t- ,
bestowed upon them their careful attention, and have ag-eed to subuit thefw1ingd re"
menaatioise te ie Houses m relation thereto :
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First,-In respect to the work of the Abbé Provancher, entitled "IFlIore Canadienne,
" ou description de toutes les plantes des forêts, champs, jardins et eaux du canada,"
which has been lately published in two volumes, illustrated by nuumerous wood cuts. The
Committce entertain a bi!h opinion of the merits of this work, as a scientific description of
the Flora of Canada; and inasmuch as it is very doubtful whether it will meet with a suffi-
cient sale to remunerate the author for the labour and expense of its production, they are
induced to recommend that five hundred dollars be appropriated for the purchase of thirty
copies of the same.

Two volumes of Poems from the pen of Mr. Charles Sangster, of Kingston, entitled:
,'he Saint Lawrence and the Saguenay," and Il Hesperus and other Poems," have

appeared to the Committee to be deserving of encouragement. They therefore recommend
that twelve copies of each volume be purchased from the author.

In 1861, Mr. J. M. LeMoine, who is favourably known both for his scientific and
popular writings upon Canadian topics, published the second part of a manual called

Histoire Naturelle du Canada, Les Oiseaux." Sixty-three copies of this little volume
were purchased under the authority of the Library Committee in that year. Tie Author
has since completed bis work by the publication of the introductory volume ; and he has
applied to the Committee to extend a similar patronage to this portion of his labours.
Regarding the work as one of much utility and interest, they willingly recommend that
the part already taken be made complete by the purchase of an equal number of copies4f
the later issue, which is oflered for sale at fifty cents a volume, being the price of the
former publication.

A Meteorological Journal and Report on the Straits of Belle Isle, by Captain D.
Vaughan, bas been inspeeted by the Committee, who deem it a very praiscworthy contri-
bution to our knowledge of that section of the Gulf of the St. Lawrence. They there-
f<re recommend that twenty copies of this pamphlet be procured at the price of one dol-
lar per copy.

The increasing frequency with which applications for the encouragement of works
issuing from the Canadian Press have been made to the Committee within the last few
years, has led them to consider the expediency of adopting some rule that may be calca-
lated to restrain excessive and undeserving appeals of this description. They accordingly beg
to recommend that no such application be entertained in future, on the part of either House
unless it bas been previously referred to this Commit tee. Upon receivingariy such reference,
the Committee will be prepared to imake whatever recommendation thereupon may be ap-
propriate to the merits of the work in question. Should they consider it desirable to pur-
chase any particular number of copies of a publication thus submitted for their approbation,
they will advise the House from whince the reference has proceeded, to direct that the cost
of procuring the same be defrayed out of their own contingencies. In no case would the
Com-mittee approve of such expenditure being made out of the funds set apart for the
annual augmentation of the Library, whether such funds have been voted in Committee of
Supply or made payable out of the Contingencies of the Legislative Assembly.

In conformity with this opinion, the Committee beg to recommend that the grants on
behalf of the works enumerated in the present Report be paid out of the ordinary contin-
gencies of the Assembly.

With a view to economy and to a reduction of existing expeuditure, the Com-mittee
have agreed that the Order of both Houses upon their Report, in the Session of 1854,
sanctioning the subscription.for fifty-seven copies of the" Canadian Journal," to be dis-
tributed amongst Mechanies' Institutes in Upper and Lower (anada, should be rescinded,
from and after the close of the current year; and. that thenceforth such copies'only of this
valuable periodical be furnished as may be required for the use of the Library.

The attention of the Conmmittee having been called to a Resolution passed by them-
selves in the year 1860, appropriating the sum of two hundred pounds for the purpose of
enabling Mr J. P. Merritt to proceed to England to procure transcripts of certain docur.
ments, concerning Canada, which service bas not been performed, rJ-hough the money
was placed in Mr. Meritt's hands shortly after the adoption of the Report authdrising tbe
same, the Committee have determined that it is expedient to rescind this grant;, and to
require Mr. Mferritt fo reiurn the amount received to' the Library fund, to the joint credit
of the two Clerks.

Committee, by vouchers numbered from one to one hundred and eighty-eight inclusive,
leaving a balance of fourteen thousand one hundred and seventy-seven dollars ninety-five
cents ($14,177.95) to the credit of your Honorable House on the 31st July last.

It is due to the Clerk and his Assistant to say that the books are carefully and neatly
kept; and when the suggestions made are carried into effect, they will be satisfactory.

Your Committee bave taken into consideration the propriety of having refunded by
the Officers, Clerks, and Servants ofyour Honorable House a sum of $3,174.72, being the
balance of a sum, advanced to them in 1858 as a loan, to bc repaid within a limited period.

The Honorable the Speaker of the Legislative Assembly then addressed Ris Excellen
cy, as followeth :-

MAY IT PLEA8E YOUR EXCELLIENCY,

We, Her Majesty's dutiful and loyal subjects, the Commons of Canada, respectfully
approach Your Excellency with our Bill of Supply for the service of the current year.

l accordance with Your Excellency's recommendation, we have given our careful
attention to the existing state of the law concerning the Militia Force, and to the necessity
for ýmaking adequate provision for the enrolment and discipline of Volunteers. Our
deliberations upon these important questions have been characterized by a spirit of unani-
mity and devotion to Her Majesty's Person and Government, which I am' assured is but
the reflex of the zeal and patriotism which pervade all classes of the people of Canada.
Should the necessity unhappily arise for the display of their strength, the inhabitants of
this Province, of every creed and origin, will be found united in defence of our Institutions
and of oti- connexion with the Mother Country,
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The peculiar circumstances under which the Legislature was convened, at this periodi
have rendered it inexpedient to enter fully upon the ordinary public business of legislation ;
nevertheless, varions measures calculated to develop and improve the internal resources of
the Province, have been matured and agreed upon.

Fully impressed with the necessity for economy in the public expenditure, we have
carefully revised the Estimates submitted to us by Your Excellency's commrand, with a
view to the retrenchment of unnecessary outlay, while ample provision has been made for
the exigencies of the State. The result of our deliberations upon this subject will be
found embodied in the Bill of Appropriation, to wich I now respectfully solicit Your Ex.
cellency's assent.

The Honorable the Speaker of the Legislative Asseinbly then presented the following
Money Bill: " An Act for granting to Her Majesty certain sums of nioney required for
" defraying certain expenses of the Civil Goverament and other purposes, for the year 1868 ;
" for making good certain sumas expended for the public service in 1862; and for raising a
"Loan on the Credit of the Consolidated Revenue Fund."

The Clerk of this House did thereupon say :-
In Her Majesty's name, His Excellency the Goverror General thanks Her Majesty's

dutiful and loyal subjects, accepts their benevolence, and assents to this Bill.

His Excellency the Governor General was then pleased to close the Session with the
following Speech :-

Honorable Gentlemen of the Legislative Council:
Gentlemen of the Legislative Assembly:

The purposes for which you were convened at an unusual season of the year having
been accomplished, I have now to release you from further attendance in Parliament.

I heartily congratulate you upon the unanimity which has marked your deliberations
with respect to the Defences of this Province, and upon the readiness with which you
have responded to my appeal for such changes in the Law relating to the Militia as were
necessary in order to impart to that body a proper degree of efficiency.

The encouragement you have given to the Volunteer Organization and the measures
you have adopted for the promotion of efficient discipline in that auxiliary Force will, I
trust, be successful for their intended objects.

Gentlemen of the Legislative Assembly:
I thank you in Her Majesty's name for the Supplies you have so liberally granted for

the public service.

Honorable Gentlemen, and Gentlemen
It has been impossible to submit to you, during the brief period of the present session,

all the measures which have been prepared for your consideration.
It will thorefore be incumbent upon me, at the ordinary period of the year for the

assembling of Parliament, to recur again to your advice and cooperation.
Meanwhile, in dismissing you upon this occasion, I feel assured that on returning to

your homes you will each of youemploy the influence which you possess to promote the
welfare and happiness of Her Majesty's loyal Canadian subjects.

Then the Honorable the Speaker of this House said:-
Honorable Gentlemen of the Legislative Council and Gentlemen of the Legislative

Assembly :-
It is His Excellency the Governor General's will and pleasure, that this Provincial

Parliament be prorogued until Tuesday, the 24th day of November next, ta be here held
and this Provincial Parliament is accordingly prorogued until TuoDAy, the TwSNTY.
FOURTU day of NoTEmBER next.

RESPEOTFULLY SHEWETH,-

That the short time which has elapsed since the close of the last Session of Parlia-
ment would have rendered it unnecessary for your Librarian to present a Report to your
Honorable House upon this occasion, were it not that the 111th Rule of the House ren-
ders it obligatory upon him to do so at the opening of every Session.

The circumstances under which the recent dissolution of Parliament occurred, pre-
vented the usual grant of Supplies for the service of the year; consequently there have
been no funds available for the purchase of books, or for the liquidation of outstanding
accounts against the Library. Your Librarian, therefore, has been unable to send the
customary orders for new books to Europe and to the United States, and the additions to
the Library since the last Report have been very few and of no special importance.

Within the past half-year, an unusual number of works have been copyrighted in
this Province, and, pursuant to the requirements of the Statute in that behalf, copies of
such publications have been deposited in the Library. A list of these works is hereunto
annexed, together with a statement of the donations received within the same period.

The number of books in the Library at this date may be estimated at about 52,000.
