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FEEDING STEERS.

Interestindd facts about feeding
steers in barns and sheds have been
recently worked out by the Pennsyl-
vania experiment station under the
direction of Prof. T. I. Mairs. The
main points considered arc compara-
tive gains in live weight, health and
vigor of the animals as indicated by
the amount of food consumed and
the relative economy of the method
so far as it relates to the amount of
feed consumned per pound ‘gained. The
stecrs were divided into two lots of
12 each and were sclected from a
carload lot bought for fattcning pur-
poses.

Lot 1 was fed in a large pen or
box stall in the basement of the col-
lege barn. Lot 2 was fed in the
yard adjoining the barn, A shed
14x40 feet was built across one side
of this yard to give shelter to the
animals. It was inclosed at both
ends, - while one- side toward the
southeast ~was opened. This was
constructed of rough boards. A self-
recording thermometer was placed in
the shed and one in the barn. Both
lots of animals had plenty of fresh
water. The aim was to treat all as
mnearly alike as possible, except: the
shelter.

Shredded corn stover and clover
hay were fed. The grain ration con-
sisted of 12 parts corn and cobh
meal and one part cottonseed meal.
‘This was fed to February 11, after
which, to the close of the experiment
corn meal and cottonseed meal were
fed in the same proportions. The
steers were weighed on three conse-
cutive days at the beginning of the

experiment and the average of this !

was taken as the correct weight.
During the experiment they were
weighed two consecutive days every
second week, the average of which
was taken. Where there was a very
great diflerence, a third weighing
was made the following day. All
materials fed to the animals : were
welghed and recorded. The foods un-
eaten were removed and weighed. The
experiment. began November 26 and
closed April 1. Up to December 11,
grain was fed three times a day,
with stover at night and hay in the
morning. After that the grain was
fed twice a day, with hay at night
and stover in the morning. It was
thought that move stover would he
eaten by this method than the other,
with a considerable saving of clover
hay.

At the beginning of the experiment
Lot 1 averaged nine pounds less than
Lot 2. At the close of the experi-
ment. the average of Lot 1 was ten
pounds more than the other. Lot 2
ate slightly more grain and stover
than Lot 1. On the other hand, Lot
1 ate more elover hay than Lot 2.
Th2 lot fed in the open shed pro-
duced a slightly smaller gain at the
expense of a somewhat greater
amount of food. It is not clear that
the lower temperature to which Lot
2 was exposéd“was the cause of the
difference, as the record of the tem-
perature for two weeks does not
show any particular relationship be-
tween temperature and gains. On
the whole, while the bran-fed lot ap-
pear to have given slightly better
results, the difierence was not very
merhed. TIn view of the wide differ-
ence observed between individual ani-
mals in each lot, it is not at all im-
possiblc that the selection of ani-
mals and conditions other than tem-
perature which surrounded them had
quite as much to do with the differ-
ence as the exposure to cold. Experi-
ments will be conducted
other stations along the same
to get more definite information.

BREEDING SOWS. '

Three things of great importance
in the Tgeeding of swine are ancestry,
individuality und form., In commér-
cial pork production, purity of blood
in the sow is not so essential as
| with-the boar, but good performance
|in the ancestry with reference to
|feeding, breeding and nursing' quali-
ties is important.

Among general individual glmalities,
|size, strength of hone and length of
|coupling are very important, The
|size should Pe medium to large for
|the breed and the bone medium to
|fine, but strong and finer than in the
|male.  The body should be rangy,
|but it would not be well to have the
coupling unduly long.

In breeding sows of the most de-
|sirable form, the head, neck and
limbs are medium to strong in size,
{but varying with the breed; mneck
ibroad and deep; varying in length
iand depth with the breed, even width
|at the shoulders, sides and hams; the
|top and bottom lines parallel, ex-
|cept that the top line should be a
‘»little arched in some breeds; the
hair should be fine, especially on
[the mneck and withers; the body
should be deep and symmetrical in
|form, and the teats should be not
!less than 12 in number and they
ishould be well placed.
‘ The selection of the sows for breed-
ting * use should mnot be made until
|some time after the pigs are. weaned.
;As they frequently change consider-
!ably in form after this time, the fin-
al choice should be delayed as long
as possible. Sows for breeding
|should be chosen from litters of
|sows in full maturity, rather then
from young and immature sows or
from those of aged sows whose breed-
ing qualities have begun %0 wane.
They should be chosen from large
spring litters rather tham autumn
litters, as they will usually be of
better development and will be the
right age for breeding in the au-
tumn.

The age at which to breed sows is
an important one. Young sows
should not be bred under the age of
eight to ten months; to breed them
earlier would tend to arrest develop-
ment in the sow and in her brood,
Ian(l also tend to weaken the vitality
of both.

{ily secured by the use of pasture,

exercise in winter when the weather
is not too cold if turned into shel-
|tered yards, where horses and cattle
i will not annoy them.

|ercise will be gained while working
[this over in search of waste grains.
| Some exercise can also be forced by
scattering grains of corn or oats
very thinly over the feeding floor.

STORE CAVES FOR FRUIT.

! Some years . ago fruit growers
lthought that the introduction of
cold storage would revolutionize the
| business and about do away with or-
|dinary cellar storage, writes G. H.
Van Houton. They believed that
|early apples could be kept in cold
storage throughout the fall season,
;and thus come into competition with
(the winter apples. While great suc-
|cess has been had with refrigeration,
the average farmer will still have no
cause to change from the old-fashion-
|ed cellar method, if he uses common
|sense and care in preserving his ap-
|ples. I know of nothing more de-
isirable than first-class Genet apples
buried in the ground and kept until
!spring.

In a properly constructed and
well-managed cellar, fruit and vege-
tables should keep all winter.

Good resnults are obtaihed by sub-
earth ventilators. In caves these
are made as deep as the nature of
the ground will permit, preferably so
the top of the ventilator will not be
above the level of the ground. Tiling
should be laid from some point that
i§ several rods from the cave; it
should enter at the bottom of . the
cave, and be so constructed as to act
as a drain in case water should seep
into the cellar. Tiling should be
large enough to allow a good inflow
of air, and a good opening should
be maintained for the exclusion of
foul atmosphere in the cave. By the
use of this system of ventilation,

in the cave while all impurities are
carried ofi. If a farmer cannot see
his way clear to build such a stors
age cave, his cellar should be opened
in the fall, when the air is cool, ang
closed when the weather is yet warm,
The cellar should be kept tightly
closed during warm and ‘windy days
of the fall. My expericnce has bgen
that apples stored in a well con-
structed cave may be kept with less
average loss than in cold storage,
and certainly at a greatly redm;ed

cost.

8eas represents a year’'s patient
shooting, for numbers attending are
limited and the competition for se-
lection is keen.

This year the great brigade of
sharpshooters is again comprehensive
in its collectivism. ‘The sharp drawl
of the sons of she pine from North-
west Canada contrasts oddly with
the soft tongue of the New Zealand-
er; the rifleman from the Punjab
rubs shoulders with the West Indian,
while Uganda and the’ Cape jostle
with Paris and Aberdeen.

In no assembly is the mixture of
dialects so noticeable, for the harsh
burr of the northern counties, the
'Gaelic tongue, and the purring of the
Celt mingle with purest cockney and
‘the strange ‘‘bat’’ from overseas.

A great working hive is Bisley. A
thousand men are firing to-day, and
two thousand to-morrow. They are
the salt of the earth in shooting and
‘between them exists a freemasonry
of the gun-barrel, which has no
counterpart.

SHARPSHOOTERS ALL.

Most of them could hit the heart
at a thousand yards. Great, long
rows of prone men lie stretched
along the green butts, and the crack
of cordite is unintermittent. They
handle their rifles as a woman does
her child. The rifle is the nursling
of the shootist, which may bring him
fame or obloquy—fill his purse or
empty it,

Bang! Away goes a shot at 900
yvards. 'The white target in the next
[parish seems in doubt, but finally it
shivers and bobs from sight. When
ithe marking dummy comes up it re-
cords what has happened—a bull’s-
1eye, or perhaps a bad outer.

If the latter there is more nursing
an alteration in elevation, an allow-
nnva for windage, and off goes an-
other bullet, whistling ite way, to
end with a “‘piff”’ against the sandy
bank of the butts.

‘“Bull’s-eye, Col. Gibson.”” reads
the register-keeper, and the colonel,
having found his aim, proceeds to
drill - out the centre of the target
pPiecemeal.

These are men Mr. ‘Arnold-Foster
means to have—men who can shoot
an enemy in a landing-boat half a
mile from the shore; and to this end
he excuses from attending regimental
lcamps every volunteer who will put
in a week at the imperial wapenshaw

PATRIOTS, NOT POT-HUNTERS..

This is the final official act of rec-
ognition of the wvalue of individual
merit in shooting.

CLERGY OF ENGLAND.

The Poverty of Some of Them Is
Appalling.

The appaling poverty of clergymen
in poor parishes in England is one
of the saddest phases of the religious
life ‘of to-day. This poverty is not
the least of the causes which have
led to the accusation of ‘‘paganism'’
being hurled against the country,

Mr. C. Guise Mitford, who, as sec-
retary of the Queen Victoria Clergy
Fund, s i _a position to speak with
authority, was interviewed on the
subject recently.

““As' long,”’ said he, ‘“‘as the intel-
lectual and social standard of the
clergy is kept as  low as it is, so
long will the churches be empty,

“How can a clergyman who has
not enough to eat, nor money to buy
{decent clothes and books of reference,
be expected to do his parish work
and preach good sermons, torn as he
is with domestic worries?

““The artisan of to-day is a reader,
a thinker,. and a politician, and he
will not attend the church of a cler-
gvman who has lost prestige.

‘“One of the few remedies for this
evil is the compulsory amalgamation
of parishes where the clergy are anx-
ious to work, but have no work. to
do.

“The poverty among the clergy is
appalling. I know of one clergyman
in the Norwich diocese, the poorest
in England, ‘whose living was worth
under £40. He lived in a cottage in
the mid<ie a potato field, and
