London, June 20.—~Queen Victoria be-
gan the ceicbration of her Jubilee to-day
as was befitiiug ber entire cureer, before
the aitar of her laith, wale turoughout
London, the Umied biuguom and the
Kmpire, in every cathearal, church or
chapel of the estabhished Church of
kngland, were heid seryices similar to
those at St George s Chaapel, Windsor,
where Her Majesty paid her devotions
and offered solewn thanksgiving, The
aunouncement that the services at St.
George's Chapel would be private. and
for the mewmbers of the Koyal KFamily
only prevented the gathering of o
large crowd. The scene was most im-

ressive aund the services very simple.

er Majesty sat in the chair of state,
immediately in front of the communion
rail, and just beside the brass plate
whose inscription designates the spot
which was the temporary place of in-
terment of the Prince Consort.

The ladies and gentfemen who are
the grand officers of the Queen’s house-
hold entered first, followed by the mili-
tary knights of Windsor, in the full
costume of cocked hats and
couts. The Duke of Devonshire and
Lord R ory occupied their seats as
Knightsjd® the Garter. The rest of the
choir w: mpty, the seats of the Royal
family béing near the Queen’s,

The Dean of ‘Windsor, wearing the in-
Axniu of Chaplain of the Order of the
Ghrter, officiated.

Punctually at 11 o'clock, amid the soft
strains of an organ voluntary, the
Queen arrived from the cloisters at the
entrance. Assisted by her Indian at-
tendant, Her Majesty walked slowly to
the chair of state, the congregation
standing. The Queen was dressed in
black except for a white tuft in her bon-

net.

The Empress Frederick of Germany,
attired in deep black; took the seat at
the right of the Queen, while the Duke
uni-
form, seated himself at her left. The
ot_hers grouped themselves closely be-
!uud and looked very like a simple fam-
ily of worshippers. Among them were
the Duchess of Connaught, _Prince
Henry of Prussin and the Princess
Henry, Prince Christian and Princess
Christina, with their children; Princess
Henry of Bnnenb(-r(.‘:. the Grand Duke
Sergius and Grand Duchess.

But, he
says, Great Britain has held aloof, al-
though.a third of the capital of the coun-
try is _Britinh.

Western Women Denounced as Savages

Because They Abuse Power.

Many women, and especially the moth-
ers of the far West, are guessing as to
whether they shall accept Bramacharian
BodhabLikshu, a white-robed and turban
ed Hindoo visitor. to the recent Woman's
Congress in San Francisco, as a popu-
lar or unpopular representative. Al-
though one of the most enlightened and
intellectually superior citizens of the
orient who has ever visited this country,
his alleged remarks on the character of
Western women have raised an unlimit-
ed amouat of discussion and uocmt{ gO8-
sip among the residents of the Pacitic
Coast. .

Bodhabhikshu is the supremely daring
man who declared in effect that the wo-
men of the Western United States are
savages. This brutal conclusion follow-
ed on a beautifully worded description
of women as the fine flower of ciyiliza-
tion and-it was on account of this all
the more cruel. If there is one thing on
which the Western woman prides her-
self it is that she is civilized. She show-
ed at least one quality when she treated
Bodhabhikshu mercifully. She did not
abuse her power in his case.

Bodhabhikshu is a picturesque char-
acter, yet a fine type of the Oriental
mystic of which we hear much and see
little, If his audience was one of dress-
makers and milliners, his costume alone
would make an interesting and enter-
taining study for them for an hour,
While making a speech he is just as
capable of holding an enlightened audi-

Death in‘the “0ld Gnken Huckes,”

Let us now examine into some of the
conditions surrounding domestic wells
and springs in the larger towns and
villages, conditions which also wail
sometimes about rural homes, ‘e shall
then be better able to understand how
a well, like a Nevada silver mine, may
have “millions in it,” and how "tﬂe old
oaken bucket may bring from the
depths elements of disease with the same
draught that refreshes the\thirsty throat.
For convenience a well is aituatéd in the
back yard, perhaps a' rod away from
the house, or it may even be nearer.
Certain other things, also for coaveni-
ence sake, are grou) close about the
back door. Here is a cesspool but a
short distance, perhaps only a few feet,
from the well ; there is a vault, a filthy
institution. A little further away is the
garbage heap. In other adjacent locali-
ties are the chicken coop, the pigpen
the stable, with their accumulations of
decomposing filth, It may be.that i®
a corner a dead animal has been buried
to save the trouble of conveying it to &
distance, A damp and reeking
near the back door marks the place
where the slops have been deposited
since the drain to. the ceugool became
stopped up with the accumulated refuse
of half a dozen years.

Every one of the sources of contami-
nation mentioned is a contributor to the
well. A part of the putrid material
floats upon the ground aad is disposed
of by evaporation, but the greater por-
tion of it soaks into the ground. It is
a ¢ error to sup that what-
ever has disappeared into the ground is
destroyed. 'he 6ith which has disap-
peared from the surface mey be out of
sight, but it is not out of existence. 1t
the soil is filled with refuse of various
kinds, the well will pe - contaminated.
Every rain washes the filth a little deep-
er down until it the well pro-
per or one of the un veins of
water by which it is fed. It may mot
be gemerally known that a well will
draw water a distance of sixty feet.—
The Arena.

Beetles Are Scaroce.

Up to the present time the indica-
tions are that the potato beetle will
not be at all troublesome this year.
At the Experimental Farm the absence
of old beet'es has heen quite marked,
and the reports from the district would
lead one to believe that there is a
similar scarcity elsewhere. The ab-
sence of bugs this year is likely due’ to
the severe frosts of last winter with a
light snow fall, which may have killed
the beetles hibernating in the soil.
The scarcity may be also in part due
to the sytematic spraying with paris
green which most farmers now give
their potatoes. Tt would be interest-
ing to readers if farmers in the Ottawa
district would send notes of their ob-
servations in regard to the potato
beetle this year to Dr. Fletcher, the en-
tomologist at the Experimental Farm.
Should this absence of the bug prove
general it would mean'a large gain to
the farmers, who lose a great deal
every year through the ravages of this
destructive pest,
