British Engineering Students Here 
—Street Watering Resumed._

The scarlet fever epidemic, which has 
been prevalent for several months, has 

\invaded the Boys’ Home and caused 
some alarm among the officials in charge 
of that institution. Three ^of the little 
patienta were taken to the City Hos­
pital recently, and it was thought this 
would check the spread of the disease 
among the other inmates. H&rever, a 
number of\ the children are ill with all 
the symptoms of the disease. Another 
patient from the home was crowded into 
the isolation hospital to-day, and those 
in charge of the home expect to have 
twenty cases on their hands before the 
end of the week. It may be necessary 
to quarantine the home, as the isolation 
wards ht the hospital are so crowded 
it is impossible to accommodate any­
more there. The Board of Health will 
discuss the situation this afternopn, and 
the matter of increased accomtfiodution 
for scarlet fever patients, while the 
$10,000 addition is being built will prob­
ably be taken up by the Hospital Gov­
ernors this afternoon.

The British engineering students who 
are touring Canada arrived here from 
Brantford at 6.30 last evening, and were 
met by the civic reception committee. 
An informal* luncheon was held at the 
Commercial Club, Mayor McLaren wel­
coming the visitors. In the evening 
they were taken to Bennett’s Theatre.

Father of John C. Kennedy Died 
Last Night.

A prominent business man of this 
city passed away at the City Hospital 
last night in the person of Charles li. 
Kennedy, 171 James street south. Mr. 
Kennedy has been ill for some time past 
with stomach trouble. He came from 
London, and was manager of the Village 
Inn at Grimsby for three years, and 
was latterly proprietor of the English 
tea rooms on James street north and 
manager of the Winona Park Hotel at 
the same time. It will he remembered 
that one of the young men who were 
lost in the storm of July 11 was a son 
of the deceased. John C. Kennedy, a 
graduate of Highfield School, and a 
very popular athlete. Both he and the 
other son, Vern, were employed in the 
same office at Toronto, and in company 
with a young man friend, Boultbee, 
started for a cruise. They first visited 
old Niagara. Vein left his two com­
panions there and went back to Toronto, 
and returned to Winona, where lie was 
to have met them, hut they were not 
there, and nothing has been heard of 
them since. Mr. Kennedy was born m 
London 58 years ago, and was a son of 
the late John Kennedy, J. P. He leaves 
a widow, one son, \ ern Kennedy, and 
two daughters, Miss Gladys, superin­
tendent of the hospital at Gravenhurst, 
and Miss Natile, who is attending Kings- 
thorpe. The remains were taken to 
London, Ont., on the 9.05 G. T. K. train, 
and the funeral will take place from 
the residence of his sister, Mrs. John­
ston, 224 Richmond street.

SEVEN

WÊSFQTS 
LACHES HOME FIRE.

Seven Hundred and Fifty Children Were In the Place When the Fire 
Broke Out and Nearly All Were Rescued.

New' York, Aug. 31.—-That seven lit­
tle children, inmates of Bt. MalachVs 
Home for Children at Rockaway Park, 
L. L, were suffocated in a fire which 
destroyed a portion of the home last 
night, was discovered by firemen dig­
ging in the ruins of the burned build­
ing.

There were 750 children in the insti­
tution, which is conducted by the Sisters 
of St. Joseph of Brooklyn. Most of 
them marched out of the building in 
good order last night when the fire 
alarm was sounded, and it was supposed 
that all had escaped until the little 
bodies were found in the smouldering 
embers to-day. Nearly all of those 
burned to death wrere under five years 
old. The portion of the dormitory in 
which they slept was directly over the 
laundry, where the fire originated. How 
they were overlooked in the work of 
rescue last night or whether there were 
other bodies remaining in the ruins 
could not be deierinined this morning, as

most of the records of the institution 
were destroyed or inaccessible. The 
names of the burned children were un­
known.

The fire was discovered in the laun­
dry m the north wing of the home at 8 
o’clock last night. Three hundred and 
fifty small children were in their cots 
on tbo third and fourth floors of that 
wing/and some of the older inmates 
were attending evening prayers in the 
chapel. As the alarm sounded the older 
children marched from the chapel to 
the, board walk along the beach, and 
the nurses and attendants rushed to the 
w<>rk of carrying the little children 
from their cots from the floors above.

Firemen assisted in searching the 
halls and dormitories, and found a few 
children lingering in the halls, too 
frightened to leave the building, but 
the rescue work had been conducted 
with such despatch and good order that 
it wdg believed until to-day that all thç 
children were out of the building. While 
the flames were licking up the north

wing of the big building the children 
were marshaled under the care of their 
nurses on the board walk. Some of the 
sisters made a determined effort to 
reach the store house to secure blan­
kets to cover tbd -babies, of whom there 
were many scores, but the store room 
was filled with smoke and inaccessible.

After several lengths of hose had 
burst and the north wing had been com­
pletely destroyed, the finynen checked 
the flames and saved the Hebrew Home 
nearby, with a large number of inmates. 
À large number of children from St. 
Malachi’s Home were given shelter in 
the Hebrew institution, and others were 
taken to the various hotels and cottages 
on the beach. Edward Chancey. a Bos­
ton shoe merchant, was one of those 
who aided the sisters in finding shelter 
for the homeless children.

The damage to the buildings amount­
ed to $85,000.

The search for more bodies was con­
tinued to-day, in the fear that other 
children had -been buried.

EARL GREY’S 
ADVENTURE.

Wâ» Lest Over Five Honrs in B.C.
Weeds.

Narrow Escape of Falling Over a 
Precipice.

Rescned Exhausted and His Clothes 
All Tern.

Victoria, B. C., Aug. 30.—Earl Grey, 
Governor-General of Canada, who re­
turned here from Dawson and Skagway 
by the Government steamer Quadra to­
day, had a narrow eseajie from death 
when lost in the woods of Jervis Inlet 
for five and a. half hours on Saturday, 
Aug. 28, when on a shooting expedition, 
without companions other than his dog. 
He told of nearly falling over h preci­
pice In tiîè dnïkm ss when rescued by a 
search party, headed by Major Clark, 
his orderly, and Second Officer John­
son, of the Quad-ra, one of many 
search parties sent into the woods 
after fires were built along the shore 
line to attract the attention of the 
lost Governor-General. He was ut­
terly exhausted when found and his 
clothing «Was badly torn.

He left the Quadra at 5.30 p. m., 
and went into the woods where J»rd 
La scelles the previous day had killed 
a mountain goat and two deer. After 
penetrating some distance into the 
woods he lost his way and night 
came on. When lie failed*to return for 
dinner there was intense excitement on 
the Quadra, the steam whistle was kept 
going constantly, fires l>eing built on the 
beach, and search parties went into the 
woods. Meanwhile the Governor-Gen­
eral clambered over fallen trees, fought 
his way through undergrowth, and slid 
down rocks in the darkness, tearing his 
clothing to rags. On one occasion he 
came to the edge of a precipice, feeling 
his way with on alpenstock which he 
carried as well as his rifle. The alpen­
stock slipped from his hands and clat­
tered down a- considerable distance be­
low. Then he realized what a narrow es­
cape from death he had. His dog was 
missing and ho feared it had fallen 
over the precipice, but it turned up 
afterwards. He turned back, and, fail­
ing in the darkness to find his way, fin­
ally, after many struggles, sank down 
exhausted, after five and a ha'lf hours 
of unavailing effort.

He was so hungry and exhausted 
that he leaned against what he took 
to lie a log, but it proved to be a 
shadow, and he turn bled about in the 
undergrowth until he sank down on a 
flat rock to await daylight, and soon 
afterwards saw the reflection of a fire. 
It was an Indian encampment. Then 
lie fired his rifle and the shot was 
heard by a search party. When his 
answering “hello” was heard the res­
cuers hurried to him, guided his 
shouts, and hurried him to the shore, 
where the waiting boat took him 
quickly to the Quadra, on which he 
was received with groat joy, his 
daughter, Lady Sybil Grey, Lord Las- 
celles and other members of the paytv 
awaiting him at the steamer’s side. He 
was none the worse for his adventure.

Earl Grey was made a member of 
the Arctic Brotherhood at Dawson and 
had an interesting reception there, at 
White Horse, Skagway, and at Prince 
Rupert. The Quadra made stops at 
Alert Bay, while the Kwauakiull Indiana 
took the party up the rapids of the Nip- 
Ximpkish River, at the head waters of 
which Lady Sybil Grey shot a bear. Calls 
were also made at Bute Inlet and Robin­
son Bight for shooting and fishing pur­
poses. It is expected the Governor-Gen­
eral will go to Seattle about Thursday or 
Friday before returning eastward via 
Vancouver.

ROBBER PLAYS 
A LONE HAND.

Held Up Peaajthruria Trail Bit 
Cel Little.

Coadidor Skot in the Hand in Ike 
Ence inter.

Made Fireman Help Hi* Cany 
Away the Beoty.

Lewiston, Ps., Aug. 31.—Kobtx>r« 
st opped a westbound express train on 
the Pennsylvania Railroad at the Nar­
rows, ei$ht miles east of here, at 2 
o’clock this morning, robbed the express 
car of $1,000 iu gold, and escaped into 
the mountains. Conductor Poftenber 
ger, of Harrisburg was shot through 
the hand in a fight with the robbers. 
The train was stopped by a signal esp 
at one of'the most VmeifsgibTr points 
on the raliroad. Escape into the moun­
tains was an easy matter for the rob­
bers, but they are being pursued.

PARTICULARS OF THE HOLD UP.
Philadelphia, Aug. 31.—Representa­

tives of the Pennsylvania road in this 
city say that one lone robber accom­
plished the hold up. When the sharp 
explosion of the cap on the track was 
heard and the train was brought to a 
standstill, a masked man stepped out 
of the bushes along the tracks and cov- 
ei-ed the engine men with a revolver. 
Threatening them with the weapon, the 
highwayman moved along to the bag­
gage ear. but could not open it. He 
then went to the express car, and com­
pelled the Adams Express Company’s 
messenger to open the door. The safe 
in the ear contained $25,000 in money 
and bullion. Realizing the need of as­
sistance in getting away with the money 
the robber coolly called to the fireman 
of the train for help, and the robber, 
still wearing his mask, gathered up 
some bags of money, and with the fire­
man in the lead, and also carrying bags 
of coin, started up the mountain side. 
At a point about 300 yards up the in­
cline the two men laid down their bur­
den, and the fireman was ordered back 
to the train.

It looked as though one of the most 
daring train robberies ever attempted 
in the eastern country had been suc­
cessfully accomplished, as the highway­
man apparently had everything his own 
way, but at this juncture several pas­
sengers, who had licen aroused by the 
unusual stop, came on the scene, and 
their presence encouraged the trainmen 
to offer resistance. The robber opened 
fire, but the only damage he inflicted 
was to send a bullet through the hand 
of Conductor Isaac R. Poffonberger, one 
of the oldest and best known Pennsyl­
vania conductors.

Realizing that his game was up, the 
lone highwayman grabbed a bag of 
money and fled to the mountains, leav­
ing practically all his booty where the 
fireman had deposited it for him. The 
money is not yet cheeked ups but it is 
believed not more than $100 was taken. 
Some of the bags contained $100 each 
in pennies, and it is probable the robber 
is dragging one of these over the moun-

As soon as the railroad officials were 
informed of the daring robbery, the com­
pany’s detective force was put to work. 
In addition, the Baltimore & Ohio Rail­
road Company was called upon, and its 
detective force is on the way to the 
scene with a pack of bloodhounds. The 
dogs will be placed on the robber’s trail, 
and by this means they hope to capture 
him.

ON FARMERS.

Hydro Agents Dr'oen Of at the 
Point of Shot Gun.

Summons Issued Against Two of 
the Hydro Men.

The Hydro Commission 
liad not obtained rights upon his lands, 
and he did not propose that the agents 
should'go upon HR son. Tberdn
FeîJf srr Went- ont,' eaiVvhtp ad ltitttted 
shotgun, and the agents left.

They went from Mr. Felker’s farm to I 
an adjoining one, owned by Levi A. 
Shaw. Mr. Shaw saw them and inform­
ed them that the property was his; that 
he had not given them or any one the 
right to go upon it, and that they must 
get off. In laying information against 
Gee and Myers, Mr. Shaw informed the 
Justice of the Peace that Gee assaulted 
him and did him bodily harm. The case 
will be tried at. Smithville.

TALKING OF 
BIG MERGER

To Include All Canadian Steel 
and Iron Companies.

Officers of the Local Company 
Know Nothing of It

Said to be In Anticipation of 
Bounties Expiring.

Although offHjSal. of the HamDtoe 
Steel & Iron Company to-day professed 
ignorance of plans for a great merger of 
all the Canadian steel companies, there 
i- reason to believe that such a scheme 
is under way and will mature before 
long. The Times’ informant is a well- 
known financial men, who believes that 
the merger is so close at hand that pie 
price of steel stocks will go soaring be- 
lore the end of the year.

‘T never heard of it,” said Robert Hob. 
son, Seeretarjr-Treaeurer of tlie Hftmil. 
Ion company, when spoken to. Other 
officials of the company had the same !

A few years ago the Dominion Gov­
ernment renewed the bounties, handing 
over tp the companies, up to laat year, 
it is estimated, something like $11,000,• 
000. For 1907 and 1908 the bounty was 
$2.10 a ton on pig iron manufactured 
from ore, on the proportion of Canadian 
ore produced .luring the year; on pig 
iron, on the proportion of foreign ore 
during these two years, $1.10; on pud­
dled iron bars manufactured from pig 
iron made hi Canada, $1.65 per ton; on 
steel of which 50 per cent, of the weight, 
must consist of pig iron made in Canada, 
$1.65 per ton.

This year the bounty dropped to $1.70 J 
a ton on Canadian pig iron; 70 cent* a,-*' 
ton on pig iron manufactured from for­
eign ore; $1.05 a ton on puddled iron 
bars; $1.06 a ton cm steel.

Next year the bounties will drop to 
90 cents a ton on Canadian pig iron; 40 
cents on pig iron manufactured from 
foreign ore; 60 vents a ton on puddled 
iron bars and 60 cents per ton on steel.

There is little chance of the Govern­
ment renewing the bounties after 1910, 
in view o-f the agitation to cut them off. 
This feeling has been growing very 
strong during the last two years, espe­
cially among the western formera.

James Phillips, charged with assault­
ing P. C. C’amapign, jun., while in the 
discharge of his duties, was tried at 
the Criminal Court this morning before 
Judge Snider.

FRENCH GAMBLING.
Personal Licenses to Cost $10 F.ach 

in That Country.

Paris, Aug. 30.—An attempt is being 
made in France to' regularize gambling 
^iiile having regard for the interests of 
public morality and those of the trens 
urÿ. An influentially backed bill is be 
fore the French Chamber which seeks 
to introduce personal gambling licenses 
at a cost of not less than $10 each. 
Deputy Leon Berthet fathers the project.

His bill has arisen out of the Fin­
ance Minister's recent proposal to levy 
a tax on all sorts of gambling and 
out of the fear expressed by Paul l)ou- 
mer that a tax oir gambling might lead 
to a great increase in the number of 
gaming establishments. At present 
everybody who plays baccarat, roulette 
or trente et quarante does so freely in 
the few establishments of the kind ex­
isting, but under M. Berthet’s system 
no one would he able to approach the 
card tables unless he exhibited his

The bill makes all games of -hazard 
a state monopoly. No more than one 
gaming establishment may exist in any 
one commune, nor shall they exceed 
twenty-five in the whole of France: No 
person is to be admitted to gaming 
rooms unless he be of age and pro­
vided with a license to play.

Of the proceeds of the proposed new 
State monopoly 10 per cent, is to be 
deducted for the benefit of the com.- 
mune in which the gaming establish­
ment is situated, and another 10 per 
cent, for the general improvement' of 
French health resorts. Half the balance 
is to go xto the State old age pension 
fund for workmen and the other half 
is to be applied to the reduction of the 
taxation on unimproved land.

How Did Doherty Die?
Detroit, Aug. 30.—After a post-mor­

tem examination of the body of Joseph 
H. Doherty, the young Walkerville ball 
player who died suddenly at Muskegon, 
Mich., on Saturday, physicians have de­
cided that the cause of death, which for 
a time appeared mysterious, was heart 
trouble. Nurses who were in attend­
ance, however, still insist that Doherty

Boat Hauled Through Surf by Horses.
Two men in a 35-foot power boat 

were rescued in the worst northeaster of 
the season last night off the metropoli­
tan parkway at Nantasket by officers 
of the metropolitan police, assisted by 
cottagers.

THE PELLAGRA.

TORS IN THE SOUTH.

SuspicionThat There May be Hidden 
Cases of the Malady-Indications 
That It Has Its Origin in Corn— 
Deductions From Known Cases Up 
to Date.

New Orleans.—The physicians of Mer­
idian, Miss., have started a movement 
to bring before the medical profession 
in every county of the state, the fact 
'that pellagra, the fatal disease sup­
posed to be due to eating musty or 
mouldy corn, prevails in Mississippi and 
seems to be increasing. Their purpose 
is to discover the supposed hidden cases 
of pellagra, probably under treatment 
as eczema or other maladies, to collect 
ns many facts about it—and particular­
ly its origin—as possible, and by son- 
certed action to get from the State 
Legislature a law in regard to the in­
spection of kll grain shipped into the 
State if investigation shows the cor­
rectness of the Italian theory that 
pellagra is rue to corn fungus.

The United States Marine Hospital 
service has already taken up the mat­
ter, and has sent out a great deal of 
information about pellagra. This has 
coused no little alarm, and it is probable 
that many cases of false pellagra will 
l>e reported. It is feared, too, that the 
general statement that eating mouldy 
or musty corn s the cause of the disease 
will work harm.

In the form of eornmeal or grits or 
hominy com is much more used in the 
South than in any other part of the 
country, and is the staple article of diet 
for the great majority of the popula­
tion. Moreover, because of the boll 
weevil the Southwestern States are 
planting more corn this year than ever. 
Louisiana will double its crops as com­
pared with last year and produce forty 
instead of twenty million bushels, and 
Mississippi will nearly double its crop. 
Any pellagra scare that aroused a pre­
judice against corn as food would be a 
serious blow to the farmers, who have 
been congratulating themselves on their 
success in substituting this food crop 
for cotton, and in thus raising their 
own supplies.

Meridian is one of the best points 
from which to start the movement, for 
it was there that the first definite case 
of pellagra was traced to the South. 
Then, too, Meridian has treated more 
cases of pellagra than any other city. 
Twenty-one cases have been brought to 
its hospital from the neighboring coun­
try. Of the patients nine have died 
and one has been discharged as enred, 
while eleven still remain in the hospital.

The disease was accidentally stum­
bled on less than a year ago. The first 
case was reported and treated as 
eczema. In the second cas$, reported in 
September pf last year, the patient was 
a young woman of distinguished family, 
a daughter of ex-Justice Thomas H. 
Woods,/of the Mississippi Supreme 

wa* treated by several ‘

aida ns, and it was from that circum­
stance that the disease wee finally diag­
nosed as pellagra. The existence of the 
malady was so little suspected in the 
country that few physicians had thought 
it worth while to inform themselves 
as to its characteristics, but when the 
case came to light investigation dis­
closed nearly twenty other victims in 
the seme region. Here arises a puzzle:

If the dieease is due to musty corn 
why has it waited 300 years to disclose 
itself? Why has it not appeared pre­
viously in the South and especially in 
Mexico, where the people have been liv­
ing manly on corn for a thousand or 
more yeans and on corn very carelessly 
prepared, ground and stored?

It is noted as a coincidence that pel­
lagra appeared in Mississippi with the 
coming into the agricultural districts 
of the State of the Italian, in whose 
land the disease originated and among 
whom it is most prevalent, and there is 
a suggestion that pellagrous Italians 
may have emigrated into this country. 
The disease was first reported in Amer­
ica in 1883. when a newly arrived Ital­
ian was found in a New* York hospital 
suffering from it. There is no sugges­
tion by the physicians that pellagra, is 
contagious, although it was called of old 
"Lombardy leprosy.” but the eoncidence 
Is arousing attention in Mississippi, 
where the Italian laborer is very un­
popular In certain circles.

The patients were all whites, and 
the natural suspicion arises that the 
negroes, who est more rorn and corn 
meal than the whites, take lew care of 
It, know little about aanitation ami eel 
dom call In a doctor, may be concealing 
cases of the disease.

On 
the other hand, a Mrs. Pace, who died 
In January, 1909, aged 36, had been suf- 
fermg for twenty-two years with what 
are now known as the symptoms of pel­
lagra, including the eruption on the 
hands and face, erythema, etc.—and 
why this difference in the duration of 
the disease no one can explain.

In most of the cases the patients were 
brought to the hospital and to the at­
tention of the physician too late to 
givu any Accurate account of their hab­
its or the origin or first stages of the 
malady, several of them indeed being 
lunatics, a condition -** * '

comes in pellagra. In those cases of 
which anything is known the corn the­
ory of its origin is supported to this 
extent, that the victims were eaters 
largely or almost exclusively of corn or 
eornmeal.

But a striking difference is shown be­
tween Louisiana and Mississippi in the 
fact that in the former State most of 
the sufferers from pellagra found in the 
hospitals or asylums are negroes, while 
in Mississippi they are white. In the 
light of these differences and contradic­
tions and of the doubts that have arisen 
as to the diseases the necessity for an 
investigation will be recognized by all.

GIVES]! UP.
Buffalo Woman, It Is Said, Weuld 

Give Up facubater Baby,

But Detective Who Helped in Kid­
naping Languishes in Jail.

Topeka, Kan.. Aug. 30—Mrs Stella 
Barclay, of Buffalo, left for her home 
to-night, after giving a $6,000 bond to 
guarantee her appearance here on Sep­
tember 8th to undergo a' preliminary 
hearing on the charge of kidnapping the 
famous incubator baby. While she was 
in the county attorney’s office it is re 
ported she said:

“1 will give Mrs. Bleakley a deed of 
adoption of the child now.”

While she made no stipulation as to 
the terms under which she would give 
the baby back to Mrs. Bleakley, her 
attorneys have intimated to the prose 
curing authorities that she would give 
Up all right to the child and stipulate 
never to intèrfere with it again if Mrs. 
Bleakley would withdraw from the 
prosecution of Mrs. Barclay and Detec­
tive Gentry, who aided in the kidnap-

Gentry is still in jail here, having 
been unable to furnish bail. He was ar­
rested with Mrs. Barclay this morning. 
Both pleaded not guilty and their pre­
liminary hearing was set for September 
8th. The court-room was packed, but 
there was no demonstration of hostility 
against Mrs. Barclay.

The baby remains in the custody of 
the clerk of the juvenile court here.

IMMORAL TRADE.
VIGILANCE COMMITTEES ARE TO 

BE FORMED.

Moral and Social Reform Workers 
Will Act in Three Directions; Pre­
ventive, Redemptive, and Punitive 
—Seek to Inform and Educate.

Toronto, Aug. 31.—A committee of the 
Moral and Social Reform Council of 
Canada, at a meeting in the Secretary’s 
office in the Confederation Life build­
ing, with representatives of the various 
sympathie organizations in the city, 
devised the form and methods of organ­
ization and work for the suppression of 
the traffic in women, »o far as Toron­
to's end of it is concerned. It is intended 
also to write to other cities throughout 
the Dominion, asking that a committee 
be appointed by each local Moral and 
Social Reform Council, to be known as 
the Social Purity Vigilance Committee.

The object of these committees will 
be to work for the suppression of the 
traffic in women for immoral pur­
poses, each committee to have, in addi­
tion to the members of the local coun­
cil, representatives of all the churches 
and sympathetic organizations, and to 
work along the following lines:

(1) Preventive—(a) By means of
the press, the platform and the pulpit, 
and through special literature, to in­
form the public of the existence, the 
extent, and the methods of this traf­
fic ; (b) to encourage parents, educa­
tors, and physicians to give, in a pru­
dent and delicate but perfectly frank 
way, proper education to the young 
people of both sexes as to the 
problems and perils, physical, mental, 
moral and social, of the sex question; 
(c) travellers’ aid work —to arrange, 
for getting into touch with uncliaper- 
oned girls arriving at wharves and 
depots to protect them against the 
agents of this traffic.

(2) Redemptive —To arrange for 
the rescuing, reclaiming and caring for 
the victims of the traffic.

(3) Punitive—To work in co-opera­
tion with the authorities responsible 
for the administration of justice, to 
discover and bring to justice those 
who are engaged in the traffic, or who 
directly or indirectly profit by it.

This plan will be recommended to 
the Moral and Social Reform Council 
of Canada at its meeting to be held in 
this city next week, and by ^t to the 
local councils throughout the Domin­
ion. Active steps will be taken to 
form these Vigilance Committees in 
all centres of any consequence. The 
Council of Canapa will probably ar­
range for work <)n a broader basis.

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WHITNEY’S LAW BAD.
Henry O’Brien, K. C., editor of the 

Canadien Law Journal1, whose article in 
which the illegality of Whitney’s deal­
ings with the farmers as to right of way 
for the power transmission line was 
characterised -by the Premier as being 
“simply silly,” hits back sharply and ef­
fectively in a letter to the public press. 
In the course of this letter he assures 
the Premier that the article was well 
considered and was passed upon before 
publication by one of the leading coun­
ts! of Toronto. He pointedly says: “If 
the conclusion arrived at in the well- 
considered /article referred to were 
'simply silly,’ surely it were equally silly 
for one occupying so high a position as 
the Premier of Ontario to leave his im­
portant duties to try, by a newspaper 
interview, to destroy the effect of an ar­
ticle which he declares to be of no mo­
ment.” Whitney’s assertion leaves the 
legal proposition untouched. Mr. O’Brien 
thus summarizes the situation:

1. The Act of 10U7 which authorized 
the purchase of lands for a transmis­
sion line definitely incorporated there­
with the Public Works Act, so far as it 
relates to the acquisition of the land.

2. The Act of 1009 deals with the ac­
quisition of easements, or. in other 
words, the right to locate towers on 
land without purchasing the fee. This 
act deliberately omits any reference to 
the Public Works Act. Presumably this 
was done for some purpose; and one 
might readily guess what the purpose 
was, but in an)* case that act is NOT 
incorporated.

3. The omission above referred to has 
on two occasions been drawn to the 
attention of the Attorney-General, but 
no public statement has as yet been 
made on the subject.

The fact that no attempt has been 
made by Whitney to establish the legal­
ity of those threatening notices sent out 
to the farmers to scare them into giving 
up their rights; the promptness with 
which Hon. Mr. Foy, on being faced with 
the facts as presented by Mr. George S. 
Kerr, K. C., abandoned proceedings un­
der the Lobb notices and suggested an­
other plan of settlement, and the daily 
caterwauling about the farmers being 
encouraged by interests hostile to Whit 
ney’s scheme to stand out for unrea­
sonable compensation, are ample evi- 

■ dence that, bluster as the Premier may, 
he feels that his act does not give him 
the power claimed; that Mr. Lobb’s no­
tices were illegal, and that Mr. Kerr's 
contention was sound. And that circum 
stance may enable some of the farmers 
who did not “scare” to get reasonable 
compensation for the rights they part 
with.

GALT’S MAYOR SPEAKS.

The Mayor of Galt has written 
the Financial Poet a letter in which he 
eete forth the situation of his town 
with reference to the Hydro-Electric 
scheme, and incidentally convicts Prem­
ier Whitney of trifling with the facts 
when, the other day, he made the state­
ment that the power by-law validating 
act was merely carrying out the will of 
the municipalities and was passed at 
their request. Mayor Patterson, of Galt, 
•hows very clearly that instead of this 
being so in the case of the 
town of Galt, it was forced 
into the scheme against its will 
after a public meeting had resolved that 
the contract was not in accordance with 
the by-law submitted to the ratepayers, 
and asked that the matter be again sub­
mitted to a vote. Not only that, but 
the High Court passed upon the Mayor's 
action in refusing to sign the by-law, 
nnd upheld his course. Moreover, Galt 
Council did not ask to be in­
cluded in the validating by-law, 
the blank resolution forwarded to 
it by J. W. Lyon, Secretary ,
of the Power Union, being rejected. 
Mayor Patterson includes with his let­
ter the affadavit of the town clerk set­
ting forth that the Council decided to 
take no action in the matter.

Mayor Patterson is naturally indig- 
nant at the deceit and tyranny practised 
toward the ratepayers of Galt, and he 
•ays:

Now, Mr. Editor, to me and a great 
many others this places the preamble 
of the Act in rather an unenviable posi­
tion, as the preamble stales that the 

' different municipalities, including Galt, 
asked to have legislation passed validat- 
ng the contract end have all obstacles 
removed. When the preamble of the Act 
ia a decided falsehood what arc we to 
expect of the balance by which the rate­
payers are bound for 30 years. I can 
only repeat what I have heard a great 
many of our ratepayers say and with 
which I agree, that I would sooner see 
our public building sold on our public 
square, than submit to be taxed by an 
act that ia forced on ua and that is both 
unjust and unfair. Fancv a commission 
dealing out jua^ce that debars any one 
appealing to our courts for common 
justice.

If legislatures do not show confidence 
in the judiciary of dur land what do 
they expect our citizens to do?

Perhaps Premier Whitney might do a 
little more explaining to the people of 
Galt.

THE LUMBER SITUATION.
The Detroit Free Press marvels that 

within 30 days of the passage of the 
United States’ new tariff act notice 
shbuld be given by the Yankee lumber 
barons of a big increase in prices, not­
withstanding that the new act reduced 
the duty from $2 to $1.25. Our neigh­
bors appear to have been laboring un- 

. der the delusion that we Canadians were 
yaA, longing to send them our lumber, 
and that the grudging reduction in duty 
would be gratefully accepted on this

- side of the line. Let them get rid of 
that idea. It will not hurt Canadians' 
feelings if they double the rate of duty. 
We have use for all our lumber at home. 
Let them learn a little about Canada

- and the growth and expansion which it 
>•’

Is experiencing. Let them take off their 
political blinkers, and get the cobwebs 
but of their brains. Then they will be­
gin to appreciate the meaning of the 
asininity of which they are guilty in en­
deavoring to coerce Canada by hostile 
tariff enactments. Canada is desirous 
of living on neighborly terms mth them, 
and appreciates the fact that better 
commercial relatioAs would be good for 
both countries. But she laughs at tariff 
clubs and the sharp practice which pea­
nut polîtiçians resort to in their effort 
to place us at a disadvantage. Be sure 
that the net result in the end will, as 
in the case of the lumber duties, be to 
mulct their own citizens and place the 
Un(ted States consumer more at the 
mercy of the tariff rings and combines.

THE C0MING*SmUGGLL
It is within the range of probabilities 

that in dealing with Lloyd-George’s bud­
get something like a British constitu­
tional crisis may be reached. The House 
of Lords blusters that it will reject the 
measure. The House of Commons ap­
pears determined to pees it. If the 
House of Lords carries its threat into 
execution, it must stake its future, in 
its present shape, on its ability to carry 
the country with it. Can it do so? A 
few months ago there seemed to be some 
hope that it might have a chance of suc­
cess. Every week that passed by has 
lessened that chance, and now even the 
Harmsworth organs, which are guided 
by opportunism and a heed that looks to 
being with the winners, made it abund­
antly clear that Lloyd-George’s star is 
in the "ascendant and that the Opposi­
tion’s hopes have been extinguished. For 
the Lords to precipitate a battle in such 
circumstance# woudl be suicidal.

There are those who deny to the 
House of Lords the light or power to 
amend or reject a measure dealing with 
money. That is, we think, clearly an 
erroneous view. We know of nothing 
from the legal point of view that would 
prevent the House of Lords from excr- 
cising its powers as a co-ordinate branch 
of tbe legislature in altering or reject­
ing money bills. As a matter of prac­
tice, however, the power of the Lords 
has become restricted to ratifying the 
will of the popular House, which is jeal­
ously regardful of what it has come to 
look upon as its constitutional ’'privi­
lege” to have such bills passed as they 
leave its hands. From very early times 
the English Parliament has shaped itself 
so as to leave the power with the Com­
mons In matters of taxation. In 1407 
the Commons expressed itself as being 
‘ greatly disturbed" at the action of the 
Lords in presuming to fix the amount 
of the grant to the King, holding such 
to be "in great prejudice and derogation 
of their liberties"; and He-njy IV., ap­
parently with the Ivords’ consent, yielded 
the point, agreeing that no report should 
be made by either House until the mat­
ter was settled and that “then the re­
port should be made by the mouth of 
the Speaker of the Commons.’

In 1661 the Lords paaed and sent to 
the Commons a bill for "paving, repair­
ing the streets of Westminster." The 
Commons threw it out, holding that “no 
bill ought to begin in the Lords House 
which lays any charge or tax upon any 
of the Commons." The Lords demurred, 
but when the Commons passed a bill of 
their own for the purpose the Lords ac­
cepted it, adding, however, a proviso or 
protest, that its acceptance should not 
be construed to the prejudice of the priv­
ileges of the Lords. The Commons refus- 
eel to accept the bill with this proviso, 
and it was dropped. Next year, how­
ever, a similar bill of a more general na­
ture was accepted by the Lords, after 
some opposition.

Ten years after, in 1671, and again 
in 1678, the Lords attempted to amend 
Supply bills, but gave way in both cases. 
In 1671 the House of Commons affirmed 
"that in all aids given to the King by 
the Commons the rate of tax ought not 
to be altered by the Lords." In 1678 
it set forth that

*•' * * All aids and supplies, and
aids to His Majesty in Parliament arc 
the sole gift of the Commons; and that 
it is the undoubted and sole right of 
the Commons to direct, limit and appoint 
in such bills the ends, purposes, consid­
erations, conditions, limitations and 
qualifications of such grants, which 
ought not to lie changed or altered by 
the House of Lords.

These, of course, were only resolutions 
of the House of Commons, but they look 
like “rubbing it in," and Sir Thomas Ers- 
kine May says:

By the practice and usage baaed upon 
that resolution (3rd of July. 1678) the 
Lord# were excluded not only from the 
power of initiating or amending bills 
dealing with public expenditure or rev­
enue, but also from initiating public bills 
which would create a charge upon the 
people by the imposition of joçal or 
other rates.”

Of courev the mere resolution of the 
Commons did not have that effect; the 
practice and usage based upon it has. 
A notable acceptance of the situation by 
the Lords wee in 1861. In the previous 
year a bill repealing the duty on paper 
was presented by Mr. Gladstone, then 
Chancellor under Lord Palmerston, nnd 
was rejected by the Lords. The Premier 
is said to have Encouraged the rejection*. 
The Commons immediately reassert-d 

| that
the right of granting aids ami sup­

plies to the. Crown is in the C< g .irons 
alone, as an esential part of tlieir^ con­
stitution, and the limitation of all such 
grants as to matter, manner, measure 
ami time is only in them.

It was admitted that the Lords had 
sometimes negatived such bilk, but the 
propriety of such course was challenged, 
nnd action to prevent such “undue exer­
cise of power” was threatened. Next 
session Mr. Gladstone embodied all the 
financial proposals, including the Paper 
Duty Repeal bill, in one measure, nnd 
challenged the opposition of the Lords. 
They passed the bill. Lord Derby did 
not deem it wise to court battle. Lord 
Salisbury warned the Lords of trouble 
if they meddled in money bills. “You 
cannot,” said he, “reject a money bill

because you cannot change the Execu­
tive; to leave the existing Executive in 
power, and yet to deprive them of the 
means of carrying on the government >f 
the ooun-try, would create a grave consti­
tutional situation.”

Whatever legal right the peers may 
have to reject the budgef, they would 
appear to have surrendered it in prac­
tice; and it is far from probable that 
they will attempt to repossess them­
selves of it by throwing out Lloyd- 
George’s budget. They are not inclined 
to political hari-kari.

WHITNEY'S VILLAINOUS ACT.

Falls. What the Whitney Government 
is justly censurable for is its recklessly 
arbitrary resort to high-handed means 
towards the attainment of its ends. No 
attack upon the ends is involved in 
attacking the resort to wrongful means.

A READING COUNTRY.
tCor. London Times.)

There is one great Dominion, that of 
Canada, where the situation is affected 
by the near neighborhood of the United 
States. The Americans pour out an 
enormous flood'of newspapers and maga­
zines and books, nnd do their liest to 
swamp the Canadian market with them, 
So far as newspapers are concerned Can­
ada has plenty ,of good dailies of her 
own, and American dailies cannot hope 
seriously to compete except in certain 
frontier districts far from Canadian 
publishing centres. The *.eekly editions 
of Canadian newspapei*. too, are ho 
strongly established, and eater so well 
for their renders, that they have nothing 
to fear from American compétition 
though a few American weeklies of a 
different sort have a wide circulation 
in the Dominion. When we eonie to the 
magazines, we find enormous masses 
of the American produce on Canadian 
bookstalls and counters, with few Cana­
dian competitors. The special “penny- 
a-pound" rate has very largely in­

creased the number of magazines and- 
newspapers sent out by the post from 
the Old Country; but the time neces­
sarily elapsing between publication and 
delivery must always handicap them in 
competing with serials from just over 
the border.

CHILDREN’Se8ŒOOL CLUBS.
(Ottawa Free Press.)

The movement for the use of the 
public school as social centres is not 
confined to the United States. It has 
already been tried with considerable 
succcess in Charlottenburg, Germany. 
The motive was to keep children out of 
ill-lighted, overcrowded flats, were they 
are unable to study, and in cold weath­
er cannot play. j,

The Charlottenburg' schools are now 
equipped with a separate reading-room, 
with books, magazines, and pictures; 
and these reading-rooms are largely vis­
ited whenever cold weather sets in.

So successful lias the plan been that 
the provincial authorities of Potsdam 
have recommended nil the towns in their 
district to keep open certain hours dur­
ing the coming winter in order that they 
may lie used for stmiy and recreation 
bv the poor pupils wno are uncomfort­
ably situated at home.

PREVENTABLE BLINDNESS.
(Montreal Witness.)

The other day a party of Good Tem­
plars took the steamer Victoria, front 
St. John to Fredericton. Where the an­
nual meeting of the society was to be 
held. Among the most vivacious of the 
party was the field leader—or the mem­
ber with some such title—who had a 
hand-t-hake and a merry quip for every­
body. By some subtle sense of hearing 
or intuition—for he was stone blind—he 
recognized each one a* he or she ap­
proached the place where he was sitting, 
calling them by name, recounting some 
intimate gossip, and inquiring after fam­
ilies and friends. The people he spoke 
to came from many parts of the country 
around St. John, and he had got to know 
them by travelling from place to place in 
his work of organization for the society. 
Presently, he turned to the writer, who 
had sat next to him, and perfectly still, 
and inquired: "Is this your first trip up 
the river, sir?” Now. here was exquis­
ite discrimination, indeed, quite beyond 
the comprehension of the object of it. 
But presently he began to talk about 
himself, and the fact that he was totally 
blind, when the question was put, “Were 
you born blind?” “No,’/ he answered, 
"not exactly. “I was blinded a few days 
after birth by the disease known as 
ophthalmia of the new-born, which could 
have lieen cured had our family phy­
sician known anything about it.” See­
ing him so cheerful and keenly alive to 
all about him, the suggestion was of­
fered that as he had never remembered 
seeing, the deprivation of sight was not 
so great as it might have been had he 
ever enjoyed 8iglit; indeed, the thought 
was put to him that perhaps under 
the circumstances he felt his blindness 
as very little of a deprivation. Hi* reply 
to this, however, was a most emphatic 
"No.” He declared that he felt the han­
dicap of his blindness in every physical 
movement, almost in every thought, 
and the bitterness grew upon him with 
age of the tragedy of his life—of th? 
loss of years and years of blessed sight 
tliat might have been his if those about 
him in his infancy had had knowledge 
or had exercised proper care. This 
blind man and his poignant conversation 
were acutely called to mind by the de­
plorable verdict given the other day by 
the Committee on Preventable Blind­
ness, which was appointed by the Inter­
national Conference on the* Blind held 
at Manchester last year. The verdict 
of the committee is that more than a 
third of the blindnees found in British 
blind schools might have been prevented 
by. the exercise of proper care, and that 
tfiese preventible eases were all blinded 
by “ophthalmia of the new-born,” By 
prompt medical attention this tragic 
fate could have been averted, and the 
committee is strongly of opinion that 
the disease should he placed on the com­
pulsory notifiable list. Here is matter 
anyway for grave attention, and physi­
cians and parents cannot give it too ear­
nest consideration.

CANADA BRITISH,
Bot Her Loyally is Not Deepndeat 

on Protection.
(Contemporary Review.)

The havoc that Protection has played 
with the public life of the United States 
is beyond belief. Here the danger might 
socially be less terrible for we have an 
elastic constitution. But assuredly it 
would lose us the Empire. Mr. Macphail 
warns us that both the United States 
and Canada will at no distant date aban­
don Protection. Their very life depends 
upon such action. We venture to believe 
that if we adopt Protection and these 
nations renounce it the economic centre 
of the world will shift from Europe to 
America. But Mr. Macphail is only 
dwelling on the economic side of this 
problem in order to enforce the lesson 
that an Empire cannot be bound togeth­
er by Trade.

“An empire based upon preference is 
at the mercy of every country which 
chooses to offer a better rate. Until 
Imperialism is divorced from Protec­
tion it will be a tainted thing. England 
rules because she rules justly. When 
England adopts Protection she will be­
come corrupt. Then she will cease to 
rule. That is why so many Canadians 
who love the Old Land, and are willing 
to die in defence of their old homes, will 
have nothing to do with an Imperialism 
allied with a protection which, in 
time, will leave them without a country 
which is worth dying for. Thev take 
Mr. Chamberlain it his word when he 
said at Newcastle, 20th October, 1903: 
‘I think that without preferential tariffs 
we will not keep the empire together’; 
and they say frankly that, if that is the 
only condition, the empire might as well 
fall apart, and soon as well as later.”

SHOT HERSELF.
Torenlo Woman Dying at Baffalo 

—Husband is Held.
Buffalo, Aug. 30.—Mrs. Anna Wilson, 

who'*- with her husband, John Wilson, 
came front Toronto two months ago, 
shot herself in the abdomen at her 
home, 44 Elm street, to-day. The wo­
man is dying at the Emergency Hos­
pital. The police are holding the hus­
band, but the woman, in her ante­
mortem statement, said she shot her­
self, fearing that she was about to die 
from heart trouble. The Wilsons, who 
were married in Toronto eight years 
ago, came to this city two months ago.

WATCHING.

G. Parrÿ ferlins Wriles About 
thr Nightly "Airship. "

Other Planets Will Be In Parade 
During September

—— 'v

And the Sl(ies Will Repay 
Student and Scientist.

To the Editor of the Times:
Sir,—It is a general rule in science 

that the value of an opinion is accord­
ing to first hand knowledge, and to 
those who are accustomed to watch 
from night to night the majestic on­
ward march of the sentinels of light 
across the canopy of heaven the rela­
tive position of each shining individual 
i» well known. To such the present 
appearance of Mars is, perfectly natural 
as the planet is nearer to the earth at 
present than it has been for the last 
two years, and consequently shines with 
enhanced brilliancy. In fact. every two 
years Mars occupies just such a posi­
tion as it is now in. and its distance 
(which at times amounts to over 200,- 
000,000 miles from the earth) Is re­
duced by this periodic proximity . to 
about 36,000,000 miles—the nearest ap­
proach it can ever make to its sister 
planet in space on which we are now 
watching with eager eyes its advance.

In the course of a single night, how­
ever, we cannot observe any change in 
its relative position or speed, and when 
it is said that Mars rises in the east 
and travels during the long hours of 
the night across the sky to set in the 
west, it is simply an apparent move­
ment. due entirely to the rotation of 

. the earth upon its axis, which makes 
all the stars and moon to appear to 
partake of just the same motion. As 
I have been appealed to. I wish to state 
therefore it i* quite wrong to say that 
Mars rises quicker than the moon, for 
the apparent motions are alike to the 
naked eye.

At the present time Mars is a re­
splendent object in the midnight sky, 
and to the uninitiated may l>e easily 
mistaken for an airship for the simpl- 
reason that most people know little 
of how an airship looks at night, and 
ns a rule their general knowledge of 
the appearance of the heavenly b<nlies 
is also of a very casual kind. It 
worthy of note that Mars will be closest 
to the earth on Sept. 18. and an oeea 
sional vigil between now and then will 
amply repay the observer.

With slight, instrumental aid some of 
the most prominent markings pn Mars 
are easily discernable—such a« its 
oceans, continents and polar caps, 
have drawn them through the telescope 
at several apparitions. Tt is to 
photography, however, that, astronomers 
are looking for the best results at pre­
sent. and the question is often asked : 
Ts there any sign of sentient beings on 
Mar»? Are the canals of Mars, for 
stance, natural or artificial? If the 
latter, who constructed them, and- what 
is their main purpose ? The near ap­
proach of Mars invariably suggests such 
enquiries, and it is to the scifUAtist we 
have to look for a solution. This much 
we do know, of all the other planet 
of the solar system likely to support 
life Mars is regarded from its physical 
condition as the one most likely to be 
inhabited.

During the month of September the 
evening skies between sunset and mid­
night will contain each and every planet 
except distant Neptune. Shortly after 
sunset, in the west will appear Mercury. 
•Tupiter. Venus and Vranus. While later 
in the evening Mars appears on the 
eastern horizon, to be followed an hour 
later by Saturn. Such a gathering of 
the solar clans i< very unusual, and 
should prove of the greatest interest to 
the professional astronomers as well a« 
to the increasing host of amateurs, who 
in the language of the famous Miss 
Caroline Herscliel. “mind the heavens.” 
—C. Parry Jenkins. President. Hamilton 
Centre. Royal Astronomical Society of 
Canada.

MARS WILL DISAPPEAR.
To-morrow evening one of the inter­

esting astronomical events of the year 
will be visible. It is the occulation of 
Mars. That, in the vernacular, means 
that Mars will for a time disappear be­
hind the moon.

The moon will pass directly over the 
planet Mars, which has been so conspicu­
ous in the eastern sky for several weeks, 
and his disappearance behind the moon 
for 57 minutes will Ik* a rare spectacle.

The time for disappeatCuce is shortly 
after 8.30.

FARM SCHOOLS IN BAVARIA.

Travelling Teachers Who Form Clubs 
and Deliver Lectures.

"In order to promote agricultural 
interest the kingdom of Bavaria has 
established agricultural schools in al­
most every town," said Franz J. 
Hofauer, of Munich, Germany.

“These schools are in charge of 
teachers who in addition to an acad­
emic education must be versed in bot­
any, geology, chemistry, physics, zoo­
logy and natural history. At a time 
when nothing is doing in the fields, 
Irom November to March, these 
schools are open, and the peasants 
for a nominal fee can attend courses 
on cultivation and fertilization of the 
soil, the proper rotation of crops on 
the same land, the best resources for 
good seeds, irrigation and the raisini 
of stock. They are made aequointei 
with improvements and new inven­
tions in agricultural implements, the 
adoption of which can be recommend­
ed. They are taught the rudiments 
of bookkeeping and other commercial 
knowledge essential for the up to date 
farmer.

“In the spring after these farmers 
have returned to their xvork in the 
fields it becomes the duty of the 
teachers xvho instructed them during 
the winter to travel from county to 
county and to act as advisers to the 
farmers. Much good results from the 
travels of these teachers. By prac­
tical suggestion to the farmers they 
induce them to make valuable im­
provements in the cultivation of their

“The wandering teacher helps to 
form cooperative clubs for the joint 
interests of a number of farmers in 
one district. From time to time the 
teacher has to lecture in these clubs

interest to the members. These visits 
and lectures to the different districts 
are entirely free to the people, since 
the States assumes all expenses. 
There is probably no other eextitry 
in the world in which so much ia 
done by the State for its rural in­
habitants as is the case in Bavaria. 
Other German States have these agri­
cultural schools, but their teachers 
are not sent in such a practical way 
direct to the places where they can 
do the most good, as is done in Ba­
varia. The results of this commend­
able care have been very gratifying.’*

And to Maintain the Security ef the 
Trade Routes.

Toronto, Aug. 31.—Lord Charles Beres- 
ford yesterday afternoon made his first 
public utterance since coming to Cana­
da as the guest of the Canadian Na­
tional Exhibition. Naturally he refer­
red to the British navy, and to the fact 
that the overseas dominions have recog­
nized the necessity of bearing a portion 
of the burden of the navy’s upkeep. The 
British admiral’s initial speech was made 
at a civic reception tendered to him in 
the City Council chamber, at which a 
large number of people were present.

With his features wreathed in a hap­
py smile, Lord Charles Beresford was 
escorted to the council chamber by 
Mayor Oliver and City Clerk Littlejohn. 
They had met nim and Hon. Dudley 
Carleton, his private secretary, at the 
Queen street entrance to the City Hall, 
to which they had been conveyed by 
Mr. George H. Gooderham, M. V. I*., 
president of the Canadian National Ex­
hibition, in Mr. Gopderhams automo­
bile. The distinguished guest was shown 
to the Mayor's big chair, which he was 
allowed to occupy for one brief second 
Then the Mayor began to read the civic 
address, and, of course. Lord Charles 
rose to his feet. All present did like­
wise, and the gathering stood until the 
visitor had replied to the address, his 
Lordship following the Mayor’s lead by 
reading bis response.

The civic address expressed pleasure 
and thanks for the visit of his Lordship 
to Toronto for the purpose of opening 
the Exhibition, and hoped that he would 
note the loyalty, prosperity and con­
tentment of the Canadian people. Ap­
preciation of his Lordship's services to 
the Empire as an officer of the British 
navy was also expressed, as well as a 
recognition of the fact that, the navy 
had held an effective, mantle of protec­
tion over the colonies.

Lord Charles Beresford replied in part 
as follows:

“The address refers in far too flatter­
ing terms to the services 1 have endeav­
ored to render to my country and to the 
Empire in the cause of adequate naval 
defence. I cannot take the compliments 
to myself. I am aware that they are 
conveyed to me as being a representa­
tive of that great service to which 1 
have the honor to belong—the British 
navy. It is only by keeping that service 
thoroughly efficient and ready that we 
can insure the safety of those peaceful 
fleets of commerce to which the address 
refers. I believe that the British navy 
has been the means of affording protec­
tion to the dominions beyond the seas 
far many years.

•The time has arrived when the do­
minions beyond the seas have recognized 
that in order to maintain the Empire 
as a whole we must all bear our share 
of some portion of the burdens neces­
sary to maintain the security of the 
trade routes, which form the line of 
communication between the scattered 
units of the Empire. With Imperial de­
fence complete on these lines, we can 
insure the security of our peaceful avo­
cations—trade and commerce. Although 
I am afraid my visit to Canada can only 
be of short duration, 1 look forward 
with the keenest interest and delight tb 
my sojourn in this remarkable country, 
the energy, perseverance and vitality of 
whose people is so rapidly creating a 
nation whose prosperity will he second 
to none.

“It is a matter of sincere pleasure and 
gratification to me to have the honor 
of being invited to open the thirty-first1 
Canadian National Exhibition of Toron­
to—the largest permanent exhibition in 
the world, where 1 can see. for myself 
the products of agriculture, of the arti­
san, of the. forest and of the mine, con­
tributed by the Canadian nation.”

The reading of the addresses was fol­
lowed by the presentation of the people 
present t.o Lord Charles Beresford, the 
Mayor making the introductions. His 
Lordship was driven to the exhibition 
by President Gooderham, accompanied 
by the Mayor and Mr. W. K. George, ex­
president of the Exhibition Association. 
About 800 people were in front of the 
City Hall waiting for his Lordship’s de­
parture, and they cheered him as he was 
driven away.

SOLD HIS MINE.
End of Notable Fight For Pe»ses- 

lien of Klondike Property.

Detroit, Aug. 30.—11 was announced 
here to-day that Joseph W. Boyle, of 
Woodstock, the Klondike miner -who be­

gan a fight two years ago in the Cana­
dian courts against a. number of wealthy 
Detroit men. alleging that they were at­
tempting to freeze him out of the Cana­
dian Klondike Gold Mining Company, 
and who won some notable victories in 
the courts, has disposed of his mine 
within the time allowed him to take up 
the property. It is said by insiders that 
the Guggenheims. owners of the famous 
Yukon mine exploited by Lawson, of 
Boston, are the purchasers.

Boyle's case was against M. J. Mur­
phy, Jeremiah Dwyer, Fred T. Moran 
and the estates of Sigmund Rothschild 
and F. F. Palms, all wealthy Detroiters.

Mr. Justice Riddell, sitting at the 
Sandwich Assizes, made a scathing ar­
raignment of what he termed the high 
financing methods followed in the De­
troit and Windsor end of the company 
and ordered that the Detroiters pay 
Boyle $500,000.

Then the Detroiters began a counter­
action in the Wayne Circuit Court and 
tied up the company’s funds in the Peo­
ple’s .State Bank. A compromise 'was 
finally reached, and Boyle was given an 
option on the entire property to within 
n specified time. Boyle took up this op­
tion, and will reach here to-morrow to 
formally take over his former associates’

The purchase price is something more 
than $500,000. which the Detroiters get, 
while Boyle and his hackers, said to be 
the Guggenheims, got the mine.

The property is conservatively valued 
at more than a million dollars.

DAMAGE TO CANADIAN PLANTS.

Report of Mr. William Mackenzie Says 
Loss in Not Heavy.

Toronto, Aug. 31.—Mr. William Mac­
kenzie, president of the Monterey Light 
and Power Company, yesterday receiv­
ed a telegram from the company's 
manager a*. Monterey, which reads as 
follows :

“Floods worse than ever. San 
Lusitio (a suburb across the river) cut 
off for forty hours. River covers several 
blocks. Nearly one thousand lives lost. 
Power line at San Luisito gone, also 
several poles this side of the river. Dam­
age to plant slight. Light service con­
tinued during day with few interrup­
tions, which were ordered by police. 
Railway plant all right, but service in­
terrupted since morning of 28th (Sat­
urday). May get part going this after­
noon (Sunday). Water mains crossing 
river washed away. No water since yes­
terday (Saturday; morning. Conway (in 
charge of the waterworks) publishes 
statement that will resume service twen­
ty-four hours after water goes down. 
Still rainipg, but with less intensity.”

The telegram does not mention the 
Monterey smelter, which is said to 
have been damaged to the extent of 
several million dollars.

“According to this telegram.'' said 
Mr. Mackenzie, yesterday, “the plant is 
all right and the damage done is slight. 
fIhe reference to the power line being 
down in San Luisito simply means that 
the street, poles are gone, a minor mat­
ter. As far as the damage to the water­
works is concerned, anything destroyed 
will be renewed as capital expenditure, 
on which the Mexican Government pays 
ten per cent. The situation, so far as the 
securitv holders of the Monterey Power 
and Light Company are affected, does 
not seem to be a serious one. The loss 
of life is the most regrettable feature 
of the flood."

WESLEY’S LETTER.
Maauicript in Poueuion of Mr. 

Earl, of Pictea.

Picton, Aug. 30.—An original letter 
by John Wesley, dated September 2nd, 
1784. is in possession of Mr. John Earl, 
of Picton. A copy of this letter recent­
ly discovered in an old hook in Toronto 
and the publication of the facts attract­
ed his attention. After reading of it in 
the local paper Mr. Karl produced the 
rare old manuscript. It is the ordina 
lion paper of Rev. Thomas Cook, and 
bears Wesley's signature and seal.

Mr. Earl is convinced that the manu­
script is the original, and Rev. Dr. 
Briggs, of the Methodist hook room, to 
whom Mr. Earl loaned it for examina­
tion, is of the same opinion. The inter­
esting manuscript has been in Mr. Karl's 
family for three or four generations.

Lou ef Life Appalling Along San 
Joan River and Its Tributaries.

William Mackenzie Sayi His Loss 
Will be Trifling.

Monterey, Mexico, Aug. 30.—Thou­
sands of flood sufferers in Monterey, 
who throng the- devastated district 
along the valleys of the rivers and 
swollen streams, averaging a stretch 
of territory extending all the way to 
the Gulf ctiftst, 150 miles, are fam­
ishing for food. In this city the situa­
tion is appalling. Great droves of home­
less men, women and children have flock­
ed into the country, where they are sub­
sisting upon the roots of cacti, and 
sleeping on the bare ground. The stocks 
of the merchants are about exhausted. 
I he gardens and farms for many miles 
around Monterey were destroyed by the 
floods, the market .houses are closed, 
owing to lack of produce for carrying on 
business. Even among the wealthier 
classes the keen pangs of hunger are 
beginning to be felt. No supplies van 
reach the city from the outside, owing 
to the paralyzed condition of railroad 
traffic. It will be a week or more 
before some of the roads, are again 
in operation. It is estimated that the 
flood has caused damage to the na­
tional railways of Mexico aggregating 
more than two million dollars gold. 
More than 100 miles of track on the 
Matamoros-Monterey division are gone.

Money contributions arc pouring 
into Monterey by telegraph from all 
points of Mexico and many cities of 
the United States.

The money will be used to purchase 
food supplies, and provide shelter for 
the homeless. Several thousand terfts 
have been shipped by the War De­
partment, and will reach here as s<y(n 
as railroad communication with the 
outside world is established. The 
work of recovering bodies of the flood 
victims is still in progress, and no offi­
cial report of the number recovered has 
.vet been issued, but it is known that in 
Monterey and adjacent towns more than 
1(500 corpses have l>een found up to 3 
p.\rn to-day. The villages in the Santa 
('atanna Canyon, above Monterey, were 
swept away like so many straws, and the 
inhabitants were drowned bv the score.

Loss of life at Santa Catarina. Gar­
cia. Riconada and Ojoealiente was 
especially heavy. All along the San 
Juan River and its tributaries there 
if a broad scope of territory which is 
rendered desolate by the flood. Thou­
sands of acres of irrigated lands and 
prosperous towns were located in 
these valleys. Their devastation js 
complete. In some places the river 
attained a width of twenty miles. 
Many daring feats of rescue were per­
formed in the villages and rural dis­
tricts. Tom Hammond, a mining man 
of Ramosarispe. was at the Village of 
Milpu when the flood swept down 
upon that place. He floaed to the 
hank on a piece of driftwood. He 
says that while the flood was at its 
height an' American named Samuel 
Cowell, who has a farm in that vicinity 
plunged reiH-atedly into the flood and 
rescued more than a score of people from 
the roofs of houses which were about to 
float away. It is reported that the flood- 
waters are near Rio Grande to-night, 
and warning of an unprecedented over­
flow in the international boundary 
streams have been issued.

BOLLARD FIGHT.
Friend Say» Young Victim Com­

plained ef Unfair Assault.

Remit of Poit Mortem is Net Made

VOTE TO SUPPRESS WAR.

International Congress of Trade Union 
Secretaries at Paris.

Paris, Aug. 30. The sixth Interna­
tional Congress of Trade Union Secre­
taries opened here, this morning. Among 
Ihe subjects scheduled for discussion 
during the sessions are measures that 
may be taken to combat the Prussian 
Government's arbitrary treatment nt 
foreign workmen, salaries and hours of 
labor, and the creation of a permanent 
international committee. An address of 
sympathy with the Swedish and Spanish 
workmen who are on strike was then of­
fered and adopted, and a resolution was 
passed in favor of the suppression of 
all wars.

Mr. Gompers, president of the Amer­
ican Federation of Lal>or, stated that at 
the next congress of the American 
unions he, would submit definitely the 
question as to whether or not the Amer­
icans wished to affiliate with the Inter­
national Federation.

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TARIFF AND TRADE.
SUBJECTS DISCUSSED BY BRIT­

ISH SCIENTISTS.

Large Volume of Information Regard­
ing the Growing of Wheat—Mem­
bers of the Association Have No 
Faith in Protection—The British 
Preference.

Winnipeg. Aug. 30.—The British As­
sociation for the Advancement of Science 
has chosen Rev. T. G. Bonner, London, 
as president for the coming year. It 
has also decided to meet at Sheffield in 
lb 10. Dr. Bonncy was unable to attend 
the Winnipeg meeting.

Rev. Thomas George Bonney, D. Sc., 
1-L.D., F. R. S., the newly-elected Pres­
ident of the British Association for the 
Advancement of Science, was born at 
Rugeley in 1833, and received his edu­
cation at Uppingham and St. John's Col­
lege, Cambridge. Geology has been Dr. 
llonney’s particular study, and lie has 
published a number of important! 
works on the subject, such as "Outlin » 
Sketches in the High Alps of Dauphine.” 
“The Alpine Regions.” ‘The Story of Our 
Planet,” “Charles Lyell and Modern Ge,- 
ology,” “lee Work," and 11 Volcanoes."

Three sections Chemistry, Agricul­
ture and Botany—-held a joint meet­
ing to-day to discuss the scientific 
problems of supreme importance to 
the wheat industry. A dozen papers 
were read by men recognized as spe­
cialists on the subjects they treated, 
and most interesting comment was 
made by other members. Professor 
Zavitz, of the Ontario Agricultural 
College, Guelph, spoke on the “Influence 
of Good Seed in Wheat Production." 
and showed how good seed constituted 
the foundation of good farming in 
growing « heat and all other grains.

Transportation by rail in Canada 
and the work entailed in keeping it 
abreast of the development of the 
country wa.s a, topic of interest in the 
Engineering section. Mr. ,ï. K. Kchwit- 
zer told of the improvements being car­
ried on by the C. P. R. in the west, ami 
Mr. Duncan McPherson described the 
work of laying out the route of the Na­
tional Transcontinental Railway east of 
Winnipeg. ^

Col. Rut tan, City Engineer, read an 
interesting paper on Winnipeg’s water 
anpply. Papers on topics of interest to 
eject rival engineers occupied the balance 

^>t the session.
In Economics the centre of interest 

was Prof. ( lark's paper on the policy 
of preferential duties, the 'object of 
which was to inquire whether, viewed 
from either economic or political stnd- 
point, the policy would he in the long 
run likely to benefit Great Britain, 
the self-governing colonies or the empire 
as a whole. On economic grounds. Mr. 
( lark was opposed to any such police 
on the part of Great Britain. “The self 
governing colonies.” he said, “are clear; 
ly not at present prepared to take any 
serious step in the direction of free 
trade within the empire. Nor would 
they be likely to appreciate the adop 
tion hv the United Kingdom of a policy 
of all-round protection, colonial product- 
merely receiving at British ports prefer 
ential treatment, equivalent to that no 
corded to British goods at colonial 
ports.” From the economic standpoint, 
Mr. Clark claimed the whole poliev of

preferential duties as an ideal wa.s un­
sound. It could only be defended ns a 
halfway house or a step in the direction 
of free trade.

A COMPROMISE.
Working Out of Imperial Defend 

Scheme Not Easy.

London. Aug. 30. Discussing the Im­
perial Defence Conference, the Globe 
thinks that “in war time the same 
difficulty would assail the commander 
of the British fleet as fared Washington 
in the formation of his American army 
out of the militia of the disunited 
States. The conference's solution of the 
problem is satisfactory only in so far 
as it indicates that we are moving to­
wards the goal.”

The Westminster Gazette says the 
problem of combining sound imperial 
policy with local control is not easy, 
but the arrangement designed seems a 
good working compromise.

Yield by Provinces.

Winnipeg. Aug. 30. The Manitoba 
Free Press, in presenting its fifth an­
nual estimate of the crop of the Cana­
dian west, based on the reports of ten 
spec ial- crop inspectors, is a Me to show 
the largest crop in the country's history. 
The total wheat crop for the three Pro- 
vinces is estimated at 118,270,000 bush­
els. the oat crop of 163,008,000 bushels, 
and barley at 30,542,000 bushels.

At the pivsent time 75 per cent, of 
Manitoba's crop is out of the reach of 
danger, and a small percentage is al 
ready thrashed.

Placing the yield at fifteen bushels 
per acre, the Free Press estimates the 
yield of Manitoba at 38,130,000 bushels. 
Of this a very considerable percentgae 
will grade No. 3 Northern owing to the 
shrinkage from heat. Where this lias 
not occurred.the grade will lie generally 
No. 1 Northern.

The yield of onts will lie 43.708.753 
bushels, and of barley 18.(KHl.ii00 bushels.

Saskatchewan's wheat crop is esti­
mated at 70.300.000 bushels, oats 87,600.

CHICKEN CREOLE.
Boil a large chicken in just enough 

uater to cover it. When tender remove 
from the fire ; add to the chicken water 
half a can of tomatoes, some minced 
parsley, two red peppercorns, two chop­
ped onions, a little black pepper and 
enough salt to taste. Stew down to a 
rich gravy. Then make a stuffing ot 
white potatoes moistened with this 
gravy, adding a teacupful of raisins; 
stuff the chickens and leave in the oven. 
When done, serve with what is left of 
the tomato gravy.

MEAT LOAF.
A meat loaf will he lighter, finer and 

much more palatable if the egg used “to 
hold it together” is lieaten separately. 
Whip the white stiff, adding tho yolk 
to it, slowly putting the whole into the 
chopped meat and bread cdumlis. Sea 
son well with salt and pepper. A chopped 
green pepper adds greatly to the loaf. 
Mix with the hands and form in loat. 
The loaf should he softened with water 
and made rich with left over gravy. 
Grate nutmeg over the top before put­
ting in oven. Bake twenty-five min-

ROAST VEAL.
Into a bake pa n put a tablespoonful .of 

butter and fry a finely chopped onion. 
Have veal washed and thoroughly dried 
and rub in one-half teaspoonful of 
ground ginger. Sear roast in pan with 
onions. Put in salt, pepper and Tbnir. 
Pour in enough hot water to cover not- 
tom of pan and place in oven to roast,. 
Veal cooked in this manner is delicious.

WHEN COOKING CHICKEN.
Place chicken and a common glass 

tumbler in a kettle with cold water and 
the chicken will become tender in two- 
thirds the time it will in boiling it with­
out the tumbler.

When a lamp wick is too large for 

the burner and does not turn up readily, 
instead of cutting down the side to make 
it smaller, which makes more raveling*,

just draw two or three threads from the 
middle of the wick.

TO A1END GLOVES.
Do not use silk for this purpose, as it 

cuts the kid. Select cotton the exact 
shade of the gloves and with a fine nee­
dle buttonhole stitch around the rip or 
tear, then catch together on the wrong 
side, and, taking one stitch at a time 
from one button, stretch to the other, 
and when the rip or tear is joined in 
this way it is scarcely visible and lasts 
longer than if sewed through the glove.

HE DEATH OF A 
daring driver and his 
mechanic on the In­
dianapolis speedway 
caused by the skid­
ding of a racing ma- 

1 chine, is practically 
conclusive evidence 
that a course cannot 
be built where acci- 

. dents can be entirely 
avoided.-The huge oval, built at a cost 
said to be $400,000, was considered abso­
lutely safe for automobiles to go a mile 
a minute or better without danger of 
accident, yet the first day of the races 
brought about a fatality. This course 
was planned by the best architects that

money could secure; men who have 
ivade a study-of the auto racing sport 
gave their best efforts to securing an 
absolutely safe track, yet with all they 
failed. The racing of automobiles appear 
to have a firm hold on the people, and 
probably will have for years to come. 
Tracks must l>e built, if ‘such a thing is 
possible; that will do away witli the 
smallest kind of an accident, not alone 
one that will cause death. People may 
patronize raves with all the chances of 
possible accidents; men can be found 
xvho will drive the machines at their 
utmost speed yet, the time will conic 
when the sport will deteriorate unless 
some method is found whereby acci­
dents can be prevented.

ENTIRELY 
ACCIDENTAL.

Drowning of James Cullen Inves­
tigated by a Jury.

The inquest on how James Cullen, 
who was drowned last Thursday after­
noon, came to his death was resumed 
last night at No. 3 Police Station. Dr. 
Hopkins was coroner. The following ver­
dict was brought in: “That James Cul­
len came to his death by accidentally 
drowning in Burlington Bay on August 
26th, 1909, by the upsetting of a sail 
boat, and no blame is attached to any-

John McKeever was the first witness 
called, he said he, with Cullen and Can­
ary, went out on the afternoon of the 
accident for a sail to Burlington Beach, 
where they landed and stayed half an 
hour.
