THE DELEGATES’ VISIT.
* On Wednesday the delegates and p irty 

lelt the Grand Falls to visit Now Denmark 
18 miles distant, whore an agrloaltur tl ot- 
hibition was being held. Mes-rs. Sheldon 
and Sparrow expressed themselves on the 
way as being very much plesscc with the 
fertility of the so l which their route 
traversed, After ascending the very steep 
hill just before you come to New Denmark 
a splendid view of the grand old forest o' 
rook maples was reen. Our English visitors 
appeared very muob pleased t> learn that 
the Princess Alexandria hadeontributed *2U 
stg. towards the construction of the pretty 
little church of quaint architecture with it* 
large gulden cross on the summit of the 
spirs and which graces the top of tho ridge 
from which could be seen at the distance of 
a mile and a half a large gathering of 
people who wore taking part in the exhibi­
tion, On our arrival at the building we 
found a splendid collection of agricultural 
products. There wero 380 entries, Mr. 
Applegard and Mr. Peterson being among 
the principal exhibitors. The neatness and 
taste exibited in the arrangement of tho 
vegetables «en marked. There were cab­
bages and potatoes of gigantic size, turnips 
of many verities, celery of two kinds in one 
of which the root alone «as used. Five 
different kinds of of beets were now shown, 
also leaks and onions, squash and pumpkins, 
Indian corn and eail. Mr. Applegnrd’s 
collection alone contained forty distinct 
verities of vegetables. Excellent butter 
tempted the appetite, while Mr. Petersen 
had over thirty verities of vegetables, in­
cluding some curious and tortuous gourds, 
bearing the names of the Snake, Cucumber, 
and Hercules club.

Domestic manufacturers^ wool occupied 
a prominent place as did also that of wooden 
ware. Also some excellent specimens gf 
blacksmith work in the shape of tools of 
various kinds not to be despised. Among 
the sweets of life fine speoime s of honey 
were to be seen, and their exhibitor who 
had been employed in bee raising in Den­
mark, remarked to us that suoh honey 
could not be had in Denmark, whioh exports 
this article largely to Great Britian. 
Quantities of cereals of various kinds were 
also exhibited, and on ttfe whole the 
exhibition was pronnneed by all quite a 
success. We returned to Grand Falls after 
dinner at a Danish house, late in the 
evening well delighted with the result, of 
the day’s labor.

There have been so many descriptions 
given by St. John papers respecting the 
great jam of logs in the Falls that j 
will add but little to it, still I Qttnnot 
leave Grand Falls without mentioning 
this most extraordinary sight. Most 
perqoqs, by means of Taylors pliuto 
graphs are familiar with the appearance 
of the rocky gorge through which the 
St. Joint runs after tnqking its big jump 
of 70 feet aud breaking into white foam 
and fleecy spray, rushes madly on to its 
desired haven the sea, bearing on its 
bosom food for many an anxious parent 
who toils aud sweats in the mills ut Si. 
John. This is all slopped and the sullen 
river apparmtly sick of his load perhaps 
disgusted with last years prices of dptfi 
in Great Britain, has ttirq.vq down his 
loud just in that terrible gorge where 
daily passers over the giddy bridge can 
stand and stare at the mighty mass in 
which there is more wood than 20 ships 
such as can enter the port of Miramichi 
from Great Britain could carry. Tho logs 
are piled in every possible position ; they 
are nearly all of spruce, though an 
occasional stick of vrhite pine gives a 
slight relief to the tangled mass, which 
like a confused and knotted mass of head• 
less serpents mounts up more than seventy 
feet, until it overlooks the.summit of the 
Fall. The gorge below this is packed 
solid from the bottom of its rocky bed 
even with aud above the top of the water 
which roars beneath. The length of the 
jam is more than a quarter of a mile.

It does not see.n that the cruel river will 
recommence its wonted labors as a car­
rier until spring shall have loosed the icy 
fellers of winter and filled its channel 
with its flood. Enough of this. Des­
cription fails. Go and look at it.

This morning, Thursday, the 20th, 
the delegates and party left for Wood- 
stock by the 8 o’clock train. Every 
facility was given them by the people of 
the country to see every variety of farms. 
Thor seemed to look with especial delight 
on the noble old forest which crowns the 
hills of the Mada- uska and Victoria. 
The more one secs of tin se gentlemen 
th# more he will be satisfied ot their in­
telligence and of their desire to become 
acquainted with our resources and to aid 
us in developing thent. They were 
shewn by the Surveyor General what the 
Province is capable of producing at New 
Denmark and the public may rest assured 
that the iesson will not be lost upon them.

Nothing of interest occured on our 
way down, as we were passing over 
ground previously travelled. They ex­
pressed themselves fully satisfied that 
New Brunswick could sipply Great 
Britain with vast quantities of food did 
direct connection of steamer between the 
two countries exist. They mentioned 
as articles of export, mutton, lamb, 
geese, fowls, and vegetables of various 
kinds. Salmon and bass were also 
spoken of.

When near Bath station 30 miles or 
more above Woodstock, the delegates 
accompanied by the Hon. W. E. Perley 
and the reporters of the Telegraph and 
Sun crossed over to the west side of the 
St- John, near -the farm of the late 
Robert Kerr, one of the largest and best 
farms on the upper St. John. Here they 
were met after a little u.-lay owing to 
some misunderstanding, by waggons 
which carried them to Cenlrevitle, be­
tween 20 aud 30 miles from Woodstock. 
The road frem Centieville to Woodstock 
is hack of the lots fronting on the river, 
so thgt they were thus enabled to see not 
only the hanks of the river in this fine 
section cif the Saint John, but also to 
notice the extent of the good land to the 
west. Pleased with this charming and 
productive country, and who would not 
be pleased with it, they arrived late in 
the evening at W oodstock. I may add 
that the weather has been really charming 
since the delegates have been travelling 
through the Province; a little cool per­
haps, but very clear, bright, healthy and 
invigorating. They seem to enjoy the 
air uf Ne«- Brunswick, and I have heard 
them more than once express their satis­
faction at its lightness and invigorating 
capabilities. That they are very highly 
delighted with our country can be gath­
ered from every expression.

THE SAVING IN DISTANCE.

by the water route from Chicago to the 
ocean via Lake Superior and the Cauada 
Pacific Railway, is also very great. It 
compares as follows:—Chicago to Mon­
treal via Lake Superior to Lake Nipiss- 
ing, thence by rail, 979 miles. Chicago 
to New York via Lakes to Buffalo, 
thence bv rail to New York, 1,347 
miles—distance in favor of Montreal 308 
miles. The distance from China to 
Montreal is fully 1,000 miles less than 
it is from China to New York. United 
States railways already extend on the 
south shores of Lake Superior to Esean- 
aber, which is only 150 miles from Sault 
St. Marie; others are also under con­
struction and projected, which would 
bring them within 40 miles ofSt. Marie, 
but it is but reasonable to suppose that 
that these roads will drain the whole of 
Northern Michigan, Minnesotta, Dakota, 
and the Great North Western States.

Report has it that the Pacific 
Syndicate say they will have the road 
completed from Fort William to the base 
of the Rocky Mountains within three 
years, and apropos of the apprehension of 
a co-ner in the land an account of the 
supposed intention of the Government to 
grant the Syndicate 25,000,000 acres. 
Professor Macoun in his reports estimates 
that there is 150,000,000 acres oi land 
suitable for agriculture and s.ock raisiug 
between Selkirk and the base of the 
Rocky Mountains. , -

A VERY INTERESTING TELEGRAPH 
SCHEME

is also mooted. A map of the world 
shows that Canada is situated midway 
between the masses of population in 
Europe and Asia and-that its geographical 
position enables it to offer the shortest 
and most feasible route to the East. At 
present cablegrams from England to Asia 
go by four different routes : One by way 
of Portugal, Spain, Malta, Egypt and the 
Red Sea ; a second passing through 
France, Italy and Greece also follows the 
Red Sea, and a third traverses Germany, 
Austria, Tuikey and Persia, whilst a 
fourth passes through Russia. The two 
first touches at Aden, and the main line 
extends from there to India, and from 
India two lines extend to Singapore. 
From Singapore' lines run eacterly to 
Hong Kong and Japan and south easterly 
to Australia^ànd New Zealand. The 
Pacific Ocean remains untraversed, and 
it is proposed to lay a cable from Van­
couver Island to Yesso, Japan, *here it 
would connect with present lines to Hong 
Kong, Australia and New Zealand. This 
wonld complete

THE GIRDLE ROUND THE EARTH,

and bring Great Britain in direct and 
independent connexion with all her col 
onies. The distance frome Vsncouver’s 
Island to Japan is 3,300 miles; the 
distance from Great Britain to Nova 
Scotia, between which points the present 
lines are v o-ked, is about 3,000 miles.

Slhe Japan cable, it is suggested, could 
e lai c«d on o ,e of the i eutv . Islands, 
w\ic i is about half way between the two 

co " ents. The present tariff from 
Loado r to Japan is $3 per word. Cyrus 
W. Field is much ' created in this 
scheme, thinks it fe. . e, and intends 
leaving New York this autumn for a 
journey round the world in co mexion 
with it. He now holds concessions from 
the Japanese Government in connexion 
therewith.

Jtïon to it, and the dis=1'act>l"ul 
zling goes on just as R ever did.

We now appeal to Mr. Ferguson’s 
superior, Mr. Mackenzie Bowcll to 
institute an investigation into this 
shameful state of affairs and take the 
necessary steps to put a stop to the 
scandals floating about the place of 
the incapacity of our Custom House 
to’ protect our revenues. Wc do 
not know how much of his timetliis 
Mr. Ferguson gives to Ms business, 
orliow much he spends with Mr.

thd Canada pacific.

The ngohy of our opposition friends 
is we hope over fqr the present. The 
contract for building the Canada 
Pacific Railroad to the Pacific ocean, 
within ten years, has been signed by 
the syndicate of the Government. 
Three years from now, according to 
the contract, the road will touch the 
base of tho Rocky Mountains, and 
countless millions of acres on the 
vast plains which lie within the 
Forks, of the North and South Sas­
katchewan, and north and south of 
each branch, will be thrown open for 
millions of settlers. A session of 
Parliament will be called about a 
mouth or sô earlier than usual, that 
the Syndicate may have preparations 
made to begin work when the snow 
disappears. We may look for a rise 
in laborers wages to commence with 
the spring; and engineers wilt be in 
their hey day. It will take an army 
of men to build the road (o the foot 
of the Mountains in three summers, 
Wc have been told from lime to time 
there was a hitch in the negotiations 
but an informed party telegraphs to 
the Sun that “There was no truth 
whatever in the statement published 
from time to lime by tho Opposition 
press, that there was a hitch in the 
negotiations.” *

The Toronto Globe was we believe 
the paper that made this piece of 
news, and the Telegraph and other 
echoes of the big Toronto paper re­
published the fabrication. In 
another column to-day we republish 
interesting statistics from the Witness 
on the Canada Pacific.

THE VISIT OF THE DELE 
GATES.

Another column contains particu­
lars of the visit of the Erfglish dele­
gates to the Miramichi. They have 
as will be seen by onr report been 
quite agreeably surprised with our 
country and been charmed with onr 
“stately avenue of water” with 
its many busy places and load­
ing ships. ’Tis true they 
have not been able to see 
all our county, but they have seen as 
much of it as of any other, and we 
must ccfnsider ourselves under 
obligations to tho Surveyor General 
for their visit here at all. The drive 
to Napa», and the trip by boat re­
vealed the more important parts of 
our country, and these it will he seen 
found high iavor in onr visitors eyes. 
We had no cattle exhibition here 
from which they could judge of the 
nature of our stocks, but had we they 
would not have been very well im­
pressed. Here as in othorlparts of the 
Province,the farmers have given little 
attention to the breed of thè animals 
they raise, thinking a cow’s a cow 
and where’s the difierence. In by 
gone days this did well enough, 
but now stock raising as well as 
agriculture is conducted on scientific 
principles, and the vendor of scrubs 
in large markets where fancy cattle 
arc sold, go home telling a sorrow­
ful experience. We ask for a line oi 
steamers between St. John and Liv­
erpool, but what do we intend ship­
ping? If we think it will pay us 
much better to send onr coarse stocks 
to England than to kill and eat them 
ourselves, wo are very much mis­
taken. Our first step is then to be­
gin and stock our farms by degrees 
xvitli shorthorns or those pronounced 
best, and afterwards attend to the 
lessons ot experts in breeding. Then 
the line of steamers would he in 
order.

very favorably impressed. They are 
warm in their praise of the attention 
paid them by the Government, and 
have much admired Hon. Michael 
Adams method of dealing with onr 
Free Grant Settlements.

LAND GRANTS IN AID OF 
INTERNAL IMPORVE- 

MBNT.

A good deal of outcry has lately 
been raised by certain parties 
against the granting of land which 
is to be granted, to a private corpo­
rations for the purpose of aiding 
in the construction of the Canada 
Pacific Railroad. As regards the 
subject of land grants to railways 
in the United States, a report by 
Willis Drummond, Jr., has lately 
been published under an order of 
the House of Representatives.

The first Act in the U. S. House 
making a donation of land in favor 
of internal improvements was ap­
proved on the 30ib of April, 1802. 
Since then, including the grants for 
canals or waggon roads, there have 
been granted, more than two 
hundred and fifteen millions acres. 
That quantity, if embraced in one 
compact body, would form an area 
of more than three hundred and 
thirty-five thousand square miles, 
or a tract of land more than seven 
times as large as Pennsylvania, and 
only about six thousand miles,less 
than the area of the original 
thirteen States. But in fact the 
grants will only realize about one 
hundred and eighty seven millions 
of acres. By the aid of these 
grants, however, about 15,000 miles 
of road have been constructed. 
Those roads have been the means 
of developing vast fields of tnagni 
ficent territory and securing to the 
people many lesser lines built by 
private capital. Mr. Drummond 
says fears have been awakened as 
to the power to ultimately control 
the corporations to whom these 
tracts have been granted, on 
account of the enormous extent to 
which they have expanded : but as 
has been said by an able writer, 
“ This evil if it be such will prob­
ably work its own cure.” Be that 
as it may, their influences have 
been felt by all, and their benefits 
have extended to the remotest sec­
tions of the eounlry. They have 
p oved a link between the Eastern 
ami Western states—anxiously 
sought for by Washington when tjie 
lateral limits of the United States 
were less than half what they are 
at this .time. They have united the 
Pacific with the Atlantic, and the 
Rocky Mountains ol the West 
with the Aileghanies of the East, 
They have dispelled ail vtows look­

ing to the removal of the seat of 
Government, for they hive put in 
d reel communication the people of 
Oregon with tile people of Maine. 
From ocean to ocean requires but 
days, where only a few years ago 
weeks were required.

The railway hqp brought to their 
doors the harvest of their fiells; 
handed to theit mints the vast re­
sources of their mines, and opened 
to them direct communication with 
the older civilization. Such being a 
view of the United States, rich and 
powerful as they are, we, who are to 
a great extent siini jirly situated, 
may well follow tjieif lead ; since not 
Qnly will the Canada Pacific Rail­
road open lip vast tracts of fertile 
land, but also intersect the great 
Rocky Mountain chain which is to 
America what the Urals are to 
Russia, the great mineral and metal 
bearing source from which countless 
millions have been, and yet will be, 
derived.

NEWCASTLE MATTER^,

Inspector Cox publishes a lengthy 
letter in to-days Advocate. From his 
statement of the case, i lie conduct ot 
the school trustees of- Newcastle can 
hardly be defended. The better way 
now is to hnsli the whole matter up, 
and hire Mr. McCully who is an 
efficient teacher, for the next year. In 
this connection w.e may add we can- 
hardly believe (lie Telegraph is so 
perfidious as the Advocate would 
make it appear by its statement that 
Mr. Elder was “bluffed into revealing 
the name of the Newcastle corres­
pondent” who had furnished a cer­
tain item to it. This is such a breach 
of journalistic decency, that if Mr, 
Elder is innocent, he should promptly 
slate the same. If guilty, then what 
guarantee has any writer,not wishing 
to sign his name, that the editor may 
not be again “bluffed” into “giving 
him away.”

The long-wished for rain 
came on Friday night, and lasted until 
Sunday. In the early part of the rains, 
people who live along the South-west 
wondered'much that the river yihowed 
little signs of rising. Of a sudden,how- 
ever, the change came, the river in a 
few minutes rose perceptibly and 
ended in a thorough freshet. It appears 
the hege jam of logs above had dammed1 
up 'thfc water, but that when the 
latter had accumulated to a great height, 
the logs broke way,—hence the sudden 
rising. All tbe logs, about 15,000,000 
feet are fiow in the South-west boom, 15 
miles from Chatham. The boom is 5 
miles long. Most of the lumber is own­
ed by Guy, Bevan &Co,Senator Muirbead, 
Mr. Stewart and Mr. Morrison, The 
chief contractors interested arç Fairley, 
Richa-ds and Lynch.

Mr. Swim had 
nearly a million for Mr. Morrison, and 
this we are glad to say is also safe in the 
boom.

Municipal Election-

Yesterday morning at 10 o’clock 
there was a meeting in the Masonic Hall 
to çonsider the election of Councillors for 
next year. As no one could be induced 
to take interest enough in local politics, 
there were only two in the building with 
a disposition to run. These'were Mr, 
Wm. Lawlor and Mr. Goggin. The 
town clerk Mr. J. Wilson, called the 
meeting to enter, and explained the 
object of assembling there. A fter some 
delay Mr, Jag- Fepppty was chosen 
Chairman; and William Lawlor and 
Goggin were nominated. As no oppo 
sition could be raised by those who like 
the “fun of a contest," the two gentle 
man above named, were declared elected 
by acclamation. After this announce 
ment Mr. Lawlor rose to his feet. He 
said he was deeply sensible of the trust 
the people of Chatham had reposed In 
him. This was the sixth time in sue 
cessibn he had been elected lo this post 
but the present time, he had had no 
notion of offering till that very morning, 
But since they had prolonged their con 
fidence in him, he would continue 
perform his duties to the very best 
hjs abilities. fle said he felt proud of 
his past record; and would endeavôr to 
act in the future as he had in the past, 
(Applause.)

Mr. Goggin followed Mr. Lawlor. He 
made a short address in which he stated 
that be was thankful to the electors of 
tbp parish for the confidence they had 
reposed in him; and. assured them 
would always he found faithful to 
duties, using his best abilities in pro 
moting their interests. (Tremendous 
applause.)

To the stranger it seems surprising to 
see so little interest taken in county 
politics; elsewhere in the Province, there 
is a good deal of enthusiasm showed, 
The people here slfluld not be tepid; and 
insignificant as the position of Councillor 
may seem to them, there is a good deal 
of business comes up before the bn»;, j 
which requires practical mind; sn(j caie 
in dealing with it.

ABIDE TO HAP AN AND A TRIP UP-Tiff 
RIVER BY BOAT.

The Delegn‘c.1 and party arrived here 
this morning from Sack vi’le, by 
Express. There came with them Hon. 
Robert Yuung President of the Council, 
Hon. Michael Adams, Hon. W. E. 
Perley, A, A. Davidson, M, P. P., Major 
R. R. Call, Mr. McNutt of the Sun. 
and Mr. Hazen or the I'elegran\t They 
were met here by Senator Muîrhead, Mr. 
T. F. Gillespie, M. P. P., and other 
citizens. The Senator with his enstom 
ary hospitality invited the parly into his 
house for refreshments, where they staid 
till the conches came to drive them to 
Napan. The party drove through 
Napan ; they were struck by the fine ap­
pearance of the Johnson and Dickson 
farms, and the appearance of thrift 
noticeable through the neighborhood. 
The quality of the land pleased them 
much, and they thought stock could be 
raised there with much profit, provided 
the proper breeds were fostered. The 
uplands they declared to be goon grain 
land, being rich insiica; and the lower 
capital for hay, cabbagè, etc. They 
think that by and bye, here as in Eng- 
and farming will be scientifically done, 
and stock raising better attended to : and 
that then the wealth flowing from onr 
wood lands may have passed away, but 
that the land will yield for time everlast­
ing.

I do not think our great staple industry 
has been up to. the average this year. 
Indeed each year it falls off, in about the 
same ratio as our population increases. If 
this go on,one or two things mast come, 
starvation, or emigration. The only 
way to avert the calamity is for our 
people to turn their attention to agricul­
ture; but to effect this the Government 
should lead off with wise and sensible 
Land Regulations. I will be more de­
tailed though about the fishery. The 
early season on Labrador was poor ; from 
September 15 to along, in October it 
was very had- A great m my herring 
nets were lost there by a recent gale. 
Green fish carriers have arrived to St. 
John’s lately, and report the catch a 
third less than last years.

The Bank Fishery will however be 
above the average. All the fleet hive 
reached St. Pierre; and some have 
sailed for France.

The “Curlew” has lately returned from 
the Westward and brings poor news 
enough. The catch there has been be­
low the average. For six weeks now, 
there hns been hardly a bite from Rose 
Blanche down to Hermitage Bay. The 
Trépassé fishery has been fair; but the 
fog, and a heavy undertow have pre­
vented successful doings.
