(A voice—“Give us 
uroof.") tie then proceeded to read a letter

Be had opposed the Great Western bill for 
the lease of the London and Port Stanley 
Railway until he was assured by the manager 
that the Canada Southern would be allowed 
to traverse that road at the same pro rata 
v barges as if both railwsys were but one 
line in or out of London.

Brown said he hoped the hon. gentleman 
would not press his motion. He had en­
tirely vindicated himself, and nothing could 
ba gained by pressing tne motion.” There 
was the authority of the Grit dictator him­
self for saying that he had completely vin­
dicated himself. (Cheers.) He had How to 
prove the charge he had made againet Mr. 
Hodgins of dereliction of duty. Mr. Hod­
gins had produced a letter from Mr. 
Cameron stating that on many occasions he 
paired with him last session. He (Mr. 
Rykert) was surprised that Mr. Hodgins had 
not justified himself with stronger testimony.
It would be observed that Mr. Cameron 
said nothing about the preceding session.
In 1873, Mr. Hodgins shirked fifty votes 
and voted npon thirty-four questions. The 
hon. gentleman's own organ said it was 
rather suspicious when a man absented him­
self from divisions, or was constantly pair­
ing. (Cheers ) In 1872, "Mr. Hodgins re- 
corded twenty-three votes and shirked 
nineteen. Sinoe he bad been on the plat­
form he (Mr. Rykert) had analysed the 
voting so far aa the records were concerned, 
and found tnat in 1873 he did pair with Mr. 
Cameron, but upon nineteen votes Mr. 
Cameron gave, Mr. Hodgins did not vote at 
alL (Cheers and uproar.) In 1874, he found 
that upon five occasions when Mr. Cameron 
voted, Mr. Hodgins did not vote at all 
Then in 1873, the very year he shirked fifty 
votes, upon eleven occasions Messrs. Rich­
ards and Cameron voted, he did not vote at 
all (Mr. Hodgins—“ I was at Ottawa.”)
If that were the case, he (Mr. Rykert) 
wished to know how it was tnat on some 
days when Mr. Hodgins was absent from 
the House in the mjrning, he was present in 
the evening. (Cheers and uproar.) While 
Mr. Hodgins was at Ottawa there 
were not more than five divisions. 
Where was he on tbe first vote that was 
takan upon the Orange question ? Then 
again, he ehirked every vote involving a 
question of money expenditure. He (Mr. 
Rykert) had with him the votirg thoroughly 
analysed, so that there was no denying what 
he had stated. However, he thought he 
had said enough to prove that Mr. Hodgins 
had been guilty of dereliction of duty, and 
as but a short space of time remained to him, 
he would proceed to analyse the conduct of 
the present Administration, and contrast it 
with that of Mr. Sandfield Macdonald. 
After four years of Government, Mr. Sand­
field Macdonald gained the title of an honest 
Reformer, and left the treasury in an over­
flowing condition. He would prove to them 
that it was not overfliwing to-day, notwith 
standing the glowing future that had just 
been painted by Mr. Hodgins. If there 
ever was a Government hounded down by 
false issues it was that of Mr. Sandfield 
Macdonald. And yet the very men who 
had hunted him to his grave, had turned 
back upon their record and violated their 
prinomlaa the moment they not ■——ion 
of the Treasury benches. (Cheers.) They 
all cried down coalition and yet they took 
Mr. Soott into their Cabinet. Mr. McKel­
lar himself had declared that no Govern­
ment composed of men who formerly held 
different principles could be honest. Mr. 
Hodgins went throughout the length of this 
country declaring that Mr. Sandfield Mac- 
donld had taken one million and a half of 
money to corrupt the electors. When the 
Grits obtained office they found that only 
$86,000 had been voted away, nameiy, $42,- 
000.the to Northern Extension Railway, and 
$44,000to the Toronto and Mcskoka Railway, 
but not one single dollar had been actually 
paid of these amounts. Mr. Blake then 
asked for $400,000 more, and when he ( Mr. 
Rykert) objected, the reply was that tne 
whole million and a half had been voted 
away. He (Mr. Rykert) challenged any 
one to prove that Mr. Sandfield Macdonald 
had made a single promise in regard to this 
money. However Mr. Blake got the 
extra $400,000, making in all $1,900,000, 
and then desired to mortgage the country 
for twenty years to tüe amount of 
$100,000 per annum. He (Mr. Rykert) 
objected to pledging the credit of the 
country in this way, when there was $1,- 
900,000 in the treasury, and finely Mr. 
Blake was obliged to accept a resolution pre­
venting the $100,000 a year from being 
touched till the $1,900,000 was expended. 
He then complained that no portion of the 
money had been expended in this section of 
the Province, and that the Canada Southern 
Railway had as much right to be subsidized 
as any of the Northerp schemes. The (rov- 
ernment, however, altnough they voted $64,- 
000 to the Hamilton and Erie Railway, re­
fused at first to recognize the claim of the 
Canada Southern. Mr. Hodgins now claimed 
that owing to his representations the Gov­
ernment had been induced to make an ap­
propriation for the Moretown branch of the 
line. If that were the case, he asked why 
Mr. Hodgins opposed the resolution which 
he (Mr. Rykert) hod suppDried, that the 
older established lines should receive $1,000 
a mile. (Cheers.) The Governmentimmediate- 
ly after the bill authorizing tbe appropriations 
was passed, laid on the table of
the house the orders in Council. 
Of course Mr. Blake was well aware 
that during the short interval that elapsed 
between the passage of the bill and the ap­
pearance of the orders in Council, it was 
impossible for the Opposition to investigate 
the correspondence. A resolution was 
moved asking that, hereafter, no order in 
Council snail be laid upon the table till 
fifty-six d*>s after the passage of 
the bill in connection therewith.

Mr. Hodgins 
had once attempted to shed a sympathetic 
tear over the grave of the murdered Scott.

But when 
the Orangemen asked the present Govern­
ment to do them justice, Mr. Hodgins 
shirked the question no fewer than three 
times. (Lproar. ) At any rate he 
voted againet the Orange Incorporation 
Bills last session. This was done to oblige 
the Catholics, of whom Mr. Hodgins had, 
previous to this, dared to speak in terms 
most outrageons and unmeasured. With 
regard to the matter of expenditure, he con­
tended that when the debts of the Province 
were paid, the surplus would be found to 
have dwindled away to the sum of $600,000.

It was somewhat curious that although the 
supporters of the Government exonerated 
Mr. McKellar, they condemned his partner 
in the outrage, Lewis, and in order to satisfy 
the House and the country with something, 
they declared Lewis to be in the wrong and 
sjr. McKellar in the right.- The Globe news­
paper and the Grit party fre [uentiy de­
clared official interference with the elections 
to be worthy of severe condemnation, but 
they were not at all scrupulous in conniving 
at Mr. McKellar’s escapade at Proton. Al­
ter referring to the igoonsistency of Messrs.

Daring the whole four years Mr. Sandfield 
Macdonald wss in power the smonnt voted 
for contingencies %ae $118,368, of which but 
$89,600 was spent. The present Govern­
ment in two years asked $43,000, and ex­
pended $72,480, or within a fraction of what 
waa expended by the Conservatives in four 
years. (Cheers ) The Crown Lands Depart­
ment shewed equal recklessness of adminis­
tration. In 1870 the expenditure was $110,- 
754.49, and the revepue $552,- 
888 03 ; in 1871, the last year of Mr. Mac­
donald’s Government, the expenditure was 
$99,290 56, and the receipts $676,193.52. 
Under Grit rule the expenditure iu 1872 in­
creased to $161,279.84. In 1873 tbe ex­
penditure still further increased to $176,- 
905-78, while the revenue decreased to $619,- 
997.88. The expenses of the inspectors, 
agents, Ac., m the Crown Lands Depart­
ment in 1870 and 1871 amounted 
for the two years to $52,377 34, 
while in the two years of reform rule, 1872 
and 1873, they increased to $102,651 09. 
(Cheers.) Under the head of contingencies, 
in 1869, the appropriation waa $30,849, and 
the expenditure. $21,883 ; In 1670. appro­
priation, $22,435, and expenditure $15,541 ; 
in 1871, $20,414,, and expenditure $19,139. 
Under Grit rule the appropriation for 1872 
was $20.570, the expenditure $38,560 ; and 
in 1873, the appropriation $23,143, and the 
expenditure $33,970. Thus in every year 
under the Conservative administration the 
expenditure was less than the amount voted, 
while under their successors, every year the 
contingencies largely exceeded the appro­
priations, thus violating the principle of 
the Grit party, that no expenditure shall be 
made until Parliament has voted funds for 
the same. (Cheers.) Mr. Hodgins stated 
that he had obtained justice for his county 
in the matter of the Municipal Loan Fund 
distribution. The county borrowed $80,000 
and paid back to the Government $107,025, 
and yet the Government only allowed it 
$112,000. This, including tbe amount still 
due by the county, waa hut $3.35 per head, 
or the enormous sum of $4.975, more than 
waa paid in. Did they call this justice 
to Elgin ? (Cries of no no). In the conn- 
ties, Huron receives $5.99 per head; Perth, 
which had been in default jfor a number of 
yea-s, receives $7.07 per head ; Oxford with 
its municipalities, $12 per head; Norfolk with 
its municipalities $19.69 per head , Lanark 
and Renfrew, which loaned $800 00 and 
owed $1,560,047 and paid back only $80.- 
000, receives $25.57 per head. (Cheers). He, 
(Mr. Rykert,) moved a resolution providing 
that the Municipalities which were to receive 
money from the Municipal Loan Fund, 
should be allowed to do as they pleased 
with their money, but Mr. Hodgins voted 
against this. (Uproar). He, (Mr. Rykert,) 
complained that he wae not allowed time 
te discuss the timber policy of
the Government so as to contrast 
it with that cf the late Admin­
istration ; the immigration policy of 
the Government, and its reckless extrava­
gance which had raised the cost of agencies 
in England from $5,531 in 1871 and 1872, 
to $47.131.39 in 1872 and 1873 ; their con­
temptible act in reference to the Agricul­
tural College ; their Normal School policy ; 
their shameless policy in legalising every 
illegal by-law ever passed in the country in 
favour of railwsys ; their grouping policy, 
which had entailed such heavy burdens on 
the municipalities ; the Income Franchise 
Bill, which they would not allow to come 
into force until after the general election ; 
their persistent violation of Acts of Parlia­
ment, more eepecially in regard to the ten­
ders for public buildings, besides a number 
of other questions of great importance to 
the country. He could not conclude without 
remarking that for every square mile of 
timber limita Mr. Sandfield Maodonald ob­
tained $344, while the present Government 
realised but $117 a square mile. (Cheers.) 
He begged to inform his Grit friends that he 
intended to call a public meeting shortly at 
St. Thomas, when he could assure them 
every detail of their misgovernment should 
be ventilated.

Mr. Rykert then resumed his seat amid 
nmost enthusiastic cheers, after having spoke 
for one hour and a half.

Hon. Mr. McKellap. then came forward 
to address the meeting, and wse loudly 
cheered. After indulging in a long and irre­
levant tirade against lawyer* in general, and 
Messrs. Rykert and Lauder in particular, in 
which he took occasion to jeer at the person­
al appearance of both gentlemen, he pro­
ceeded to say that the country waa indebted 
to the present Government fot the federal 
system. Money that once used to be dratted 
into Lower Canada, was now retained in 
Ontario, and the result was the present 
overflowing treasury. He contended that 
wherever there had been an increase of ex­
penditure, it had been absolutely necessary, 
and could be thoroughly justified. For in­
stance, roads had been constructed in order 
to give communication with the mining and 
free grant districts. Large sums had been 
appropriated far the Inebriate Asylum, and 
the Normal School at Ottawa, and for patch­
ing np defective buildings that had been 
erected or commenced by the Conservative 
Government. Then the expense of main­
taining the Asylum had increased, and it 
wae a duty God demanded of them to pro­
vide for the insane. With regard to the 
visit to Belleville he had himself paid ont of

THE BEDFORD STATUE-ADDRESS 
BY DEAN STANLEY.

( From the London Standard.)
Yesterday a colossal statue of John Ban­

yan, the gift of the Duke of Bedford to that 
town, was unveiled with eome ceremony 
and amidst general rejoicing. The famous 
author of ‘1 Pilgrim’s Progrees” was, as every 
one knows, born at Elstow, a village shout 
a mile and a half from Bedford, and his 
after-life sufferings and labour* are *o idea- 
tified with the town that no more appro­
priate place for the memorial to him could be 
found. The *pot on which the statue is 
pliced has no direct reference toany incident 
m Banyan’s career. It is, indeed, at almost 
the farthest point from the site of the 
prison in which he was incarcerated, but it 
is admirably adanted to give full effect to 
the noble work of the sculptor. It is placed 
in the south-east corner of St. Peter's-green 
—a small expanse of beautiful green sward, 
and in tbe back ground stand* the pictur­
esque Norman church, dedicated to St Peter, 
and it* well planted, garden like graveyard. 
The artiet is Mr. J. E. Boehm, of Fulham- 
road. The feature* are modelled from a con­
temporary portrait in the possession of the 
Rev.-^-GIive, " ** "** *

hie feet lie chain*, typical of his imprison­
ment. The height of the figure is about ten 
feet, and the dress is that of the period. It 
has been most successfully oast in bronzs by 
Mesera Young and Co., of the Eccleeton 
Work, Pimlico, and is in every respect satis­
factory. The statue is placed upon the ped­
estal formed by a single block of granite, 
five tons in weight. On the front and two 
sides are ba»so-r> 'xevo», the subject* being 
taken from the “ Pilgrim’s Progress. ” That 
on the south represents Evangelist directing 
Christian to the wicket-gate ; that on the 
front is the conflict with Apollyon ; and 
that on the north side the Three Shining 
Ones pointed out to Christian the 
Celestial City. They are all designed 
and executed in the highest style of 
art. On the fourth side of the pedestal 
is the following inscription : —

“ It had eyes lifted op to Heaven.
The best of hooka in his hand.
The law of truth wa* written upon his lips.

ti stood a» H it pleaded

Oa the bronze tablet beneath the statue is 
an exact copy of the well known autograph, 
“ John Banyan.”

The event wae observed as a general holi­
day, flags were flying in every direction, the 
church bells rang merry peals throughout 
the day, and the weather being remarkably 
tine the street* were filled with well-dressed 
ladies and gentlemen. Soon after one 
o’clock the Mayor, Town Clerk, Aldermen, 
and Councillors, preceded by the mace 
bearers and the insignia of their official 
position, together with the principal inhabi­
tants, marched in procession from the Shire 
Hall to St. Peter’s-green. There a substantial 
platform had been erected adjxcent to the 
statue, which stood enwrapped in cerements 
as it were of canvas.

* Amongst the company were Lady Augusta 
Stanley, and a large party of the ladies of 
the locality, Earl Cowper,. the Lord Lieu­
tenant, Mr. Baasett, M. P. for Bhds, Messrs 
Polhill Turner, Whitbread, and the members

An act to «certain the pos­
sessory rights of the Hudson Bay Company 
and other British subjects within the limits 
which were subject to the award under the 
Treaty of Washington, May 8, 1871.” It 
provides for the appointment by tbe Presi 
dens of a Commissioner to make and report 
so the Secretary of the Interior a list of 
British subjecss who, on Jane 15, 1846 (the 
dale of the Oregon Boundary Treaty), were 
in occupation of laud lawfully acquired 
within the limit covered by the award of the 
Emperor of Gerhianv, together with 
a description of the property actually oCvU 
pied at that time. The Commissioner ‘is to 
proceed to Puget Sound and there receive 
proof of occupancy and the mode by which 
such occupancy was aoquired. After tiros 
giving reasonable notice all British subjects 
whose claims shall be approved by the Sec­
retary shall be permitted to purchase from 
the United States the land eo designated any 
time witnin one year after such approval at 
the ordinary minimum price, when the lands 
are within the railroad limits. These en­
tries are to be according to legal subdivisions, 
so as to include improvements of such oc­
cupants, provided that in case entry and pay­
ment are not made within one year then all 
righss named in the treaty of June 15, 1846, 
shall be considered forfeited and the land 
thereafter be deemed and treated as a part 
of the public domain to be disposed of as 
other lands.

Europe, but which, even in Banyan’s time, 
had Subsided into a q liet, peaceful com­
munity—a sect which numbered on its roll 
Havelock amongst its soldiers, Carey and 
Marsham amongst its missionaries, and 
Robert Hall amongst its preachers (cheere)
I speak only of the dead, bn: whether living 
or dead there is no other nams amongst them 
to which ail other Churches bow the heads 
eo reverently as to that of John Bunyan. 
We ministers of the National Church have, 
much whereof to glory. Oar claim to the 
gratitude and affection of the country is our 
institutions, our liturgy, our translation of 
the Bible, which has done so much to 
elevate and sustain the national character, 
although we know that others dissent from 
much that we teach and much that we hold 
dear ; but we know that this boast is not 
ours exclusively. You all remember Lord 
Macaulay’s remark that tbe seventeenth 
century only produced two men of original 
genius—and those two were John Milton 
and John Banyan (great sheering). And I 
will venture to add to that remark of Ma­
caulay's that fo all our English literature 
there have been only two works universally 
popular, and both of them were written by 
Nonconformists—one was the work of a 
Presbyterian journalist, and it la called 
“ Robinson Crusoe” (cneers) ; and the other 
was a Baptist teacher, and its name is 
“ Pilgrims’* Progress” (loud cheers). In 
fact, the Nonconformists have a splendid 
literature of their own, and we must rc- 

iber that literature may be channels of 
grace no less spiritual than sacraments or 
doctrines, chapels on churches. Bunyan 
saya, “ There was in a certain place two 
giant», who had either been dead many days 
or had grown so crazy and stiff in their j tints

As an illustration of progress in Russia 
we notice the following : An examination 
lately took place in Moscow of some young 
women aspiring to the State certificate for 
the profession of governess. An Archiman­
drite was present officially to Ascertain the 
soundness of their religious knowledge.

A Terrible Accident
( From the Readlnv Eagle )

A Mr. Pearce, a patent medicine and steel 
pen vendor, well knovn in this city, met 
with a sad and it is supposed fatal accident 
while attempting to make a balloon ascension 
at Allentown yesterday. The particulars of 
t.he sad aff*ir are « follows : Pearoe being 
somewhat of a roving, reckless sort of a 
genu* homo, conceived the idea that be could 
make a successful balloon ascension, and no 
sooner was the thought conceived than he 
attempted to carry it out, notwithstanding 
the remonstrances of his friends. A small 
balloon was purchased, and immediately 
after noon yesterday taken to the fair-ground 
and the work of foliation commenced. After 
all being in readiness his recklessness was 
farther shown in the attempting the ascen­
sion without basket or bar, but shortly be­
fore four o’clock he tied the guy ropes and 
the net twines together, seated himself upon 
the same and shouted, “ Let her went !” 
As before stated, the balloon was entirely 
too small for Pearce’s weight, and the oon- 
eeqménce w« that he rose to the height of 
about sixty feet, and commenced dangling 
around the buildings fo the neighbourhood, 
chimneys and tree-tope. At tfo* point the 
excitement became intense among the large 
crowd gathered to witnoee the ascension ; 
men hooted, women screamed and f am ted, 
and children ran in all directions. Several 
chimney* were knocked down by the now 
oonfueed aronant, who still clutched on to 
the ropes, the brick* of which falling on sev­
eral in the multitude, injured some severely, 
and it ie supposed others fatally. After 
dangling around for some time, he complete­
ly lost all control of both himself and the 
balloon, and leaving his hold slip, he fell 
head foremost to the earth. Several of hie 
ribs were broken, both hie legs were broken, 
below the knees, besides his sustaining 
internal injuries from which it is impossible 
he can recover.

Banyan wm great as the 
hero oi toleration. He was greater still as 
a preacher, but beyond all comparison he ie 
greatest m the teacher of our children—as 
the author of these characters whose names 
and faces are familiar to the whole world. As 
the author of “ Pilgrim’s Progress” I speak 
to you of Bunyanin a world-vile senae—not 
m a Churchman, but m a Christian to Christ­
ians, m a man to men (cheers). It is one 
of the great charms of that immortal work 
that wo trace no word in it of Baptist or 
Pœdebaptüt, Protestant or Catholic. It is 
one of the few books in existence (and I 
know only six others, and they in a less de­
gree) which blends in perfection religious 
instruction with amusement, and which 
may be read with equal enjoyment and ad 
vantage by the humblest person and the 
moet lastidioue critic. “ Pilgrim’s Progress” 
is entirely catholic—that is, universal— 
both in expression and thonÿfot. I do not 
mean to say that it contains no sentiments 
which may not ha distasteful to some, or 
that it has not a certain tinge of colour, but 
it is so slight as to be almost imperceptible 
He recognised the great tfuth, that Christi­
anity does not consist in names and shibbo­
leths. In the Interpreter’s House Christian 
is shown a garden, and it is pointed out to 
him that “ the flowers are divers in shape, 
m quality, fo colour, in smell, and in virtue, 
ana some are bettsr than some, but when 
the v ard en is set they quarrel not with one 
another.” And yet there is no compromise 
in his words, no faltering in his convictions, 
but his admiration is reserved for all things 
that good men love, and destc-station for 
those which all good men detest (cheers). 
Though a Puritan and a Calvinist be was 
not afraid to take the frame-woik of hie 
story from Catholic sources—the pilgrim’s 
habit, the wayside cross, the armour of the 
crusader, the ringing of the bell at the 
wioket-gate. Never was there such a com­
bination of Protestant ideas with mediæval 
forme seen before, and never since. With 
all its familiarity it is never profane ; with 
all its religious fervour it is never fanatical ; 
with ail its homeliness it is never vng'.ar 
(cheers). It is a work of pure art a .d true 
genius. It is a “ well of English language 
undeiiled,” tod of pure Christian thought.
It gets into hearts of men, and meets the 
spiritual needs of our commun human nature 
—and m John Banyan walked your streets 
wnat manner of man wm he ? Let ns re­
alise his appearance aa he stands before ns 
in the descriptions cf his contemporaries, and 
m he is eo admirably presented to ns to-day 
by the sculptor. He wm “ tali in statue 
strong-boned, with sparkling eyes, wearing 
his hair on his upper lip after the old British 
fashion, his hair reddian, but in latter years 
sprmkled with grey ; ms nose well cut, his 
mouth not too large, hia forehead something 
high, and his habit always plain and modest, 
in his manners mild and affable, uot given 
to loquacity except occasion required it, 
choosing never to speak of himself but 
rather lowly in his own eyes; abhorring 
lying and swearing.” He was a man of the 
people, and the charac'.ers he draws for us 
are drawn from the life. Y’ou and I as well 
as he, have met witn Mr. By-ends, and Mr. 
Face-both-ways, and Mr. Talkative. Some 
of us, perhaps, may have seen Mr. Nogood 
and Mr. Liveioose, Mr. tiatelight, and Mr. 
Implacable. All of us have, at times, been 
like Mr. Ready-to-halt, Mr. Feebiemmd,

Tbe difficulty fo settling the Oregon 
boundary dispute wss greatly focreMed by 
the enormous wealth, able policy and nu. 
meroua retainers of this company. The fur 
trade having nearly ceMed, it turned its 
attention to other objects. It laid out farms 
on the most extensive scale, erected mills, 
established manufactures, entered into the 
fisheries, employed vessels for the purpose 
of commerce, and, in short, about the year 
1846, the company presented the aspect of a 
dominant corporation which engrossed 
everything above tbe mere agricultural 
branches of industry. The British Govern­
ment, when compelled to yield to the United 
States on the Oregon boundary question, 
made it a point to secure to its subjects fo 
the disputed territory perpetual title 
to all their lands and stations of whioh 
they were then in actual possession, liable, 
however, in all respects to the jurisdiction 
and sovereignty of the United States. The 
Hudson Bay Company wm prohibited by its 
charter from acquiring titles to land, and 
the «coupants tnat were to be affected by 
the reservation were made either by the 
equattero or the company for the purpose of 
evading the prohibition of its charter. The 
protection of those interests wlpoh had 
grown up was regarded by England as an 
indispensable obligation on the score of 
honour and as impossible to be neglected. 
Hence tho third article fo the treaty of 
Juno, 1846, quoted already, was agreed to 
by the United States. When Gen. Harney, 
sixteen years ago, occupied San Juan, the 
Hudson Bay Company were the rulers of all 
the territory north of the forty-ninth 
parallel. Governor Dougfoe, of Van­
couver Island, wae its factor, and 
he showed a bold front against what 
he considered an aggression on the rights of 
his principals. But soon after the company 
aud its factor ceased to exercise authority. 
The island and adjacent country were or­
ganized as the Colony of British Columbia, 
and is now one of the Provinces of the Do­
minion of Canada. The Hudson Bay Com- 
pan y was incorporated in perpetuity fo 
1670, by Charles II. It was granted to a 
number of that monarch’s favourites, and 
gave them the sole commerce and trade of 
all waters within the entrance to Hudson’s 
Straits. The Governor and Company were 
to be lerds proprietors forever, empowered 
to make laws for tbe Government of the 
territory and the advancement of trade, and 
to impuse penalties and punishments. They 
enjoyed an absolute monopoly of trade, 
and were extremely jealous of "all new set­
tlers who came under other auspice* than

RIGHTS OF BRITISH OCCUPIERS.
It is eaid that' Secretary Fish wm very 

desirous that the measure to ascertain the 
possessory rights of British subjects on San 
Juan Island should pass before Congress 
adjourned, as there weie urgent, reasons for 
an early settlement of the rights involved. 
Nothing can be found in the Treaty of 
WMhington relating to the subject, but it is 
covered by the article fo the Treaty of 1846. 
At tbe latter date tbe Hudson Bay Com­
pany occupied large tracts of land and 
owned factories and various other establish­
ments in the territory in dispute between 
tbe two countries, which was acknowledged 
by the Treaty to belong to the United 
States. Sin Juan, between the Straits of 
Rosario and Canal de Haro, was for the 
most part in occupation of the Company’s 
servants for many years prior to 1858, when 
General Harney took military possession of 
it—an act that created a state of affairs that 
brought the armed forces of the two countries 
to the brink of collision. The difficulty wm 
settled bv General Soott, sent out for tbe 
purpose, by consenting to a joint occupation. 
The British subject* living and cultivating 
land* on San Jnan and other islands, which 
by the decision of the German Emperor are 
now American territory, could take no title 
from the Hudson Bay Company, and they 
have never Sought or obtained any from the 
United States. Some of theee people have 
been probably thirty year* in possession, and 
it will be seen that the earliest practicable 
moment haa been availed of to give them the 
benefit of the Treaty of 1846. All the rights 
of the Hudson Bay Company between Puget 
Sound and Columbia River have been re­
spected, with the exception of those now fo 
question. What remains cannot be of very 
great value, but they are most important to 
the occupiers, who have remained British 
subjects, with the hope that the San Juan 
boundary line would be decided fo accord­
ance with the views of their Government.

The Bonapartiste fo France are rejoicing 
over tiie marked attention shown by the 
Emperor of Russia to the Prince Imperial. 
At a recent election they affirmed that the 
Emperor is fo favour of the Prince Imperial, 
and would be after the Prince’s advent to 
the throne, the faithful ally of France, so 
that France could then speedily take her re­
venge. They also eaid that the Prince Im­
perial would marry the Princess Beatrice of 
England, and thus become the brother-in- 
law of the future King of England and a 
relative of the Russian Imperial family.

Some disorder* have just occurred at 
Padua, fo Italy, fo consequence of the high 
price of provisions. On one evening a crowd 
of men and women assembled in the princi­
pal square, where a military band was play­
ing, and drowned the music with shouts of 
“ Down with the rich !” They insulted the 
well dressed peonle sitting outside the cafes, 
and broke the windows of those establish­
ments. Similar disturbances occurred ou the 
succeeding evenings, until measures were 
adopted by the Mayor to reduce the cost of 
the meat necessary articles of food.

M. Berrye? has been amusing his friends 
fo Paris by stating that Lord Palmerston 
had described to him after diner at Broad- 
lands the difference between the Scotch and 
English Churches m consisting of this—the 
English bishops wear wigs and the Scotch 
bishops wear none. He derided Berryer’s 
fears lest the English people might be driven 
to revolution by the transfer of power to 
their hands. “ Non, mon cher Berryer,” 
said the Premier, ‘ ‘ no revolution could ever 
break out in England, unless the Govern­
ment were to attempt to change the form of

‘ Making Short People Tall ”
At Marylebone, to-day," says the Lon­

don Echo of June 10, “ Mr. Berkeley, solid- 
mpanied by Mr. Frederick A. Staf­

ford, appeared before Mr. D’Eynconrt in ré­
férença to a report that appeared in some of 
the papers a few days ago. Mr. Berkeley 
stated that on Saturday last a young woman 
applied to Mr. Mansfield for his advice and 
assistance, and being very short she wished 
to increase her length.

The statement by 
the young woman wm false. The advertiser 
Mr. Stafford, did not pretend to make 
short people tall, but the following is the 
advertisement : ‘ To Short Persona.—Re­
marks on a method of focreMing the height 
and improving the figure, with 250 authen- 

1 tioated testimonials and reports of result», 
sent post free on receipt of directed en­
velope.’ The young woman had written to 
him, and he sent her his method of treat­
ment. I may remark that the process is 
perfectly simple, and any one, no matter in 
what occupation or condition of life, can put 
it in practice without the slightest difficulty, 
danger, or inconvenience. Indeed, the 
health is really benefited by following my 
system, and weakly constitutions become 
strong.’ His suggestions were inter alia as 
follows : ‘ As a preliminary necessity, the 
skin must be kept perfectly clean, and the 
pores opened by frequent robbing with a 
dry. rough towel.

It is more likely, indeed, to turn out 
that the most marked effect of his present 
manifesto will be to deepen the con­
viction, already present to many minds, 
that for him to reconcile himself to the 
Revelation is an impossibility. The 
French Christian Monarchy, which he 
would re-establish, is, he affirms, a limit­
ed Monarchy, and he entertain» no such 
idea a» that the King ia above the law. 
He will not, however, take the position 
of a King who reigns but does not govern ; 
in other words, he refuses to govern con­
stitutionally through responsible Minis­
ters. The representatives of the nation 
he would wish to be “ vigilant auxiliaries 
“ for the examination of questions sub- 
“ mitted to them "—a phrase which may 
be taken to mean that he would keep in 
his own hands the initiative of all legisla­
tion. Of the two Chambers he would 
nominate one himself, and the other 
would be chosen by “ legally established 
“suffrage.” We may safely assume 
that such “legally established euf- 
“ frage” as he would approve of would 
be very different from, and much more 
contracted than that the French people 
have of late been accustomed to. It is not 
easy to see good ground for the state­
ment made by the Pretender, that he 
feels himself “ in harmony with the vast 
“ majority.” Were his claims to be de­
cided upon by the free snd unfettered 
vote of a majority, he would have little 
chance, we should say.

Neither one of the contending factions 
being able to overcome all the rest, the 
result is a failure of government by the 
Assembly, and the concentration of 
power in the hands of the Executive. 
The Assembly has so discredited itself 
that people look to the President, or, as 
we may say in other words, to the army, to 
preserve order. What is worthy of re­
mark appears to be this, that of late it has. 
been Legitimists snd Imperialists, rather 
than Republicans, who have required 
keeping in order. We cannot tell what 
happens behind the scenes, but much of 
what transpires favours the belief that a 
certain attempt has been made on Mac- 
Mahon and has failed. The partizsns of 
one after another of the various mon­
archical factions have expected to find in 
the President a willing tool, who would 
be only too happy to aid their designs 
and to step aside in favour of one or other 
of their respective favourites. This, it 
appears, he will not do, and the discovery 
carries consternation into the monarchical 
ranks. «

The motive and object of the latest 
Manifesto from Frohsdorf will perhaps 
better appear if we recall the circum­
stances of a recent vote in the Assem­
bly.

THE CARLHST INSURRECTION.
The vitality and strength of the Carlist 

insurrection in Spain, continued long 
after the European press generally had 
bid us look for its speedy 
sion, is something to excite remark, and 
to provoke cariosity. Two recent 
communications, one to the London 
Times, and another to the Pall Mall 
Gazette, throw considerable light on the 
matter, and help us to understand what 
otherwi* might appear inexplicable. 
The Times correspondent, writing from 
Paris, says that French aid is what keeps 
the Carliste in the field, snd enables them 
to obtain supplies, without which they 
would soon have to disperse. On the 
frontier Carlist passports are accepted by 
French officials, when passports from the 
regular Government ot Madrid would be 
refused. A whole Department in France, 
that of the Lower Pyrenees, has be­
come an immense Carlist war depot. 
Parti* in England and Fran* 
supply money, * do also some wealthy 
Spaniards, and through the favour of 
French officials and people all along the 
frontier arms and warlike stores are open­
ly conveyed across to the Carliste. The 
French frontier and French markets are 
at their command, and Carlist officers 
come and go without molestation, not in 
uniform, indeed, but most frequently 
wearing a cap of a certain pattern, the 
significance of which is well known. Carlist 
officers and agents pa* both ways ae they 
plea*, and ship and despatch all the sup­
plies they are able to pay for without 
even the pretence of interference by the 
French authorities. The Carliste are in 
effect put upon the footing of “ the most 
*• favoured nation,” and to them is freely 
accorded what the present Government of 
Madrid could not obtain at any price.

The Gazette s orraspondent, himself an 
ardent Carlist, * we are informed, tells 
us something more. He points out that 
the defeat of the Carliste over forty years 
ago was effected, not by their Spanish 
opponents unaided, but with the co­
operation of ro English and a French 
legion. But for this foreign assistance, 
he says, the Isabellists would have had 
no chan* in the former struggle. The 
Madrid Government, he says, inherits all 
the financial difficult!* of Spain, while 
the Carlist administration has no debt, 
and collects the tax* of several rich Pro- 
vine*. In the recent contest at Bilbao 
one Carlist army only, which retired in­
tact, was, while encumbered with the 
labours of a siege, opposed to the entire 
power of all the opponents of Csrlism, 
united for one supreme effort. The same 
correspondent further points out that Don 
Carlos is not an Ultramontanist, and that, 
so far from being such, holds views of the 
position and oower of the King of Spain, 
which, were he to attain to it, would in­
evitably pla* him in antagonism to the 
Pope. Among the clergy it is the Al- 
phonaists, the adherents of the ex-Queen 
Isabella and her eon, who are most 
devoted to Rome. In Spain, as else­
where, he says, the Divine right of Kings 
is opposed to tiie supreme right of Pop* 
—a hint which throws much light on 
some present un*rtainti* in European 
politics. Were a Prussian candidate for 
the throne to appear, it would, however, 
he says, at on* unite the whole Spanish 
clergy under the Carlist flag. The cable 
dwpatch of the 6th instant fawn Madrid, 
saying that the Pope had not yet replied 
to the congratulations of the Chaplains- 
General oi the Carlist army, sent to Mm 
on the anniversary of his dev», 
tion to the Pontificate, may be 
worth remembering in this connection. 
It is all the more remarkable, too, from 
the fact that » Madrid despatch of the 
day before, 5th insti, says that the Pope 
had telegraphed Ms benediction to the 
national army, in raeponw to similar con­
gratulations. Evidently a good deal o< 
importance is attached to the distinction 
made, and it may be that Don Carlos, 
through losing the favour ot tiie Pope, h* 
also loot Me eaa*.

One particular sour* of strength to the 
Carlist can* we have several tim* point- 
ed out before, but it is important enough 
to.be frequently mentioned. It is this—

The* Provinces have for oenturi* 
owed aUegian* to the King a* Madrid, 
to be sure,*bet only a nominal allegiance, 
with many reservation*. They were 
exempt from military servi* to this ex­
tent, that while each Previn* raised its 
own militia, not a man could be compell­
ed to go outside of his own Province. 
They paid no tax* to the central Gov­
ernment, except under tiie form of vol­
antary contributions, and they were 
exempt from the operation of the Span­
ish customs laws, so that the Basque 
district has long been a centre of smug­
gling. This is why the* Pro vine* have 
always been a trouble to the Govern­
ment of Madrid, being in fact semi-inde­
pendent, and owing it only a nominal 
allegjanoe. Under a Carlist King, all 
the* peculiar privilegw are secured to 
tiie Basque people, while under any other 
they would be immediately at an Mid. 
It is no wonder, therefore, that they 
fight for Don Carlos.

There have, indeed, been rumours that 
the present Don has not been as decided 
* he was expected to be with renard to 
the preservation of the peculiar Basque 
privileges, and that the people are now 
calling out for the fueroe and pea*. It 
is possible that, were Serrano to oonaent 
to the local demands, Don Carlos’ army 
might melt away from him in a day or 
two, like slow before a summer sun. If 
we suppoee Bismarck to have any inten­
tion of trying a Prussian Pnnoe in 
Spain, it seems surprising that he has not 
before done something to check 
the open support given by Fran* 

Don Carlos. It is surpris­
ing, indeed, that any civilized 
people should persist in such glaring 
violation of international duty, and we 
should expect that some day or other 
Fran* will be called to account for it. 
Meantime Gen. Zaballa has token com­
mand of the national forces, while Bilbao 
is again infested by the Carliste on all 
sid* except the sea. What the Spaniards 
call agréât battle ia probably near at 
hand, but guessing at the probable issue 
appears to be a hazardous occupation.

THE GOVERNMENTS PRO-AMERI­
CANISM

The way in which Mr. Mackenzie’s 
treatment of the Pacific Railway question 
has been viewed in England was well 
reflected in the article from the London 
Standard, which appeared in the* col­
umns last week. In a country like 
England, which is banker for all the 
nation» of the world, and where such 
enormous transactions take pla* daily on 
credit, there is nothing of more value 
than good faith. The Pacific Railway is 
to some extent an Imperial work. For 
the wherewith to build it England agreed 
to endor* Canadian paper to the extent 
of some twenty millions of dollars. The 
Mackenzie Government were so thor­
oughly ashamed of their conduct that 
when they sent their Finanoe Minister to 
negotiate a loan for this amount they had 
not the hardihood to ask for the Imperial 
guarantee. The Dominion ought not to 
have been placed in this position. The 
loan ought not to have been issued st 90, 
to begin with ; for, be the reasons for an 
issue at such a price what they may, it is 
a mistake to have a country’s bonds quot­
ed ten per cent, below their fa* value ; 
and having been put on tho market the 
loan ought to have been made in 
equal proportions of guaranteed and 
unguaranteed stock. The Govern­
ment, by reason of their bsd 
faith and impotence, were unable to 
ask for England’s endoraement ; and 
thereupon the Standard, which has always 
taken a fair view of Canadian affairs, re­
views the Government’s policy in its 
denationalizing aspects. Private ad vie* 
assure us that the tout* of the Ministry 
has had a most injurious effect upon Ca­
nadian credit in England. Were the 
Government serious in their intention to 
go on with the Pacific Railway at the ear­
liest moment, money is so abundant in 
England just now that the entire amount 
needed for its construction would un­
hesitatingly be taken up at 6 per cent 
The Ministry’s shuffling has caused us to 
be looked upon with suspicion instead of 
with confidence, and with disfavour in­
stead of with respect. It is felt that 
their pro-Yankeeism ia too pronounced to 
be el a desirable nature. An* if the 
Pacific policy of the Government has 
created this feeling In the mother coun­
try, what will the Standard think when 
the ten per rant, discriminatory duty in 
favour of the American importer of tea, 
and the sending of the Mounted Poll* 
For* to Manitoba via Chicago and 
Paul, are known in England Î We n 
henceforth look for criticisms of Canadian 
affairs which will not be very compli­
mentary to the Government or the

HOME.
There is probably no language having 

a word expressing or meaning eo much * 
the old English word Home ; and perhaps 
there are no ears, save English ears, to 
which it cam* the same heart-signifi­
cance. The Frenchman says chez moi; 
or, “ at my house.” The German x 
a somewhat similar term. But neither 
the French nor German phrase ap­
proach* to the signification of the Eng­
lish word, which falls upon English ears

It is evident from his “Rural 
“ Rid* ” and other charming books 
that hardly any man ever better appraised 
the value of home or appreciated its 
charm. Many other popular writers, * 
well as poets Mid philanthropists, have 
found “ Home ” a subject to stir the 
heart, invigorate conduct, and elevate 
the sentiments. When* is it that we 
think so lovingly of home ? It cannot 
be a matt* of chan*. As there is a cause 
for tiie npepringing of garden flowers 
there is a can* for the growth of home 

étions—a cause more moral than 
physical. In other words, it depends 
more on ourselves than the house we live 
in. We by no means say that 
the house people live in is ot 

importan* in a true “ home” 
light, or that it do* not present an index 
to what one may call their home charac-

soy in the efirrent nm
of the Contemporary Review, consists in the 
threatened decline of our commercial supre­
macy- The! supremacy we have owed to 
cheap coal snd efficient labour ; Mr. Greg 
insists that ooel will no longer he cheap, and 
that labour ielooeing ite comparative efflotawv 
here * compared with the labour of otfimr 
countries. Oor readers know that several! 
prophets of evil have foretold the complete 
exhaustion, within a period of from one and a 
half to ton oenturiee, of the British coal 
supply. We have never given much atten­
tion to the* dismal prophecies, simply be- 
cause they look too far aheed for profitable 
■peculation. There are astronomers who tell 
* that the su u may at any time beoosse, 
for all practical purposes, useless to the in­
habitants of earth and that be must, some 
day oeaee to supply vhe light and heat on 
which all terrestrial life* depends. He la a 
star ; and we have seen s^ms go out, or di­
minish in brilliancy to a degree which, in 
the sun’e os*, would imply the ntter dis. 
appearance of life from the earth within a 
few years. We have seen stare blsza out in 
sudden ootflagration such ae would roo.'t to 
death every animal and veegtable creature on. 
the surface of this planet, if the sun ahoulcx 
follow tiie example. And, whatever hie fuel 
is, one day it most born out ; and if not, so say a 
the same school, the rotation of the earth must, 
one day be, like that of the moon, equalished 
with her revolution, so that mght and 
day shall disappear, one side being always 
turned to the sun, one always averted from 
them. We do not entertain such alarma, 
for we cannot possibly tell what revolution 
may take pla* ere then to make them mat- 
ter of indifference. Another geological oat- 
aolysm or Darwinian developments may 
have swept from the fa* of tiie world til 
raoee now living, man included, and our 
spirits may look down pn the final doom of 
our former habitation with profound in­
difference. So with regard to the exhaustion , 
of our English coal. Who knows but thaterw 
then coal may have become of as little import­
ance to oar manufactures * water-power fa 
now ? It must always, we persame, be the- 
beet and cheapest of artificial heating agents ; 
the most effeo tool of chemical foroe-eupply- 
iog materials. Bat it may be superseded 
os a motive power ; Bpeeibly by a utilisation 
of the vast latent powers of solar heel ^pos­
sibly by the development of the most gigan­
tic and irresistible of earthly forces—the 
tidal rise and fall We decline then, to 
discuss what may happen in 25,00, or even 
in 2000 A D. Bat we cannot decline to con­
sider Mr. Greg’s argument, and though coal 
may not be exhausted for ages, it must rapid­
ly grow dearer. We would only ask this : 
Has he any clear proof that it may notre- 
main cheaper in England than on the Bare- 
peon Continent ? Has he any reason to be­
lieve that it will ever become * dear in 
Europe os to induce America to divert ony- 
coneiderable portion of labour from her ogri- 
culturti and metal mining industries, in 
which she enjoys such overwhelming and 
ever increasing advantages, to the manufeo- 
tare of textile fabrics or of iron, except in * 
far as these ore stimulated by a protective 
tariff which, of coarse, excludes them from 
the general markets of the world Î We do 
not overlook the facts he has mentioned, 
bnt they do not appear to us to exclude the 
possibility that by economising at once our 
consumption of cool and the cost of produc. 
ing it, we might bring it down to a prioe not 
much higher than that which prevailed prior 
to 1872, and yet amply remunerate the coal- 
owners.

British operative. Nor are the capitalists 
free from blame. There has been a vast 
amount of dishonesty on their tide—of doth 
thickened with day, of ships fastened beam 
to beam and plank to plank with “ deviler” 
instead o! honest boita, of that kindof otreat- 
ing and swindling for which the swindler,, 
unhappily, escapes all punishment, b* 
which damages not only hie own credit bute 
that of his country and huhonett neighbours. 
This in justice to the unions. We are forced 
to admit that the growing laziness and dis­
loyalty of English labour ie nndangenng 
English trade. We see orders sent abroad 
because our capitalists dare not enter 
into any contracta involving time without a 
“ strike riause.” We see b usine* in which 
we were lately unrivalled slipping from as, 
because oar abort, hoars and inefficient work 
render our pri* ewe or two per cent, higher 
th* that of Uerman or Belgian employe™. 
The alarm is just enough. But is there not
• remedy! We are in the transition state of 
social warfare which the Germans or Belgians 
have not yet reached. Can we not be* 
them(by getting oat of it speedily ; adopting- 
those means of "beffiing the maltoe of the 
wretch* who trade on agitation, and sever- 
ing the mm from the unions, by uniting 
their interests with tho* of the masters, 
which have been so frequently discussed m 
three columns ? Men will work well, in 
spite of any anion roles, if they know tiiat 
they are working for themselves* well* 
for their master ; they will not strike in the 
midst of the contract if the profits of that 
contract are shared with themselves. And 
at the worst, our foreign competitors will 
probably have to go through onr experience 
of suoial strife at the time when we shall 
have passed it, and will then low whatever 
ground they may be gaining now.

Finally, should the worst come to the 
worst, we think tiiat Mr. Greg has overlook­
ed several important and consolatory con­
siderations. He looks forward to a time 
when, with diminished commeroe, a debt 
and * expenditure nearly * heaxry * now, 
the* islands will have to «apport a pauper­
ised population. We believe in noMiing of 
the kind, and for one single reason. Mr. 
Greg thinks and speaks only to Vreet 
Britain ; we of the British Empire. To 
strengthen the bonds that keeps the BmpL-u 
together, to diffuse its population more 
evenly, *d redistribute its burden * ita 
strength is redistributed, is all that we need 
do to dispel his gloomy vision. There is ooel 
enough in oar dominions to lost till ooel shall 
be no longer needed, or now deposits shall 
ba dwoovered by-the rise of new continents. 
There is room to give abundant work and 
food to the utmost population we con need to 
eliminate from the* islands. Thera will be * 

and it will be our fault if there is 
not the willingness, to take on each colony a 
fair share of the Imperial burdens which 
Mr. Greg supposes are to rest permanently 

England. W hot matters it if theinhabi- 
its of Great Britain be only 20,000,000 in 

1974, provided 60,000,000 of British blood 
and speech acknowledge the tie of national 
unity, and the sovereignty of tiie Imperial 
Crown 7 What matters it if the trade and 
artisans of Manchester be transferred to 
Canada ; if Halifax become a larger Liver­
pool ; if England be merely the garden and 
home farm eurrounding the capital of an Em­
pire in which every man of British birth and 
allegito* finds room to live and thrive, to 
multiply the noblest raw of mankind, * d 
replenish earth with men who know how to 
■ubdne and make the meet of it ! The in­
disposition to emigration isfMtdtaappearing, 
even among the moet stolid and home-rooted 
portion of onr people ; and before onr trade 
begins to leave us onr artisans will be * wil­
ling to seek work in New Brunswick or Vic­
toria * in Newwatie or Yorkshire. There 
may be trial and trouble ahead ; England, 
should she loo* her transmarine possessions, 
might sink into insignifioanoe ; bnt that the 
British raw will ever be other th* the fore­
most among the nations, the most active, 
the wealthiest, the moet prosperous—or will 
oeaee, save by moet grevions errors on the 
part erf the Home Government, to cherish 
the tie tiiat binds them to one another and 
to England—we lholl begin to believe wh* 
we forget all we have seen of onr country- 
men and all we have learnt of history.

ting trees and shrubs, thus rendering the 
adornment of a home far lees arduous than 
it becomes to many classes. Some of the 
finest things in cultivation are fonnd in their Em3J* 
natural state on the farmer's own premises, 
perhaps, or very near them, and by trans’ 
planting these to appropriate places around 
his dwelling, giving a little lighter soil, 
richer mould, or needed support, they soon 
put on regal vestments and honour the hand 
that redeemed them. I will not speak of 
trees indigenous to any particular latitude ; 
every man knows what varieties are found’ 
in hie vicinity, and landscape gardeners have 
practically illustrated this subject, and so 
pressed it npon his attention that he can 
designate the best trees for transplanting, 
and the most suitable place for their future 
growth. He knows the rige-t spot for a 
wide-spreading elm or a tulip tree, for a 
deciduous cypress or magnolia ; he knows 
where he engbt to plant a group of ever- 
greens or sugar maples, where he should 
have a shrubbery, a wind-break or a hedge.

In field and forest, from the St. Lawrence 
to the Gulf, are found creepers and trailers, 
beautiful for the ornamentation of a cottage, 
and capable of adding materially to the grace 
of the finest mansion. Among these are 
roses, jessamine, clematis, popionvine and 
Virginia creeper—the last is so abundant 
that doubtless many* man passes it daily in 
making the circuit of hie farm. If he would 
bring it home and plant it by the side of his 
dwelling, it would,: at no distant period, 
cover the wail from base to summit with its 
summer verdure and autumnal crimson. I re­
member a brick wad, three stories high, 
thus covered, the fretwork and eves were — 
fringed or festooned with it, great tassels of : not I 
elastic vine hung from the point of the gable, at a 
all forming an embellishment more beautiful i ’ 
th* I c* describe, rad to my knowledge it 
cost the owner only a short walk on a bright 
day and an hoaris work in making a good, 
soft bed for the young plants. Ciematis or 
virgin’s bower, so common that most of the 
children know where to find it, is admirable 
for covering a lattice or arching a door-way.
If one will plant a root of bitter-sweet at 
the foot of an evergreen, and let it run 
and spread among its branches, and hang 
out its coral fruitage over the dark foliage 
of the tree, he will have a pleasing object, I 
truly grateful to a cultured eye. The col­
lection of exotics in the garden borders, of 
which every family, nearly, has more or 
less, may be enriched and improved by 
mingling with them native plants from the 
adjacent field or wildwood. Imagine for a 
moment the effect of a natural shrubbery, or 
a bit of real forest near the house, at the ex- 
treme end of a well-kept lawn for instance.
The trees should be such as to furnish many 
shades of green and the most brilliant col­
ours in autumn. If there should happen to i v 
be a living spring or stream, a few rocks, j *' 
some stumps, wild grapevines, the dogwood,
Judas tree, fringe tree, willow, and ever- J 
greens, they would all be moet desirable.
In open, airy spaces, and on the outskirts, 
one might have laurel or aaabas, a patch of 
young sumach, a clump ot sassafras, here 
and there a martagon lily. Spring flowers, 
mosses and violets, ferns and scarlet lobelia, 
and let each be left to grow after its own 
f*hion. The denser the thicket is and the 
greater the tangle the better. This list is 
only suggestive, some plants mentioned may 
not naturally grow side by side. Where a 
town is built in “ openings, ” or a residence 
on the edge of a forest, which frequently 
happens, a spot unimproved might easily be 
left, *d it would ultimately become a most 
attractive place.

If fancy dictates, where should a few deli­
cate exotics find a better Md more con­
genial home than in the family sitting room ‘ 
of the farmer ? Base burning stoves in our 
country houses, giving to plant life per­
petual summer, increases the opportunity of 
adorning them with flowers both in-doors or 
oat. The windows at the farm may have 
the attraction of graceful plants, bright 
colours, and sweet flowers, for the ao- 
ceesories at hud will facilitate this result.
While winter’s cold and tempest reign with- 
out, summer’s warmth and beauty may 
dwell within. I rav all this, fully under­
standing the drudgery on a farm, tne want 
of leisure at some seasons, Md the stern 
necessity that presses upon some who cold- 
vate the *iL And here I desire to give 
credit to the rural population for the spirit 
of improvement they often manifest, Md to 
forestall criticism by adding that it is not 
expected tiiat » large grove, on extensive 

garden, Md pleasure ground shall become 
appendagee to every farm. My plea is 
simply for a little more attention to these 
matters—it is for gathering to the home 
forme of vegetation not exacting in their 
nature, but which will give to the 
ontgoer Md the incomer something 
pleasMt to look upon, and to the 
family new studies of nature that 
will have a beneficial tendency. Even » few 
trees, a single climber, a group of white day 
lilies, a bed of scarlet geraniums, lighting 
up the yard the whole season as a constant 
flame lights an altar, will afford much en­
joyment, and the*, surely, every one can 
have who deeires them, at least the excep­
tions are rare. Even the starving seams tress 
keeps a geranium on her window sill, and I 
have known » washerwoman to have her 
little door-yard full of flowers. We ore 
persistent Md resolute in doing that which 
it pleases ns best to do. We may make % 
home that would delight * artist, surround it 
with flowers, rare, rich, and brilliant, may 
grow them in the balcony and on the house­
top, and like the Russian, piace boxes of ! 
them at the windows *d over the doors,
Md in various ways bewilder with floral fan­
cies, or our dwelling may be as destitute of j 
ornament as a tugged cliff or » hut in a sandy 
desert, *d this difference will not depend 
npon oar taste, and the extent of ite devel­
opment.

If 
at any time a dead egg te found, which may 
be told by its turning a milk white colour, 
it must be removed, m s kind of mildew 
soon forms about it, whioh will in time com­
municate with, and kill all the eggs in its 
vicinity.
