-ON-

June 20th and 2ist, 1893.

FIRST DECLARATION - THE TARIFF.

We, the Liberal Party of Canada, in Convention assembled, declare :
1. That the customs tariff of the Dominion should be based, not as itis now 

upon the protective principle, but upon the requirements of the public service ;
That the existing tariff, founded upon an unsound principle, and used, as it 

has been by the government, as a corrupting agency wherewith to keep them-
combinations ;

landed property ;

selves in office, has developed monopolies.
It has decreased the value of farm am
It has oppressed the masses to the em
It has checked immigration ; |
It has caused gVeat loss of population
It has impeded commerce ;
It has discriminated against Great Britain.
In these and in many other ways it his occasioned great public and private 

injury, all of whicli evils must continue to grow in intensity as long as the present 
tariff system remains in force.

That the highest interests of Canada demand a removal of this obstacle to 
our country’s progress, by the adoption of a sound fiscal policy, which, while not 
doing injustice to any class, will promote fpinestic and foreign trade, and haste 
the return of prosperity to our people.

That to that end, the tariff should be*reduced to the needs of honest, econo­
mical and efficient government.

That it should be so adjusted as to make free, or to bear as lightly as possible 
upon, the necessaries of life, and should b* so arranged as to promote freer trade 
with the whole world, more particularly web Great Britain and the United States.

We believe that the results of the protective system have grievously disap­
pointed thousands of persons who honestljf support it. and that the country, in 
the light of experience, is now prepared ^declare for e sound fiscal policy.

The issue between the two political parties on this question is now clearly 
defined.

The government themselves admit th| failure of ttiÜr fiscal policy, and now 
profess their willingness to make some changes; but they say that such changes 
mast be based only on the principle of protection.

We denounce the principle of protectfon as radically unsound, and unjust to 
the masses of the people, and we declare «nr conviction that any tariff changes 
based on that principle must fail to afford.eny substantial relief from the hard­
ens under which the country labors.

This issue we unhesitatingly accept, $nd upon it we await with the fullest 
confidence the verdict of the electors of Cfcnada.

2. That having regard to the prosperity of Canada and the United States as ad­
joining countries, with many mutual interest* it is desirable that there should be 
the most friendly relations and broad and literal trade intercourse between them ;

That the interests alike of the Dominion and of the Empire would be ma­
terially advanced by the establishing of such relations ;

That the period of the old reciprocity treaty was one of marked prosperity 
to the British North American colonies ;

That the pretext under which the Government appealed to the country in 
1891 respecting negotiation for a treaty With the United States was misleading 
and dishonest and intended to deceive thf electorate ;

That no sincere effort has been mad* by them to obtain a treaty, but that,

SIXTY MILLION DOLLARS

Scarcely Covers the Plunder Ex 
torted by the Tory 

Government

EVERY YEAR SINCE 1878.

Speaking at Listowel, Ontario, a few 
evenings ago, Sir Richard Cartwright 
said :

Very few indeed, even of those who 
have paid the most attention to this 
question, are fully aware of the enor­
mous extent to which that plunder has 
gone on during the last sixteen years. 
Now it has been.on' various occasions my 
especial duty to investigate that subject, 
and I may say that owing to the position 
which I at one time occupied I have had 
special opportunities for doing so. And 
I state this here, not as rhetorical ex­
aggeration, but as a calm allegation of 
a mere matter of fact, that so far as I am 
«Me to come to a conctafab tttHw sub­
ject, I believe that the smallest sum that 
has been exacted from the people of 
Canada during the last sixteen yeets-.m 
the shape, of taxes, not counting in that 
the same which aie merely paid into the 
public treasury, but sums that are token 
out of the pockets of the people under the 
protective policy, and paid partly into 
the treasury and parity into the pockets 
of a number of protected raamdhctorere, 
is not less and may be conaidereMy more 
for these sixteen years than

$60,000,000 PER YBAR, 
not one penny less bo far æ I am able to 
form any conclusion on the subject. 1 
believe that I am literally correct to say­
ing that during the sixteen years Which 
have elapsed since the protective- policy 
was put into operation, the real taxation, 
not merely the nominal taxation, but the 
real taxation which has been exacted 
from the people of Canada has not been 
less than $60,000,000 a year, and *f you 
will multiply that by sixteen you with i? 
see that it amounts for sixteen years and 
one-third of a year to the sum of $1,000,- 
000,000. In other words, e very single, soli­
tary family which at present inhabits 
Canada has during that time been com­
pelled to pay over, for the revenue pur­
poses and to the protected manufacturers, 
$1,000.

More than that, in addition to all that, 
and heavy as that burden has been, a 
very large percentage of that sum has 
been used, not for the public benefit of 
the manufacturers, but for the purpose of 
maintaining a corrupt government in 
power and of providing them with the 
means of

on the contrary, it is manifest that the ^resetrt-Ghveinment, controlled as they -friend, Dr. Macdonald, has-, told you,
are by monopolies and combines, are not desirous of securing such a treaty ;

That the first step towards obtaining the end in view, is to place a party in 
power who are sincerely desirous of promoting a treaty on terms honorable to 
both countries ;

That a fair and liberal reciprocity treaty would develop the great natural 
resources of Canada, would enormously increase the trade and commerce between 
the two countries, would tend to encourage friendly relations between the two 
peoples, would remove many causes which have in the past provoked irritation 
and trouble to the Governments of both countries, and would promote those 
kindly relations between the Empire and the Republic which afford the best 
guarantee for peace and. prosperity ;

That the Liberal party is prepared to enter into negotiations with a view to 
obtaining such a treaty, including a well considered list of manufactured articles, 
and we are satisfied that any treaty so arranged will receive the assent of Her 
Majesty’s Government, without whose approval no treaty can be made.

3. That the Convention deplores the gross corruption in the management and 
expenditure of public moneys which for years past has existed under the rule of the 
Conservative party, and the revelations of which by the different parliamentary com­
mittees of inquiry have brought disgrace upon the fair name of Canada.

The Government, which profited politically by these expenditures of public 
moneys of which the people have been defrauded, and which, nevertheless, have 
never punished the guilty parties, must be held responsible for the wrongdoing. 
We arraign the Government for retaining in office a Minister of the Crown 
proved to have accepted very large contributions of money for election purposes 
from the funds of a railway company, which, while paying the political contri­
butions to him, a member of the Government, with one hand, was receiving 
Government subsidies wijh the other.

The conduct of the minister and the approval of his colleagues after the 
proof became known to them are calculated to degrade Canada in the estimation 
of the world and deserve the severe condemnation of the people.

4. We cannot but view with alarm the large increase of the public debt and of 
the controllable annual expenditure of the Dominion and the consequent undue tax­
ation of the people under the governments that have been continuously in power 
since 1878, and we demand the strictest economy in the administration of the gov. 
ernment of the country.

5. That the Convention regrets that by the action of Ministers and their sup­
porters in Parliament, in one case in which serious charges were made against a 
Minister of the Crown, investigation was altogether refused, while in another case 
the charges preferred were altered and then referred to a commission appointed upon 
the advice of the Ministry contrary to the well settled practice of Parliament ; and 
this Convention affirms :

That it is the ancient and undoubted right of the House of Commons to in­
quire into all matters of public expenditure, and into all charges of misconduct 
in office against Ministers of the Crown, and the reference of such matters to 
royal commissions created upon the advice of the accused is at variance with the 
due responsibility of Ministers to the House of Commons, and tends to weaken 
the authority of the House over the Executive Government, and this Convention 
affirms that the powers of the people’s representatives in this regard should on 
all fitting occasions be upheld.

6. That in the opinion of this Convention the sales of public lands of the Do­
minion Should be to actual settlers only, and not to speculators, upon reasonable 
terms of settlement, and in such areas as can be reasonably occupied and cultivated 
by the settler.

7. That the Franchise Act since its introduction has cost the Dominion Treas. 
ury over a million of dollars, besides entailing a heavy expenditure to both political 
parties ;

That each revision involves an additional expenditure of a further quarter of 
a million;

That this expenditure has prevented an annual revision, as originally inten­
ded, in the absence of which young voters entitled to franchise have, in nu 
merous ketances, been prevented from exercising their natural rights;

That it has failed to secure uniformity, which was the principal reason as­
signed for its introduction ;

That it has produced gross abuses by partizan revising barristers appointed 
by the Government of the day ;

That its provisions are less liberal than those already existing in many 
Provinces of the Dominion, and that in the opinion of this Convention the Acts 
should be repealed, and we should revert to the Provincial Franchise.

8. That by the Gerrymander Acts, the electoral divisions for the return of 
members to the House of Commons have been so made as to prevent a fair expres­
sion of the opinion of the country at the general elections, and to secure to the party 
now in power a strength out of all proportion greater than the number of electors 
supporting them would warrant. To put an end to this abuse, to make the House of 
Commons a fair exponent of public opinion, and to preserve the historic continuity 
of counties, it is desirable that in the formation of electoral divisions, county boun­
daries should be preserved and that in no case parts of different counties should) be 
put in one electoral division.

9. The present constitution of the Senate is inconsistent with the Federal prin­
ciple in our system of government and is in other respects defective, as it makes the 
Senate independent of the people and uncontrolled by the public opinion of the 
country, and should be so amended as to bring it into harmony with the principles 
of popular government.

10. That whereas public attention is at present much directed to the consider­
ation of the admittedly great evils of intemperance, it is desirable that the minds of 
the people should be clearly ascertained on the question of Prohibition by means of 
a Dominion plebiscite.

DEBAUCHING THE ELECTORATE,

and it is because of that same corruption 
fund that we find the government of 
to-day so abjectly the slave of these pro­
tected manufacturers, and so determin­
edly bound to refuse to the people the 
measure of justice which has been re­
quested at their hands, even by their 
own friends and supporters. As my

scarcely eight and forty hours have 
elapsed since a convention met in the 
City of Toronto, composed as he truly 
says, of gentlemen who may have Liberal 
or Tory leanings, but who are all one in 
this, that whatever happens, whether 
Tory or Liberal prevail, their rights and 
powers of taxing the people of Canada to 
the tune of $60,000,000 a year must on no 
account be interfered with, and these 
men have the power to a very large ex­
tent of giving effect to the threats which 
they uttered upon that occasion. We 
have seen and felt what these protected 
manufacturers can do, we have seen and 
known what it is to fight, not merely a 
parliamentary majority, but a subsidized 
press and a number of wealthy men scat­
tered all through the country, any one of 
whom can afford, and very easily afford, 
to contribute his $10,000 or his $20,000, 
or it may be hie $100,000 or his $500,000 
to the government election fund, pro­
vided'always that he is allowed in re­
turn the privilege of

TAXING THE WHOLE BODY OF THE PEOPI.E

for his private benefit. Sir, when I make 
the statement that our taxation to-day 
amounts to $60,000,000 a year, I make it, 
as I have said, with knowledge. Under 
the protective system every man of any 
discrimination and intelligence who has 
looked into the question at all is aware of 
this fact, that no matter how skilfully 
your protective tariff may be drawn, at 
the very least for every dollar that goes 
into the treasury you may rest assured 
that two dollars will come out of the 
pockets of the public. He knows, also, 
that under such a tariff as we have there 
are innumerable cases in which for every 
single dollar that goes into the treasury 
sometimes $20 are taken out of the peo­
ple’s pockets. There are case? to-day in 
which something over $2,000,000 a year 
is taken out of the pockets of the people 
and only $10,000 goes into the treasury, 
and it is in that way and through a Series 
of impositions of this fashion that this 
huge sum comes to be exacted fropi you 
which T have spoken of just now. You 
may depend upon it that men with such 
a prize in their hands, that men who 
know that the success of the Reform 
party threatens to restore to the people 
all these millions will fight hard, and that 
protection, as in the United States.

WILL DIE HARD.

Thirty or forty millions of dollars a year 
to be divided among a few hundred 
wealthy men and wealthy corporations is 
a prize well "Worth striving for. The 
sum that these men in these sixteen 
years have exacted from us would almost 
pay the heavy war idemnity which Ger- 

,many demanded from France when 
France lay prostrate at her feet. The 
money which has been wrested from 
the people of Canada during the last six­
teen years, were to be used for the public 
benefit, were it to be invested barely at 
4 per cent., would have been sufficient 
to-day to have defrayed all the require­
ments of Canada and to have saved you 
from all taxation whatsoever. It is liter­
ally true that if during the last sixteen 
years, instead of putting this vast sum 
into the pockets of the protected manu­
facturers it were invested at 4 per cent, 
you might to-day have been free from 
any taxation whatsoever for Federal pur­
poses.”

FOSTER’S DEFICITS.

And His Fraudulent Policy of Tariff 
Reform.

[Sir Richard Cartwright at Sarnia ]

Our friends, the enemy, have not forgot­
ten their old tricks. As it was with them 
in 1873, so it is now in 1895. If they

must resign the treasury benches they will 
at least leave a precious legacy to their 
successors. Then, as now,they heaped up 
obligations without making any, even the 
slightest, effort to provide for them. 
Then, as now, they seem to have deliber­
ately calculated that if they retained of­
fice, they would trust to the chapter of ac­
cidents and blind chance to pull them 
through, and if they lost it that they 
would contrive to saddle their successors 
with the responsibilities which of right 
Should have rested on themselves. Sir, I 
very well remember that when I took of­
fice in 1873 the very first circumstance to 
which my then deputy called my attention 
was the pleasant fact that the former gov­
ernment had deliberetely

INCREASED THE YEARLY EXPENDITURE

by just $4,000,000 without making provis­
ion by new taxes or otherwise for one 
single copper of it, and that they had at 
the same time entered into obligations in­
volving an outlay on capital account of 
some $60,000,000, also unprovided for, the 
interest on which sum would involve a 
further annual charge of about three mil­
lions a year more. It it scarcely necessary 
to add that when these proceedings had 
borne their natural fruit, and when the 
necessity for providing for these huge out­
lays, coupled with the loss of revenue 
arising from a very prolonged and very 
wide spread period of depression, had re­
sulted in a deficit, these very men, whose 
own intolerable extravagance and impro­
vidence were the direct and manifest 
causes of our difficulties, were the first and 
the loudest to censure Mr. Mackenzie and 
myself because we could not at once and 
at short notice completely overcome the 
deficits which were the direct results of 
measures entered into in defiance of our 
proteste sad our strenuous opposition ; nor 
bave I the very slightest doubt that if the 
Reformats took office to-morrow the whole

“If the expenditure from the 10th of 
March to the end of the year sbonld be 
normal, that would leave ns with a deficit ; 
bat this government has come to the con­
clusion—a wise conclusion — which I 
think will be echoed by this house, and 
in which'the govSf nient will have the 
co-operation andierdial help of the house 
— to endeavor to live during the year 
within onr income, and, if our income is 
less, to resoifctoty keep down the expendi­
ture, so tiàit m the end we shall not have 
that unwelcome visitation which so often 
made its appearance to my hon. friend 
who site opposite me — an ugly and ill- 
visaged deficit "A prudent business man, 
any prudent business concern, any private 
gentleman, any householder, wonld take 
that Course of action; and in the national 
boose-keeping it is equally incumbent, it 
seems to me, to follow the same.”

These are brave words — very brave 
words indeed. Not evèn ancient Pistol 
could have mouthed his heroic resolutions 
more loftily, and not even ancient Pistol 
could have failed to carry them out more 
ignominiously

WHEN PUT TO THE TEST.

This is what Mr. Foster said, but what did 
Mr. Foster do 7 He knew right well, al­
most as soon as he had delivered that 
speech, at any rate long before the house 
rose, that the year must terminate with a 
deficit of a million or over, He knew 
right well, or, at any rate, he had been 
warned often enough by myself and oth­
ers, that Canada was perfectly certain to 
suffer during the current year to a farther 
extent in consequence of the commercial 
disasters of the United States. Sir, Mr 
Foster’s language wàs all right, but his ac­
tions displayed a most deplorable lack of 
nerve or of knowledge.

You he ard his professed determination 
to live within his income ; also to stop 
capital expenditure : also to enforce strict 
economy ; and yet Mr. Foster's first acts 
were to throw away nearly half a million 
of revenue by agreeing to a reduction in 
the duties on beer and wines, and then, 
with full knowledge of the existence of a 
large deficit for 1893-4, and of the proba­
bility of a much larger one for 1894-5, Mr, 
Foster by way of emphasizing his own 
declarations, deliberately proceeded to add 
a million a year to our fixed charges by 
granting several millions of additional and 
wholly unnecessary railway subsidies, and 
by engaging to pay three-quarters of a 
million a year for a fast Atlantic service— 
and all without making the slightest pro­
vision

IN THE WAY OF ADDITIONAL TAXES 

for either the original deficit or the loss 
of revenue, or these additional charges ! 
Not much wonder, you will say,that und­
er such circumstances Mr. Foster evades 
meeting parliament, and utterly declines 
to give any intelligible explanation of his 
intention. Untiappily the real explan­
ation is not far to seek. It is simply that 
Mr. Foster in agreeing to these things was 
overborne by bis colleagues, and that he 
lacked the will and the energy to do his 
duty, and to maintain the position he had 
originally and correctly taken up.

So also as regards his attempted tariff 
reform. It was a weak and ineffective 
scheme at best—about as likely to afford 
any real, substantial relief to the consum­
er as the proposal to reduce a ton load by 
lightening it to the extent of an ounce ; 
but poor and small as it was, it was still a 
move in the right direction. But here a- 
gain Mr^Foster was reckoning without his 
host, or rather without his paymasters, 
and when the irate manufacturers des­
cended upon him, poor Mr. Foster had lit­
erally to take to the woods and

DEVOUR ALL HIS OWN WORDS,

and reconstruct the tariff, till in many 
cases the total taxes levied were, if any­
thing, rather higher higher than they 
were before. As to the absurd pretences 
that the present loss of revenue is due to 
any appreciable extent to the reduction|of
taxation, allow me to call your attention 
to one or two simple facts. I have here a 
short table showing our imports of dutiable 
goods for the months of November and 
December in 1893 and 1894, and also the 
exact duties paid thereon, and I find it 
reads as follows :

Verily, gentlemen, the redaction in the 
tariff has got in its fine work. Only think 
of it! Your burdens have really and act­
ually been lessened to the extent of three- 
tenth parts of 1 per cent ! Now is not this 
a real triumph of skill and patience, and 
ought not everybody to be satisfied ? And 
it took Mr. Foster and his colleagues only 
twelve months to think it out and three 
months to put this stupendous scheme in­
to execution.

IN SPLENDID FIGHTING TRIM.

That the Liberals of St. John are rapid­
ly getting into their old-time fighting form 
was manifested the other night by the 
splendid meeting held in the Opera House 
to ratify the nomination of Messrs. Ellis.- 
and Weldon. The Opera House is a spac­
ious edifice, but its capacity was taxed to 
its utmost, every seat being occupied and 
many being obliged to stand in the aisles.

Ex-Mayor W. A. Lockhart presided and 
in an appropriate speech explained the 
objects of the meeting. Resolutions ap­
proving of the nomination of the candi­
dates, and pledging them support were 
unanimously passed. The chairman then 
called on Mr. Weldon, who made a telling 
speech defining the platform of the Liber­
al party and exposing in fine arguments 
the misgovernment under which Canada 
has suffered.

Mr. Eliis who was cheered to the echo, 
followed with a fine speech dealing chiefly 
with the debt of Canada and the deficit 
which Finance Minister had to face.

Other speakers were Attorney-General 
Blair, A. H. Gilmour, M. F., G. G. King, 
Colonel Domville, J. T. Hawke, and Hon. 
H. R. Emmerson. The meeting, which 
might be said to be the opening of the 
campaign on the Liberal side, was very 
enthusiastic. Col. Domville’s declaration 
that he had chased the Finance Minister 
out of Kings was cheered uproariously. 
The meeting closed with cheers for the 
Queen, the candidates and, and Hon. 
Wilfrid Laurier.

DEATH WAS PREFERABLE.

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PARLIAMENT TO MEET.

Those Aho anticipated a general elect­
ion within the next few weeks are disap­
pointed. The contest has been indefin­
itely postponed, and parliament has been 
summoned to meet on the 18th of April. 
The Manitoba school question, which has 
been worrying the government, has 
reached an acute stage. They could no 
longer postpone action of some kind, 
either refuse to accede to the demand of 
the Roman Catholics for the restoration 
of separate schools, or uphold Green way 
in his struggle tor provincial rights, and 
they have decided on the former course.

There is no doubt the remedial order 
will be promptly scorned by the Mani­
toba legislature, which is almost a unit 
against separate schools, and then the 
Dominion Parliament will be called upon 
to deal with the question. There is there­
fore the prospect of a long and bitter con­
test, in which creed will be set against 
creed, and feelings stirred up which had 
better lain dormant. The governent were 
between two fires. They dared not refuse 
the order for fear of arousing Quebec ; 
they were fearful lest in pronouncing for 
separate schools they would incur the 
ènmity of Protestant Ontario. That is 
-the reason the matter was allowed to 
drift so long, but there had to be an end 
to it, and Quebec has won. What will be 
the final result, no one can foretell. No 
doubt the Manitoba government, which 
is on the defensive in its decision to stand 
by the free school system of that prov­
ince, and against the restoration of sep­
arate schools, will invite the sympathy 
and support of Protestants throughout 
Canada. The battle indeed, over the 
newest phase of the question, has already 
commenced in that province, and its 
echoes are heard in Ontario. The Orange­
men of course, who have hitherto been 
warm supporters of the Ottawa govern­
ment, are resenting the latter’s interfer­
ence ; in Toronto, both the great daily 
papers, the Globe, Liberal, and the Mail 
and Empire, Tory, have advised non-in­
terference, and even in our own city, Mr. 
Pitts in his Reporter, before he knew the 
remedial order was passed, hazarded the 
prophecy, since proved incorrect, that 
“ it is safe to say no government will in­
terfere with the non-sectarian schools of 
Manitoba,” adding that “ we are pleased 
to learn that Hon. N. Clarke Wallace has 
given no uncertain sound in this di­
rection.” What position Mr. Pitts and 
his friends will now take, is of some local 
interest ; will they swallow their alleged 
principles and still follow the govern­
ment, or are they prepared to stand on 
the platform of “ provincial rights ; equal 
rights to all, and special privileges to 
notje ? ” We shall see.

THE FREDERICTON BRIDGE.

The Herald to-day furnishes its 
readers with some interesting information 
regarding the Fredericton and St. Marys 
railway bridge deal, by which Messrs, 
Gibson and Temple secured a loan of 
$300,000 from the Domiuion government 
on which they owe over $00,000 interest, 
and an additional gift of $30,000 for the 
same work. It appears, from the public 
reports issued by the government, that 
on two occasions at least, the Auditor 
General of Canada has made an attempt 
to find out why the interest on the loan 
has not been paid, but he got little satis­
faction. In the Auditor General’s report 
for 1891-92, page F. 57, we find that that 
official addressing the Finance depart­
ment (Mr. Foster’s department) under 
date of Oct. 21,1892, says : “I do not find 
that anything has been paid on account 
of the arrears due for interest by the 
Fredericton and St. Mary’s Bridge Comp­
any, nor on the interest accrued during 
the last fiscal year;” and in reply re­
ceived the not very satisfactory infor­
mation “ that the arrears of interest due 
by the Fredericton and St. Mary’s Bridge 
Company have been charged to special 
accounts.”

The Auditor General the following 
year again called attention to the non­
payment of interest due (see his report 
for 1892-93, page F. 74). Under date of 
May 20, 1893, he wrote the Finance de­
partment : “ I have now to enquire what 
action has been taken to secure payment 
of the arrears due July 1st, 1892, for inter­
est on the following investments,” naming 
as one the Fredericton and St. Mary’s 
Bridge Company. The reply from the 
Finance department was “all these cor. 
porations have been written to, but no re­
mittance has yet been received from any 
of them.”

As stated elsewhere, the amount due 
for interest on June 30th, 1894, from the 
Fredericton and St. Mary’s Bridge Comp­
any was $60,000 (see page 16 public ac­
counts of Canada, 1894) and another 
year’s interest will be due next June.

Summarized the debit account of the 
Dominion goverment with Messrs. Gibson 
and Temple’s company may be stated 
as follows :
Loan, 1887.................. 7.................$300,000
Subsidy, 1889................ ,............... 30,000
Interest on loan, June, 1894.......... 60,000

$390,000
These are not figures of the fancy, but 

are taken from the public accounts of 
Canada, and we have given the pages 
where they may be found.

In the meantime the Iîridge Company 
have enjoyed whatever receipts that 
have accrued from the bridge, while the 
taxpayers of Canada have paid the inter­
est on the money loaned to construct the 
work. The government have a mortgage 
on the bridge ; they could have fore­
closed and taken possession of it - long 
ago, as Mr. Foster would have done with 
his farm mortgages had there been de­
fault in the payment of the interest, but 
no such action has been taken against 
Messrs. Gibson and Temple. Why? 
Need we answer. Doesn’t everybody 
know the reason ? No wonder Mr. 
Foster is so warmly welcomed to York 
by some people. Most any company

would stand in fear of a man who holds 
over its head a $300,000 mortgage with 
accrued and unpaid interest of $60,000. 
Is it an understanding that if Mr. Foster 
is elected in York he will make no effort 
to collect the unpaid interest, and that 
eventually the entire loan and interest 
will be made a gift to the Bridge Comp­
any?

This is a question which Mr. Foster did 
not discuss in his city hall speech, but he 
will be forced to explain it before he gets 
through with his campaign in York.

BOODLE AT NACKAWICK.

The Herald is informed that when 
Mr. Foster was in Fredericton last week, 
among the distinguished gentlemen who 
called on him was Mr. Finder of Nacka- 
wick, who is said to have assured the 
Finance Minister that he (Finder) would 
give Mr. Gibson’s candidate a two to one 
vote in the parish of Southampton. 
While we very gravely doubt Mr. Finder’s 
veracity, we can readily see reasons why 
he should make Mr. Foster believe that 
the Nackawick has its king as well as the 
Nashweak. Mr. Finder is a gentleman 
who figures prominently in the Auditor 
General’s report of Canada for 1893, page 
C 260, under the head of “ Harbors and 
rivers in New Brunswick,” and it appears 
from the account there published, that 
Mr. Finder, besides being a magnate on 
the Nackawick of no small consequence, 
can take off his coat, when occasion re­
quires it, and get his $1.50 per day as a 
laboring man. The Dominion govern­
ment, in recent years, lys sometimes ap­
propriated a sum of money for blasting 
out and otherwise improving the channel 
of the river St. John, and in 1892-93, the 
job at Bear Island appears to hâve been 
given to Mr. Finder. In the account of 
work done now before us, we find that 
George Finder, son of J. K. Finder, offi­
ciated as foreman or head beadier, draw­
ing $2.50 per day for 57 days, or a total of 
$142.50, and that under him J. K. Finder 
worked as a laborer at $1.50 per day for 
35 days, scooping in $52.50, the Finder 
family altogether drawing from the treas­
ury the tidy sum of $195. This amount, 
however, only represents the money Mr. 
Finder and his son obtained in return for 
the sweat of their brow as foreman and 
laborer. The other amounts disbursed 
included J. S. Stairs, 50 days at $1.50 per 
day, $75, and a lower grade of workmen 
af $1.25 per day, and still another grade 
at $1 per day, the entire - account footing 
up to $1,398.69, w’hich we presume was 
disbursed by Mr. Finder, showing that 
Mr. Finder’s enthusiasm on behalf of Mr. 
Foster is not altogether from disinterested 
motives.

But that is not all. In 1891 the sum of 
$1003.72 was expended at Bear Island 
under Mr. Finder’s direction, and this 
year Mr. Finder received $2.50 per day as 
foreman, or in All $120, while his son, 
George, was $1.50 per day as a laborer, or 
$69 in all. You see the positions of 
fathei|and son in this instance were re­
versed.

Again from the report of 1890 we find 
the sum of $1,446 was expended at Bear 
Island under Mr. Finder’s direction, and 
out of this sum he received $2.50 per day 
as foreman, or $132.50 in all, so we see 
that it pays Mr. Finder to shout for Tory­
ism.

Possibly when Mr. Finder in the ex­
uberance of his spirits made such san­
guine representations to Mr. Foster, he 
had in view another summer’s work at 
$1.50 per day, and the job of foreman for 
his son at $2.50 per day, or, perhaps, next 
year James K. will put on his store 
clothes and play foreman, while his son 
labors at $1.50 per day among the rocks.

FOSTER AND PROHIBITION.

The man who attempts to patch up Mr. 
Foster’s record on the prohibition quest­
ion, and make it presentable to the tem­
perance people, undertakes an altogether 
impossible task. Mr. Foster himself has 
signally failed to justify his betrayal of 
his earlier principles, and his course on 
the great question has become the laugh­
ing stock of all Canada. We need not 
recount his extreme views when he lived 
in Fredericton a few years ago. We all 
believed then, that he would even be will­
ing to burn at the stake, if this sacrificial 
act would insure to the country immed­
iate prohibition. For a time after he en­
tered parliament, he was true to the prin­
ciples he says he has espoused since thir­
teen years old. He proposed prohibition 
resolutions and voted for them, but when 
the wily old premier, Sir John, got his 
hands on the innocent New Brunswicker ; 
when the alluring bait of a seat in the 
cabinet and $7,000 a year loomed up be­
fore Mr. Foster, he suddenly forgot what 
he was sent to parliament for and became 
to Sir John, as clay in the potter’s hands.

The phrase “ in a moment of weakness,” 
has so often been applied to Mr. Foster in 
recent years, that The Herald had some 
curiosity to look up its origin and mean­
ing, and We find it in Hansard, the offic­
ial record of the debates in parliament 
for the session of 1891, volume 1, page 
1319. Mr. Jamieson, an earnest prohi­
bition advocate had moved : “ that in 
the opinion of this House, the time has 
arrived when it is expedient to prohibit 
the manufacture, importation and sale of 
intoxicating liquors for beverage pur­
poses,” to which Mr. Foster moved in 
amendment, that the question be referred 
to a Royal Commission, and it was in dis­
cussing this amendment that Mr. Foster 
made his remarkable and humiliating 
confession. He had voted for immediate 
prohibition, and he was sorry for it ; he 
did it “ in a moment of weakness.” Here 
are his exact words from Hansard 1891, 
volume 1, page 1319.

“ The only inconsistency w’hich has been 
urged against me, is that on one occasion 
I voted for immediate prohibition when 
Mr. Robertson of Shelburne brought that 
up as an amendment. I did, and I did it 
in a moment of weakness. I did it, not 
because I was convinced that the country 
was then ready for immediate prohibition, 
but because I felt that the lash was raised 
outside of that criticism, and the anathe­
mas, which would be hurled against me 
if I did not vote for immediate prohibit­
ion, and I voted for it ; that is my candid 
confession, but from this time forth I pro­
pose to do what I consider to be right 
and honest.”

He voted for immediate prohibition, but 
he did it “ in a mome t of weakness,” 
and he would not do it again. He was 
going to try and be honest and straight­
forward in the future. There is the record, 
and what do our prohibition friends think 
of it. But to ask that question is not ex­
actly to the point. Have we not heard 
from a dozen ministers of the gospel, from 
the temperance newspapers, and from 
men of all shades of opinion, that Mr. 
Foster has proved false to his prohibition 
principles ; that he has but made them 
stepping stones to position and influence 
and wealth.

In the same debate from which we have 
quoted, Mr. Foster received a well deserved 
lashing for his erratic course, and the 
words of Dr. Landerkin are so near the 
opinion held here, that we quote an ex­
tract from his address : ■

“ Take his (Foster's) record on the tem­
perance question,” said Dr. Landerkin. 
“The first session he came here, he de­
livered a lecture on prohibition which 
lasted six hours. He was then prepared 
to sacrifice everything in,order to secure

that boon. At that time the Minister of 
Finance was enjoying his indemnity here, 
and he was enjoying a large revenue from 
his temperance lectures. At that time he 
thought prohibition was a necessity, and 
by advocating it' he reached the treasury 
benches, and after he reached the treasury 
benches, not one word, not one act, noth­
ing does he do, but to discourage the 
measure upon which he rode into power.”

The less Mr. Foster says about his pro­
hibition record, the better for him in this 
contest. It will not hold water.

A USELESS OFFICE.

One of the barnaçles sticking to the 
Tory ship is Sir Charles Tupper, High 
Commissioner at London. This gentle­
man, who has piled up riches during his 
political career, has still to be fed at the 
public cost, and his expenses to Canada 
in 1893 reached the enormous sum of 
$28,856.59. The amount includes :
Tupper’s salary........................... $10,000.00

It will thus be observed that besides 
paying Tupper a salary of $10,000 and an 
allowance of $2,000, we pay his bouse 
rent, insurance, and even his taxes, and 
for the newspapers which his Highness 
reads. Where is the return from this 
annual expenditure of nearly $30,000? 
This is only one of the many extravag­
ances which have grown up under Tory 
rule, and which will be cut off the 
moment the Liberals get into power.

CHEAP NOTORIETY.

City Clerk Beckwith must have been 
hard up for something to do, Thursday 
night, when he so i far forgot bis official 
position as to preside at an oyster supper 
gotten up by one D. J. Stock ford and his 
cronies to boom the aforesaid Stock ford 
for the position of Chief Engineer of the 
fire department. Mr. Beckwith not only 
presided, ?Wt he read an address to 
Stockford which, among other things, 
congratulated him on his success in the 
civic elections (whatever that may mean) 
and hoped he would soon be filling the 
office to which he aspires. We have 
heard but one opinion expressed as to 
Mr. Beckwith’s action, and that is he dis­
played the worst possible judgment in 
mixing himself up with the men who 
last spring, because they were not suc­
cessful in dictating to the City Council, 
withdrew from the fire department, in a 
body, and have since disported them­
selves as martyrs. Mr. Beckwith enjoys 
a comfortable position in the city’s 
service, and it is certainly outside his 
line of duty to encourage by his presence 
and act, any movement which has for its 
object the decapitation of a fellow official. 
The City Council is responsible for the 
personnel of its official staff, and will 
probably be able to deal with all appoint­
ments when the proper time arrives, 
without the City Clerk’s interference. We 
understand that the Mayor and nearly 
all the aldermen were invited to the sup­
per, but with the exception of Aids. 
Anderson and Macpherson, they showed 
their good taste by remaining away from 
it.

A CORRECTION.

The Tory organ says: He (Laurier) 
resides and practices his profession at 
Arthabaskaville, in which place he was 
defeated a few years ago by Mr. Clarence 
Cleveland, a Conservative.

Now, if the Tory editor knew any­
thing, he would know that Mr. Laurier, 
in the last election, besides being elected 
by acclamation in Quebec East, also con­
tested Richmond and Wolfe against Mr. 
Cleveland, and in that strong Tory con­
stituency was only beaten by 281 votes. 
It will be news to Mr. Cleveland, when 
he learns from the Tory paper, that 
he (Cleveland) was a candidate in Artha* 
baska. For the information of the 
Tory editor, we may say that the consti­
tuency of Drummond and Arthabaska, 
where Mr. Laurier resides, in the last 
election returned Mr. Lavergne, a Liberal, 
by a majority of 962, so there was not 
any particular need of Mr. Laurier re­
maining at home to carry the county.

ANOTHER PATRIOT.

C. W. C. Tabor, the active secretary of 
the Tory association in York, is not al­
together a disinterested worker in the 
government interest. Mr. Tabor enjoys a 
sessional clerkship at Ottawa which in 
1892 brought him in the handsome sum 
of $544 for 136 days’ work at $4 
per day, and in 1893 the sum of 
$324 for 81 days work at $1 per day. 
While Mr. Finder, M.P.P.,tugs and, sweats 
at digging rocks out of the St. John river 
at $1.50 per day, and his son, George, as 
boss draws $2.50 per day, Mr. Tabor for 
perambulating around the Parliament 
buildings at Ottawa during the session, 
receives $4 per day, showing the advantage 
of intellect over physical labor. We call 
attention to this, not because we do not 
believe Mr. Tabor earns his salary, but as 
an evidence that the people who are 
howling loudest for Mr. Foster in this 
election, from Mr. Gibson down, are not in 
it from purely patriotic motives.

A POLITICAL TURNCOAT.

[Fredericton Gleaner, Oct. 9,. 1886.]
Hon. Messrs. Thompson, Foster and 

White are to speak in the City Hall next 
Thursday night. They have come down, 
we suppose; to help their dear friend, Mr. 
Temple and boom his cause a bit. * * * 
As for Mr. Foster, we hold out both hands 
to him. We heard him speak on politics 
once in the City Hall. It was in the 
spring of 1878. The Scott Act had passed, 
and Mr. Foster pronounced a eulogy on 
the Mackenzie government. No doubt he 
will feel in duty bound to do it again, and 
though it may shock his colleagues some­
what, they must bear in mind that if he 
attacks the Liberal administration he will 
be advertising himself to the people of 
Fredericton as a political turncoat. On 
the whole we shall be glad to see the mis­
sionaries. They will be too late for John 
Reid’s horse races, but they might get up 
a temperance meeting at which Mr. 
Foster could explain how he came to al­
low Mr. Wlyte to back him down on his 
prohibitory resolution.

FLOURISHING UNDER FREE TRADE.

[Fredericton Gleaner, May 28, 1884 ]
The Tories told us that Free Trade was 

ruining England, yet, notwithstanding a 
decline of over thirty per cent in the 
prices of the twelve leading articles of ex­
port, the total export and import trade of 
Great Britain in 1883,reached £729,475,676, 
or nearly ten million pounds more than 
the trade of 1882, which was itself over 
twenty millions more than the trade in 
any previous year in the history of the 
country.

TORY EXTRAVAGANCE.

How many of the taxpayers of this 
country know just how much it takes to 
keep up the dignity of the Governor 
General and his household under Tory 
management. Let us look at the figures 
from the last Auditor General’s report, 
and here are some of them :

The 
Canadian taxpayers have to pay for even 
clearing the toboggan " slides and skating 
rinks at Rideau Hall ; they pay for the 
bedclothing of His Excellency and all his 
dependants, for the napkins and finger 
bowls on his table, for the freezer in 
which his ice cream is made, and for his 
travelling expenses $5,000. When it is 
considered that His Excellency receives a 
salary of $50,000 the proposition is a 
reasonable one that he should defray at 
least a portion of his expenses of living, 
but our paternal Tory government sees 
that His Excellency wants for nothing. 
This extravagance will be cut down under 
Liberal rule.

WAS FORMERLY A GRIT.

HOW THEY TAX THE PEOPLE.

Since the Tories came in, in 1878, they 
have spent over $500,000,000. This is 
more than $100 a head for every man, 
woman and child in the Dominion, and 
$500 for every family. They have in the 
eight years compelled every head of a 
family in the Dominion to contribute $500, 
either by paying it out of his earnings, or 
mortgaging his property for it.

i Domtfnon bye-elections are to take place 
at once in Quebec west, Vercheres, and 
Antigonish. The first mentioned was 
vacated by the death of Hon. John Hearn, 
a year ago, and the government have 
been afraid to call on a new election. 
Now that Parliament is about to meet, 
they dare delay no longer. All three con­
stituencies have heretofore returned Con­
servatives.

The Herald has advices from nearly 
every parish in York county, that Mr. 
Allen’s candidature has been well received 
by the people, and that nothing short of 
an avalanche of bribery and corruption 
will prevent an overwhelming defeat for 
Mr. Foster, no matter when the election 
comes.

When the Tory government came into 
power in 1878, the net debt of Canada 
was $140,362,069.91 ; on June 30th, 1894, 
it had increased to the enormous sum of 
$246,183,029.48. That is something for 
the electors of York to bear in mind in 
view of Mr. Foster’s candidature in York.

The interest paid on Canada’s debt in 
1878 when the Tories came into power, 
was $7,048,883 55 ; but in 1894 they had 
increased it to $10,212,596.13. See public 
accounts for 1894, page 31.

POLITICAL NOTES.

Mr. Allen, the Liberal candidate for 
York, addressed meetings last week at 
Bear Island, Pokiok, Prince William and 
Nackawick, and was very cordially re­
ceived. Large crowds were in attendance 
and he was assured a rousing support in 
the contest. Last night Mr. Allen spoke 
to a large and enthusiastic meeting at 
Keswick.

At a rousing convention of Northum­
berland Liberals Monday at Chatham, 
Hon. Peter Mitchell was selected as their 
standard bearer against Mr. Adams. Miv 
Mitchell will win. Many of Mr. Adams 
most prominent supporters in the last 
election have deserted him and will assist 
Mr. Mitchell.

Mr. King, the Liberal candidate for 
Sunbury and Queens, had a splendid meet­
ing at Oromocto Tuesday evening, deliver­
ing an address that aroused the enthusiasm 
of the audience. W. Wilson and C. E- 
Duffy, of Fredericton, also addressed the 
meeting and were well received. Mr. 
King’s reception in Sunbury so far has 
been of the most cheering character.

Hon. H. R. Emmerson, Hon. A. H. 
Gilmor, and other Liberal speakers, as­
sisted Col. Domville in his big meeting at 
Sussex Tuesday evening. Those who 
claim to know, sav the Colonel will carry 
Kings county by 500 majority.

The Halifax Herald notes that Alex, 
Gibson is one of the “ prominent and in­
fluential men ” who is surporting the 
Tory cause this election for the first 
time. Our contemporary is away off. Mr. 
Gibson was a Tory in 1891 and assisted in 
the election of Mr. Temple. Mr. Gibson 
has not been identified actively with the 
Liberal party since the bve-election of 
1884, when he supported Mr. Gregory.

Dr. Colter was nominated by the 
Liberals of Carleton Monday and accepted. 
Afterwards with J. V. Ellis and J. T. 
Hawke, he addressed wcrowded meeting 
at Woodstock, his friends showing the ut­
most enthusiasm.

THE DOMINION GOVERNMENT

Have Yielded to the Demand of 
the Manitoba Roman 

Catholics

And Ask the Legislature of that Province 
to Restore Separate Schools.

At last the Dominion government have 
decided as to their course on the demand 
of the Manitoba school question and have 
acceded to the demand of the Roman 
Catholics of that Province for the restor­
ation of their separate schools abolished 
under Greenway’s measure of 1890.

The remedial order was drawn up by 
Hon. G. E. Foster, Hon. Mr. Angers and 
Hon. Dr. Montague, was signed by the 
Governor General Thursday and is now 
on its way to the government of Manitoba.

The minute of council on which tbe 
remedial order was based, is a lengthy 
document, comprising the entire history 
of the case, from the passage of the acts 
by the legislature of Manitobaiin 1890 at 
the instigation of the Green way govern­
ment, the petitions for redress, hearing 
before tbe privy council, subsequent 
reference to the supreme court, the appeal 
to England, and finally, the hearing 
before the privy council of Canada two 
weeks ago.

Having recited these facts, tbe minute 
proceeds : The committee therefore 
recommends that said appeal be allowed, 
and that your excellency in council do 
adjudge and decide that by two acts 
passed by the legislature of Manitoba on 
the 1st day of May, 1890, intituled res­
pectively “An act respecting the depart­
ment of education,” and “An act respect­
ing public schools,” the rights and privi­
leges of the Roman Catholic minority of 
said province, in relation to education, 
priqr to 1st. May, 1890, have been affected 
by depriving the Roman Catholic minor­
ity of following the rights and privileges 
which, previous to and until 1st May, 
1890, such minority had, viz.:

(a) Right to build, maintain, equip, 
manage, conduct and support the Roman 
Catholic schools in the manner provided 
for by said statues, which were repealed 
by the two acts of 1890 aforesaid.

(b) Right to share proper!ionately in 
any grant made out of the public funds 
for the purposes of education.

(c) Right of exemption of suchTtoman 
Catholics as contribute to Roman Catholic 
schools, from all payment or contribution 
to support of any other schools.

And the committee also recommends 
that your Excellency in Council do further 
declare aud decide that for the due execu­
tion of the provisions of section 22 of the 
Manitoba Act, it seems requisite that the 
system of education embodied in the two 
Acts of 1890 aforesaid, should be supple­
mented by a Provincial Act or Acts which 
would restore to the Roman Catholic 
minority, said rights and privileges, of 
which such minority has been so deprived 1 
as aforesaid, and which would modify the 
Acts of 1890 so far, and so far only, as 
may be necessary to give effect to the 
provisions restoring the rights and privi­
leges in paragraphs (a), (b) and (c), here­
inbefore mentioned.

If your Excellency should see fit to ap­
prove of the foregoing recommendation, 
your committee desires to state that it fol­
lows that refusal or neglect on the part of 
the Legislature of Manitoba to exact 
remedial legislation which, to your Excel­
lency in Council, seems requisite, you will 
confer upon Parliament authority to pass 
such a law.

On the receipt of the order at Winnipeg, 
it will be laid before the Legislature, and 
it will be rejected by an overwhelmning 
majority. The matter will then be brought 
before the Dominion Parliament which is 
summoned to meet April 18th.

Exposed by the Liberals in Par­
liament

>
AFTER GETTING A LOAN OF $300,000 FROM 

THE GOVERNMENT ON WHICH THE 
ITEREST HAS NOT BEEN PAID.

Gibson and Temple Receive a Straight Gift 
, ‘ of $30,000.

FOSTER VOTER FOR THIS INIQUITOUS PIECE
OF BUSINESS

And. Now Commands the Support of the 
Nashwaak King.

The Fredericton railway bridge job is 
bound to play an important part in the 
'York election, and the more the electors 
know of the true inwardness of the deal_ 
the more disgusted must they become with 
the chief actors. The facts are these. In 
1887 the bridge company, of which Mr. 
Temple and Mr. tiibson are the head and 
front, received from the Dominion govern­
ment a loan of $300,000 to construct the 
bridge on which they were to pay 4 per 
cent, or $12,000 per year. The blue books 
issued by the government show that on 
June 30th, 1894, the Sum ot $00,000 interest 
was due from the company and unpaid, the 
government of which Mr. Foster is the 
treasurer having failed to collect the interest 
for the live previous years. Messrs. Gibson 
and Temple on June 30th, 1894, were in­
debted to the government to the amount of 
$300,000, and another year’s interest is now 
nearly due. In addition to this sum the 
government in 1889 presented Messrs. Gib­
son and Temple with a further sum of 
$30,000 lor the same work—a straight gift, 
as Sir John A. Macdonald put, so that these 
gentlemen have received in all from Foster 
and his colleagues at Ottawa, $330,000 of the 
people’s money, and owe besides $60,000 
Interest which with this year’s interest 
raises the sum of their indebtedness to over 
$410,000.

We do not ask the electors of York to 
take our version of the matter unsupported, 
but we refer them to Hansard the official 
record of the debates in parliament for 
1889, Volume'll, April 27th and 28th, pages 
1619 to 1627 inclusive. We make the fol 
lowing extracts therefPbtp :

House in supply voting railway subsidies.
The Fredericton and St. Marys Bridge 

Company, for a bridge over the St. John 
River at Fredericton in the province of 
New Brunswick, a subsidy not exceeding in 
the whole $30,000.

Mr. Weldon (St. John)—What is this vote 
for?

Sir John A. Macdonald—This is the bridge 
at Fredericton over the St. John River. The 
works which are now completed have been 
carried on by the Fredericton Bridge Com­
pany under a loan of $300,000 from the 
Dominion government, which amount has 
been paid.

Mr. Weldon — The bridge and the ap­
proaches are complete, and the government 
has advanced nearly $300,000 loan to this 
company and I do not see on what prin­
ciple the money is now given. I under­
stand these railway subsidies are for the 
purpose of enabling a work to be built, but 
it appears to be entirely against the princi­
ple to make a grant when the work is com­
pleted.

Sir John A. Macdonald—They got a loan 
to build a bridge, and the government 
promised to submit this vote for the favor­
able consideration of parliament, and upon 
that promise the Company went on and 
continued the work.

Mr. Weldon—At the time of the propo­
sition for a loan, there was nothing said be­
fore the house of any- private agreement on 
the part of the government that they should 
advance this money. The government 
made the proposition to give a loan to this 
company and now we find that, the First 
Minister has said that there was some agree­
ment to give them $30,000.

Sir Richard Cartwright—Who comprises 
this company ?

Sir John A. Macdonald—I believe Mr. 
Gibson, who perhaps the lion, gentleman 
has heard of, and I think the member for 
York (Mr. Temple) is also a shareholder. I 
do not know the others. I know these gent­
lemen are connected with it.

Sir Richard Cartwright—They are the com­
pany perhaps?

Sir John A. Macdonald—That I do not 
know.’

Sir Richard Cartwright—It is extremely 
proper and desirable that we should know, 
particularly under the circumstances stated 
by my lion, friend. I want to know about 
the cost of this bridge has been, and at what 
rate of interest we had advanced the $300,- 
000, less the instalments by which we are 
gradually to liquidate it.

Sir John A. Macdonald—The cost of the 
bridge is $376,000. The bridge has now 
been operated for a year.

Mr. Wilson (Elgin)—This is a strange am­
ount of information we are getting. We 
have advanced $300,000 for the construction 
of this bridge which has cost $376,000, and 
the question now is has the interest been 
paid up to the present time? Very likely 
we are going to lose the $300,000 and the in 
terest in the bargain, and we are now asked 
by the First Minister to vote another $30,- 
000 without a particle of information. Then 
it turns out that a member of this House 
has a very great interest in this bridge. Has 
the interest been paid ?

Si Volin A. Macdonald—No, I think not, 
think the government would have 

been exceedingly unwise to press the com­
pany to pay the interest when they were ex­
pending all their energies in building the 
bridge itself, No doubt the bridge is good 
security for the money. This $30,000 which 
was promised, is simply the 15 per.'cent 
which has been given to other railway bridg­
es which cost over $100,000. This is a sub­
sidy,

A Free Sift,

in the construction of the bridge. The 
' loa^Çnecured on the bridge.

Si. Richard Cartwright—Does the lion, 
gentleman mean to tell us, as a business 
man, that he considers it a safe transaction 
to loan $390,000 on a property which by his 
oifn showing only cost 7375,000?

Sir John A. Macdonald—No, I do not say 
that if I were a money lender, 1 would not 
require a larger margin than that. But 
that loan was made for the purpose of con­
structing a public work.

Sir Richard Cartwright—What rate of in­
terest does it.bear?

Sir John A. Macdonald—Four per cent.
Mr. Davies (P. E. 1.)—He must be a very 

-verdant member of parliament who says 
that any portion of this $300,000 will ever be 
returned, or-wlio will deny that we are go­
ing td pay the whole cost of building the 
bridge. We advanced $300,000 a few years 
ago under circumstances in which I think 
the most perfect good faith was not kept by 
the government with the house. The house 
was led to believe that this was a perfectly 
good loan, and perfectly well secured, and 
it was not hinted at that time that there was 
any private or secret agreement that this 
money should be given.

Sir John A. Macdonald—There was no 
secret agreement.

Mr. Davies—The advance was made und­
er circumstances which I think the lion.

gentleman has a right to Èxplain to the 
house. The $300,000 which was voted and 
the $30,000 to be given to-night will very 
nearly build the whole bridge, There is no 
evidence before the house that the» bridge 
cost even $376,000 as the bon. gentleman 
states. For all we know the $330,000 lias 
already more than built the bridge, and the 
fact that a member of parliament is a lead­
ing owner of the bridge, is a very suspicious 
circumstance. I do not believe it is right 
that members of parliament should come 
and support the government, and get these 
loans and grants year after year. How is it 
possible that there can be any independence 
of parliament t(t all? These public works 
are made for those followers of the bon. 
gentlemen opposite who are the most sub­
servient! That is the English of it: and, I 
suppose lion, gentlemen from the West will 
be able to explain to their constituents how 
they voted so cordially $330,000 for the 
building of a bridge at Fredericton which is 
not a public bridge, but which is used by 
Mr. Gibson’s railway, and no other.

Sir John A. Macdonald—The Short Line.
Mr. Davies—The Short Line is not there 

and never will be.
Mr. Ellis—There ought to be some explan­

ation of how the money is to be expended- 
The bridge lias already got $300,000 from 
the government and the government had 
bonding powers under which they probably 
raised some more. It does not appear to 
me that they have spent any of their own 
money at all, and there ought to be some 
explanation as to how the $30,000 is to be 
used, and what it is given for.

Sir Richard Cartwright—I w.ould like to 
ask the First Minister as he is so abundant­
ly satisfied with the security of the bridge, 
what is the annual income of the bridge, and 
how is it m»de up. Is this $30,000 to be 
paid in cash or deducted from our loan ?

Sir John A. Macdonald—When this is 
carri^I we will have a debit and a credit ac­
count

Sir Richard Cartwright—Are you going to 
stop it out of the $30,000 they owe us?

Sir John A. Macdonald—I do not know 
how much they owe us ; Ido not know how 
much the interest is.

Sir Richard Cartwright—This company 
owes us $300,000. Here is a grant of $30,000 
to them. Does the hon. gentleman propose 
to pay this $30,000 to the bridge company in 
cash, or does he propose to apply it to the 
reduction of their debt?

Sir John A. Macdonald—That I have not 
considered. Now that the hon. gentleman 
has raised the question I will consider it.

Sir Richard Cartwright — We have the 
right to understand, because it makes a 
material difference. It might diminish my 
opposition considerably if the hon. gentle 
man were going to apply this $30,000 in the 
reduction of the debt, inasmuch as I am 
inclined to look upon it as a debt. The 
payment of $30,000^fnore under the circum­
stances would be decidedly objectionable. 
What is the estimate of the annual profit of 
this bridge, or the annual revenue.

Mr. Temple—The bridge is finished only 
two months. I am in hopes the profits will 
be thousands of dollars when we have the 
Short Line built.

Sir Richard Cartwright—So that unless 
the Short Line is built, there will be no 
profit at all.

Mr. Temple—There are three or four roads 
connecting on both sides of the river with 
this bridge..

Sir Richard Cartwright—Apart from the 
Short Line, what profits does the hon. 
gentleman, who is largely concerned in this 
bridge, expect to achieve? What is the 
annual income likely to be got from the 
toll?

Mr. Temple—The cost of keeping up the 
bridge will not exceed $2,000 a year, and 
we expect to get $30,000 à year out of It.

Mr. Weldon—The hon. gentleman said he 
had arranged on the principle of giving 15 
per cent, to the bridges. When the Do­
minion bridge was built no such arrange­
ment was made, and it was understoad that 
this bridge was to be built on the same 
terms.

Mr. McMullen—The First Minister has 
refused to answer the question put to him 
by Sir Richard Cartwright, with regard Jo 
t ie manner intend to apply this $30,000. 
He says, lie his not prepared to say whether 
the government will vote $30,000 from the 
amount due the Dominion on account of 
loan for the construction of the bridge. But 
whether the government are going to pay 
that amount to the owners or use, it to 
moderate the debt is not known. Perhaps 
the lion, member for York (Mr. Temple) in 
whose hands the right hon.the First Minister 
evidently is, will say whether lie intends to 
apply the money dro the, debt already due. 
The lion, member for York admits that lie 
anticipates annually a receipt from the 
bridge of $30,000 and lie says the cost of 
keeping it up will be only $2,000 a year. In 
the face of a statement of that kind the 
government should explain how they came 
to grant $30,000 towards a bridge which the 
owner declares is a good paying institution, 
and which bears all the marks of a “job.” 
This resolution is

Nothing Short of a Political Scandal,
The bridge, it is estimated, will give a 
revenue of $30,000 and only cost $2,000 to 
keep it in repair, and yet the lion, gentle­
man is to giue the company a further bonus 

/of $30,000. This is an outrage upon the 
ratepayers of this country.

Mr. Wilson—I would like to know whether 
the bridge company have got bonding 
powers and if so, if they have issued bonds, 
and what amount they have sold. This in­
formation is necessary, as we are the prin- 
pal creditors.

Sir John A. Macdonald—As we hive the 
first mortgage it is of no consequence.

Mr. Wilson—I am aware of that, but I 
want to know what this company has now. 
If we have lent them $300,000, and give 
them $30,000 more, and the bridge costs 
$375,000, it seems that they have $45,000. I 
want to know if they have issued bonds; if 
they have sold these bonds, and what they 
realized on the sale; I want to ascertain 

' whether the company today has not actually 
received more than the bridge cost. The 
minister must surely have forgotten him­
self when lie says we are secure, and that he 
does not care whether the people have lost 
money or*not. 1 ask the First Minister, 
and if lie cannot tell us, perhaps the hon. 
member for York (Mr. Temple) can tell us 
how many bonds he issued, what amount 
of those bonds he sold, and what amount 
he has received for those which he has sold.

Mr. Laurler’s Protest
Mr. Laurier—Surely in face of the state­

ment which has just been made by the hon. 
member for York (Mr. Temple) the govern­
ment cannot intend to proceed with this 
resolution. The policy which has always 
been adopted and* followed as the basis of 
these railway grants, is that we assist in 
building railways. It is a fact that people 
who put their money In railways, generally 
■find poor returns for their investments, but 
the government has adopted the policy of 
assisting railways that would not otherwise 
come into into existence. There was no 
other reason for the adoption of that policy 
by the government, but when the promoter 
of this bridge states that he expects a return 
of $30,000 a year out of the amount of 
$33,073, it is monstrous to pretend that this 
money is required to assist him. I put it 
to the Prime Minister himself to say what 
assistance is necessary when,,on a capital of 
$33,073 there is a return of $30,000 a year, 
according to the statement of the lion, 
gentleman himself (Mr. Temple).

Mr. Jones (Halifax)—The government be 
wise in their generation, because instead of 
buying up districts by large grants for public 
works of doubtful utility, they are buying 
up members by direct vote, and perhaps a 
ctjrect vote of $30,000 to a member of this 
house, though it may be large, may be 
cheaper to the Dominion than a vote for a 
public work which would be of no utility 
to the country. I should like to know what 
would be thought in the Imperial parlia­
ment if it were stated that a member of that 
parliament was sitting» in the house and 
listening to a discussion in regard to a vote 
which the Prime Minister had submitted to 
the house for a grant to a work in which he 
was -'directly interested. We know that no 
ministry there would propose it, and conse­
quently no member would have to justify 
it. However desirable it may be to assist a 
public enterprize which is to accommodate 
the public ill the general interest of Canada, 
that is one thing, hut it is altogether another 
thing when you ask for a vote of money for 
a work which is completed and in operation 
and according to the lion, gentleman’s own 
account is returning a handsome amount 
for the expenses. It is an
Outrage on Constitutional Government,
and the country should understand it. We 
(the opposition) may not be very strong 
numerically, but we arc here to raise our 
voices against such a misappropriation of 
public funds for such a purpose, and I am 
sure that while there is one man on this 
side of the house, he will raise Ins voice 
against such a flagrant violation of the 
rights of the public of Canada.

Sir Richard Cartwright—Ail that was put 
into this bridge company by Mr. Gibson 
and Mr. Temple and the other parties was 
just twenty per cent, of the whole cost. 
They put in $75,000. The lion. gentleman 
would not tell us whether he proposed to 
reduce their twenty per cent by $30,000 or 
whether lie would apply it in the reduction 
of the mortgrge we have got. Now we are 
called upon to take the statement of the 
hon. member for York (Mr. Temple) as to 
the profits he expects to make. He expects 
to make $28,000 a year ; lie may he right or 
lie mav be wrong. He has £ot to pay out 
of it $12,000 [lie lias never paid the interest 
yet.—Herald) so that his investment in his 
own showing would return him $10,000 out 
of an investment of $75,000. That is the 
statement he made to us, and it is to relieve 
a struggling industry of that kind, that he 
proposes to now grant $30,000. These are 
the statements made to us. They may not 
be perfectly verified by the facts, but at any 
rate the man who is best qualified in the 
country to state the facts has made that 
stotement on the floor. I have nothing to 
say to the hon. member (Mr. Temple) in his 
individual capacity other than this, that no 
man can receive such favors from the gov­
ernment as the member for York has re­
ceived, and maintain his independence ; it 
is not human nature to do it.

Temple’s Confession.

Mr. McMullin—We have unearthed, 
through the confession of the member for 
York (Mr. Temple) a most scandalous job 
which deserves the condemnation of this 
house. It is unfair that we should be asked 
quietly to consent £e an action such as has 
been brought before the committee, without 
resenting the conduct of the government in 
this abomniable transaction. Here is a man 
who came and got a loan to construct a 
bridge. He put $75,000 into it, but he is get­
ting back $30,000 from the government, 
which leaves a balance of only $45,000 in the 
work over and above the amount which the 
country has ftven at a rate of 4 per cent. In 
four years, according to the hon. gentle­
man’s admission, he will have every cent of 
principal that he has put in, and interest to 
boot, out of the undertaking.

Davies Speaks Plainly.

Mr. Davies—We have the hon. member 
for York (Mr. Temple) standing here to-day 
defending a proposition to vote $30,000 und­
er a secret promise made to him a year ago, 
and under which he has been voting in this 
house for the past two months. What in­
dependence could the hon. gentleman have 
during these two months ivheii he was vot­
ing under a promise which he had from the 
prime minister that lie was to get $30,000 
before this session ended? We want to 
know what amount of bonds had been -is­
sued by this company on this bridge. There 
is no doubt whatever that parliament in a 
short time will own that bridge. We have 
advanced $300,000, or over 80 per cent of its 
cost, and we shall have to pay the bonds in 
a few years. I find in looking at the Act 
authorizing the issue of these bonds for $75,- 
000, that they wéreto be made a first charge 
and preferential claim on the undertaking. 
That provision clashes to some extent with 
the Act under which we made the loan, and 
it is liard„now to tell whether the bonds or 
the loan take the preference ; but I have no 
moral doubt in my own mind, whatever the 
legal position may be, that this country 
which has advanced the $300,000 and which 
is now making a present of $30,000 to the 
member for York, will have to take up 
these $75,000 of bonds too. What amount 
of bonds lias tins company-issued on this 
bridge ?

Sir John A. Macdonald—There are no 
bonds issued.

Mr. Temple—There are no such bonds is­
sued as the hon. gentleman asks for at all.

Sir John A. Macdonald—The government 
have got the first mortgage and can foreclose 
in case of default.

Mr. Davies—Did-1 understand the hon. 
member for York to say that there were no 
bonds issued by that company ?

Mr. Temple—I have given you my an­
swer.

Mr. Davies -The hon. gentleman has giv­
en me an answer?. Of course he has a per­
fect right to refuse to answer anything, but 
he must remember that he stands here in 
the position of a suppliant asking the 
members of this house to vote him $30,000, 
and it is not becoming on his part to refuse 
to answer a pertinent question on the im­
portant subject before us. I have been in­
formed by a gentleman who said he was 
correct, that,bonds have been issued by that 
company on that bridge, and are now out­
standing; and if that is the truth this house 
has the right toltnow it. The country will 
eventually to tkke those bonds up, beyond 
all reasonable doubt. I think the house has 
a right to be informed whether any bonds 
have been issued, and what the amount of 
the bonds is.

Sir John A. Macdonald—I do not know, 
and I do not care, because the government 
have the first mortgage and can foreclose 
that mortgage and take possession of that 
property in case,of default.

Mr. Davies—The hon. gentleman knows 
well that he may refuse to answer, and that 
the committee may pass the resolution, but 
we cannot allow this to go through the 
second reading without taking the opinion 
of the house on it.

Mr. McMullen—I wish to enter my solemn 
protest against the expenditure of money in 
connexion with this bridge. Such a propo­
sition bears on its face the impress of a “job.” 
It is a scandalous transaction from begin­
ning to ,cnd, and the First Minister in re­
fusing to give the information asked, makes
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the fact only the more evident. He dare 
not inform the committee whether bonds 
are issued or not. There is an act under 
which the bridge is constucted which pro­
vides that bonds may be issued that will 
take precedence to the government lien, and 
put the government in the position of 
second mortgagee.

Sir John A. Macdonald—You have been 
told that we have the first mortgage.

Mr. McMullen — Are there no bonds 
issued? If, let us say, $75,000 had been 
issued, either as second mortgages or in any 
other way by the gentleman who are con­
cerned in it, it is clear that none of their 
money has gone into the bridge.

The vote then passed the committee, but 
the next day on the house being asked to 
concur in the vote Mr. Davies said ; Last 
night we had a debate on the proposed 
grant of $30,000 for the Fredericton bridge. 
On this side of the house we are all satisfied 
it is a vote which no man can justify to his 
constituents or to his conscience. This 
being the case, I move in amendment that 
said resolution be not agreed to, but that it 
be referred back to the committee of the 
whole to amend the same by striking out 
the vote to the Fredericton end St. Marys 
Bridge Company of $30,000. The house 
divided on the amendment and it was Idst 
65 to 33. [Foster, the Tory candidate for 
York — Mr. Gibson’s nominee — and Wil- 
mot, the Tory candidate for Sunbury and 
Queeris, voted against Davies’ amend 
ment.—Ed. Herald.]

On the main motion to vote the $30,000, Sir 
Richard Cartwright moved in amendment 
that the resolution be not agreed to, but 
that it be referred back to the committee of 
the whole to provide that the sum of $30,000 
to be paid to the Fredericton and St. Marys 
Bridge Company be applied in reduction of 
the sum of $300,000 advanced to the said 
Bridge Company. This amendment was 
lost 65 to 33. [Foster, Mr. Gibson’s candi­
date for York, and Wilmot the Tory candi­
date for Sunbury and Queens voted against 
the amendment.—Ed. Herald.

The main resolution to present $30,000 to 
the bridge company was then carried. 
Foster, Mr. Gibson’s candidate in this 
election, voting for it.

Veterans' Reunion.

The veteran volunteers who went from 
Fredericton to the border in 1866 to assist in 
quelling the threatened Fenian invasion, 
met at the Farmer office last night and de­
cided oil a reunion and oyster supper to 
take place April 10th. A. F. Street presided, 
and Andrew Lipsett, J. D. Perkins and A. 
D. Thomas were appointed a committee to 
arrange the details. Eighteen of the twenty 
veterans notified, were present and entered 
enthusiastically into the arrangements, the 
party including, I. W. Simmons, A. Lipsett- 
A. F. Street, Aid. Babbitt, J. F. Payne, J. D. 
Perkins, Fred. Coy, A. D. Thomas, R. M» 
Finder, J. Rodgers, Wm. Lockhart, J. Hum­
ph rish, Thos.

this confinement—but then they haven’t 
stolen $900,000. When my friend Mr. 
Fisher and I were in Prince Albert, where 
the weather is more severe than it is here, 
and the thermometer falls to forty and 
fifty degrees below zero, we saw a man 
sentenced to eighteen months in gaol for 
stealing a load of wood. Well, gentlemen, 
he is still in gaol ; the state of his health 
has not been made a subject of very great 
interest in the matter. One of those gen­
tlemen whose health was so carefully look­
ed after is< at present a candidate for 
Quebec West, so that he is now pretty 
strong again. What is the consequence 
of this manner of treating these things? 
Following the Connolly and McGreevy 
scandal comes the Curran bridge scandal.

Blaine was defeated 
when he opposed Cleveland because his 
name was mixed up with the Union Paci­
fic deal. Everywhere they have to suffer 
for their misdeeds except in Canada. I 
do not come here to-day as a Puritan, I 
am only an ordinary man of flesh and 
blood, but I say there is but one code of 
morals, the same for public as for private 
life.
