etsil in the Mlowing^ article.
; As la well said in the excellent 
monthly, the “Messenger of the 
jlacred Heart,” New York, there is 
* strange faaciuntion. in solitude 
when the mind has something to en­
gage its facnltier. No man dreads 
to be awhile slone when near the 
bourdless, living waters of the sea, 
and,all men willingly linger in re­
pose at the sight of seme, majestic 
mountain t If the material- universe 
fcs# -uske solitude so agreeable to 
the human soul, if the shadow and 
circumstance can make ue seek 
Uhat men naturally dread, there 
must be in the spiritual world whose 
reality and substance are but dimly 
igOred by the things of sense, more 
than enough te withdraw us from 
the company of our ielLws, that we 
mey return to t^em filled with 
tigher and nobler thonghte.

From the ■ visible we learn to 
think of the invisible creation, and 
thence we ascend to contemplate the 
Creator of both. The tame mercy 
which has ordained this process of 
the human sou1, has sweetly pro­
vided, through the charitable zial of 
some of its ministers, the means by 
which, ell may learn to cultivate the 
habit of retiring from mere external 
things to employ their minds and 
wills in the things of God. We 
cannot, moreover, help noticing that 
these same ministers of mercy have 

ieely chosen for these spiritual 
Retreat” . homes, the spots and 

scenes which of all in God’s world 
are beat adapted to suggest his own 
most impressive attributes.

The demands of modern lifer tax­
ing every faculty of mind and strain­
ing every nerve of body, leave 
little time for that rest in which the 
sqnl labors and is strengthened. 
Hence the occasions of solitude that 
are placed in our way for the most 
part pass unnoticed.

True, indeed, priests and religious 
spend some days every year in the 
solitude of retreats, and come forth 
freshened and more vigorous to the 
discharge of their duties. But lay­
men have no less need of solitude. 
Wholly absorbed in business or 
social or res, very many are in dan­
ger of death from starvation, not in­
deed that there is jack of feed for 
the body, but there is an utter 
dearth of food for the soul, Prayer 
and meditation are the soul’s food, 
and the soul waxeth faint from lack 
of food.

Stress of mental anxiety and rest-* 
less worry, again and again, shatter 
nerve and brain, and force the 
strong man aside into a painful re-j 
tirement. Some there are, too, whoj 
add to this mental strain the indul 
gences that waste away and destroy 
their mental powers. In the very 
noon of life they are oast aside as 
wrecks upon life’s waters. . Some 
of these linger or, dragging ont life 
in shameful retirement, or if they 
emerge for a time it is only to sink 
deeper into the depths. The retire­
ment of which we write ia neither 
painful nor shameful, nay, indeed, 
t is both pleasant and profitable.

Houses of Retreat are neither for 
mental nor for physical wrecks ; fair 
from it, the; are for those whose 
mental faculties are vigorous and 
whose strength of body will enable 
them to devote themselves to the 
consideration of serious afftirs,-*- 
serious, not in the sense of dull and 
dry, but in the sense of important. 
For what affair can be more impor­
tant than that which concerns oaes 
eternal destinyj? What considera­
tion can so fully engross the earnest- 
minded man, the man who is im' 
pressed with the sense of the valpe 
of the soul I

The man who is forced by the 
needs of his position in life to labor 
and toil with mini and hand, day 
after day, of necessity, finds that his 
soul is i* danger of being buried 
under a mountain of earthly cares. 
When he approaches the sacraments 
he puts aside these cares for awhile 
but the effort he is obliged to make 
convinces him more and more that 
his soul-must be exercised, that his 
seul must labor if it would not die. 
Spiritual exercises are as • needful 
for the soul as corporal exercises 
are for the body. Now a retreat is 
a series of spiritual exercises, it is a 
period of labor to the soul In re­
treat the seql gives proof of its life 
by its energy, and gains new vigor 
and new strength by its laboi 

For the grefitejr number of Oatho- 
lics'* the familiar mission exercises 
afford the only available opportunity 
for sustained serions thought on. the 
gi-eét lathis j. many, however, need 
and desire more than this. The 
Mission exercises are limited for the 
most people; to the morning Mass 
and instruction, the evening in 
struotion and sermon, as the rest of 
the day is claimed by business cares, 
in a retreat, on the contrary, the 
spiritual exercises form the only oc­

cupation and receive the undivided 
.attention of mind and soul.

Until quite recently it was diffionl1 
for a layman to secure the benefits 
of a private retreat, not indeed from 
lack of will, but from dearth of op­
portunity. Now,'however, the case 
ip different Religions houses, de 
voted wholly or in part to private 
retreats of laymen, under competent 
spiritual guidance, are to be found 
in various parts of the United 
States, and in Canada as well. For 
the present we subjoin the names 
we know in this our own country, 
and in the United States.

says : “ The socialist movement in 
our city hae attained considerable 
dimensions. For several years, 
thanks to various circumstances, 
their very energetic and clever lead-i 
era have managed to hold mass 
meetings on May Day, invariably 
coming to conflict with the police. 
The market-place, where the meet-1 
ings were held, is in the centre of 
the city, and public gatherings- and 
processions are forbidden by law. 
This year the May festival passed off 
very quietly. But another move­
ment now threatens to set bounds to 
socialist activity. For the past 
year the Catholio working men havq 
been quietly forming~themselves inf 
to unions. All these unions .bear 
the name of ‘ Friendship.’ There 
are already five of them in the out­
lying villages around Cracow. NoJ 
long since the Craooviam Prince 
Bighop Pazyna honored one of these 
unions with a Sunday afternoon 
#sit, on which occasion the whole 
illage of Pronduik was gay ’with 

banners and garlands. Ori the third 
of May all these unions held a grand 
fete for the consecration of their 
banners. The third' of May has. a 
peculiar significance for Poles, be­
cause on that date, 1792, the. new 
constitution was proclaimed, which, 
owing tir th# subsequent partition of 
Poland, was never carried into ef­
fect.

Doctor 
Ckotkoveki preached a sermon on 
the attitude of the Catholic Church 
towards the labor question. ' In the 
afternoon the unions made an excur­
sion a neighboring ^forest where, 
until nightfall, they were entertain­
ed with dramatic and other amuse­
ments.

The Battle of the Ballots-

At this writing considerable 
doubt and uncertainty exists re 
garding the actual standing of the 
political parties in Canada, in 
consequence of the elections held 
all over the Dominion yesterday. 
The Grits claim that the Govern­
ment is defeated and that Laurier 
will have a good working major­
ity of Liberals when Parliament 
meets. But, in the absence of 
complete returns from Quebec, 
Ontario and the West, the ques 
tion admits of much speculation 
It is true that, according to pre 
sent accounts, the three French 
Cabinet Ministers, Angers, Tail- 
Ion and Desjardins, have been de­
feated in Quebec. It must be re- 

r membered, however, that, al­
though this is a very serious blow 
at the Government’s policy, all 
three seats were held by Grits in 
the last Parliament, and were as 
sailed by these Ministers in the 
hope of capturing them from the 
enemy. Not half of the constitu 
encies of Ontario have been heard 
from ; but of those reported, the 
Liberals seem to have a majority. 
But little news has come from 
Manitoba and the Northwest ; but 
such as, has come to hand is fairly 
good for the Conservatives. One 
most pleasing item of information 
comes from the West, that is the 
ejection, in Winnipeg of Hugh 
John McDonald, by a good ma 
jority, over the author of the 
Manitoba school act that caused 
all the trouble, the infamous Jo 
seph Martin. Another satisfac 
tory incident of the general result 
is the defeat, in Beauharnois, 
Quebec, of that contemptible Grit 
creature, J Israel Tarte. Accord­
ing to present advices Nova Sco­
tia has returned a small Grit ma­
jority ; the City of Halifax elect 
ed a Conservative and a Grit 
Mr. Kenny is defeated. New 
Brunswick has returned a Con 
servative majority. The City 
and County of St John, repre­
sented in the last Parliament by 
two Conservatives, returned two 
Grits. This was in consequence 
of a third ticket being in the 
field, six members running for two 
seats. At the same time New 
Brunswick won two seats from 
the Grits ; Charlotte and Carle 
ton. So far as this Province is 
concerned, it is satisfactory to 
know that it elected a majority 
of Conservative representatives, 
three to two. That is a gain of 
one representative over what we

J__^ ' the last Parliament ; bat
it is actually a gain of two seal 
formerly held by Grits, one in 
Prince County and one in Queen’s. 
The members elected for the Is­
land are: for King’s, McDonald, 
Conservative, with a majority 
over McIntyre, Grit, of 28 votes ; 
East Queen’s, Martin, Conserva­

tive, majority over Welsh, 284; 
West Queen’s, Davies, Grit, ma­
jority over Jenkins, 307; East 
Prince, Yeo, Grit, majority" over 
Hunt, 24 ; West Prince, Hackett, 
majority over Perry 74. It will, 
thus be seen that, had the other 
Provinces done as well propor­
tionately as this Island, the Gov­
ernment would have been hand­
somely sustained. Until the full 
returns are in from every riding 
in the Dominion, nothing more 
definite can be said. ,

the policy of protection as the 
bulwark of American industrial 
independence andthefoundationof 
American development and pros­
perity. This true American poli­
cy taboos foreign products and 
encourages home industry. It 
puts the burden of revenue on 
foreign goods ; it secures the 
American market for the Ameri 
can producer ; it upholds the 
American standard of wages for 
the American workingman ; it 
puts the factory by the side of 
the farm and makes the Ameri­
can farmer less dependent on for­
eign demand and price ; it diffuses 
general thrift and founds the 
strength of all on the strength of 
each. In its reasonable applica­
tion it is just, fair and impartial, 
equally opposed to foreign control 
and domestic monoply, to section­
al discrimination and individual 
favoritism. We denounce the 
present Democratic tariff' as sec­
tional, injurious to the public cre­
dit and destructive to business 
enterprise. We demand such an 
equitable tariff on foreign imports 
which come into competition with 
American products as will not 
only furnish adequate revenue 
for the necessary expenses of the 
government, but will protect 
American labor from degradation 
to the wage level of other 
lands.”

The Be publican Policy.

We publish to-day the platform 
of the Republican party in the 
United States, as enunciated at 
their national convention the 
other day, when McKinley, the 
apostle of High Protection, was 
nominated for President. There 
can be very little doubt that the 
unanimous nomination of McKin­
ley means his election to the Pres­
idency of the United States in 
November next. His election 
means the triumph of protective 
principles; the development of 
borne industries and the preserva­
tion of the home markets. It was 
under this system the manufact­
ures of the United States were 
built up ; the position of the wage 
earner improved ; the credit of 
the country enhanced and her 
commercial intreste established on 
a firm bacjs. For the last two or 
three years, under Democratic- 
rule, the United States has had 
what is called a revenue tariff, and 
the consequence bas been that fac­
tories have closed down ; 
thousands of people have been 
thrown out of employment; hun 
dreds of banks have gone to 
pieces, and billions of money in­
vested in various enterprises have 
been lost. The people of the 
United States have evidently 
come to the conclusion that it is 
time to call a halt, and that if 
their country is to regain its 
wonted industrial prosperity, it 
must revert to its former protec 
tive policy. There esq be no pos­
sible doubt regarding the inten­
tions of the Republicans on this 
point, as will be readily under-

In the face of the foregoing de 
claration of principles how foolish 
it would be for Canada to depart 
from the National policy, 
must be plain to everyone who 
gives the question the slightest 
thought that, were the free trade 
principles advocated by the Grits 
tb obtain, Canada would be at the 
mercy of our protected neighbors 
to the south. With their highly 
protected industries and free ac 
cess to our markets our manufac 
tures must of necessity go to the 
wall, oqr artisans be thrown out 
of employment, and the capital 
invested be lost Not only that ; 
but reciprocity would be out of 
the question ; for the Republicans, 
notwithstanding that they place 
a reciprocity plank in their plat­
form, will never make any ad­
vances in that direction unless 
they are convinced they will 
thereby reap some benefit. But 
if the tariff barriers on the Can 
adian border were thrown down 
they would have nothing t# gain 
by offering us reciprocity, from 
the very fact that they wobld 
already have free access to our 
markets, which isall they want 
It must, therefor^ be evident to 
everybody that the only hope 
Canada might have of obtaining 
reciprocity with her republican 
neighbors, if she so desired, would 
be by standing by the National 
Policy and keeping up the bar-

The United States national Republi­
can convention, assembled at St. Louis, 
Missouri, on Thursday last nominated 
William McKinley, of Ohio, aa their 
Presidential candidate in the election 
to take piece in November next. The 
total number of candidates present wse 
906 ; the number of ballots necessary to 
a choice was 462. On the first ballot 
McKinley received 661 votes. His 
nomination wae then made unanimous 
by à standing vote of all the delegates 
present. Garret A. Hobart, of New 
Jersey, a lawyer, wae nominated for 
Vice-President, defeating H. Clay 
Evans, of Tennessee. Hobart’s nom­
ination will likely ensure republican 
success in the doubtful state of New 
Jersey. The platform adopted by the 
convention is for “ Protection and 
prosperity,” and sound money. The 
delegates from the silver states bolted 
the convention. As the men of Colorado, 
Montano, Idaho, Utah and South Da 
kota marched out of the hall the “gold 
bugs” sang “Good Bye, lover, good 
bye.” and the bands played the “ Red 
white and blue.”

Tbe massacres in Armenia have 
aroused the deep sympathy and just 
indignation of the American people, 
and we believe that the United States 
shclild exercise all the influence it can 
properly exert to bring these atrocities 
to an eitd. In Turkey American reel 
dents have been exposed to the gravest 
dangers and American property de­
stroyed there and elsewhere. Ameri 
can citizens and American property 
must be absolutely protected at all haz 
ards and at any ccst.

We reassert the Munroe doctrine in 
its full extent, and we reaffirm the 
right of the United-States to give the 
doctrine effect by responding to the ap­
peals of any American states for friend­
ly intervention in case of European en­
croachment. We have not interfered, 
and shall not interfere, with tbe exist­
ing possessions of any European power 
in this hemisphere, but those posses­
sions^ must not, on any pretext, be ex­
tended. We hopefully look forward to 
the eventual withdrawal of the Euro- 
ropean powers, from this hemisphere, 
and to the ultimate union of all of the 
English speaking part of the continent 
by tbe free consent of its inhabitants.

s Mayor of Toronto and represented 
that city in the Dominion Parliament and 
was Lient. Governor of Ontario for two 
terras. He was one of the most popular 
men in the city.

In the Imperial House of Commons on 
Friday last, Mr, Cnrzon, under foreign 
secretary, stated that Sir Julian Pannee- 
forte, British ambassador at Washington, 
had been authorized to receive and deport 
any proposals that might be made to him 
by thé representative of the Venezuelan 
boundary dispute. The representative of 
Venezuela in Washington had been so in­
formed, but so far, Mr. Curzon said he 
had not made any proposals.
