“Anchoresses of the
west.”

Poseibly few persons . today, even
'among those who are well versed
in Eoglish literature and bistory,
could at once, clearly and accurately,
explain what an anchoress is—or
was. In her interesting volume
“Anpchoresses of the West,” Miss
Francesca M. Steele gives us the
following information :—

“The specisl sutject of this-little
work is anchoresses, of whose life
we propose to give a short aoccount,
since although the life of an anchor-
ess was very remarkable and
wonderful in some ways, very little

a living death—a life hidden with

She
then proceeds to tell us of the ex
terior life of the anchoresses, their
interior life, the ecclesiastical cere-
mony of enclosure: and she gives
detailed and separate accounts of
Eastern snchoresses, of earlier and
later English anchoresses, of anchor-
esses of France, Iraly, Spain, Ger-
wany, Swiizerland, Holland, Bel-
gium, Ireland. Recluses’ cells .in
England are described, and a tablo of
Eoglish recluses is given. We
find anchoresses mentioned as late
as the year 1651 in Luxembourg.
No mention is made of the oele-
brated Canadian recluse, Jeanne le
Ber.

That this anchoret life was by no
means equivalent to a short life is
abuundantly proven. The famous
recluse, Eva, special friend of the
Cistercian nun, St. Juoliana of
Bornilloo, lived enclosed at least
thirty-seven years ; and these saint-
ly women were chief factors in the
institation of the feast of Corpus
Christi. Blessed Herluka, who
“bad the gift of winning souls to
God,” was a “herrzitess” for thirty-
gix years, aud then became sn
anchoret. Blessed Sibillina, who
was ‘‘very solicitous for the spiritusl

Referring to the question of
winter communication between
this Province and the mainland,
Mr Borden observed that it was
quite apparent that we had not
had as efficient constant and satis-
factory service as we were en-
titled to. His policy in dealing
with this matter would be first to
secure the best expert advice
possible and having arrived at
some definite and determined con-
clusion, then to maintain and en-
force service on these lines so
far as the resources of the Do-
minion would afford. As the
connection accross the Straits is
between the Island Government
railway and the Government
railway on the mainland the
service should be in the nature
of a ferry and should be under
the control-of the Department of
Railways and Cunals and not
shuffled about from one to anoth-
er of three departments as at
present. An officer in charge of
the mails either here or on the
mainland should have full power
to deal with the handling of them
without waiting for instructions
from Ottawa. The- people have
to pay for the gervice and it
matters not to them which de-
partment makes the best showing
at the end of the year, so long as
the service is the most efficient
possible.

Reggrding branch railways,
Mr. Borden said he believed Sir.
Charles Tupper’s policy was one
that should and would be carried
out if the Conservatives came
into power. He considered these
branch lines would be great feed-
ers to the main line and would
add much to the traffic.

The Leader next took up the
question of telegraphic service.
He had learned with very great
surprise of the inadequacy of the
telegraphic service in, this Pro-
vince and especially the fact that
we have no service at all between
8p. m. and 8 a. m. He believed
the service was all that- could be
desired, so far as it went and the
conduet of the officials in charge
was admirable. But the com-
pany did not seem disposed to
afford additional service or acceed
to the demands of the people.
He considered this a matter the
Government might well take up.
The Government now owns and
operates £.720 miles of telegraph
wires and cables and there are
appropriations every session for
extending different services and
opening new lines. This shows
that Government ownership
is practically adopted in a- large
partof the country, and there-
fore P. E. Island’s case should be
taken in hand by the authorities
and a reduction of rates and an
extension of hours brought about.
The Conservatives would take up
this question and exert them-
selves to place the people of this
Province on the sams basis as
the people of the other Maritime
Provinces]in the matter.

Mr. Borden dwelt at length and
in & masterly manner with the questioa
of preferential trade, now sugh a live
issue in the Mother Country in con-
sequence of the advocacy of Mr. Cham-
berlain. The Leader showed that the
question of & mutual preferential ar-
rangement between Canads and the
Mother Country first took form in this
country, and was advocated by the
Conservative party.

Everyone now acknowledges the great

benefits to Canada of a preference in

the markets of the motherland. Bat

Sir Wilfrid Laurier, after giving s

preference to British goods coming

into anads, went to England at the
time of the Queen’s jubilee in 1837,
and made may speeches there, setting

forth that Canada wanted no pre-

ference in the British markets in

return for the preferecce given by

his Government. He said Canada had
given the preference in return for the
splendid freedom she had been given.
Mr. Borden said the people of Canada
were as loyal as those of any portion

of the Empire and bad shown their
loyalty when the call to arms had
came and her sons went forward to do
or die on the plains of Sonth Africa.
All the same they were, he considered,
entitled to the splendid freedom they
enjoyed, as much as any other people
in the Empire without any such stipu-
lation as Sir. Wilfrid thonght proper to
make. The result of Laurier's words
was exemplified not long atterwards in
the Imperial Parliament. Wben the
war tax was placed by Great Britain on
breadstuffs, and it was set forth by
British Statesmen thst Canadian food-
stuffs be exempted in return for the
preference She was giving the Chancsl-
lor of the Exchequer stood up in his
place and said : “why Canada does not
want a preference. Have its ministers
not told ug o.” This is how Laariers
one sided preference has worked to
the disadvantage of our country.
Daring the session of 1902 he (Mr.
Borden) told 8ir Wilfrid Laurier that if
the Government would bring down a
resolution favoring the mutual prefer-
ential scheme, the Opposition would
sapport it and passit as a unanimons
resolution which would greatly help
forward the efforts of the British pre-
ferentialists. Bat no, the Government
did nothing. Although the Govern-
ment, in 1897 and 1899 passed their
preferential resolutions with a great
flourish of trampets and by singing
‘“God Save the Queen,” they have
sirce been convinced of their one-sided
folly and have threatened to repeal
their preference. Mr. Borden believes
the preferential policy now advocated
in Great Britain will come into effect
before manv years, and then we will
all realize that we belong to the great-
est empire of the world. We all want
to belong to it. But if the growth in
greatness is to continne we must be
bound together by cords stronger than
sentiment and sympathy, we must
be bound by a bond of commercial
unity. Doring the session of Parlia-
ment recently closed not a resolution,
not & word in support of this policy
was heard from the Liberal majority.
Mr. Borden said the Conservatives
might have made much party cap-
ital by bringing in a resolation and
having it voted down by she Govern-
ment majority ; but he belived this
project to be of such importance to the
country that he would not put his
party interests before it. This great
question was supported in Eagland
by such Canadians as his friend the
Hon. Mr. Foster and Lord Strathcona
Mount Royal.

Mr. Borden next devoted bhis at-
tention to the fiscal and tramsportotion
policies of the Government. Discus-
sing the Government’s fiscal pulicy
he showed how they had utterly failed
to live up to their pre-election promises.
Before they came into power, they
proclaimed themselves freetraders ;
but at the same time they went round
to the manufacturers and told them
the protection they enjoyed would not
be disturbed. Since coming to power
they bave been equally insincere and
inconeistent. In one section of the
country, some members of the Govern-
ment proclaim themselves freetraders
while in other sections other mem-
bers proclaim themselves protec-
tionigts, He illustrated the perform-
ances of the Government by the an
swer of a facetious Liberal, who, when
confronted with the Government’s
failure to bring about free trade as it
is in England and prohibition as it
is in Maine, declared they had intro-
duced prohibition as it is in England
and free trade as it is in Maine. That
is about a8 near as the Government
of Sir Wilfrid Laurier ever came to
fulfilling its pre-election pledges. The
policy of the Conservative party was
adequate protection to Canadian in-
dustries., At this stage he was inter-
ropted by Mr. James McLean, defeat-
ed in the West River district last
winter, who asked bow much higher
than the present tariff ; he would eon-
sider adequate protection. Mr. Bor-
den immediately answered with telling
effect, and in a way that delighted
his audience, but not the questioner
His answer was that he considered
adequate protection s protection suffi-
cient to enable Canadian capital in-
vested in manufacturing induostries
to hold the market against imports
from the outside world. A protection
that would keep our people employed
iny Canadian maeanufactories instead
of going abroad. If, for instance, a

kesp Canadian agricaltaral implement
manufacturers from being hampered,
he would be in favor of increasing
that daty. Let us have the goods
manufactured in Canada and all will
get the benefit.

In conclusion the Leader dealt with
the transportation Ruestion and the
Grand Truonk Pacific Railway.

Bat, once more,
they belong to the Church Mili.

They are therefore suffering
for the triumph of Christ. Let
them not lose sight of their Divine
Model, acd their trials will be
changed into joy."”

Three Brothers Drowned.
e

y bl ~f Mz2, Nellie J.|
Rei , Jouw, i7; William, 14, and
ueorge, 8 years of age, were drowned
in the Blackstone river at Blackatone
Mass, on Bunday 29 ult.

“The letter of a gentlewoman reads
exactly as she would talk, gramma-
tically and pleasing. Misspelled
words and  disregard to the rules of
punctuation betray alack of the
rudiments of education and leave an
unfavorable impression of the writer
on the recipient’s mind. The court-
esy of correspondence demands that
all letters be answered within a week.
This applies to business letters as
well as social ones, for politeness is
needed in every phase of life. Let-
ters written while laboring under
emotion are the cause of much reget.
No woman of refinement- would
portray either love or anger on paper.”
In the second passage we find a
few very practical and easily remem-
bered rules. For example: “Iovit-
ations should be accepted or declined
as gracefully as possible. In writing
letters of congratulation or condol=-
ence, a few well.chosen words are
much better than three or four pages
that do not show tbe necessary deli:
cacy of thought for such occasions
A pretty monogram is an acquisition
that enbances the appearance of a
letter.”

We might add a host of other sug-
gestions, but we will be content with
one: use paper and eavelope as much
as possible—postal cards should not
be used in the rush of business no=
tices or such like, they are not ale
ways in place.

The G. T. Pacific’s
Deposit.

Considerable uncertainty and mys-
tery exists says sn Ottawa despatch of
the 27th, ult., respecting ths five mil-
lion dollar deposit which the Grand
Trunk Pacific people were to deposit
within thirty days of prorogation of
parliament to bind the bargain with
the government. Upon seemingly the
best authority the announcement was
made last Tnesday that a deposit of
five million dollars had been made in
London. °~ Today a private telegram
from London states the Grand Trunk
people positively deny the deposit has
been paid. The question now arises,
What is the hitch? One explanation
is that the deposit was offered in
cash and partly in securities and that
befcre finally accepting the latter the
government ipsists upon an examin-
ation and certificate of their actoal
value. A o1 obable ex-
planation is—that the Grand Trunk
Pacific promoters had—{fallen out with
the powers that be about the amount
of the company’s contribution to the
iberal fund for the general - electionl.
That there was tobe s rake off for
that highly patriotic purpose, to come
out of the Grand Trunk Pacific deal,
nobody doubts.

The Spanish Friars in
California and Else-
‘where.

* Town Talk, a San Fraacisco secular
publiction, (quoted by the Monitor,)
referring to a much-lauded exploit of
a certain Methodist clergyman who
went to work with his own bands and
helped to build a church, asks : “Why
doesn’t somebody glorify the work of
the Spanish padres who labored
among the Indians of the Southwest
and the Pacific coasi?”

“They built not only churches but
all their other buildings as well,”
says Town Talk, ‘“and these were not
simple pine or redwood assembly
halls, put together from millstuff with
nails of assorted kinds and sizes
furnished by the keg. The padres
had to make their building material,
to be the architects of their own
structures, and to depend, for what
assistance they had, on uncivilized
tribes who did not even comprehend
their language. They had not only
to direct their laborers, but to gird up
their cassocks and engage in actual
manual labor, It bas always been
taken for grarted that the missions of
Calfornia were simply Spanish or
Moorish desings transferred to the
new soil, but now that they bave been
allowed to fall into decay until many
of them are past restoration or pre-
servation, it has been discovered that,
though bearing a close resemblance
to the older architecture, they are in
reality so modified as to belong to a
class of their own, There is nothing
very remarkable about driving nails
through boards already sawed and
planed, and laying machine made
shiogles on a roof. Some day the
whole nation will awake to a proper
pride in the handful of educated men
who left their homes to labor amongst
ignorant savages, to make brick and
mortar and mould tiles, and to erect
the buildings which marked ‘el
camino real,’ in the meantime teach-
ing the Indians not only the elments
of religion, but a familiarity with
agriculture, stock raising and most of
the bandicrafts.”

Commenting on this tribute to the
friars, Monitor truly says: “The story
of the Spanish friars in California
which is beginning to command
popular recognition so long withheld,
is, after all, but a repetition of that o
their brethren in other parts of the
world, notably in Central and South
America and in the Philippines and
other islands of the sea. Wherever
they set foot, their first work was the
practical reclamation of savage tribes
to Christianity and civilization. They
did not labor under the eyes of an
admiring world, for its polite ap-
plause, but in obscure fields where
only the all-seeing eye of God beheld
their daily trials and” sacrifices and
privations, and where the untutored
savage reaped the profit of their toil
and tears.

“About the only €arthly reward
which has crowned the herculean
tasks of these nameless civilizers is
the abuse beaped upon their memory
and the calumnies hurled against
their successors, by men incapable of
understanding such faith and holy
self abnegation as theirs.”
