Buckingham, Que.,. April 26—A ter­
rible disaster occurred early this morn­
ing 5»t Notre Dame de Salle, a little 
hamlet about 18 miles away from 
Buckingham, by which thirty-four 
people have lost their lives. The ham-

u 11,-n most of the villagers were in 
their huts, a tremendous mass of 
earth and snow rushing down the 
mountain side and engulfing several 
houses with nil their occupants. Owing 
to the remote location of the hamlet, 
and the fact that it has neither rail­
way. telegraph nor telephone com­
munication, details of the catastro­
phe are very hard to get. Requests 
have been sent to Buckingham for 
twenty-live coffins and these have al­
ready been sent. The news of the ter­
rible disaster was brought to Bucking­
ham by a Mr. Brousseau. He states 
that a considerable portion of the 
mountain which is- on the opposite 
,-ide of the Lievre de Notre Dame de la 
8nlh\ suddenly became detached and 
was hurled down the steep side cros­
sing the river and completely burying 
several houses in the village with all 
their occupants. Only that the little 
village is so scattered, the mortality 
would undoubtedly have been much 
greater.

Rush Assistance to Village.
immediately upon receipt of the 

news at Buckingham, all the doctors 
in the place with a large force of men 
responded to the call for aid and drove 
to Notre Dame do Safiette1, while a 
procession of wagons took twenty-five 
coffins to tile scene. Later despatches 
show that thirty-four people were kil­
led, several families being wiped right 
out. It is now known that seven hous­
es were overwhelmed and the occu­
pants killed. The community is most­
ly Frencli-Canadinn agriculturalists, 
and the village stood on both sides of 
tlie river.

The avalanche crossed and dammed 
the river and covered sonic twenty 
buildings on the far side, the dammed 
stream cutting off escape.

Portsmouth, Eng., April 24.—The 
American liner St. Paul, and the Brit­
ish cruiser Gladiator collided this 
afternoon in Solent off the Needles in 
a blinding snowstorm. Twenty of 
those aboard the cruiser perished, 
but no lives were lost on the liner. 
One -of the severest blizzards for the 
time of the year was raging when the 
St. Paul put out of Southampton apd 
lioaded for New York. The Gladiator 
had left Portland under orders to 
proceed to Portsmouth. The Gladia­
tor was groping along through the 
snow when there came a cry of 
alarm. Those on the Gladiator’s 
bridge at the same moment saw the 
towering, ghostly St. Paul loom out of 
the white wall of driving snow to star­
board. The alarm was sounded sim­
ultaneously from the bridges of both 
vessels. The signal was flashed to 
engine rooms, “full speed astern.” It 
was too late.

Tokio, April 30.—The training cruiser 
Katsushima was sunk off Pescanores 
Island this, morning by the explosion 
of a projectile. The Cruisers Itsukush- 
ima and Passidate rescued thirty of the 
crew. It is feared over two hundred, in­
cluding the captain, are lost.

Admiral Yashinatsu, commander of. the 
training squadron, reports that the ex­
plosion ^occurred- in the stock magazine 
of tlie'tvaining ship while anchored at 
Makaug harbor on Hoscaser Island, and 
she went down immediately, only the 
funnels and the bridge being noiv visible. 
The accident occurred at 4.38 this morn­
ing. He says the boats from the cruis­
ers in the harbor saved 141 out of a com­
plement of three hundred, but most of 
the,officers were drowned, as well as pro­
bably one hundred and fifty-eight cadets 
in training for the Imperial naval ser­
vice.

He declared he had not. sought to 
shield himself behind , the dead 
minister, and pointed out that the 
partnership with Mr. Perron ended 
when Hon. Mr. Prefontaine became 
Mayor of Montreal, long before he be­
came minister. He concluded : “ I 
want the truth, the whole truth, and 
perhaps we will find truths which will 
surprise somebody.” «

Hon. Mr. Fielding combatted the 
suggestion of Mr. Bergeron that the 
investigation was to review the work 
of the royal commission. The com­
mission had said too much or too 
little. The judge’s duty was to show 
what was corrupt and wherein. There 
was nothing in the report which re­
flected on the minister. He referred 
to the fact that the Conservatives had 
received a civil service commission re­
port in 1892 and did nothing in four 
years. Hon. Mr. Foster replied even 
if this were so the Liberals did no­
thing in twelve years following the 
report. It was not a party affair, but 
a state affair, and the duty of dealing 
with it devolved on the Liberals when 
they came into power. He strongly 
criticized the Minister of Justice for 
his Newmarket speech, which follow­
ed the Royal Commission’s report, and 
which, he said, criticized it.

Hon. Mr. Aylesworth denied ate 
tacking the report.

Been Established to Stay Work of 
Human Vultures.

Regina, Sask., April 30—In moving 
the second reading of the Jiills respect­
ing the department of railways, tele­
graphs and telephones, municipal 
telephone system and rural telephone 
system at the afternoon sitting of the 
Saskatchewan legislature today, Mr. 
Caldcr said it was file intention of 
the government to replace the present 
department of railways by a depart­
ment of railways, telegraphs and tele­
phones, all of which, he said, were 
very much akin. It also provides the 
government with power to construct 
telephone lines anywhere within the 
province, to purchase any existing 
lines, and to have general control 
over all telephone lines. In order 
that the whole system might, as far 
as possible, be uniform, power was 
given the government to lay down 
standard specifications and to have 
control of all rates and tarifih charg­
ed by any telephone company.

The main principle that underlay 
the second bill to deal with munici­
pal telephone systems was that any 
municipality, city, town or rural, may 
construct, own and operate its own 
system, and is empowered to borrow 
money by debentures to raise the ne­
cessary funds, and if the majority of 
the electors desired, special assess­
ment could be made to pay off each 
year a portion of the cost of construc­
tion.

The bill provides that five or more 
persons may unite to form a company 
to construct and operate a telephone 
system for their mutual benefit and 
Anyone in the neighborhood may join 
the company. Th government pro­
poses to give each of those compan­
ies certain assistance in the way of 
supplying poles. He did not wish at 
this stage to discuss the general pol­
icy of the government in regard to 
the three bills, that, would announc­
ed when the hills were considère!.

Another pe­
riod of severe storms will come about 
May 30 to June 3.

Not much rain with the disturb­
ances of May 4 to 8 except severe lo­
cal thunderstorms and showers cover­
ing small areas. Rainfall will prob­
ably be deficient till after May 20. 
A long hot dry spell may be expected 
May 9 to 20 followed by unusually 
cool 21 to 31.

I am expecting temperatures of May 
to average above normal in the states 
between the Rockies and the Alle­
ghenies; a little cooler east of the 
Alleghenies and in Canada.

In the Ohio valley and southward: 
including all the southern states east 
of the mississippi, rainfall for May 
will be from about to above normal. 
In other states, east of Rockies, rain- 
iall will be deficient. In Canada rgin 
will be about the usual average.

Asked regarding the false rumors of 

the less of the Mikkelsen-Liffingwell 
expedition last year, Mr. Stefansson 
said the mistake arose from a distort­
ed account of the reports he had given 
at Herscheti Island as to the move­
ments of that party after the loss of 
their ship, the Duchess of Bedford. 
When he learned the alarming reports 
that had gone out as to the fate of the 
expedition, Mr. Stefansson at once 
lett for the Pacific coast in older to 
contradict the report as soon as pos­
sible. With two Indian guides, ho 
in all travelled over one hundred 
miles over the La Pierre House, Port­
age from Fort Macpherson to'.Bell 
river. Here his guides turned back 
so Stefansson constructed a raft on 
the head waters <5f the Bell and float­
ed down to the Porcupine river, and 
to Circle City, a distance of about 600 
miles, and wired a contradiction of 
the report from that point. So rapid­
ly did he travel that the contradiction 
touched the world only tliirty-six 
hours after the incorrect news had 
come by way of Athabasca Landing 
and Edmonton.

Dr. Stefansson and Captain Ander­
son will remain in the city for four 
or live days, arranging for their trans­
portation, and will then leave for the 
north by way of the Landing. It is 
possible that arrangements will be 
made to have Mr. Stefansson deliver 
an address before the Canadian Club 
while in the city.

strong appeal to parents to urge their 
sons to enter the ministry where the 
need for good men cas so great. Peo­
ple were more prone to cherish more 
worldly views for their children, for­
getting that in the. ministry, which 
is the highest calling on earth, the 
greatest good could be accomplished.

Referring to the duty of ministers 
the speaker said it could be summed 
up in the words “to preach the gospel 
of Jesus Christ.’’ Ministers should 
preach Jesus to their fellow-men ac­
cording to their needs. In doing this 
prominence should be given to the 
points on which Christians agree,such 
a:-; the crucifixion and resurrection of 
Jesus Christ, who died for the re­
demption of sin. Minor points on 
which (here wVtc" differences Of opin­
ion should lie subservient to this.

In conclusion Principal Patrick 
dealt briefly with the social question 
now being met all over the world. 
Ministers of the gospel should preach 
God’s message as it is understood m 
the 20th century. He believed the 
only really satisfactory, method ot 
solvingi the social question was to 
preach the religion of Jesus Christ to 
the people. He emphasized the fact 
that no; only must the soul of the in­
dividual be saved but that more atten­
tion should be paid to the Christian-

Two scientists and explorers, who, 
although young in years, have alteady 
bceome famous for their scientific re­
searches and daring explorations, are 
at prese'nt in Edmonton. These are 
Vilhjaymur Stefansson and Captain 
R. M. Anderson, of New York, who 
are on their way north to study the 
animal and bird life at the north of 
the Coppermine liver in the frozen 
Arctic. They are staying* at the Al­
berta hotel, where they will remain 
ior a few days while completing their 
outfit and arranging their mode of 
travel in the north. ,

Vilhjalmur Stefansson is an in­
structor in ethnology at Peabody In­
stitute, Harvard University.' He has 
already spent the winter of 1906-07 
with the Mikkelssen-Liffingiyell polar 
party in the far north, and is thus 
well acquainted with the conditions 
that prevail there, and the hardships 
with which he will have to contend 
in his present trip. His companion, 
Captain R. M. Anderson, is a gradu­
ate of Iowa university, and was a 
class-mate of the same year with Mr. 
Stefansson. He is connected with the 
department of mamalogy and ornith­
ology of the American Museum of Na­
tural History. He is the author of a 
hook and several articles on the Orn­
ithology of Iowa. He is making his 
maiden trip to the north to study the 
animal and bird life. O''

A Two Year Trip.
. The proposed trip of these intrepid 
scientists is one that is- full of inter­
est to the public at large and full of 
•hardship and danger for the two men 
directly interested. To a Bulletin 
representative this morning, Mr. Stet- 
an«son spoke in an interesting manner 
of the trip, which lie and Captain 
Anderson are about to take. They 
plan to go north by way of Athabasca 
Landing, up the Athabasca and Mac­
kenzie rivers to the Arctic ocean. 
From there they will proceed east­
ward along the coast of the Arctic, a 
distance of about 700 miles to the 
mouth of the Coppermine liver, which 
is their objective point. Their stay in 
tile north, together with the time oc­
cupied in their trip, will take about 
two years. Tiiey will take with them 
only provisions and clothing for use 
on the trip, and will attempt the hith­
erto impossible feat of wintering on 
the shores of the frozen ocean many 
miles north of the tree line, without 
the aid of a vessel and without the 
advantages of driftwood. If they suc­
ceed they will have accomplished a 
unique feat, and made another Arctic 
record for endurance apart from any 
other results of their trip, and these 
may be exjiected to be very impor­
tant.

A Nervy Undertaking.
It requires no small amount of cour­

age atm devotion to scientific researcli 
for these men to resolutely east aside 
all the luxuries of modem life in a 
civilized country tor two years’, isola­
tion among the unenlightened Esqui­
maux of the north. While the details 
of their mode of travel have not been 
definitely settled they expect to go by 
boat to the mouth of tne Mackenzie 
river.

“Reaching the sea,” said Mr. Stei- 
ausson, “we propose to go east and 
nope to get some 700 miles to the 
mouth of the Coppermine river. I 
say ’hope’ advisedly, as, although ex­
plorer nave lived in the tree belt on 
tne Great Bear Lake, yet no one has 
ever attempted before to winter on 
the coast without the shelter of a 
ship, especially as there is believed 
to be no driftwood in the direction 
we are going. We shall use boats as 
far possible, and when stopped by ice 
take the dog sleighs with us, as 1 have 
already managed to live in the coun­
try for a year and a half. If the 
season is favorable caribou can be 
obtained, and in any case fish are 
abundant."

Among the Esquimaux, whose lan­
guage Mr. Stefansson can speak, the 
men will live and dress much as do 
tlie natives. Fur clothing will be 
worn, and that made by the natives, 
while much lighter than the fur suits 
made in Norway, is fully as warm and 
one may sit on a block of ice fishing 
for hours at a time in very cold wea­
ther and not fed cold.

THE CIVIL SERVICE.
It was to be expected that a hard 

pressed Opposition would try to press 
into party. service the report of the 
Civil Service Commission; iior was it 
to be expected that in doing so they 
would observe too scrupulously the 
lines oi unwavering veracity, much 
less the requirements oi absolute 
fairness. Alike their present straits 
and their past conduct forbade such 
expectations. It may be of interest 
to note a few points in connection 
with the matter of the civil service 
generally, and the efforts that have 
been made from time to time to amend 
the evils found in the present- system 
under the present and all former 
Governments.

It should not be necessary, but it 
is necessary, to say that the griev­
ances found by the Commissioners 
have not been of late development 
nor confined to the term of the pres­
ent Government. This the Commis­
sioners definitely declare in the open­
ing pages of their report. Their criti­
cism is levelled at tlfe system which 
exists and has existed, of appointing, 
promoting and paying the various 
grades and classes of the service. 
That the system is worse or better 
under the present administration than 
their predecessors, or any predeces­
sors, the Commissioners do not aver, 
More, they demand that they be con­
sidered as making no such compari­
sons. *

Since Confederation appointments 
to the Government service, under all 
Governments, have been made by 
ministers, on the recommendation fre­
quently of members of Parliament, 
long ago this system was found to 
have faults at best, and to be liable to 
abuse at worst.

Lisbon, April 29.—The Portuguese 
Cortez re-assembled today on the 
eighty-seCond anniversary of the es­
tablishment of constitutional govevn- 
ment in Portugal.

‘I hope to 
work with you." the King said, “ in 
order to bring about the happiness 
and greatness of our country.

Rough weather 
prevails in the channel today, and 
many of the channel stcagiers are 
unable to make their usual trips to 
the continent.

A Passenger’s Story. 
Southampton, April 28—Interesting de­
tails concerning the collision between 
the cruiser Gladiator in the Solent yes­
terday anil oi the rescue of the men 
of tiie British cruiser were told In 
various passengers on the liner. J. 
T. Hillis, of London, speaking of tin- 
delay in lowering boats from the St- 
Paul, said;—

"In response to our offer of assist 
nnce. the captain of the Gladiator re 
plied that it was not needed. That 
accounts for the fact that some time 
— it eeemed to me about 20 minutes- 
olapscd after the collision before the 
St. Paul boats were put in the water. 
At, that time the cruiser was turning 
turtle. Some of the bluejackets on 
board her cried, ‘Lower your boats,' li­
the vessel heeled over, and we could 
see the bluejackets climbing to tin 
uppermost side, and those who failed 
to get a secure hold slipped into tin 
water.

'The brigadier has a close knowledge 
of Indian life, and when interviewed 
by a Bulletin representative, gave liis 
opinion on the recent war scare on 
the Afghan frontier.

“1 don't think," he said, “there 
can be widespread trouble in India, 
owing to the religious differences be­
tween tlie Hindus, Mohammedans, 
and Parsecs.

"There could never be a union be­
tween the different bodies,, as their 
religions are so contrary. For ex­
ample the Mohammedan ideas of the 
destruction of animal life are entirely 
-opposed to that of the Hindus, who 
hold animal life sacred, and this 
makes a bitter feeling between them.

"To my mind the Hindu people are 
wish enough to see that all their best' 
interests lie in the British govern­
ment. But doing away with British 
rule they have everything to lose and 
nothing to gain. If the British gov­
ernment were abolished, the country 
would he in continued turmoil be­
tween the different rajahs.

"Among the Mohammedan people, 
if trouble were started, there might 
be danger of it turning to a religious 
war. 'the Mohammedans are loyal to 
their religion, and it is not consider­
ed any sin to take the lives of Euro­
peans. 'They have almost made their 
progress’ in the past by bloodshed. 
This is the great menace of the 
country.”

Brigadier Burditt is highly pleased 
with the Salvation Army immigrants 
that have come out from the British 
Isles.

Nelson, B.C., April 27.—At a meet- 
iug of the B.C. lumbermen, both from

CALGARY MARKETS.

In Toronto—Second Attempt of Woman

He was discovered and may re­
cover. He left a pathetic note asking 
his sister’s forgiveness.

TREATY FOR INDIANS 
OF NORTH COUNTRY

Superintendent Conroy Will Pay $5 
Each to 4,000 Indians in Northern 
Alberta—Leaves Edmonton Saturday 

ü>r Monday Next.

(From Thursday's bulletin.)
H. S. Conroy, of Ottawa, superintend­

ent of Indian agencies in Northern Al­
berta, arrived in the city'yesterday on 
his way north to pay his yearly visit 
to the Indian tribes there and is regist­
ered at the Alberta Hotel. Mr. Conroy 
is at present outfitting his party and 
preparing for his six months’ trip in the 
sparsely settled'north country. He will 
leave on "Saturday or Monday.

Mr. Conroy has held the position of 
Indian Agent for this northern territory 
in« the vicinity of the Peace and Atha­
basca Rivers since the Dominion gov­
ernment made the treaty with the In­
dians in 1899. By this treaty the gov­
ernment agreed to pay to every full 
blooded Indian and their descendants for 
all time to come the sum of $5 per year 
each in return for which they promise 
to relinquish all claims on the country. 
It is Mr. Conroy’s duties each year to 
travel through this country on schedule 
time and pay this treaty money to the 
Indians. In 1889 when the treaties with 
the Indians and the breeds were consum­
mated, Mr. Conroy and Col. Walker were 
with the party which went through that 
country to make the treaties. Col Walk­
er dealt exclusively with the breeds and 
the other lmsmbers of the party dealt 
with the Indians. \

Pays Out $20.090 Per Year.
Mr. Conroy, interviewed by a Bulletin^ 

representative, stated that he paid out 
in treaty money each year to the amount 
of about $20,0#0. There are about 4,000 
Indians in his territory, the number hav­
ing remained about tbe .same since the 
treaty was made in 1899.' Each year, 
as the money is distributed, the Indians 
are given a ticket bearing a number and 
upon .presentation of this ticket the fol­
lowing year they receive the treaty mon­
ey due them. There,is really very little 
need of this ticket system, however, as 
long as Mr. Conroy retains his position 
as Indian agent, for in his repeated trips 
to the north he has become well acquain­
ted with all the Indians to receive 
treaty. The time of his visits is well 
advertised daring the winter at the trad­
ing posts so the Indians are always as­
sembled to receive their money and pre­
vent delay. Mr. Conroy estimates that 
in his six months’ travelling in the north 
he each year goes about 4,000 miles. He 
travels by wagon lyick horses, canoe, 
boat, and on foot according to the dir­
ection and the nature of the country 
through Which he is passing. When he 
leaves Edmonton this week he will go 
north to Athabasca* Banding and from 
there up the Athabasca River to Lesser 
Slave Lake. He wi$ cross the lake by 
boat if the, ice is broken tip or on the 
ice if it is still safe, and striking the 
Peace River will go westward into Nor­
thern British Columbia as far as St. 
Johns. He will then* go down the Peace 
calling at Dunyegan‘J peace River Cross­
ing, and Vermilion and will cross to 
the northeast end of Lake Athabasca to 
Fon du lac. He wiH then proceed to 
Fort Smith op theHreat Slave River and 
up to Fort Resolution (M Great Slate 
Lake. He will cross the Lake, a. dist­
ance of 80 miles, to Hay River, thé most 
northerly point of his territory. Retrac­
ing part of his steps lie will go4 back up 
the Athabasca River to Fort McMurray 
and thence to Wabajfcaw. He will then 
go to White Fish Lake, a distance of 
90 miles with packhorses and then back 
to Lesser Slave Lake. lie. will visit 
Sturgeon Lake, 100 • miles farther west 
and then return along the south side of 
Lesser Slave Lake.

Mr. Conroy expécts to complete his 
trip by the latter part of October. He 
will be accompanied by a party .of four 
or five, among thetn being Dr. Donald, 
Indian Agent at Lesser Slave Lake. Be­
sides paying tKo treaty money Mr. Con­
roy, who hhs magisterial powers, - will 
settle all disputes among the Indians and 
enquire info their physical, moral and 
mental welfare. He will visit 18 dil- 
ferent posts on his trip. Although near­
ly all of the tribes in the north have dif­
ferent names they “are really divided 
into two great classes, the Crées and the 
Clupewyans. " The former occupy the 
southern part of this northern country 
and the latter the northern part.. The 
area in which treaty money is paid ex­
tends as far as the Hay River on ^ the 
south side, of Great Slave Lake. North 
pf this there are some 3,500 Indians who 
do. net yet receive treaty although they 
are more or less under the supervision 
and care of the government.

Has Never Ceased Proclaiming the 
Illimitable Resources of His Con- 
situency—He Advocates Coloniza­
tion Railway.

Ottawa Reduces Licenses.
Ottawa, April 29.—The license com­

missioners have cut off sit hotel and 
five shop licenses in the city, reduc­
ing the number to 59 and 26"shops, 
which is the lowest for fifty years.

Mr. W. F. Bredin, M.P.P. for Atha­

basca, in the Alberta legislature, pur­
poses leaving this week for his home 
in the Lesser Slave Lake district,about 
250 miles northwest of Edmonton. 
Since the close of the legislature, 
about six weeks ago, Mr. Bredin has 
been east on a business trip to Ottawa 
in connection with matters affecting 
the development and _ well are of • his 
constituency.

Mr. Bredin, who. after 26 years of 
residence and travel in the province of 
Alberta, a great ejeal of which time 
was spent in the north, and who is 
thoroughly informed upon the resourc­
es of Edmonton’s fertile hinterland, is 
enthusiastic in promoting any scheme 
calculated to develop the wealth of 
that great country, and sanguine of a 
splendid future.

“The overwhelming need,” said Mr. 
Bredin, to a Bulletin representative, 
“of that country, is a’ railway. I will 
never be satisfied until:-1'Kee' the 
people of the Athabaska and Peace 
served by a railroad.’’

Continuing, the "member for Atha­
basca stated that a road from Edmon­
ton into the country lying northwest 
would be tire- greatest colonization 
road possible in Canada. It would

road, either built or to be built in 
Canada, from the Atlantic to the Pa­
cific. The land is fit for settlement all 
the way and for the first one hundred 
miles the road would run through a 
thickly settled area.

The Route pf the Railway.
“What would be the course of such 

a railway?” _ * /
“Well, 1 cannot do better than out­

line. the course of the proposed Al­
berta Northwestern,railway, for which 
a charter has already been obtained,” 
was the answer.

Beginning at Edmonton the road 
should run in a northwester!)' direc- 
tipp, cros.-ing the Athabaska river fit 
old Fort Assiniboine and following 
thence tin- valley? of the Freeman or 
Tepamasso river to the height of land 
or divide between the latter river and 
tire Prairie River. From this point 
then, the road would traverse the val­
ley of the Prairie river to what is 
known as the Prairie River settlement 
at the West end oi Lesser Slave. Lake. 
This settlement is the largest agricul­
tural settlement in the district of 
Athabaska and comprises a number 
of townships of the very best agricul­
tural land. The trade that would 
arise, from carrying out the products 
already produced in such a' rich and 
extensive district, together with trades 
iollowing the rapid development of 
the district incident to the advent of 
the railway would ensure the success 
of the project from the first.

■From the west end of Lesser Slave 
I,alee Hie road would run west by a 
little northwest to Ilunvegan on the 
Peace River, opening up the rich val- 
leks of the Little and Big Smoky Riv­
ers. The territory between Lesser 
Slave and Durtvegan is a park-like 
country, with good soil, abundant, lux-, 
uriant grass and pea vine, and timber 
more than sufficient for the require­
ments of settlement. Ultimately this 
laihvay would reach the interpro­
vincial boundary.

A branch line should be constructed 
from the Lesser Slave Lake to Peace 
River Crossing, a distance of 90 miles 
and opening up an equally desirable 
region for settlement.

The railway from Edmonton as out­
lined would form the third northern 
section of a great trunk railway run­
ning diagonally across the province, 
of which the first section would be 
that part of the line ^from the intér- 
national -boundary to Medicine Hat, 
and the second that part between 
Medicine Hat to the provincial cap­
ital. The first and second sections 
would also open up a country as yet 
comparatively undeveloped.

Of Wide-Reaching Effect.
The construction of this great trunk 

railway, especially the third section 
referred to above, will affect the whole 
internal economy of the Dominion of 
Canada, lying north of the Saskatch­
ewan river and comprising the great 
Mackenzie River basin with its noble 
tributaries of the Athabaska, Peace 
and Liard l ivers and its' several en­
ormous lake expansions. When one 
considers that the entire St. Lawrence 
system, which has played such an 
important part in the history and de­
velopment of Canada drains only 498.- 
000 square miles of territory, and that 
tlie- Mackenzie system drains 9S4.000 
square miles,one gathers a faint gleam 
of the truth expressed in this proph­
ecy and its hearing on the develop­
ment of great. Canadian trade routes.

This railway system touching the 
Peace River at Dunvegan and Peace 
River Landing comes into connection 
with 3,500 miles of practically unin­
terrupted river and lake navigation, 
and makes possible the settlement of 
100.000,000 acres of as good agricul­
tural land as.is to be found elsewhere 
in Canada.

Is an Energetic Apostle.
Few citizens of- the province have 

been more consistent and stronger in 
presenting the claims and pressing 
needs of the peoplç of the north, and 
in advertising its*, resources in and 
•out of season than the member for 
Athabaska. it has taken a long time 
for the people of Canada and even of 
Alberta to realize that there was any­
thing beyond Edmonton. In rebuttal 
ot this fallacy no one has done mqre 
than Mr. Bredin. The information he 
furnished the government at the time 
the autonomy bills were before parlia­
ment were the determining tactors in 
directing the parliament of Canada to 
extend the boundaries of Alberta 
northward to the 60tli parallel. The 
opposition at that time contended to 
maintain the old provisional bound­
ary of the 55th parallel. On the in- 
formation provided largely by the pres­
ent member for Athabaska, the gov­
ernment made the bold stroke of 
placing the provincial boundary, as it 
is today and adding about 122.500 
square miles, or a territory 350 miles 
square to the old provisional pro­
vince. The evidence iurnisned by Mr. 
Bredin on that occasion, before -the 
select committee oi the senate in 1907, 
and in many of Ms public addresses 
lias been used by publicists in news­
papers and magazine articles, and by 
members ot parliament as the highest 
authority on all questions respecting 
the need and resources of the nofth.

He Secured Railway Charter,
It was largely due to the efforts of 

the member for Athabaska that one 
charter for the Alberta Northwestern 
railway was obtained. The bill met 
with strenuous opposition in the legis­
lature, but owing to the well directed 
persistency, reasonable and intelligent, 
advocacy oi the rights of the pioneers 
of the north the bill finally passed.

During the time that Mr. Bredin 
has réj)resented Athabaska 230 miles 
of new roads have been bjiilt in his 
constituency; At present there are over 
400 miles of roads in that part of the 
province upon which the provincial 
government is spending money. This 
year a ferry at The Narrows between 
Lesser Slave -and Buffalo Lakes will 
bi> built and "bridges on the Prairie and 
Hart rivers in the Prairie River settle­
ment, besides ,a large- expenditure on 
the main road between Lesser Slave 
Lake and Peace River Crossing.

MANUEL’S LIFE THREATENED^

Crisis in Portuguese Parliament Over 
King Carlos “Advances.”

Lisbon. April 29.—All precautions 
are being taken to prevent an at­
tempt to assassinate King Manuel, 
who must go to Cortez to open parlia­
ment today. In response to threats 
of the Libérait-ts and Republicans to 
attack tlie government in parliament 
the government organ, Mundo, says 
that upon the first evidence of the Re­
publicans trying to precipitate a con­
flict the government will dissolve 
parliament and proclaim a " military 
dictatorship. - The Republican press 
answers that threat by warning King 
Manuel to remember the fate of Carlos 
I. and Louis XIV. The threatened 
crisis is the result of “advances” ob­
tained by the late King Carlos 'rom 
the state treasury. The young King 
sincerely wishes to make amends and 
has asked that a commission be ap­
pointed to investigate the amount of 
the debt. A hitch jin this programme 
is ■ caused bv the discovery that the 
amount of credit to the King on the 
treasury book was not sejfen hundred 
thousand, as everyone supposed, but 
one and a half millions. This sensa­
tional revelation, however, is added to 
by the fact that the royal family ac­
tually only received seven hundred 
thousand, the remaining eight hun­
dred thousand having been absorbed 
in the process of transmission by 
“relatives” then in control.

As 
this is the clo-e season for ducks every 
sportsman shonld be interested in seeing 
that the game laws are strictly enforced. 
It is also rumored that some half breeds 
have lieen collecting duck eggs oround 
Big Lake which is also a violation of the 
law.

C. C. McCaul, K.U., returned to the 
cipr yesterday from Lethbridge and 
Southern Alberta. He reports the 
counery south of Calgary, especially 
between Sheep Creek and High River 
and from Nanton to near Macleod, 
looking fine, seeding far advanced, 
and the winter wheat already showing 
up on many of the farms in the neigh­
borhood of Leavings. Mr. McCaul 
has been retained with Mr. Colin 
Macleod, to conduct the defence of 
the C.P.R. telegraph operator, Mui- 
lin, charged with manslaughter, whose 
trial is set for the Macleod sittings, 
beginning May 5th.

PURCHASING RIGHT OF WAY.
(From Tuesday’s .Bulletin.)

Geo. H. Pope, right of way pur­
chasing agent of the G.T.P., in the 
west, arrived in the city yesterday, 
and is a guest at the Alberta hotel, 
Mr. Popè’ti work is nearing comple­
tion near the city of Edmonton. He 
has practically completed the pur­
chase of the right of way as far west 
as the land is surveyed. The balance 
of the right of way being tlirough un­
surveyed government property will be 
obtained direct from the government 
by the G.T.P,

Mr. Pope stated that he had expe­
rienced very littiç active opposition 
in the purchase of the right of why. 
Some ol the property owners objected 
at first to the price offered. Mr. Pope, 
however ,took action through the 
courts, and obtained immediate pos­
session of the property in question, so 
as not to delay grading operations. 
Some of the owners were determined 
to have the question of the price of 
their property submitted to arbitra­
tion,. but tlie majority of them finally 
thought better of it, and accepted the 
price offered. As an example of. this, 
Mr. Pope cited the case of several 
property owners west of the city who 
at Just demanded $4,000 for their 
property. When they found that the 
railway company was determined to 
submit the question of the price to 
arbitration, in which case, if they 
lost, they would bejiable for the costs 
of the proceedings they came down in 
the price and finally accepted $1,800. 
Mr. Pope said the chief cause of de­
lay in closing out the whole matter 
was the absence of many of the pro­
perty owners.

iog a Climax.DEATH OF C. DE W. MACDONALD
(From Thursday’s Bulletin.)

One of the most brilliant scholars 
and linguists of Canada passed away 
in the city last night in the person 
of Chas. De W. Macdonald, a mem­
ber of the legal firm of Macdonald, 
McKinnon and Cogswell, and a well- 
known citizen of Edmonton for the 
past tea yea»». The. late Mr. Macdon­
ald, who was 54 years of age, had 
been in. failing, health for some time 
and during thÜ past few weeks his 
end was a not unexpected at any 
time. He leaves to mourn a wife and 
four children, two soi^s and two 
daughters, the eldest of ! whom is six­
teen years of age.

The late Mr. Macdonald was born 
ill Pictou, N.S., on October 23rd, 1854. 
He was the tides t son of the daté Hon. 
-X- C. Macdonald, for many years 
speaker of the N. S. House of Assem­
bly. At the age of twelve years ins 
father died, leaving liim the sole sup­
port ol the family. He lin'd early 
showed remarkable brilliancy in his 
studies, and at tke age of fifteen lie 
graduated from Dalliousie University, 
Halifax, N.S., witli the degree of B. A. 
and honors in classics and literature. 
A year or two later he received the 
degree of M.A. as the result of a 
scholarly .thesis. He was admitted to 
the Nova Scotian bar on the 6th or 
November, 1875, a few days after he 
had .reached his 21st birthday, but he 
had passed his law examinations sev­
eral years previously. He practised 
the legal profession in lib home town 
of Picton for some time, and was 
also in addition editor of the Picton 
News. vLatcr lie removed to Halifax 
and formed a partnership with H. L. 
Jones, son of ex-Govcruor Jones, of 
that province.

Ten years ago Mr. Macdonald came 
to Edmonton, where lie has since re­
sided. For a lengthy period lie acted 
as Dominion Crown Prosecutor for 
this district and has been connected 
with a large number of very import­
ant legal suits. In 1905 he entered 
into partnership with D. H. McKin­
non, and some time later E. B. Cogs­
well joined the firm.

Mrs. Macdonald was formerly Miss 
Sophie Robinson, daughter of W. B. 
Robson, of St. John, N.B. The de­
ceased also is survived by two sisters 
and one brother, a civil engineer at 
Antofagasta, Chili. Mrs. McDonald 
leaves, with the remains on Saturday 
lor the old home in Picton, Nova 
Scotia, where interment will take 
place.

Mr. Mountificld received a reply yes­
terday to the effect that the passen­
ger- rates to the Edmonton Exhibition, 
would be tlie same this year as on 
former years, and that they could not 
give the same rates as are being given 
those attending the Dominion Fair at 
Calgary. .

A similar turn down was given this), 
city in connection with the freight 
rates to the stock show to be held 
here in June. The association asked 
the C.P.R. to give the same freight 
rates to Edmonton as to Calgary for 
stock to be exhibited here, but the 
railway company refused. Many stock 
breeders in Ontario, Manitoba and 
Saskatchewan were planning to bring 
their stock to the Edmonton stock 
show in June.

Will be Handled by an Incorporated 
Subsidiary Company.

Ottawa, April 29—According to re­
turns brought down in the House of 
Commons yesterday a company lues 
Urvn incorporated known as tlie Grand 
Trunk Pacific Town and Development, 
company, to handle the townsite» of 
tlie G. T. R.

The reason given for this course was 
because tlie railway company found 
that if the management of the town- 
sites was in the company itself, dif­
ficulty would arise, owing to the fact 
that certain bonds had been issued, 
which arc secvfred by trust, mortgage, 
.covering all the railway and the per­
sonal property of the railway company 
anil the company could not therefore 
give a clear title to lands comprised 
in the town sites.

This reason was recognized by tint 
government as a valid one, and the 
company was permitted to purchase 
13,043 acres of Dominion lqnds for 
townsite purposes.

By an order in council passed Janu­
ary 22 of this year, the rate being $3 
an acre, although the company paid 
for them at the rate of $1 per acre- 
The town and development company 
was also permitted to purchase 12,297 
acres from homesteaders, whose land 
had not been patented, but each 
homesteader had to pay the govern­
ment one dollar for every acre that 
he had surrendered to the company.
