LONDON, Sept.. 20.

BONAR LAW.

ST. PIERRE BULLETIN.
PARIS, via St. Pierre, Sept. 20.

Official. The British fleet having 
bombarded the German organizations 
of the Belgian coast, our heavy ar­
tillery in Nieuport district co-opera­
ting witji our Allies fleet, cannonaded 
the German shore batteries which 
were shelling the warships. On the 
Artois front the enemy’s artillery fire 
slackened. Our batteries kept up 
their bombardment on the German 
batteries and positions. There was 
cannonading and bomb struggles in 
the Roye district. On the canal run­
ning from the Aisne to the Marne we 
maintained our bridgehead at Sapig- 
neul ih spite of three hostile attacks. 
In Champagne the enemy replied 
faintly to our bombardment, but shell­
ed fiercely the district situated be­
tween the Aisne and Argonne ; also 
on the Meuse heights. In Lorraine 
and Vosges our shelling appears to 
have been particularly efficient. Dur­
ing the day we blew up four German 
munition depots. Near St. Mihiel a 
German aeroplane was attacked by 
‘he quick fire of our aeroplanes and 
our batteries, and dropped in' the 
German lines.

Belgian Bulletin.—A quiet night. 
-The morning was characterized by a 
great activity on the part of the ene­
my’s artillery, especially directed 
.'.gainst Groot Ooostkerke and Ren- 
inghe. During the evening was inter­
mittent firing on several points of our 
front and rather fierce bombardment 
of Pypegaand. Our artillery replied 
most vigorously and dispersed the 
German sappers working in the direc­
tion of St. Hoore and east of Knocloc 
fort.

RESCUED CREW ON THEIR WAY
TO NEW YORK.

NEW YORK, Sept. 20.
The Anchor Line steamer Tuscania 

is on her way to New York to-day, 
bringing the passengers and crew of 
the Greek steamer Athinai, which was 
on fire and abandoned at sea, accord­
ing to a wireless message received 
from Captain McLean of the Tuscania. 
The Athinai left New York last Thurs­
day for Piraeus, Greece, carrying a 
few passengers, a large general car­
go and many bags of mail. The Tus- 
eania's latest message came from a 
point 458 miles from the Ambrose 
Channel Lightship, and was dated at 
noon. The passengers aboard number 
341 and the crew 68. On the Ruman­
ian Prince there are 61 other surviv­
ors. Everyone was saved. The Tus­
cania sailed from Glasgow on Sunday 
week, and is due here late to-day, but 
is not expected to arrive, before to­
morrow.

In the Artois district our artillery 
last night delivered violent bombard­
ment against works of the enemy and 
interfered with their provision trains 
in the environs of Arras and on the 
front along the Orinchon River, where 
cannonading wts accompanied by a 
spirited rifle fire and outbursts from 
the machine guns. In the Campain 
district our artillery replied to a bom­
bardment of our positions to the 
north of Camp de Chalons and check­
ed the fire of the German heavy ar­
tillery. To the north of Perth a depot 
of munitions within the enemy’s lines 
was blown up.

At the Front on 
Gallipoli Peninsula.

The rumors which have been cur­
rent for the past week that the New­
foundland Regiment had been sent to 
Khartoum to do garrison duty are 
now known to be without foundation. 
These rumors were in direct conflict 
with the positive statement of Lord 
Kitchener, who told the Regiment 
when he reviewed them ■'before their 
departure from Aldershot that he was 
seeding them to the Dardanelles. 
Last evening an official message was 
received that the Regiment on Tues­
day had left Alexandria, the Egyptian 
base for the Dardanelles Expedition­
ary forces for the Dandanelles base. 
These expeditionary forces are operat­
ing on the Gallipoli Peninsula in two 
fields of conflict. One field covers the 
toe of the foot of Lower Gallipoli, and 
the other the front of the ankle. 
Judging from the information avail­
able, the two fields of operation ap­
pear to be separated by about seven 
miles of Turkish territory on the 
Aegean coast of the Peninsula, South 
of Gaba Tepe. The troops operating 
on this battle ground are working 
round Ache Baba by the West, with 
the object of getting astride the road 
which connects Krithea with Great 
Maidos above the Narrows and serves 
as the land line communication be­
tween the Narrows and the fortress 
of Ache Baba, which is the main ob­
jective of these operations, for by its 
possession the allies could dominate 
the forts of the Narrows from the 
South West.

The troops operating to the North of 
Gaba Tepe are endeavouring to cap­
ture Sara Bahr, the ankle of the foot 
which will enable them to get astride 
the road between Gallipoli and Great 
Maidos, and from it dominate the 
forts of the Narrows from the North 
West. On which field of operaation 
the Newfoundland Regiment will fight 
wè have no means at present of know­
ing. But it is on the latter field that 
the operations are extending mostly 
and that the greater part of the rein­
forcements are being sent. Judging 
by the activity of the German artill­

ery on the Servian frontiers and the 
enigmatical action of Bulgaria in en­
deavouring .to mobilize Bulgars in
Macedonia, which is claimed by Bul­
garia and is that part of
Servia which Bulgaria is anx­
ious to obtain, it looks as
if there is trouble ahead in the Bal­
kan States, which will force the al­
lies to greater activity in the Dar­
danelles in the immediate future. 
Before long we shall hear that our 
boys have been in action and that 
they have won honors for Newfound­
land, as Newfoundlanders have done 
in the past. As our boys left Alexan­
dria last Tuesday for the Dardanelles 
base, about 700 miles distant by sea, 
they probably arrived there on Fri­
day, and. have already taken up their 
quarters at the base.

In their encounter with the Germans 
the Russians continuously showed 
their high military efforts and main­
tain the demeanor of calm confidence 
in circumstances of extreme gravity. 
On the front of Binyankon Lida and 
also bn the eastern bank of the Sto- 
hara the situation is unchanged.

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ShootingMan Swept Overboard 
and Drowned.

Arthur Huskin DeXVitt Cairns, Baritoneen or,
BANKER NITA M. CONRAD PUTS 

INTO PORT DAMAGED.
With flag flying at half-mast, the 

Burin banking schooner Nita M. Con­
rad, Capt. Rob. Hollett, entered port 
last evening and reported the loss of 
one of her crew during a storm in 
which the vessel got a severe drub­
bing and sustained damage. The 
name of the victim is Heber Knight, 
aged 28 years, unmarried, belonging 
to Garnish, Fortune Bay. He was a 
dory hand.

En Route to Labrador.
Capt. Bob, who is a cousin of Skip­

pers Tom and Bill Hollett and equally 
as noted a fish killer as they, spoke 
regretfully of the drowning accident 
as he told of his trip to the Telegram. 

Jlaving landed the last of the sum­
mer’s catch which was taken on the 
Grand Banks, aggregating 3,500 qtls., 
the Nita M. Conrad obtained a full 
squid baiting and let the home port 
a week ago, bound for the Labrador 
coast.

Met Heavy Weather.
The vessel made good headway go­

ing north, although quite a deal of 
fog and rain showers were experi­
enced. On Saturday last when off the 
Funk Islands a black northeaster 
sprung up. The storm increased in 
violence. The wind blew with terrific 
force, accompanied by mountainous 
seas and the vessel was badly buffet- 
ted. Her foresail was carried away 
and her deck was constantly swept by 
the huge seas. One ‘comber’ was 
shipped, smashing the galley and do­
ing minor damage about deck and 
poor Knight lost his life.

Swept Overboard.
The mate and White were engaged 

‘reefing’ the mainsail. The yessel 
was being tossed about roughly and 
mate Walsh secured himself with 
rope lashings, but, unfortunately, his 
assistant did not. The latter was 
holding on a tackl€ in one hand for 
the mate and holding on for his own 
safety with the other hand. Suddenly 
a heavy sea boarded the vessel, which 
gave a lurch, causing Knight to Ipso 
his hold and he was carried over­
board. Although able to swim, he 
was instantly buried by the waves. 
Despite the fury of the elements, how­
ever, a dory was launched in an at­
tempt to rescue the drowning man, 
but the attempt was futile, for as soon 
as the dory struck the water it was 
turned turtle. The vessel then bore 
up for St. John’s. The tragic event 
cast a gloom on board, as deceased 
was popular and well liked by his 
fellow shipmates. A particularly sad 
circumstance in connection with the 

‘tragedy is that a brother of the de­
ceased was on deck and witnessed 
the tragedy, but was powerless to ren­
der assistance. The District of For­
tune Bay has paid heavily to the toll 
of the sea this year and the present 
victim adds another to the list. The 
Nita M. Conrad will resume the voyage 
as soon as repairs are effected.
