Recent Recruiting.

Good Work of Superintendents of
2 Eduecation.

1916

The Superintendents of

Education are doing

great service to the cause

of recruiting. By their

instrumentality t h'e
teachers and children of schools were
the ready and willing agents in dis-
tributing some 50,000 copies of re-
cruiting numbers cof the daily papers
to the homes of their parents.  This
morning, Dr. Hanrahan joins Licut.
Murphy and a squad to bLegin a re-
cruiting campaign in the districts of
Harbor Main, Brigus, Harbor Grace
and Carbonear. Lieut. Murphy is gen-
erously spending his leave of absence
from Regimental Headquarters in
this work and deserves commendation
for this sacrifice of his holiday. Dr.
Burke, during the past weéek, has been
engaged in recruiting along the Tre-
passey shore. Mr. Blackall, with a
squad consisting of Sergeant Long,
Privates Thistle and Pelley have con-
ducted a campaign through the dis-
tricts of St. George's and Burgeo, and
are now in Fortune. They will pro-
ceed next to Burin District. The set-
tlements visited are St. George’s, San-
dy Point, Robinson’s Head, Crabbes,
Chann'el, Rose Blanche, Burgeo, Ram-
ea, Pushthrough and Hermitage. Mr.
Blackall reports that 31 men have ral-
lied to the colors: From St. George's,
3; Sandy Point, 5; Crabbes, 6§; Chan-
nel, 2; Burgeo, 8; Ramea, 4;: Push-
through, 3. Dr. Curtis recently car-
ried on a recruiting campaign through
Bay de Verde District. He was ac-
companied by Sergeant Major Belbin,
and Private Shears. He reports that
65 young men volunteered, and that
22 of these responded at the settle-
ment of Bay de Verde. s Dr. Curtis
pays a tribute to the fine work done
by his soldier colleagues and the
hearty welcome they, received from
the people, who rallied in large num-
bers to the meetir and otherwise
gave them a hearty welcome.

The Lornina Case.

Appr'ndfd will be found a let-
ter of protest*which Mr."W. F. Lloyd,
as Leader of the Opposition in the
House of Assembly, has written
against the issuz of a Commis-
sion which is to supercede an
inquiry which the Auditor General
had decided to hold into the payment
of a certain bounty for the schoone:
Lornina. Under the Audit Act, - the
Auditor General is the sole authority
to inquire into the payment of public
moneys. He had notified Mr. Coaker
that he intended to hold an inquiry
under the Audit Act, and the other
day he wrote to Mr. Coaker - stating
that “the inquiry which I proposed to
conduct myself in my capacity as Au-
ditor General will, therefore cease,
and the whole matter will be taken
up by the Commission recently ap-
pointed.” The whole spirit and ob-
ject of the Audit Act and the position
of independent tenure in his office, is
against any interference by the Gov-
ernment in the conduct of an inquiry
by the Auditor General. He is the

™

sole authority for an inquiry into the

expenditure of public moneys under
the Audit Act, and it is' improper to
dilute his authority by associating

others with him. A further objection.

is taken to the two members who
have been appointed with him. These
are we understand, Mr. Jesse White-
way, who has for many years been
associated with the present Govern-
ment party, and Mr. R.,T. McGrath
who is abjected to as a
subordinate of Mr. Caghin : in
the department over ~which the
latter presides. As to an inquiry
into the loss of the Lornina, the Com-
mission should be composed of men
similar to those called for in a Marine
Court of ‘Enquiry, viz., a lawyer, and
two men well acquainted with the
sea and schooners; and who do not oc-
cupy positions to which objections can
be properly taken. It will Dbe seen
that His Excellency the Governor has
referred the protest to his ministers.

Sir,—I most respectfully desire tc
draw your attention to the Commis-
sion which I understand has been
directed through the advice of your
Ministers from you to Mr. Jesse
Whiteway, Mr. R. T. McGrath and Mr.
F. C. Berteau, Comptroller and Audi-
tor-General, to enquire into the mat-
ter of the payment of bounty of the
schooner “Lornina.” It may not be
known to Your Excellency that Mr.
Berteau in his capacity as Auditor-
General had already arranged to in-
quire into the matter before this Com-
mission was specially appointed to
deal with the expenditure of public
moneys, inquiries into which are
specially conferred on the Auditor-
General by the Audit Act, 1899. It,
therefore, appears to me an illegal
proceeding to supersede the functions
of his office by this Commission re-
cently appointed. In a letter directed
to Mr. Coaker by Mr. F. C. Berteau he
states that “the inquiry which I pro-
posed to conduct myself in my capa-
city as Auditor-General will, there-
fore, cease and the whole matter will
he taken up by the Commission re-
cently appointed.”

I would also direct your attention
to the persounel of the Commission,
other than the Auditor-General. Mr.
Jesse Whiteway is a member of the
political party of which the Hon. M. P.
Cashin belongs. He was a member of
the House of Assembly from 1909 to
1913, and a supporter of Sir Edward
Morris. At the last election he was a
candidate for the same party. As to
Mr. R. T. McGrath, he holds the office
of Inspector of Customs, and is, there-
fore, a subordinate in the department
over which the Hon. M. P. Cashin pre-
sides. As the inquiry relates to amn
alleged payment to the Hon. M. P.
(Cashin of bounty for the schooner
Lornina, Your Excellency will see
the impropriety of Mr. Jesse White-
way, and, particularly, of a subordin-
ate of the Hon. M. P. Cashin being
members of the Commission of In-
quiry. I, therefore, desire to protest
most strongly and respectfully against
the issue of this Commission, and
would suggest to Your Excellency the
recall of the Commission which has
been issued, and the leaving of the in-
quiry in the hands of Mr. F. C. Ber-
teau, the Auditor-General, who is re-
moved by the tenor of his office from
all political and other influences, and
in whom we have every reason to
have confidence.

‘(‘»ommm\s when he said Great Britain
would be obliged to deny the request
of America that cargoes of dye stuffs
from Germany be permitted to go
through as a relief to the industries
of America. Our answer to the Am-
erican’s request must be “No!” He
said when we agreed over a year ago
to allow two cargoes of dye stuffs to
pass through from Germany to Am-
erica it was stipulated by .America
and Germany that these cargoes were
to go in exchange for a cargo of cot-
ton from America to Germany which

j had been contracted for before March.

The matter was allowed to run
along by Germany and America un-
til finally the American shipments for
Germany came over and we permitted
them_to go through to Germany, pre-
suming they were intended in ex-
change for dyestuffs, but it developed
later that Germany paid for cotton
cargoes in cash while not shipping
dyestuffs. On April 2nd, nearly a
year later, the American Government
asked us if we could not arrange to
allow the dyestuff cargoes to go out,
were informed that American indus-
tries were suffering from want of dye-
stuffs, which same argument was used
a year ago when we gave permission
for the exchange of cargoes. Our at-
titude is that if American industries
are able to get along a whole year
without German dyestuffs cargoes,
some way must be found to overcome
the difficulty that might be applied
now. In other words we don't feel an
urgent necessity to exist that ought to
cause us to allow the dyestuffs to pass
at this late day.

I have had an
interview upon the matter with Baron
Kato, four times Minister for Foreign

The Lighthouse Post.

How News and Relief are Carried to
the Keepers of the Tower. . ..

The shores of England are plenti-
fully studded with lighthouses, not a
few of which were built upon small
islands, or else isolated rocks, situ-
ated more or less near to the main-
land. .
Stress of weather often cuts off
these lonely watch-towers from the
rest of the world, in order to com-
municate with which the lighthouse
keepers have to exercise their wits.
It is then that what is known to
watchful shore-dwellers as light-
house post comes into play, by means
of which communication is establish-
ed through even the roughest sea. °
The head lightkeeper encloses a
letter, or letters, in a bottle, and fixes
the bottle securely in a wooden case.
A leaden keel is attached to serve as
ballast, and a small tin sail is added
to catch the breeze. This tiny craft
is then launched upon the waves, the
keepers watch it out of sight, and then
go back to their lonely waiting for the
relief-boat.

Skerryvore Lightliouse last year
1ad been isolated since December 21,
when, on January 10th the head light-
keeper resolved to resort to Jight-
house post,. and sent off one of these
messages by bottle. Favorable winds
carried the frail craft to the small is-
land of Eraid, on the southwest side
of Mull, which it reached on January
15th.

ogether of thirty miles.

In most
instances the sea: is too wiolent to al-
low of & landing actually upon the
rock itself, and the mer have to be
hauled up and lowered down into the
boat by means of the hoisting tackle
with which'the lighthouse is provided.
The nets around the boat have
saved many a Kkeeper from being
drowned in-the boiling surf that beats
on the lighthouse rock during the per-
formance of this feat.

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SYMPATHY.

To have true sympathy with anyone,
one must have had a similar experi-
ence as that one. Not every appeal
for sympathy firds a ready response,
because the response is limited owing
to our many and different view points
and feelings. In the cause of suffer-
ing, “physical suffering, there is al-
ways a universal suffering. Very few
of us get along without suffering, and
while few have experienced the
wounds of war, yet even a cut finger
gives us a keener appreciation of the
agony of a shrapnel wound. And so
no fund receives such a ready re-
sponse as the Red Cross Fund, a fund
that is humaritarian in every sense of
the word. And it is something to feel
that in a few days we can raise suffi-
cient to keep the British Red Cross
work going ahead for almost twenty-
four hours. It is a fund that draws
contributions from every pocket, whe-
ther it has little or much to give, and
doubtless the “Lady of the Lamb”
looks down in silent content to see
that suffering does not go uncared for.

WOMEN AND THE VOTE.

Under the' New Charter, women rate
payers, or those who are tenants and
occupiers of houses are permitted to
vote in Municipal Elections. A mo-
tion to enlarge the franchise and in-
clude all women over 21 was not en-
couraged among the Citizens’ Com-
mittee. The step is not such an
impossible one in these days as
it seemed say tenm years ago. In
spite of the militant tactics of the
Pankhursts, which no doubt hindered
the cause so far as Parliament was
concerned, -a large multitude of wo-
men have been unnoticed, qualifying
for the vote, and we find that in this
War, testing time as it has been, has
found women content and ready and
above all, capable, of taking the place
of a man, and doing his 'work, in many
cases better and faster than he did.
We find women working in the en-
gineering shops, runming street éars,
and we find them at the front as cool
28 any man, talking their share of
dangerous occupations and taking the
leading share in that great work of
caring for the sick and ‘the sore and
the wounded of our regiment. How
it can he possible to refuse their entry
into full citizenship after such a re-
¢ord I cannot imagine, nor can con-
Servation supply an adequat® reason.

THE THOUGHTS OF THEOBALD.

After the war, if not during the war,
women will as a matter of course, not
by courtesy, but by right, receive the
full privileges and rights of citizen-
ship.

WOMEN AND CIVICS.

In civic work women especially are
needed. The problems of housing,
vice, public safety, health will find a
far less compromising attitude from
women than the average man. Their
part in civics has been universally
acknowledged and we find that in
many countries (New Zealand, -the
Australias, many States and Cities in
Canada and others) have already
given women the vote and as a re-
sult the fabric of civilization is still
intact—indeed there have been greai-
er attempts to mend the torn parts,
and civilization cannot but be higher
with women so-operating with men
in its law-making.

It is not because women have been
able to shoulder the tasks of men that
they are entitled to the vote. If it
was a question of strength, the horse
would have a greater right than man
to vote. But the Wote represents not
might, but the power of aggregate
common-sense (which is the most un-
common sense), for it is said that in
the long run it is true that the com-
mon judgment of ordinary men is
wiser than all the experts that exist.

The health of the city, moral and
physical, radiates from the homes of
the city, and from the schools. Now
what a great number of women
teachers we have. What education
along civic lines do they possess. As
a matter of fact our schools do not
help much to teach the art of good
citizenship. What shall it profit a
boy or girl to know how many mem-
bers of the Assembly there are, and
their term of office if he or she knows
not what personal responsibility as a
citizen means, and has no desire to
render social and civic service tc
those around in the city.

i WANTED: A SMOKE AND DUST

ABATEMENT COMMISSION FOR
ST. JOHN’S,

Under the term “Nuisances” in the
‘New Charter is “Any chimney sending
forth black smoke in such quantity as
to be objectionable to neighbours.” In
towns with a greater number of fac-
tories than we have, the smoke nuis-
ance is of no small matter. Some peo-

ple hold that smoke is a necessﬁry
evil, voicing the theory that our indus-

| tries are to be served, and not serve

the community. Booth Tarkington in
the “The’ Turmoil,” has Mr. Sheridan,
a manufacturer, express this attitude
when he says to a committee of plain-
tive housewives who called to beg his
aid against the smoke nuisance:
“Smoke’s what brings your husbands’
money home on Saturday night.

you go home and ask your husbands
what smoke puts in their pockets out

‘| o’ the pay roll—and you'll come around

next time to get me to turn out mors
smoke instead of chokin’ it off!” But
in spite of this view we have to learn
sometime or other that industry was
made for man; not man for inJdustry.
These perverted ideas of Mr. Sheridan
are responsible for e construction
of our cities on the “jerry-built” plan,
are Tesponsible for our soot, and the
dusty carelessness of our city life.
And cities are now beginning to real-
ize that the smoke nuisance is a seri-
ous obstacle to any kind of city plan-
ning, that it destroys building inateri-
als, retards the growth of vezetation,
cuts off sunlight and daylight, pro-
longs fogs, is injurious to comfort
and health, and is costly both to the
smoke maker and the public. In this,
our city, almost all who live routh of
Military and LeMarchant Roads are at
constant warfare with the soot, not
alone from factory chimneys bat from
all chimneys. When the sun’s rays
are pouring down and the day is joy-
cus overhead, one in these localities
dare only to open windows at the éx-
pense of ruined curtains, carpets, etc.
That matter can be improved by
imeans of smoke consumers or other
methods is shown by the exertions
made in other cities. It is estimated
that as a matter of fact 20% at least
of the coal consumption goes up the
chimnely as a tribute to “King
Smoke.” Electricity and .gas have
their advantages over coal and many
things can be acomplished electrically
when we are able to obtain current at
a reasonable rate.

The dust problem is closely allied
to the smoke nuisance and I believe
that one of the greatest horrors of our
city will be obliterated if an intelli-
gent Commission of engineers, scien-
tists, and practical men were appoint-
ed to go into the matter and see if it
can be settled satisfactorily. Legal
prohibition against smoke production
does not in itself serve to secure sat-
isfactory results. It should be ac-
companied by a campaign for intelli-
gent furnace construction, by meas-
ures designed to educate owners, en-
gineers and firemen and by eifective
inspection, when it ought to prove of
}high value.

THE - CREATION PICTURES.

I saw nearly the whole series of the
Bible pictures shown in the British
Hall the last few weks, and I must
say that in the mechanism of th2 mov-
ing pictures, in the natural and re-
verent manner of the actors, I have
never seen so good an exhibition.

‘While one may not quite follow the
deductions which these people form
from their explicit belief in tho ible,
yet one: cannot but respect their evi-
dent sincerity.

The Home Government
has again and again had to step in and
take over factories and run them in
order to obtain supplies as needed.
