mariner, Capt. John Barry, a native
of Tramore, County of Waterford, I~e-
land, and brother-in-law of the
famous shipwright Mr. Peter Saund-
ers of St. John's. After a compara-
tively few years the Lady Glover had
to fall back before the shrill whistle
of the locomotive in 1884. The ex-
tension of the raflway North and
South revolutionized the entfre ser-
vice. WAth one mighty bound the
service that took six or eight weeks
to perform is now performed in a
couple of days.

Thus it will be seen that from a
very small beginning, viz,—the guar-
antee of Mr. Doocly, of Portugal Cove,
to provide suitable sccomedation and
quick passage for passengers and
freighty, the New Skifi being propelled
by six oars, we have to-day, owing (v
the progressive policy of the great
Liberal Chieftaln, Sir W. V. White-
way, -almost dafly communieation
throughout the Island.

To Mr. Higgins, K.C., in cross-
examination, he said that he had seen
the affidavit of Mr. Woodford in the
papers, and the time between when
the new Government took office and
the visit and demand of Head Const.
O'Neil was very much shorter than
the lapse of time from the day Mr.
Woodford’s affidavit was filed incriin-
inating two members of the Legisla-
ture and officers of the Crown until
the present time. The point made
was that it took a very short few
days to get after the $25.00 that Mr.
Mercer had to spend on the roads,
but now more than two weeks had
elapsed since the Woodford afidavit
was filed, and nothing had been done.

Samuel Cluney called, sworn and
examined by Mr. Mews.—Questioned
abput Woodford, he objects to giving
evidence as he was called only on Dr.
Jones’ trial, and he asked the court
to cross it off. Asked what was done
at a meeting at the “Anchorage” he
replied that he did not take down the
minutes.

Methodist National
