Some Press Opini;
on the U. S. Tariff.

The following extract taken
from the New York Literary
Digest forms interesting read-
ing, containing as it does some
American press opinions on the
New Tariff. The building of

is proceeding apace, adminis-
‘trations deeming in their wis-
dom that protection is the
panacea for all industrial ills.
The erection of tariff barriers
may have something in their
favor but as a rule duty wars
are not productive of or bene-
ficial to mutual trade. The
Fordney Tariff hits Newfound-
land with its high duty on fish
and fish products, but there is
a possibility that an amicable
and equitable agreement may be
subsequently ‘made between this
country and -the United--States.
If not our fish trade with. the
neighboring republic -is- prac-
tically killed. The argument of
the appended- article is “Will the
New Tariff bring better times?”

“The best intentions oft fail of ap-
preciation. Six days'a Wweek, from
January 6 till June 29, Republican
tariff makers labor on a bill intended
to ‘become the Magna Carta for the
perpetuation of our American stand-
ard of living and to be the constitu-
tion of a uniform and universal pros-
perity,’ only to be informed by one
of the most influential and regular
Republican dailies of New England,
$hat if their bill were to be made law
now ‘we should proba\bly find our-
selves on the edge of a deeper plunge
into public and private adversity than
we have yet taken.” The chairman
of the committee that drafted the bill
modestly disavows having produced a
panacea for all national ills, yet ven-
tures to ‘predict with great confidence
that its effect upon American indus-
try and American labor will be en-
tirely beneficial,’ and he is told by a
leading business journmal that his
schedules ‘have been so framed as to
delay and perkaps check complete
restoration of prosperity.” Friends of
a protective tariff as represented by
dailies like the Republican Buffalo
Express and the Independent Wash-
ington Post agree with the Congress-
man from Wisconsin, however, that
the emactment of the tariff law he
has proposed will be most beneficial
and will hasten ‘the progress of busi-
ness revival’ Democratic critics con-
centrate upon the effect which they
think the tariff schedules proposed
by Mr. Fordney weuld have on the
consumer. Theyt &re ‘extortions,’
says one; they ‘will victimize the
consumer,” declares another. ‘Vie-
ious,” ' ‘monstrous,’ and  ‘indefensible’
are other characterizations coming
from papers which dislike a protec-
tive tariff on geneéral principles.
