No creature has more curious or In­
teresting habits than the spider.

The Queensland spider has been 
called “The Magnificent,” because the 
female has gorgeous colouring. One 
of the most Interesting features of 
the Queensland spider Is Its method 
of catching the moths upon which It 
feeds. It does this in the same way 
In which we capture files on a fly-pa­
per!

The spider hangs down from a web 
and spins a thread of about an Inch 
and a half In length. At the end ot 
this thread, which is held out by one 
of Its hind legs, Is a drop of some 
very sticky substance, about the size 
of a pin’s head. When a moth comes 
near, the spider swings its thread 
round and round at an amastng speed. 
Once the moth has been touched by 
the drop on the end, it becomes held 
fast. Then it is pulled up by the spid­
er and killed and eaten.

Preparing For Dinner.
Rather similar Is the behaviour of 

another spider which may be said to 
be a relation of the Queensland In­
sect It Is found in South Africa and 
Is as large as its relative.

It spins a line parallel to the 
ground and attaches to it a thread 
with a drop of adhesive matter at the 
end. This is held out by the third and 
shortest leg. When Its preparations 
are complete, the spider whirls the 
thread round and round for about a 
quarter of an hour.

At the end of this time contact with 
the air has taken all the stickiness 
from the drop, which the spider then 
pulls up and swallows. It rests for a 
few minutes and then repeats the per­
formance.

It is interesting to learn that neither 
of these spiders makes a web for 
catching insects.

H. J. WATTS, H.M.C.
(H. F. SHORTIS.)

By the death of H. J. Watte of H. 
M. Customs, which occurred on Sat­
urday evening, St. John’s has lost a 
most respected citizen, and the Public 
Service a most efficient and popular 
official.

H. J. Watts was born in Harbor 
Grace 76 years ago, and yae the 
eldest son of the late Claudius Watts, 
who at the time of his demise had 
nearly rounded off the century. He 
received his education at the famous 
Grammar School In that town, and 
after leaving that institution, he was 
employed for a short time In the em­
ploy of W. H. Thompson, Anglo Tele­
graph operator ud druggist. About 
1870, Mr. Watte left his native town 
and travelled extensively In the United 
States and Canada. He went as far 
west as the Rocky Mountains, and was 
engaged In various employments In 
towns of both countries, After some 
years, he went to St. Pierre, end was 
in the employ of Clinton A Sheehan 
for about seven years. While there he 
became proficient In the French lan­
guage, which became very useful (q 
him In after life. After leaving St, 
Pierre, he returned to Harbor Grace, 
and opened up an extensive grocery - 
store, in which he pospered, until the 
death of Joseph Godden, ex-M.H.A. 
for Harbor Grace, when he succeeded 
the above gentleman in the Custom 
House. After some years he was 
transferred to the Customs Depart­
ment of St. John’s, and seldom has 
there been a more capable, courteous i 
and popular official in the public ser- j 
vice. John Watts was the same to all | 
men and the enemy of none. He was 
held in the highest esteem and respect 1 
by his superiors, as well as by his j 
subordinates and the general public. I 

Few men in Newfoundland had a 
greater grasp upon the historical af- j 
fairs of our country than had the de- j 
ceased gentleman. This is not to be i 
wondered at, because it was handed | 
down to him from his grandfather, 
and father, who always held respon­
sible positions in the mercantile afr 
fairs of our country—both being em­
ployed in the great firm of George & 
James Kemp of Carbonear, and later 
on his father was bookkeeper in the 
employ of the enterprising firm of 
Ridley & Sons, Harbor Grace. His 
father always kept a record of events, 
and could relate many important 
events of the early days, handed down 
by tradition, and we know that tradi­
tion is the keynote of research. It 
directs your attention to the proper 
places to begin your investigation, 
and throws light on the salient points 

John Watts was of the old school 
a man of exceptional qualities of 

heart; honest and conscientious. His 
unstinted devotion to his home and 
family, his quiet and patient disposi­
tion endeared him to all who knew 
him. The exemplary life led will al­
ways live In the hearts of those he 
left to mourn. In his official capacity 
and through his business he proved 
himself a man of honor and integrity, 
sparing no pains that he might give 
the best value possible to the work In 
hand. The loss of his two beautiful 
and accomplished daughters a few 
years ago was a terrible stroke, and 
did much to break down a robust con­
stitution, which hitherto had never 
known a day’s Illness. He was the. 
last of his generation, his sister Mrs. 
(Capt.) James Parsons, brothers, 
Capt. Theadore Watts, the famous 
mariner employed In the South Sea 
Sealflehery In New Zealand, and H, C. 
Watte having predeceased him some 
ten or twelve years ago,

He leaves to mourn * wife (nee 
Miss Strethle), one daughter, Mary, 
who was e Nurse on the Uettleflelda 
and Hospitals of France, Belgium 
and alaewhere during the Great War, 
and who arrived home to attend upon 
her good father, and one eon John, 
who eonducte a large farming Indus­
try In Harbor Grace, to whom the 
sincere sympathy of the community 
ll extended In their bereavement. The 
funeral will take place to-morrow 
morning to the Railway Station, and 
Interment being in Harbor Grace, 
and thus the remains of a truly good 
man will rest in peace in the family 
plot amongst those of his ancestors, 
children, brothers and sisters.

Britain's Son:
To-morrow will be the sixth 

anniversary of the end of a 
struggle in which all the great 
powers were engaged, and not a 
few of the smaller ones as well. 
Into it without hesitation the var­
ious parts of the British Empire 
flung their wealth and their 
manhood, and from it they em­
erged weakened, it is true, by 
the losses sustained, but infi­
nitely stronger because of the 
sacrifices made in the cause of 
right, and fortified by the know­
ledge that they had worthily up- 
help the best traditions of their 
race.

To-morrow throughout the 
Empire the anniversary will be 
observed by two minutes of sol­
emn silence. This simple tribute 
to those who rest gloriously be­
neath a foreign soil or in the bed 
of the ocean is one in which all 
can join from the oldest to the 
youngest, and as it is a duty that 
we owe to those heroes that 
their memory should ever be 
kept green, it is to be hoped that 
our children will be taught to 
observe that silence and to un­
derstand its real meaning.

The remarkable change which 
took place in the status of var­
ious countries within the Empire 
as a result of the test to which 
they were put is worthy of note. 
Formerly dependencies in the 
strictest sense of the word, they 
came to man’s estate during the 
struggle, and to-day participate 
in the Empire deliberations as 
co-partners with the parent 
State, and their voices are also 
heard at the council board of the 
League of Nations.

This birth of a national spirit 
has not tended to encourage the 
dominions to sever the ties 
which bind them to the Mother 
.Country. The effect has been 
quite the reverse, and the loy­
alty which formerly existed has 
been renewed and strengthened 
by the sacrifices made in a com­
mon cause.

This year we have reason to 
give expression in full to the re­
joicing which should mark Ar­
mistice Day. As one of those 
countries which bore the brunt 
of battle, we have the gratifi-, 
cation of realizing that the real 
fruits of victory have at last 
been gained and that, Peace, as 
lasting as any human agency 
can make it, reigns for the 
first time in the world since 1914. 
On this occasion, too, we can 
gaze with pride on the beautiful) 
War Memorial which has been 
erected on the King’s Beach. It 
stands there as a monument to 
those who fell ; but let us not for­
get that it also testifies to the 
fidelity of the Oldest Colony in 
the days of adversity and to the 
glorious manner in which she 
gave practical proof of her loy­
alty an<? devotion to the Crown 
and the ideals which it repre­
sents.

LONDON, Oet, 29 (A,P,)—The re­

Inland Waterways
WASHINGTON, Oct. 30—(By Cana­

dian Press)—Indications are not lack­
ing that the movement for inland 
waterways may soon receive strong 
backing from some of the big business 
interests in this country. Shippers of 
heavy products are showing increas­
ing restiveness under the freight rates 
which the «railroads Impose and in­
creasing disposition to turn toward 
thq waterways.

Not • only are the farmers and 
handlers of grain and other agricul­
tural products becoming more and 
more converted to the need of greater 
use of the waterways, but so are such 
interests as- the coal interests. Coal 
men In the United States are finding 
their markets restricted by lack of 
ample facilities for shipment of coal 
by boat and barge. Decline of Cana­
dian coal purchases from the United 
States, especially soft coal, Is leading 
to consideration of railroad freight 
rates and how far the condition could 
be improved by more use of water 
routes, Including development of the 
St. Lawrence waterway.

Progress of the present campaign, 
discloses that the waterway question 
is getting much attention, especially 
In the agricultural regions of the 
Mississippi Valley. La Follette Is 
urging waterway development, In­
cluding the St. Lawrence project, 
k^reover, many of the candidates for 
Congress without regard to party are 
pledging themselves to waterway de­
velopment.

The result of this, In the opinion of 
advocates of Internal waterway de- , 
velopment In this country, will be . 
that the newly elected Congress, j 
whlcfr was chosen a few days ago. ,

Shattering all previous distance en­
durance records, a stock Chrysler Six 
phaeton covered 1060 miles In 1607 
minutes elapsed time at Fresno, Calif., 
Sept. 17th. •

Deducting the time consumed for 
necessary stops, such as for gasoline, 
oil, tyre changes and food for the driv­
er, the net running time was B7S min­
utes, 10.8 seconds, an average speed of 
68.831 miles an hour. ,

The distance, 28 miles longer than 
the New York Central Railroad’s route 
from New York to Chicago, was made 
In 6 hours and 31 minutes less running 
time than the famous Twentieth Cen 
tury Limited’s scheduled time between 
America’s two largest cities. It was 
made in an hour and 80 minutes less 
than the famous train has ever com 
pleted Its shorter run.

Certlfloatlon of the Chrysler used 
for this amaslng demonstration as 
strictly stock car was made by the Les 
Angeles Times, which recently offered 
a trophy for such a teat, and which the 
Chrysler won. The time was clocked 
and certified by three associated mem­
bers of the American Automobile As­
sociation. ^

The car was driven by Ralph De

‘‘Spoed was not the prime purpose 
of the demonstration," Is the word re­
ceived by J, K. Fields, Vloe-Preeldent 
of the Maxwell and Chrysler Motor 
Corporations, from the Oreer-Rebhlns 
Co, and George Campe. Inc., Maxwell- 
Ohrysler distributors In Los Angeles 
and San Francisco, respectively, who 
entered the car.

Endurance in high speed work was 
the real test.

Not only has tea drinking increased 
greatly in the United Kingdom dur­
ing the last year, but judging from 
her trans-shipments the whole world 
is drinking more tea than a year ago. 
According to advices received by the 
Bankers Trust Company of New York 
from its English Information Service, 
the total sales of tea for the current 
season to date, namely June 27 to 
September 25, were 210,603 packages 
at Is 8.38d. against a total for the 
whole of last season, namely June 22, 
1923, to July 25, 1924, of 1,693,472 
packages at Is 6.38d. per pound. The 
continued steady increase in con­
sumption abroad is reflected in the 
figures just published by the British 
Board of Trade of exports and trans­
shipments from January 1 to August 
31 this year, which are as follows

Exports .. ..... 48,315,045 35,011,248 
Trans-shipments 11,491,870 8,850,740

The inference drawn by the British 
authorities is that tea drinking seems 
to he on the increase in many parts 
of the world, while the growth of 
consumption in the United Kingdom is 
reflected by the increase in the im­
ports for the twelve months ended 
August 31, which amounted to ap­
proximately 480 million pounds, as 
compared with 436 million pounds for 
the previous year and 409 million 
pounds for 1921-22.

We 
still think we can chase devils out of 
people. That ts the trouble, Instead 
of looking upon it as to ordinary 
everyday ' illness Mke typhoid fever 
or tuberculosis. The manifestations 
of these are occasionally mental. 
Frequently you will see delirium 
come- from-typhoid fever. We always 
tell them now since we have pro­
claimed'their hypothesis right, that It 
Is not hereditary bnt acquired. We 
tell these people that they can marry, 
and no more-think of their having In­
sane progeny than If this doe or that 
instance had'not arisen In their fam­
ilies.

Some of you naturally ask how does 
it arise. First, let me say that there 
are many Instances of a certain type 
of Insanity that Is hereditary- Those 
are the idiots and low grade morons, 
whose mental age never rises much 
above four, live or six years. These 
people are congenitally defective and 
should not be allowed to reproduce. 
We have some two thousand of these 
people now confined In Lexworth Vil­
lage. It any of the professional men 
here should ever wish to see that 
place, I shall take great pleasure In 
showing them the Institution. It Is 
a model village, and a Lrreat deal of 
work Is done there.

PUNISHES LIGHTLY FOR HIGH 
CRIMES.

MOSCOW, Nov. L—CA.P.)—Per­
sons guilty of murder and other 
crimes in Soviet Russia are punished 
with sentences So light that they will j 
amaze American judges and public ( 
prosecutors. In most cases punish-1 
ment for murder in the first degree 
does not exceed five years. It rarely 
exceeds 10 years, unless the crime is 
associated with banditry.

Punishment for other crimes, such 
as arson, forgery, robbery, rape, in­
fanticide and criminal assault Is cor­
respondingly light. Bigamy is another 
offense which is only lightly punished. 
As marriage and divorce in Soviet 
Russia have been made very easy, 
however, there arè relatively few 
cases of bigamy.

Death sentences are given only for 
counter-revolutionary activities, “eco- j 
nomlc espionage,” counterfeiting, or- [ 
ganlzed banditry and crimes against i 
the State.
