Washington, Sep. 9.—The Govern-
ment has received official telegraphi¢ in-
formation from Geneva that the arbitra-
tion on the Alabama c¢laims has closed,
and that the results of its deliberations
will be promulgated on Baturday next.
A member of the Cabinet who has been
thoroughly informed of every step taken
in the Treaty, and under its provisions
believes that the award to the United
Stateswall be ffom $12,000,000 to $15,
000,000 in gold, which will be satisfac-
tory to this Government. He says that
the American members of the Joint High
C ission were i ly of opini
that twelve million wounld be a just and
suitable sum for England to pay. Dur-
ing the sittings of the Commission it was
announced to the British Commisioners
that the American members were pre-
pared to state the amount they would
take in bulkin payment of the claims,
but this offer was declined. Nothing re-
mains to be done by the Arbitrators bu#
to sign the documents officially and com-
pare the gvarious translations, which will
be done to-morrow, The Government
does not expect to know the amount to
be received from England until the last
of the present week. It is also expected
that about the same time the Emperor of
Germany will announce his determina-
ion regarding the San Juan boundary
question, which it is understood will be
favorable to the United States.

The regions north of Manitoba
are gradually opened to settlement, and
negotiations are on foot for a new trnns-
eontinental railway through British
North America. The Northern Pacific
railroad is pushed with remarkable en-
ergy. For six months trains have been
running from Duluth to the eastern bor-
der of Dakota, 252 miles; the track is
laid and construction traius now run a
considerable way eastward across Dakota ;
and three-fourths of the way between the
Red River and crossing of tfxe Mississippi
is graded. By the mi dle of October the
road is to be completed and in opera-
tion to the Missouri River, 450 miles
west of Lake Superior., At the western
terminus on the Pacific coast sixty-five
miles of the road will be in operation this
season, The Union Pacific and Kansas
Pacific roads lead across the western ter-
ritory ‘clear to the' western ‘shore. The
Southern Pacific Railway is projected
through Texas, New Mexico, and Arizo-
na. A rmlvuy line even now skirts the
eastern bases of the Rocky mountains on
its way down the Wyoming, through
Colondo and New Mexico to Old Mexi-
