Gueiph High senovl,
CHRISTMAS EXAMINATION AND ADJOULNMENT

The half yearly examination of the
Guelph High School occupied all lash
week. It is held to show the proficiency o
the pupils,and that it may be ascertained
who of those in the lower classes are
qualified to be promoted to a higher grade+

The questions for the pupils are writ-
ten down, the rame question being
given to all the pupils of each class ; the
answers are given orally, ana a certain
pumber of marks are allotted for each
according to its aceuracy and complet-

ness,

The subjects taughtin the High S8chool
are, as laid down by law, Christian
Morals, English Grammar and Litera-
tare, Composition, Reading, Dictation
and Eloeution, Penmanship, Drawing,
Bookkeeping and Commercial Transac-
tions, Arithmetic, Algebra, Geometry,
Logie, Trigonometry, Mensuration, Eng-
lish and Oanadian History, Geograpby,
and Astronomy, Nataral Philosophy,
Chemistry, Agricultural CLemistry, Natu-
ral History, Physiology, Elements ‘of Civil
Government, French, German, Latin and
Greek.

Pupils who prefer it need only pursue
the English Course, omitting the Lan
guages ; but at present none of the
scholars are doing this. The pupils
know that an acquaintance with the
fundamental principles of Latin, Greek,
French and German is of vast importance
to every one who desires to master the
FEnglish langnage.

Wednesday was appointed for the ad-

mission of the public to inspect the var
ious classes and judge of the progress
and standing cf the pupils. Altho
many invitations were issued, the numbe>
of vieitors was, as usual, quite small.
There were present the Rev. Mr. Ball,
Col. Kingsmill, Mr. Kennedy, one of the
Trustees, Rev. I. B. Howard, and M.
Carroll, master of the Guelph Separate
School.
' The pupils acquitted themselves with
much credit. The advanced classes in
Latin and Greck was highly eom pliment-
ed by Col. Kingsmill, who gave themsa
very searching examination,

The heavier portion of the day's pro-
gramme having been disposed of, the
pupils procecded to recite a number of
well-chosen selections, in English and
Latin.

Col. Kingsmill took oceasion to speak
of the gratifiestion he telt in the profici-
ency manifected by the pupils in all their
studies, and expressed regret that so few
girls had availed themselves of the su
perior advantages afforded for their edu-
cation in the High 8chool.
