of Manitoba is prepared to. lease them to the Grain Growers’ Grain company which will hold its 
annual meeting July 16, next, at Winnipeg.
Negotiations already have been practically completed between.the directors of the company and 

the Manitoba provincial government for the leasing of the elevators. • at an annual rental of $66,000. 
The directors will lay the proposition before the annual meeting for confirmation of their action.^

W ith this matter, thç meeting also will pass upon negotiations conducted by the directors for 
the leasing from the Canadian Pacific railway of its immense terminal elevator on the lake front at 
Fort Williafn. This elevator has a capacity of two and one-half million bushels of^rain.

The 172 elevators owned by the Manitoba government in that province have a capacity of 30,000 
bushels each -or an aggregate capacity of five mil lion bushels.

When the Grain Growers’ Grain company comes into control of these elevators it will mean an 
immense advantage to all the grain growers of the prairie provinces.

Ten years ago thfe n>ld~summeh the 

peace of VereenlBirfg which ctaeed *he 
great- Boer war yaa stimed,

Ten years is not a long time in the 
lives of countries or even of individu­
als, but 1? has been sufficient for the 
birth and growth of a new nation 
wlth,n the British empire.

Ten years ago there was desolation 
and despair, and a ruined add embit­
tered rae® resumed in gloomy disap­
pointment their pastora}»ursults wh)ch 
had been for three years interrupted.

Today the parliament- of South 
Africa sits at Cape Town and the lead­
er of an erstwhile enefllytls at the head 
of a government—under the Brltlsg 
crown—In the election of which Eng­
lishmen played a deciding part.

It is a strange eventful history—this 
federation of the South African col­
onies, two of alien race and two driven 
asunder by mutual dissensions which 
which were of so serious a character 
that it was concluded by some of the 
most astute observers that they would 
never come together again-

Some took a more hopeful view, not­
ably Earl Grey and Lord Carnarvon.

The goal was reached by a mightier 
event than they Had anticipated, how­
ever.

The Strange Chaotic Story
Discontent, separation, disaster, vast 

scheming», only dimly recognized save 
by a,tew master minds, the raid, ever­
growing dissatisfaction, war, military 
rule, repatriation, crown colony admin­
istration, self-government for the once 
republics, racial outburst®, language 
difficulties, suspicions, prejudices, all 
these the land knew.

And in this ' strange, chaotic story, 
containing so much/ that need ne^ er 
have been .the ten years after the war 
ought to rank as the most important 
period of all. It haa been the decade 
of reconstruction and of understanding. 
Men have seen more clearly since I902-

Yet these ten years imposed a final 
test as severe as that of actual con­
flict. It has been a time of strain 
and uncertainty in pplitical life, some­
times of deep depression in commer­
cial and social life. The extraordin­
ary business optimism which was a 
feature of the months Immediately fol­
lowing the peace gave way to ever 
greater pessimism. Everywhere losses. 
Everywhere retrenchment- Every­
where unemployment. Everywhere 
white families leaving for other lands.

Looking back, one wonders some­
times how South Africa managed to 
live through It all as she -did. A 
smaller people must have failed. The 
community which stood such a test 
must have in it the makings of a 
nation.

But after ten years South Africa Is 
still misunderstood- You read in some 
of the English papers that British 
policy has been a failure. The asser­
tion fc?pears to be demanded by th£ 
exigencies of party warfare. Ireland, 
cry some, must have self-government 
because self-government has Succeeded 
in South Africa. Those who dlsagre^ 
do hot' question the analogy- !

British policy in 'Sovth Africa has not 
failed. It has put down a -CogiijiatiiOii

solid,enough to support nation- Eng 
îantt has -done her part neelï. tfha'form 
of the superstructure rests with South 
!Afiica.

The Bold Experiment Made
A bold experiment was made. So 

far it has been justified by results. 
The dominating feeding of tire South 
African who on May 31. 1912, looks 
back across the years to May 81, I’d02, 
must be one ol thankfulness.

Thankfulness there must be for ma­
terial progress. Ten years ago a land 
laid waste; today breaking every trade 
record it ever set up. The output of 
the mines mounts ever higher, 
culture is advancing, and with the 
spread of education and the growing 
up of a new generation trained in 
modern methods greater prosperity is 
assured. What is needed is an" effort 
to attract more white men. Without 
that much of the sacrifices of the 
past will have been made in vain. In 
time Sou^h Africa may see that clearly 
also-

And there must be a deeper thankful­
ness for social peace. For that" ts the 
foundation of all things. Here and 
there the old prejudices and animosities 
may linger. But in all seriousness

there is mor» bittemea* left in England 
than thfltre is tn South For
polkidal pnrptfees some of 'ttie newsi 
mpsts to Un the
racial flame on occasion*. Extremists 
en both sides are guilty. Yet if you 
get away frpm the and go
dmodg the common. people you wii^ 
find an atmosphere df friendliness.

•True, the language trouble remains, 
but the problem is solving itself. Leave 
It alone for another ten years and it 
will have disappeared, is the verdict of 
men who have studied the conditions.

Of course, the dividing line in poli­
tics is still too largely one of racé. 
Racially the* Dutch are apt to be ner­
vous. It Is not an unnatural feeling
perhaps. They lack the national con­
fidence of the English, who feel that 
nothing can injure their nationality. 
The anxiety of the Dutch to safeguard 
equality and protect their nationality 
often outweighs their immediate politi­
cal convictions and ties them to a party 
they are not in entire agreement. Time 
will*/ change this. As the years pass 
away the big parties will be more and 
more divided by ordinary political prin­
ciples. The Boer in the Transvaal 
has often more political sympathy with 
the Britisher in tho Transvaal than 
he has with the Boer at the Cape, 
Common interests will destroy the ra­
cial, division-

On the tenth anniversary ctf the 
peace of VCreeniging the outlook is 
distinctly hopeful.—Montreal Herald.

Ottawa, July 8.-—That the Hud­
son’s Bay railway, when completed, 
will pay not only expenses but 
dividends, is a prediction ventured 
in a report issued by the commis­
sion of conservation^

The prediction is based upon the 
belief that great mineral wealth 
would be developed along this line 
of railway.

In this connection the report states: 
"It is perhaps not common knowl­

edge that the northern part of Kee- 
watin is rich in minerals, especially 
copper- It has even been stated that 
in all there is practically 200 square 
miles of such proçpeets on the main­
land southwest of Baffin island,

"Further, at the present time, New 
York copper magnate» have men at 
work in these very regions staking up 
everything that may prove capable of 
producing copper. To make m-ining 
possible a means of shipping ore to 
smelters must be secured. At present 
the only outlet is by way of Hudson 
•strait, and this is available for only 
some four months in the year.

"Here is where the Hudson’s Bay line 
should secure much of -its returning 
freight traffic.

BISHOP FALION BIS LIE 
TO STATEMENTS MME 

IT CONGRESS
London, Ont., July 8.—His Lordship 

Bishop Fallon of the Catholic diocese 
of London, has issued the following 
statement:

“It Is only on my return to London 
after a month’s absence from my dio­
cese, that I have been made fully 
aware of the proceedings of the recent 
congress of the French language at 
Quebec, in which my name and my as­
sumed decisions formed a subject for 
discussion.

"I cannot believe that the members 
of that congress would do me a con­
scious injustice. I Incline to the con 
elusion that they were made the vic­
tims of a rather clumsy trick, and I 
realize that in all such promiscuous 
gatherings it is almost inevitable that 
some irresponsible individual should 
attempt to introduce a topic concern­
ing which it would be the height of 
impertinence for either himself or hie 
audience to expect an opinion. It was 
some such thing that actually hap­
pened at Quebec.

Made No Regulation
"I have never made any regulation 

regarding the absence of my priests 
from their parishes in the matter of 
the congress of the French language 
or in any other nfjtte.v I have never 
fixed their leave of absence, for any 
reason, to a day or to any number of 
days. On reference to my records I 
find that leave of absence lias been 
applied foi ten times in the last six 
months. In seven cases It was granted; 
In thref. refused. Bu: whether perm is- 
s-ion was granted or was withheld, my 
decision ^ as based on reasons that 
had to do exclusively with the spiritual 
interests of my people. In no instance 
vas the congi ess of the French lan­
guage r any similar event an issue 
Ir my rui ng.

“Of course, I utter'.v deny the com­
petence of any congress, no matter by 
whom of floored, or under what aus­
pices haVl, ’.o pronounce Judgment on 
me in the exercise of my Jurisdiction, 
and I notice this latest occurrence 
merely to prevent a villainous false­
hood from passing unchallenged into 
the realm of history.

“Whether we adopt a system of preferential 
trade or not, we must agree that co-operation has 
taken place, and, whether or not recognized as 
such, the overseas dominions have cast their grap­
pling books of preferential trade on the vitals of 
the United Kingdom and thus compelled a greater 
inflow of trade a«d commerce.”

Would it be possible to imagine a more uncom­
fortable position for the United Kingdom ..than 
that suggested by this figure? The use of the 
grappling hook for the purpose of recovering the 
bodies of the drowned is common, but is not a 
matter upon which one cares to allow the mind to 
dwell. What then could be more horrible than 
the picture of the Dominions casting grappling 
hooks into the vitals of so lively and respected a 
member of the Imperial family as Great Britain?

In common with all British subjects we delight 
to observe any increase of the flow of trade be­
tween Great Britain and the Dominions, but we 
would not care to think that this increase could be 
encouraged only by operations so revolting as that 
suggested by the terms of Mr. Foster’s speech. 
If, however, Mr. Foster was referring to the British 
preference we are disposed to think that he does 
it an injustice by referring to it in that way.

We would suggest that the former college pro- 
lessor should speak with a little more care, and 
try, if possible, to resist this impulse to make sense 
entirely subservient to sound. The people of Eng­
land are anxious to think well of him, not because 
he is George Eulas Foster, but because he is the 
accredited representative of a country in which 
they are deeply interested at the present time. 
The people of Canada have made large claims 
for his ability as a public speaker, and are not' 
anxious that he should make those claims ridicu­
lous.

At the Y. M. C. A. last evening the 
Rev. Dr. Wilkie, for 33 years a mls- 
rionaty in IndiU. spoke upon the unrefit 
in India and the Hindu problem in 
Canada. Dr. McKeljar, for over 20 
\ ears has been a medical missionary 
there stated her unqualified belief in 
the statements of Dr. Wilkie. Dr. Mc- 
Kellar was a guest of the crown in the 
great Durbar, when the King and 
Queen visited India. This honor was 
given her because of her services to 
the people during the plague.

Dr. Wilkie stated that India contain­
ed the largest part of the population 
of the British Empire, and in th-is 
great multitude tremendous changes 
were taking place. These industrial 
changée would of themselves in time 
stop us from trying to shut up God’s 
boundaries in our back yards. In the 
whole east, nations once the football 
of the western nations, were coming 
to a sense of their power,

India maintains without cost to 
Britain 75,0-00 British troops and three 
times as many native soldiers — all 
armed with latest weapons.

The stirring to life is not necessarily 
a bad sign. No more than the life of a 
growing boy. But like the boy, must be 
guided or there will be danger.

The causes of unrest are several. 
First the Japanese war. Japan whip­
ped the bully, Russia. India saw this. 
Secondly, the impact' of western civ­
ilization ie felt. Thirdly, and more 
than all, colleges and schools are 
awakening thought. The Hindus them­
selves are seeking to raise the mar­
riage age from twelve to fourteen 
years. Rut beyond these are two -pow­
erful factors, the Brahmin anarchical 
movement, and the Mo-ha/mmedan 
league. The Brahmin once were the 
gods of India as -well as the aristoc­
racy But Great Britain recognizes all 
as equal before the law. A Brahmin 
must suffer as well as the lowest for 
his crime. This together with-the fact 
that Christian missions have educated 
the poor so that they can now fill 
offices once held by Brahmins, has 
caused this caste to see they must 
fight for their life. So they stir up 
the people, by every means, against 
the British government. They tell their 
people the government desires to get 
rid of them by plague and by depor­
tation, thus filling the Ignorant .by 
fear, the Brahmin try to alienate them.

The Mohammedan unrest is with 
political and religion. Some years ago 
they asked favors, but were told there 
was but one rule offices for the fit. 
They began a college. The result of 
this is the league of young Mohamme­
dans who have buried ancient hatred 
arpong themselves. They see the Hindu 
system is doomed aird £hey are sepfc'- 
ihg to make them ‘Mohammedan in­
stead of Christian.

How does this affect Canada and the 
Hindu problem?

On account of the. favor shown to 
the Indian troops at King Edward’s 
coronation The trip through Canada 
7000 came to Canada. When they land­
ed they received scant courtesy, 2500 
went to the United Stated To get rid 
of a troublesome question the Cana­
dian government used me mean dodge 
of the continuous route being neces­
sary for a Hindu to come to Canada. 
There are no steamers^ direct from 
India.

A Jap can come if he can show $20. 
A Hindu can come 1f he can show $50.

At the national congress In India 
last year the leader who spoke to five 
thousand Hindus from all over Ind-ia 
said Canada and Britain respect Japan 
because she whipped Russia. It is fear 
that rules. When we can fight Britain 
will respect us.

Some of these Hindus go to the 
United States, become citizens, and 
then come to Canada. So the Hindu 
eays Great Britain respects the citi­
zenship of the United States more 
than her own.

T-he Hindu says we saved the empire 
in 18-57- Now whèn we wish to share 
In its benefits, you call us “nigger ” 
and say get out^

If you do not want orientals, treat 
all a hike, Hindu, Japanese and Chi­
nese.

The Hindu Is no more a labor com­
petitor than the Doukhobor or Italian. 
He assimilates in the sense that he 
can learn our ways and some of our 
ways are not good for him.

But the most Inhuman thing which 
has stirred the Hindu is forbidding 
him to have his wife with him in Can­
ada.

In all these ways Canada is cutting 
at the band which is binding India 
to the empire. The one bond is not 
the sword, but belief in British jus­
tice. King George and the Queen 
risked their lives to go to India to 

show the Hindus their faith in them 
when the police tried to beat the peo­
ple back from crowding near him he 
said, “Do not beat my people.” Is 
Canada to offset the efforts of her 
King.

But one thing can fiave India to the 
empire India must become Christian" 

It is ChHst or Mohammer there. If 
Mohammedan then India is lost to 
Britain. If Chrletian then she Is saved 
to the empire.

STOCKHOLM, July 8.—George Goulding of Toronto, carried 
the Canadian colors to the front in the first heat of the 10,000 
metre walking contest today and is the favorite for the final in 

this event. Of the ten men who have qualified for the final in this 
event, six recognize the Union Jack as their flag,'four, coming from 
the British Isles and the sixth, Nbrman, from South Africa.

It was another American day at the Stadium however, and 
again the Stars and Stripes occupied the three flag staffs at the final 
of the 800 nrçtry run, one of the leading events of the meet. James 
E. Meredith, of Mercers'burg academy, made a world’s record in this 
event, while Melvin W. Sheppard, of the Irish-American Athletic 
club, who made the world’s mark at London in 1908, surpassed his 
time today as did Ira N. Davenport, of the University of Chicago. 
Meredith’s new record is one minute, 5 19-10 seconds and incidentally 
he continued to the half covering that distance in 1 minute 52 1-2 
seconds. Braun, the German, made a plucky fight but collapsed with­
in.reach of the tape.

The Americans also captured the 
high jump, but it was Altma W. Rich­

New Headquarters for Dining and Sleeping Car Service Will 
be the Most Elaborately Appointed of Any 

American Railroad

MODERN 17-TON REFRIGERATING PUNT IS II FUTURE
Building Will Include Storeroo ms for Food Products, Offices, 

Linen Supply Department and Recreation Rooms 
for Company's Employees

THREE hundred thousand' dollars worth of food products are 
supplied to travellers on the Canadian Pacific railway each 

year at Calgary, according to figures compiled by local officials of 
the dining car service. So great "has the traffic become during the 
past three years “that the Canadian Pacific company has found it 
necessary to erect a $90,000 dining car supply house at Tenth av.epue 
and First street east, almost directly behind the depot. This build­
ing will be completed within a week and will be the most elaborate 
establiShmgct of the kind in America, not barring the expensively 
equipped terminal storerooms at New York and Jersey City.

Calgary Comes First

^Calgary ,1s now the supply point for 
dining an'd sleeping cars on the Cana­
dian Pacific 'between Vancouver and 
Montreal With Un average -of twenty- 
five trains passing through this city 
each da}', the task of supplying the 
needs of the dining and sleeping cars 
is of such magnitude that more than 
100 men are required ;in the local de­
pot.

Building Expensively Equipped
The new building is constructed of 

red brick, is highly attractive and is 
admirably located for the purpose. It 
will Include a 17-ton ice plant, stor­
age rooms of the most modern type, 
linen rooms, offices and rest rooms.

The ground floor, has a large kitchen 
and bake shop. The walls and ceilings 
are finished in white porcelain and 
there are- four large refrigerating 
rooms, store supply room, linen room, 
and news department

The basement will have a storage ca­
pacity of about ten carloads. The 
second floor will have a specially con­
structed wine room, with cork insu­
lated walls and tellings, and will have.

It is the first building of its kind 
to be erected by the C. P. R. Montreal, 
Winnipeg and Vancouver are to be 
supplied with like structures within 
the next year or two. The second floor 
will have three office rooms, tailor 
shop, seamstress’ room, equipment 
cupboards, case goods wareroom, em­
ployes’ general waiting room, and loc­
ker rooms foj^ employes’ uniforms. A 
17-ton ice machine is in the basement 
which is to supply the refrigeration. 
The daily output of dttning car supplies 
amounts to about $1000 per day, end 
nearly a half million pieces of linen 
is handled monthly. The building is 
expected to be complete in about a 
week when the Calgary public will be 
invited to see how the supplies are 
handled that go on dining cars, and 
the amount of work there is connected 
with the operation of the large num­
ber of diners Calgary is called upon to 
supply.

SEAMEN’S STRIKE
STILL SPREADING

TO SEPARATE FROM 
7LEMISH

New lork, July 8. — Six thousand j 
longshoremen joined the ranks of the i 
striking marine firemen and sailors ! 
yesterday, bringing the total number 
now on strike at this and other ports j 
up to 30-.000 men. The men who j 
deserted their posts yesterday walked j 
out in Brooklyn, Manhattan and Ho- I 
boken. 1

While the strike leaders addressed 
the men on Strike in a hall at 229 
"West street, urging them to stay from 
their work until their demands were 
granted .officials of the steamship 
companies say that considerably fewer 
men than the strikers assert have gone 
out. While the strikers and their em­
ployers argued over the number on 
strike large quantities of perishable 
goods stood spoiling in< the sun along 
the piers and in West street. 1

When James Vidal, secretary of the ' 
International Transportation Workers'. 
Federation of America, arrived at hfs j 
headquarters after making a tour of 
the various piers he said that 6,000 
men who had gone out swelled the 

; number of men now standing out for 
their demands up to 30,0-00. Besides 
the number who went out here yes­
terday, Vidal said, 6,000 had gone out 
in Galveston, Texas, and many more 
in other seacoast cities.

H. H. Raymond, vice-president of 
the Clyde and Mallory lines, said yes­
terday that the strike was practically 
a fizzle. “There are far fewer men 
on strike than the union leaders claim,-*’ 
said Mr. Raymond. “Up to the present 
time we have not been* bothered. This 
is not a steaming day and when our 
ships are ready to get under way we 
will have plenty of men t% mhn them. 
There may be a strike, but we haven’t 
felt it.”

With a View to the Extension 
of Independence and Ex­

pansion of Activities

Liege, Belgium, July 8.—At a con­
gress of delegates from the Walloon 
provinces of Belgium a resolution was 
adopted in favor of the separation of 
these provinces from the Flemish pro­
vinces with a view to “the extension 
of Independence and fhe expansion bf 
the activities of the Walloons.”

The congress. did not decide on the 
exact form repartition was to take, 
rçylr.g this question would bt settled 
at a later c^ncress with one delegate 
from every 49.C00 Inhabitants of the 
Walloon provinces.

Dr. Hugh Alexander Stewart, one of 
the best known medical men in the 
province of Manitoba, died last night 
after a protracted illness. Dr Stewart 
returned recently from the coast, bro­
ken in health, as a result of too ar­
duous application to his practice.

The deceased was 49 years of age 
and had resided in Man-itoba since a 
boy.

Behind, Closed Doors

New York, July 7.—A new chapter 
In the midsummer romance of love and 
gasolene that hangs upon the efforts 
made by Conrad Eysd-Idt, the Intrepid 
chauffeur, to-gain possession, of Doro­
thea Lushear, the banker’s daughter 
and his bride of two days, was writ­
ten In Vice-Chancellor Howell’s court 
In Newark yesterday. Like every sum­
mer novel for hammock reading this 
one needs a dash of mystery, and mys­
tery a-plenty was supplied when the 
vice-chancellor cleared the court of 
everybody but the witness, the fighting 
husband and the lawyers during the 
examination of Dorothea Lushear 
Eyscldt.

The chauffeur wooer, by habeas cor­
pus proceedings, had forced Papa Lu- 
she'ar. president of the North Ward 
bank of Newark, to product his 17- 
year-old daughter, whom he .had spir­
ited away to the family rooftree at 
Mount Tabor, after a mad race In au­
tomobiles over the country roads, last 
week.

Kept Away From Hubby
Even up to the minute when she 

was called as a wltnfess, the girl bride 
was kept away from her husband's 
sight In the office of her father’s at­
torney. Then, when detectives and 
lawyers' clerks smuggled her down 
from the lawyer’s offices and into 
court by a back way. Chauncey G. 
Parker, counsel for Papa Lushear, ask­
ed the vice-chancellor to clear the 
court of^all but the Interested parties.

This was done. Eysoldt's brothers, 
who have been aiding him In the legal 
fight he is making to recover his bride; 
Dorothea’s mother, brothers and aunt, 
were all hustled o(if of th^courtroom 
Indiscriminately. Then the ÿoung girl 
went on the stand. That was at 11^30 
o'clock Not until 1.30 did she leave 
the stand, when she was rushed behind 
a cordon of guards back to the law­
yer's office.

The curiosity of the spectators, de­
nied a share In the mystery going on 
behind closed ddors, reached the boil­
ing point. A crowd clustered around 
the court doors, eager to catch even 
a whisper çt what was passing behind 
the locked panels.

Hurry From Courtroom
Soon after the veiled bride was hur­

ried out 0f the courtroom her husband 
followed, accompanied by his attorney. 
The chauffeur was whlte-llppèd and 
mad; he showed his anger In the 
abrupt shake Of his head with which 
he greeted all seekers after informa­
tion. . Not a word from him, from 
Papa Lushear or any of the lawyers, 
who had participated In the star 
chamber examination.

Yesterday's proceedings marked the 
second time young Eysoldt has forced 
his marital misadventures Into court. 
It was after a court hearing last week 
when the bride, who eloped June 8, was 
kept Immured in her papa's ^lawyer's 
office that the desperate young hus­
band gave chase to the automobile 
which was hurrying her back to. Mount 
Tabor. Only a tire puncture prevented 
Eysoldt from settling the justice of 
his claim to her with Papa Lushear, 
somewhere on the turnpike between 
Newark and Mount Tabor.

Suddenly a bareheaded woman sprang 
through the doors of the courtroom 
and ran down to the magistrate’s desk.

'HE first hydraulicing work ever attempted in Calgary, which 
is being carried on by F. C, Lowes & Co. in cutting down the 
sand bank on the Mission hill into Roxhorough Place, the resi­

dence property owned-by the firm just across the Elbow river on 
Fourth street west, is drawing crowds of the curious every evening. 
Considerable difficulty has been encountered in securing sufficient 
pressure from the city mains to carry on the work. A two stage 
centrifugal pump and a 150 horse power Westinghouse motor are 
being rtished across country.by express and are expected to arrive 
this week. There are some 110,000 cubic yards of earth to be moved.

The dirt is being washed across the road to the place desired 
by means of an 18 inch flume on a six inch grade. So far it has 
been possible to move in the neighborhood of 300 cubic yards per 
night from 8.30 p.m. to 5.30 a.m. but with the new machinery it is 
hoped to move 500 to 600 cubic yards a night.

The property on the right hand side of Fourth street west, 
will be terraced and a 100 foot boulevard run from Mission bridge 
to the top of the hill. A thousand shade trees have just béen plant­
ed and sidewalks and curbs will be installed prior to the offering 
of the property to the public in September or October, the first in­
stance in which such improvements have been made before offering 
the property. The total cost of the improvement work is estimated 
at some $50,000.

Famous Paintings to Paris

Rome, July 8—S0 many art treas­
ures have been smuggled out of Italy

Predicts Also an Overwhelming 
Lead in the Electoral 

College
Baltimore, July 7.—William J. Bryan 

In a formal statement «might gave has 
unqualified Indorsement to the nomi­
nation of Governor Wilson.

"I feel sure that the action of the 
convention thus far will appeal to the 
country,” said Mr. Bryan. "I had no 
choice among progressive candidates, 
but from the first Included Governor 
Wilson In every list I had occasion to 
make. His action In coming out 
strongly against Mr. Parker for tem­
porary chairman wae the turning point 
In his campaign. The country Is pro­
gressive. Nearly all of the Demo­
cratic party and more than half of tho 
Republican party are progressive.

“The paramount question before this 
convention was whether we would take 
sides with the reactionaries and thus 
encourage the organization of a third 
party, and give to the third party the 
hope of defeating the reactionaries di­
vided in two parties, this on the one 
side, and on the other the nomination 
of a ticket that would appeal to the 
progressive element of the nation and 
make a third party Improbable.

"I am satisfied that with Mr Wilson 
running for president on the platform 
which has been prepared, there will 
be comparatively few progressive Re­
publicans who will not feel Justified 
in supporting the Democratic ticket. 
If I were to make an estimate I would 
say that we ought to have not less 
thap 2,000,000 majority of the popular 
vote and enough of the electoral vote 
to give us an overwhelming majority 
In the electoral college.

“The action of the convention in 
adopting the anti-Morgan-Ryan-Bel­
mont resolution has demonstrated that 
the Democratic party Is not only pro­
gressive, hut Is bold enough to throw 
down the gauntlet to the predatory In­
terests.

“It is fortunate that Mr. Wilson’s 
nomination was made without the aid 
of Mr. Murphy. It is no reflection 
upon the many good men in the New 
York delegation to Say this.

"From every standpoint the outlook 
Is hopeful. The only unpleasant thing 
about a political fight Is that success 
to one aspirant brings disappointment 
to others. Those who fail ought to 
find some consolation in the "tact that 
fallufe Is not always »’reflection upon 
the Individual, because circumstances 
exert a larger influence than Us some­
times supposed in the determination 
of a convention choice.

"Men are only available when they 
fit into positions. I decided some two 
years ago that I did not ftt- lht» the 
conditions,as we then saw them, and 
I was not unwilling-to assume the re­
sponsibility of advocating any,partic­
ular progressive, partly because I pre­
ferred to trust'to'the wisdom of the 
multlude, and partly because I felt that 
a great deal would depend^ upon the

Enraptured young mothers who from 

time immemeorial have used this stere­
otyped phrase to express their ecstacy 
over the first lusty squawk of their 
infant offspring which might be con­
strued into the word “mamma” have 
been stealing credit from Mother Na­
ture .according to T. S. Lowden, 'pro­
fessor of the principles of education 
of the Ohio State University.

PREMIER SCOTT SPEAKS IT

ernment.” he said, “dver approached its 
constituents with such frankness as did 
my government In 1908.”

Apart from the tired look of con­
valescence and a nasty break in his* 
voice, Mr. Scott appeared to be in 
good form. He spoke for one hour.

Contractors Accused of Bad Work
An outside effect of the probe com­

mittee's work was the referring back 
to the commissioners last night by the 
council of a recommendation to let a 
contract fdr a retaining wall on the 
Elbow river to F. Fehrenback and Co., 
who made the lowest tender for the 
work. Alderman Brocklebank made the 
first objection to letting the contract 
to the firm, suggesting that it would 
be well to have the work done by day 
labor. Following some debate, the pro­
position was voted down as it failed 
to secure the necessary two-thirds 
vote, though a majority was cast 
against it. Later, Alderman Car seal- 
len reopened the discussion from an­
other angle.

“The investigating committee,” he 
said, “has had an especially good op­
portunity to observe the work of con­
tractors in this city. This particular 
firm, as well as others, have perform­
ed some very bad work for the city 
and I don't want to see another con* 
tract let to them until we have some 
assurance that the work will be prop­
erly done.”

The alderman thereupon moved that 
the matter of letting the contract be 
referred back to the commissioners, 
and this time the motion carried.

The report of the commissioners re­
commending that the contract for the 
new fire hall at Crescent Heights be 
awarded to H. Church, making the 
lowest tender at $18,800 was approved. 
The council also apprôved the follow­
ing contracts recommended by the 
commissioners:

For erection of smallpox hospital,
H. Church, $18,250.

For plumbing and heating in small­
pox hospital, E. J. Young Plumbing 
company, $4,000.

The pétition of property owners 
abutting on Short street in Elbow 
park that the street be closed was 
granted.

Says City Is “Salary Crazy”
Objections from Alderman Morfltt 

to the effect that the city was going 
“salary crazy” resulted in the refer­
ring back to the commissioners of 
their recommendation to increase the 
salary of certain street railway em­
ployees. The chief items in the list 
of proposed increases are the raising 
of Superintendent T. H. McCauley's 
salary from $262.50 to $325 per month; 
General Foreman Charles Comba from 
$150 to $185 per month, and Account­
ant E. A Irwin from $100 to $135 per 
month.

The final passage of the early clos­
ing by-law was deferred until the next 
meeting of the council to permit of 
the examination of or counter petition 
signed by a number of the retail deal­
ers in the city.

On behalf of those opposed tV the 
by-law J. E. A. McLean addressed the 
council, declaring that, while the peti­
tion for the bylaw was signed by 231 
merchants, that against the by-law 
were signed by 129 merchants, many 
of Whom wefe among thoise who signed 
the first petition but had since chang­
ed their minds on this question. There­
fore. he contended, the first petition 
was not signed by the necessary two- 
thirds majority of the retail merchants 
of the eity, and the council would not 
be justified in passing the by-law.

Geo. Ross, solicitor for those who 
submitted the original petition, re­
quested that the by-law be laid on the 
table to allow him to examine the sec­
ond petition. This course was agreed 
to and the by-law will again come be­
fore the council at the #next meeting.

Investigation Committee’s Report
To EHiis Worship the Mayor and Mem­

bers of the City Council:
Gentlemen—Your special committee 

appointed by resolution of council, 
dated MAy 17th last, be-ge leave to sub­
mit the following report:

In order that the enquiry should be 
broad and searching apd at the same 
time impartial and fair, all the city 
officials whose departments were under 
scrutiny were called to give testimony 
before the committee.

Experts were engaged to examine 
the pavements, sidewalks, curb and 
gutter laid down in the city during 
1911, and copies of their reports are 
submitted herewith.

Specifications Ignored
The examining engineer’s reports 

show that none of the contracting 
firms engaged in city work last year 
carried out the specifications in their 
entirety. Not only Is faulty wofrk great­
ly in evidence in the pavements, side­
walks. curb and gutters, but from 
numerous samples which your com­
mittee had analyzed, it has been proven 
that large quantities of faulty ma­
terial were used. Two causes are dis­
tinctly named by the engineers for 
these works turning out badly; Insuf­
ficient specifications and very incap­
able Inspection, It being shown in evi­
dence that the inspectors with few 
exceptions were very incompetent men; 
in one instance habitually intoxicated, 
and in another,, your committee was 
astonished to learn that one inspector 
was for two months vainly endeavoring 
to inspect the work of three concrete 
mixing outfits in different parts of the 
city at the same time- Under such 
circumstances it is not to be wondered 
gt that the analyzers found that the 
Inferior quality of the sidewalks, pave­
ments, curb and gutters Is due to the 
presence of dirty gravel and Improper­
ly proportioned and insufficiently mix­
ed concrete. Not only have the In­
spectors thus failed to Insist upon 
propert quantities arid Qualities of ma­
terials being used, but they seem to 
have utterly failed to Insist upon prop­
er levels being followed, with Che result 
that on many of our streets and 
avenues pools of stagnant water He, 
constituting a menace to the city.

Suggest* Another Engineer
Since Che engineer has thus signally 

td-Ued to protect the Interests of the 
city in these Important matters and in 
many others, $uch as permitting thé 
Fifteenth avenue pavement to be laid 
without him seeing the specifications 
and failing to properly inspect th* 
work of the trunk sgwer, all of which 
has resulted in heavy losses to the city, 
your committee while recognizing the 
responsibility for the Incompetence o< 
any eity officiel muet ultimately reflect 
against the city commissions, it Is clean 
that primarily the responsibility for 
the foregoing alarming conditions rest* 
upon the engineer, and therefore w* 
have no alternative hut to recommend 
that Calgary Immediately advertise tot 
another engineer.

Your committee's attention was

drawn to the laçk 6* organiaztion \n
inahy" of the other departments of the 
city’s government, and evidences of the 
incompetence of other officials were 
ipade apparent. The methods adopted 
In conducting the health department, 
and especially the shMullpox hospital, 
ts nothing short of alarming. From 
the evidence of Doctor Estey, the medi­
cal health officer, and Mr- Fox, lhe; 
sanitary inspector, and his worship the 
mayor, it was shown tnat patients 
were housed In that institution aid 
left to shift for themselves. While the 
present smallpox hospital is far from 
a satisfactory one, making It difficult 
for the officials to achieve the best 
results, this is no defence for their 
failure to provide proper 'food arid 
nursing attendance for the unfortunate 
inmates.

Recommend Dismissals
To the surprise of your committee, 

however, these conditions were advo­
cated and defended by the health offi­
cer and the sanitary inspector, and this 
in the opinion of your committee con2 3 4 5 6 7 8 * 
stilutes sufficient reason for their im­
mediate dismissal.

Other evidences of lack of organiza­
tion were shown in the methods of 
handling the city automobiles." Al­
though all three of tho commissioners 
testified to having ordered all city cars 
to be labelled with the city’s name and 
housed In the city garare and used for 
city business only, thee-e orders have 
been and are still being openly dis­
obeyed. These irregularities and this 
insubordination on the part of the em­
ployees shows manifest weakness and 
lack of discipline on the part of the j 
commission ers-

Another evidence of weakness on the I 
part of the commissioners (and the ! 
council is not without blame in this j 
matter) is that they have followed a j 
policy of sanctioning the laying of1 
whatever kind of pavements the prop­
erty owners petitioned for, without due : 
regard to the quality of the pavements.

Saw Off Policy
The commissioners have been prac­

tising a policy of “saw-off” whereby 
one commissioner would give his con­
cent to a proposal to which he was j 
opposed in order to secure the en- ’ 
dorsation of the other commissioners 
to his own proposals. This policy of j 
compromise is pernicious, as it fre- 1 
quently misleads the council into ! 
adopting, measures that it perhaps | 
would oppose! f minority reports were 
submitted by the comissioners to­
gether with the reasons for the same.

Under "the Ordinances, March 5th, i 
1900, as affecting the duties of you j 
Commissioners your committee finds j 
that full care and management of the ] 
executive work of fthe city is vested ! 
in the Commissioners, and such being 
the case, even 40 the extent of requir­
ing two-thirds of the members of the 
Council to revoke ariy of the reports 
submitted by them, it therefore fol­
lows that the Commissioners as a bady 
and as individuals are responsible for 
City, witlr the exception of the works 
of fhe Parks Board

Right Technically, But—
While your committee feels that 

Superintendent Iwerson is a first-class 
technical expert, we believe that the 
executive work of this department 
should be Immediately taken out of 
his bauds and placed in more effici­
ent control Regarding ‘the potato in­
cident, we believe that Mr Iwerson is 
innocent of all intentions of wrong do­
ing, but that in the disposal of these 
potatoes, as in many other matters, 
the Parks Board has shown lack of 
supervision and efficient business sys­
tem

Your Committee finds that Commis­
sioner Gray.eg has beën lacking in in­
itiative in the general organization of 
the Commission’s worik. While it is 
unreasonable to expect one Commis­
sioner to have a knowledge of all the 
details of all the work going on 1n the 
city, we feel that he is open to censure 
for sacrificing the general organization | 
to that of his own department, and that 
he has sometimes lost interest in the 
carrying out of works beccause he did 
not agree with the general policy of 
his confreres regarding them. We how- 

J ever wish to state that in Commis­
sioner Graves the city has a careful 
and painstaking official who has tried 
to efficiently carry on his work and 
safeguard the Interests of the people.

Criticism of Clarke
Commissioner Clark has also lacked 

in initiative in the general organiza­
tion of the Commission's work, and as 
the individual head of the Public 
Works Department, under which con­
tracts for public i mm provenants such 
as paving, sidewalks, curb and gutters 
are constructed We find in the evi­
dence of the City Engineer that. Com­
missioner Clark has unwarran’cdly in- 
twferred with the Engineers depnri: - 
iovnt in the appointment of inspectors. 
We have Leon 1 nabte to find any c\ i- 
dence-s of organiaztion in Commis­
sioner Clark’s department that would 
successfully carry on tho city’s busi­
ness either in the contract or day labor 
works of which he has charge, result­
ing in"serious lossès to the city. How­
ever ,as Commissioner Clark Is an 
elected official of the city, your com- 

\ miltee does not feel warranted in ask- 
j ing for his dismissal, but believe that 
the best Interests of the city would be 
served if he would resign.
Charges th# Mayor with Interference

As chairman of the commission and 
mayor of the city, his worship Is to 
be censured for his unwarranted inter­
ference in departmental matters ir| 
violation of the bylaws of the, city- 
This was clearly brought to the atten­

DENY BORDEN LEFT HERE 
IT AND DRIED 

NAVAL POLICY
Admiralty Must Disclose Exact 

Present Condition and 
Permanent Policy

London, July 8.—The Canadian As­
sociated Press understands that Right 
Hon. R. L. Borden’s speech at the 
meeting at the Royal Colonial Instit­
ute on Wednesday evening will some­
what dispel the popular belief largeljr* 
inspired from Canada that he hqd 
Come to London with a “cut and dried’’ 
naval policy.

On the contrary, It will be found that 
his attitude today will not vary much 
with that outlined in his speech of 
November, 1010, when he stated in ef­
fect that the pressing needs • of the 
empire for naval defence would be 
considered on their merits, and that 
a permanent policy would be carefully 
considered and discussed and such act­
ion taken as would meet the require­
ments in both cases. Regarding tem­
porary assistance, the premier, it is 
understood, will point out that no steps 
will be taken by Canada unless the 
British admiralty discloses the exact 
present state of affairs, while with re­
gard to a permânent policy, there must 
of necessity remain many knotty prob­
lems of empire which must be decided.

Apropos of the naval discussion it 
is interesting to note that the Figaro 
and Matin of Paris are publishing with 
favorable comments, statements origin­
ating in the Dominion, pointing out 
how . identical are the interests of 
France and Britain in the face of G err 
many’s naval augmentation.

Mr. Borden, it is probable, will par­
ticipate in some functions in his honor 
in Paris before his return to Canada.

Physicians must promptly notify the 
medical officer of health in their re­
spective municipalities of every case 
of tuberculosis attended. The local of­
ficer reports to the provincial board, 
and Dr. J. W. 8. McCullough, chief of­
ficer of health, Is now arranging to 
have useful Information regarding the 
treatment of the disease forwarded to 
each patient reported to the board.

The regulations also give the health 
authorities power to remove to a sani­
tarium any person whose condition is 
deemed a menace to the health of oth­
ers.

The linguistic powers of the Thames 
bargee have been famoue for cen­
turies. Boswell relates that Johnson 
was very pleased with himself at hav­
ing silenced some of them who tried 
their satire on tyim.

By 1876 the waterman* wit had be­
come so generally offensive that an 
order was made by the rulers and 
auditors of the company forbidding 
this form of amusement, and a penalty 
of half a crown for each offence was 
imposed on any waterman or appren­
tice convicted vf using improper lan­
guage.

The first influential protest against 
the company's mono-poly, which is now 
again engaging attention, was made in 
1879, when the Thomas traffic com­
mittee, appointed by the board of 
trade, recommended that the owners of 
river steamers should be allowed to 
select th:lr crews ae in the case of 
other passenger steamers, and that the 
navigation of barge should be thrown 
open entirely.

A bill to effect this free navigation 
was Introduced but withdrawn. Noth­
ing was dene until 1894', when in the 
Tham e conservancy act of that year 
certain provisions were Included. 
These, ho-wever, proved abortive.

In 1900 the lightermen’s strike again 
drew attention to the subject, and an­
other bill was introduced, but did not 
ripen into an act. The president of 
the board of trade then referred the 
matter to the Port of Londo«n commis­
sion, and the recommendation#? of that 
body led to the provisions in the Port 
of London authority act of 1908, which 
now make it possible for something to 
be done to break the monopoly with­
out extinguishing a picturesque Insti­
tution of the city.

He will arrange for 
Mr. Dickeson, of Whitehorse, to run a 
base line on Nansen creek and prpb- 
ably provide for other special work.

Mr. KUto recently completed a fine 
group map of the Yukon and forward­
ed It to Ottawa. It divides the Yukon 
into groups for the purpose of all min­

eral. agricultural and other official sur- 
\ eys in accordance with the system 
adopted for the whole of the Dominion.

The groups are bounded by the me­
ridians and the parallels of latitude and 
c-och group Is subdivided into nine 
squares.

He 
won the b©t and a few hours later xvas 
dead.

This Item of news was printed on 
the same day that M. de Lamarzelle’s 
bill to prohibit tho manufacture and 
sale of absinth© caçne up again in the 
French senate. A committee report­
ed that the consumption of absinthe 
In France had increased from 14,775 
gallons in 1‘873 to 5.062,300 gallons in 
1911. Evidence had been taken to 
show that some plants used in mak­
ing absinthe xvere Injurious xvhile 
others were not. The committee said:

‘‘.Absinthe is a producer of epilepsy 
of the first order, hyosope gives ef­
fects almost identical with absinthe.

London, July 1.-—Caleb J. Milne of 
Germantown, Pa., d-led at the Charing 
Cross hospital this evening as the re­
sult of injuries received last night 
when he was run down by a taxicab 
in Cockspur street.

The fatality occurred practically on 
the Identical spot in Cockspur street, 
a busy thoroughfare near Trafalgar 
Square, where the Rev. Elmer Orlando 
Weld of Brooklyn w-ae recently killed 
by a mi^tor bus while on his honey- 
moon.

London, July 8.—The British Medi­
cal Journal quotes an article form the 
Journal Medical de Bruxelles giving Dr. 
Mat Billard’s account of the exhuma- 
tipn of the great Napoleon’s remains in 
1840.

The remains were in an almost per­
fect state of preservation. They were 
enclosed within four coffins, one of ma­
hogany and one of tin plate. The head 
of the conqueror rested on ajlllow. The 
thin lips were parted ; under the upper 
one, which was a little raised on the 
left side, were seen three extrmely 
white incisor teeth.

The remains are now enclosd in five 
coffins, made of tin plate mahogany, 
lead a second one in lead separated 
from the other by sawdust and pieces 
of wood, and one of ebony. For a long 
time the face of Napoleon was shown 
every year on August 15, the anni­
versary of his birth. Crowds passed 
before hie tomb; the upper part of the 
coffin was raised and through a glass 
could be seen the face of the Emperor. 
Jean Richepin, the poet, has described 
what he saw. In a lecture delibered 
on January 25, 1909, he said:

"The general” (M. Melllnet then 
governor of the Invalides) “took u-s 
down into the crypL My father took 
me in his arms, raised me in the air 
and I saw the Emperor. I have never 
forgotten that sight.

"I was 11 years old. What Is seen at 
that age makes a deep impression and 
nothing can remove from by brain the 
extraordinary Image—the eyes closed, 
the beard slightly grown, the face of 
the Whiteness of marble, on which 
spread sème yellow spots which seemed 
a bronze. When there mingle in my 
memory that face of wax which I have 
seen and those eyes which I have seen 
I see the Emperor truly as if I had 
known him.”

Take the 
near East as an example. Russia’* 
designs there are hardly reeonciliable 
vith thoee of her BVench ally. She 
covets diplomatic influence a» a mean, 
to political sway and ultimately to ter­
ritorial aggrandizement.

That, of course, is quite natural and 
patriotic: nor will anyone call in ques­
tion her right to pursue purely national 
aims there and everywhere else. But 
the object of the triple entente is not 
'to serve as an instrument for the at­
tainment of the egotistic desires of 
any one of its members; It is to main­
tain peace by eliminating or paralyz­
ing the causes of war and to uphold 
things as they are for the time being. 
But Russia would fain nee It as a lever 
for her own advantage.

Russia's suggestion, In Its pristine 
form, that diplomatic step* should be 
taken with a view to putting an end 
to the Turco-Itallan war, and the se­
verity with which subsequently the 
porte was called upon to observe the 
fetter of a treaty and keep open the 
Dardanelles. Irrespective of Italy’s ag­
gression. aroused wild stories about a 
Russo-Itallan convention. Much less 
improbable Is the hypothesis that Rus­
sia would fain have the DandaneUee 
problem solved to her own advantage 
—to which Italy has promised to raise 
no objection—as soon as hostilities 
have come to a close But the report 
that she had already Invited the pow­
ers to send plenipotentiaries tp a con­
ference, or has mooted the subject In 
any other form, is groundless. I can 
go further and state that it la not 
Russia's intention to take the Initia­
tive in any euch procedure In future, 
even should the conditions tetter on 
prove auspicious. All the great pow­
ers may. if they life, act in concert, 
or else the twq belligerents will be left 
to themselves to conclude peace on 
terms which, however, a bah not upset 
the equilibrium of conflicting Inter eat, 
in Southeastern Europe 

Now, France's relation, with Tur­
key are very different from thoee. 
Territorial expansion is, of course, ex­
cluded from her program. Th, fate of 
comparatively better off than they 
the Slav Christians, too, who are lo­
used to be. Is a matter of relative In­
difference to French capitalists; and 
it is mainly they who count. They 
have invested large sums orf money ip 
Ottoman undertakings, which are 
prospering on the whole, and they are 
not minded to jeopardise these eco­
nomic inters sib In order to humor Rus­
sian nationalists.

He also dif­
fered from H. Sazonoff In h!s view of 
Italy.

Mexican Rebels Ambush Band of

Agua Prieta, Sonora, Mex., July 7.— 
Rebels believed to be a part of a force 
sent north from Bachimba to enter the 
state of Sonora preparatory to an in­
vasion by the main force of rebels in 
this section are said to have met fed­
eral troops. Fighting is believed to be 
in progress today near Bavisne, eighty 
miles southeast of Agua Prieta.’

A thousand fédérais have left Colo- 
nia Morelos, forty miles west of Ba- 
vispe, to aid government troops, who 
are believed to face the vanguard of 
Orozco’s army in retreat from Chi­
huahua.
