Astrakhan has become the chief nursery
of cholera on this side the Caucasus. The
Iatest reports from Astrakhan say that in
one day 225 persons were attacked with
cholera, and 102 others died. The Astrak-
han Messenger publishes details of the re-
cent riots growing out of the epidemic. A
mob held the town for two days, the hos-
pital was burned down-and all the medical
staff were more or less injured.

CO-OPERATION NECESSARY.

It is cheering to see that Dr. Davie, the
Provincial Health Officer, is acting with
energy and determination. Such action on
the part of the authorities is required at
the present juncture. The remedies which
he prescribes are, without doubt, the best
that can be devised, and if they are intelli-
gently and honestly applied the smallpox
will very soon disappear from the city and
its vicinity. :

There does not, it would appear, exist a
very good understanding between the
Mayor and the Provincial Health Officer.
Important suggestions made by the latter
official have not been deemed /worthy of
even the slightest notice by His Worship
the Mayor. This is greatly to be reggetted.
It is absolutely necessary that the most
complete harmony should exist among the
municipal and proviacial authorities. Their
co-operation should be perfect. To get the
smallpox under control should be the great
object of every citizen, official and un-
official, and it is for men in authority to set
the example of zeal and self-sacrifice in

their efforts to accomplish this object.

We trust that the Mayor will, with the
whole weight of his authority, assist the
Provincial Health Officer. The matter is a
purely professional one, and there can be no
loss of dignity in acting upoat:_n sugges-

. tions of the professional adviser of the

Government in ‘matters relating/to the pré-
servation of the public health. Doctors
from the  very mature of their duties must,
at times, be arbitrary, and the highest in
the land ‘are often obliged submissively
and promptly. to obey their commands,

The measures prescribed by the Provin-
cial Health Officer are so reasonable and so
certain to prove effectual that every intelli-
gent and public: spirited man in the city
should cheerfully aid in carrying them into
effect. Dr. Davie appears to be peremp-
tory, but it must be admitted that his pre-
emptoriness is beneficent, and that it is

t for a man in his position at this tifie,
if he errs at all, to err on the side of  strin-
genoy and determination. Laxity and ir-
resolution just now would be certain to be
followed by the most deplorable = conse-
quences, whereas if all work together hear-
tily and harmoniously, all cause for anxiety
will very soon disappear.

WEAK GOVERNMENTS.

The weakness and the irresolution dis-
played by the United States authorities at
Homestead, are regarded by intelligent and
patriotic American citizens, as both 'deplor-
able and dangerous. It is seen that wheg
the Governmwent fails to protect life and,
property, either anarchy or despotizm is not
far off—either every man will' do what
seemeth right in his own eyes, or the lovers
of order will combine to supporta man
strong enough to rule the country with a
rod of iron. This ig an extract from an
articlein the Arganaut, of the 11vh inst., on
the sulbject : ; A :

¢ The desperate and bloody struggle at
the Homestead Steel Works, in Pennsyl-
vania, in which some twenty or thirty men
were killed in an armed conflict between
striking workmen and a Iot of men brought
in by the owners of the works to guard
their property, is anothér and a  striki
example of the weakness of county
state governments in the suppression of dis-
order. There was no interference on the
part of any lawful authority until the battle
was fought out. 'One deduction seems in-

_evitable—it is that the Federal jurisdiction
must be enlarged within the several states,
80 that it may, without any intervening
processes, protect the life, liberty and pro-
rty of its citizens when occasion demands.
he weakness and inefficiency of our dual,or
rather, triple .form of government was
never more completely exemplified than in
this affair. The officer, whose duty it was
to protect the lives of citizens and the prop-

GENERAL HARDINGE.

Lieut. General, the Hon. Sir Arthur Ed-
ward Hardinge, Equerry to “Her Majesty,
whose ‘death is announced, by the oable,
was the second son' of the .late Viscount
Hardinge, and was born in 1828. He
joined the army in 1844, soon after proceed-
ing to India to join the personal staff of the
Governor-General, taking part in important
actions in the Paunjab, being present at sev-
eral important engagements, among them
the great victory of Sobraon, for which he
recived special decorations. - On his return
to England he was appointed to the Cold-
stream Guards and in‘order to obtain eligi-
bility for staff appointment passed through
the senior department of Sandhurst with
high honors.  He took part in all the prin-
cipal scenes of the Crimean war, including
the Alma and the battle of Inkerman, riding
also in the storied cavalry charge at Bala*
clava. He obtsined numerons Turkish
the
Prince Consort to join the Royal Household
as Equerry, being made on the death of
the Prince Equerry to Her Majesty.
On his further promotion to Major-General
his services in India in command of a divi-
sion were willingly accepted. He com-
manded first the Allahabad and then the
Meerut Division for five years, but suffered
the mortification of having to return to
England on the expiry of his command just
at the outbreak of the war with Afganistan,
not, howevyer, without having accompanied
unofficially and in a private capacity the
force into the Khyber. Ia India General
Hardinge proved himself an active com-
mander, and the interest with which he
worked up the questions of infantry attack,
and the attention he gave to musketry, on
which subjecte he gave lectures at the
United Service' Institute on his return,
have found excellent fruits in the proficiency
which has been shown in a marked manner
by the regiments then under his command.
In February, 1881, he was appointed - Com.-
mander-in-Chiefjof the Forces in Bombay. .

BEFORE THE FULL COURT.

(Present 8ir Matthew B. Begbie, C. J., Crease
..and Walkem, J.)

Queen v. Clark—Crown case reserved.
A. -G. Smith for the Crown, C, Wilson for
the prisoner., John Clark and A. E. Howse
were tried at Kamloops, on the 6th of June,
last,  upon an indictment charging them
with obtaining money from Robert Ward &
Co., by means 'of a false pretense, made to
the Royal Insurante Co. of Liverpool Eng.,
for whom Ward & Co. were the agents in
this Province.

Howse was the local sgent of the Insur-
ance Co. Clark, at theinstigation of Howse,
preferred a frandulent.claim for lossesunder
his policy held from the Insurance Co., and
l:geporﬁed it by a statutory declaration,
f: to the knowledge of both himself and
Howse, which was transmitted through the
latter to Ward & 00., who, thereupon re-
mitted the amount of the claim to Clark,
through Howse.

At the trial Mr. Wilson objected that to
constitute the crime the party from whom
the money was obtained must have been
deceived by the pretence, but that as Howse
was here the agent of that party, his knowl-
ledge was the knowledge of his principel ;
and that the indictment should have been
for a conspiracy on the part of Howse and
Clark to defraud the Insurance Co. This
point was reseryed on bebalt of Clark only.

Mr. Wilson #8w pressed this contention,
citing Queen v. Mills, Dears & Bell, 205,
which decided that where the prosecutor was
aware of. the falsity of the pretence at the
time the money was obtained the crime is
not proved.

The court~however held, without calling
on the crown, that this case did not apply,
as here Ward & Co. did pay on the faith of
the false pretence, and that Howse was a
mere conduit pipe though particeps crim-
ins, and ‘that the knowledge of a com-
mercial agent is not the knowledge of his
principal for the purposes of the criminal
law.

Conviction affirmed.

Kerr & Begg v. Cotton.—Motion to the
court, sitting as a divisional court, for a
new trial.

The action was for damages for breach by
the defendant of a contract in writing,
whereby the defendant covenanted  as
follows, viz.: *“to print for the plain-
tiffs 400 volumes of a work called a Bio-
graphical Dictionary of well-known British
Columbians,” of 500 pages each, on 80 Ib.
No. 2 book paper, uncalendared, and to
bind the sathe in full Russia leather, gilt
edges, and equal in -every respect tos
sample volume submitted and approved by
the plaintiffs, not later than 13th J uly,
1890 ; ” charging that the defendant did not
deliver in time, did not print and bind as
agreed, nor equal to sample, but printed
and bound in a negligent and unworkman-
like manner. The defendant counter-
claimed for damages against the plaintiff,
that they, by breach on their part of the
terms of the contract, prevented the defend-
ant from executing his contract as pro-
vided, whereby he suffered loss in provid-
ing means for doing 80, etc. The
evidence at the trial did not show that any
sample copy whatever had been produced
and agreed on as a standard, but that two
books of materiully differing styles of
binding and makeup had been produced,
and that it was agreed that the book to be
printed was to be a compromise between
them.

The jury found a verdict for plaintiff on
the claim and on the- counterclaim.

Mr. A. E. McPhillips showed cause to the
motion. N

The Court held that the verdict could
not stand, and that the trial judge ought to
have withdrawn the case on both the claim
and counter-claimfrom the jury, on theground
that the sample copy which was to be the
basis of the contract was never produced or
agreed upon, or the parties ever ad idem as
to the character of the work to be done,
and, thegefore, neither action lay—and that
a judgment against each party on their re-
spective claims ought to be entered,, if the
court had power to do it on this motion.
It was contended, however, that the court
a8 a Divisional Court had no power to inter-
fere exceps by granting a riew trial, and had
no power to make a final order, g

The case was adjourned for further argu-
ment on this point. Mr. C. Wilson ap-
peared for the defendants.

Large burning brands were caught
up by the wind and carried, to/ rows
of other structures, which  were
soon  burning furiously, It was
seen that the fire department was
helpless, and people living in the path
of the fire began to remove'their portable
household effects and valuables. It is
feared that some of these people lost
their lives. !
While the dwelling houses were  burn-
ing unhindered it was found that the
new Methodist College was on fire.
Efforts were made to save ' the building,
but they were -fruitless. The college
was the educational headquarters of the
Methodists in Newfoundland, and its
loss will be severely felt by the denomin-
ation.

Even in this case, however,
the security is deceitful, for it is known
that tuberculous animals have taken
prizes in competitions of fat beasts, and
that & diagnosis of tuberculosis limited to
the teat—a form of the disease especially
dangerous from the point of view of “the
transmission of the malady—is an ex-
tremely difficult sort of diagnosis.

The conclusion to be drawn’ is that
milk destined for food of infants should
always be boiled, without an{ apprehen-
gion of any alteration in the liquid, from
the poingof view of the preservation of
its nutritive value.

Men, women and children ran about in
terror, and thieves, taking adw of
the confusion, entered houses that had
been deserted by the occupants and
stole whatever they could lay-their hands
on and carry off.  The Masonic Temple,
Orange Hall, the Roman Catholic cathe-
dral and the Bishop’s palace, St. Patrick’s
Hall, the English cathedral, the Athen-
um, the Kirk, the Commercial Bank,
the Union Bank, the Atlantic Hotel and
Linberg’s brewery all fell a prey to the
devouring element.
The English cathedral was a magnifi-
cent structure and was considered to be
the finest piece of Gothic architecture on
this continent. It was yet incomplete,
though it had been fifty years in course
of erection, Nearly all these buildings
were in: the centre of the city; Before
long they were masses of smoking ruins.
In addition to ‘this the Courthouse, the
lice headquarters and the Government
avings Bank were destroyed, as were
also the Presbyterian church and the
office of the Telegram.
The flames were now raging with in-
creasing fury in the direction of the water
front and in a short time were eating up
the warehouses along the wharves. The
shipping lying at the wharves had been
warned of its danger and the crews of the
various vessels hastily cast off the lines
and took their craft outside the harbor.
The fire burned out the telegraph office
and for a time all communication with
St. Johns was out off. This morning,
however, the telegraph officials establish-
ed temporary offices in what they consid-
ered a safe part of the city and further
details were received. These later dis-
patches stated that the fire had raged all
night and threatened to destroy the whole
city. It is known positively that one
man and six children perished, but it is
theught that when the terrible excite-
ment that then prevailed has subsided it
will be found that.the loss of life is much
greater. Many of the 600 buildings
burned up to the morning of the- 9th
were dwelling houses and their occupants
have been oo::ﬁ:aﬂed to seek refuge in the
fields.

THE WEAKER CLUBSFAILTO DRAW

D. P. Caylor Discusses the Plans Pro-
PO d for the Imp t of the Sit-
i nstlon—-’!"he Strong, Steady Pull of the
Bost: Team Cincinnatis Immi!p.
During the eighth inning of arecent New
York-Brooklyn game at the Polo grounds,
when the former team were driving the
steel barbs of defeat into Captain Ward’s

egrooms, an earnest ‘“‘rooter” for the
Brooklyns made this remark in my hear-

g:
“That is what I call difgusting. Just
the Philadelphias hdve the Bostons
ten, those bum Giants come along and
take a game from the Brooklyns. Now

the race, and it may mean the loss of the
championship to the Brooklyns. I can’t
understand it.” ;

Here was a man living in a city where
baseball has been played in all its honesty
for half a score of years indulgingin that
kind of talk. He should have known by
experience that it is just such instances as
loomed up in that New York-Brooklyn
game which . furnished insurmountable
'proofs that the national game is absolutely
honest and “square.”

The Bostons on that day were beaten be-
fore the New Yorks began their victorious
assault upon the Brooklyns. A victory to
the latter then would have been of almost
inestimable worth; and ‘as an aid to the
New Yorks in their race standing it was
hardly a factor. 'Yet they played just as
earnestly to win as though the game was
to decide whether they should be cham-
pions.

That conference of the League baseball
magnates at the Fifth Avenue hotel, in
New York city, was born of trouble all
over the circnit, Truth compels the con-
fession| that the prosperous condition bf
things which was anticipated after the In-
diafpolis consolidation last winter has not
materialized. Every club but one—the

fore met-to discuss the causes which led to
this alarming state and to see if they could
not agree upon a remedy. . ‘

- It was not hard t6 locate 'the ecanee.
There are too many ‘‘tail endefs,” and
“tail enders,” or losing clubs, are always
weak in drawing powers'both at home and
abroad. This hurts, financially, not only
themselves, but every one of the strong
clubs. W .

While the cause was apparent to all, the
remedy was not a matter of assgnt. The
best plan of coursewould be to strengtiten
all the weak teams, but the older and
stronger clubs were not willing to volun-
teer material for that work, and as the na-
tional agreement locks up all the newly
developed talent it is easier to locate the
weak «points in baseball at present than it
is $0 provide the remedy. : ;

The final agreemeéntto restrict each club
to thirteen players'ait first sdemed a good
plan by which to reach the end desired:
But a carful inm:lxi of the club’s list of
players puts'a different phase on ‘the situ-
ation. With the exéeption of the Bostons,
not one club’ has'a surplus over the re-
stricted number from which a strengthen-

'ing player can be“selected. - I therefore

cannot conceive how any of the weak cluh:
can strengthen their teams by this plan
For of course each ‘club which has more
than thirteen menon its pay roll will re-
lease those whose worth is the least. The
history of baseball #hows that charity ix
the same among magnates that it is the
world over—it begins at home and end<
there, :

It 18 generally acknowledged that tHe
twelve club circuit was a mistake, but it
is 3 mistake which is almost.irremediable.

1t now seems probable that the Bostons
will win the first League championship,
which comes to an end on the 13th of July.
Their 'team is playing a strong, steady
game, and one-hears from all sides the
opinion that it is the strongest team ever
organized. That belief is not founded on
fact. It'cannot compare in general strength
with the Boston team of 1875 nor with the
Ch' 1go team of 1876, It is strong in
pitching and fielding, but is not even a
moderately strong batting team. There
are not. more than three men in the collec-
tion who have ever mustered among the
.300 per cent. batters of the country; the
three are Kelly, Stovey and Duffy.

The first easterntrip of the western clubs
of the League has shown the Cincinuatis to
be the.strongest of the six. Comiskey’s
eleven victories. out of eighteen games is
reckoned as a remarkable record for ateam
on the road. If the Bostons had not such
alead the Cincinnatis would be a danger-
ous foe—for they have a series of eighteen
games on their own grounds, and they are
known to be the strongest home team in
the country.

After their magnificent spurt just before
their departure for the east, the Chicagos
fell back into the .rut of defeat.’

RUMORED CHANGE OF POWER.

Premier Davie was asked by a
CoLoNisT reporter how much truth shere
was in the report, but he declined to talk,
“If there has been anything of that kind
done,” said he, “‘it will have to be annouunc-
ed in the official Guzette before. anything
can be said ubout it.” ;

TEG LORNE QUARANTINED.

For ten days past the Provincial and city
authorities bave beenon the look out for
the tug Lorne to ascertain the facts in con-
nection with a case of smallpox reported to
have been moved on board the tug. Yes-
terday afternoon the Lorne tied up at the
outer wharf and shortly alterwards was
boarded by Sergeant Langley.and Officer
McNeill in eompany with Dr. Crompton.
Capt. Urquhart was informed that he and
his crew were “‘ in quarantine,” and the tug
would haveto be properly disinfected he-
fore she would be allowed to leave the har-
boe. Of course the captain was surprised
and considerably annoyed but he owned
up to the facts of the case and took his
medicine as gracefully as one could be ex
pected to upder the circumstances.

FOUR NEW CASES AT VANCOUVER.
VANCOUVER, July/ 18.—(Special)—Four
new cases of smallpox were reported to-
day.

One
doctor, who has examined her, declares that
her trouble is tonsilitis, not smallpox, but
the health authorities have had her.quaran-
tined on general principles.

REMOVED TO ROSS BAY.

A number of *‘suspects,” those who havé
been in attendance upon smallpox patients,
etc , were, yesterday, removed to the quar-
antine station at Ross Bay, where they will
be confined during the balance of the period
of incubation. They have all been properly
vaccinated, and when the time has come to
discharge them, all will be put through a
process of fumigation or disinfection that
would kill anything in the way of a disease
germ or bacillus. A building for this pur-
‘puse has been erected on the Jubilee Hos-
pital quarantine groands. It is divided in-
to three oomtpart.menu. The guspect, after
the period of quarantine, goes in at one
end of the building, and in- the first room
removes every stitch.of clothing, which is
at once burned. He, or she, then goes in-
to the second room, where there has been a
large bath fixed up, and here is given an
antiseptic bath that effectually removes
any traces of the disease. "After being

‘¢ subject ” 18 passed on to the third room,
where he or she receives a complete new
outfit of clotping, including underclothes,
boots, and, in fact, everything. The last
““ move ” is out into the open air und lib-
erty. The process above described is the
best possible to prevent' the disease being
carried outside the grounds, and with thege
precautions taken no one can spread the
smallpox, after leaving the quarantine sta-
tion.

Mr, Byrnes did not shink there could be
any doubt as to who was responsible.
