but the collector, le<s scrupulous, has inade 
use of îlie books marking objectionable 
p usages and exhibiting them to the clergy 
and the press to support him] is 
his condemnation, aml_ to obtain the 
sanction of the government to his 
iniquitous policy and unjust seizures. 
My iirst impulse was to appeal to the courts 

Jor redress. To do so would be conferring 
a benefit on ail lovers of intellectual free­
dom in the Dominion, by compelling an 
authorative interpretation of the statute 
which is being wrested from its original 
intention. As evidence of this uncertainty 
ot interpretation of the statute bearing 
this book seizures, the same two books 
seized from me by the collector have since 
been openly sold in large quantities in this 
city and must have been passed a collector 
of customs somewhere between here and 
Chicago. Besides I have orders for the 
hooks from the parliament buildings at Ot­
tawa offering that if F could mail them in 
any way they would take all risks. The 

. facts on which uncertainly depends cannot 
be disputed or denied.

I am comparatively a poor mdn and ut­
ter’y unable te contend against the money 
and influence of the Dominion government.
I have then no course left but to appeal to 
the sense of the question and the lové of 
liberty which is inherent in all true Britons 
and Canadians against an act of tyranny.

no resource but to submit to the loss of his 
property and whatever other punishm'ent 
may be inflicted. If that punishment is 
confiscation and a fine to-day, it may be im­
prisonment and banishment to-morrow, 
which will lead to the pillory, the faggot 
and the auto da fa. We cannot stand still : 
backward or forward is our fate.

The whole conversation did not last five 

minutes, their answers to each other’s 
questions being sharp and emphatic.

For has not Sir Alexander Galt, carried 
over with him all the national sentiment 
that did once exist ; and has he not lately 
opened the windows of his ponderous mind 
and revealed to a New York Hearld reporter 
these once vital and patriotic sentiments, 
now all strangled and lifeless with 
the bine ribbon " of knighthood ? But 
seriously speaking, there is really no desire 
on the part of Canada for independence, 
says Sir Alexander. This is like the boy 
who having filled Ills own belly fancied 
all his school-mates enjoyed the same-

tragedian, Ernesto Rossi, who has but 
lately arrived on this side of the Atlantic, 
and is at present playing at Booth’s theatre 
in New York, where he has been most 
warmly welcomed. The wonderful natural 
grace of this magnificent actor and his 
superb talents have won for him long since 
the distinction of being one of the greatest 
artists of our times, and with Salvini and 
Ristori, he completes the trio of great lights 
of the Italian stage. The recognition which 
has been extended to Rossi in other coun­
tries has found its expression in numberless 
emblems, titles, compliments, privileges 
and emoluments—entitled to record as de­
noting to American readers that this new 
dramatic luminary is no fictitious coinage 
of managerial enterprise, but an artist of 
the first rank and a gentleman of the best 
condition.

In person, Rossi is of a well-prop 
of imposing stature and fa 

plexhm. His eyes are dark and remark­
ably fine. His voice is strong, sympa­
thetic, melodious and flexible. His fore­
head, full, broad and expressive, is crowned 
with thick curly hair. His bearing is 
courtly, his movements are graceful ahd 
rapid. It has been his good fortune easily 
to win friends, a fact that denotes attrac­
tive quality of temperament, delicacy of 
constitution, tact in dealing with mankind, 
and a natural consideration for the feelings 
of others, combined with quick discernment 
of the peculiarities, aims, affections and 
circumstances of those around him. As an 
aetor, Rossi has always been a hard stu­
dent, aiming at the truth and willing to 
learn from everybody who could teach.
His devotion to his art was testified 
at the outset by the 
that he made in its pursuit, and 
the suffering he endured for its sake. When­
ever he has managed a theatre, actors have 
been encouraged and authors have been 
paid. When he introduced Shakespeare 
on the Italian stage, lie was lavish in ex­
penditure to have him translated by the 
best writers that money could engage. He 
posses the sensitive nature of the poet ; and 
to this day—notwithstanding his long ex­
perience—he cannot go upon the stage 
without the excitement and nervous tremor 
of the novice. His salient peculiarity as 
an actor is the passionate reality of his 
personations—a reality which comprehends 
the rare and delicate emotions of the soul 
not less than the manifestations of physical 
excitement. Thus, he is as intense and 
vjtal in conveying, the spirit'of one of Ham­
let's dream burdened soliqnies as in depict­
ing the fury of Ifonpeo’s assault on the 
slayer of Mercutio. Such at least, seems 
to be the warrantable inference from the 
estimates of his acting that have emanated 
from European criticism.

With Salvini—who was bred in the same 
artistic schodl—he compares as violet does 
with scarlet. Salvini may be described as 
a sublimated and glorified Forrest. Rossi 
is an actor more of the quality of Booth.
His favorite part is Hamlet. He is identi­
fied with it on the European stage as en­
tirely as Salvini ia identified with the part 
of Othello. Those who have seen him act 
testify that his intuition, not only as to this 
character, but as to every part that he plays, 
is extraordinarily subtile, and that his ca­
pacity for embodiment is wonderful. The 
moment his Hamlet comes upon the scene 
yon perceive the kind of nature that is to 
be unfolded ; see, as in a picture, his past 
life, which has led up to the present point 
and condition, and have a prescience of the 
sufferings and the doom that are to come.
To all persons who are at all affected by 
the stage, Rossi brings benefit—for he in­

THINGS IN PROSPER 

The rumors of every day need not be 
magnified into prophecies ef gretrfc events 
at hand, nor is it necessary to let imagina­
tion run wild, and to see something extra­
ordinary in the visit of a Canadian cabinet 
minister, for instance, to New York or 
Washington. And yet some such move­
ments there majr be, on occasions which 
are particularly worthy af the country’s at­
tention. Sir Leonard Tilley has just left 
Ottawa for Washington and doubtless many 
and various surmises-as to the object of his 
visit will be-iiazarded. It may be that the 
minister thinks it worth while to inform 
himself somewhat in detail as to the work­
ing of the American funding system by 
which new botds bearing lew interest are 
being rapidly substituted for old bonds 
bearing high interest ; or it may be that 
the reciprocity question is again coming up. 
Apart altogether from the finance minister’s 
visit to Washington, there are several -sub­
stantial reasons for believing that recipro­
city either is or soon will be on the tapis 
at Washington, where doubtless negotia­
tions will be conducted. The term of years 
for which the present fishery arrangements 
.hold good is drawing to a close, and states­
men on both sides cnay feel that the re­
vised settlement which must soon be at­
tempted is not a thing to be left to the last 
moment. The advent of a new British 
minister at Washington seems to make 
fitting occasion for the reconsideration of 
that very diffieK.lt matter—the fishieg ques­
tion.

IMPERIAL FEDERATISTS.
Sir,—In the World of the 5th Inst, an 

article appears under the head of ‘"A For­
ward Revolution,” in which, it seems to 
me, you misrepresent or rather misinter­
pret the views of those who advocate im­
perial federation. Yon claim in said article 
that imperialists wish to destroy Canada 
in general and her commercial independence 
in partiealar. I am a Canadian and in 
favor of imperial federation, and although 
I do not flaunt my patriotism, I have no 
desire to see my country make a retrogade 
slip, and I have yet to be convinced that 
she would be doing so by embarking in im­
perial federation. For as I understand it, 
in case such a move should be made, the 
commercial relations between England and 
her colonies would be adjusted and assimi­
lated to the end that the varions comiper- 
eial systems would operate harmoniously 
for the benefit of all concerned. In fact, a 
commercial policy would be adopted which 
would foster home industries, develop and 
enrich the colonies, enhance England’s 
power and influence, and at the 
be a friendly and impenetrable bulwark 
against unjust and injurious foreign com­
petition. It is not for the “ glittering 
bauble of representation in the imperial 
parliament,” nor yet to destroy Canada and 
her commercial independence, that some of 
the leading political economists and most 
practical politicals and thinkers of oar 
country advocate imperial federation, bnt 
because they firmly believe that a confedera­
tion embracing England and her colonies, 
based on equitable terms, is the only al­
ternative left to maintain intact England’s 
supAmacy, and protect her dependencies, 
Canada in particular, from the hands of 
her enemies.

The World : As is now well and widely 
known, a parcel of books which I was im­
porting in the way of trade, was recently 
seized by the customs collector in this city. 
I am now notified that unless affidavits are 
made within thirty days, affirming that the 
books are not immoral, they will be confis­
cated, and I will be liable to the penalties 
by law prescribed. The unjustifiable na­
ture of the seizure has been made clear in 
the columns of the press. No reasonable 
man can now doubt that the real ground of 
the seizure of Paine’s well known work 
was its infidelity, and that the allegation 
of “indecency and immorality ” was an 
afterthought resorted to to arouse the hos­
tility of bigotry, and justify confiscation by 
bringing the book within the letter of the 
law.
