Martin, aged 11 years, died at his father’s
residence in Lakeview avenue, from peri-
tonitis and injuries to the head, alleged to
| have been ivflicted by two playmates in ‘a
"boys’ pitched battle laet week. Deceased’s
| father is Wm. S. Martin, bookieeper for
the law firm of Mowat, McLennan and
Downey. The boys were taken into “cus-
| tody last Saturday, but afterwards re-
leased when it was thought yonng Martin
would recover; but as he died Sunday
night they were re-arrested yesterday
morning by Detective Hodgins, They are
Charles Percy Read, aged 11, who lives
with his widow mother at 178 Dovercourt
road, and Charlie Thompson, also aged 11

who lives with his parents at 196 Argyle
street. All of the parties are very well
connected, and the youngsters who have
figured in the affray are all intelligent for
their ages. The event has caused consid-
erable feeling in the northwest portion of
the city. What The World has been
able to learn so far, is that there is or was
two contending factions among the boys of
that locality, and that young Martin's
death is supposed to have occurred from
injuries received in & battle between the

ys.

Coroner Johnson opened an inquest at
Scholes’ hotel, Qaeen and Dundas streets,
last night, when he empanelled the follow-
ing jury: Ex-Aid. Wm. Bell (foreman),
Thos. Harris, Henry Alley, F. B,
Hawkes, Leonard Lee, James Hatch,
John Pearson, H. Grahame,
(has. - A. McBride, James Beilby,
Joseph Clark, J A. Grant, L. E. Pright
George Dew, James Tennant and Wm.
Stewart. Walter Read (Read, Read &
Kuight), a relative of the accused of that
nam,ewatched the proceedings in the boys’
behalf, and F. Fenton, county attorney,
represented the crown. The jury went to
the house of the deceased to view the re-
mains. A young man who appeared to
have charge of them would only permit the
tace 49 be seen. Four of the jurymen
were curious to see the whole of
the body and after the enquiry
had proceeded for nearly an hour they
complained of this to the coroner,
who 8aid any of them who wished to see
the body could return and do so, which
delayed the proceedings for over half an
hour.

Wm. S. Martin, deceased s father, was
the first witness called. He could give no
evidence as to how his son was injured or
the day on which it occarred. He thought
deceased first complained to him last Wed-
nesday night of pains in the stomach and
said he had been kicked and knocked about
by a crowd of boy#.

Drs. J. E. Kennedy, Emily Stowe and
J. B. Gullen, who made a post
mortem  oxamination of the body, all
testiied that death was caused by
injuries received on the abdomen and head.
Dr. Kennedy got rather curt when cross-
examination was attempted, and said that
all he would testify was that death resulted
from injuries. Dr. Emily Stowe was madre
accommedating in her evidence, and went
rather fully into the nature of a bruiseé be-
hind the left ear and grneral infflammation
of peritoneum, which caused death. She
said balf a pint of pus was found in the
peritoneum, which was also severely in-
flamed. The bowels were contused. In
cross examination by Mr. Read, Dr. Stowe
said she did not think the bruises on
deceased’s abdomen could be caused by
a fall on the sidewalk or against
a stick, as suggested by Mr
Read. 7The bruises, she said, were spread
over too large a section of the body to be
caused bv one fall or two falls. Dr. Stowe
snid she first saw deceased between 12 and
1 o’clock Thursday noon. There were no
evidence of internal injures about the head,
but she did not then undo his clothing to
examine the abdomen, but that region was
excessively tender when she first saw him.
Dr: Gullen corroborated Dr. Stowe in the
main. He would not say how long ago
the injuries were inflicted. He would not
have been surprised if there had been half
a gallon of pus instead of half & pint in the

ritoneum.

Robert Rogers,‘aged 10, Fred. Woods,
aged 10, and Denison Taylor, aged 9, all
neighbors or playmates of decensed, were
examined. All of them are intelligent
youths, but none of them could fix the
exact day on which the alleged assault
took place. Denison Taylor testified that
he was playing one day last week with a
number of other boys on a common off
Lakeview avenue, The boys were throw-
ing stones at each other. Witness was on
the same side as deceased. The opposing
factions chased them. Charley Thomp-
son threw & cricket ball at Charley
Martin, It struck him on the head
behind the ear. Thompson chased
deceased to pear his own door. ~Deceased
fell down, and Thompson struck him with
his hand. He did not see any kicking.
Percy Read did not hit deceased. De-
ceased cried a little, but witness did not
know if he was hurt. Deceased was struck
with the cricket ball before he was knocked
down.

Robert Rogers was present at the stone-
throwing match. He did not know what .
day it was, but it was in the morning. He
saw both Thompson and Read strike de-
ceased betore his own gate. He did not
see either of the boys kick deceased. Wit-
ness afterwards heard-Mrs. Martin tell the
two prisoners that they had kicked her
son and left bruises on his face and
stomach. Witness saw Charly Thompson
throw a cricket ball, but he did not see it
strike anyone.

Fred Woods, who said he favored
neither one side nor the other, went to see &
prospective fight between the opposing
factions. He saw Charléy Thompson hit
deceased, but he did not see any of the
boys kick him at all Percy Read in-
formed witness that he (Read) had kicked
deceased the night before in another row.
Percy said he kicked him in the buttocks,
not on the abdomen.

This was all the evidence of importance
taken. The hearing was adjourned till
this evening at 7 o’clock. The lads were
sent to the Dundas street station until the
enquiry is over. Mr. Fenton said he
would agree to bail when the hearing was
concluded. A dozen or so more boys will
be examined, when it is expected the
truth of the matter will be got at.

The Bribery Commission.

The conservative party is making a mis-
take in treating the bribery commission as
they are doing. They are ignoring it,
questioning its jurisdiction, doubting its
eonstitutionality. But it is there, it is
making the enquiry and it is going to make
a report, and depend upon it the repert
that William Proudfoot and his colleagues
put their name  te will be a document of
facts and findings that the public will ac-
cept. If they are against certain censerva-
tives they will not be able to crawl out of
any %echnital smallholes. * They will have
to face the facts. t

The conservative party,it would appearto
us, is making a mistake in:trying to make
a party business out of chargea against in-

. dividual members of the party. Far bet-
ter for the party if Wilkinson, Bunting,
Meek and their followers are guilty that
that. they.should go by the board. But
perhaps that is the very game that. Sir
John has in his mind, if he takes any in-
terest in the case.

A Study fer Interpreters.

We said the other day that when the
democratio platform turned,up in full, the
" tariff plank in it would prove a study for
the ablest interpreters of the English
language. This anticipation is more than
confirmed. In fhe contest just now fairly
hegun the fight is to be on the tariff ques-
tion mainly: that much impartial observers
can now see. The way in which the pres-
ent issue has been brought about has been
briefly thus: The republicansled off a month
ngo with the most pronounced protectionist
tariff plank ‘ever pat into any platform, |

since party conventions and platforms Km

came into fashion with our neighbors. As
we have before said, they threw to the
winds all incidental protection nonsense
and boldly declared that protection was
wanted for its own sake, and for the good
it would do to the couutry. -No protect-
ionist could ask for a straighter or more
unmistakeable action in favor of the princi-
ple than was made in Chicago the first week
ot June., With their opponents slready
on record and committed to an extreme
protectionist view, the Demoorats had
the ‘opportunity of framing, at their
leisure, such & declaration of priuciple as
would, in their opinion, be better spproved
of by the nation than that which the re-
publicans had . already issued. And. the
vesult of their deliberations, adopted by
the convention, reads as follows :

The democraay pledges itself to purify the
edministration from corruption, to restore
economy, to revive resp for law, and to
reduce taxation t)the lowest limit consistent
with cue regard to the preservation of the
r?m; of the nation %o ita creditors and pen-
sioners. . . ) S
i Knowm&:ull well, however, that legislation
affécting esoupations of people should
be eautious and conservative in method, not
in ddvance of publlc opinion, but responsive
to its demands, the .democratio is

. pledged to revise the tariff ina spirit of fair-
ness to all interests.

But in making reduction in taxes it is not
gropos«d to injure any domestic industries,

ut rather to promote their healthy growth.
From the foundation of this gevernmenttaxes
collected at the tozxstom house have been the
ohief source 'of federal revenue, Such the;
must continue to be. oreover, many indus-
tries’have come to rely upon legislation for
succeséful continuance, so thatany change of
law must be at ever{ step regardful of the la-
bor and capital thus invelved. Tne process of
reform must be subject in the execution to
this plain dictate of justice.

All taxation shall be limited to the require-
ments of econoinical.gevernment. The neees-
sary reduction in taxation can and must be
effected without depriving American labor ot
the ability to compete succensfull{ with for-
eign labor, and without imposing lower rates
of duty than will be ample to cover any in
crea-ed cost of production whieh may ex{st in
consequence of the higherrate of wages pre-
vailing 1n this eountry.

Sufticient revenue to pay all expensds of the
foderal government, economically adminis-
tered, including pensions, interest and prin-
cipal of the public debt, can be got, under our
present systom of taxation from custom house
taxes on fewer quponed articles, bearing
heaviest on. urticles of luxury, and bearing
lightest on articles of necessity.

Ve therefore denounce the abuses eof the
existing tariff, and, subject to the preceding
limitations, we dlemand that federal taxation
shall be exclusively for public purposes and
shall not exceed the needs of the government
economically administered.

The sys em of direct taxation known as the
* internal reyenue,” is 8 war tax, and so long
as the law continues theé money derived there-
from should be sacredly devotcl to the relief
of thepeople'from the remaining burdens ef
the war and be made afund to defray the ex-
pense of the care and comfort of woithy sol-
diers disabled inline of duty in the wars of
the repubtic and for the payment of such pen-
sions as eongress may from time to time grant
to such soldiers, a like fund for the sailors
having been already provided ; and
plus should be paid into the treasury.

We favor an American continental policy
based upo: uprove intima'e commercial and
political relations with the fifteen sister re-
L.u blics of North, Céntral and ‘South America,

ut entangling aliiances with none.”

The republicaps. put. what they had to
say on the tariff into about half the spice.

The sentences
obove quoted are destined to become of
historic importance, and. they will bear
reading many times over.

A Blind Guide. >

In & certain sense it is none of our busi-
ness what kind of eommercial policy our
American neighbors choose to adopt.
Still, wa eannot be indifferent, and rightly
enough a lively interest is manifested on
this side the border when oritical oocasions
in the contest between protectionists and
free traders arise on the other. Now, it is
a solemn fact that, as regards American
sommereial policy, the Globe has beén for
at least twenty years active and pertina-
cious in misleading the Canadian public.
It has been a blind guide all that time, and
it remains as blind to-day as ever it was
bofore. Take the following paragraph from
an article on the presidential contest in
yesterday's issue :

Of eourse the tariff ll’le_ﬂlon is after all the
chief point at issue. eir her party can as yob
we bl avow this. but both feel it all the same.
It might seem at first as if both were potter-
ing about eomparatively insignificant details,
But the protective and revenue tariff men
are. whether they think it or no,"in presence,
and the coming struggle, of whichas yetthere
have only been outpost skirmishes, will grow
and %athor and widen till the]f on ques-
tion be finaliy and satisfactorily disp of.
The beauties of high taxation will not be al-
ways believed in by the Anglo-Saxons of this
coptinent, and consumers will not always al-
low themselves to be tickled under the chin
while their pockets are being icked. That is
perfectly sure, as the events of the nextfive or
six years will make manifest.

When the Globe says that the tariff ques-
tion is the chief poimt at issue in the pres-
ent contest, it tells the truth, But when
it adds that “‘neither party can as yet well
avow this,” it tells something quite other
than the truth, For it is a fact incontest-
able that the republicans adopted an out-
and-out red-hot protectionidt tariff plank,
without any disguise or apology whatever.
Apd a further fact is that the journals
supporting Blaine are hammering away at
the tariff question morning, noon and night,
it being evidently their desire to make that
the most prominent of all issues in the
atest. That the democrats would shirk
the tariff issue if they ceuld is a fact too
well-known to be seriously contradicted.
And yet the Globe would have the Can-
adian publie believe that both parties are
Jlike desirous of “‘dodging” the tariff issue.
Our globular contemporary is indeed =
blind guide on the subject of the tariff
sontest in the United States, and we would
advise people here not to be guided by it.

Is Jay Gould Coming te a Crash,

Either there are people in influential
sireles in New York who believe that Jay
Gould is hastening towards such a crash
as Villard’s, only far greater ; or there are
those with whom the wish is father to the
thought. A few weeks ago Puck pictured
Jay Gould as struggling in the water and
likely to drown, and calling for help,while
Vanderbilt grinned mockingly a self-satis-
*jed ‘smile, as much as te say—
«drows and be d——d ;" which wonld
be “‘just like Roger,” we should
say. “And now the Herald is at
some pains to inform the public that Gould
has certainly entered upon a steep down
jrade, and is on the way to inevitable
smash. It will'be remembered that a year
or more ago Gould deemed it necessary to
rake a select party of friends inte his
strong-room, where he showed them his
many millions in securities, after which
they of course told freely what they had
seen, It was allowed that his credit was
helped or -appeared to be helped by the
display, but there were still ‘those who
thought it ‘strange that such a display
should be resorted to at all, The Herald’s
straight out-and-out attack.on the great
speeulator’s credit is really a remarkable
sign of the times. 5

Methodist Polity.—No. 4.

To the Editor of The World.

SR : The senior general superintendent
of the methodist body in an address de-
livered before the conference recently held
here said that ‘‘ while the methodists were
the first numerically they were not the first
socially,” and then proceeded to point out
that the way to attain' this coveted
“goclal” superiority was by the higher
education of the youth of the denomina-
tion.

Many years ‘ago the writer heard the
gifted D’Arcy McGee lecture on the con-
dition and wrongs of Ireland, ete., etc.,
and although no one can question his great
ability and powers of oratory it was ap-
parent to every listener that the lecturer
was embarrassed by an influence which he
as a true “‘son of the church” could not
throw off, so that what should have been
a brilliant and instructive lecture was en-
tirely unworthy both the speaker and
the subject. The rev. superintendent
evidently found himself in a somewhat
similar position, and although he—as he
always does—made a telling speech, it
seemed to many of his hearers that if he
had been relieved of the incubus of what
may be termed a slavish loyalty to the
despotic rules governing the ehurch he
would have been able to do himself greater
credit, and in so doing have shown the
way to a better solution of the difficulty.

T'he doctor doubtless recalls among his
old time companions in arms many who
made great sacrifices for the purpese of
educating their children up to a higher
plane than that occupied by themselves,
only to find that with this higher educa-
tion eame a distaste for methodism and
methodist usage, resulting in the
brightest of eur young people going
over te the *‘establishment” or elsewhers,
as fInclination, or eircumstance directed
them.

SIR : Some idiot, writing an editorial
in yesterday's Globe, remarks that not one
well in the city furnishes wholesome water,
Now, if cholera came here (which, by the
way, is not likely this year), think what
would be the consequence of such a state-
ment, if believed. It is utterly impossible
for our waterworks to be substituted for
the numerous wells in the city for years to
comé. Much work has-to be done first.

W hat would ocour if cholera came? Vast
numbers of pooslo must depend oo wells,
and they would believe them unhealthy
and fancy themselves into. cholera the first
thing. Icannot remember;, in a pretty long
experience, & sentence written likely to be
more perniclous if believed.

Permit me, as an old resident of Torento,

cholera "epidemics, to say that I'have al-
ways considered averagewell watér uch
more safe and healthy' in’ ¢holera times
than average city water. For this §d
reason, that the hard water of welle from
our limestone formation is' far less laxative
than lake water, and ~therefore less likely
to assist choleraic imfection. For loose-
ness is then the great danger.

Moreover; I have again and again neticed
that the worst typhoid cases which came
under my observation have been in houses
supplied with cit{ water.

he bad “health of Toronto has been &
matter far more of drainage than ef water.
Look at the sewers near the city hall, the
corporation has absolutely elosed them up,
and did pot know what was" poisoming
them. How do know in what state the
rest of the outlets are ? Then the yards.
I believe that not half the people’ who
front on sewers drain into them. A great
many @b not. And the cellars. If I were
to show you what is under most of our cel-
lar floors, you would know where sickness
comes from, Careless draining.
