The Haunted Czar.

Le Voltaire, of Paris, publishes in its St. 
Petersburg correspondence a recent inci­
dent in the life of the Czar, for which it 
claims entire authenticity. The incident 
is said to have happened at five o’clock in 
the morning, when all was silent iu the 
Winter Palace. One of the servants, who 
stood high in hie master’s favor, thought 
he heard the Czar’s voice calling him and 
entered the imperial bedroom. 
Emperor, awakened suddenly by the noise 
of his footsteps and not recognizing the 
valet in the dim light of the lamp which 
swung over his head, drew a revolver from 
under his pillow and fired. The servant 
fell to the floor with a groan. The room 
was quickly filled with watchmen, mem­
bers of the household and courtiers; fear­
ing that another attempt had been made 
on the Czar’s life. When the truth was 
learned the wounded man was carried to 
another room, and doctors pronounced bis 
injury to be fatal. Efforts were made on 
all sides to prevent the news getting 
abroad, and it was generally given out 
among the people that the man had died 
by his own hand. The incident is said to 
have augmented the Czar’s terrors His 
kitchen, which for some time has been 
placed under strict surveillance, has now 
three physicians attached to it, each of 
them receiving One thousand rubles a 
month. One examines the food, the 
meats, vegetables or pastry ; another tastes 
the wines and liqueurs ; the third superin­
tends the making of the dishes. They are 
all subject to grave responsibilities. At 
the least illness of the Czar they run the 
risk of being arrested as accompli 
charge of high treason aud being instantly 
banished to Siberia. The Voltaire carries 
its list of improbabilities eu far as to say 
that the Czar has not unfrequently been 
known tç take emetics after dinner.

Cattle in the English Market.

Mr. G. P. Henry, of the firm of G. P. 
and J. C. Henry, arrived from Eng­
land Tuesday, where he had gone to 
superintend the sale of his shipment 

cattle, which was made last month 
By the steamship “ Dominion,” of the 
Bomionion line, Mr. Henry took over 
’with him in that steamship 94 head of 
Nova Scotia cattle, and one hundred 
sheep ; also fifty-two head of cattle 
belonging to Mr. C. N. Cummings. 26 
head of the cattle were sold in London, 
and the balance along with the sheep, 

disposed of in Liverpool. The 
prices realized were : —For the beef, 
after being dressed, 13 to 16 dollars per 
hundred pounds ; sheep 55 shillings 
a piece. The demand in England is 
for a better breed of cattle than we 
have been sending there. The favo 
rite breed, and that bringing the high­
est price, being the Black Sootts or 
Poleangers; the price paid for this 
.quality ranges as high as $18 per hun­
dred. During the passage over Mr.
Henry had to kill five head of his 
cattle, which would otherwise have 
died, owing to being injured in some 
way. The last shipment of sixty head 
which went by the last trip of the 
“ Brooklyn,” are already sold.. Another 
lot comprising about 104 head are to 
go by thé next trip of the “ Dominion,” 
which will be in about two weeks time.
These have been purchased by Mr.
Henry through the counties of Kings 
and Annapolis.—Hx* Herald.

The Growth of Glasgow.—Since 
the close of her theological and suc­
cession troubles, Scotland has increas­
ed in population and wealth at a rate, 
only exceeded by America and Auk 
tralia with the help of an un precedent 
ed immigration. Of this progress 
Glasgow is a good example. In a work 
just published, “ Old Glasgow,” it-is 
stated that 100 years ago the popula­
tion of the city was less than 4,300; it 
is now well on to a million. And this 
growth has been mainly due to the 
enterprise and industry of tbe inhabi­
tants themselves.
London inherited their magnificent 
river ; the men of Glasgow made theirs. 
A hundred years ago the Clyde was 
only navigable for small barges ; the 
other day a steamer of 2,713 tons sailed 
up the river and reached her berth at 
the Broomielaw, in the heart of the 
city, in three hours from the estuary. 
During the seven years ending 1877, of 
the vessels constructed in the United 
Kingdom nearly half the tonnage was 
of Clyde-built ships. As an indication 
of the foreign commerce of Glasgow, it 
may be stated that no less than 250,000 
tons of sugar were imported into the 
city in 1878, and in the previous year 
six million pounds of tea. The great 
iron indiietries of the Clyde valley have 
all grown up within the century. 
This rapid development of commerce 
and industry out of such small begin­
nings, and in the face of adverse cir 
cumstances, should be taken to heart 
by the Irish people, who would equally 
find their account in putting their own 
shoulders to the wheel instead of sit­
ting down and calling on Hercules.— 
Iron.

A Constantinople despatch says great 
anxiety prevails respecting the future 
policy of England toward Turkey. Kher- 
eddin Pasha and Mahmoud Pasha have 
been frequently summoned to Palace lately. 
There are rumors of impending changes in. 
the Cabinet. The Turks are almost at the 
end of their resources. There is little 
money in from the impoverished provinces; 
and tbe Custom House receipts are inade­
quate for the requirements of the depart­
ments. Rations were heretofore supplied 
to the army officers and families, but are 
now furnished to the officers only ; their 
families are, consequently, suffering great 
deprivation. Tbe Porte is showing itself 
more and more incapable of governing the 
Empire. There is a general feeling, even 
amongst a large section of Turks, that the 
sooner the Great Powers take the power 
out of the present hands the better for 
everyone.
