[New York Despatch to 8t. John Sun.] 
Captain Leeson. was completely worn 

ont when he landed this morning. Four 
terrific gales were encountered on the 
voyage and the great mass of timber 
tugged so hard at Its cables that sometimes 
the raft literally towed the steamship back, 
ward. The cables were two In number — 
hemp hawsers, one fifteen In diameter and 
the other ten Inches, The breaking away 
occurred In a most severely southwesterly 
gtle. The large cable was the first to 
give way to the great strain, and then the 
ten loch hawser pulled clear ol the vessel, 
carrying with It the hits and a portion of 
the steamer's deck. Of the two cables, 
940 feet went with the raft. The two 
floated for the major portion of the voyaae 
1000 feet astern ol the tug Several times 
before the raft broke away It seemed as If 
it would he necessary to cut it adrit to 
prevent tbo steamer being lost with all on 
board, hut Captain L-sson held on with 
true British pluck, ami would have brought 
bis charge Into port with him If the mons­
ter had not settled matters In its own way. 
As a matter of fact, before they were patt­
ed by the stress of the gale, the cables hail 
been constantly watched and wound ovor 
and over again with matting and other­
wise protected ami strengthened at the 
points where they were fastened to the 
Miranda Capt. Leeson says the struggle 
to keep the raft In tow and protect the 
cables was one of the most exhaustive 
trials to which a crew were ever subjected. 
Even in the calmest of weather It is no 
easy matter to prevent chafing and avoid 
accident, but in this case the difficulty was 
a thousand times augmented by the fury 
of the elements. In the very height ot 
the gales, the raft had to be humored as If 
It were a baby possessed with the very in­
carnation of perverseness. But lor the ex­
ceptional severity of the weather, be has 
no doubt that he would have lauded his 
low in New York, and he is not at all dis­
heartened by the (allure of the first attempt 
at this novel method of conveying spiling 
sea The great raft, if It is still intact, Is 
now close to the track of largest European 
passenger steamships and has from 14 to 
16 feet of its hulk above water. A steam 
ship might as well collide with an Iceberg 
as strike this vast mass of logs. The result 
would he one of the greatest ocean catastro­
phes of the age. When it was known that 
an attempt would be made to tow the raft 
from the Joggins, the Beaver line of 
*V amers, in conjunction with the Allans, 
at the request of the Boston board of un­
derwriters, drew the attention of the Can­
adian marine department to the danger 
thereby likely to he created to navigation, 
hut before the notice was recel veil the raft 
had started ou its perilous voyage. The 
underwriters absolutely refused to insure 
ihe raft. It will thus he seen that Un 
steamship lines are face to face with the 
very danger they anticipated. There were 
hut two or three sticks of timber detached

Learning 
that the Aunt by whom site was brought 
up had been to see her and conversed with 
her.ar.d had gone Bridgetown,! went imme 
dlately In pursuit of her and finding that 
I could not get any facts from her, I called 
upon Dr. DvBlois, who attended in the 
accouchaient, but could not ge t any Infor­
mation sufficient to justify me to hold an 
inquest, but he said that he did not doubt 
that the child was murdered. Having 
done all that duty required of me I aban­
doned the rase. I beg to add that too 
much praise cannot be bestowed on Mrs. 
Clarke lor her kindness and comlort ad­
ministered to the mute.

possible compass, keeping the mouth clos­
ed all the time. Do this half-a-doien 
limes or mote at a time, ard the vital ca­
pacity will soon he largely Increased.

In reply to his question about the Iron 
duties and American monopolies I would 
say that the American Government are 
about intioduciuir a measure to reduce 
their tariff to the extent of eighty millions 
of dollars, a measure which, considering 
the fact that both Democrats and ltapubli 
cans are anxious for it, will he sure to be 
carried. When that is au fait accompli 
American monopolies will receive a check 
and the iron duties will most assuredly he 
reduced. Ewo *f they should not, (t 
would he more to our aflvantage Iq pur­
chase pispofactwrrs üf i'-ri in the United 
States thin England, excepting, perhaps, 
in the finer kinds of cutlery. And more 
over, we would very soon have American 
manufacturers utilizing our extensive iron 
mines. There would be a boom at I,on- 
donderry, smelting fqrnacçs, railing mills, 
Ac , wquld 6(1011 bp in full blast at Nictaux, 
and the iron industry of their Province, 
which is now at a low ebb, would rapidly 
become a leading industry.

As to the annexation sentiments of the 
Commercial Unionist leaders, I deny that 
there I* more of such sentiment among 
the Canadian leaders of the scheme than 
among the leaders of those who oppose It. 
What Commercial Unionists are striving 
for is uot political union, but an exten­
sion ol trade which Commercial Union 
would develop.
