And still dis 
covery after discovery is being made and 
companies are being formed to capitalize 
each new strike, and to day Biitish Colum­
bia mines are recognized as the best invest­
ments of the kind in the world.

If 
there are more mines here like the Golden 
Lode in Halifax county, out of which, in two 
yean, dividends were paid amounting to the 
whole capitalization of $39,(XX) the sunshine 
of better times will surely soon be felt. 
Money is plenty where the dividends are 
healthy, and what has been done in Halifax 
county can surely be repeated in a half dozen 
other counties in the province. Gold mining 
may yet do as much for Nova Scotia as her 
fruit orchards.

The rebellion in Cuba is not so aggressive 
as it was a few days ago, owing doubtless to 
the death of its chief instigator. After a 
series of reports of the death of Maceo which 
were of the most uncertain and conflicting 
character, it may now be reasonably accept­
ed that the insurgent leader is dead. 
Whether the command will fall 
capable of directing and controlling the en­
ergies of the rebels remains to be 
Other hands are however ready to take up 
the work and it is seldom that any under­
taking is so intricate and complex or so dif­
ficult of execution that its success depends 
on the ideas or efforts of any one man. On 
the contrary, the loss of such services rarely 
proves more than a temporary interruption, 
and if the vigor and determination necessary 
to success exists in the breasts of the Cubans, 
they will not long lament the death of Maceo, 
nor feel it.

A resolution has been introduced in the 
United States Congress to accord to Cuba 
belligerent rights. Doubtless, good 
exists why the Republic finds it necessary to 
interfere even only by a resolution expres­
sive of her sympathy with the rebels, and if 
there be sufficient reason there is 
tion about her right to do so, when her in­
terests are seriously endangered by the in­
ternal transactions of Spain and Cuba. Per­
haps the States have not forgotten the time 
when they were in a similar position towards 
England to that now filled by Cuba towards 
Spain, and they may remember gratefully 
the assistance they received from France.
It is true, when the North and South 
striving with each other for supremacy, if 
any European nation had recognized the in­
dependence of the South the North might 
have bitterly resented such an insolent in­
terference, but the circumstances werè dif­
ferent then from what they are in the case 
of Cuba. The South rose in arms to perpet­
uate slavery, and had the triumphed over 
the North, all anti-slavery countries would 
have been justified in lending their assistance 
to the suppression of the confederate gov­
ernment. Spain has violated the principles 
of righteous government and given just 
OJtuse to the Cabans to consider themselves 
discharged from their allegiance.

It was stated in the British Parliament, in 
1847, by Lord Palmerston, to be the rule laid 
down by writers on the law of nations, that 
when civil war is regularly established in a 
omntry and when the nation is divided into 

«1 inflicting armies, and opposing camps, the 
.'sî^V parties in such war may be dealt with 

by qther powers as if they were separate 
pommuciiics and tb»t such other powers

The Kindergarten. Treatment of Sick Horses.

Dr. F. T. McMahon, the veterinary sur­
geon who has charge of the horses of the 
Chicago fire department, in a recent article,

The fact now recognized, among progres­
sive educationists, that the kindergarten 
should form the foundation of an educational 
system, ought to arouse curiosity among 
teachers and parents to visit good ones.

" Of all roots with which horses are tempt­
ed, the carrot, as a rule, is the favorite and 
perhaps the most beneficial. It is said to be 
somewhat diuretic in it effects, and to exer­
cise a salubrious influence on the skin. Cer­
tain it is that a sick horse may be coaxed 
into eating carrots when disolined to partake 
of other nourishment, and the greatest bene­
fit results. For the ailing horse, then, car­
rots are most valuable as an article of diet, 
and a few may be given with advantage even 
to a horse in healthy condition.

“ Oatmeal is extremely nutritious, and as 
a food for the convalescent horse is most 
valuable; the bruising process the grain has 
undergone breaks the husk, and renders it 
more easily acted upon by the digestive 
organs. It is usually given in the form of a 
gruel, and in that form it is one of the most 
essential articles of diet for the infirmary. 
It is also a ready mode of supplying the tired, 
thirsty horse with nourishment after exer­
tion, when he returns to the stable.”

The Farm Team.

It is altogether too noticeable a fact that 
the farm teams do not compare very favor­
ably with those of the cities, says "Paul,” 
in Ohio Farmer. I speak now of the regular 
farm teams, such as are kept from year to 
year. Whenever a farmer is seen with a 
really nice looking team it is supposed that 
he is fitting them up for sale, so rarely do 
the farmers keep fine teams. They think 
that they cannot afford to keep horses that 
have any money value, but they carry their 
thoughts of economy so far that their teams 
look much cheaper than they really are. 
They allow them to become poor, have them 
illy-mated, unkempt in appearance, awkward 
and lazy in movement. Such a team is en­
tirely unnecessary and is not an economical 
one. Old, lame and lazy horses that cannot 
do a good day’s work in these days of cheap 
horses would better be sent to a menagerie 
or a ferret farm.

The team is the keystone in the arch of all 
the farmer’s operations. When ranch of the 
work of the farm was done by man power 
the operations were not so much regulated 
by the strength and willingness of the team. 
Now almost everything on the farm can be 
done by machinery and horse power. The 
farmer's own time is a large investment that 
he must work to its full capacity. An able 
man cannot afford to do half a day’s work in 
in the whole day on account of poor tools or 
a poor team. Very frequently two inferior 
teams are kept where one good one would do 
all the work, but one of the teams now kept 
conld not. I believe it safe to say that dur­
ing the past winter feed enough has been 
wasted on horses that ought to have been 
shot in the Ml, to pay farm taxes this spring. 
Farmers ought to have the best horses in­
stead of the poorest. In scarcely any other 
business is it necessary to put in such long 
steady days. Nor is there any other so large 
an investment depending upon horse power 
to be made productive.

Feeding and watering Horses.

Cast iron rules should not be followed in 
the feeding and watering of a horse any more 
than in fixing his paces or his strength. It 
all depends on how far or fast you intend to 
travel, and the regard you have for the con­
dition of the animal at the end of the journey. 
The disposition of the horse as to eating 
should be looked to. If inclined to bolt hie 
food without proper chewing hie teeth should 
be examined, and unsound teeth, if any, 
should be removed, and perhaps ground feed 
and chopped hay substituted for whole grain. 
If, however, a horse eats rather slowly and 
properly grinds his food, it is better that the 
grain and hay be fed in the natural state.
If the horse is to do hard work during the 
day, ground food is preferred for the 
ing meal. It is digested more rapidly than 
when the grain is fed whole. A mistake 
often made is to rash a horse into exhaustive 
work as soon as he bàs swallowed his meal 
Nothing could be more destructive to health. 
At least an hour should intervene after feed­
ing before a horse is driven hard or palled 
exhaustively. The giving of water is not less 
important than feeding. Water should be 
given before, never after feeding, so far as 
full draughts are concerned. When a thirsty 
horse is given what water he will drink im­
mediately after feeding, much of the food 
is carried undigested into the bowels, 
fog many disorders, as colic, for instance.
If the horse is watered before being fed, the 
water passes out of the stomach, is taken up 
by the absorbents and distributed through­
out the system just where it is needed. 
Still, if the horse seems thirsty after eating, 
two or three quarts of water may be given 
and do no harm. It is when a horse is heat­
ed or after he has been feeding ravenously 
that a big drink of water hurts him. Do not 
deny him altogether at those times, only be 
careful that he drinks sparingly.

Take Care of the Highways.

The greatest enemy to a good road is ne­
glect. Drains become clogged, washes be­
gin in the wagon track, freezing and thaw­
ing loosen the surface, overloaded wagons 
tîar up the ballast and start channels for 
water, and every succeeding flood sweeps 
down the roadway, insteod of through the 
sluices, often requiring the labor and taxes 
of an entire year to repair the loss, whereas 
a little attention at the proper time would 
have preserved the whole intact and have 
kept it in good condition for public 
Lack of attention at the proper time is the 
great defect in onr present system of public 
roads, entailing loss to the tax payers aggre­
gating millions of dollars, and which, if con- 
tinned, will effectually prevent the possibil­
ity of good roads for all time to come. Any 
road law that does not provide for the con­
stant and intelligent care of our highways 
after they have been constructed is defective 
in its most vital part.

How to Make Vinegar.

In this year of many apples it may be of 
interest to teach rural Canadians the 
method for making vinegar. Exposure to 
the warm air will hasten the making of cider 
into vinegar. Simply place the barrels in 
the cellar or where they will not freeze during 
the Winter. In the Spring, place them in 
the open air, or in an attic, with the bangs 
out, bat with the holes covered with coarse 
jdoth to exclude insects. If it be arranged 
so that the cider will trickle slowly from 
one barrel to another, the process will be 
hastened. It would be well to rack off the 
cider after it works, to free it from all sedi­
ment.

Prevalence of Cancer.

The Independent Order of'Foresters pub­
lishes monthly a list of the death claims of 
the previous month, giving the cause of 
death in each instance. The total number 
of deaths in the order during the twelve 
months from November 1st, 1895, to Novem­
ber 1st, 1896, was 504. Of these no less than 
23 deaths, over 4 per cent, were attributed 
te cancer, 19 of them to cancer of the stom­
ach or bowels. It almost seems that this

insidious and distressing disease is increasing. 
A Russian physician churns that wartwort,
a vegetable containing dangerous poison, can 
be used to advantage in treatment of cancer 
under careful medical supervision.

A Discovery of Perpetual Motion.

The Warrçn Sentinel says that at Freeport, 
HI., a new industry is to be started. On a 
quarter section of land an enterprising Kan­
sas farmer will establish a thousand black 
cats and 5000 rats, on which to feed the cats, 
estimating that the cats will increase 15,000 
in two years, their skins befog worth a dollar 
each. The rats will multiply five times as 
fast as the cats, and will be used to feed the 
latter, while the skinned cats will furnish 
food to the rats. Thus has perpetual motion 
been discovered at last.

—Paper can now be hung by machinery. 
The device has a rod on which a roll of pa­
per is placed so as to engage the wrong side 
of the paper. The end of the paper is fas­
tened to the bottom of the wall, being held 
in place by the operator. A roller follows 
the paper as it unwinds and presses it againt 
the wall. When the top of the wall is 
reached the operator pulls the string which 
cute the paper off from the wall

How to Preserve Root Cuttings.

It is quite common for those desiring new 
plants from cuttings, says The American 
Cultivator, to place them in a bottle of water, 
keeping the whole cutting, except a bud, 
submerged until roots form. The practice 
of gardeners is to place the cutting in damp 
sand, and they claim that the sharp particles 
of sand rubbing against the smooth end of 
the cutting hasten the callousing from which 
the roots are started. No manure of any 
kind shouli be allowed to come in contact 
with outtinga The first roots formed are 
verv tender and sappy. They will rot off 
as fast as they form if heating manure is 
placed near them. After the cutting bas 
been well rooted it may be planted in richer 
ground, but even then the filling around the 
roots bad better be sand than rich earth or 

. When the roots grow, they will 
reach the manure fast enough if within reach­
ing distance and this for a large vine mavbe 
15 or 20 feet distant.
