I Financially the business of Bridge­
town is conducted in a manner con­
siderably different from the other 
towns throughout the valley, in that 
so much of it is done on paper. Per­
haps this is necessary in what is, to a 
large extent, farming territory, but 
financial experts here say that it has 
become too much of a habit. Mer 
chants take notes from their farmer 
customers and discount them, which is 
of course, good legitimate business,

The merchants of Bridgetown, al­
most without exception, report a good 
year during 1905. It was a year, 
nevertheless, in which everything fav­
ored the farmer. He sold his produce, 
or at least, a large portion of it, at a 
high figure, while the goods he had to 
purchase remained about the same and 
in some cases even fell off. At almost 
all the stores more goods were dis­
posed of than during previous years, 

It but .‘strange to say, that although it 
war t year of plenty, several of the 
merchants report the collections as
but fair, one or two of them going so 
far as to pronounce them poor. Great 
advances were made in several lines of 
produce, notably butter ->nd egg».
This is attributed to the partial fail-

Farmers could not afford to pay the 

. tiigh prices demanded by those who 
had feed to sell even when they were 
able U» get it, which was not the case 
in many places, and as a consequence, 
it is estimated xthat fully 25 per cent, 
of the stock was killed off. None has 
been bought to replace it and it will 
be several years before the natural in­
crease will bring' it back to its old 
figure.

M1NARDS UNIMENT CURES

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In the Interests of Lawrencetown and Vicinity.
Mow Town’s Secure Industries.

What sort of a town do manufactur­
er» seek when they are looking for 
manufacturing cites? What Itimd of fac­
tories does the average town prefer? 
Some light on these questions is to be 
found in the latest circular of indus­
trial information issued by the United 
States bureau of statistics. The bureau 
sent a circular letter to thousands of 
towns, including 321 in Massachusetts, 
,asking what land was available for 
manufacturing purposes, and inquiring 
as to water power, tax-rebate, raw 
materials, natural products, railroad 
facilities, lighting system, water sup­
ply, available labor, and the kind of 
business best suited to the needs of 
the community. Of these 321 Massa­
chusetts towns 
said they had land available for manu­
facturing purposes, the extent of it 
varying from four and a half acres to 
9,000 acres. Fifty-five towns reported 
water power not yet utilized, but few 
had any great amount. Replies came 
from 144 towns having electric rail­
ways and seventy without them.

A striking feature of the replies is 
that few towns made much of a show-- 
ing in regard to raw materials. WTith 
respect to natural products many had 
clay, sand, gravel, stone, pent and 
lumber. Thirty-one towns mentioned 
shoe factories that are no longer run­
ning. The replies from sixty-six towns 
reported in the aggregate 20,000 per­
sons whose services could be had con­
tinuously. Shoe factories and canneries 
appear to be wanted in most places; 
forty-eight fowns asked for shoe fac­
tories, twelve for box factories, forty- 
four for canneries, the raw material 
being close at hand, eleven for cotton 
mills, fifteen for machine shops, six for 
paper mills, nineteen for manufac­
tories of wodden goods, lumber being 
plenty, tw'enty-four for woollen mills, 
and twenty wanted hotels for summer 
boarders. Seventy-eight reported one 
or more idle workshops or factories.

The bureau of statistics seeks con­
tinually to place such information as 
this before capitalists who are looking 
for factory sites. In the circular refer­
red to the bureau suggests that “if 
one factory or workshop could be es­
tablished in each of the towns consid­
ered it would tend to prevent a fur­
ther exodus of the younger population 
and might be the means of drawing 
thereto many persons now out of em­
ployment in the cities."—St. John 
Telegraph.

Munroe, of Digby, the convicted 'wo­
man's counsel, in a letter received by 
Mrs. Kate Brodis of No. 30 North 
Mead street, Charlestown, sister of 
May Hope Yoimg.

An idea of the cause of Hope 
Young's madness may be obtained 
from a perusal of this excerpt 'from 
Mr. Munroe'e letter: 1

“Since August 23 Hope has endured 
practically solitary confinement. She 
has had neither light nor heat. She 
required constant care, yet no woman 
had been employed to be with her or 
care for her.

“I have made every1 endeavor to 
have the rigor of her imprisonment 
lessened since the judgment of the 
court vacating her sentence of death 
and ordering her a new trial, but 
without result.

“I may say that I am not very 
much surprised that the character of 
her imprisonment and the terrible 
strain of lying so long under sentence 
of death should have resulted in her 
present condition. She should have ! 
constant care, but is utterly neglect­
ed. She seldom sees anyone. Only at
