New Postage Stamps for Brazil.

The ‘new series of Postage Stamps pre-
pared in the Minta offices will be shortly
in circulation. .

They are finely printed, the Qesign being
engraved in.wood, tinted with well com-
bined colours. :

The unpaid stamps of 10, 20, 50 reis are
rose, the ciphers tinted in an oval black
circle. The above values iave a fine ela-
borate design of the Harbour of Gaaua~
bora in centre, the Pab de Assucor on the
light side and and-the figure of a planet iw
top of left side (a “luminous’ planet*” tue
snnouncement reads.) .

Those of 100, 200, 300; 500, 700 reis are
coloured. bluishiin flames with similar vig-
nette to the other stamps, and a fine pro-
file of lady wearing & lgureated phrygian
cap in centre of oval.grouud.

The stamps of 1,000 reis and those of
higher values are tinted violet,. and. repra-
sent the head of Mercury in oval circle-in: .
tho centre, and the effect of these stamps
is magnificent, and, surpasses in finish
those with which we lately used to frank
om'~cmespan&ence.—Brazilz’w§ Paper.

The legitimacy of the so called * local
stamps ” of certain Chinese ports bas
created considerable discussion in the
philatelic world, many claiming that the
stamps in question are merely labels is-
sued by private companies, and that they
are unworthy of collection. It now seems
to be generally conceded, however, that
they ure perfect)'y legitimate in every way,
and that there is no earthly reasen why
they should not be admitted to collections.

‘They are isgued by thq highest govern-
ing authority of independent communities
which are governed by what are called
municipal councils, in which all interests
are represented. The stamps carry mail
matter to every part of the Celestial Eme
pire having a pos} office of its qwn.

The fact that these igsues by the foreign
municipalities do not carry letters out ide
of China is undoubtedly due to the size of
these municipalities, which are not syffiy, -
ciently large to make contracts, with the.
ocean steamers and are also to small to
enter the Postal-Union. .

But if they are to small to be rejected
on that acore, we: shonld likewise discard
such stamps as those from  the native Ia..
dian states, the various Mexician, aside
from the general government issues, snd
all other stampé which do. not carrymail.
matter beyond the confines of. the. country.
where issned.

The states which have thus far issued
postagestampa areShanghai,Cheefoo, Han-
kow, Chunking, Kewkisng ;. Tientsin and

. Chinkiang are said to be about to-follow
the examaple' of the communities afore-
mentioned. ;

It is asserted that Chinais seriouslycom- -
templating the establishment.of:a complete, |
government postal system.and entrance ta,
the Postal Union, and When this takes
place it mnst neceesarily. texminate the
issue of the stamps of the various local
posts, which may consequently command
some very fancy prices at no distant dg:y_.
