The re-
port was adopted in & motlon expressing
sympathy with the College In its straits,
commending 1t to the Church’s support
and appointing a committee to take coun-
sel with the Board of Governors and report
to mext Assembly.

The report o! Momntreal College was
brought before the Assembly by D. Mor-
rice, Esq., of Montreal. In the report Rev.
Dr. MacVicar was highly complimented on
the gplendid manmer In which he had ecar-
rted out ae Principal the great work
he has had charge of In this college. Hav-
fng last April completd the twenty-filth
year of his principalship, the graduates
and friends of the Institutlon took advan-
tage of the closing convocation to present

-am address and a substantial recognition

of his long and able services. The Board
recommended that at some time conven-
tent for Dr. MaeVicar he be relieved of hiw
dutleg for a time to enable him to travel
abroad. During the year the scholarship
fund had been increased by generous sup-
porters, 0 that means to establish four
new scholarships had been provided. The
donors are Mr. Thomas Houston, of Sar-
nia; ‘the late Miss Catherine Ross, of Ren-
frew, and Rev. Jas. Sinclalr, o{ Huntley
Towmnship. The report was adopted.

The next college reported from was
that of Queen’s, Kingston. This was done
by Principal Grant. Reference was made
im the report to the .steps taken at
last Assembly to bring this college into
cloger relation to the Church tham it has
hitherto had. The trustees of the col-
lege were pleased wlith this action of the
Assembly, and gladly lemt thelr ald in
bringing It abouwt. The history of the
college in the past was reviewed, its pro-
gress and noble work for the Church and
the country. With regard to appoint-
mmt of professors, the report states that
the charter of the Umiversity requires
that no one should be appointed a pro-
fessor in the theological department who
might be considered unsuitable by the
Church, and therefore that such appoint-
ments should be reported to the next As-
sembly after they were made and be sub-
ject to Pte veto. The trustees could not
appoint amy person on the theologlical
stafi except a minister of good standing.
The Assembly then had in the constitu.
tional way, complete comtrpl over the
theologicai professors. The decision in
the report was deferred until the general
report was disposed of, reserving that
part which dealt with the relation of the
college to the Assembly untll the report
of th> committee appointed at last Assem-
bly on the relation of the theological col-
leges to the Church, should come up.

The report on Kmnox College was pre-
s'ated by Mr. W. Mortimer Clark, of To.
ronto. Twenty-seven students graduated
last yeav, a larger number than any pre-
vious year in the history ol the college.
The total aumbsr of students enrolled was
115, exclusive of about 20 more attend-
‘ng Univasily Collge, Toronto, with a
view to the minigtry of the Church. The
total income was $19,970.74, and the ex-
penditure was $20,291.14. The work of
th> coll>g> is increasing, while congrega-
tional contributions for its support have
fallen of to the extent of $620. This de-
ficiency, the Board states, is due largely
to misapprehension on the part of the
Church, whereby it is supposed that the
returns from the Endowment IFund are
adequate to meet all the ordinary expenees
ol the college, which is far from being the

The college

cage, even under favorable circumstances,
and s still more so at present owing to
the increasing difficulty of making pro-
fitable investments and the low rate of
interest which it Is mow only possible to
get on first-class mortgages. Hence, the
college must still largely depend upon the
increaged liberality of the Chureh. It is
a fact to be much lamented that upwards
of 300 congrepations in the constituency
of this college, contribute nothing to its
support. A matter occupying the atten-
tion of the Board, and which they are
amxious to carry into effect just as soon
as funds can be obtained for it, is the
appointment of a Ppermanent officer or
professor to take charge of the prepara-
tory department of the college, which the
Board considers ‘to be a greatly needed
improvement. The report of the college
ag presented was adoptled.

The afternoon of Saturday was spent
by the Assembly In social enjoyment, in
th~» ghape of a drive through the sur-
rounding country. The English Institute,
the historic Mohawk church and Bow
Park farm were visited, and at the lat-
ter place the whole party was entertain-
ed to luncheon by Mr. and Mrs. Hope.

The evening was devoted to a recep-
tion tendered to the Assembly by the Lad-
fes’ College, of Bramtford, at which musie,
recitations and refreshments were provid-
¢ by the students in a manner pleasing
to all.

On Sabbath the Rev. D. M. Gordon,
Halifax, preached in ‘the morning in Zlon
church. In the afternoon the Communion
of the Lord’s Supper was observed by
the members of the Assembly, as well as
others. The Rev. Dr. S8edgwlick, Moder-
ator, presiding, amd Revs. Dr. Caven and
Thompson assisting. In the evening the
Rev. Dr. J. G. Paton preached, giving
many interesting and ‘thrilling narra-
tives of himeelf and other missionaries
in their work amomng the heathen, and
telling of the triumphs of Christianity
in the New Hebrides.

A large number of the members of
Assembly conducted services in the other
churches of the city.

FIFTH DAY, MONDAY.

The members of Assembly entered upon
work to-day with great vigour, refreshed
by Saturday’s outing and the Sabbath's
rest amd worship. Preliminary to en-
terlug upon work, the intimation “was
made rthat Rev. Dr. Thompeon, of Sarnia,
had presented 200 copies of his new work,
*“Lambs of the Fold,” for free distribu-
tion among m@mbers of the Assembly. This
announcement was hailed with applause,
and thanks tendered to Dr. Thompson
for his gemerous glit.

The report of Brantiord Ladies’ Col-
lege was then presented by Rev. Dr. Coch-
rame, Governor. The attendance, the
report stated, was the largest on record,
viz,, 68 boarders and 77 day pupils. The
teaching stafl was complete in every de-
partment, and the year’s work had been
in all respects most satisfactory. Rev.
Dr. J. K. Smith, of Port Hope, moved,
and Rev. Robt. Hamilton, of Motherwell,
seconded the adoptlon of the report, which
was carrled.

Manitoba College report was lald be-
fore the Assembly by Chlei Justice Taylor,
of Winnipeg. It was In every respect
most encouraging. In last report 135
students were in attendance in arts and
theology ; now, atlast session, 145 were
in the college, of whom 95 weat up to
the examinations in Manitoba University.
In the theclogical classes now in session,
27 students are attending.

Including a balance on hand of $1,-
677.08 at the beginning of the year, the
total recelpts have been $16,917.97, which

includes for class fees and board, 35,820,
b-inz an increage over last year of $567,
chiefly from fees, as the residence has
only lately been occupled by students.
The exp:nditure has been $15,873.50. leav-
ing on hand a balance of $1,6554.47.
Paid for salaries of professors and tutors,
not including that of Principal, $7.950,
as against $6,767.70, last year. The
Endowment Fund now amounts to $45,.
715, and ‘the Building Fund to $34,641.
Additions to ‘the college have doubled its
capaclty, at a cost of 344,000. Natural-
ly In the report reference was made to
the summer session, now being held, and
gratiicaltion expressed at the success of
an experiment which caused mueh anxi-
ety to the Church. The report was
adopted upon. motion of Prof. McLaren,
of Knox College.

Chief Justice Taylor also presented
the report of the Church and Manse Bulld-
inz Fund. From this most useful and
valuable fund, aseslstance had during the
year been glven In the erection of fif.
teen churches and six manses. Additional
aid was glven to-three other structures
built and assisted last year. The total
amount of help gliven has been $7,200,
and the value of the bulldings 1sestimatved
at $30,150. Assistance {8 glven from this
fund both by loan and f{ree grant, the
latter having been $1,450, and the for-
mer, $5,750. The clalms on this fund
over the veast territory covered by Its

operations, are rapidly increasing, and"

earnest appeals for increased support
come from the Committee. The report
elaims that no better work has been done
by amy of our Church’s funds than by
this, since it wae called Into existence
eleven years ago. In that tlme, 196
churches and 56 manses have been crect-
ed by means of 1t, whose value amounts
to $350,000. When the Board began its
work there were only 18 churches = and
thre> manges belonging to the Presby:
terian Church. On motion of Rev. D. M.
Gordon and Principal Caven, the repor@
was adopted.
THE CHURCH AND HER COLLEGES.
A= the result of a good deal ol discus-

sion at last Assembly, & committee, was -

appointed to take Into consideration the
relation of all the colleges to the Church.
This committee now reported through the
Rev. D. M. Gordon, of Halifax. This report
had to deal e pecially with the mode of the
aprointment of profe:sors in the various
colleges in which dlversity of practice pre-
vails, and to suggest some plan by which
uniformity may be secured. Xnox Col-
lege, Montreal, Manitoba and Hallfax
Presbyterlan colleges are substantially on
the rame footing, their boards of manage-
ment and prolessors being appointed by
the Assembly.

At the time of the union it was decid-
ed that the United Church should not be
required to appoint trustees for the arts
department, nor for the theological de:
partment, so that the relation ol Queen’s
College is not now so close to the United
Church as it was formerly to the Presby-
teriun Church o! Canada, in connection
with the Church of Scotland. Its theo-
logical proessors, however, must be min-
isters of the Presbyterian Church of Can-
ada. Speclal legislatiébn will be requir-
ed to bring this college Into.as close a re-
lation with the United Church as that of
the other colleges, and the committee
was of the opinjon that the Board of Trus-
tees of Queen’s University should be re-
quested tu consider the advisability of
taking action in this direction.

A similar statement was made In re-
gard to the relations of Morrin College,
Quebee.

ONE OF THE BEST MEETINGS
SO FAR.

T¢It is mot over yet,”” was the reply
given by ome of the oldest amnd wisest
commigsioners, on Monday eveninz to
the questiom: “Is not this th2 best As-
gembly s'nce ’75?"

Anybody who knows the leaders of
the Presbyterian Church im Camada, could
eas’ly gzuess who it was that gave that
safe reply. He must be a wise man, a
man wof experience, a safe man, and above
all things, a Scotchman.

“It is not over yet,” but it will be in
three days at farthest, and as iar as it
has gonc the meetng is one of the best
in tome that has been held since the
un’ol. The business qualities, as well
as the tone, have been fairly good, and
when we remember that a General As-
sembly s three hundred and seventy
men doing business comtinuously for ten
hot days, it 1s not a, wonder that a little
time s oceaslonally lost. So far there
has mnot been much lost. . As usual, the
losses have for the most part been made
'm dealimg with small items. Three hun-
dred and gevemty men are too many to
gettle little matters -of detail quickly and
weell. A considerable amount of busi-
negs done im the Assembly could be bet-
ter done in committee. Some years ago
there was a mana against committees
and there I8 mo use In arzuing with a
mamnia. Th> mania has pretty w2l spent
itseli, and the Assembly mizht easily
do a worse thimg than hand over more
small items to good committees and let
the blg court attend to big things.

The Assembly Is well officered, and
that, no doubt, I8 one reason why things
The Moderator
has dome exceedingly well. It goes unsaid
that Dr. Reid e¢am settle any point or
straighten out any tangle in a minute or
two. The veteran Clerk looks remark-
ably well, and his thousands of iriends
will be glad to learn that ho seems to
be renewing his youth. The new Clerk,
Dr. Campbell, takes quite kimndly to his
duties and discharges them ef.lciently
and with the mammer of a gentleman. Dr.
Laing and Dr. Torrance bring in the daily
grist from the Business Committee and
put it into the hopper for the {athers
and brethren to grind. It is necdlese
to say that the hopper part of the busi-
ness Is well done. The Guelph and Dun-
das doctors are two of the best business
men in the Church. The Church ought
to be thamkful that it has so many men
who cam do business well. In its own
place, and fos 8 owm purposes, th2busi-
ness side of th2 Church’s work is just as
'mportant as amny other. The shell is
wot th2 ezg, but i you try to carry an

egg without any shell, you may get into -

‘trouble. Th2 boiler is notethe steam, but
steam without a boiler is not a very sa e or
useful agent. Mere shouting about re-
liglon without any system, or order, or
organization, never does much good.
For the most vart, the Conveners,
Chairmen of Boards, and others bringing
business before the Assembly, have done
their work remarkably’ well. We do not
recall any mezt'mg of the Supreme Court
at which so many m- brought in their
business In in such gZood shape, :xpliin-

" ed thaz “pomts’” Im their reports in such

cloar, crisp, busin.ss style, aml fook th:ir
seats ‘without 1wearymg anybody. This
part of th® Assembly work has bzen ad-
mirably done, and th2 Church should b2
thank{ul that it has so many men onboards
and committees who do ‘their work so
well. :
On the whole, the speaking has been
very good. The old-time speech which
begar with a long introduction and
dragged out at the end like—well, like
some s2rmons, {8 now s:xldom heard. With
scarcely am exception, speeches, except
at the popular evening meetings, are now

short, ecrisp, and business-like--just what

epeeches on business matters ought to
ba. . . Y
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The popular meetings on Home and

Foreign Missions were exceedingly good.

The climax o interest was reached on
Foreign Mission night when the whole
Assembly, audience and all, rose to re-
ceive Dr. Patoa amd welcomed the grand

old mam from New, Hebrides in a style
that manifestly touched his heart. The
whole meeting was one of those fine

things that one secs only once or twice
in a life-time. A really good meeting
of any kind cannot be made to order.
It is not exclusively a matter of organ-
ization, though organization has som>-
thing to do with it. You cannot or-
ganize the tome, ‘the life, the spirit o

o meeting.

But, as already stated, the meeting
of Assembly s not over yet and there-
fore, we must not be too optimistic.

There is plenty of time yet to strike
several snags. Next week we can speak
more definitely about the General Assem-
bly of 1893.

THE CULTIVATION OF A DEVO-
TIONAL HABIT OF MIND,

The minister, by virtue oi his olffice,
is exposed to many insidious evils, among
which may be mentioned a peculiar hard-
ness that comes o’ the routine through
which he necessarily must go, we2k a ter
week and year aiter year. He isin dan-
ger o! degenzrating Into a mere official,
and then his work is mechanical, hard and
dry, lacking in that quality called ‘‘unc-
tion.” That mellowness, heartiness, ven-
derness which comes o! feeling deeply, and
being onesel. under the power of the truth.
That sweet and subdued state o’ soul that
enable: one to sympathize with all to
whont the truth applies. The want o.
that is a serious and grave de iciency in
the minister’s apirit. It may come rom
other causes than the routine o’ his work.
It may be produced by a worldly disposi-
tion that carries one away .rom coinmun-
ion ané {ellowship with God. It may be
the fruit of contentior, and the bitterness
that coniention engenders. It may Dbe
the result ol an overfull 1ife, too many en-
gagements befng made, so that the time
:or heavenly converse and intercourse with
one’s own heart cannot be found. Life
may be {ull of business and excitement—too
full—-the world being too much with us
late and soon. - Whencesoever this hard-
ness comes, it should be guarded against
by every imeans, as it destroys both the
enloyment of the preacher and also the
pro it of the hearer. It rests like the
hand of death on the minister of the Gos-
pel of God’s grace. It is destructive of
every good in luence he may exert. It
neuiralizes all his work. "To have others
enjoy the truth that is preached, the min-
ister must enjoy it himself. He must be
its living epistle. He must adorn the
doctrine he preaches, making it beauti-
ful and attractive in the eyes of men, and
grate.ul to their spirits. All ministers
know how they are exposed to the incom-
ing of this hardness. It steals upon them
at wpnawares. And it too olten gets a good
grip o/ them, so that it holds its ground
a long time belore it be displaced.
How long this goes on in mahy cases!:
Till discouragement and distress breed
thoughts o' giving up the work of the
ministry ualtogether. The sermons may
be brilliant, the prayers may be thought-
ful and comprehensive, the people may’
be anxiously attentive, but no e.fect is pro-
duced. Nothing tells. There is no unc-
tion tn the service, because he who, like
the te%gmph operator, is to send the mes-
sage to its destination, does not touch
the key of the proper instrument.
hardness, come whence it may, is all too
common. Hence, ministers require to be
constantly reminded of the need they have
to cultivate a devotional habit of mind.
That it is not by might nor by powerthat
they succeed, but by God’s Spirit ; and that
they must keep the channel open in their
own hearts ior the down-flow of divine
power, through their word upon the peo-
ple. Theirs Is not a proessorial position,
it is & minjsterial posijtion : one demand-

This’

ing heart, feeling, sympathy. Thomas
Binuey, o’ the Weigh House Chapel, Ton-
don, preache:d a sermon beore the Con-
gregational Union o England and Wales
in 1843, entitled ** The Closet and the
Church,” in which he set ‘orth ia a pow-
erul way the need of prayar oa the patft
o' the minister. He says in one place,
* This, tlien, is the de ect that poisons

‘everything ; they are not mea o’ frequent,

earnest, private devotioa. They have
great abiiities: but they do not pray.
They are ministers of Christ according to
outward order; but they do not pray.
They are good, and perhaps even great
preachers, but they do not pray. They
may be zealous and enterprizing, leaders
in the movements o’ public activity, the
iirst and foremost in popular excitement,
abundant in thelr labours, working zeal-
ously in various modes and divers plans:
but they «lo not pray. They are men
o! integrity, purity, benevolenc? ; but they
do not pray. And this one thing—their
‘“‘restraining prayer,”” their not ‘“calling
upon God ', thelr not “seeking a.ter,”” nor
“stirring ap themselves to take hold 0.
Him —this, like the want o’ love in the
Christian character “statas the glory” o
everything else ; it renders worthless their
genius, talents, acquisitions; obstructs
their spiritual prosperity, impedes their
use’ulness and * blagts their success.” In
another place he says: ‘“ A minister can-
not live ou his owhn oficial acts—his pub-
lic prayers, his public preach'ngs, his med-
ftation oa the Seriptures preparatory to
that, the impressions o! truth and,the
gushes o’ vmotion which he may obtaia
or enjoy in the discharge of his duties.
These are not the things by which alone,
or even chie:ly, his personal religion ean be
upheld or grow. Ii confined to these
and dep~adent upon them, it will languish
and die. He must eater his closet,” etc.
Then, elsewhere, we pick out these aphor-
istic statements: ‘“ We pray as part of
‘the obedieuce of faith.” * “The success of
the ministry is attributed to the Master,
not to the servant.” “Ifa minister have
not ‘God’s aid in his work, he is le‘t in a
condition o! appalling abandonment.”
** The private prayers o! the pastor may

“be regarded as an esseatial part of his

ministeriai duty, masmuch as they are
necessary to the exercise of ministerial in-
tercession.”

In the letter o Frederick W. Robertson,
of Brighton, we have this startling ac-
knowledgment : “I will tell you o® a want
I am beginning to experience very dis-
tinctly. 1 perceive more than cver the
necessity o. devotional reading. I mean
the works o! eminently holy persons,
whose tone was not merely uprightness o’
character and bighmindedness, but com-
munion—a strong sense o' persvnal and
ever-living communion—with God besides.
I recollect how  ar more peaceful my mind
used to be when I was ta the regular hab-
it o reading daily, with scrupulous adher-
ence to a plan, works o’ this description.”
These devotional works opea the door to
commupon—they draw us within the velil,
and quicken us with the spirit of prayer.
Any help ia this direction is good. Any-
thing that will keep the heart I tune with
the music of God’s love, and ta sympathy
with the needs and sorrows o. our fellow-
men. The Rev. William Bull, oi Newport
Pagnel, the friead of John Newton, Cow-
per and Rowland Hill, a great und good
man. who oiten preached in Surrey Chap-
el, drawing great crowds, writes thus to
hiy son: “The morc retirement you have
be'ore you preach, the better, in gener
al will you preach. I like to read, before
I preach, rome good bovk, and the more
cpirituai it is. the better. Then 1 like
to preach my :ermon over to myself for
at least two hours. When I do this I
am sure to feel at liberty. In all your
Iraying and preaching, never lo:e sight of
the divine unction.” Again, he gives us
his estimate of religious biography: *I
have just been reading the life of Mr.
Boawell It has affected me very much.
f bave ulways found the lives and ex-
periences of great and good men to do
me more good than any other buoks,
except the Bibie. The lives of learnedl
and holy men are the most profitable of
all books to a minister,”

Three or ‘our hundred years ago
the olowing four great principles regu-
lated the <hurch:-(1) The Chureh was
to be natioaal: (2) represcntative; (3)
educational, aad (4) it was to ba a united
Church. That great Rc ormer, John
Knox, was not satis.ied with having his
crowded congregatioa in St. Giles’ eath-d-
ral, Edinburgh, not satis ied that here
and there the country and the people
were having the Gospel preached to them,
but he feit that the whole world must be
evangelized. His prayer was “Lord, give
me Scotlaud or I die”* and God gave him
Scotland, and that little country had been
able as « consequeace to do something
notable iu the history o. the world. The
speaker said he would like to see the
Church a thoroughly national one; he
wanted it to extend over the whole land
and embrace all good people. There was
room in it .or every good maan and wo-
man, and he hoped they could make
thera better, and they fa turn would help
to make the Church better. The Church
was not ouly national, but it was repre-
sentative—that was how Joha Knox made
it national. He gathered together a re-
presentative body at the :irst General As-
sembly oi the Church held in Scotland,
and o/ the 40 or 50 who were present. only
six were clergymen. Scotland by means
oi the representative system became
thporoughly Presbyterian in its church gov-
ernmeat.

A . ter 2 number of short addresses the
gathering broke up. The chureh will
have a seating capacity o’ 1,000, and the
Sunday school will accommodate 6350
scholars. The total cost will be in the
neighborhood o: $30,000, and the church
is expected to be ready .or oecupation
about New Year’s.

McDougall, a meomber of
the committee, made a capital point
whon he salldl he ‘“believed ‘the time had
come in the matter of the control of theo-
logical seminaries, when the genius of
the DPresbyterian Church should be at
least equal to the legislative ability dis-
played in oirdinary business, and that if
any teacher employed for a specific pur-
pose at a specific salary, should for any
reason, become unfit to discharge his
dutizs, a way might be found to dispense
with his services without splitting up the
Church.,” ‘The applause which followed
showe:dl the majority of the Assembly to
b2 n sympathy with thils declaration. Cer-
tain it is, that the present fast and loose
arramgement should be superseded at the
earliest possible date, even if reorganiza-
tion of our theological institutions from
the ground up, has to be undertaken in
order to bring them into Wefinite and re-
spohsibly relations 1o th: Ass mbly. Re-
ccnt experience has shown thateven theo-
logical semimaries cannot be trusted with
too much liberty.

Th: Christlian Advocate * respectiully
submits” the following suggestions to Pope
Leo XIIIL.:

*Without any change in the mode of
appointing the Board of Governors, the
control of the theological staff would be
secured to the Assembly if legislation were
obtained, vesting in the Assembly the
right of appointing professors upon the
nomination of them by the Board of Goy-
ernors. The committee suggested” that
the Board of Governors of Morrin College
be requested to comsider the advisability
of securing in this way the closer relation
ol the college to the Church.

Apponitment by Pre:byteries, is, with
one iingle exception, followed in Britain.
In the U.S., appointments are made by
college boards. Nominations have been
made by boards since the union, in Can-
ada, and the Assembly has appointed the
nominee of the board. In the case of
Queer’s and Morrin  College, appoint-
ments have been made by their boards
and reported to the Assembly. In the
opinion of the committee, the practice fol-
lowed by Knox College and those iollow-
ing the same method, should be adopted
as the regular mode of appointment of pro-
fessors In all the theological colleges.

In regard to the relations of the col-
lege of Hallfax to the Church, as; that
college has hitherto held an intimate con-
rection with the Synod of the Maritime
Provinces, it might be an appropriate re-
cognition of that connection, if the Board
of Management, though appointed by the
Assembly, were nominated by the Synod,
and the board were then empowered to
nominate pro.essors for appointment by
the General Assembly.

THE COMMITTEE'S RECOMMENDATIONS.

Your committee would, accordingly, re-
commend, that in the appointment of
professors in the Presbyterian college,
tialifax ; the Preibyterian college, Mon-
treal : Knox college, Toronto, and Mani-
toba ¢tollege, the respective Boards of
Management of those colleges shall nom-
‘inate such professors, and the appoint-
ment shall be made by the General Asa-
sembly. That the Board of Trustees of
Queen’s Uunlversity and the Board of Gov-
ernors o Morrin College be requested
to conslder the advisabllity oi! procuring
such legislation as shall give to the Gen-
eral Assembly the right of appolntment
of the theological professors in those col-
leges upon nomination by the Board oi
Trustees or Board of Governors; that
when nomination to a vacant chair in
"any of the colleges has been made in the
maaner herein recommended and the As-
sembly disapproves of such nomination,
the Assembly shall then adopt such a mode
of making the appointment as it may
deem most suitable; and that the Board
of Management of the Presbyterian col-
lege, Halifax, be nominated by the Synod
o the Maritime Proviaces for app).niment
Oy the General Assembly.

The Convener counselled care in,deal-
ing with cc delicate a, matter and suggest-
ed remitting the whole question to the
presbyteries and college Poards. The
Rev. Pqincipal Caven, TPresident Forrest,
Rev. Dr. Cochrane, Rev. Principal Grant
and others took part in the discussion and
at th¢ alternoon tederunt, a committee,
struck to consider several motions, report-
_ed as follows : First, a resolution in re-
gard to report of the trustees of
Queen’s University. That the Assembly
receives the report of Queen’s University,
and records its grateiul appreciation of
the conduct of the Board of Trustees in
proposing to give to the Assembly the
right ol veto in the appointment of theo-
logical professors. That as the mode
of appointment o! theological professors
in all the colleges s stil under considera-
tion, the Assembly deiers at this stage
fts final decision in regard to thispropos-
al anc that the report o! the commitiee on
the relations of the colleges to the Church
be referred to the Board of Triusteeés of
Queen’s University, with the request that
they will give 1t careful consideration and
report their oplnlon of its recommenda-
tions to the next General Assembly.

The second resolution dealt with the re-
port of the special committes, and was as
tollows : That the Assembly receive the
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report of the committee on the relations
of the colleges to the Church, and expres-
ses general approval of the recommenda-
tiens ae securing to the Church control
over all appointmepts to theological
chairst that in view of .the importance of
the subject, and the desirability oi ascer-
taiving the mind of the Church regarding
it. this report and also that portion of the
report o! the tru tees of Queen’s Univer-
sity bearing upon the closer relations o}
the theologieal fuculty of Queen’s College
to the Church, be sent down to Presby-
teries, college boards and senates with
instructions to report to the next Gen-
eral Assembly on the best method to be
followed in making appointments to theo-
logical chairs in the colleges o! the
Church, and on the desirability o’ pre-
scribing the same method in all the col-
leges or of aliowing diversity of practice
in the mode o! appointment so long as no
appointment shall be made o’ which the
General Assembly does not approve. Fur-
ther, that the Clerk be instructed to
have copies oi the documents herain re-
ferred to, issued to Presbyteries, senates
and college boards.

THE SABBATH SCHOOLS.

Rev. J. G. Stuart, Toronto, presented
the report o. the Sabbath School Com-
mittee. It i; stated that the progre. 8
had been mo.t satisfactory, financially,
educationally and numerically. The re-
turns show 1,996 Sabbath schools, an in-
ciea e o’ 22, The atteadance o! officers
and teachers reported is 16,160, an in-
crease of 513, and answers have been re-
cejved from 1,710 schools, or 58 more than
last year. The average attendance is ST
per cent., as againet 83 1-2 last year,
whieh was In its turn an advance o; 6 1-2
per cent. The total number o. scholars
ix 142.8:8, an increase of 6,107. Reports
have been received irom 1,714 schools, an
increa.ec o 68. Allow.ng, as usual, for
unreported schools at the rate oi 20 each,
there »i a grand total o 148,478, Making
a deduction ior those schools which re-
ported total enrolmeat, but not average
attendance, 67 1-2 per cent. o the schol-
ars were presant each Sabbath. This is a
slight improvement on last year. The
Seripture and catechism recitations were
reported as improved and the same is not-
ed in the matter of home preparation.
The ehurch attendance of the scholars has
fallen off 4 per cent., and theo report calis
special attention to the fact. The finan-
ciul report showed total receipts $78,581,
an Increase of $4,101, was expended up-
on the schools themselves, and $34,910 on
the Schemes of the Church and other ob-
jeets. The total amount contributed to
the schemes is $28,753, an increase o}
$952. A proposal to make Sunday
school work one of the great schemes of
the Church, did not meet the views o! the
Assembly and was not adopted. It was,
however, proposed to reappoint Rev. T.
I, Fotheringham Convener, and empower
him to expend $400 in salary for an as-
sistant. This was opposed, but on a vote
it carried by 69 to 33, and the instruc-
tion issued that collections for the fund
be taken up oa Children’s day was adopted
nem. con.

AGED AND INFIRM MINISTERS,

Mr. J. K. Macdonald, Toronto, submit-
ted the report of the committee on the
Aged and Iniirm Minjsters’ Fund (wes-
tern section). The receipts were $18,770.-
T2, and the expenditure, $1,865.53 less;
$14.064.12 had been paid to annultants,
of whom there were 77 at the beginning
of the year, but ‘eleven had died since. Al-
though there was an improvement in the
receipts from ministers’ rates, the congra-
gationay contributions were falling off,
and 250 congregations gave nothing
thereto. The Endowment Fund in this
connection was now $128,050. There were
applications from eleven ministers to be
placed on the fund.

Rev. Dr. D. H. Flgteher, Hamilton, mov-
ed ‘the adoption of this report with the ex-
ception oi the clause dealing with appli-
cation o! ministers to go on the fund,
which was held over until the report oi
the special committee on that branech of

the work came in. This was agreed to,
Rev. Dr. Armstrong, Ottawa, seconding.
FRENCH EVANGELIZATION.

The evening sederunt was occupied with
the reception and consideration of the re-
port of the Board of French Evangeliza-
tion. In three provinces, but chieily in
Quebec, has the work been carried on.
Two pastors and four missionary colpor-
teurs laboured in Ontario ; one pastor and
two missionaries In New Brunswick
eighteen pastors, twelve missionaries,
seven missionary colporteurs and 26 teach-
ers in Quebec, Thirty seven congrega-
tions and mission ii2lds, with 96 preaching
stations, iere supplied. Connected with
thes? were 690 Protestant families. The
average Sabbath attendance was about
2,750, o whom nearly oue-quarter were
Roman Catholies. One hundred and nine-
ty-two members united with the Church,
* making <« total membership o/ 984. Two
new .jelds were occupied. The people con-
tributed about $6,000. Seven hundred and
sixty scholars attended the Sabbath
schools. Eleven colporteurs were em-
ployed, and 1,674 copies and portions o
the Scriptures and about 23,000 religious
tracts and papers distributed. Twenty-
five misslon day schools and four unight
schools were avtended by 833 scholars, o:
whom 383 were irom Roman Catholics
homes. The average daily attendance
was 456. (Ten schools now sel: -supporting

but begun and fostered by the Board, are.

not included here.) One hundred and sixty-
eight pupils attended the schools at
Pointe aux Trembles, oi whom 87 were
the children o! Roman Catholic parents
One hundred pupils attended Coligny col-
lege, Ottawa. TYourteen French students
prosecuted their studies in the theological
college, two oi whom graduated and have
been licensed since. The total number o:
labourers employed was 89. The total re-
ceipts $45,000.

The present condition o. the work wus
regarded us satisiactory and the resulis
of the mission were to be seen in u grow-
ing iIntelligence and appreciation on the
part oi the people of evangelical truth
and corresponding giving way o preju-
dices; in the desire, tacit or avowed, to
break away trom ecclesiastical authority
and domtuation ; In the thousands o: Ro-
man {Catholics who read proscribed litera-
ture; in the 1,500 pupils attending Pro-
testant mission schools; in 12,000 Can-
adians o: French origin, who attend evan-
gelical places of worship in Canada; In
the 25,000 French Protestants who have
gone to the United States; in the jact
that 535 years ago there was perhaps not
a  French-Canadjan Protestant, to-day
therc is one for every 67 of the French
Canadian Roman Catholie Ppopulation in
Canada and the United States, there be-
ing one ior every 102 in Canada, and for
every 32 in the United States, and In the
election of French Protestants to chi.f
municipai o:fices, and their holding the
balance of power in three counties as was
shown by the last election in the pro-
vince.

The report was presented by Rev. §.
J. Taylor, Montreal, and its adoption was
moved by Rev. D. M. Gordon, Haliax,
and Or. W. A. Mackay, Woodstock.
Speeches in support of the work were
delivered by Pro. Conisserat, Montreal;
Mr. George Hay, Ottawa, and Rev. .John
R. McLeod, Three Rivers.

The report was adopted, and the Ay-
sembly adjourned.

STATE OF RELIGION,

On the Assembly resuming .or the
evening sederunt, Rev. Dr. Dickson, o
Galt, presented the report on the State
oi Religion, and after addresses by Revs.
S. Houstou, Kingston, and Dr. Thompson,

© Sarnia, it was adooted.

The report on the State of Religion
stated that falthful work was befng dope

Everywhere was felt the need of
an outpouring of the Holy Spirit, a
quickening o. the Church apd a deepening
oi the spiritual life.

A great awaken-
ing was taking place all over the Church
the report said, in reference to missionary
enterprize, both at home and abroad!-
The discharge of parental duties Wa#
touched upon, and the cultivation o’ fam’
ily religion, and the committce reported °
that it thought there was good ground

sential importance. The services render-
ed by associations of the women of the"
Church, and other organizations, Wa8
gratelully recorded. In referring to the
causes which operate against spiritﬂ""
progress and the development o Chris

J'resented by Rev. Dr. Gregg, was the
occa.ion of ‘quite an animated and some-
whett prolongued dircussion ariging from
it= being represented as the judgment
o! the committee ; (2) That selections from
the psalms and paraphrases should be
incorporated with an enlarged and revis-
ed hymnal; {3) that the psalms should, i.

The discus-
sion was at last brought to a close by
the unanimous adoption of a resolution
moved by Lir. Caven that the Presbyteries
be asked to declare whether they desirad
the whole or only a part oi the psalter
ineorporated in the new hymnal.

TRE AUGMENTATION FUND,

{'he report on this iwad, which for some
reasod not easily undersiood, has never
been so hearcily supported by the Church,
as it wen deserves to be, and in whose
behal: the Rev. D. J. Macdonaeli has
wrought 0 courageously and persevering-
ly, was re.erred to a special committee
which now reported through the Rev. Geo.
Bruce, St. sohn.

The chie: point submitted for the con-
sideration o. the Committee was to devise
a scheme ior the better equalization of
the expenditure and receipts o. the fund.
In its iinding the Committee expressed the
hope that no reductions would be neces-
sary ; that a special statement be issued
to the Presbyteries amnd coagregations
urging the Importance of the fund, and
that deputations of the Home Mission
Committee appear be.ore Presbyteries to
iurther urge the claims of the scheme.
The gist oi the report was that no redue-
tion oi the expenditure was desirable, and
that special e.fort be made to inerease the
receipts.

SYSTEMATIC LENEFICENCE.

Rev. DPrincipal Caven presented the
Report on sSystematic Beae.icence, which
made the .ollowing recommepdations,
which were approved and the report ad-
opted :(—(1) that the Committee on Sys-
tematic Bene.icence be appointed and di-
rected to use diligence ia secur.ng a .uller
statement o1 the actual coadition of this
question throughout our Church ; (2) that
herearter statistics be only sought
each third year, and that the work o: vhe
Committee 'in the jatervening years be
directed to the circulation o: rformation,
the dissemunation oi literature and opera-
ting through the Presbyteries at such
points as may demaand attention; (3)that
cach Presbytery be urged to appoint a
committee, or at least a ¢onvener, to at-
tend to the iaterests oi systematic giv-
ing in the i’resbytery ; (4) that all the Sab-
bath Schools o1 the Church be urged to
contribute to at least one oi the schemes
oi the Chuech; (5)that inquiry be made
by Presbyteries as to the possibility oi
introducing imore uni.orm and effective
methods o1 raising money for the schemes
0. the Church, and presbyterial visitations
and pastorai settlement be used as oppor-
tunities of securing better organization.

Principai Forrest, Haliiax, then mov-
ed a cordial and comprehensive vote of
thanks to all trom whom the Assembly
had received courtesies, very special re.r-
ence heing made to the unbounded hos-
pitality o. the citizens of Brantiord and
the untiring energy and splendid organ-
izing powers o. Dr. Cochraae. Rev. G.
M. Milligan, Toroato, seconded the vote,
which was enthusiastically carried ; and
Dr. Cochraae brieily acknowledged the
vote, anu assured the Assembly that
Brant ord nad been honored in entertain-
ing the largest Assembly ever held, for
the members of which upwards of 400 bil-
lets had been provided. The Moderator
then mide & iew appropriate valedictory
remarks, aud the Assembly adjourned,
with singiug and prayer at 11.43, p.m.,
to meet next year at Bt. John’s, N. B.,, in
St. David's Church, at the usual time.

NOTES OF THE WEEK.

All but nine states out of the forty-
‘our In the United States, ncw make rcien-
tific temperance education compuisory in
their common schools. There are be-
tween 12,000,000 and 13,000,000 chiidren
in Ameriea, to whom it is required that
this instruction be glven.

Professor Charles A. Briggs expects to
publish at an early date, his defence of-
fere:l at the General Assembly of the Fres-
byterian Church, at their recent meeting
in Washington. It will be issued in cheap
pamphlet form by Professor Briggs' re-
gular publishers, the Scribners.

l.ast year the General Assembly of
the Cumberland Presbyterian Church, by
a vote of 105 to 90, made a declaration
in favour of the eiigibility of women to
the office of ruling elder. The General
Asrembly this year, by a vote of 175 to
5, has decided to -~apmit the question to
the Presbyteries. .

A movement has been started to place
the theological seminariez of the United
Presbyterian Church, under the*control of
the General Assembly. The Presbytery
of Allegheny. however, one of the largest
and most Influential., hus taken strogg
action against it, and it reems doubtful
whether it will be carried through.

The N. Y. Christian Intelligencer cays :
Chicago, apart from the Fair, has gain-
ed probably the bad pre-eminence of the
chiel Sabbath-breaking city in' the IJnion.
Many of the stores on the South Side,
in the business district, are open on Sun-
day. Thousands of clerks are on duty
on Sunday as on -tner days. The custom
of transacting business on-Sunday has in-
creased about ten-fold in the past ten
years. The Fair will tend to augment
still more this iniquitous practice.

Mr. D. L. Mooly has made arrangements
to add a third to the two great annual
summer gatherings at Northfield. The
General Conference of Christlan Worketrs
and the World’s Student Conference will
now be supplemented by a Younz Woinen’s
Conference, to be held June 20 to 28. It
is intended that this shall be to zollege
young women what the World’s Student
Comference is and has been to college
young men. The World’s Student Con-
ference will be from July 1 %o 9, while
that of Christian Workers will follow from
August 1 to 18. . '

‘The Committee on the Statistics of
the Church of Scotland report that
£20,587  was coatributed during the

past year, being £€15,482 less than the
year previous, the difference being ac-
counted Yor by the decrease of legacies.
These figures only include the voluntary

‘glits of the year, and do not include the

income, interest upon vested funds, or
grants from the various trusts. The num-
ber of communicants on the rolls amounted
to 604,984, being an increase over the
previous year of 5,453. The eldership
has also been increased from 8,856 to 9,-
085.

In connection with the jubilee cele-
brations of the Free Church, an exhibi-
tion of portraits, MSS., relics, and other
memorials, illustrating the ecclesiactical
history of the country since the Reforma-
tiom, is belng held in the Library of the
New College, Edipburgh. Among the
most interesting of the exhibits are the
silver shoe-buckles Iwhich belonged to
George Wishart, the martyr; John Knox’s
watch, presented to him by Queen Mary;
a copy im black Iletter of ‘“Gude and God-
lie Ballates,” printed in 1567, being of this
edition the only known copy in existence.
There are also numerous Bibles, swords,
banners and instruments of torture be-
longing to Covenaating times, and
many manuscripts, documents, portraits

" and letters referring to and bearing on

the Disruption. The exhibition was
opened by Lord Provost Russell, who re-
marked that the Free Church introduced
a perfect revolution, not only in their re-
ligious and ecclesiagtical ideas, but also, he
believed, im the civil lifeof thejr country.

The
healmy o the poor, possessed girl, put
an end to the gain that had been mude
through her aidliction. rier incensed
masters, seizing Paul and Silas, dragged
them imto the market place, at or near
which were commouly erected the seats
ol the magistrates who here bore the:
title, praetors (R. V. margin) common in
Roman codonies. Conceaiing the reai*
ground ot their hatred, these masters
arouse prejudice against the aposties. by
stating thuat they are Jews, than. whom
none were regarued with more coatempt
and hatred by the Romans. “They then
charge them with being exceedingly
troublesome to the city by teaching re
ligious practices unlawiul .or Romans.
Rome tolerated all religions, but it was
unlawful 1o0r a Roman citizen to adopt
a 1oreign religiom. Moreover, uhe Jews
were expressly 1orbidden to proseiytize
even Romam pagans. ‘the charges were
formally ialse, smcee Judaism was con-
founded with Christiamity. Yet substan-
tially they were true. The authority
under which the apostles acted in propa-
gating th2 Gospel, could not but collide
with the Roman laws. The charge led
to 4 gederal cry Ifromm the mob .or pum-
ishment. ‘Lo this, the magistrates gave
efiect by ordering the prisomers to be
stripped amnd beaten with rods, which was
done with great severity, and seemingly
such tumultuous haste, that no oppor-
tunity was afiorded ‘to protest against
its umnlawfulness (v. 37). ‘LThe jajler to
whom they were delivered, receiving a
speciai charge concerning them, placed
them in the remotest part of the prison
(not necessarily the undergrouna aun-
geon) and iurther tortured them by con-
unement in the stocks. These were u
heavy block of wood with holes tor the
feet, so 1ar apart that they painfully
distended the 1imbs. .

il. ‘Conversion of the Jailer. Though
the bodies of the Apostles were iettered,
their 1ree spirits expressed themselves in
prayers anu praises, doubtless largely in
ihe devotiomal language of the Oid ‘L'es-
tament, which were listened to by the
other prisoners. Suddenly the prison foun-
aations were shaken by an earthquake.
At the suime tume, perhaps miraculous-
1y, the doors were thrown open, and each
prisoner’s chalns were loosed. <Through
cither the terror o: the scene, or suoms di-
vine restraining induence, no one sought
to escape. ‘Ihe awnkeped jaller, know-
msz that his life was angwerable or the
suwiety of the prisoners (chap. xil. 19) re-
solved to kill himself, but was withbeld
by the assurance of Paul, that none had
tled. Calling 1or lights, and faillng at
the feet o. the apostles in reverent iear,
he brought them imto another room, and
put the guestion : Sirs, what must [ do
1o be saved ? ‘The abrupt question shows
the new turn the jailer’'s thought had
taken on hearing Paul's voice. Knowing
that these men claimed to teach the
way of salvation, perhaps having wit-
nessed in the past days, their bearing,
and heard somewhat of their teaching,

he was convinced by this event thati their -
claims were true, amnd impelled to seek™

the mercy ofiered in the name of Christ.
The answer indicates that the object of
faith is wnot simply a truth or seriee
of truths, but a person, the Lord Jesus
Christ. In its nature it is slmple relj-
ance, receiving and resting on Him. In
its issue it 1s saving, because of what He
is. The warrant for exercising it rests
on the offer made, not on aanything in
the person called to belileve. The house
are joined in the answer, not only because-
the same way is open to them, but be-
cauge the faith of their head Is a sort of
blegsing {o them as well a8 himsell.

‘has very nearly put the Intercolonial on
a paying basis. Well done, our represzn-
tative. We always say a good thing
fo. Presbyterianism when we can.  Will
Dr. Douglas now tell us when any Metho-
dist “‘representative’” in a Government did
any suck big and good thing as stop
the leak In the Intercolonial.

Viewed as a whole, or viewed in most
of Tts parts, the meeting of the nineteenth
Genera: Assembly f{urnished much ‘cause
for profound gratitude to the Head of
the Church. Let us thank God for bless-
ings so freely bestowed in the past, and
take courage for the future.

The people of Brantford took care of
about four hundred guests duriag the
meeting of the General Assembly, and
did the work “without even the appear-
ance of strain, or friction, or fuss. ‘The
© .big Court was never.better accomnio®ated.
In eight days, we never heard one com-
missicner complain about his billet, nor
one committeeman complain about the
busivess arrangements in the Chureh.
The cltizens mor. than redeemed every pro-
mise made by Dr. Cochrane a year ago,
when he asked the Assembly to meet in
the telephone city.

The hap-hagard way in which stand-
Ing committees, or boards, are nominated,
was rather palnfully suggested by the
appearance of the name of a decensed
ministe; among the names of esteemed
brethren who are to have the manage-
menr of one of our colleges for the next
twelvemonth, The report containing the
nawe was golng through In due course,
when the Principal of the college mild-
ly objected, and suggested the name of
a living man. It is more than time
that thir important part o the Asgembly’s
wark were done in some systematic way,
There are about twenty-five committees
or boarde to appoint; many of them are
large, and it is simply impossible for
& smajl comiujttee to strike twenty-five
cominittees In a hurry, without making
‘some mistakes. The material of which
th2 committees are made, is scattered from
the Atlantic to the Pacific, and there
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should be some plan adopted by which
mistakes will be reduced to a minimum,
if they cannot be avoided.

We do not wish to give our readers
too strong a dose of General Assembly
this hot weather. Duty, however, com-
pels us to call the special attention of
the Chureh to the fact, that the annual
revenue has dropped to about the am-
ount it was in ’88. 1n ’89, '00, nnd 9.
the total income exceeded two millions;
it is down now below two millions. The
drop is mainly in the item for church
and manse building. In the absence of
any better explaration, this one will, we
suppose have to be taken for what it
is worth, but a good Presbyterian could
scarcely be charged with impertinence, if
he asked why, in a young country like
ours, the people bullt finer churches and
manse: than they used to do. The drop
in the total income, is not, however, the
most serious thing in Dr. Torrance’s re-

port An examination of his paragraph
of “averages,” shows that for con-
gregational purposes there is a
decrease per family of $1.19, and
per communicant of 18 cents. In

the average rate for the schemes of the
Chwureh, there was a decrease, per family,
of 22 cents, and per member, of 3 cents.
For all purposes, there was a decrease,
per famiiy, of $2.29, and per member, of
$1.09. Winking hard at these figures,
and passing on, will not mend matters
As a veteran member o Assembly obsaerved,
c:lling’ a hundred and eighty dollars two
hundred dellars, won't make it two hun-
dred dollars.  Dr. Torrance has done his
duwy by laying the decreases honestly
before the Church. The Church should
now say what is to be done about It.

The published list of Standing Com-
mittees i momewhat arbitrary in the
matter of titles. Degrees in Divinity nre
given and withheld with a freedom that
almost amounts to recklessness. The
lawyers, however, fare worse than the
clergymen.
their titles given, while the other hali
have nothing affixed to their names to
indicate that they are even members of
the bar. One learned gentleman wears
his silk gown, and sits within the bar
as & Q. C. in onecommittee, but in another
his name is 80 reduced that he might
be a student of the firgt year in the
law school. Ar Principal Caven observed,
the righi way Is to “give all titles, or
none.” If there Is anything to be
gained by striking Q. C., or D. D., or Hon.,
or L... D., from anybody’s name, by all
means strike it off. 1If leaving out the
titles will add one more child to a Sabbath
schiool. or one more worshipper toa pray-
er meeting, or bring one ecareless
sinner tc church, or help npne brother with
his “thirdly,” let them be left out. On
the whole, we fail to see that James Mec-
Lennan would be anything better than
Mr. Justice McLennan, or that changing
Chiei Justice Taylor, into plain T. W,
Taylor would help the Church to any
great extent. I/ striking LL.D. from
one end of G. W. Ross’ name, does any
geood. The ‘“‘Hon.” should have Deen struck
from ‘the other end, and, perhaps, more
good might have been dome. *“All or
none,” should be the rule in regard to
titles, and we fall to see that givihg
none would hasten the millennium.

There will be no trouble about the
appointment of professors for our theo-
logica! halls. W{mtever misunderstand-
irg exists, arose , mainly, from the im-
pressiot  that the mode of appointment
throughout the Church, was uniform, with
the exedption of the mode followed in
Queen’s.  As a matter of fact, professors,
and good ones, too, have been appointed
in four different ways. The two men,
who, of late years, have done conspicuous
ly useful work, were appointed by dliffer-
ent methods. By elforts that might al-
most  be called  superhumian, Principal
Ginnt lifted Queen’s out of a financial
diteh, and put the institution on a good
Hoanacial basis. Principal Grant was ap-
pcinted by a Board of Trustees. In ten
years, Principal King has paid off a heavy

About half the Q. C.’s have -
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debt that rested on Manitoba College,
a good endowment fund has been start-
ed, and a mnew wing to the building
will soon be completed. Prineipal King
was appointed directly by the London
Assembly, without nomination by any
other body. Of course both Principals
were ably assistedl by their colleagues,
or the work never could have been ac-
complished; but still these Principals
have rendered most signal sarvice to the
Church. The three senior Professors of
Knux were nominated by DIresbyteries,
and appointed by the Assembly. No
better could have been secured. I'rol.
Baird, of Manitoba, Prof. Thomson, of
Kuox, and P’rof. Ross, of Montreal, were
practically nominated by College Boards.
and appointed by the Assembly. They
are all good men. The fact is, a good
Cr a4 poor prolessor may he appointed by
any method. The main thing is to get
* good men, and keep them in such relations
to'the Church that the Church can-—well,

can admohish them § they do not keep
good,

The Illtnois Court of Appeal has unani-
mously decided in favour of opening the
World’s Fair on Sunday. The court holds
that the local directory is in full control
and that the Government has no standing.
As the Supreme Court does not meet till
October this judgment is fiaal. This de-
cision will be read with proound and
lasting regret by thousands o’ good peo-
ple in Canada as well as the States.
Though due probably more to the feeling
and persistency of the local directorate
than to any other cause, except a great,
though not prepoderating body of pub-
tlic opinioa behind it in favour of or indji-
ierent about Sunday opening, yet this ac-
tion will be regarded by the rest o the
world as natiohal and the nation will be
snddled with the blame and responsibility.
This is much to be regretted. In any case,
it is the most portentous and deadly lesson
on Sabbath-breaking given to the world
by any Frotestant nation. There is no
part of the Union, no city, town or ham-
let, nor any quiet country neighbourhood
wlere its malign iniluence will not be felt.
We shall not be surprised, we shall fully
expect to find » rapid increase of Sunday
desecration throughout the whole coun-
try. We here in Canada are most deeply
interested in this whole matter, as no step
of that kind ean be taken by our neigh-
bours, be It good or evil, the eifect of
which is not at once felt here. Weaccord-
ingly, and with good reason, deplore it.

The N. Y. Christian Intelligencer says:
Chieago, apart from the Falr, has gain-
ed probably the bad pre-eminence o the
chler Sabbath-breaking eity im the Union.
Many of the stores on the South Side,
in the business district, are open on Sun-
day. Thousands of clerks are on duty
on Sunday. as on other days. The custom
of transacting business on Sunday has in-
creased about ten-fold ia the past ten
years. The Falir will tend to augment
still more the Iniquitous practice.

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CHRISTIAN LIFE AS IT IS IN
OUR CHURCHES. *

BY REV. R. G. ANDERSON, M.A., B.D.

OUR ELDERS.

1. 'The {first point on which informa-
tion is asked by the Assewmbly is regarding
the work done by e¢lders and deacons in
visiting their districtg, conducting prayer-
meetings, and teaciing the young.

Visitation oi the Sick. There is in the
minds of many only a vague idea as
to the duties expected o. elders. We
shall learn from the reports what they
themselves consider to be necessary du*ies,
Were a stranger to the I’resbyterian sys-
tem reading the answers to the point be-
tore us, he would probably conclude that
an elder’s primary dwty is to visit the sick.
In the great majority oi cases there is men-
tion made vi the performance of this duty,

8, 8. Work. From the prominence given
to it, and irom the attention paid to it by
members of session, we would gather that
they rank Sabbath School work next to
the visitation of the sick. There are few
sessions that have no representative en-
gaged in it. Evidently, i. we read the re-
ports aright this department is looked up-
on more as voluntary or as a matter o.
choice thna is the visitatioa o. tb~ sick.
Not more than one or two sessions have
all their members engaged in it, while the
average number engaged would not pro-
bably reach a hali. In view of the im-
portance ol the training oi the young, it
is pleasing to .ind that many of the elders
have so .ar undertakea it; and that while
two or three churches have to complain
that their elders are heedless ol this res-
ponsibility, yet others can rejoice in elders
who, not content with purely congrega-
tional schouols, have established others ia
outlying dirtricts.

The I'rayer Meeting. The third duty
of the eldership in order, to judge from the
reports, is attendance and asgsistance at
Prayer-meeting. But it would seem that
the idea oi uny other than the urual church
Prayer-meeting would strike some as be-
ing as great an innovation das an organ.
There are iew congregationr where is-
trict prayer-meetings would not be an ad-
vantage, aud yet only two or three elders
are imeniioned as regularly engaged im
this work. in the case of the former du-
ties there was some trace of enthusiasm
visible even among the dry facts, but here
there is very iittle. There are saving ex-
ceptions, but the majority evidently con-
gider that they have done enough ii they
put in an appearance aad occasionally take
part in tke exercises oi the regular meet-
ing. Some do not even that. Things
are changed now-a-days, and Moses has
often to hold up the hands of Aaron and
Hur. . .

The question to be considered is: Have
the duties of the eldership been rightly
estimated ? Are they merely voluntary, or
a matter of choice? Is the chief emd of
an elder merely to attend session-meet-
ings ? Ought there not to be fixed qual-
ifications, and as binding dutes, as jn the
cage of the minister ? - There is a power
in our sysfem largely umdeveloped There.
As a Presbgtery we have much to be
thankiul for vn this point, we have also
something to regret. May the coming
year augment the former and lessen the
latter.

INSTRUCTION OF THE YOUNG.
2. The second point on which infor-
mation i8 asked by the Assembly I8 the
course of instruction pursued in Sunday-

.Schools and Bible-classes, the extent tc

which the Shorter Catechism is used, with
‘additions made to the membership oi the
Church among the young.

The International Scheme of Lesssons
seems to be in uhiversal use in the Bab-
bath-Schools. Sometimes Bible Classes are
taught from private syllabuses of subjects.
To judge from the use of the Shorter Cate-
chism there is no need to fear for the or-
thodoxy of Majtland Presbytery for a
generation to come. The Catechism is
in almost universal use, except in in.ant
classes ; while there is one school, fearful
oi these troublous times in which we live,

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who have begun it among the infants.
They thiuk that, like vaccination, they
cannot get it too svon. We have reason’

for a measure of thankfulness in the add-
itions thut have been made to Church
membership irom among the young.
While your Committee cannot help think-
ing that additions of one or two are not
a ialr proportion, they rejoice that there
are others who have to reecord additions
oi twelve and twenty-two.

THE MISSIONARY SPIRIT.

3. The third point on which in.orma-
tion is asked as to the means employed
to in.orm congregations, and especially
the youug, regurding the missionary and
other work o. the Church, and to culti-
vate iiberalivy in supportlag the same.

The pulpit is aniversaliy used .or this
purpose. it is ovne o. the signs of the
umes that God’s servants are recogniz-
ing (e lmporrance o, aggrescive . ork.
Special sermons on the work o, our Church
at home and abroad; on tue grace o.
5001 giviag and the giviag wiin o g ool
wrace; as well as jrequent allusions to
missionary work in ordinary discourses,
are aimed to stimulate and instruct the
poople. Al prrayer-meecing is a.so spec-
1ally brought tnto requisitioa lor this pur-
pose by a iew. Your Committee deems
the work among the young on this sup-
ject very important. ‘lhe Children’s Ke-
cord is very .requently distributed ra Sab-
bath Nchools; the Presbyterian Record is
in some cases placed within their reach.
Several announce that they take up mis-
sionary coilections. Your Committee
would deprecate the asking ior money
without the glving o:. information. In
view oi the ever-increasing field of inission
work, they ieel that the subjeet should
be brought home to the young as one re-
quiring special study. .There are already
one or two Missio2 Bands in our Presby-
tery ; there is also a Young People’s Bi-
ble Class where all the Schemes 0. the
Churcii are discussed irom time to timy;
the grace o: liberality is encouraged at
these. Your Committee laoks upon such
societies as well calculated to ald and .os-
ter the true missionary spirit.

FAMILY RELIGION.

4. The .ourth point on which inform-
ation is asked 1s a3 to the dlscharge u. par-
cnial duties and the cultivation o. iam-

-uy religion.

ily. Where parcats cannot read, the
children read and the parents pray.’
‘Thzre is u desire on the part o. purents
to teach children and to set them an ex-
ample.” It is to the parent, not to the
Church or to the Sabbath School that God
gives the commamd and the promise,
** Train up a child in the way he should
go, and when he is old he will not; depart
from it.”

Between my
tinger and thumb (when holding a few
leaves of God’s Book) there is what is of
more value, as a contribution to that
A B C question, *“ Who am I?” than is
coutuineu in all thatv ever the philosophers
wrote, either ancient or modern. God’s
Word say.: (ny own conscience rings re-
spourive 1o it) I am an immortal soul.
God bieathed iato our nostrils the breath
o. life and man became a living soul.
There is in us a spark of God’s own Kkin-
dling, and God shall die the day 1 die.
That is to say, I shall never die—never
never. My body goes dowan,, but, my body
is not I any more than my coat is I. I
can do without one. I can do without
the other. The old heathen po>t was
far ahead of some ol the.e modern ones
wher he said, ** Non omnis moriar” (“I
shail not all die”). . Th.nk o! it. Born
neveir, never to go out ol conscious exist-
ence. You know what Christ said about
one unturned sinner. The only thing
Christ eould think of was, “ Good had it
been for that man had he never been born”
A good, alas! that could never, never,
come his way ;*for he had been born.

Whene am I going ? The Bible tells us
more than the vague word “ eternity.”
The Bible tells us where we are going. . .
We must all appear—put in an appearance
beiore, the judgment-seat of Christ. . . -
You and I must take our turm to drift
across the blinding blaze of light that
streams from the judgment-seat of Christ.
We must, like specks in the sun, take our
turn of appearing in front of the judgment
seat of Christ to be inter-penetrated, to
be shot through andsthrough with that
piercing light_ that will discover every-
thing. . .We are. golng to meet Jesux,
and yet while I gspeak the hearts of some
of you h cringe with fear or turn
away wi aversion. You do not like
Jesus ! Man, your hell has begun in that
feeling ; know what your hell willbe. You
do not like Jesus; God grant you may
get put right to-night, so that . the
judgment day may have no terror for you,
and that the judge may be your friend.

That is what I am trying to do—so to
fill your soul with the image of Him, and
the iden of Him, and the presence of your
Saviour, a really human being, and yet
God—having @ name like you, a being
like you, and a personality as you have;
not a mere myth or a phantom, but Christ
Jesus. who lives, who loves, who wept,
who dled, who rase, who is coming again.

OUR FOREIGN MISSIONS, 1843 AND
1893.

RY GEORGE SMITH, LL.D.

From the Free Church of Scotland
Monthly we take the following interest.
ing and timely article :

The foreign missionary enterprise now
carried out by the Free Church of Seot-
land, began in Airica in 1821, and in In-
dia in 1822, whea the old historic Church
of Scotland had not become a missionary
Church. 1. The Glasgow Missionary So-
ciety sent out M. R. Thomsoa and John
Benaje in 1821 to Kafraria, and John Ross
in 1828 John Ro s remained, till his
death in 1878, the i{ather of our Afriean
h{isalons, leaving as his legacy his two
sons, Bryce Ross, D.D., and Richard Ross,
M.A., still in the ifeld, though the latter
is about to be succeeded by his son Brown-
lee Ross, M.A. 2. The year a.ter, the
Edinburgh or Seottish Missioaary Soecl-
ety. which since 1796 has been working
in West Airica, sent out the young High-
land oficer and son of the manse, Donald
Mitchell, as the iirst Scottish missionary
to India. He was followed by John Coop-
er, of the Secession Church ; by Joha Ste-
vensoa, D.D., who became a (:hnplulﬂ o!
the Established Church; by Alexander
Crawiord, whose health soon failed ; by

James Mitchell, Robert Nesbit, and John -

Wilson, D.D., who in 1835, became mis-
sionaries oi the Church of Septland, and
in 1843 o/ the Church of Scotland T'ree.
3. In 1829, the General Assambly of the
Chureh o! Scotland seat out to Calcutta
the 1irst missionary appoiated by it asa
Church, Alexander Du.f, D.D., thus, after
a whole generatiou, atoning ior the faith-
lessness of the majority of the General

Assembly  of 1796, and justifying the

prote:i o Dr. Lrskine, and the evan-
gelical minority in  that Year. The
Kaflr  Mirsion founded in 1821, lo-
caliy- kept jubllee in 1871 in South
Alrica. The  jubilee of the Indian

Mission, aetually founded in 1830 by Alex-
ander Du:f, who survived to 1878, was
observed in Scotland by order o’ the Gen-
eral Assewmbly o! 1879, when the capital
cunmt ol £5,600 was reised as the nucleus
of a supplementary susteatation fund for
the native pastors of its India congre-
gations.

Since 1830 continuity has marked the
missionary history. I'a 1843, all the
thirteen missionaries—twelve ordained,
and one a teacher, aiterwards ordained—
and all the comverts. leaving omly the
buildings and endowments, created chiefly
by themselves, continued to carry out the
commission iirst givea to Alexander Dufi
in 1829 for Bengal, to Jaohn Wilson and
Robert Nesbit in 1835 ior Bombay, and
to John Amnderson in 1837 for Madras. In
1844, the General Assembly of the
Church of Scotland, Free, added to these
the Nagpoor Mission ia Central India un-
der Stepherl” Hislop, and took over hali
of the Kafir Mizsion in South Africa, the
other hali going to the United Presby-
terian Church of Scotland. As in Scot-
land, the Disruptioa was the greatest
Home Mission movement of the century,
adding to the 222 gxtenslon churches or-
ganized chiefy by Chalmers, at a cost of
£100,00€, churches which now number
about 1,100, -o it proves to be the first of
the two greatest Forelgu Mission revivals
of the :ame period, the other being that

of 1858 which followed the Indian Mu- -

tiny, the first return of David Livingstone
after crossing the coatinent of Africa, and
the opening up of Japan and China,
The 1ast General Assembly, moved by
gratitude to God for the success of the
Foreign Missions, and 'or the pledging
of their services as missionarles of sixty-
four students, spontaneously invited from
its members a special thank-oifering dur.
ing this jubllee year of the Chureh, to be
applied to the work of the IForeign Mis-
sions Committee, of the Livingstone Mis-
sion, of the Ladies’ Soclety, and of the
Committee for the Conversion of the Jews.
The amount of the thank-offering was to
be reported to the Assembly in the

.rica,
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eourse of its session, but the fund will be
open for the receiving of contributions ai-
ter it rises.

The largest sum raised by the old his-
toric Charch oi Secotland, after Dr.
Du’f personal efforts for neariy five yeni8
was not above £8,000 in the year bz'ore
the Disruption. The Church o: Scotland,
Free, began In 1848, with only £327 iD
its treasury to support tulrteen mission-
aries, their iamilies and the native assist-
ants, and to build and equip colleges,
schools, and native churches. Such was
the loyalty to Christ of that generation
of its members, and such the catholic sym-
pathy ol evangelical Christians in India
(led by Sir Willlam Muir), in America, and
other lands, that the India Misslon start-
ed almost full-fledged as to the finance,
0o less than as to the spiritual sta.f of
missfonarizs and converts. These ity
years have seen the pre-Disruption £8,000
incres ed to £13,483 in 1814344, and now
to upwards o!f €108,000 a year from all -
sources, of which £18,209 alpne is from
the collections o! communicants in Scot-
land. The missions possess sums amount-
inx to about £142,000, eapitalized chiel-
ly by the doner: to endow certain sta-
tions ‘and meet the repair o! buildings,
besides annual endowments o at least
ten missionaries’ salaries. This Is exclu-
sive of the eapital of the missionarles’ part
of the Widows’ and Orphans’' Fund.

Of the sum of £108,004 raised and
spent jlast year on the missions, two-
thirds were irom Scotland and one-third
from the countries in which the mission-
aries labour. The personal staf{ of 13
India miselonarles in May, 1843, has in-
creased in May, 1893, to 153 mea and
wemen ordajined, wmedical, nand unordained,
sent out from Scotland, besides a noble
band o. 43 missionarles’ wives. The whole
sta.l of Christian agents, Scottish and
native, is 975,+0r nearly as many as the
congregations of the Church in Scotland.
The.e arc at work in India, South Arabia,
and Syria; in Cape Colony, Natal, and
British Central Africa; and in the New
Hebrides group in the Paél:ic Ocean.

In ‘the year ending 31st March last,
the whole sum raised and spent by the
I'ree Chureh oi Scotland on misgions 10
the Hindus, Parsees, and Mohammedans
ol Asia, and to the fetish-worshippers of
Airica and the Islands of the South seas,
was £108,004, 18s. 114d.

Never before have our missionaries been
privileged to admit to the Chureh of Christ
80 many adults from the dark races as
1,002 iy the twelve months, besides 917
children Laptized. Most hopeiul of all 18
the fact that the year closed with 2,909
catechumens under training for baptism-
At our six colleges in I'ndia and South Af-
riea, and 8335 schools, 8o many as 24,641
were eurolled, and 21,957 were -un-
der dally Bible and cecular instruc-
tion.

DIALECT LITERATURE.

Any lover of literature cannot help noti-

cing ‘that dialect writing is coming more |

into vogue than formerly. From India, in
the east, where Kipling has been celebrat-
ing the praisesof *“ Tommy Atkins,” as the
«rerg of the barrack-room,’”” in strains that
go off with & rush and a crackle and a
sparkle that fairly take one’s breath away
—to the free and almost boundless cattle-
ranches of America, in the west, where the
cow-boy also Iinds his poet, dialect litera-
ture has been makinmg strong claims upon
the attention of the reading public. It is
evident, however, that the bulk of this lit-
erature is an imitation of dialect, rather
than the genuine article itself.

A writer In a recent issue of The Week
made some reference to dialect poetry, ob-
serving that it ought to be cultivated as
worthy of a place in a natjon’s literature.
His remark, though true with some quali-
fication, can scarcely be regarded as very
original, seelng that dialect poetry has
held no mean place In our literature ever
since the tinie (to go no further batk) when
Robbie Burns opened up the flood-gates
of Scottish poetry and song.

It seems of more consequence to inquire
on what grounds should dialect poetry,
or dialect writing, be deemed worthy ol a
permanent place In any literature. For it

. is plain that, 'while there may be dialect
poetry or dialect literature, worthy of the
name, there is also such a thing as dlalect
rubbish.

Dialect forms of expression are such as
prevail in outlying localities of any coun-
try among the uncultured and illiterate ;
or such as are used by certain classes,
more or less circumseribed, at:-the very cen-
tres, ¥t may be, of a mnatiom’s lifle and
thought. There is perhaps no influence so
demoecratic as that which goes to build up
a nation’s language. Pure English, as a
spoken language, is just that which is in
use by the great majority of the Anglo-
Saxon race to-day. The usage of the edu-
cated middle classes has been the chief fac-
tor in the formation and preservation ol
it. Hence the gpeech of the Emglish Cock-
ney may vary as much from pure English
and be as much a dlalect as that of the
native of the Orkney Islands. The same is
true also of that of the English dude, or
Upper Ten-dom, the “ la-de-da’ speech to
whieh a recent correspondent of The Week,
Mr. Hamilton, refers—so far, at least, as
regards the peculiarities which it has tak-
en omn, such, &. g., as the broad, almost nas-
al (and therefore objectionable) sound given
to the vowel ‘‘ a2’ in many words, the ef-
feminate, lisping pronunciation of the let-
ter © 8 and the ridiculous pronunciation,
or rather non-pronunciation, of the letter
“r, exemplified in making the word
‘“ morn” rhyme with “dawn.’’ Although
these peculiarities are sometimes observa-
able even in the services of the Church, yet
they are as much Impurities in the ' well of
LEnglish undefiled’’ as the part, ridiculous
and incomprehensible, which the letter “h”
is made to play in the speech of many Eng-
glishmen.

By a dialect, however, is generally un-
derstood the rude. uncultured speech of the
peasantry of a province or district. When
deliberately employed in literature it is for
the purpos2 of producing more graphie, re-
alietic effects; for it i1s taken to be the
natural expression of genuine, unsophisti-
cated feeling. Dialect writing seems to
bring the reader nearer to nature’s heart ;
and therefore it may possess a charm of
its own, and yleld a pleasure akin to that
which we derive from the artless prattling
of a little child. The use of dialect is like-
ly to attract attention and Iimpart-a
qualnt and piquant character to a com-
position. But for that very reasom it is
evident that it should not be often in-
dulged in. Hemnce Tennyson, although a
master of that style of writing, showed
his good taste by ovly making uee of it
occasionally. No maan of culture.will make
it the constant vehicle of hie ideas. )

Dialect poetry or prose—while it may
lpossi'bl,y possess someextrinsic, illustrative
value to thelinguist, or some one else—can
only win a permanent place In a na-
tiom’s literature on the ground of intrin-
sic literary merit, just like any worthy
composition in the pure and genuine lan-

guage of that nation. The mere empldy-
ment of dlalect forms cannot make up
tor the want of original ldeas, clearness
and vigour of thought, constructive skill,
or any other good qualities that render
any composition meritorious. Scott and
Burns did much for the Scottish dialect ;
but it cannot be denied that a vast
amount of rubbish has been written in im-
itatlon of them. In America the late
James Russell Lowell made a hit with his
Biglow Papeérs; but just as we sometimes
see writers making use wof slang (the

vernacular of the street Arab) under the |

impression that it is humour, 80 many Am-
erican writers, since Lowell’s successful
veunture, have sought apparently to make
dialect serve the purpose of original
thought and genuine literary merit. The
writer who has perhaps been led most
astray in ‘this respect is J. Whitcomb Ril-
ey, who has already dumped a good deal
of dialect rubbish upon the outskirts—the
vacant or empty lots, 8o to speak—of the
literary world.

The taste for dialect writing s one that
should be sparingly indulged in hy a
professional writer if he wante to leave
behind him &anenduring name. The reason
is obvious. The purity of literature would
be endangered, !f we were to foster the
growth of whatfe abnormal or merely an
ex¢rescence. Hence .ome does not like to
gsee the yeuth of our land, who are dally
in our schools supposed to be acquiring &
kinowledge of and a taste for gennine
Eunglish literature, so liberally supplied
outside of school Awith stories, etc., in dia-
lect, in which words are misspelt and the
language distorted almost out of recog-
nition. There has been too much dialect
trash appearing of late. Lovers of pure
literature should join their voices to that
ol the * poeét of the Sierras’ in protesting
against the influx of so much ¢ cow-boy”’
or slang literature, which does not even
need to be turned into good English to
discloge s utter worthlessness. Why, for
example, shculd a bar-room yarn, merely
because rhyniing syllables occur in it at
regular intervals, be regarded as worthy
of a place in the poets’ corner of a respec-
table journal? A poem that Is intelligi-
ble only to card-players or gamblers is not
worthy of a placein literature.

WUMEN IN JOURNALISM.

In itc report of the recent meeting
o! the Editorial Association of America,
in Chicago, the Record of that city says
that the two papers of the day that
turpassed all the others in point of liter-
ary quality, were those of Miss Ethelwyn
Wetherald, of London, Canada, and Mits
Eva PBrodlique, formerly a parliamentary
correspondent at Ottawa, Canada, on the
“Canadian Women in Art, Literature, and
Jourvallem.”  Miss Wetherald's paper
dealt with art and literature. She ac-
knowledged that Canadian women had
not done niuch for either, but the ex-
plavation made it clear, that the field
of literature was not entirely neglected.

Mise Brodligue spoke about the Can-
adian women in journalism. She said in
part: “The women of Canada have not
been dawdlers. That they had not done

. more in journalism, has been from lack

of opportunity, and not from lack of en-
ergy. One of the difticulties In their
journalistic pathway has been the re-
stricted scope of most ol the Canadian
papers. But the outlook holds much
o! encouragement. Even though liter-
ary journalism is in its infapcy in Can-
ada, there has been significant pro-
gress during the lust decade. The lar-
ge-t Canadian dailies, have become more
liberal, and following the American ex-
ample have devoted a weekly supplement
to literary articles, stories, and poems.
This has been the women’s opportunity.
They have accepted the limitation for
the sake of the training. Nowhere, per-
hups so much as In Canadian newspaper-
dom has there been 80 great a need
for the women’s point of view on current
que:tions and evemnts, and the demand
has been well met.”
