THE CRISIS IN SILVER AND TEE1 PRODUCTION 0F LEAD

Thé priée cf ilver banow declined to about 70 conta per ounco, and a
further depreciation i8 enticipated lapon the repliai, of thé Sherman Aot
wbich seems oaared. The tffeot of thia baBbren Io close inoat of the minei
in several States, especislly Idaho, Colorado and Utah, wlîié are the ones
noat direcîly sllected. (Jalifomnia and Souili l>âkota arc gold min2ing States,
with only a amall Intoreat in silver mining ; Montana und Arizina have a
great copper mining industry, wbich à indépendant of the price cf silvor,
although tbeir copper ores are argentiferoe; in Nuvad t the Constock bas
beau thé oniy xniniug district cf imiportance, for many yoats; Ît8 ores have
40 par cent. of their value ini gold, and %va aro informed thit tbay will con.
tinue ta be worked, a raduction in wages and other exponsos baving bean
effected; but in Idaho, Ùtsh and ilorado evcrytbing hangs on silvér,
whicb bas been thé mocml cf paramount importance in their mining industry.
Thete States are the chief preducér8 cf lead, with which thé ilver is for thé
niost part aspociated. but under présient c>nditions thé ores cannot bc worked
prüfitably for lesd ajonc.

It Bea me cn thé face cf thinge that the ciosing dowu et thé mines in the
Stateti, cspecially those cf Coeur d'Aisne in Idaho, thé Bingha i district in
U ab', and Leadviile in Colorsdo,*must bave a serions affect upin thé produc-
tien, and consequently thé pricé of lead in thé United States. IIow import-
ant this may hi je sBowu by thé s'atistics far 1892 in tb'î volume cf Il Thé
Mlinéral Industry"' for that year. Thé total output cf d imeslic lead in 1892
is reported aa 178,892 shotttons (of 2,000 lhî.) if which 61,500 ton% cime froni
Colorado, 30,000 tons fromn Utah, and 36,500 tona fromn Id tho aud M ,naua,
Thé production of Idaho and Montana waa flot dividéd, but thé former Stito
sbould be ciodited witb thé major portion. lu addition to thé doméstie
production 3~9,608 tons ef lead in nie anrd 'cullion wein breought into ton
United Statea froin Mexico, ail cf whicb calmé firam argèntifarous ores. Thé
total production cf iead frein non-argentiferous ores in the United States in
1892 amountèd te 37.000 tons only, or 1èe thin 21 par cent ùf thé total
production cf our mines and 13 par cent. of that cf thé smeltiDg .vorke, tDe
latter including thé Mexican crû reducsd and buliion reflned lu band and
expcrted. If thé mines cf thé ailver States romain idie, therefora, it je ap-
psrent that thora wiil hi a great deficiéncy in thé output of lesd in thii
country witbin a very few monthe. Thé L)Ldon and other European mîr-
ké's wili hé influènced ia thé samé minner, since mnch cf thé foréigu léad,
especiilly thé Australlana and leméicau, wbicb raches theru is aise reduced
front airgentifèroas oras, eud thé minas in thoso countriés are affected aimui-
arly to thcaé iu the Rocky Mouttins; more se cf course in Austrilii than
in Mexico, wheré thé dec!ina in thé pricsocf silvor basf for a tirna at Jexat
léeened thé cest cf production, thtt country baiuag on a silvar basis; alroady.
W~e are informed that thé great Blroken ll intal thé largéat single producer
cf lead in thé world, bai alrèady closèd down, although thora are prohbiy
semé uitorior me:.ives in this action, as wa havé shown préviously that; it eau
bc operated at a profit with silver lit 50 cents par oncs.

.Notwithstanding tbis prospect, thé pricé of Il ad bas rémainod at thé low
loyal which has9 bean ruling for a nunibor cf menthe, and which is far beiov
tue wçûage) prille cf 1872 or sny yeai fiintt 18à8. This is due undoubtedly
Io two reamous, thé first bèing tbat amèllors ara angaged in workiég 11p their
stocks, Ec that ne scarcity bas been felt as yét in thé markets ; end thé sec-
ond. thé dangèrous finiancial condition of thé ouuntry, wbeaby stocks hl ive
bein forcit to a salé and consumea foar ta make purchases, as je shàwn
a'so in thé iow piices cf zinc and copper and thé stagnation in thoso meta's

With thé rèpoal cf thé Shèrmsn Act, bowaer, a différent condition o!
affairs may hé expected. Thé prescrnt troublé je undoub:el y due in great
measuxé teappréhension solély. WVihb thé removal cf this feling cf ftar aud
uncertsinty business will begin te imprové-elowiy. perhap3, but sur ly, the
reccvèry belng basténed by ont magnificant ceops, the prospect cf large ex-
perts ta Europe, whéré theré has heen a serious fiailuré cf thé harvest, and
thé cortainty cf blgh pricos; for theni. Thé importation cf gold, whieb ie

2 Iready beginninig ou a large saabe, t yen in thé pr. sent otite cf thiags, aesi
1te heas eut thisi optimiatie viow.

Wbéu thisimnprovcment in business cones thé priée cf lead ie bouud te
ris, and wa shaîl not bG surprîséd, tei sea it attain a higbér figura than for
many years. It may go se high that thé nitvèr-!ead ores of thé Coeur d'Alêne
and othar districts will ha in demsnd for their lésd ragardiésa cf their ailver.
Thé Coeur d'Alone cre is shippéd as concentrates, wbich cirry as a ra about
60 par cent. Ièad snd 30 ounces silver par ton, fivé or six tons cf crudé ore
being reduced te eue ton of conceutrates. It ocutsx ini large veine, which
cea hé workéd economicsliy, net mucb pumping béing nocessary sud wator*
poér abundant. According to thé official report cf thé Hélona & Frisco
Mininig Cimpany for 1881 iLs ore was mined at a cost of 32 45À per ton, &ud
drossed for 45 6 cents par ton, figures which show bow chéaiy thé work
can ho donc oven with liber, wivhch io thé largest singlé item cf oxponse,
ruhinig ait $3.50 pet day <this report having been made bêera thé wagés of
shovolera and Itrnera wero rèdcced te $3).

Thé présent criais in iliver is; fait keénly in thé Rocky Mountains aud
wiil continue te ho s0 felt for many menth?, but thé mining industry of thone
States ie not going te hé s:opped foraver. Many mon wili continue to be
employed in tho3e cliver mines which cau bé opérated prufitably at a IoDwer
prico loer thé métal than now rulas; many will bé ahserbcd in gaid mlfiêig.

For workiog np this axidiz-d product cant.aining zinc-
silver wjth anute lead, tha Il rich-scum" distillition bas bee.n utad tt monL
refining worke. The result ie a conccntratýd silver-lead for cupellati)n.
The lithargo produced inuit bc reduc.dl aud the reflood le3d raturned anew
ta the desilvarizing procets.

The aid pracea, therefre, comprises the faUlowing aponations: 1. Sait-
eing ai the bssa bullion ; 2. Dmailvenizing the lad by a repeatad addition
ai spolier and eooling the lead ini tho ktla froin two ta six tinies. The
number of these oparatians depedsauo the contents of ailver and ai soa
impari-ios remainlng in the Joad; 3. Liquation ai the zinc-sourit; 4. Di4til-
ltion af tha concontratedl zina-Fcum. ; 5. Cupellation af sàlvur-iaad ; 6. Reviv-
ing the litharge aud ather produis ai cupellation ; 7. DeEilverizing the lad
obtiodc by the raviving pracesa.

Th'e new Roessier-Edolrna process being b:sed upon tho nia ai an
atloy of zinc and aluminnin for the deailvei z ttion ai Iaad off ras it je claimd,
considerablo advantsgos over tbe aid praces3 with ordinary zinc. The
qlumLtity of làdumitum rcquired does not exceed 0 ô pet cent. of the spelter
applied. This alluy in very littlo disposed ta oxidation and retains its bright
metslic eutfi05 aven at red-beat. The lead treated with sncb an nlay cf
alumiuum-zýna romains likewiss nçarly cample:ely bright on the euifsace.
Lgad rich in silvaer requirent of course, more iopelter thon poor; the quantity
af silver which disrolves in the laid riscs with the tamparature of the latter.
H-itherto the t-mporatura c.f ths iead had ta ba kept as iow Bq pas-ible in
order ta tostrict Io-ses by oxîdation. As the addition of the aluminnin
alloy naarly praventa oxidation the temperature may bo raised ris far as
required without hurim WV are, tharefore, able ta siturate the silver-iead
at ans operati )n with the quantity required fir extraction of tbe total co-
tentit ie iver, separating tûa alloy o! eilver and zme with saries Joad upan
subsequent caoling ai the kotile.

While hitherto for tf-e desilveriz.tion a! tend with à par cent. or 1 per
cent. of silver four ta six additions ai spolier wae reqnired, sncb lesd can
ha detitvetiz di at ene aponatian down ta 0 0004 per cent. of silver. Tatis
menus a saving ai labor af about 50 per cent. on ane bsnd and an inocaseofa
cipatity of the plant of 50 par cent. on the othler. No modification ai' the
ordinary plânt is nequined for the procoe. The main advsnîtage, howover,
in neither the eaving ai laboir noir the iuorass ai cipacity ai the plant, but
tRie fact that the gieateat part of the silvan ils calRec'ed ici an ai oy in-tcîd of
ie a mixture cf amides, fnom which il can bo extrsctedl anly wlth considenable
loEsas The alloy of zî!nc-silver with lead, obt.ained by dosilverizing bilver-
lead with alumnum-zinc alloy, ile iras af ozides, and tberefore it can easiiy
ba delivencd faint a surplus ai lead by liquation, by wbich operatian au
alloy ia obiained containinig about '20 ta 40 par cent. silven, 3 to 4 par cent.
Joad ; 1-5 ta 2 pet cent. capper, aud 76 5 ta 54 psr cent. zinc, witb ail
quenuitios af AI, Fe, As, Sb, and soparating as n hamogeneous sud liquîd
mats froin the laid, which latter in te ba reiurned ta the proes.

This alloy je iadled at once jeta molds sud thu3 CIsI, int anode-plates
for ûlectto'ýysis. The olectrolytic.zitc is very pare ; it consists af an average
ai O 0099 par cent. Fa ; 0-0114 par cent. Cu ; O 0341 par cent. Pb ; traces
of Ag, As and Sb ; 99 9446 par cent. Zn. This exceodingly pure mutai
commando, of course, a price much supenior ta that cf ordinary epalter. The
ctsts af lte elocirnlysaie anaxy cavarad by the higher valus cf the alectro.
iytic-z ne. Tho romaindar af the anodes forme a alimne rich ie silver ; it
consistai on an average cf 80 to 74 psr cent. .Ag ; 12 ta 10 par cent. Pb; 1 -5
ta 5 par cent. Ca ; 0-2 ta 0 5 par cent. Zn, with imputi.ies of saine As, Sb
and Fu. It je molted'to fins aiver.
