CURRENT TRADE CONDITIONS.

ONTARIO.

From every section comes the report of
quiet trade. Early in the month of May
there was experienced somedemand froi
retail yards for stocks for the spring trade,
but now that these have been partially
supplied, and retail dealers throughout
the piovince are adverse to stocking
heavily, a quieter feeling prevails with re-
spect to the local demand. The principal
call is for barn stock and general building
suppliks. In long bill stuff there is a fair
demand. F:om the United States there
has been little call for lunber, althotgh
soie representative dealers have lately
been looking over stocks with a view ta
purchase, provided the figure is placed
low enough to meet their requirements.
In hardwoods the denand is well dis-
tributed, but of snall volume. Consider-
ing the denand and size of stocks, it is
encou:aging to note that the miili nien of
Ontario are holding firi to prices. This
will enable thci ta secure a fair figure
when the market improves. As comupeti-
tion froi Souitlerni pine has been keenly
felt by Ontario nan.ifacturers, on account
of the disposition to sell regardless of
price, it is pleasing ta note the inovenent
to forn an association in the soth to con-
trol the output, the main object of which
will be to secure more remunerative prices.
If successfully carried oui, it shoutld result
beneficiallv to the lower grades of white
pine, which of late have becn largely re-
placed by the Southern product.

QUPIlEC AND NEW BRUNSWICK.

While the outlook for the lumber drives
of New Brunswick bas improved since our
last report, it is now quite certain that
some of the logs will be tied up, although
the quantity is not lkely to be large. On
the Upper St. John river the greater num-
ber have already reached safe waters, and
all the Iogs along the Tobique have
reached the main river. There is a con-
siderable quantity hung up on the Nepisi-
quit. In Quebec the drives ate said to
be in an uncertain state. In quitea num-
ber of the rivers on both sides oi the St.
Lawrence several days' continulous rain
will be required to drive the logs ta the
mill. The spruce market continues firn,
with a probabihty of a further advance in
prices before the suimer season has
passed. Before the first of Julv iost of
the wintcring stock will certainly be
shipped, and probably a large portion of
the early cut. Consequently the available
supply will be small, and a brisk demand
would enable holders to secure even
higher prices than those ruling at the
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present tiie. First quality pine deals,
which were in little demand eai lier in the
season, have improved, while the lower
grades are also selling well.

ITKi'ISii cOi.USiiiA AND> %ANIloitA.

The mills of British Columbbia are ac-
cumulating no stocks of lumber, the pro.
duct being disposed of almost as soon as
nianufactured. This fact is going a long
way towards maintaining the fit m tone ai
the market, and enables manufacturers to
obtain the advanced prices iccently
placed upol the product by the Central
Lunber Company. Shiptments to foreign
ports are being made regularly, while new
vessel charters are reported each week.
Twelve vessels are loading lumber on
forcign account at the various ports of the
province, their points of destination beng
well distributed. R. P. Rithet & Co. re-
port the demand for lumtber tonnage ta
be widening, although freight rates remain
at the saine level, and one. or two charters
are reported for rather unusual destina-
tions. Crop prospects in Manitaba con-
tnue to brighten, while the local lumber
constimption is assuinng larger propor-
tions than was antiîcipated carluer in the
season.

UNIrD FEI i Ai Fs.

A review of the leading markets of the
United States reveals the fact that lunber
has shown no increa!cel activity during
the past week. Apart from special grades,
and these only in certain markets, the
trace is unsatisfactory and below what
night reasonably be expected ai ibis sea-
son of the year. Uncertainty bas char-
acterzed business thus far this season, a
week of increased trade ofien being fol-
lowed by a very quiet one. The lower
grades of white pine are sluggish, with
large stocks in hands, and little prospect
of any demand which would materially
decrease the quantity, even if offered at a
reduccd price. Some buying is being
donc to replenish yard stocks, but it is not
large enough to mitluence the market.
The car trade has shown the greatest im-
provement, some dealers having disposed
of good.sized lots. The mnquiry for red
and quarter-sawed oak is the feature of
the hardwood market, very liglt stocks
being held, for which good figures are
asked. Basswood is noving frecly, while
there is also soie call for finishing stock.
Birch is dull, especitlly the plain variety.
In the sash and door industry disappoint-
ment prevails thiough lack of develop-
ment. Car load purchases are very rare,
orders being of a hand-to-mouth character.
At Philadelphia there is a stir in yellow
and white pine among contractors, who,
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realizing that the building season is to be
an averake one,narepurciasingin advance
ofpresent reqtiireinent£. In Boston, apart
frot quartered oak and spruîce, there is
little activity. White pine has remained
firm, but the amount of business has not
added strength ta the market. There is,
perhaps, more life exhibited at Michigan
points than has been the case since the
openmng of the year, especially in the yard
trade, tltichs is looked upon as indicative
of a rising demand in the country. A re.
port of some demand for pine comes from
Buffalo, but prices leave a very small mar.
gin of profit. The demand is said to be
irregular.

FOREIGN.

The British market has been rather
more quiet, although values have not de-
chned. Consumers have apparently been
holding off mn the hope of a drop in prices,
but a study of the conditions indicates
that this is nat likely to be the case, cer.
tanly not until the season is well ad.
vanced. At many points there is a
shortage of stocks sahich must keep prices
firm for some tine. There is a very good
nquiry for batten and scantling sizes,and

dealers are experuencing difficulty in filling
orders. Floorings are also firm, and
show no ndication of weakness. Export-
ers have large orders on hand which it
will take somne time ta fill. Planed boards
are also a firm comnodity, and those
ready for shipient are connanding
higher prices. At Liverpool the arrivais
have consisted chiefly of spi uce deais and
birch planks, which are finding a ready
market. At the auction sale of Foy,
Morgan & Co., London, Canadian goods
were represented by a few lots of 3xi1 I st
pine regulars, which sold at £22 5s., 3x 1I
2nd ditto, at £r 5 fos., and 3x9 3rd ditto,
at £8 fos. The hardwood rrade is sone.
what liited, and mostly confined to
simall lots. Tiere is activity in the ship.
building industry, which is improving the
demand for lumber required for that pur-
pose.
