THE DARK: SIDE.

g~CCORDING to the report of
the Board of 1Railway Coin-
missioners of N. Y., recently
published, there were, during
the year ending Sept. 30, 1884,
481 persons kiiled, and 1,219

injured on the railroads of the State.
The list of killed and injured is divid-

ed as to cauge. as follows: From causes
beyond their own control, 89 killed, 300
injured. By their own misconduot or
incaution,327 killed,425 injured. Caused
by intoxication, 43 killed, 33 injured.
Caeused indeterminable, 72 killed, 461
injued.

It nay be a comfort to those who
travel frequently to know that of the
481 killed only 25 were passengers, and
of the 1,219 injured, only 187 were
passengers.
