IBoxes.
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BIOOKS AT NET PIIS.

T HE question f iniroducing net prices
into Canada bas its amusing side.

Judging ftom the carrespandence that bas

appeared in these calumfns, th(- publishers

and booksellers bath favar the plan. Each

branch ai the trade, however, seems ta

tbink it is -up ta " the other. Neither, as

far as wc can Iearn, is prcpared ta take the
first step. White each branch is politely
bowing ta tbe other, the publishers, as a
body, are not getting togetheL ta consider

the subject. and the bookseilers are fiat
discussing a plan for pressing it upon the

publishers.

We can sec good reason why each side
should take action. The publishers are
well aware that if tbe profession af book-

selling is flot ta dwindle. and finally dis.
appear. sonietbing niust bc donc ta cbeckc

the conipetition af departniental stores in
newv books. These big stores may sella
gaod niany copies, but tbey spoil the regular

trade and take away [rom the individual
bookseller the induceinent ta pusb sales.

No medium for sclling books can equai a
caxr4.etent bookseller.

There is also ground for the booksellers

ta unite and press for refarm. Tbey sbould
realite that publishers are human beings

just like kooksellers. They are competitors,

wjth ane anather, and each attends ta bis
own business. To unite in favor of saime

line af palicy is rather an unusual course.

Do the booksellers in anc town or city hald
conferences on trade matters and unite ta
maintain prtces and the common interest af
the trade ? They wili realize, therelore,
that the publishers are beset by the samne

difficulties as the booksellers thernseives.

Now. the situation bas tbis advantage:
The largest Canadian publishing bouses are

situated in anc city. There are prabably

flot hait a dozen departmental stores in the

whale country that go in systematically (or
cutting prices. This cancentrates and sim-

plifies the matter considerabiy. Who will
be the first ta take action ?

OPINIONS OF VIHE TRADE.

WE have received same fresh cor-
rsondence on tbe subject of net

prices. It is exactly in line with the letters

previously published. Mr. A. T. Chapman,

Montreal. writes:
IlNo ont, I'm sure, can abject ta net

books. It is, after aIl, anly agreeing ta selI

books at the published price. an agreement

tbat miglit even naw be put inta force with

the present prices and rates ai discount,
which surely do flot give the boakseiler

more than a reasanable profit. The remedy
af the present price-cutting lies whoily in

the publishers' hands. If they will resa-
lutely and unitcdly stand for books being

soid retail at the pubiished prices, being

careful not ta transgress the law thernscives,
the trade Wall support them as ont man."

eopice for t!y M006oeller.

The Thomson Stationery Ca., LI.mited.
of Vancouver. write :

*The prices at which paper-bound Can-
adian 75c. books are suppiied ta the trade
leave little enough Inargin when retailed at
list price. It is a rnatter for regret that
many of these books are being largcly ad-
vertised and sold by departmental stores at
cut prices. For this course we decidedly
fee! that the publisher and copyright bottder
is fully responsible, natwithstanding the
varlous excuses mnade by the publisher to

the cantrary. There is no question that if
the publisher dctermined ta put a stop ta
the selling of bis book at cut prices by the
departmiental store he can do it. A book
is different from most other merchantable

articles in that it bas a distinct and general-
ly recognized set value, and thus (orms an
excellent leader for a departmental store ta

use in booming its business, even though lt
may make no profit on the sale of the book.
The question with the publisher is:- Is it
better ta bave bis book reach the public
through over a hundred or more recognized
boakstares scattercd ait ovei tbe country,
or through ane or twc departtnentai stores
in the larger centres eIfl be decides on the
latter course, does hoe Pot see that as soon
as the deparimentai; store bas crusbed the
book trade througbout the country and can

contrai it, it will become its awn publisher.
taking ta itself wbat profit the publisher naw

bas ?-

-This bas been the history of the depart-
mental store with relation ta aIl other Uines
that it handles."

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mental store cuuting. In every lineo f
trade lt has provcd the samne. liefore taklng

action the publishers wouid have taknow
tbat the boaksellers are willing ta sign an
agréement flot ta cut.

cases this cotdd probably be counted upon.

But would there be some objectars ? There

lis an alternative plan ta the one now in
force in the United States. It ks now

worked ln connection wlth the annuals.

AVilI those of aur readers who have exper.

lence of this arrangement tell us what they

think of It ?

ALMOST the laut public utterancc by
p>résidentt Mc Kinley before being

sbat by the blackguard anarchist was in

favorocfrecipracity. Common rumor says

that when Congress meets reciprocity with
Canada wiil be discussed. Ilow would this

be consldered by the Canadian book,

statlonery and kindrcd trades?

But large
questions îtich as titis are oiten talked over
and worked at by politiclans privately

without the trade knowing anything about
it, until suddenly the resuit-in the shape cf

a treisty-is flung at the heads ai the com-
mnercial community before time for con-

sideration III given. Do net let us be taken
unawares in ibis matter.

RAIStNG TUES l'RCE.

A CIRCULAR bas been sent ut by the
publishers af The Ladies' Home

Jouriial, af lPhiladelphia, whicb well illus-

trates the art possessed by same of talking
aIl round a question. The circular, in a

bland way. gives reasans for advancîng the
price ta newisdcalers ta 7j4c. per copy.

Thc reasons arc that the nionthly has been
mucb enlarged. and that coited paper.
instead of ordinary palier. had been used.
la black type. intended ta rouie aur
feelings. the circular says: 'c We naw do
not receivç vibat each ruumber actually coits

us." This sounds dreadu!. But boy
many cheap perlodicals makie money out af
their circulation ? fi the profit not ail
obtained by advertising ? The Ladies'

Home )ournal's extra pages are nearly ail
taken up with advertisemrents, and the
paper ks known ta have nmade enormnous
profits the lait few years. Not content
with this, the newsdeaier is being asked ta
pay more. The United States dealers may
swaliow this fiimsy explanation for making
them pay more, but we trust the Canadian
dealers will net be se casily faoled, and wili
push the Canadian periodicais, notably Thé
Ladies' Magazine, which i 6c. te the
dealer and is a far better paper for the
Canadian reader than the Phlizdelphia one.

those who bave read it say it is donc in a
znasterly manner.

The 11Raad te Frontenac." the Canadian
bistorical taie by Samuel Merwin, ks being
issued in Canada, England and the United
States. Il is bigbly spoken of as a vivid
and plcturesque story cf adventure. It is
issued in clctb only.

Two bocks from this firm are already in
the mnarket. One is -Forest Folk," by
lames Prier. It is an Englisb labor stary
cf sec years ago, when the introduction cf
niacbinery caused strikes and riots.

This is thre kind te get held cf. providing
the paper is in keeping with the box. Very
olten it is net.

Scaling wax is heing more used than il
bas for some years. Sanie peeple are niak-

ing quite a fad cf il. A goed trade can be
dont in this, if the dminty novelties that are
now being put on tbe nmarket are shewn.
Triese can bc displayed te great advantage,

srnd usually a gond prefit can be made on
tbem. They sell particularly well in con-
nectien with fine stationery.

While speaking cf sealing wax. let me
quete a pmragraph from the B3erlin corres-
pondent cf Tht Stationery Trades journal.
of London, Eng. Ht says : - Sealing wax
bas once more beceme se fashionable cf
recent years that inventors bave begun
te take an interest in il. V'arieus contriv-
ancts bave therefore been constructed in
which t'ht sticks had te be inserted for
melting. Somnebody bas new bit on the
geod !de& that it would lie best te supply
the sticks, or rather the scaling wax, in a
kind of casing which niakes; ail the in-
geniausmnelting apparatus supeî flueus. Ht
peurs bis sealing wax in the course of
manufacture in thîn metal tubes cf tht
usual thickntss and length ef tht sticks. if
tht wax is te be used tht open end cf the
tube is held in an upright position in a
flame and the required quantity then pour.
cd eut. Tht tubes are even made with
longitudinal divisiotis for twe or tirrec
diffétent colors, but 1 amn afraid that in that
case it would require special %kill net te
produca multi cotered semis.-

The
laie Qjeen's choice in notepaper, by the
way, was silver grty.'

A novelty ini fine stationery in England
is in a maire color, with straw plait edges.
The border is fairly broad, in a deeper
shade than the rest of the paper. and is
embossed to represent sti'aw plait.

It ls generally conceded that the
miarket opened up in rallier unsati5factory
shape. and an account cf the fact that certain
niaterials entering into the manufacture ai
wall papee <notably paper stock> bail under-
gene same reduction, the buyers started in
in a dogged way ta bear the market ta its
laweat point. They shapped arcund tram
room to room in the Giisey with marked
persistence without placlng arders ai any
volume for seine days. Naturally, under
such strain.some af the makers broke dawn
and booked orders at less prices than they
could have obtained il they had held out to
the end. The new design idea was rampant
throughout the entire shawlng of ail manu-
facturers. New designs by the score were
shawn by ail the makers and tie number of
variations af each pattern was tinusually

large. Therc was a great deil of talk in
the lobby of the botl ta the effect that lt
would bc impassible for certain factories ta
last for six manths longer undcr the present
methods ai conducting business. Most af
the wall paper factories are patrons of the
paper trust, and this corporation is in no
sense accommodating ta ils customers.-
American Carpet and Upholstery journal.
