NEW PULPWOOD 1mGULATIONS.
The Lieutenant-Governor of Ontario has given his assent

to the regulations passed by the Ontario Government for
Ihe enforcemsîent of the nanufncturing clause in regard to
pulpwood. Tt is provided tiat every license or permit to cut
spruce or otier soft wood, niot being pinle, suitable for
tlhe Crawnî, or to tilt such tiiber reserved to the Crown on
manufacturing pulp os paper, on te ungranted lands o
leased or otlherwise disposed of by the Crown, which shall
lie issued affer April 30th next shall contain the provision
liat all sich timsber ciii mider such license or permit shali

lie nanuifctmred in Casuada. The muansufacturing condi-
tion is not. however. to apply to logs, timber or vood eut
snd in ose in Canada for fuel, building or other purposes
for which logs, timuber or wood in the uinmanufactured
stafo are or may be used. The nest lialf of the Tovnship
of Aweres, in the Algoma district. containing eighteen and
a hialf square miles. is exemnpted from the regulation. The
eutting of wood suitable for piilp or paper into cordwood or
othser lengtis is leld to be not manufncturing within the
neaning of the provision. Violation of or refusal to ob-
serve the manufacturing condition- is made punishable by
suspension of the license or permit to cut. This is not to
be re-issued. neitier shall a new license or permit be issied
usnless and until se directed by the Governiment. and then
onfly upon such terms and conditions as the Government
may impose. The Commissioner of Crown Lands and lis
agents aIre given ample pow'ers to tale the necessary steps
to prevent a breach of the regulations. The regulations
muîst be approved by legislative enactment before they go
into force.

THlE PROPOSED NEW PIER BELOW THE ST.

MARY'S OURRENT.

Thie Minister f Public Works bas sent to the Harbour
Coniî i(oîer;1 copy- ef the plait for the harbour en-
la rgentl works bclow ie Curent St. Mary, a special
gî u for tlie construction of which was made at the last
sessio r of Parlin mii-ent. \\Te have net as yet had the op-
p)ortuityl oif esmxa uining tie plan as sent. :But, as two
of the' d'ily icruning papers have reproduced it on a
iiii ei reduced scale, witliout a y exphmations, we are not
in i positin ai. this moment to express any opinion on
the eal ncrits of Lhe plan proposed, as it affects the fu-
hore prosperiv of the trade of the haibour. which neans
t-he trade ofI the whole country.

It will be recollected that about a year ago the harbour
ecgineer, acting iunder instructions, prepared a plan for
flie cnlargement of tlie harbour below' the Current St.
)iMa ry. Tflhat plan was made publie in April last, and
on the 28th of ti month this Journal discussed that:
plan anîd ii some respects comnended it as a very in-
genious ee vitl some menrit, but, for two consideni-
tiens. oe was the gr'eat cost. somcting ioar $4,000,000.
1nd the o ther 1 danger fromn floods. owing te what ap-

peared to e t]ireatened by the too great and unnecessary
extension into the river. Tt will be remembered that
th1is plai of hie har'bou'engineer proposed to commence
opcraetiois some 300 feet below the wharf opposite the

Althoughi we have seenI no remark miadeù abtIl it, it :is
e-vident that the -plan of the hiarbour .enlginteer did not
mleet the views of the Miitr-wehrfor econiomiln
reasonis, or the eninerngan naturalét difficulties in~
volved, we are not ioware. At lie saine tinte we ia as
well direct attention t tthe fact thait iii tlte article in
tbis Journal of the 2 8tli April last disciissing tiis phan,
it wvas th:ere stated ta inaiuy people had exnessed su r-
prise that the large ga in the wlhr' connection betwceei
ilie Sugari ¯Refinery and near o lte Cotlon Inetory hail
not been embraced in the plan for extension of harbourt
accommodation in that direction.
. The Minister of Public Works anti lus engine ers lave
evidently taken the saine view of the itatter, hence the
adoption of the starting point for the Federal Govern-
ment harbour enlargenient works. which can be carried
ont on the siiiie lines, fronm that point. indefinitelv as the
requirements of the trdice wll demand or warrant. .

The scale on which the plan, as published, is given is
so small and there is so little information in regard to
it that it is not possible to criticise it intelligently, or
form any opinion upon its merits as a really practicai
mensre, without further exphmations. As far as it
goes it seems to bo a promising combination of the high
level and the low level, and provision for a publie elev-
tor of 1,000,000 bushel capacity and also for permanent
sheds on the higfh level side of the pier. There are no
section plans shown that will protect all these construc-
tions from danger when the ice moves. The conditions
generailly affecting the ica movenments ore never certain
or regular in their operations. After all the discussions
of the past, the ice movement feature bas doubtless been
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considered in the preparation of the plan now before us.
There is not sufficient data given to form any opinion
upon it as regards the prudence of erecting permanent
sheds in so exposed a situation. It may be judged from
the plan that the higher level side is at a greater elevation
than is that fixel for the so-called high level adopted for
the new piers in the central part of. theh arbour. :But
of this we are not at present assured. If nolt, the same
strictures that have been made from time to time in this
Journal against the fatuity of expecting any benefits
from the erection of permanent sheds on the central
piers, will apply with greater force against permanent
sheds on the proposed pier below the St. Mary's Current,
because it will be wiflon i le procetioi oi the gnar pier
against the downwarids ioVe of te ice.

Doubtless more information will shortly be iade pub-
lie as the subject is to be publicly discussed by the far-
bour Board to-day. All we have to say et this moment
is, if the engineering features of the plan in this respect;
lave beén carefully provided for, the location selected for
this extension of hiarbour accommodation at the eastern
section of the harbour appears to be an eminently wise
oie, and will be likely to meet with general approval.

RE-INSURANCE OF FIRE RISKS.

'lie u nsatisfactory condition of the lire insurance
basiness is setting itil ranier of theories afloat as to the
causes and the renîedy. There seerîs to bc more general
agreemtent on the cvils of competition than in regard to
any other alleged cause of the losses being so excessively
out of proportion to premium receipts. But, what is
possible to be done to'lessen competition and how far the
elimîination of this eleiment in the business would affect
what is desir ed, are very disputed questions. It seems
to be-assuine,d that were competition less severe, the lire
loss would be materially reduced. This involves the
further assumption, that -isks are written on properties
that are more liable to be burnt when insurance rates are
iow than they would e if the rates were higher, or, tbat
competition induces underwriters to accept risks thf
danger of which they do not adequately appreciate.

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10W THE U. S. BANKRUPTOY LAW WORKS.

The chief organ of the Government lias forniulated a
programmne of business for the next Session of Parlia-
ment. This nay be regarded as a shadow of coming
legislation. Une of the items in the schedule is an In-
solvency Act. In vjw of tiis it is interesting ta oh-
serve indications of the working of the bankruptey law
of the United Sta tes which wvas put in force ou the lst
Novemtber, 1898. Une effect lias bee to largely reduce
the nuniber ot attachncît saits, aud other actions
against debtors. Altiungh ithis is alleged ta have re-
sulted from the new bankruptcy law, it is probable that
the great improvem ent in business since the Act carne
into force, lias enabled the settlement of claims ta be
made more exîcnsivey with fewer appeals te the law
than was the case during the depresssion of trade. Stat-
istics iherefore which show a considerable decrease in at-
achinent suits and otlier actions te recover debits silice
1898 are ontly partially reliable as evideice that such
litigation is attribuible to the niew bankruptey law.

'Tlie referces and triistes wrho noiw adimiiister insol-
vent estates are reported te 1o tnaking good iînîcs but
notling like the inainomt mticipated. It was. expected
that there would be thousands.of traders who would take
advantage of the new bankrupîcy law te clear tieiselves
of their debts, secure a discharge, and start afresi with a
clear liability sheet, with soine asseis which they had
potted away beyond hle reach of tiheir ereditors. This
expeetedl result lias not occurrel, mnuclh ta the chagrin
of referces and trustees. The tees of a reteree range
front $20 te $50 for each case. A trustee is allowed
$250 when the assets icacht $10,000, and one per cent,
on wliat is realizedi over that sumi. 'lie reterees inter-
est therefore is te secure as nany cases as possible, aud
it is the inîterest o the trutee to gatlter all the assets
he can locate.

Paymnent by resuits is a gooi ruile in collecting the
assets of insolvent estates, and trustees after experience
in this business no doubt becone experts in discovering
funds and otther property to be distributed among cred -
itors. Tbey have been successful in puuishing a nui-
ber of f rauululent debtors who tried ta secure a discharge
without givinîg up all their assets. On the whole the
new bankruptcy lia of the United States is reported te
be giving satisfaction te creditors A thorough enquiry.
into its working should be made by those who wil have
the task of introducing and discussing the Canadian
Insolvency Act which will probably be laid before Par-
liaient next Session as a Government measure.

K. Johuson, John M. Pattison, who repre-
sent promninent companies. We fear, however, that te
stamp out the rebate evil will require sane influences
more powerful that a Compact.

The shares of the Commerce are $100 par, qotations
being for "last sales," 255, and for Unioù, $100 par, and
"last sales," 378. It is somewbat anonalous that there
is no bank in New York with anything like the paid-up
Capital of several in Canada.. The largest at present
are the Commerce, and the American Exchange, aci
with 5 millions. The next in size is the Fourth National,
irhose capital is 3 millions. Then come 6 banks, 3 with
1i millions, 15 with capitals from 1 million te $1,400;
000, 12 with amounts frain $500,000 ta $900,000, and 25
with less than i. a million, seme being ais low as $100,000.
or $200,000. The above comprise the 95 "Associated
Banks cf New York." Besides these there are 39 banks
only ee of which lias a capital of hal a million, the rest
ranging about $150,000.

The two classes of banks in New York made, the fol-

The contrass aforded by the above figures are very
striking. 'lie rates of the capital te Jeans of 95 of the
principal banks of New York is 8.7 per cent., and of de-
posits 7.9 per cent., whiereas the ratio of the capital to
loans of all Canadian banks, large and sînall, is 24 per
cent. and of deposits 23 per cent. The prudence of
lbuting ut a baning busi ness with loais oi whitt ch th:

capital only provides 8.7 per cent. is open to question.
Whenî over 90 per cent. of the loans of a bank are made
out of funds derived from deposits the active business
of the country is too liable te lia agtectei by the fluctua-
tions of its deposits, arising frein waves of excitenient
passing over that create distrust anong the people. But,
ou the ottier hand, such a disproportion is highly faveur-
able te the making of profits, se that the Nem York bank
stock quotations show a renarkable nmber of very high
prices, there being 25 out of the 95 quoted at over 300,
and 14 others over 200.

The movement above naned is understood ta be a de-
sire of the American financiers ta have the ba.nks of New
York less dependent upon those of Europe. 'Phe su-
premacy of London as the world's monetary centre is
somewhat galling ta American pride. London dictates
the price of money in the world's markets. Exchange
on London is everywhere drawn ta pay obligatiôni in the
-Unitel States. It will however, take an incomparably
greater financial revolution te lower the power of Lon-
don than raising the capital of two Noir York baik-s t9

IVATI NFIRE INSURANCE.

flhere has been. recently published a pamphlet pre-
pared for Lte National Board of Fire Underwriters of
tie United States in which the question of an individual
carry his own lire insturance is treatec very forcibly.

The argumatent so frequently made by some property
owners Lhathey have paid insurance for a long term of
years without collecting a single loss and should, there-
fore, bave a lower rate, is based upon ignorance of the
principles of lire insurance; their contention overlooks
the fact that at a rate of 1 per cent. it would take nearly
forty-one years compounding the interest at 4 per cent.,
for a sut of nney equal to the preinium paid at the
beginniung of eaih year to equal the antount insured and
hierefore, enotîgi to pay a total loss; and this without

aîmy illowantce for the expense of conducting the busi-
ness . \niyone can verify this coiputation for hinself.
Onîe Iollar collected and invested it the beginnuing of
eaci year, lte intterest beiig comipounded at 4 per cent.,
wouid anitnt to $98.82 at the end of forty years. Four
per cnt. it s iinecessary to add, is a larger returu of
intterest titau instrantce opilaJuies recive uder existing
and proper legislative limitation as Lo investments in safe
seicurîities.

'lThe inost reeless gaibler wutild not give sucli odds
as one iundrted to one against the happeiing cf a Single
lire witin a period of forty years, knowing the hundreds
of ways in whici a tire ecould occur; and the property
ow'ner who carries his own risk is, therefore, Laking a
elumitce of losing is all uîpon. odds whicih a professional

anbier .wouild ridicule. In fact the onliy individual
who can allord to go vithout insuîrance and take the risk
of the btrning of is own property is one-if there be
one-who tas hundreds of diLierentt pieces of property,
ail of the saine average value and so separated that nc
two could bc destroyed by the happening of a single lire.
If he is not so situated, lire insurance is necessary for his
protection. His commercial credit will bc found to de-
pend upon it; no one can afford to sell him goods on time
or lend him money if he is not insured, for his ability to
pay would be destroyed by a fire and his creditors would
find that they had practically been insuring him then-
selves, ivithout the compensation that a prudent insur-
ance contpany, engaged in the business of taking risks,
would have charged. Tlie cost of insuring a frame
building in a frame neighborhood in localities beyond
the protection of fire departinents might be 5 per cent.
or more ;and the mterchant who sells goods to a custoner
who does not insure would practically be insuring him
for nothing at a cost equal to or more thian thie'profit on
hic sales.

It is this ignorance of tie danger o lire, due to Lhe
limited experience of a single risk, that leads to inistaken
views of insurance, which involves for its successful con-
duct as a business suflicient knowledge of aill others to
estiiate properly the.fire hazards of their methods. The
owner of a flour mill may never have suffered from fire;
he would necessarily be ignorant as to the causes of fires
which have occured in other iills than his own; but the
underwriter, who lias had to pay for losses in thousands
of properties, is not and cannot afford to be ignorant.
It is best for the individual to entrust this branch of his
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worldly affairs to those who understand-it, for the same
reason that he entrusts the erection of his building to
the mason, carpenter and architect.

A GRATUITOUS ACCUSATION.

The Toronto manager of the Sun Life Insurance Co.,
of Canada, lias addressed a letter to Mr. McCabe, manag-
ing director of the North American Life, accusing him
of iaving written the article which appeared in a recent
issue of this journal with the heading, "A British View
of the Sun Life of Canada." le also says to Mïr. McCabe,
"I believe you took great care to see that a copy was in
the hands of ail your agents." We would advise the
iriter of that letter to avoid speaking of matters wholly
outside his knowledge. lu ivriting as above to Mr.
McCabe he drew wholly on his imagination. Mr.
McCabe neither wrote, nor inspired, nor does lie know
who wrote the article in question, which, we mnay add,
lias excited the liveliesf interest ail over the Dominion.
It is not possible for Mr. McCabe to have placed a copy
in the hands of ail his agents, for no additional copies of
the number in which it appeared have been sent te him,
or to his office, or to any person on his behalf. , Mr.
McIntyre would do well to make less free use ofhis lively
fancy and pen. In ail such affairs it is the course of
wisdom to correct what defects may be pointed .out in
the management of a company. It is wholly irrelevant;
it serves no rational purpose; it is indeed highly imper-
tiuent for any effort to be made to fix the responsibility,
or even to place the credit, of a journalistic article upon
any writer.

2RONTREAL CLEARING R1OUSE.

The annual Report of Mr. A. M. Croibie, Chaintcuan
of the Montreal Clearing Ilouse, dated 17th ilst., was
read at the meeting this week. The clearings of 1898
slow a plienomenal increase over 1897, and it is satis-
factory to know this bas not only been maintained bu t
added to in 1899, making the total inerease in two years
$200,000,000. This city cleared 48 per cent. of the
total, which is regarded as a deinonstration of the na-
tional character of Montreal. The highest increase,
15.88 per cent., was made at Winnipeg, which bas now
passed the $100,000,000 mark for the year. In con-
trasting the increase of Canadian clearings with those of
the States, it is remarked that the greater developmi ent
of the States iay be attributed to more extensive stock
transactions. and the expansion of the clearings at San
1rancisco, owing to unusual activity arising out of thie
Philippine war.

During the past 10 years the transactions of the Cioe:i-
ing House of Montreal have been renarkably free fromn
complications, although two banks have failed since it
was organized. The absence of any serious disputes lias
arisen from the absolute good faith shown by the Bani
maanagers with each other. No defanit occm.red at tbe
clearings owing to the two banks failing.

The clearings of this city in 1889 were, $454,560,000;
1893, $568,732,000; 1896, $527,851,000, and this year
theywere $749,029,000, wliich is 74.76 percent. in ex-
cess of 1889, and 50 per cent. more than 1896.., The Re-

port reads: "It is a gratifying indication of the growth
of the city to record an inerease of 74.76- per cent. during
one decade of clearings. With a continuance of pros-
perity they should pass the thousand million mark within
the next four years, especially with the business in view
which is likely to accrue from the successful endeavour
to equip the port in up-to-date methods and improve its
communications by sea and land, internai and foreign.-
Eighty per cent. of the 32 millions of bushels of grain
shipped from Monitreal is said to 'be froi the United
States. The bulk of Canada's wheat is shipped fromi
American ports. When this anomaly is corrected we
mnay expect a development of trade in this city of which
its citizens mnay be proud. in retiring from the office
of Chairman of the Clearing House, Mr. Crombie says,
it lias been to him "a labour of love, in which the experi-
ence and discretion of bis colleagues wvere a great sup-
port," wlio are assured, in his parting words, that he

'takes with him "very pleasaut thioghits of the cordial re-
lations which he as always had with banking confreres."
Mr. Thomas McDougall was elected president,and Messrs.
Pease, Meredith, Ramsay, Ellis, iMathewson and DeGuise,
Coimiittee.

SEARCHILIIHITS FOR FIRE BRIGADE.

The work of fire brigades is frequently obstructed by
the prenmises into which the men have to enter being
without light. Serious accidents to firemen have oc-
eurred froma their falling through unseen openings, wheu
groping in the dark. If we remember rightly one muan
of the city's brigade was killed in this manner a few
years ago. The operations of the firemen' and drivers
are frequently increased in difliculty from the darkness
prevailing in street or lane. An accident fron this cause
took place in a western city, as the engines lad to enter
a lane where darkness prevented the men seeing each
other or the horses' moveients. To met this dilficuity,
the New York Department is about to add a portable
electrie searcilîgiht plant to its apparatus. The search-
light wagon will go to fires with the engines, and it is
believed it wil add greatly to the efficiency of the force,
both lin saving life and property. It resembles a fire en-
gine in general appearance, but instead of a pump it has
an engine and dynamo. There are two searchlights each
with an 18-inch lens. These vill be carried on a plat-
form behind the driver's seat. They can be used either
from the platform or removed and carried to any desir-
able point of vantage, all communication with the gener-
ator being kept up by means of flexible cables which are
insulated with rubber. llie liglhts are provided with de-
vices for quick regulation so tlat the light mnay be
spread over a wide area, or confined and directed to any
particular point. The purpose of the apparatus will be
to light up dark 'parts of the street and aid the fireinen
in laying hose, setting ladders, etc., also to light up the
front of buildings where people may be in. danger and to
project light into the buildings theinsclves.

The customary lighting of a building or locality is
often interfered with when a fire breaks out, and per-
sons in a building afire have been known to lose their
lives by being unable to reacli a way of escape in the
dark. *We commend the action taken in-New York to
decrease these. dangers and difficulties the considera-
tion of the local authorities here and in other cities.
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T11 E GAS Q UESTION IN NEW YORK.

11casonab1011e profits, it is nlot likely the citizens wvill take
onlçly to Che increase, and the prospect is that a bitter

opposition will be miiade to it if it is attempted. The
coinpanies appear to lear that if the old price is re-im-
posed tluIt the State Legislatulre iay again interfere as
iL lias donc before aind rediice the legal limiit of price still
lower than iL is now.

As au ind ication of the extent of this feeling the New
York "Hrald" had the following in its -editorial col-
umîns on M'loiilay last:

i. Sage. in epliining the sale of bis gas stock, iii-
hiates tuat legisltion ieducing tlie price ol gas below
$1.05, the legal rate, inay be passed in Albany at the pie-
sont session.

BRtIEER AT lCTiON CASES.

The trial of a inumber of persons at Whitby, Ont., for
giviing aid accepting bribes ut the Calder election lias re-
sulted iii one w%,ho olrered bribes being fined $800, or six
monthls iii jail, a second lined $200 or six moiths, and
seven whîo took bribes werc oaci iined $200, or a month's
imprisomnet. 'hey arc also declared to have no power
to vote at aiy elecetion, or to hold any goverînent or
mîuiucipal ollice for the iext eight years. Thlese peual-
tics will serve to teach a neceded lesson Lo mnany who
uakce liglhL of sni offences. As those who took bribes
are, as Jutdge Osler said, "îgiioran.t, illiterate people,"
they will, iL is tiouglit, have to spend one muonth in jail,
and those able to pay the flne will ind it a very heavy
Jenialty. I'<actices of this kinîd have a mîiost iijurious
ellect oit busiiess, as tley lower the standard of publie
mnorality by wlicli credit is weakeied that is the very life
of commerce.

TILE LATE W. W. 00 LV1.

Februiary 14'th, 1S35. lin -860 ho eitered into partner-
slip with his brothers, Alexander and Jolii. ''he for-
ier, Seiator Ogilvie, retired in 1.874, and the other died

iin t188 leaving llie blsiness in the lianids of the brother
who died last; week. le was a director of the l3anl of
Miontreal, also of the Nortli Britislh and Mercantile I-

surance Company, aid lad lield the presidency, of a nuin-
ber of local bodies.

THE LATE T. J. CLAXTON.

The deatli oit 15th inst., Mr. Claxton removes one of
the old-tine dry goods inerchants of thtis city. Deceased
carried oit a very extensive wholesale business in this 1ne
and was reputed to be wealthy. When the Southern
war broke out his lirm had lieavy stocks of cotton, out
of which tliey reaped large profits as prices wvent up to
high figures. 'Tle business lie conducted was doue on
a system which became obsolete soine years ago and the
change was unfavourable to Mr. Claxton's fortunes. He
had taken great interest in a number of young men whose
advancneent lie furthered at the expense of his own
welfare. Deceased lias for some years lived in retire-
ment, but will be sincerely mourned by inany who re-
memaber his good works in more prosperous days.

GOLD PlRODUCTION, 1899.

The world's production of gold last year eau hardly be
stated with complete accuracy at so early a period in the
New Year, but the "»Engineering anid Mining -Journal"
lias compiled a table showing a close estimate of it for
1899, as compared with 1898. It is stated that in 1898
the production of gold in the world reached a total of
$289,147,779. ln 1899 this total was exceeded, the pro-
duction lavinig amounted to $313,954,468, the increase
being $24,806,689. A stili larger result would have
been attaiined in 1899 had it not been for the abnost total
stoppage of gold iîîing h the Transvaal by the war
with Great Britaii. 1lad work continued there with-
out interruption there would have been nearly $20,000,-
000 to add to the report. tin that case the Transvaal
would have held the lirst place as a gold producer; as it
is, it yields iliat position to Australia, but still holds the

second place, thle United States being third in order, with
a total of about $600,000 below the South African Re-
public. Russia still holds the fourth place, while Can-
ada, which lias made great advances, is fifth, and Mexico
sixth. These six countries produced in ail $285,735,-
241, or over nine-tentlis of the total.

Our contemporary says, Canada now holds the iftli
place, and is becomîing a gold producer of much impor-
tance, chiefly owing to the large.production from the
Klondike aiid other mines in the Yukon region, which
amounted in 1899 bo about $14,000,000. The total pro-
duction of Canada in 1899 was $18,049,593, showing an
increase over 1898 of $4,349,593, or 3.17 per cent. In
addition to the Yukon gold there was an increase fron
British Columbia, and somte also fron the mines of west-
ern Ontario, while there was a small decrease fron the
Nova Scotia mines.

coiiditions, as even clwelling houses are now being artifi-
cially cooled in bot weatler. and supplies of food are no

longer at the mnercy of tle outer air. Canada bas every-
thing to gain by the extension of cold storage as its
dairy pioducts, meat.' fruits, ann] fisli, are gradually being
placed on th Biitishhnarkct in such excellnt condition
as to give io iniicationl of tlicar laving ben tralisported

from so distant a Colony.

PAC[FIC 00AST SHERIES.

AoInig he wnderul eresources of lbritish Columbia
nonnc is moe lîiportanîî t tlain its botiUitiful. supply of
fisi. 'le iriouis kinids wih wlicl its rivers ancl coast
waters iceii :ia iiost of Ilicia of the higliest cconolnic
val ue. Litle ]as yet been done to open the markets of
Uih Easterni proviices to those valuable supplies of fresli
fisi. 'Te long haul and havy rates have mnucl to do
with kceping the Pacifie Coast fish out of these markets.
lhie Canadian ihowever, carries car load after car
iond of tic halibut of the British Columîbia Coast ou its
exlnesstrains to Boston, whence it is distributed to other
cities of tf1e Aflantic border. Most of this is shipped
by B)ritilsh Colhimbia firms and as halibut vill keep well
for' a wcek or tenl days without losing its flavor, it arrives
in the New Engla.nd markets in execellent condition.

The Eastern Canadian iîarkcets. wliether of Ontario or
Quebec, have not yet providled an opening for any large

quantities of the lialibut and salmon of the Pacific Coast,
w:hich are slipped liere after having been frozen and ne-
cessarily soie of [le flavor lost in thawing. In Mont-
real, where large quantities of fish are consuied, the
ehenper var'ieties oil f resl and salit fish of varions kinds
form tha larger bilk of the sipply and Cod ani hri
are iii constant lemand.. This mnarket îlw consîiiîeis
not more than a dozen carloadls of freslh Pacifie Qoasi
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fish. The halibut that comes here froi the West is,
shipped by Seattle merchants instéad cf coming firm
Vancouver, though the best halibut banks in the world
are in British Columbia waters. This lhalibut, while
actually a produet of Canada, has te pay a duty of one-
half a cent a pound because it is shipped from a foreign
ountry. The freight rates froi the Coast are 1 cents'

a pound in cnrload lots. This, with the lduty and first
cost, say 5 cents a pound, brings fhe frozen fisb hre at a
cost which enables it Lo be retailed et front 10 to 12 cents.
Salion can be laid down here for about the saine figures.

While, salmion and balibut have as yet been the only
food fishes brotnglt across tle Continent fromi the Pacifie
Coast, and possibly may lie lie onîly fish that it will pay
to bring into flie Enstere narkets, tLhre are inany other
valuable sailt and fresh water fish in British Columbia
that have already becomîe ain iiportant factor in the food
snpply of bhat province. Many of the fresh waters
abound wiftl brook ani lake frout of large size and fine
flavour and whitc fish that have bean transplanted into
lakes have tlriven w'onderfnlly. Experiments bave been
made with fransplanting lobsters into the waters of the
Straits of Sani Juilan de Fnuca nîd lie Gulf of Georgia.
They arc said tO be ling well, but the time lins not yet
come to letermiine if the experimneit will be.successfuil.
An attemnpt lias been made to grow flic 'Eastern varicties
of oysiers. While tley bave becoie fat and inxcrcased
in size if, las nof. yef: been found wlietlier they will pro-
pagate in liir new q'arters. Te simall Osters founid
all orC the Pacific Const. par'ieliirly i flie waters of
Puget Sonnd and flic Gul f of Georgla, have a pacuarl.

Instead of the fairy fountain, reclining
sats ingling birds and tropical plants, it furnishes its
trusty patrons vith general supplies on extended credit
where necessary.

Founded on the saie principle as adopted by the larg-
est retail stores in the world the modern general store in
the town or village, shold, if properly conducted, be a
success, and be thoroughly able to hold the greater share
of its patronage against the inducements ôffered by its
great rivals. If the city stores are capable of buying
larger quantities and picking up bargains with spot cash,
which cdvantages Io not often fall to the lot of the Coun-
try dealer, it must be borne in mind that the former es-
tablishient is run on a vastly more expensive scale, and
consequently munîst olitain îîîuelh l'arger profits to enable
it to succeed. What of tfhe salaries paid nicîtagers, buyers,
floor walkers, detectives and bookkeeapers, besides sales-
men, cashiers and advertising bills? Some three years
age the head cf aleading Ohicago retail store employed a
head detective to ivatel the regular detectives, with the
resuIt that it was discovered one of the latter was a
partner in lieft with certain outsiders who were allowed
to ply.their hidden ways unmnolested. Adiitting any
suci losses as cut of tle question, flei ncccssity for ex-
frcnmelv large profits is ct once apparent.

Considering both sides of tle general or depiartnantal
store question from the light of actual experience, there
s onnlu cîîaori'agcii cent for expîer'ienced general mer-
clints wio nre not for the great city's noisy attractions,
i a pplyimig iuoeuicri imîethîods to the conduct of genîeral
merclindise business in flie smîall towns or villages.
Lmuiiitcd Cash capital will finy foi' flic smîall gencrîîal store,
with- few exceptions, ct prices almost as fow as secured
by the great city establishments. Considering fhe vast
difference il rîînning expenscs in favour of the individual
inercliant, lie can scll as low, or lower tlanî ' the city
store ancl fils proportionîate net profits on the turn-over
vill he muich larger. Rnowiig the arts employed by

tuhe great departientil stores for enticing trade, like nen-
sures cai lie rcedily adoptecd. Should the city concern
advertise pils, pills, paper,. prints, etc., for a certaimn day
et a sieinl irice, lic inîdividual dealer, by tic aid of the
telepione or ee car service, can bond off the exodus
by announcing smilar bargains. He can afforl to dis-
pense wvith as iucli profit, in proportion to bis capital,
as his big competitor, when he knows the avowed object
is to dlraw or 'old tr'cde by getting and holding a naine
for selling low. lRe bas an advantage over the large
store in flnt he better controis the conduct of his as-
sistants whii insures to customers more courteous treat-
:ment and patient attention. This is a point, of vaster
.inportance than i§ generally known, and calls for re-
fornis not always appliel to flit great leparamental
stores.

The modern general cointry store, conducteid on the

principles hore iiientioned, controlling sufficient cash for
the p hase of iargain lota as they appeau', nnd indu-
tniniig flie snme life and push ns if keen compefition
were emciinteroc on flic opposite corner, bas nothing to
fear fromîî enlar'ged city comîupetition, for no business Can
emitinfe io e conduefed without 1irofits sufficient to
cover all çxpenses ana leave a feir mnarginu ou flic in-
vestnmt.

MONTREAL WHOLESALE
MAIRKETS.

Montreal, January 18, 1900.
Tyhe woelcone fa. of snow which was

general tlroughout the country last
week bas proved to be a boon to the
general wholesale business of this
City. Orders for all Icinds of staple
gonds have been comng in more freely
tihan at any time since Christmas, aud
ie merchants are realizing their ex-
pectations of a good winter business.
There ia a notable sti-lening of prices
in imany lines and in none are there
any sigus of weakiness shown. In the
lry goods market woollens seem to
show the greatest strength, though a
tw grades of raw wool in the London
markets show a decline of from 5 to
71/ per cent. from December prices.
Cotton goods of all kinds are very flrm.
Groceries are nominally unchanged in
price, but the demand is much brisker
than at this time last week. While
sugars have not been advanced tbis
week there is a feeling that owing to
conditions referred to in the grocery
report a further raise will soon take

place. .Produce is in fair demuand
and good prices are being realized.
There has been a. good demand for
paints, oil and glass during the week
and the travellers out on the road are
sending in large orders faster than for
years. past. Putty and Paris green
have risen and benzine has taken quite
a bound upwards. Sole leathers con-
tinue in active export demand and the
boot and shoe trade is excellent
for the season. Lumber is higher and
the product of most of the mils is
sold for the whole season. Salt fish
is higher and fresh fish in good de-
mand at the old prices. Altogether
the situation is one of great promise.
Collections-are good, failures few and
uximportant and the merchants gen-
chants are anticipating one of the
most prosperous years in the history
of the country.

BUTTER.-The market during the past
week lias continued to show a very
strong tendency and a very active busi-
ness bas been passing locally so that
ail arrivals are quickly placed. The
choicest creamery has been selling at
21¼c to 22c; choicest dairy, 18c to 20c;
rolls, 181/2 e to 20c. There are no un-
der grades in the market now.

CHEEsE.-In. ýhis market there bas
been a quiet tone for some time for
local consumption though several largE
sales for export have been made
Stocks are held frmly The choicest
colored being quoted at from 11½c tc
12 cents.

DRuGs, CHuizicALs, BABKs, ETO.-
Little or no change has been mani-
fested in the drug market during
the past veek though it continues firm
and business is openifng up again in
good shape after the holidays. Ger-
man makers of camphor have ad-
vanced their product Se a pound, which
abmost brings it to the price at which
it was offered some time ago, it is still,
however, below the price of the Eng-

lish product. Cocaine, quinine, strycb-
nine and opinmu still rule higli. In
heavy chemnicals the tendency is still
towards higher prices though no radi-
cal advance has yet been made. The
tiravellers are now out on the road
and report favorably on the prospects
for business.

DRY Goons, DoMrEsTIe WOOLLENs.-
A decidedly upward tendency is nani-
fested in the dry goods business parti-
cularly in woollens and staple cotton
goods, and inanufacturers arc now sold
for three or four inonths ahead. The
wholesale houses have been compelled
to advance prices in some lines, but
this has been so light as to be barely
noticeable but a general advance in
muost Unes will have to be made when
the present supplies are exhausted. In
the meantime there are no orders be-
ing cancelled by the dealers, though
manufacturers would be pleased to
cancel many of those on their books.
Travellers on the road report favor-
ably on the business now being done
and the prospects ahead and collec-
tions are very readily made. Failures
are few and comparatively unimport-
ant and the market generally is in a
very healthy condition.

EGGs.--The condition of the egg mar-
ket during the past week has been dull
and quiet and the offerings have been
in excess of the requirements and
prices show an easier tendency on
held and lime stocks. New-laid eggs

atre scarce and command higher prices
though sales have been made at 24e
to 25c; fall fresh bring fron 18e .to
20c; cold storage, 14e to 16e; limed.
15c to 15½e and No. 2 12e to 13e.

FisiH, OYsrERs, ETc. - The market
for salt fish is slow at present and wi't
continue quiet until the end of next
inonth when the Lenteu season cem-
imences. Fresh lish is in good de-
mand and a good business is being
doue. This includes.frozen Jish fromn
British Columbia, and other markets.
Among the varieties in dinand fresh
haddock end cod are being sold at 3e
to 3½c; frozen herrings fromï New-
Ioundland at $1.60 per 100 count; B.C.
