The former
will include the northeast of the Transval and
the Gazi country sonth of the Sabi River, to-
gether with Delagoa Bay ; and the latter the
northern part of the Guza country, together

WORDS OF WARNING.

(From a Sermonby Rev. H. Y. Satterlee, D D,
Reclor of Calvary Church, N.Y., on the
“ Remonstrance.”

The dsy bas gere by, when more liberly wa
needed in the Church ; moreroom for different
schools of Churchmanship ; more elasticity in
dootrine and discipline, in worship and ritasls,

The day has come when the pendulam has
begun to swing as far in & new extreme asin
days gone by it went in the old, The day has
come when liberty is degenerating into license,
when the suthority ot the Church herself is

being put to defisnce by u epirit of awlossness,
and when the well heing of the whole Church is
being ruoriflced to iudividuulism.

A genoration has grown up under these in
fluences who know no law but 1hat of personal
preference ; and not in ove direction, but in
eve y direction, this epirit of lawlessness and
conlempt for the authority of the Chuich is
manifesting itself.

1t is visible in those who would sacrifice
Avpostolio order and orgunizstion from motives
of Christian cxpcdiency and who would pro
mote that in‘erchange of pulpits, which has
really bud little or no «fféot in bringing abont
the remnion of Christendem. It is visiblein
those who would subetitate new forms of
worship for the Book of Common Prayer, with
that administration of the ensraments and those
rites and cermonios that are aceurding to the
neo of our Cburch, 1t is vigiblo in those who
would substituto some other faith for the
Apostles' and Niocene Creeds, It is visible in
thoso who would sacrifice Christ Himeelf and
the Soriptures which testify of Him, and all
that is supernatural in the history of Christisn
ity rather than run connter to the spirit of the
age. Those are sgome of the dangers into whioch
that spirit of lawlessness is insensibly drsgging
us, snd, unless a stard is made al no distant
day in behalf of Christian principle and Chris.
tiun truth, wo shall soon be brought to & condi
tion in which our Christian teachers may call
ithemselves anthorized teachors of the Church,
while they proolsim that there is no Apostolic
order, no discipline, no rule of worship, no
oreeds, no ponishment for those who reject
Christ or orucify Him uafresh, no inspired
Soriptares of tho Old and New Tostament, no
propheocios or miracles, no incarnation or resur
reotion of Cbrist Rimself, no divine Saviour of
the World—who by His oross and passion has
redeemod us.

ROCK AND STONE.

Holy Soripture is its own best interproter.
Whenever doubt is raised concerning the true
mesning of any word or phrase, the surest
mode of arriving &t iratk is to sesrch sll
through Soripture, and see how that word or
phraco is used in other places. To do this will
at once demonstrate the impoesibility of the
Romish interpretation, whioh sapplies to St.
Peter the words, “Upon this Rock I will buaild

my Cburch.”
The word ‘Rook’ is never msed elsewhere,

either in the Old Testament or the New, a8 s
title, of any one bat God, or of those who were
ragarded as gods. 'Oh, God, thou art my
Rack ; ' ‘Neither is there any Rock like our
God,’—phrases like these abound. _All these
texta should be given in full, There is only one
place that even seems to be an exception. It
is where Isaiah is speaking of Abrabam and

Sarah, and says, ‘Look to the rook from
whence ye wera hown, aud the hole of Qhe.plt
from whence ye wore digged. Bat this iaa
simple comparigon, aod not & title. Fromlt
we should no more be justified in oalling
Abrabsm our ‘Rook,’ than in calling Sarah our
‘Pit. As the title ‘Rock,' therefore, is saynony
moug with Deity, nothing could be more appro
priate when St. Pater bad jast confessed the
Deity of Christ ‘the Son of tho living God.'
That is the Rock which i8 the true foundation.
The house builded upon that Rock is safe
among the storms ard torrents, The house
not founded upon that Rook shall bo ewept by
the floods ucd tompests to destruotion,

But Christ bus two natures, the Divine and
the human, As the first is proved by the olesr
applicntion of the title ‘Rock’ to Him, so wher
His haman pature is in g1estion we find the
coreful use of the very ditfurent woid ‘Stone.’
He is the sione ont out without hands, which
grow till it filled the whole earth. Heis the
Cornex 8'one ur Headstone of the corner. Ha
i8 the stone upon which, if a maa fall, he skall
be broken ; but if it shall fall upon him, it wiil
grind him to powder. Aud so in many othor
pluces, And it is St. Peter himsell who joins
both titles together, showing that he under-
stocd the difference; for he shows how the
Christ was both a Stone of stumbling aed a
Rock of offonce to bath the houses of Israel,
Here the stone of His human nature comes
first ; for the Jewa were scandalized first by the
things ocncerning Hi:s huoman natore,—His
being poor and unlesrned, His ecoming from
Galileo, His rofusal to be made a king, orto
realigo their idea of 2 Measish, And it was not
until afterward, late in the period ot His eurthly
ministry, that they were enraged at His Divine
olaims, und took np stones to cavt at Him, be-
ocause He ‘made Himeolf eqaal with God.’

Both of these two great points are brought
out with the ntmost olearness when we oonsider
the Spiritual imagery of the Church, as an
ed'fico founded upon 8 Roek. For here the
Rock is the Deity of Christ, a8 we have already
shown, ‘Olber foundation can no man lay
than tbat is laid, Jesus Christ, the same yoester-
day and to day and forever,’ Taisisthe Rook,
the Rook of Ages, on which the Chuaroh is
built But there is unother sense of the word
‘foundaticn,’ in which it means, not the Rock
upon which reets the whole house, but the
fourdation-wall or the first part of the hounse
built upon that R ck. And of this we read
that the Churoh is founded npon the Apostles
and Prophets, ‘Jesus Christ Himsclf being the
chief Corner-stone,” Here sgain we have the
olear and beantiful distinctness between His
Divine and His human natures. And so0 in the
description of the New Jerusalem with its
twelve foundation stores, the first—or corner
stone—is jaeper. St. John has already told us,
in his vision of the glory of the Throne, that
He that sat on the Throue was like ‘jasper,’ so
that heroc we have Christ Himselr in His
proper place as the Corner stone. Wa are told
slsc that the whole wall, above the foundation
stones, was of jusper. This bosutifelly repre-
sents the great body of the Church, every sonl
of which is made, by baptism, a member of
Christ,—bat not of 8t, Petor. And the jasper
is pgenerally red, of the color of blood, the
Blood of His Atonement, into whioch all Chris
tiang are bapuzed. Moreover, it is the jeweller’s
touchstone, by whioh he ascertains the true
composition of variona metals, So the true
touchstone in Christianity is, ‘What think ye
of Christ ?—not What think ye of St, Pater ?

There is therefore & perfeot harmony of all

Holy Soriptare, Old Testament as well as New,
f we interprot the words, 'Oa this Rock I will
build my Charoh,’ of the Deity of Christ Him-
solf. If we interpret them of St. Peter, wego
against the entire analogy of Holy Soriptare,
Oid Testament as well as Ne v, including St,
Peter himself in his Epistles, We apply a
higher title to St. Peter, who on one ocoasion
waa & ‘Satan,’ than Hbly Soripture gives even
tolthe spotless huwan natare of Christ Him.
gelf |

In the work which I oontemp'ated on this
sabjeot, I meant to give an exhanstive examin-
ation of (very passage in the Old and New
Testaments bearing on the spiritual meaning of
the words ‘Rick’ and 'Stone,” and then foliow
it up by ocopious oxtracts from the Fathers,
Bat I must leave this to others. I would only
specify one point, showing the woaderfal miero,
soopic depth of language as used in Holy
Scriptare.

When Joshua ciroumoised all Israsl at Gilgal
befure beginning the conquest of Cznasn, it is
nataral that it should bs regarded as a typs of
Christian baptism, by which we are made
‘partakers of the Divine nature.’ Now, in the
Hebrew, the stone knives with which the cir-
cameision was performed, are oalled fsurim,
Litcrally rocks. This is striking enough, as
expressing the Divine grace given in holy
baplism! Bat in the Beptuaginta peouliar
voreo is retained which seems to have dropped
out of the Hebrew ; and it asserts that these
‘rocks’ with which the children of Israel wore
circumcised at Gilgal were preserved, and when
Joshua diel those krives were buried in his
tomb with him. Now, Joshua being the typo of
Chriat, thie means, ‘Your life is Aid witA Corist,
in God,” We are buried by baptism into His
desth that we may slso have part in His reaur.
reotion from the dead, As the microscops
continuslly reveals freah wonders and beauties
in God's world, so does it aleo in God's Word ;
and he who does not realizs this, does not
thoroughly accept the Bible as Divine — Rev
H. Hopkins, D.D ., in The Caurck Review.

OUR CUNFIRMATION CLAS3ES.—THE
MEMORIALOF THE SACRIFICE OF
THE DEATH OF CHRIST.,

There oan be no adequate interpretation of
the Sacrament of the Lord's Sapper apart from
a oonsideration of that feast upon s saocrifice
which preceded it, and on which it was founded,
namely, the Paschal Sappoer, 1% will ba desir.
able for the pastor to draw the attention of his
Confirmation class to the oircamstances ander
which oar Lord instituted this memorial of His
death, bzoanse it is only in this way that they
will gain a prepar conception of the mystery.
It was in the upper room in Jerusalem that
the Sacrament was instituted im mediately after
cuc Lord and His disciples had partaken of the
Passover Lamb—that is to say, fed on the
sacrifice. * With desire (said our Lord) have I
desired to eat this pasgover with you before I
suffer,” The desire arose from an intense long-
ing to consummate His own saorifice on the
oross, of which this was an appoiated type, It
was then at the close of & suorifioial meal, after
blood had beeu shed and the victim had been
eaten, that our Lord {rom those elements of the
feast, the unleuvened bread and the wine-oup
before Him on the table, fashioned the outward
materisls to set forth the mystery of His own
passion—the Broad which He blesed and gave
to them, saying it was His Body broken for
them, and the oup vhioh He blessed and gave
to them, saying it was His Blood of the new
covenant shed for them and for many for the
remission of sins, Thus it was that as the
Paschal Supper wss a divinely appointed feast
upon the Sacrifice yot to be, the Lord’s Sapper
waa iostituted to be a fesst upon the same
Sacrifice now about to be immediately consums
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mated, and of which all previous sacrifices were
put faint types and shadows. The confirmees
may have their attention directed to & striking

peessge in the First Epistle of St. Paul to the
Corinthians, iz whioch he plainly asecciates the
two fesste—the Jewish and the Christian—
¢ Christ our passover is saorificed for us, there-
fore let us keep the feast (or festival), not with
the old leaven, nor with the leaven of msl'ce
and wiokedness, but with the unleavened bread
of sincerity and {ruth” (1 Cor, v. 7,8.) When
we rcmember that ihe Lio1d’s Supper was the
only feast of the firat Christians, and that when-
ever they met it was to "' bresk bread,” we can
understard the application of the Apostle's
words—words which sre wrought into our own
Commurion Office in the Proper Preface for
Baster Day—*He is the very Paechal Lamb
which was cffered for us, and bath taken awsy
the sin of the world.” The peouliar language
ueed by our Lord in institutirg the Sacrament
of His Body and Blood in the Holy Commanicn,
geems to have bheen borrowed from Jewish
phraseclogy. The lamb when set on the table
to be eaten was commonly called the body of
the peschal Lamb. The Jews spoke of eating
the body of the Lamb; and when Chriat blessed
the bread. He sald of it, * This is my Body,” as
thovgh He wonld tay, ** Herstofore you ate the
bady of the Lamb, a type of Me, to be delivered
to death for you. Now I abrogate this for ever,
and ivstead I give you my ! ody to be crucified
and broken for you; and so hereafter, when
you eat this bread, think nct of the paschal
Lamb, which, like all types, is now done a~ay
in Me, but believe that you feed on my Bedy
broken, to deliver youw, not from Egyptian
bondsge, but from the far worse bondage of
death and hell.”

It may be cbserved that the above words are
quoted from Biskop Harold Browne's Exposition
of the Thirty nine Articles, 8 work that sdmir
sbly riflects the true position of the Cathnlic
Reformed Chuiches of these islands, 4s sgainst
Rome on ¢ne side :nd Geneva cn the other,
The Bishop goes on 10 say—'‘In almost all
respects the institution of tbe Etcharist was
likered to the eacrifioia] fessts ot the Jews,
most erpecially to the fesst of the Paseover, It
hed only this point of difference, that whereas
in all the spcient feasts the vistim was actuslly
killed and then its natural body was eaten, bere
the feast was instituted (though on the day of
His death) yet before our blessed Lord was
crucified, and breed and wine were substituled
in tke rcom of His natural Fiesh and Biocd.
Yet the bread ard wine He called His Body
erd Blocd, ¢ven as the fiesh of the Jamb was
called the kedy of the Paschal Lamb. Axd wo
cap scarcely {sil to infer that ss the flesh of t' @
old eacrifice was never called tbo Body of
Cbrist but (what it really was) the body of the
lemb; srd as, on the contrary, tho elements in
the rewly-fourded feast were called the Bedy
a1d Blood of Christ, so the new festival must
huve had a clceer connection with the great
and true eacrifice than had the slaughtered vie-
tim which represented Him in the old Festival,
The bre:d ard wine were His Body and Blood
in & eence beyond tbat in which the Paschal
Lemb wes Christ—that is to say, not merely in
& figure, bat in more than a figure, . . . .
Just 88 when the first Passover w28 instituted
the Israelites were commanded ‘to keep this
feast by an ordinsnce for ever' (Ex. xii 14;
xiii, 10)—to sacrifice the Lamb and eat it 88
they had heen instincted by Moses; so the
dicoiples sre commandeu to obeerve this new
feast even a8 they were instiucted by their
Master ard Lord. ‘Do this,’ ie, ‘Do what
you now see Me do,’ Break the bread, bless it,
and comsecrate it; them distribute it among
yourselves, snd eat it; and likewise with the
wine. And this all is to be done ‘in remem-
brance ot Me, The Passover wasin remem-~
brance of the deliverance from Egypt and from
the destruction of the first-borr; and when it
was kept the Israelites were to tell their ohild-

ren what the ordinance mesnt (Ex. xiii. 8.

But this sacrament is s remembrance of greater
deliverance and of that gracions Master who
wrooght the deliverance ; and ay often * as we
eat this bread and drink this cup we do show
the Lord's death till He come' (1 Cor xi. 26).
in all ways, therefore, it may be a remembrance
of Chrisy, but specially it is a remembrance of
His death, It is & memorisal, a showing forth
of that sacrifice which He offared on the Cross,
and whioh we feed upon in ozr souls.  As it is
& commemoration of the sacrifice” (Exposition
pp. 111717,y The sbove extract will mssist 1n
msking olear to the minda of the cunfirmecs
the nstare of the Saorament of the Liard's Sup
per, to which they are about to be admitted for
the first time, &8 *‘a continusl remembrance of
the saorifice of the death of Carist,” the fiist
objuet, be it observed, for which it was ordained,

according to the teaohing of our Churoh.—]

‘The first day of lhe_week oometh Mary
Mugdalene early when it was yet durk unto the
Sepulchre.’—8t, John xx, I,

The opening words of tais chapter scem to
throw us, assembled togelher us we are mpon
‘the first day of the week,' into relationship
with the events the chapter has to reoord,

The assembling together of Charistians upon
the first day of the woek is the imprint of
Hasterdsy apon the Christian era. The firat
Kastor uttered a voice whioch evory ficst day of
the week has since reverberated; and as the
echo tells of the voice which awoks it, so the

first day of the week bears testimony {o an
event which was to giveit s distinotion, and a
saxclion higher than thut which bad formerly
atiached to tho seventh day. And if tho
asscmblage togetber of Christians upon the
first day, is & monument of the Resurreotion,
tbe werebip of Christiaps is that monument's
ipseription, for, in worehipping ‘Him who was
dead' do they not stlest their t1&ith in His
Resurrection ?

By this point of contact betwoeen ourselves
and the first Easter day, the mind is prepared
and faith emholdened 10 understand and believe
the Scriptures thut Jesus kas ricen sgain from
the dead.

Faith cap turn to good account the smallest
foothold, and it finds oxe bere, Atthis moment
we aro in the preserce of & reality, our useem-
blage on 1he first day ; and tbe weekly reour-
rirg Lord's Day may be traced like & woven
chain right back to Apostolic times. At the
other erd of the chain is & reality a8 reul as
tbat which now appesals to our oyes and sars—
the reviving of Jewus Christ from His deep but
brief sleep, and H.s resappearence from
death snd the sepujobre, ‘Cometh Mary Mag-
dslene,’

Mary Magdalen had no peculiarrights in the
resurrection beyond the other pious women, the
disciples, the believers, or beyond ourselves.
If Christ had been Jesus slone this could not
be said, but God in one person with Jesus mul-
iiplics Jesus infinitely, and His death and His
resurrection. This iufinite multiplication of
the Croes and Resurrection gives the whole
Croes and the whole Rising again to everyone
who shares humanity in common with Christ.
“All things are yours,” There may be but one
gun in the heavens; but there is a sun there
for every land, and a sun for every inhabitant
of every land, Nonecan olaim peculiar rights
in the sun, The sun is practicslly maltipled
by the number of observers.

And the Cross and Resurreotion are maltiplied
by the number of the human race.

It Mary Magdalene seemed to have peonliar
rights in tho Resurreotion, those peculiar rights
lay in her adoring devotion, and in her deliver.

ance from zeverfold ibraldcmof Balan which

Christ had wrought in her, It would be more
trae to say that the resarreotion sho had ex
perienced in her own life and character fitted
her to receive the revelation of the Resarrection
of her Lord. It was only to those who had
passed through such & resurrection as she had
that Jesus Christ sppeared after His Resarrec-
tion. To those who were ‘dead in trespasses
and sins’ and who were olinging to dead hopes,
Hoe did not show Himself,

And to zs His resurrection can nevar ba the

-substantial faot it is, only so far as wo reckon

oursolves to be dead indeed untn sin and alive
unto God, ‘If any msn will do His Wull, hoe
shall know of the dootrine' (John vii. 17). If
wo havo the real impression in wax, wa oan
have no diffioulty in bolieving that the real
exists, or in learning its besaty. And if tho
resurreotion of Jesus Christ is impressed in the
wax of our own oharacter, as it was in Mary
Magdalenc's, weo shall have no question of it, or
of its power and glory,

Tho man of soience wiltl tell us that we do
not reslly see those objeots which appoar to the
oye—that when we say wo seo a houseor s
town, it is really tho imnge of that objeot, as it
isreflactod in the mirror of the oye, which we
perceive,

Then we may seothe Rasurrcotion of Josus
our Saviour as really and as oclesrly as wo sce
anything—riflacted not in the tiny mirror of
tho oye, but in the mirror of our charaeter,

Our charaotors, which may have entombed
or may &till entomb dead hopes, despair of
living the noble lives we could wish, and sub-
jection 1o the corruption of evil, but which may
bo revived to day, in the puwer and glory of
Ilsurroction, to a lively hopo and to dominion
over the sin which had besot and enslaved
s,
Mary Magdalons, hastering to the sopulchro
‘when it was yot dark,’ ia a pioture of humanity
—huomanity which was awaiting upon the events
of that day to learn its destiny. Tho whole
race—'for to this end Christ both died and rose
again and rovived, that he might be the Lrd
both of the dead and the living.'

Itis yet dark apd she gropes hor waytioa
tomb, her soul distraught by yearnings unuttor-
sble, and the only reliof she can promise horgelf
is in the melancholy duly of doing tho last
¢fives for the dead.

This is humanity without the rosurrestion—
going swiftly to a tomb, ‘while it is yet dark,’
worn by longings which oan find no satioty.

Bat Msry Magdalene returning finslly from
the sepulchre ie & picture of thv Church : sbe
has seen her Lord and goes to preach His res-
urreciion ; every longing, every passion finds &
homo and is at rest in Christ ar:sen.,

And if Mury Mapdaleue, oarrying a word
spoken by the lips of Josus Himself, stands for
the Church which carries His message to the
peop.e, Goud grant yot another parallel to com-
plote the picture, in the rising up of many
amongst us a3 Peter and John to go to th
sepuichre and see and beliove, —Family Church
man,

& diseased and dying world, for it has done it,

Enagsron.—Considerable improvements are
being made in the old St. George's Cathedral

here, 2nd in connection therewith an historical
sketoh of the parish and Char+h was given in &
late number of the Daily Whig. From this it
appesrs that the first English Church in King-
ston waa built in 1743, on the square immedi~
ately in front of 1he market, It was a frame
buiiding and stood nearly in rear of the present
Masonic Hall., It was sabsequently used as
the Lancustrian rchool honse and standa to day
on the corner of Unioca and Wellington streets.
This old edifice was a great rendezvous of tha
uld military residents and ia it were celebrated
many notable marriages, The first Reotor of
the parish was the Rev. John Stuart, D.D,,
who wae born in Penusylvania in 1730, hig
parents (Irish) having emigrated to the colony,
About 1766 he gradoated from a Philadelphia
college, and though his parents were Presby-
teriaus, joined tho Charch of Eagland and was
subsequently ordained in Bogland in 1770, and
appointed missionary to the Mohawks at Fort
Huonter, Daring the revolutionary war he
remuined true to British interests and had to
flee from his miseion field to Albuny and alti-
mately emigrated toCanada and was exchanged
on forfeiting property and £100, for American
prisoners heid in Canada. He settled definitely
in Kingston iv 1789 and died there in 1811 at
the sgo of 71, and was baried ia 8t. George's
burying ground, Ho wassaid to have been the
firat school teacher in Uppor Canada, having
opened an acsdemy for pboys ia 1786, which
school was subsequently continued by Dr,
Siracken. He was succeeded in the rectory by
his son, Rev. George O Kill Stuart, who sub-
sequently was appointed Archdeacon of the
diguese of Toronlo and first Dean of the new
diccese of Qntario, aud died in 1362, aged 86
years, idis was tho last body baried in tie
cemetery surrounding St, George’s Charch,
Uspder his superintendency St. Guorge's
was begun in 1325 and completed in 1826, &
good pait of the money required in its ereotion
being provided by the Imperial Government,
the Cathedral being used by the troops who are
stationed in Kingsion. The Ghurch had been
greatly improvea since its erection, thongh the
improvements have taken place principally
during the past twelve yeara. The hall adjicernt
to it was built aboat fitteen years ago, Vener-
able Archdeacon Siuart was sucoeeded by Rev.
J. B. Liauder, who exohanged positions with
Very Rev. Dean Lyster, the rector until 1834,
when he was superanuated, butis nominally
the reotor still, Rev. B. B. Smith, B, A,
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gucceeded Lim and holds the position of Assis
tant Reotor. The Reva, Thomas Handcock, R
D. Cartwright, Richard H. D'Olier, W. M.
Herchmer, W. Duvid, A, Stoart, W F. 8,
Harper (travelling missionary), Phillip Wood
Loosemore, H- C. &. Costello, Henry Wileon,
A. W. Cooke and M. M, Harding have severally
been conneoted with the Parish: the Revds,
Cartwright, Herchmer and Wilson having been
assooiated with it from eighteen to twenty five
yesrs.

Thep the Rev. Caunon
Greene, of Orillia, spoke of the privilegoe of
addressing children, in the bope of moulding
the fature publio opinion of the oountry. He
roferrod to the fact that they were assembled
on St. George's day, and told the legend of
England’s Patron S.int overcoming the dragon,
The object of Bands of Hope was to place a
barrier against the ravages of & greater dragon,
whose conree was marked by a destrustion so
terrible that ihe Right Hon, W, E. Gladstone
had declared it to be worse than the combined
evils of famine, pestilents and war. II the
Bands of Hope were true to their principles,
the drsgon could be destroyed in 25 years, by
the growth of a generation of total abstsiners,
He showed how true mothers and fathers would
regard that terrible evil, and desoribed the two
roads—sabstinence and drunkenness, under the
simile of two railways. The benefits of temper-
ance were happier homes and money saved.
That total abstinenco was soriptural was shown
by the examples of the Recbabites, the Nazir-
ites, and of Daniel, Canon Greene olosed with

& dosoription of a statute erected in the States
0 the memory of Abe Lincoln, and expressed
the hope that an abolitionist leader might soon
arige in Canada to proclaim freedom for the
slaves of the drink tyrant, The presentation
of prizes and reading of prizs ossays were intor-
esting features of the featival, Several other
clergymen guve appropriste addresses, The
fife and drum band of the Boy's Home played
very nigely. Of course, the singing of hymns
was conoleded with the National anthem, snd
the doxology, when the Bishop prorounced the

those who remain to celebrato the memory of
their Lord's Passion. The papers of the woek
inform us that in a leading Evapgelioal Churches
in London the * Three Hours' " service will also
be obeerved for the firat time this year; and it
i8 quite possible that before long many of the
Evungelical clergy in Ireland will see their way
to this mest rolcmn commemoration of the
events of Good Friday.

from The Independent, is doubtless true of many
other leadere o! thought among the Protertant

" Protestant, with astrong oarly prejudice against
all non-seriptural observauce in church, the
writer bas grown in spite of bimself to think
very favorobly of following the eoclesiastioal
year. The bubit ia 2 prime aid tothe preacher,
grontly incressing, in the course of time, his
knowledgo of Scriptare, and imparting to his
sermons much vuriety and freshness which
otherwise they wonld fail to exhibit. It is
equaliy helplul to Christian devotion, subject
ovly w0 the proviee needed touching all the
externals of religion, that the spiritasl end be
constantly kept in view, Any exercise what.
over that is performed in the name of religion,
may douktiess sirk to the level of a baneful
formality, irjuring rather than fortifying the
epiritusl life, It is part of our probation to use
such udjunots of religin instead of abusing
them,

‘I for ono, love to witness the incressing re-
gard whioh peoplo have for Easter. It caunot
bnt do good. Christians thomselves are in no
cangor of r(fleoting Loo much upon the resar-
reotion of Christ, and it seems to mo that this
momentous fact is brought home to us by the
formal heeding of Baster more solemnly than
in sny other way. Boyond the good thoughts
which the dsy intrinsically suggosts, the cele-
bration of it aids faith by conncoting the reli-
gious lifo of 1o day buaok to tbat of the earlier
Christian ages. Obe of the worst mistakes of
Puritanic Protestantism was the noedless
sundering of connvotions like this. It is worth
our notioo along with the above that  hristmas
and Euster are to multitudes of onr fellow-men
all about us, nesrly the sole reminders of
Christian truth. Thousands who never suy or
hear s prayer have at last & puassing thought of
Chrigt at theso times.’

DIOCESE OF MONTREAL.

Boecornr AND Noarh ELy.—The Lord Bishop
of the Dioceee on the 3rd instant gave his ever
weloome visit Lo the Mission of Boscobel and
North Bly, preaching in the morning and ad-
ministering the Holy Communion at the Istter
piace, His Lordship gave u few words of warm
commendation to the North Ely congregation
for the eacrifices thoy have made and will have
to make for the thorough repairs whioh have
just beon completed in tho interior of thoir
Churck, and considered that they had mani-
fosted sdmirable taste in the ohurchly changes
effeoted. The congregutions notwithst nding
the incessant rain more than filled the pews,
and benches from the achoolhouse opposite were

placed in the aisle. To the regret of all present
his Lordship waa labouring under s severe cold
which greatly detracted from the volums of his
powerlul voice. The attendauce at Boscobel
Church was good, considering the disagreable
wesather, Hach of the Bishop's sermons aus-
tained the close attention of all present, and all
must have been improssed with the earnost and
feeling manner wherewith his practical ad-
dresses were delivered.

BISHOP OF LICHAFLELD ON THE ARCH-
BISHOP'S JUDGMENT ON THE
LINCOLN CASE.

“You will no doubt expsct from me some
reference to the weighty judgment which has
beer delivered by the Archbishop of the pro-
vince since the time of ouriast Synod. Itis
important for us to remember nut only what if
is, but what it is not, It isnot an injunotion,
nor even a direction, as to the kind or am :unt
of ritual obiservance with whick the Holy
Sucramert may most fitly be celebrated. It
simply roles that certain ritusl acts. with refer-
enoe to whioh obarge. had been mada against
one of the BEoglish Bishops, are not forbiddeo
by the written law of the Chureh, nor contrary
to the customs of the Church in earlier genera
tions; and that, as regards others of thess aots,
there is no sach sanouion. Nothing whatever
is said or implied a8 to the propristy of adopt-
ing universally the ritusl which is thus per-
mitted, bat it i3 of courge intended that those
which are not permitted should everywhere be
abandoned. It is quite possiblo that mpon
oertain of there points & different opinion may
be entertained by iodividuals among the clergy,
and the Archbishop does not olsim to boin
fallible, even when speaking ex cathedra ; but
to an ordinary mind the presumption is strongly
in favour of the acouraoy of a judgment arrived
at atter the most careful inquiry by the Aroch.
bishop and his Assessors, aided by the counsel
of experts both in eoclesiastioal Iaw and in
Churoh history, rather than of contrary opinions
pronounced for the most part anonymously or
by persons with no special claim to authority
in the columns of the newspaper press. The
confidence, and in some cases the arrogance,
with which such opinions are expressed, does
not tend to & favourable estimate either of the
learning or the humility of the writers. I
have, therefure, no hesitativa in expressing my
earnest desire thutthe ralings of the jadgment
may be loyally and oheerfully obeyed by us all.
But eoven supposing for 8 moment that the
Arcbbishop and his Asseesors, with all the
resouroces 4t his command, had been mistak n
in some of their conclusions, is there one of
thom that can, in tho elightest degree, affect
copeoience of any individual olergymsn? It
might fail to commend itself to hix judgment,
it might seem to him to impair the dignity or
the symbolism of his ritzal, it might wound his
m,thetio sonsibilities, but could any reasonable
man believo for & moment that it could affect
the validity of the Holy Siorament, or thatit
could be displeasing to Almighty Gud or in-
jarious to the epiritual welfure of His people?
And, if not, how infinitely small would be the
loss, compared xith tne «:nger of imperillieg
the peace of the Church by dissension and divi-
sion about things not essentinl, Throuvgh long
years of diequietude aud contention the Church
has beon hungering and thirsting for peace;
peace, not for our own comfort, but peace that
we may more clearly hear the Mastler’s voice
and more freely do His holy will; and now
that in the great meroy of God a judgment has
been dolivered which seemed likely to seoure
for us 8 prolonged ce-salion from satrife and
debate in the matiers of ritnal, it is difficult to
over eatimate the tremenduous responsibility
of those who, on oue side or the other, for
ocaunses wWhich to say the least are comparatively
unimportant, are fanning the flames of discord,

80 as not only to hinder greviously the work of
the Churoh, but to give occasion to her adver.

THE WIFE'S SISTERS MARRIAGE
BILL,

—

A short summary of the history of this un.
worthy sattempt to tsmper with the Marrisge
Lawe of England, a Law received as part ofthe
Christian Tradition from the Chnreh of God,
may be of use to our members at the present
time, We take the facts mainly from a sche.
dule prepared by the Marriage Law Defence
Union.

In 1849 a Bill was introduced in the Com.

mona by Messra, Wortley, Donison, and Maater-
man, to Jegalise ‘ marriage between 8 Man and
the Sister of his Daceased Wife, or between a
Man snd the Davghter of the Brother or Sister of
his Dzoeased Wife.

In 1850 a Bill was introduced by the same
worthy trio to legalise such unholy Marriagas
ouly in the case of a Wife's Sister, and not, as
in 1819, with a Wife's Niece,

Tn 1856 Mesars. Heywood and Headlam took
the cause in hand, and introduced a Bill legal-
ining Marriage both with the Wife's Sister and
with the Wife's Niece.

In 1857 and 1858 Viscount Bary, Mr,
Sohneider, and Mr. Monckton Milnes intro-
duced this Bill, omitting the Wife's Niece.

In 1859 thev re-introduced their Bill, still
omitting the Nieoe, who nover again appears
upon the scene, .

All these five Bills passed the Second Raad-
ing in the House of Commons, and the three
which ‘nconsistently excluded the Niece, and
confined themselves to the Biater, passed all
stages in the Commons, and went up to the
Lords and were rejected there.

In 1881 Messrs. Monoton, Milnes and Baxter,
re introduoed the Bill of 1859, and for the first
time the House of Commons rejected the Mess-
ore on its Second Reading by 177 to 172, Itis
noteworthy that this vietory in the Commons
was on the first ocoasion on which the question
was fought after the formation of B, C. U, in
1859.

In 1866 Messrs. Chambers, Thomson, Han-
key, and Morley re-introduced the Bill, and
again the Bill was thrown out on the Second
Reading by 174 to 154, a majority of 20.

In 1869 Mr, Thomas Chambersa and Mr, Mor-
ley brought in the Bill again, andJcarried it on
the Second Reading hy 243 to 154,

In 1870, 1871, and 1873, the Bill passed
through the House of Commons ; in 1875 it was
thrown out on the Second Reading by 171 to
142,

In 1883 Lord Dalhousie introdnced a similar
Bill in the House of Lords, and carried it
through its second Reading ; but owing to the
splendid opposition organised by Churchmen,
it was thrown out on the Third Reading by 145
0 140,

A Resolntion in favour of the messure was
carried this year by 280 to 111.

In 1888 the Bill wasreintroduced, and passed
its Becond Reading by 262 to 205,

Io 1890 Mr. Herbert Gardner, Mr, Broad-
hutst, Mr. Sart, Mr, Jesse Collings, Mr. Kelly,
brovght in a Bill, which passed its Second
Reading by 249 to 184.

And now, in 1391, Mr. J. Kolly, Mr. 0. V.
Morgan have fathered the Bill, and carried it
through is second reading by 216 to 169 —a
cousiderably rednced majority.

The moral of the whole story would geem to
be that Churchmen must determine to perse-
vere in their opposition to this miserable piece
ol one-sided, unprincipled, olass legislation, as
long as ite supporters continne to bring it for-
ward, If they do this there is nothing to fear:
What-the Charoh has resisted for 40 yenrs and
more ghe is strong enough to resiat for another
40 if need be,— Church Union Gazette.
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REVERENCE,

Reverence to all our betters is one of the
cardinal duties Jaid down in the Christian law;
and the capaocity of unselfish admiration is a
quality whoee cultivation every great teacher
bas recommended. Now this reverenco and
this sdmiration are one; and they issue in
obedient imitation.

Reverence involves that honoring of all men
by which the great Apcstle must have mesnt
respect for every man as such ard imitation of
everything good in him. Many men of mere
worldly ambition may often be horored for
good pature and generosity ; men of little
education and narrow horizon, for bonest fidel.
ity to daty; men who fall again ard sgain, for
the moments when they are themselves and in
their right mird ; all men, for tho best that is
in them. To imitate what is best in every man,
snd to seek by a good example to bring his
whole life up to the same standsrd, is the most
sincere way of honoring all men.

Reverence is involved in friendship. Matual
humility and respect are indi penesble in that
true friendship to which Tennyson's ‘ In Memo
riam' bears such glorious witness, The man
brought into that emored bord must be worthy
of high respect aud close imitation, We koow
what it means when we read on the tomb of an
slmcst forgotten man, ‘the friend of Sir Philip
Sidney.’ The iriend whom Sidney chose must
have been & man worth knowing,

Revorence will manifest itself in hero wor-
ship and diecipleship. It will banish synicism,
It will search history for masters aud submit
to them in loyal obedience. Such a feeling is
not dead. Mr, Lowe!l has cited the popular
cstimate of Abraham Lincoln a8 proof that
domocraciss respect emineace, ‘I have seen,’
be says, ‘the wicest statesman and most preg-
nant speaker of cur generation, & man - of
bumble birth and angsinly manuers, of little
oulture beyond what his own genins supplied,
become more absolate in power than any mou-
arch of modern times through the reverence of
his countrymen for his honesty, his wirdom,
his sincerity, his {aith in God and men, apd the
nobly humane simplicity of- his character.’
Men still long for heroes and seek for leaders to
whom they can render the reverent ervice of
discipleship.

Of this discipleship the highest form is the
enthusiastie following of the Master of masters,
the Lord Jesns Christ. His lile is the worthieat
for continual imitation. What His dizc pleship
will do for men who teke it up is shown in the
livesjof famousjthousands and unknown myriads,
1t builds up character, calls out ability, and
develops independence. It gives the ncblest
standard of life and the nltimate solation of
buman netds, It sanoct:fics making a living,
consecrates desire for akill, uplifts common lite,
and makes men.—St. Andrew s Cross.

The cable brings the sad news just as we go
to press that the Most Rev. William Connor
Magee, D.D., lately appointed Archbishop of
York, died in London, Engiand, ou the 56:b

Sie—I read in your contemporary The
Canadian Churchman, of last week, the follow-
ing psragrasph concerning non University
Bishops :— .

“ Non-University Bishops are more plentitul
than one would, at first blush, imagine, Be
gides the new Bishop of North Qieensland,
there sre mentioned Bishop Bransiy Koy, of
St. Jobn's, Kaffraria; Bishop Pinkham (?), of
Saskatchewsn and Calgsry ; Bisbop Bompas, of
Mckerzie River ; Bishop Ridiey, of Caledonis;
Bisbop Branch, ot Antigua ; Bishop Crowther,
of Niger, &s. The list might be considerably
enlarged probubly from the Protestant Epis-
copal Charch in the United Btates.”

Allow me to point out that at least two
important Dames hsve been omitted from this
list T-e first that of Bishop Courtney, of
Nova Scotis, -8 member of the Theological
Departm:ntof King's College, London, honored

with Dootor's degrees by several Amerioan and
Canadian Universities, but who still loves to
wear opon his roshet, as I myself have seon
him do, the old violet and blaock ' iabol” which
tells the ‘school' at which he was educated for
the Holy M nistry, More honor to him say I!

The second omission i the name of Bishop
Strachan, appointed by the Crown in 1882, to
the dicoese of Ringaon, British Bermah, He
is the first of three St. Augustine men who
have suitsined to the lawn, the others being
Bransby, Koy and Pinkham.

Spesking of the growing inflasuce of Theo-
logicsl College men in the Charch, is it not
worth noticing that three Daotors of Divinity
(by examination), ocoupying important posi.
tione upon the staff of our Cavadian Caurch
Universities, are strictly speaking non Univer-
sity men, i e, non graduates in arts. [ roforto
Dr. Alinntt, Professor of Divinity at Bisvop's
College, L npoxvillo, and Archdescon Smith,
D.D., snd Canon Pariridge D D., mombers
of the atsff of Ring's College, Windsor. All
three sre distingunished slumni of St. Augus.
tine's Collego. Canterbury, an institution pos-
sesced of & Royal Cbarter snd a distinotive
hood but having no right of University powers,
these being wisely entruated but to five contres
of learning in the wholo of England, viz,
Oxford, Cambridge, London, Munchester, and
Duorksm. When writing however of Bishops
and Priests trained st Divinity Sobools like
King's, London, Qieen's, Birmingham, B8t
Augnstine’s sand St. Boes as being non-Univer.
sity mon, it should. I think, be borne in mind
that students from these Culleges have &
definite status assigned them by the Universily
1o which their colloger are sffiliated.

On pasge 2 of tho Handb)ok to the Univer.
sity of Darham it is stated that stadenis who
hsve comploted their conrse at cortsin affiliated
Theologicsl Colleges will be admitted to the
degree of B.A., upon keoping three terms or
gix hulf terms (pot necessarily in residonce or
conscoutively), and passing the final examina.
tion ; exemption being granted from all previous
tests,

Unfortunately, Universily eduoation in Eog-
land js not the comparstively inexpensive
thiog it is in Cunada, and not a. fow who bave
spent say four yeurs in special preparation for
Holy Orders (as did I aud seversl others in this
Provinoe, at the Divinity Ovileges of St. Boni~
faco and Si, Augustine) feol, when wo have
ohtained our Theological Diploma and in moat
cuses also the oertificate of the Oxlord and
Cambridge Board of Hxuminers for Holy
Orders, that the additional titlo of Uaiversity
Gradusto in Arts, s0 close within our reach, is
gomething wo oa1 forego, aud yet proceced to
the work to which we hope God haa oalled us,

Whether in after years when one has saved
the nocessary funds out of a curste’s or mis.
sionary’s stipend, the title of Universily
Graduate is wurth the resignution of one’s cure,
the journey to England, loss of stipend for
twelvo months, six of which must be spent in -
vacations and only six at Icolures, together
with tho heavy cost of fees and board is &
question which I have been well weighing for
mysolf, and feel requires but ono answer—No.
L do however serionsly consider that courtesy
alone should induce the Canudian Church,
through ber Universities, to (fler some less
exponsive but equally generons terms of grada-
ution (a8 does Durhum), to clergymon in hor
midst, who have loft their own country to do
what they can to build up the old Church in
this new land,

Believing that this explanation of the status
of non Unmiversity Bishops snd Priests trained
at English Divinity Colleges, will remove not a
few false notions in the minds of somo and be of
interest 0 your goneral readers.

the Only Begotton Son, which is in the bosom
of the Father, Ho hath deolared Him."” Christ
was tho “Imsge of the invisible God”; the
Brightness of His glory and express of His
Porson,”

S0 Christ living, working, soffering, telling
tho exsot truth conwerning things in heavon
srd earth, in oternity and in time, showed God's
Jove. Not only in what He did and said and
suffered did Ho show it, but also in His manner
ot doing and speaking and suffering, in His

gentleness, goodness, patience, purity. ** Love
worketh no ill to his neighbour ”; and Christ
* went about doing good.,” And it was in this
way that He challenged the love of man, which
God had lost and, with infinite yearning, was
trying to win back to Himeelf. Hspeocially did
He do this in His suffering for the truth, In
reference to its final culmination He said,
“And I, if T be lifted up from the earth, will
draw all men unto Me,”

The Church is the continued expression and
msnifestation of this love of God, from age to
age. Individuals die, corporations live. As
for man, his days are as grase; as a flower of
the field 80 he flourisheth, For the wind passeth
over it, and it is gone; and the place thereof
ghall know it no more, Bat the meroy of the
Lord is from everlasting to everlasting upon
them that fear Him, snd His righteousness nnto
children’s children. The Charch is the * Meroy
of the Lord,"” and “ His righteousness unto
children’s children.” *I will build my Church;
and the gates of hell (oblivion) shall not pre-
vail agaivst it.” ¢ The Church, which is His
Body, the fulness of Him that filleth all in all,”
—1t e, the falness of God,

Indeed the Church became the eterual con-
tinuanoe of Christ in the world, God did not
give His glory to another. He did not turn
awsy the affeotions of map from Himself to
something else, The Church heing Christ's
Body, is the extension of His Inocarnation. It
is the cxpaneion, so to speak, of the human
nature which He took from the Blessed Virgin.
He miracalously expands and extends that
cleansed bhumanity as He onoe multiphed the
five barley loaves and the two amall fishes.

So the Church is called Christ, * For as the
hody is ono, and hath many members, and all the
members of that one body, being many, areone
bedy ; o also is Chriet,”” *'For we are member:
of His Body, of His Fiesh, and of His Bones.”

And, being thus an expression of the Love of
God and s manifestation of Christ still dwelling
smong men through His descendants, the
Churoh became the ** Family” of God, Tke
terms applied to human redemption are, to a
marvellous and signiflcant extent, family terms
~terms exprersive of household ties and af
fections, The purest and most unseifish of all
uffection i8 the purental, It gives everything
and asks nothing, nothing but love, and that is
& debi; it is owed to God, svd to the brethren,
and God calls himself a ** Father,” The next
purest and most unseifish affsction is the mari-
tal; and God says, ** I am married unto you,”

Theso two supreme affastions are combined
and united in the Church, #8 they are in the
human househ 1d. Note the descriptive torms
ueed, Of course, in making a revelation to us,
God muoet employ terms with wbich we are
familiar, snd must intend they shall convey to
us the meanings and significances they natur-
ally and ususlly do coavey. Toe Church is
oalled the ‘Bride’ of Christ, and tne ' Lamb's
Wife,' and the *Mother of us sll,’{ ¢, of all
Christiaps, Baptinm is the ‘Birth’ of God's
*Child,’ being the sot by which the Holy Spirit
introduces Him into God's family. Confirmation
is the preparsration of the Child for reception
to the tamily table. The Holy Communion is
the family tsble. The Rucharist the child-
ren’s *Bread! The CLuich Building is the
‘ Father's Honte! Death is thoe child’s * sleep.’
God's acre, as the Christian graveyard came
early to be oalled, is the chila’s cradle, The
* Resurreotion st the last day’ is his getting up
in the morping, Eternity is the Christian’s
to-morrow which really comes, And sall the
blessings aud promises to those born of the
‘ New Birth’ are ‘inherited,’ One does not get
them by buying or earning. * And if children,
then heirs; heirs of God and joint heirs with
Christ,’ 8o with all these terms of endearment
and loving rolations and household privileges,
established in the Cnuroh, God coatinues to
challenge the love of man and fasten it apon

Himselt,

And this magnificent exbibition of the love
of God from age, is intemsified to the humap
mind by reflection uporn the consideration

everywhera addressed t0 the reader or hearer
of God's Word, that the Christian fellowship is
s membership in the Royal Family of ‘the
Kingdom of God. [t implies nothing less than
the title to a Heavenly throne. Nowhers is
the child of the New Birth of water and of the
Spirit spoken of 88 & common person, even
when among the principalities and powers of
the eternal kingdom. As the Child of God, he
is the neir of all the worlds, and has his place
prepared for him upon the throne of God, high
abuve all angels. Hven the guardian angel set
to tend upon the little child in the covenant ia
one of the celestial nobility, who goes ia and
out of the Palace above, and ‘ always beholds
the Face of the Father in heaven.” The Chris-
tian is even now & ‘ king,' and shall hereafter
' reign with Chrigt,’ and sit with Him on His
throne, and ‘judge angels,’ and all this forever
and ever, with God's own eternity, insemuch as
he is a ¢ Partuker of the Divine Nature,’ as St.
Peter teaches. And 8o the Cturch is the Royal
Family and the Heavenly Hierarchy, estab-
lished upon earth,

Thus the Church exhib’ts, by God's appoint-
ment, the love of God upon earth, She repre-
senis (he one Christ; exemplifiea His one lifo;
tells the ore Truth as He told it, by its con.
stitution, its acts and its words, anu with
perfect clearness, ‘If the trumpet give an
uncertain sound, who shall prepare bimssif for
the battle ?’ The Apostie describes the situation
in Epheeians, and urges the resulting duties
apon Christians, with inspired earnestness.
‘For this cauee I bow my knees unto the
Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, of whom the
whole family in heaven and earth is named,
that He would grant you, acoording to the
riches of His glory, to be strengthened with
might oy His spirit in the ioner man; that
Christ may dwell in your hearts by faith; that
ye, being rooted and grounded in love, may be
able to comprehend with all saints what is the
breadth, aud length, and depth, and height;
and to know the love of Christ, which passeth
knowledge, that yo might be filled with all the
fulness of God. Now unto Him that is able to
do exceeding abundantly above all that we ask
or think, according to the power that worketh
in us, unto Hia be glory in the Church by
Christ Jesus throughout all ages, world with-
out end. Amen’ And he prooseds: ‘I there-
fore . . . . beseech you that ye walk worthy
of the vocation wherewith ye are called . . , .
Eadeavoring to keep the uuity of the Spirit in
the bond of peace, ‘There is one Body, and one
Spirit, even as ye are called in one hope of
yuur oalling ; one Lord, one {aith, one baptism,
one God apd Father of all, who iz above all,
and throegh all, and in you all.’

This picture, one readily sees, is one of unily
and order, Indeed into this kingdom, Hu
family upon earth (for every family is & king-
dom), God transplanted the order and authority
of His kingdom above, and so its barmony snd
peace. The Apostle continues the desoription:
*And He gave come, apostles; and soms,
prophets; and some, evangelists; and some,
pastora aod teachers ; for the parfesting of the
srints, for the work of the ministry, for the
edifying ot the Body of Christ: till we all
coma in the unity of the faith, and of the know-
ledge of the Son of God unto a perfeot man,
unto the measure of the stature of 1he fallness
of Christ : that we henoeforth be no more child-
ren, tossed to and fro, and carried sbout with
every wind of doctrine, by the sleight of men
acd ounniog oraftiness, whereby they lie in
wait to deceive; but speaking the truth in
love, may grow aup inio Him in all things,
which is the head, even ‘ Christ,’ So there was
one organizalion, covering all lands, with one
suthority, God's own authority, publicly and
specifi ally indicated, with one habit of life,
* with one moath, spesking one thing.’
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This exhibition of peace and order and
uneelfishness, in the midst of a divided and
wrangling humanity, at once attracted the
attention of the nstions, It expressed both the
love of God to man, acd the love of man to God,
and also, reluctantly, the love of man to man,
And the world ssid, ‘ Behold how these Chris-
tisns love oue another.’

And it was this oneness of thought and action
and life among Christians which guave Chris-
tianity its power with the world. Hearing the
one thing declsred by all Christians to be the
revelation of God, people were inclined to
listen and a&ccept; seeing the ore life deolared
to be the life of God incarnate, they were in-
clined to live it; beholding one profesced
apoatolio authority, recognized in all lands and
langusges, and respected everywhere, they
were inolined to regard it as from Him who
really gave it, and to obey.

And more than this oNITY prevented waste,
confusion and misdirectior, and yielded the
force of corporate saction. Iv afforded the
Church ¢flmency to do the work nesigned it.
The Saviour knew this, Indced, for that matter,
a1y one knows that God has so com:tituted
things, that, ss far a8 we are informed, this result
invariably ensues, And so Christ, in the hoar
of His agony, when he was preparing for the
grostest love that man hath; for ‘greater love
huth no man than this, that & man lay down
his life for his friend,"-—when he was prepar-
ing for the love that God hath; for ‘ God ocom.
mendeth His love toward us, in that, while wo
were sinners, Christ died for the ungodly,’ died
for those who were not friends. bat ¢ enomies
.+ « by wicked works,’- in the hour of His agony,
with the Apestles (which he had given) about
Him, He prayed for His Honeehold,  Neither
pray 1 for these slone, but for them also which
shall believe on Me, through their word ; that
they may sll be one; as Thou, Father, art in
Me, and I in Thee; that they also may be one
in us; that the ‘ world may believe that Thon
hast sent me'—(Note, & visible oneness the
world can see in order to believe.)—* And the
glory which Thon gavest Me 1 have given
them, that they may be one, even as We are
ove, I in Thee and Thou in Me, that they may
be mude perfect in one; and that the world
may know that Thou bust sent Me, and hast
Joved them as Thou hast loved Mo.'

And after Him, St, Paul, full of His Spirit,
and with a lively sense of the urgent necessity
of the case, says, ' Now I beseech you, breth~
ren, by the Name of cur Liord Joesns Christ,
that ye all speak the same thing, and that there
be no divisions among you; bui that ye be per-
fectly joined together in the same mind and in
the sawe judgment.’

ASCENSION DAY.

The great forty daye draw to their close, and
the day * which orowned and consammated
the Incarnate Life of our Lord on Earth” is
sgain at hand, Although regarded by The
Church as one of the chief duys set apart in
honor of our blessed Lord,—being preceded by
the three Rogation Days, and having not enly
its special Collect Epistle and Gospel, but also
a proper Proface in the Communion office
prescribed to be eaid, ¢ Upon Ascenslon
Day,’ (olearing indicating a celebration on
that day), and also ‘seven days ufter’—the
experience of the past as to its due observ-
ance would not we fear redound to the oredit
of our clergy gemerslly. It is much to be

feared that in. many parishes the day is as yet
vnobserved by either service or celebration.
Alihough there has been & remarkable advance
smorgst our denominational brethren in the
1ecognition of some of the ohief festivals of the
Chuich, specially Esster and Good Fridsy,

attention to this,—one of the very anoient festi-
vals of the Church Catholic—oan hardly be
expected whilst Churchmen themselves are
indifferent regarding it.

We would express the hope that throughont
this Hoolesiastical Province of Canada there
may be this year & better vecognition of this
festival; and tbat in every parish and mission
8t least one Bervice may be held. The compur-
ative neglect of it says Bishop Barry is *en~
tirely at variance with the intention of the
Prayer Book, In itself it is clear that The
Agcension completing the triumph of the Re-
surrection and being the entrance of onr Lord
in His Mediatorial Kingdom in Glory, occapies
& co ordipate place with the Incarnation, the
Pagsion and tho Resurrection in the manifesta-
tion of Oar Lurd’ Proolus, Archbishop of
Constantinopie speaks of the festival as one
‘of the days whick our Lord has made—aonsid-
ering that the great act of our liord so far
consecrated the day as to need no farther
‘separation’ from common days”; and St
Augustine supposes the observance of the day
to have been of Apostolie origin, 8o thoromgh
and universal was it in his time.

The article of the Creed, He ascended into
Heaven links toguther the dectaration of beliof
in the Resurrection of cur Liord and in His
continuous mediatorial work at the right hand
of the Father, He asconded up on high in His
* vory und true Body and Soul, new immortality
conjuined to His Divinity by which He hath
entered into the Holieat.,” He reoeived *gilts
for men’ and sent in virtne of Hia Ascension
the Holy Ghost to His Apostles to sbido wita
Hig Choroh that the Lord God might dwell
among men. In anticipation ot this glorious #nd
triumphant return of the King of Kings to his
throne the Psalmist sung ' Lutt up your heads
O ye gatos, and be ye lift up yo everlusting
doors and the King of Glory shali come in,’ and
shall we cesse with joyous acolaim to celebrato
the event accomplished ? s

ASCENSION,

The departure of Christ from earth, not
through the gate of the grave, but by & visible
ascension into the heavenly spaos, wss &
reasonable termination to a life which had
bogun, not in the ordinary way, but by
miracle. The Ascension is & sequel to the
birth of Christ and confirms the superpatural
character of Ihe incarnation, It was necesiary
that by this act Christ should show that Ho was

not of the earth, eartby, bat the Lord from
heaven. He stepped of the sarface of this Ler-
restial globs a8 & Being who had come to visit
it from another world and w 8 returning as He
bad come. Heleft no crumbling ashes bohind
Him; He did not vanish as tho soul of man
vanishes in the hour of death. At tho same
time He revealed the destiny of man stter
death. He tanght the world that at the general
resurreciion body and soul, in the case of each
individual, shall be reunited, and shall be
oaught up to meet the Lord in the air.

There is, therefore, something eminently
consoling in the incident of Christ’s Agcension.
It reminds us of our own ascension, Lt suggests
10 us that one day we shall elaim our civzen-
ship in heaven, and leave ‘this dim spot ealled
earth,” as really and completely as Christ luft
it. This is & great thonght and contains a real
truth, The finsl exaltation of the human race,
their reoeption into a lot equsal with the angels,
their association with one uaother in the vieible
presence of God and oircled ronnd by the walls
of Now Jerusalem, these are the transporting
subjects set forth for meditation &t the Ascen-
sion tide, which realizes in tho Person of Christ
tho highest destiny of man., The gates and the
everlasting doors which opened (0_receive Lhe
King of Glory are standing open still to recoive
His followers, for ‘where He is there shall we
be also,'— The Churchman, N. Y.

THE RISEN CHRIST.

“But ohiefly are wo bound to praise Thoe for
the glorious ressurrection of Thy Son, Jesus
Christ, our Lord ; who, by His death has des~
troyed death, and by His rising to life again
hath restored to us ovorlasting life, Therefore,
with angles and archangols, and with all the
company of Heaven, we Iaud and magnity Thy
glorious name!” This is tho languagoe in whioch
the holy Church throughout all the world
renders moat high praise for the glorious resur-
reotion of the Son of Man—the Son of God, It
is tho language of adoration, not of definition,

As the woman in the garden, when she recog-
nised her risen Lord, coald only ory *Rabbonil’
and fall at His feet and worship Him, so the
Churoh of Christ has ever bent the adoring knoe
in contemplation of the resmrreotion, and
soldom have hoer sainte or dootors dared to cast
upon the risen body of their Lord tho eyo of &
to0 soarching ouriosity, To St. Paul himgolf
the timoe csme when he no longer even wished
to know Chrixt ‘after the fiesh,’ and later saints
of the Church have no more dared to tell how
Christ rose from tho embraco of doath into His
glorious siate of rosurrection and asoension
than thoy have dared to tell how ‘the Word
was made flash,’ Thoey have believed the ono
fact as they have believed the other; they
have adored tha mystory of both ; they have
daovoully striven to realise how much the two
fuots mean ; and thoy bave shrunk from guoss-
ing what they do not, or may not, mean, The
oue sure corner-stone of Christian faith is this,
that, in whatover way of God's most secrot
operations, ‘Now is Christ risen from the doad,
and beoome tho firat fruits of thom that slept.”
‘How sre the dead raised ap, and with whas
bedy do they come? is an unansworablo quos-
tion when applied evon to the ordinary bodies
of tho dead ; muok more must it for ever ne
pnanswerable when applied to Christ's body ;
yot tho Saviour's resurrection body is the
pattern of the resurrootion bodiea of His saints,
aud somewhat conoerning it has beon recorded
for our comfort. The schoolmen love to linger
in the recorded evidences of its natare which
ure given in Hely Seriptare. 1t ‘dieth no more,'
thoy said; that is, iu its very nature it is
immorta), I.oan suffor no more; in its very
natare, it ia impassible, It rose like vapours
from the Mount of the Asvension, because of its
agili'y, which no material can control, It
counld pass the Jocked door of the chamber
whero the trembling disoiples were assembled,
because of & gquslity of sabtility whioch no
material obstraciion oan impedo, .It could be
handled for the confirmation of the faith of a
true bat still donbting diseiple, and it ate and
drunk in the presence of the whote elaven,
bscause of its reality, Aud even then it bore
the marks of His ,tremendous passion, besuuse
of its ideatity, in all iis majesty of glory, with
the ormoified and apear-piorced body of Ris
bumiliation. All these faots might be told in
fewor words if one should say that, when the
Conqueror of death retarned from ‘preaching
to the spirits in prieon,” and His resurrection
power rovived the uncorrapled body that lay
slesping in the now-made tomb of Joseph, then,
in ope instant, it became & ‘glorions’ and
spiritusl body, stiil retaining overy power of 4
material body, bat no longer subjeat to material
lirnitations or oonstraint, Taut siatement
summarises faots of whioh there is indisputable
evidence, and represonts the fature of the
Christian’s hope. What shall we say thon?
Why say angthing at sll bat this, ‘Rabbonil’
and, like Mary, fall down at His teet and
worship Him ? 'That i3 tho greatj,y and duty
of the Christian at Baster-tide,

We, then, that are strong ought to bear the
infirmities of the weak, and not to please our-
solves,—St Paul,

Collecting boxes form another
means of obtaining money for the
cause of Missions ; but its produc-
tiveness depends much upon the
way in which boxes are treated. If
they are merely placed on a ehelf,
and there left, with little or mno
thought bestowed on them, they
collect but trifling sums, If, how-
ever, they are entrusted to persens
who religiously intend fo put in
them such savings as they can from
time to time afford by means of any
acte of self-denial, they often pro-
duoce much.

Then, further, we may all bear in
mind that in the course of our lives
there often ocour oocasions of deliv-
erance from injury srising out of
gome accident. Toere are also many
cauees of thankfulness for particular
mercies received, These may well
suggest to us the making of s-me
offering on every such occasion by
means of our Missionary hox as a
token of our gra'itude to the Giver
of all good gifts; and it wemld ke
well for us, whenever we put any-
thing into cur box, at tho rame time
to offer up & silont prayer that the
gift, bowever small, may tond to the
honour and glory of God, and we
should make a thanksgiving for Iis
meroies.

And now we must approach that
poxt of the subject before us which
concerns only a amall portion of the
communily, and which is yet a vastly
important matter for our conaidera-
tion—* Persoral Servico.” Who will
offer himeelf to be n Mitsionary ?
Who is worthy ? Who is fit to go?
There may bo zenl and fervor, thero
may bo a longing to becomo a BMix
pionary* and yet something may be
gbout the man which may render
him unfitted for the work. Still,
there are more men wanted—ah, and
faithful women, too~for the evan-
gelieation of ke world ; and therc
are plenty of young men in every
rank of life—young ladies, too, in
sbundance, wantieg occupation. How
ia it, then, that so fow, comparatively,
will make the eacrifice? So few
ready to reepond, ‘ Heream I ; send
me ' (Isaiah vi, 8), whon the voice
reaches them with the wo:ds, * Who
will go forus?' Is it not so that
the sobject of Fereign Missions bas
been too little trought to the notice

of the young ? Sometbing, no doubt,.

is done in many schools of ail grades
to promote an interest in Missions,
but not nearly so much as might be
dome.

In our Pnblic Schoo’s, and in our
Universitios, much more might be
done (as & part, in fact, of religious
education) to impress upon the rising
generation the imperative import-
anoce of spreading the knowledge of
the truth throughout all rations of
the world, Cure shou'd also be
taken with regard to elementary

Many, alas! are inmates of these
places simply on account of their
intemperate habits, and therefore it
is & matter of paramoant import-
ance that the use cf sloobol should
be rigorously excluded, except in
very exceptional oases, In this
reepect Wrexham Workhouse stands
well, bavirg uvsed ‘no alcoholic
stimulants for a length of time,’ Io
others, such as Chester, the guartity
used 18 very small indeed. It is
therefore difficult for us to under-
aland why such lsrge sums are spent
in otkers. Rutepayers should sora-
tinize with an eagle eye the amonnt
gpent on intoxioants in the work-
houges within the district ir which
they are ratepayers, and eall pubiio
attention to any very large sums
being spent by the Guardians, for
the purpoee which has brought so
much discredit upon the admiri:-
tration of the Birkenhead Work-
houae,— Temperance Chronicle.
