Str,— The unreliability of the average news-
paper report is nothing new to those who have
the opportunity of compeiring the nctual oc-
gurrence with its subsequent record in the press,
No one will, however, dcny that there are
several grades of correctness to which every re.
port deserves more or less to be assigned, and

is reporting and reporting. And certainly the
report ;of Miss Smiley’s Bible-readings as givon
in the Mail of the 9th inst., is gravely open to
criticism. To my mind, a yoport should be a
photograph of the occurrence it professes to
record, Like a photograph the report may be
wanting in somo of the high lights, but certain.
]{' nll the galiont points should appear; and so!
they will if the reporter knows his work,

In tue report to which I have special refer-
once, we are informed that ¢ tho full seating.
cepacity of the room was ealled into requisition
the audience being composed principally of
ladies.” 1If crinoline were in fashion I. could
upderstand the connection between the * audi-
cnce composed principally of ladies” and the
“requisition” of *‘the full seating capacity of a
room,” as, however, Cnnadian ladics are of the,
withetes, sesthetie, I fail to sec the correct-’
ness ¢of the logical deduction to be drawn from
the statement in question.

We are next told that “His Lordship, Bishop
Sweatman, iatroduced Miss Similey,” and I am
thus led to wonder whether the reporter does
not know that “His Lordship' is a style only
applied 1o lords teruporal, and not to the lord
bishop of a diocese.
