the parties involved. The organs of

This accepting of bribes—for it is nothing
less—has become quite the fashion with the present
Government, the bad precedent having been set by Sir
Jobn Macdonald some ycars ago. Other ministers
besides Langevin have followed suit, and there is no
reason to supposc they will not continue to do so in the
future.

THURSDAY of last week will probably be marked
as a blue-letter day in Scott Act annals.

It would be a mistake to suppose that this indicates a
reaction of public opinion in favor of the liquor traffic ;
the Province of Ontario contains more Prohibitionists
to-day than ever before, but they see that an unenforced
Scott Act is simply a misrepresentation of their ideas.
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HAT is wanted now is an amendment to the Consti-
tution giving the Provinces the right to legislate
on the liquor traffic, and then a straight campaign for
Provincial Prohibition, with a Government that believes
in the principle behind the law. Thc amount of energy
which has been put into Scott Act contests would more
than suffice to secure this. And when Ontario had
declared for Prohibition, the other Provinces would
quickly fall into linc.
