" The presidens, in his remarks with reference
tn the repors on the pregress of the society since
their last meeting, said that they had then
eighty-five branches with a membership of
3,120 in_ OCapada, and that ocombined
with the United States they had a mem-
bership of 19,000, but in the last two
years the bhad iocreased the number of
branchbes to one hundred and forty and the
membership to 5,700, snd united with the
Ungited Scates sheir membership numbered
thirty thoussand. The president further atated
that their reserved fund was 811,000, and the
smount of insurance incurred up to July 1,
1890 was $9,896,000. The council, since 1te for-
mation in Fsbruary, 1880, had paid ont $303,000
to heirs of deceased Canadian tamilies, During
the meeting several other gentlemen epoke,
laws were read and amendments discaased, after
which the meeting closed.

Delivery, he pointed
ouv, was unot the only requisite for an orator,
for whilst it might not be s requisite, a reputa-
tion for integrity would be of great service,
An orator should be a mat of itreproachable
honor and he should never prostituse bis
heaven-born gify by uttering a sentence which
did nob come from his heart. The ablest
speeches of orators, he maintained, wers those
which had not been prepared beforeband, and
he countended that a written speech muost always
]ack thay inepiration, which only the presence of
an andience could give. He touched upon the
humorous slde of oratary and g-~ve some amus-
ing exsmplen, and thep wens on %o imiwte the
a.yle of some of Eupgland’zs moss famous
Parliamentary epeakers, Liord Beaconefield
Lurd Derby, Lord Cawrn &o. He considered
vhat tue fiuess field for oratory od She present
day waa the pulpt?, where vveryshiog combined
to aid tho orator t3 wing his gewius for ite
fisrcast fights.

Lou > the grop is very doubtful ; in Wexford,
genc #.ly apeuking, the growth has ceased, snd
must xerult iv a crop of amall and unmetured
tubers. In the west and southwest of Vicklow
the crop will be much below the aversge. On
sll poor and badly farmed Isud the tops are
biack and much spotted and the growth appears
checked. Of Mayo the Commissioners report
very much below the average. Diseass is gen
eral throughont. The distress sppears worse
along the sea conss, where potatoes planted {n
she bog were much damaged by early frosts.
The effecs of the blight has been to almost des-
troy the crop. In some cases the stelks black-
ened and withered up. The tubers are mot s
yes affected except lf rare instances, but are
geuverally very amall and immature, owing to
the blight setting in unususlly early. The tub-
ers in many Instancss will be absolutely unfit
for bumsn fonrd. In the poorer, badly cultivat-
od dictricts the crop will be an entire failure,

Ge and do thou in like manner.—8t. Luke x. 37.

How few of us, brethren, are really naturally
of a self-eacrificing disposition! How few
actually ecjny, for example, the otfices of the
sick room, or o much an a libtle visit of con-
goience to an sill'cved friend ?

That i= why our Bleased Lord, in this day’s
G mpel, has given us the beautitul parable of
vwre Rood Famsritan.  Although s heretic and
schirmatic against the law of Moses, he is
oboseu »3 a model becanse he bad a tender,
compassicnate heart, and was willing to pud
bimself to truuble and expense for his neigh-
bot’s welfare.

T'he corporal works of mercy are the easiest
of the weys t0 the love of God. People sre
fond of adwiring the members of religious
orders, who, for the love o} God, serve the sick
and the uaged, the insane and the orphans ;
ofsen forgettiog that if this is good as a lifework
for them, it is uod bad as an occarjunal practice
cf virvae for us living in the world, All around
ne there are shoulders bendiog under weary
burdena and hearts bresking with insupportable
tarss ; yes, even in one’s own honeehold, How
often du men deny their wives the pleasure of
their cpmpany ; when Sunday comes, going off
with any chaoce companions and leaving thu
poor mother to mind the children, %o miss
Maass, apd sit lonely ab home the liveloog day.
How very ofies do young men thiok nf caking
anybody’s sisters to some place of amusemens
ravher vhau their own sister. I think if a epiri-
tual therinomever were dipped into such men's
hearts they wornld be found pretty pesr the
freezing poino.

Bup, brethreo, the sick-room—ah ! that is the
place of the road between Jerusalem auvd
Jericho whers men and women are oftenest
found lyingin the direst distress, Have you
ever been very sick? If so, you know the
value of a little gocd pursing. A man who
was jusb racoveriug from a very dangerous sick
ness told me once that when his head was
burning with the fever he would willingiy have
given a hundred thousand dollars for the cuol-
108, reatful relief he enjoyed every time tha
purse re-arranged the piliows for him,

And if you cannot be a regular nurse for the
sick, there & bo resson why you should not
pay an occasionsl visit to the sick-room. Yonu
can spend a pleasant quarter of an hour in
cheerful conversation, You can relieve some
poor, weary watcher, so that she or he may get
a little rest.

tion vo the divine will—words cheap to give
bub prectous to receive,

And when at last death is come, your
presence may,be of the deepest comfort. Then
is ohe time to come forward promplly and help
to lay out the Cbristian corpae ; o sit up for a
pight beside that strange, silent guest in the
coffin ; and, when you find two or chres gather-
ing about it, to have the courage to Jead in
reciting the Rosary for the soul’s happy reaposs.

I know, brethren, shab there are many kiad
hearta who zealously prectice these lovely vir-
tusa. But there are others, especially among
the men, who nearly quite torget them, And
others still who do them grudgiogly, aud only
after many entreatics. To obtain a kind act
from an unwilling heart, and after encounteriog
many excuees, {8 like blowing a dying fire;
before you see the bright coals your face is
pretty well covered with ashes aud cinders.

Brethbrea, leb us not be put to shame by the
Samaritan. When confronted with persons
soffering from poverty, sickoess, death, ot any
misfortune, do_like the Samaritsn ; forget all
aboub their nationality, or acquaintancerhip, or
religion. Say something or do something in
charity and for the love of God ; your neigh-
bor's deepest gratitude and God’s aure reward
will amply repsy you,

Galileo Galilel was = pative of Pisa, Italy,
and was born oo the 8th of February, 1564,
¥ew pames have epjoyed such & remarkable
celebrity, and, strange to say, the general ap-
preciation of bis character rest: on s mizcon-
ception of his real claims to distinction. His
true claim o greatness resta not npon his as.
tronomical discoveries, but upon hia ressarches
in natural philosopby and as the founder of the
science of dynamics. The interest attaching to
the name of Galileo is conneoted, in the minds
of many, with the supposed poettion he holds
in respect to the relatron of bhe Church and
science, The tissue of malicious fiotions called
modern history, shrongh the infloence of de-
signing persovs, bas steadily represented
science, in the personm of Galileo, etruggling
againab the perseontion of the Roman Charch.

THREE WAS NO TORIURE.

Galileo’s own biographer denies the atory of
torture. Hallam, in his *‘ History of the
Literature of the Middle Ages,” sets the story
aside ; Dr. Whewell, in his ** History of the
Inductive Sciences,” coneiders the charge an
invention ;: also the disingenous article in
Chambers’ enoyclopeedia implies that the
charge is a fiction. In moat encyclopeiias it 18
displayed as a faot, the cbject beiog to prove
the Papacy cruel and opposed to ecience, o is
alto offered as sn argnment sganst Papal
tafallibility. The general verdiot ia that there
is no proof worthy of credit sustaining the
charge of torture, .As regards infallibilicy, the
opiniwone and decrees of the Oongregation of the
Index, the head of the Church may delegate to
it, but he cannot communicase $o it hie infalli-
Ybility, which in incommunicabls. Ita acta are
nob absolute, So the argument against Papal
infallibility cannot hold.

GALILEQ IMPRUDENT.

Galileo lacked prudence and was condemned,
In the heat of argument he appealed to the
Scriptures to prove that the earth moved round
she sun, The Church then az now knew that
the Scriptures did not prove anything of she
kind, and that the Holy Ghost never intended
the inspired volume to be used as & class book
of astronemy, and did nothing then but what
she wonld do to-day if another Galileo were to
present himeelf. She condemned the foliy of
she fcolish philosopher attempting to draw
conclusions (however true ia themselves they
might be) from false premises.—PHEILIP O’NEIL

A Change Coming over Hoer Literatuve—
Altered Socin! Condition.

The intellect of Treland is not assertiog itmelf
in Englisn literntnre jusv now to anything like
the exvent which it did in the davs of Barks,
aud Sheridsn and Goldsmith. Agsinst theso
three uamea it would ba havrdily possible to geb
the nuwwes of any thres E:glishmen of the
aame time who could b nopsidered the equals
of ib Trishinen  Nor, tu comn vo a Iater day,
ig there avy Irish poet wivh sovihing like the
popularity in Kngland which Thomas Mooras
had, or any Irieh noveliest who ia read in Eng-
lish homes as M:s: Edgeworth was. The Irish
novel, I should say, is almost absolutely un-
kiovn 1o Bagisvd u ov—T1 tieuts ihe [ried sovel
of the presenvy, Indeed, even in Ireland itself,
she distivctively Irish novel wonld seem to
hava ail but dissppeared. I koow that there
ave twa or three writers, and perhaps more,
who still make a good stand-up for the life of
the distinctively Irish novel ; but their stories
ara potread in Groat Britain ar the stories of
Oarlton and Banim once were, Gerald Griffin,
who wrote aceording to my judgment, the beat
Ttish novel ever produced, did not make his
proper mark in this country, but he
wss much more widely read than
any Iriep noveliesst of our time, Paoor
Gerald Grifin! Hia literary fate was
strange. His marvellous romancs, “The Col-
legians,” with its racking pathos, its passion, its
humour, its mieth, its tragedy, ita sbeolutely

If we are $0 regard him as sn Irish-
man, then we must say that Ireland haa given
to liberature one of the completest of Hving hia-
torians, 1 am not quite certain, however, wha-
ther I am entitled to claim Mr, Bryce as a
fellow-countryman, _Mr.

Howsver, a Miniater bag been eent
there, and he has been sent to raise questicns
with reepeet bo the law of Malta, and one of e
most important of these questiona has relation
to marriages in Malta,

Then, bhaving recapltulated the ciroum-
stances and work of t1e embassy, he oon.

tinued :—

8¢ that, gentlemen, if any of yousbould go
to Malta and desire to be married, your title to
be married in Malta—to contract a valid msr-
riage there—wonld depand upon thir declara-
tion of the Pops that you were authorized to do
it. Well, that ia an entire an abaolute noveldy
in the bistory of England. (Cheers.) I say
that it is a povelly ficat of all For the last 330
yeara aince the Reformation; bnb my belief is
that you weuld fipd it an entire novelty for 350
years before the Beformation. I do not believa
that before ths Reformation, when there was
lissle or no outer difference of religious com-
munion ip this country, the people of Eugland
went to the Oourt of Rome 1n order to aek in-
atrnctions from the Pope when they were to be
married and how their marriage waa to be made
valid and lezitimate. For, unless Iam much
mistaken, durlog the whole of thap time, by
the commun law of Cbristendom and of shis
country, a valid marriage was celebrated wish-
out the benediction of the Pops. Now we are
to be told, not merely if wo are Roman
Qatholics, but if involved in 8 mixed marriage
outside the fold of the See of S*. Pater, as it ie

Nirurally
tue spawer would be in the negative, DBut uan
foriunntely the fast- are vhe other way, Per-
hapa the suffaricg *‘need” oo have died, but
the coruner’s iLquests returns in Lendun show
that o an average nearly a hundred penple die
of starvation every yesr in that city, In lesser
civies the proportion doubticsa varies with she
popilation, but the process is the same. In
Paris, Berlin, Vieuna, New York casea of death
fram starvation are unluckily 100 often chrouicl-
ed. In rural iocalivier such deatha must necen-
serily be few and far between, an the condivivna
render them untikaly.

A CUBIOUS FACT.

I find in the Liondon Daily News the follow-
ing curious statement :  ** Infl 1euza, accosdiug
to the Irish Local Governmens Board, is an old
acquaintance in Irelaad. A passage is quoted
from the *Annals of Ulster,’ A.D,, 1326:
¢ Awful thunder snd lightning this year, which
destroyed the corn snd produce of Eriun, so
that 10 was blanched and waste. An epidemial
diseass commoen throughout all Erinn which
waa called  * 3laedan’ (proasratton, inHuenza),
which affected during three or four days every
peraun, o that iv was seoond voly 10 death,’ In
1328 influeaza recorded under the name of
*Slaedan’ in the * Annal of the Four Meaters,’
and in the * Anpals of Coonaugho,” and under
the name of ‘ Murre’ in che * Annala of Clon-
macnoise,’ Several outbreaks of ioflaenzs are
mentioned in vhe fourteensh century in Jreland.
Ia 1580 the same diceaseis described as a strange
kind of sickness called *the gentle correction’
or inflaenza,”

There
are five vessels on Lloyds register built in the
early part of the last ceatury. Nelson'’s
“Vigtory" waa builb in 1756. The Ann, s brig,
wag one of the vessels with Wolfe's fieet before
Quebeo. It was atated 1o the papers five or
s1x years ago that the same brig paid a visit to
the same port, boing atill braving tbe weas in
srade, and that she 18 owned somewhere in the

jzed the importsnce and responsibility of the
office he held, He hoped that dr, Beland would
iong occupy the prominent sod honeroua posi-
tion he now filled so well, plontreal had been
emngularly fortunate for acme time past ; the
greatest harmony existed Botween capital and
labor and there was every proapect that this
would continue with honest and cobscientiouns
men leading the Iabor movement, They had
paraded bhe streeta in a magniticent and impoa-

on the ground must be highly grasifyiog to the
managemene. Providence was evidently with
them, for the sun shune on their proceedings.

clagses in that port of the world, But other
states and Bovereigos have made arrapngements
for obtaining full reports of the debates
in the Britishk Workman's anoual Far-
liament.

Yen, there are tnree waye—frylog in
fat, baklog In an even and brolling over
cesla.

FRYING FAT

Weo will examine the ficet. 1f we plunge
a thin plece of meat, as a catlet costed with
egg and breadcrambs iate boiling fat, the
albumen en the surface, or rather that in
the sgg surrennding it, Ia cosgulated asin
beiling, but this time the outer rind pre-
servea tha julcee still better because the fat
will net mix with them as will watzr. Every
one knows how an oyster cocked in this way
rotaina fte julces.

BAKIYG MEAT,

When ws bake a piece of meat lo the even
we start the same way; we sear the outside
In fat, tarning the roast abeut in a small
gaantity of fat made hct in a kettle, we then
transfer it, still in a kettie er pan, to a het
oven where the process of ceoking is com-
pleted, but at short lntervals we molsten the
earface with the fat in the pan. If wedid
net batta the roet we weuld find a layer cf

thick gray, tastelezs mest, inslde the onter

brown crost, and Indeed, the whcls plece
would dry long before the center of eur reast
resched the cosgulating point; we baste In
order to keep the juices, which we know will
pot mix with the fat, and alaa that enlya
mild degree of heat, not exceedlng the coagu-
Iating point of proteids, may be transmitted
to the interlor. In the Intervals of our bast-
ing some watar Ie driven ont of the meat and
and evaporated into ateam, and the high beat
of theo ven expands [tac1{in evaporating this,
in heating the basting fat, and perbapa (lf it
resches ¢o high a temperature (in decompos-
Ing part of It, and in changlog the chemical
character of small guantities of extractives,
thoe making the meat tasty, and se it hap-
pona that only a mild degrev of neat is passed
into the cert-e of the plece, Weo wounld hard-
ly believe that tne lnside of a reast with ite
light pink oolor registers only 1G0 by the
thermometer, yet this can be proved by any
one with a léng chemlist’s thermometer. Al
though some ol the water of gur meat has
evaporated, ths exiractives and rmalts are
retalned to a larger extent than in bolling.

BROILING,

In broiling the principle Is exactly the same
ag In baklng, the cocking belng dene by the
medium of heated air, The dry heat of tae
coals affeste the outer layer of the: ieat az
does the het alr In the oves, Io both theae
methode, jast a3z {o bolling, we try to hold
the temperatare ol our cocking medinm jurt
high enough to keep the heas travel:ny to-
ward the Inscrior of the meat.

We have now learned to cook the albumen
enongb, but nrt teo ma:h, and to keep the
favors of our meat ; what nbdout the csnneo-
tive tisaua, and hox hae that fared with our
diffarert modes-cf cooking ?

Tnerefore whnt method of ococking we
shnll use depands on the quality of the meatl
wa have, Trimmiogs soi tough portions
make ipty scup, exoecting to chep the taste.
lase moeat next day and add other flavers to
make {t palstabls, Srmewbat bettir pieves,
but atlll requlring long cooking to eoften the
connoactiva tissne, may be made into n etew
or ragent; or, {f the plece Ia latge and com-
pact, bollad in water; but mea: thas fu ten-
der and jaicy mbould boa oolled, baked or
broiled, choeélng oftenest tone Isst two
methods, because of tho more porfect reten-
tlon ef the jaices and tho fine flavor given to
the ounter layer.

We ars told that baking or brollingls a
vary waasteful way of cooking meat; that if
we would be troly ecsunmical we must a'-
waya boil or etuw, unaing ocuor meat or lis
juices to fiaver vegetables. From thly we
mast disgent, fHr it weuld coudemn us to
snch a mouetony sz would ba uncodurable,
avon o the psor. DBstter vometimes a smaller
plecs of brefled or baked ment with its dell-
olous and et'‘mulating flavor, nad make eur
anup of vegetables and msason it with herbs.
Baaldes, according to tie acientiate, baking
and brelllng are pet wastefol metheds —

A LITTLE ENOWX LAND,

Sir William Moacgregor, Governor of Beit-
ieh Neic Guinea, recently went on an explor-
Ing expeditiou up the Fiy Rliver, He speaks
favorably of the natives of the larga lsland of
Kiwai, in the delta of the Fly, nowithatand.
ing thelr {llreputa as cannibaly, Tne island
is about thirtv six miles long, and two and a
half broad. Sir Willlam went round it twica
and walked across it once, vieltiog all the
villages, and was everywhere treated with
greay friendliness, The total population he
puts at five theusand, As sgricultarists, ba
cenalders they deserved great credlt; they
produce large quantities of vegetable feod.
The cultivation of the banapa receives from
them much attentlon. In a vocabulary of
thelr language which he compiled, there 1s a
st of not fewer tban thirty.six different var-
{etlvs of banana ; and from personal exper-
lencs, he could testify that the distinotiona
were not fancifal, but Indloate real, substan-
tial differonces, Seme of the varieties, he
saye, are very goed. Tney alse plant and
cuitivate sago-trees, of which they distin-
guleh twenty-five varietles ; of yams they
grew twenty kinds, three ef which are re-
markably good ; and of sweet potatees ten,
two of which ara sulted for exportation. It
{s rtrange that a people eo far advanced in
thls respect should be very deficient in other
Industries commen in races at a similar stage
of culture. They posses, for example, no
koowladge of pottery. The sole uvensil, used
as bockes, baain, bowl and plate, iz a large
slipper-shell. Its name la wedere and the
consequance is that the Kiwal native has no
other name than wed:re for all our pets and
pana and diffsrent kinds of dishes,
