. ALARM3I IN Doxpaic.—We obgerve from corres-
pondence in some of the Dublin newspapers, that
Dundalk has been in & *state of alarm’ on Zeveral
occasions during the past ten days. We confess we
could not discover anything of the kind. On Suan

day lagt some men were arrested as they came ashore
from a eteamer which arrived from Liverpool, and a
few of them were sent to the county gaol, but their
arrest did not cause the slightest alarm. On Sun-
day night, abont nine o'clock, about 100 infantry
marched from the barracks to the railway station, ic
order to proceed to Dublin, where a rising was ex-
pected, but we can vonch for the fact that no slarm
wag visible as we saw them marching through the
streets. Timid people, wha would be terrified by a
ghost story might feel uneasy, but the people on the
alreeta showed no symptoms cf terrer. They simply
wondered where the soldiers were going, but that
waa all.

Although there may be some bold spirits in.the
town, still Dundalk is perfectly quiet, and we hope
it will remain s0. Some people are stating that
there will be a ‘rising’ before long, but we don’t
believe it. We think our young men, who are as
brave and manly as Ireiand can produce, and full of
love for Fatherland, have more sense than to risk
their lives and liberties in a hopeless contest.

We understand that the polics of the county are
concentrating their forces, and preparing to defend
themselves, should they be attacked. Al the Anne
street police barracks in this town, strong iron bare
are beit g placed outside the lower windows, in ordar
to enable those ipside to repist an assauly should
anything of the kind be attempted, We think the
precaution unnscessary,ss we firmly believe that
thete is no danfer.

DroguEpa, SaTorbAy Nigor.—A scepe of the
most painful excitement was witnessed in the strests
of Drogheda to day, and one which.has made a deep
impressgon tpon many. It appears that iz conge-
quence of the overcrowding of our loeal prisons by
the late arrests, an epplication was made to the
authorities to remove the prisoners to a jail of
larger extent, and ascordingly a detachment of the
85th Regimeat of Foot, and twenty-four policemen
from the depot, arcived here this morning from the
metropolis, for the purpose of escorting the prisoners
to Dundalk, The soldiers apd police marched, oo
their arrival at the railway station, to the West-gate
Uocstabulary Barrack where they were reinforced by
twenty-five of the local pol ce, under Sub-Inspector
Gardiner. All then proceeded to the county prison,
where the prisoners were atonce handeuifed— each
two being bound togsther—and brought forwarg.—
One only of the prisoners was conveyed by car to
the train, Christopher Byroe, the printer, who was
unable to walk, from the nature of his wounds. As
the procession moved into the town crowds of psople
assembled, and the throng becams immeasurably
greater each street they. entered. Amocg those

assembled were numerous relatives of the prisonors,
and a heart-rending wail burst forth from the
mothers, wives, and sisters of the unfortunate yoarg
men who were so foolish as to bring themselves into
such aa unenviable position. Women threw them-
gelves on their knees to magistrates imploring them
to ‘ do something for their poor sons, and others, in
their wild despair, attempted to dash through the
ranks to impart o farewell embrace on a husband or
a focd son, but was quickly pulled back by the police ;
and it was only on such occasons thatthe more
youthful prisoners gave way to their feelings, and

Catholiva do not belong to that class of benevolent
philantbropists who exhibit greater sympathy with
orime than with poverty, and would bhave the iu
mates of & gaol better fed and better clothed than
the inmates of a workbouse, "Our Lord has pro-
nounced a blessing on the poor, because theirs is ths
kingdom of God, and he has made thatstate not
only tolerable bat sacred, by haviog Himself volua-
tarily adopted it when He bad the free choice of all
states before Him. No doubt some menr reduce
themselves to poverty by intemperance and miscon-
duct, but the greater part of the psor are made such
by the force of circurmstances which ars ‘out of their
control, notwithstanding the much that may be ac-
complished by sobriety, honeaty, and jndustry, Let
Four aid, then, never be withbeld from the deserviog
poor, and exert yourselves to procore for them the
bleasings of religion as well 88 the accesseries of life.
Fortupately for us, there i3 not as much to com-
plain of in this diocese as elsswhere, though we have
receatly heard, with pain and surprise, that there
were amongst u3 workhouses in which the poor are
not allowed ta go 1o Mass on Sundays because.they
.cannot be truated,and in which they are not allowed
to keep the bolidays, which-are as sacred as Sundays,
because to do so would cause inconvenience to Lhe
officials. Such intelerance and oppression need only
be brought before a humanse public, or notitied to the
Poor Law Commiesioners, in order to cbtain a
prompt and efficient remedy. There iz one wrong
stilt left unredressed ; for, whilat the criminal is pro
vided with a chaplaio, whose services bes can com-
mand because they are paid for, the Catholic paaper
can only sue for kelp a3 an object of charity—no
.chaplaia i8 paid out of the rates 10 help him, If 1he
workman be worthy of his hire, why is paymeunt re-
fused to chaplains who are exclusively employed at
workhousea? Are the souls of Qatholies less valua -
ble thau the souls of Protestants that paid chaplains
ghould be provided for the ome and refused to the
other? Or is il thought that the Oatholic poor care
leeg for the immortal soul than for the periehable
body ? * The rates are common property, and all the
poor have an equal right to maintecance from them,
{or souls a3 well as for body. Religious scroples
have no place in this matter ; for if they ate no: al-
lowed to influencs the ratepayer, they cannot ba
allowed to influence the administrator of tho rates.

Ter Liverecou Fentaxs —The chiefs of the Fenian
Brotherhood who ‘were known to be residing in Liver-
have, for the most part, taken their departure since
the outbreak in Ireland. The colonels, captains, and
centres, with which the place abounded, have nsarly
all gone, and many of the haunts that wers frequent--
ed by Liverpool Fecians have become quite deserted.
We have beard two or three casez mentionsd of re-
spectable young men Isaving good situations for the
object, as is suppoeed, of taking part in this foolish
undertaking. Soms days before the rising occurred in
lreland a number of Irish Americans suddenly arriv-
ed in tkis town, and, after stayiog s short tims, went
eway io as mysterious n munner as they had arrived.
It is stated —and we belisve on good anthority—that
several noted Fenians, including Colonel O'Conuor,
who was the leader io the Kerry rising, who are now
aupposed to be at the head of the insurgents in Ira-
land, rendezvoused in this town before the rebellion
broke out ; but how they managed to iand 1n Ireland
without detection if oneof the matters which cacnos
ot present be explained, Some rather uppleagant
rumoura have been in cicculation bere during the last
few days ag to certain anticipated proceedings among
the brotberhood in thie locality. The suthorities, who
have had meetings during the laat few days, ere quite
alive to the necessity of preserving tbe pesce. Fri-
day, po fewer than forty young men—most of whom
had beea residents in Liverpcol~arrived here by
steamer from Ireland. It i3 believed they formed part
of the Liverpool contingent of the insurgent ermy.
Latterly the poliee here have had & busy time of it
watching for suspected peraors arriving from Ame-
rica aud leaving for Iraland. The authorities in Dub-
lin are well represented here; a nwumber of efficient
officers of the Irish force are stationed in this loeulity,
among whom are Head constables Meagher and Glear.

Nearly one balf (43'73 per cent.) of
all the deaths are of those under five yeara of age,
amouating to 10,123 ; while 29'51 per cent, are of
thosa'of the first year of their existencs. Dr. Harrig
states that there jp littlo doubt that of the 2,500 chils
dren born alive each year, death takev nearly one-
third before they reach their fizat birth day. In New
York, one chiid is lost for every 75 or 80 of the popu~
lation.  There ig no puch infant mortality kuown:
anywhere in the Ohrietian world ; and, as the regis~
trar observer, it is justly considered the most sars
indication of the growing inealubrity .ot our city.
Among the most prolific causes of digesse and death
in our clty, Dr. Harrls allegea ¢ the unventilated cona
ditien of the tenant house,’ Of thess dwellings there
are some 16 000, io which dwell nearly 500,000 per-
sons, or about five sevents of the whole population of:
the city ; and in the cellars, some' 16,000 more poor
snd wretched people live, of'enin dens withont nir
or light. The registrar earnestly calls npon our -
wealtby gentlemen to imiwate M. Peabody and.
Alderman Waterloo, of London, and establish im—~
proved dwellings for the poor, aud. well conducted
lgdginghauson for the labouring men.—New York

Be-
s1des, a fatality, as it were, attends the issue of
uphallowed aati-Cbristian unions such as that of
Napoleon with Marie Liouise, and of Jerome with
tbe princess for whom he basely deserted his
legitimate wife on this side of the. Atlantic.—
There is nothisg 1 history inore suggestive of
the folly of divorce, than the sad life and death of
the young man who, bmled at his birth with tbe
title of King of Rome, dragged out a wretched,
ignoble, and short existence as Duke of Reich-
stadt,

THE SANITARY ASSOCIATION.~—Spring is
approacbiog ; soon the voices of the smging birds
will be heard 1n the land : and already the old
familiar stinks, frozen up sinee the month of
December, are thawing out fast, poisoning the at-
mosphere, and turning faint the stomachs of men.
We are, in fact, relapsing wto our normal con-
dition, that of the ¢ City of Stenches.” Cholera,
too, 15 said to be rife ia the Old World,

Under these circumstances 1t is a blessing that
we have such an aclive, indefatigable, and intel-
ligent citizen amongst us as is Dr, Carpenter,
whose voice of warning is agaib heard. We
pray to God that it may he attcnded to, so that
in some measure the anaual summer massaere of
the innocents may be mitigated in jte fury, if not
altogether warded off.

That the mortality of Montreal 15 excessive 3
that 1t exceeds in ordinary seasons that of the
filthiest ciiies of (reat Britain in seasons of pes-
tilence ; and that the causes of this excessive
mortality are for the most part under our own con-
trol—~ being aur own stupidity, cur own mdiffer-
ence tocommon cleanhness—are facts patent to
all men, and which cannot be even called in
question, The City 15 well situated; the ch-
mate, as the average mortality of the adjacent
rural districts shows, is not unhealthy : and with
attention to three things—ventlation, surface
cleansing, and draining, Montreal might be made
ae healtby a city as any in the world, This was
weil establisbed by what tock place last year
when a httle of the filth was scraped away from
our streets: whes a little more attention thao
vsual was pmd to the cleansing of the back
yards, and fetid courts: when a little fresh air
or ventilation was tried as a strange and novel
experiment in some of the back-slums : and when
as a consequence of this unwonted out-break of
cleapliness, an immediate decrease occurred in the
mortality of 470 amongst Jittle children. Part of
ihis decrease may perhaps be credited to the
pecubiar atme spheric condition of May and June :
but the greater part of it was the direct result of
the carling away of the. carrion, ordure, and un-
.mentiopable nuisances, which generally are left
fo rot and stink, tll men, women, and children
sicken and dte. ‘ ' :
But surface cleansing, though mpoctant, is not
the: only thing needed. Indeed the excessive
mortality, and unbealthiness of the City, are miore
due to our thoroughly vicious system of dramage,
then to'any other cause—then to all other causes
‘combined. " Ad what makes the matter worse,
because less susceptible: of a remedy is this:—
That this vicious system of draning in which the
laws of bhealth, and of common decency are
‘outraged, is the work not‘of the Corporation, but

their out-heuses with the main drains in the streetse
T he consequences of this mnconceivably stupid and
beastly arrangement are obwious.. In.a -short
time the.woodwork of the drains becomes rotten

and impregnates the floor of kitchen and cellars :
80 that . summer-—and in ramny weather espe-
cially—the greater part of our houses become
little better than reeking bot-beds of pestilences
m which the seeds of loathsome . disease are fa-
pidly forced into unnatural _fecundity, and of
which the uabappy inmates are fast mowed down
by the Leen sickle of death. Of course, the.
children, as the weaker vessels, die fisst : but the
constitutions of the strongest adults are weak-
ened by the poisonous atmosphere, and the aver-
age mortality amongst all classes of the popula-
tion is thus feariully augmented. "Let us but
cite some Hgures for which we are mdebted to
the Annual Report of the Montreal Sapitary
Association :— : ,

The average mortality of Montreal without
the aid ot Cholera-or any epidemic, is up=ards ot
35 out ot every thousand.

A very high average of mortality for tke fi-
thiest of Eoglish Cities, with their dense popu-
lations, and their atmosphere impregnated with
the poison of manufactures, 13 28 per thousapd.

The average ‘mortality of the rural districts
adjacent to Montreal, 15 less than 18 per thou.
sand, .

These statistics requre no comments : rather
may 1t be said what a fearful commentary they
themselves are upon our stupidity, and our fithy
habits! “We wll now transeribe another para-
graph or iwo from s same Annual Report:—

Besides thesa general statements, it farther appears
that the- wortaltty of children ip this city is truly
frightfol, While only 3 die of all ages above 12, 7
die under that age. Outof every group of 13 children
of all ages under 12, livicg at the beginning of the
year, on the average one dies bafora ita close. There
ig one death in every group of seven children liviog,
under 5 years of sger While, of every geven children
born in this beautiful city, 3 will probably die before
they arel rear old. ) .

It must not be supposed, however, that the severe
cold of cur winters kills these paor children, In the
winter monthe ouly 19 die cut of every thousand ; bet
in August 30, and in Jaly 43, or more twice the deaths
rate of November. No wonder that all who can
afford it take their children ont of the city during
those two months jin which the hot sun draws out the
poison~stenches from the subsoil of the eity.

it is not merely Iz cbolera years thet-the natural
incresse of the population by birth is checked. In
1864, the loog accumulation of fever-food in the vasg
ceaspoo] of the lower city broke out in open peatilencs ;
and carried off 282 more children than had been born
that year ; the total nomber of children dying being
3,536, or 1,152 more than last year. In that yea,
however ouly 1,165 persons died above twelve, which
is 61 less than last yeur.

The unhealthy inflnences which kill children, sicken
the adults. Even if we takse as much tronhls this
year as we did last year under dread of cholera, we
musgt still expect that we shall be killlmg 1,726 pereons
by city life: if we go back to the condition of 18685,
we wnst expect to bary 640 more of our eiijzens, or
2,366 nbove the sverage death-rate of the country.
Bven giving our citizens, snd conncil eredit for s
willingness to work at cleaneing, we sball be still
inflicting 48,348 cases of gecious sicknesn on the
commuoity, éach lesting & weeke; that i3, 241,40
weeke of pain and loss must be endured ; which is the
pame ag takiog 4,630 healthy persons, and forcing
them to be sick during the whole year.

What 1s the remedy for this fearful state of
things ?* Common cleanliness, 13 the answer:
cleanhiness 1 our persons, our yards and mn our
houses : and that we may realize this cleanfiness,
first and above all we must have a thorough
radical reform 1 our system of drainage, aed
aboye all in our private draicage. The apatby
the stupidily, and the greed of house builders,
and landlords, should no lopger be allowed to
oppose obstacles to this all important reform.—
The private mdividualis most properly prohibited
from putting up wooden buildings or storing guu-
powder within the city himits, for fear that such
buildings should increase the danger of fire.—
Much more then should it be prohibited under
the severest penaliies to constract wooden draias,
since these are, and "ever must ke, the prolific
sources of stench, store houses of sickness, and
death. So long, we say, as these beastly draing
are tolerated, so long will Montreal be a stwk-
1ng, unbealthy City: so lang will all strangers do
wisely in keeping away from it during tte summer
months—and so Jong as the seil 1s not frozen up:
Aud the retorm should be commenced at once,
rigidly enforced without distinction of persons, and
‘burried on 1 spite of all opposition. Every
house proprielor, should be notified that by a
certain date he will be required by Liaw, and under
heavy penalties, to bave connected with bis pre-
mises a proper and sufffcient dra_iu of brick or
otber indestructible material, trapped, and com-
mugicating with the maio drein of his street,
A Health officer to enforce this regulation, with

almost dictatorsal authority. should be named fot
the carrying of the law inlo immediate execu”
tion : and a City Surveyor, or ether competent
person should be charged to examme into and
report upon the efficiency of all newly consteucted
drains. This, we insist, is the one thwg needed
to lower the shamefnl mortality rate of Mont-
real. :Scavengering, and surface cleansing - are
all very well 1n their way ; but cofapared to a re-
form in the draiaage system are matters of very
secondary importance—a mere cleansig of the
outside of the cup and the platter. The streéts

sweeping and inexorable, shonld be ‘commenced.
It 1s from these abominations that pestiience goes
forth: and -until these be put 1. order, nothing
solid, nothing worth meationing will have been
done, to take away from Montreal the disgrace
of being, 1n spite of situation, in spite of its many
natural advantages, ope of the most stinkiag, pes-
tiferous, and unbealthy Cities on the face of the
earth. ' _ : )

. We have indicated the crymg or mmmediate
want of the day. In time, as the City spreads,
and its papulation increases, another question will
arise—What shall we do with our dramage 7—
Shall we try and utilize it? or shall we conteat
ourselves as heretofore, with paisoning the sweet
waters of our noble nver with it? We talk of
the dark ages forsootu ! of the stuprdity, and un-
clean habits of our ancestors! ard yet wiat more
stupid, what more beastly, more repugnant to
decency, more njurious to heaith than our aclual
mode of bestowing the ejecta of our Cities. We
collect into a mam sewer .all the filth of our
streets, yards, back-slums, slaughter houses, and
privies ; all the nameless abominations of some
hundreds of thousands of human being 5 asd dis*
charging these into the nearest river, we thel
driak, or compel our neighbors living below us on
the stream,’to drink the filthy mixture : and men
shrink not from this hideous pollation, this almost
blasphemous desecration of God’s most precious
gifts! We hope, we almost believe that the
day may come when be who sball throw filth of
any kind inic a lake or nver will be deemed,
and dealt with as,a malefactor.

Romsu MissoNaries 1IN CuiNa. — The
Episcapalian, a Protestant paper, nolicing some
late appointments o1 Anglican munisters at Hong
Kong, and Ning-po, bears the followicg testi-
mony respecting the Romish missionanes :—

¢t There are five hunired European Ramish priests
geattered througoet the Chinese Empire, niné in
Corea, &nd twenty in Manchurin, teaching their
corrupted system of Christiau doctrine. They began
their work in the face of daoger and death, snd are
at the present time pressiag forward with increasiog
zeal, and prosperity.

Apostles, nor the early missionaries of Christian-
ity ever dreamt of giving to thewr converts;
which, before the javeaticn of printmg, 1t would
bave been physically impossible to put mto the
bands of the heathen ; and which was certainly
never appomted by Christ Himself as the means
tor diffusing Christiaaity, and of publishieg to the-
nations the Word of God, or Good Tidings of
which He was the bearer.

Wuo Kiuiep Presipent Lincory ?2~This
fuestion has never yet been satisfactorily an-
swergd. TFor a time 1t was bushed up by the
judicral murder of Mrs. Sarratt, and otber pre-
cautions of a simiar nature: but as we men-
tioned in our last, 1t has been opened up again
by B. Butler in s controversy with the mao
Bingham, who took an active part in the murder
of the unfostunate* Mrs, Surratt,

Who kilfed President Lincoln? Hitkerto the
sofamy of this horrid and needless crime has been
laid at the door of the Southeroers. Tt bas been
attempted to fasten 1t on Jefferson Davis, and
other leading politicians of the late Confederate
States ; aad the impression bas been created,
that, reduced to desperation by 1he failure ot
their arms 1o the fleld, the Secessionists had re- -
source to the 1nfamous crime of assassiwation.—
Qae story is good, however, caly till another 15
told.

Aud thatstory is now being told—and startling
as it may at first hearing appear, tbere 1s no lack
of plausible arguments in deleace of its truth,—
To come to the point once. This new theory
or hypothesis 1s—that Lincoln was murdered,—
not by the Southerners from motives of ven-
geance ; but by the republican party of whom
Thad. Steveas is nead or representative, as a
measure of precaution, and because tbey feared
bis * reconstruction policy.”” On this hypothesis,
but on this hypotheus only, can we account for
the many mysterious antecedents, and accessories
of tbe horrid crime of Good Friday 1865. For
the shooting in the barn of the man said to be
Booth ; for the subsequent secret burying of his
body,so as to prevent 1ts identification ; for the
mutilation and suppression of the diary said to
have been {ound on his person; for the glaring
outrage perpetrated upon justice and decency in
the hangwg of Mrs. Surratt, whom, for good
reasons no doubt, the Liberal party wished to
get out of the way, and whom they silenced by
hanging,  All these rmysterious and hitherto
uoexplained phenomena,.find theur full and easy
elucidatioa by the hypotbesis,—that Lincoln was
murdered by the republican or Northern party,
because they feared hs hberal intentions towards
the South ; and because they were determined
not to allow that policy to be carried into effect.
Here we copy from a U, States paper, the
Memphis Avalanclie :— .

It was.aleo
ﬂg;i':intha.gt gecremy Beward indorsed the position of
Mr, Liocoln, aithough not able to be at the Qabinet
meeting. ' Suppose such = proclamation bad been
made by Lincoln, would it not hava been a death
blow to the Radical party? They wounld have been
deprived at one blow of the power of reconstruoting
the Soath, or of intermeddling in the interaal affaira
of the States. That party woald have dropped dead,
and the Union would have been put upon its former
basgia, except 85 t> the sxistence of African slavery
in the Southern Statea.” - .

_Applywg then the  time-hosored test of
tcui bono,” to whom did the death of Abe Laa~
colo profit? we find the hypothesis that his
murder was the act of the republicans, strongly
counfirmed, Then we must remember that the
man said te bave been the actual murderer of
Lincoln was shot, and not arrested, as he easily
might have been : andagam that the body of the
man this carefully disposed of; was buried in some
secret place, known only to two, so that it" has
nerer yet been 1dentified as the body of Booth.
‘Why all this mystery ? was asked at the time ;
and smce the startling revelations wade by
Butler, the question Who killed Abe Lincoln ? 13
again pressng for o answer. All is still
wrapped in darkpess; but we may expect that
some revelations may yet be made, which shall
startle the world, and transfer the guilt to the
shoalders of the radicals who bave bitberto laid
it upon those of the defeated. Southerners,

THE St. ZEphIRIN Poisonisg Case.—After
a long tnal the mal s prisoner Provencher was on
Saturday afternoon found Guilty, and sentenced
to be hanged oo Friday 3rd of May. The de-
tails as elicited were these. _

Provencher, the accused, entertaiued a criminal
intercourse with the wife of the deceased Jou-
tras ; aad the latter died with all the symptoms
of poisoniag by stryckaine about the beginning of
last Japuary, A short time before it was evident
that an attempt had been made to poison the
unhappily Joutras by giving him the drug in
whiskey, whilst be was working in the woods
with the accused. The first time howerer, the
poison failed ; but a few days after the dose was
repeated with fatal effect. On the part of the
Crown, the criminal mtercourse of the prisoner
with the wotman Joutras was proved: 1t wag
also proved that he bad bought strychnine from
a druggist ; that Joutras died from the effects of
strychowe : that the deceased did not administer
it to hiraself: and that counsequeatly the prisoner
was tbe guilty party. The evidence—though
what is called circumstantial, was most conelu-

. siye, and the testimony of the medical men who
made the analysss of the deceased’s stomach, and
its contents could not be controverted, TFhae
trial of the woman, said to be Provencker’s
partuer in guilt, commenced on Monday last.

Tn this horrid case we may be permitted to see
the direct consequences of the criminal weakness
of the Executive, wheo, yieldiog to the whunper-
1ngs of a maudln philantaropy they remuted the
death sentence - upon a man, Berube, convicted
a few years ago upon the clearest evidence, of
baving poisoned his wife with arsenic. Tostead
of making 2n example of the wretch, as they
should have done by banging him, the Executive
-weally commuted bis sentence to imprisonment
in the Peuiteatiary ; thus avowing that the fact
of the man’s guilt was patent, for had 1t been
doubtful, they would have bad no excuse for in-
flicting on him any punishment whatsoever. Thus
was the salutary terror inspued by the gallaws
neutralised : and thus the encouragement of com-
parative impunity was tendered to other would-be
poisoners to carry out their pefartous designs.~—

‘We hope for the iuterests of humanity that no
maudlio philantiropy may this time be aliowed to
interfere with the righteous execution of the
laws. Had Berube been hung, Joutras would
pot pow in all probability be a corpse, or Pro-
vencher be under sentence of death.

We are sometimes tempted to think that, for
the crime of poiscning, the punishment of henging
1s too muld : that there should be a distinction
made betwixt it, and the crime of common mur-
der: and that with tauch profit tu soctety the

wshtution of the Chambre Ardente mght be

revived for the special benefit of poisoners. In-
deed in reading the report of the case lately
tried at Sorel, we are carned back as it were, to
the days of Lows XIV. and of the intamous
Brinvilliers aod her paramour Sainte-Croix,—
The fatter ‘at all events had the good sense not
to wish to marry the vile woman his partoer in
crime : 2ad whiist the latter used n the morning
to administer the poisonous dase’ to her busband,
Sainte-Croix would administer the antidoie n the
afternoon—/earing that be should, in case of the
death of the Marquis be compelled to marry the
widow : and thus as Madame de Sevigne tell us,
the poor man, move lucky than Joutras, was tossed
atiout—~dallotte—{ram one to the other some five
or six limes: and escaped with his hfe at
last. It was tke discovery of these crimes that
led to the establishment of the celebrated
Chamore Ardente: it will be lucky for us
Canada in the days of Victoria, if we, in spite of
the clamors and mawkish cant of the philanthroa
pists shall succeed o keeping in force the ext-
g time-honored 1stitution of the gallows for
poisoners, and their accomplices.

That
inspiration, drawn by Irishmen from his legends—
and he represents, as it well known, the moat
legendary and poetical peopie in the world—has only
been the more developed by the state of misery and
persecution in wkich he hag lived. Those yearnings
have been also strengthened by an admixture of
American elements, namely, the fondoess for daring
eunterprices, the taste for violent Bolutions, aud &
certain spirit of sccialism. Add to.tLis that the
government and usages of the Americans have shel-
tered the Fenian organisetion under a protective
toleration  The combination of all these ciccam-
stances hava been strong enough to throw into the
bacx-ground irfleence which the church 8o long ex-
erciged over the Irish popuiation. We see, in fact,
in gpite of the opposition of the bishopa both in
America and Ireland, the Fenian movement has oniy
gune on developing itself. mora and more. What
constitutes the serions danger for Engiand is ore-
cisely the American base on which it rests. Tne
Feninns already possees beyoud the Atlantic an im-
mense storehonse from *which they can uncesasiagly
obtain supplies there they find war munitions,
money aod men; and wiat principelly constitutes
the danger is that the reservoir is beyond the reach
of Koglish reprisala. Who knows whether we may
not see bere a first feature of 1he {uture relations be-
tween America and the Old World, aocd 2n indica
tion of the iaternational law meditated by the United
States for future generationa !!

Of course, he spoke of Rome—
easy, he said, to obtain by force of arms, but which
wasg {0 be won by.other and lawfol means; and he
also dencunced the priests and those who covenanted
with them —thia 1ast atlosion being manifestly to the
promoters of the unpopular Free Church Bill. He
had not calenlated the possible eect of such denun-
«cistions on a populace intoxicated by the enthusiazm
of the hour even more than by the enjoyment of a long
unaceus'omed liberty. Or the following evening
people assembled in front of the palace ot the Pati.
arch, raized & cry of *Death to the priests! threw
stones ot the windows, and compelled the occupants
of the bouse to hang out lags and display lights.—
The police were udable to restore order until aided by
the National Guard; hbut the affair lasted a very
short time; the whole damage dore seems to have
been limited to a few paunes of glass: broken, and the
compuleory illamination of the place and of the ad-
jacent house of the Archpriest was quickly putan
end to. It appears thats damage wes also done to a
cafe, and a robbery was committed,

We declined long ago the Emperor Nicholas's
obliging offer ot this very island of Uandia—a morsel
which he thought ‘might suit us'~as our shara of
fthe sick man’s' inberitence; .nd we demanded
pothing for ourselves from Tarkey sfter eaving her
from violent disniemberment, Now that her collapse
by internsl decay i1 cognized as inevitable, we hsve
10 choose between two courses, We may, if we
oleage, precipitate it at the sacrifice of good faith, by
gupporting or conniving at the movements -in Orete
and Thessaly ; or we may hold resolutely aloof from
these movements at the same time promotiog by all
just means the advance of the Christisn populations
in all taat can qualify them for political power. In
embracicg the latter alternative we have the advon-
tage of & precedent which ia on the whole cncouraging.
The example of the Princlpalities may and will be
