In introducing the bill Mr. Gibson ob-
Served that the export of sawlogs from
Georgian Bay had mever been a matter of
serious importance until recent years. In
fact it was.not until the last three or
four vears that logs were taken out of
the country in large quantities. In sup-
port of these statements he quoted from
the Dominion trade and commerce re-
ports to show that ~while, in
72,000 feet of pine logs, valued
were exported from Ontarfo to t
States. the export had Inereased until,
1890, the figures were 10,834,000 feet and
$04.954: in 1891, 32,116,000 nnd $261.479: in
1802, 26,609,000 and $313,287: in 1893 73.-
887.000 and $651.122; in 1804 125.837,000
and  $1.050.560: in 1805, 277.837.000 and |
$2.350 278+ in 1896, 211,745.000 and $1.859.-
269. The total. exnort of Ontario nin~ logs |
from 1880 to 1806 inclusive, was 787,481 0o
feet. Of this amount of timber exvorted; in
the log, however, only about 14,000 000 feet
or one-fifticth of the total, was taken
from limits sold by the Mowat Govern-

! SHOVWING THEIR TEETH.

The Canadian Government must be
prepared for trouble next spring.in con-
nection with the rush to Klondike. The
press of the Pacific coast cities is al-
ready using language that is little short
of threats of violence against the Cana-
dian authorities, A Canadian, writing
frcm Seatile, says a feeling of jealousy
agninst Canada is manifest on every
side,. and ‘ the outlook for the harmoni-
ous development of the Klondike coun-
try- by the.two nations is not very

promising. It is not only the Klondike

gold that the Americans are after, but
they are determined by hook or crook
to control the transportation routes to
and the trade of the Klondike gold
fields. The Post-Intelligencer of Seattle
estimates that at least fifty thousand
persons will go to the Yukon in 1898,
while the number may run as high as
two hundred thousand. The outfits of
these fifty thousand men will cost ten
million dollars, and their transportation
will mean something over three million
dollars for the transcontinental rail-
ways. - Naturally enough, The Post-
Intelligencer desires that this great
trade should be monopolized by the
merchants and railways of the United
States, but the methods proposed for
securing the monopely are anything but
creditable to the American press and
people. 'What they are clamoring for
just now is the: closing up of Dyea as
a sub-port of entry. This step is pro-
posed: in order- to make the shipment
of Canadian goods to the Klondike

country as vexatious and expensive as|

pessible. The Post-Intelligencer would
not insist on the abolition of Dyea’s
gub-port if Canada would give a’ quid
pro quo for the privilege. A quid pro
quo suggested by The Post-Intelligencer
i3 that Canada should permit American
gcods to go in bohd from Tagish to
Circle City. There is all the difference
in the world in the two cases. The
United States will not lose a cent of
duty by allowing Canadian goods to
go in bond from Dyea to Tagish, while
the granting of the privilege asked by
the Americans would render it practi-
cally impossible for this country to col-
leet one cent of duty on American goods
destined for ihe Canadian gold country.
Even as it is, Canada finds it difficult
enough to collect duty on foreign goods
going into the Klondike. It is neces-
sary to maintain an armed. force at the
junction of the Dyea and Skaguay
trails. It is the presence of this armed
fcree that galls the American traders.
The Post-Intelligencer thinks the pre:
sence of this armed force is preposter-
ous. In the course of a threatening
editorial that journal remarks that “the
idea of Canada threatening force and
arms against American citizens is ab-
surd.” The long and short of it is that
the American coast cities are seeking
for an excuse to justify them in evad-
ing our customs officers. They have
already gone so far as to proclaim it as
an absurdity that Canada should have
an armed force to ‘collect duties from
American miners en route to the Klon-
dike. The language used by them is
a direct incentive to American miners
to resist our officials, and this is cer-
tainly what will happen if the Mounted
Police foree is not considerably strengzh-
ened,

The fact that Canada admits Ameri-
can citizens into the Klondike on ex-
actly the same.terms and conditions as
it admits its own subjects does not
seem to-count for anything with the
Bellicose American press. This privi-
lege is a_quid pro quo a-hundred times
mcre valuable than the convenience to
Canada of having Dyea retained as a
sub-port of cntry. No matter what
ccncessions -Canada may make there is
bound to be trouble with the Ameri-
cans next spring. Canada must main-
tain her authority with vigilance and
determination. There must be no weak-
ening or hesitation. The Americans
must be given to understand that the
Klondike is Canadian territory, and
those who visit it must conform to the
laws of the country.

PREMIER HAEDY CAPITULATES,

Better late than never will be the
verdict of the people on the Govern-
rent’s announcement yesterday that the
export of saw logs is to be absolutely
prchibited. The country has been de-
manding such prohibition ever since the
Dingley bill was passed, bu e Gov-
ernment eeemed loth to /comply with
the will ‘of the people. Tirst of all a
tentative mbasure was adopted, exclud-
ing American workingmen from any
en_ployment. connected with the manu-
facture of logs into lumber in Canada.
This measure was practically worthless
as a means of securing fair pluy for
Conadians in a large international in-
dustry. While the Government is to
be commended for insisting on the total
prohibition of the export of saw logs
its action is somewhat less praiseworthy
from the fact that it has introduced
the proposed prohibitory measure only
after the greatest and most continued
piessure on the part of the people of
Ortario. Instead of adopting the mea-
sure of its own accord the Government
has rather appeared anxious to favor
the Americans as far as possiole. The
country, however, has spoken in a way
that cannot be misunderstood. and the
Government has at last found it neces-
sary to throw  its American friends
overboard in order to better its chances
at the coming general election. The

The Breeder.feels especlally gratified at

The Struggle for Eight Haurs.

Mr. Isaac Cowan, head of the labor move-
ment in Cleveland, spoke before the
Trades and Labor Couneil to a very small
audience last night.

The speculation In stock market continu-
ed only moderately active to-day, with ihe
bulk of the business still largely of a local
professional character, and mast of it con-
fined to brokers acting for the various
cliques: The markets showed no very de-
clded temdency in “either direction. The
opening was irregular at small fractional
delines in sympathy with lewer London
quotations, which were influenced by dear-
er money there and -some apprehension of
political manipulations. Foreign - houses
tvrned up moderate sellers, but the market
was rallied on distribution of liberal buy-
ing orders by bull interest. Operations of
the bulls were copfined principally to manpi-
pulating coalers and industrials and local |
traction stocks. The rest of the list mov-
ed up fractionally in sympathy. Outside
business was light, and some of the larger
operators were inclined to take advantage
of the rise and liquidate their purchdscs.
