Lord Strathcona declared that not in
his experience had he witnessed a move
inspiring situation, and Lord Brassey
asserted that the nation had gained
substantially by the splendid spectacle
"of these princes of the empire's trade
threshing out their differences as if it
were to end forever now.

Fast steamship service for Canada
occupied some attention, but the sub-
ject was a secondary feature. The
honor of initiating the debate for those
who oppose the compromise resolution
was accorded Sir William_Holland,
M.P. of Manchester. A typical English
parliamentarian and of proved free
trade principles, it wae no secret ihat
the fiscal revision idea would be :t-
tacked in a dangerous manner from
this source. No one was disappointed.
In fact, even those sanguine of a hos-
tile demonstration of great violence
were astonished. Before he had spoken
ten minutes it was clearly shown that
the entire work of the Joint Committee
must be done over if anything like har.
mony were to prevail, for the spegkcr

offered an amendmenti to the resolution,

He desired to add to the article as
agreed upon these words: “"DUE CON-
SIDERATION BEING GIVEN TO
THE FISCAL AND INDUSTRIAL
NEEDS OF THE COMPONENT
PARTS OF THE EMPIRE WITH A
VIEW TO AVOID INJURY TO ANY.”

The advocates of the Grand Trunk

Pacific are describing their plan as a.l

great constructive policy, and are try-
ing to put its opponents in the posi-
tion of mere destructive critics, pessi-
mists, persons lacking faith and cour-
age. This is confueing the issue. The
strongest objection to the plan is that
it is destructive—that it is caleulated
to destroy or impair the value of in-
Vestments made by the country in- na-
tional railways and waterways, Wwe
have spent $86,000,000 on the canals,
and $75,000,000 on the Intercolonial.
The government, some time- ago, took
steps to increase the value of these in-
vestments- It spent public money in
deepening the camnals; it extended the
Intercolonial to Montreal. It has now
declared in faver of a policy that will
cut the throat of the Intercolonjal, and
that disregards the advantages of our
canals and national waterways., Ela-

borate calculations are made to show !

that the new all-rail line will carry
grain as cheuaply as the lake and rail
Toutes,

The whole policy is actuated by hoe-
‘tility to government ownership. Money
is diverted from the improvement of
the waterways to the building of a
huge colonization railway. The gov-
ernment has refused to extend the In-
tercolonial from Montreal tosthe Geor-
gian Bay, or from the kkes to Win-
nipeg. By these two lines, even with-
out acquiring the C.P-R. north of Lake
Superior, it could at once have parti=
cipated in the carriage of western
freight by lake and rail. It could have
admitted the Grand Trunk into the
same field by simply giving it running
rights from Winnipeg to Port Arthur.
The whole equipment of the Grand
Trunk and the Intercolonial, with all
their Eastern connections, woeuld have.
been available for western trade.

There is no objection to the building
of more colonization roads, in Ontario
and Quebec, or in the west, The objec-
tion is to the money and energy of the
country being diverted from the pub-
Iitly owned rallways and waterways—
diverted from the business of trans-
portation, the business that {s now
available and waiting to be handled.
A true constructive policy would in-
crease, not impair, the value of our
investment in canals and in the Inter-
colonial Railway.

FOR DEPUTY MINISTERS.

Sir Willilam Muleck Has Introduced
" a Bill That Pleases,

Ottawa, Aug. 19.—A bill, introduced
by Sir William Mulock, provides that
the deputy ministers’ salaries are in-
creased to $3500, with annual increases
on a recommendation of the minister
to $4000, and an extra $1000 may be
paid to the Deputy Minister of Justice,
Deputy Minister of Finance and De-
puty Minister of Railways and Canals,
if these gentlemen are possessed of
;peclal qualifications mentioned in the

$2400, with annual increases to $2500).

The minimum salary for junior and
first-class clerks is made $700, and the
maximum salary $1000, but such clerks
may be paid $50 each for optional sub-
Jects, mot to make their salaries in
appointment more than $8000. Junior,
gecond-class clerks now ‘in the govern=~
ment employ may be paid $700 a year,
if they are not receiving that amount
already.

No person shall bhe appointed a
third-class clerk without ypsissing the
qualifying civil service examinatioas.
The minimum salary shall be $400 in
this grade, and maximum $700. Fifty
dollars each may be paid for optional
subjects, not to increase the salary cn
appointment beyond £500.

A. E. Kemp had the floor to-night.
He energetically attacked John Charl-
ton and other defenders of the (irand
Trunk Pacific Railway scheme, and
offered some- effective arguments to
the virtues which have been claimed
for the government's railway policy.
Mr. Kemp resented the lecture on pa-
triotism delivered by Mr. Charlton in
the course of his defence to the screne.
He called to mind the petition pre-
sented by Mr. Charlton to Secretary
Carlisle of the United States govern-
ment, urging that if Canada placel an
export duty on logs the McKinley tar-
iff should be invoked to increase the
duty on Canadian lumber, “In the face
of this fact lectures on patriotism
come with bad grace from the hon.
member for Ncrth Norfolk,” said Mr.
Kemp.

The member for East Toronto then
showed some glaring inconsistencies in
Mr, Charlton’s record on the transpor-
tation question. Only a little over a
month ago, Mr. Charlton had declared
that it would be a mistake to try to
force Canadian trade to Canadian
ports, He had on that occasion advo-
cated the appointment of a commission
to investigate the question and report.

Mr., Kemp said that the original
Grand Trunk proposition ‘was to build
from Gravenhurst or North Bay to
Port Arthur to utilize the Canadian
Northern westward and complete the
transgcontinental line by building from
the terminus of the Canadian Northern
to the coast. Out of this had grown
the proposition now before the House.
He defended the building of the C.P.R.
short line between Montreal and St.
John, and warmly resented the Pre-
mier’s insinuation that Sir Charls Tup-
| per, in promoting that enterprise, had
gone hack on the heart and conscience
i of the country.

Loyal to Tupper,

No more loyal man than Sir Charles
Tupper had ever stood on the floor of
the House, Mr. Kemp declared. He
proceeded to acquaint the House with
| Sir Wilfrid Laurier’s record on unre-
| stricted wreciprocity and kindred sub-
Jects, a record which Mr, Kemp thought
was hardly in keeping with denuncia-
tion of patriots like Sir Charies Tupper,

Concerning the resolution passed by
the council of the Board of Trade of
Toronto, favering the Grand Trunk Pa-
cific scheme, Mr. Kemp said that he
desired to make it clear that the resolu-
tion was not passed by the Board of
Trade. A committee had been appoint-
ed to enquire into the project and re-
porte The council of the board, which
has for one of its members Archibald
Campbell, M.P., had, however, obtained
in some way an inkling of the govern-
ment's policy and rushed thru a resolu-
tion decigned to strengthen the hands
of the government. It wasg a rushed
resolution, and was not at all unani-
mous,

Lack of danger of the suspension of
the bonding privileges did not impress
Mr. Kemp. The privileges give bene-
fits to Canada, and they also confer
benefits on the United States, The
United States had tried in the past to
coerce Canada and had failed. The
McKinley tariff had been used with
the objct of forcing Canada into com-
mercial union, and the result of these
efforts was not an incentive to renew
them- As a matter of fact the Uunited
| States had never been so friendly to
| this country. Resnlutiong were being
| passed in favor of reciprocity, and
| there were other signs of a friendly
spirit. The bondingZ privileges, Mr.
Kemp pointed out, enable the Michi-
gan Central and the Wabash Railway
to carry American traffic cheaper than
lit eould otherwise be carried, qnd an
| influence was thus created which he
| wuld strongly object to if these privi-
leges were removed,

Water is Cheaper.

FAOLT OF THE MOTORMEN

Accidents Bue to Failure to Judge
Bangerous Space Be-
tween Two.

Dr. Louis Bell points out in the current
tssue of the Electrical Review why most of
the automobile and trolley accidents occur.

The mctormen, as a general thing, are
intelligent, br. Bell admits,

goes on to say, ‘‘fully realizes the length of
thre dangerous space in front of his car, or
knows from experience what actual space
is required for stopping the car at the
various speeds at which he is wont to run.
Uutil this knowledge is generally dissemi-
nated and acted upon the present epldemic
of collisions will continue. The dangerous
space of a car is the distance required at
any speed for stopping afcer the brakes
are set. This distunce obviously increases
with the speed and weight of the car and
with any unfavorable condition cf the track,
and it is mainly the incieased speed and
weight that are responsible tor the added
dangerg that have come with mo.iern fast
interurpan cars, The actual length of the
dangerous space under service conditipns is
so much greater than is popularly supposed
tnat collis.ons can and do gccur when the
motormen believe themselves entirely safe.
After the wreck there Is a complaint that
the brakes did not hold, whereas the fact
is that they did hold all that could reason-
ably be expected, but were simply incapable
of the task set before them.

“Speed questions conce rning the autmpn-
bile are very much more troublesome. The
antomohile has far less dangerous space,
based on braking capacity, than the electrie
car, and it also can readily turn out for
other vehicles. On the other hand, it has
generally far gregter capacity for speed,
and is run at h gher gpeed in far more dan-
gerous circumstances.

‘“Phe whole question of safe automobile
speeds resolves itself into eliminating the
person who drives his auto cr causes it to
be driven with impudent and brutal disve-
gard of the rights of other travelers. The
sccupant of the Red Dev.1 has just as much
and no more privilege on the highway than

Na
speed limit ean be properly enforced as
generally managed, since no man without
using a stop watch can definitely state whe-
ther the speed was 4 quarter-mile above or
below the limit.
