A strong, clear note of confidence in
public ownership was sounded in the
house of commons by Premier Meighen
tonight. He warned parliameat and
the country against getting into a
panic over the railway situation. The
railway deficits, he said, were a dis-
appointment, but they did not create a
desperate situation. We were suffer-
ing in Canada from world-widie con-
ditions, and under all the circum-
stances it must be admitted that zhe
Canadian National Railways had made
a better showing during the past year
than had the railways of the Uaited
States. Our problem in Canada, the
premier admitted, was accentuated by
the fact that we had a vast area and a
comparatively small population. 1We
had been premature in constructisg
the transcontinental railways. W2
could not hope for them to beco ne
profitable enterprises until we naa
more people in Canada, but he was
satisfied that within the not dis.aut
future, the day of deficits would he
passed and the goverament railways
become a great national asset.

Mr. Meighen’s speech was delivered
in the course of a widespread 2and
somewhat rambling debate upon he
motion of Hon. A. XK. Maclean for the
appointment of a select standing co 1~
mittee to investigate, coasider and re-
port upon the railways and shippinz of
Canada, under govarnment ownership,
operation or control. Earlier in the day
the premier had stated in an unmis-
takable way the position of the gov-
erament in respect to the old Grand
Trunk.

Road Must Be Surrendered.

He made it clear that there would

Brings Grave Crisis

London, April 5.—W. T. Layton,
representative' of the {iron and
steel industry on the British Econ-
omic Council of the League of Na-
tions, in an address foday .to lo-
cal manufacturers, declared ‘that
grave conditions had arisen in in-
dustry which would be made in-
finitely worse by the cessation in
coal mining.

Last .year, according to Mr.
Layton, 310 blast furnaces were
working in Great Britain, as com-
pared with 1256 in March, 1921. It
had been found that the value of
tlae product of the heavy branch
of the industry was about 190,-
000,000 pounds sterling, whereas
the fuel bill ranged between 55,-
000,000 and 60,000,000 pounds ster-
ling. It was quite obvious, Mr.
Layton declared, that  industry
could not hope.to continue unless
there was a drop in the fuel bill,
as well as in other costs. .

IS A LAST EFFORT
TO DODGE PAYMENT

French .Premiér Scores Ger-

many's Appeal to the
United States.

Paris, April b5.—Premier
speaking in the senate this afternoon,
salid the negotiations opened by the
Germans with the United States re-
garding reparations constituted their
last resort in the systematic resis-
tance to the payment of their obliga-
tfons, but that after May 1, if they
continued to resist, “the strong hand
of Franoe will fall upon their coat
collar.”

The Germans had tried every way
to divide the allies, said the premier.

“When they saw every effort to this
end had failed,” he continued, ‘“they
turned to the associate who had gen-
erously shed blood side by side with
the allles for the common cause, hop-
ing to bring forth means of action
against us, but the noble people who
sent millions of their children across
the seas to fight for an ideal are not
the kind disposed to desert or to be
turned aside by propaganda from the
path they have chosen.”

Vienna, April 5.—Announcement was
made this evening by the foreign office
that former Emperor Charles, who had
been at Steinamanger, arrived today at
Fehring, where he went aboard the
Austrian train bound for Samitz.

Charles entered his compartment in
the train at 2.45 o'clock this afternoon,
having had to await the arrival of the
train at Fehring for some time. In the
meantime, he had remained in the
private car which had brought him
from Steinamanger. The train left

arch will reach the Swiss frontier early
Wednesday.

Ottawa, Ap=-il 5—Rt. Hon. C. J.
Doherty, minister of justice, has
wired to Mayor Gale of Vancouver
that he has no authority to intervene
in the proceedings instituted by the
mayor against Grattan Esmonde on
the  charge of uttering seditious
words.

London, April 5—~The prime minis-
ter, replying in the house of com-
mons today in the debate on the coal
situation, declared that what all
wanted was to arrive at pacification
in a. very dangerous dispute, if it
could be done in a way compatible
with the interests of the nation as a
whole. He contended, however, that
subsidizing a great industry out of
taxation was wrong in\principle and
completely indefensible, especially at
the present time in view of the heavy
taxation and the condition of their
exchequer., ¢

He recalled that the. loss before
March 31 on government control of the
mines was more than ¥ £1,000,000
weekly which would mean a loss
of £100,000,000 if the arrangement
were not terminated.

If it had been purely a question of
extending control one month, said Mr.
Lloyd George, the extra burden on the
taxpayer, to avoid calamity, would be
justified, but there was no guarantee
at the end of the extension that they
would not have been faced by the
same position. TUnder control there
was no inducement to terminate the
negotiations, because bhoth wages and
profits were guaranteed.

Washington, April 5.—Whatever
may be the expectations of Republi-
can senators, who want af early de-
claration of peace with Germany, it
was made known authoritatively to-
day that President Harding had not
thrown the influence of thve adminis-
tration behind the movement, but was
inclined to look with disapproval upon
any prospect of precipitate action.

It was revealed that the president
had not, in fact, committed himself
to .any definite program for the re-
storation of 'peace, thohe was said
to be leaning more and fiore to &
beliéf that the Versailles covenant
cannet in any practical way be used
as a basis for his association of na-
tions.

IPACKERS DECLINE _
g STRIK_EBS’ OFFER

Men Say Ten-Hour Day Is
Issue—General Gunn'’s

Statement.

Neither the employers nor the strik-
ing workers yielded any ground in the
- packing house workers strike yester-
day, the strikers’ offer to arbitrate be-

ing refused by tke employers and the
former still holding out agalinst the
erms offered them., .

The issue has now practically been
prought down to the clause in the
proposed agreement whereby the em-
ployers could break the agreement at
30 days' noticz. It is held by the
stiikers that 'the employers would
lreak the agreement again when the
slack season set in at the end of May
and that they 'would then have the
men at a very decided disadvantage.

Altho the original demand of the
employers that extra pay for over-
time be discontinued has beén with-
drawn, it is .contended that as soon
ss the slack season sets in the pack-
:ng houses would once more force
the issue and that it would mean go-
ing back again to the ten-hour day.

Ten-hour, Day Issue.

The feeling among the workers was
that they would rather face a long
strike than go back ta the ten-hour
day, that if they went back to work
under the thirty-day clause they would
never know when they might be
faced with another strike, and that
it was better to have the issue fought
out to a finisht now and be done with
it. : :
Altho not now demanded by the
packing houses, the strikers have de-
cided to make the ten-hour day the
issue, and say $hey will continue to
strike until given adequate guarantee
that they will not lose the eight-hour
day.

It is understood that if the packing
houses will consent to making an
agreement over a definite period and
will guarantee the continuance of the
eightthour day, there would not be
any very strong opposition to moder-
ate. reduction in wages.

A mrass meeting of the strikers is
to be held at Ravina Rink at 10
o'clock this rhorning, when it is ex-
pected a propesition to the employers
will be decided upon.

Horticultural Society Suggest
Garden Competitions and
More Parks.

“Toronto as the most beautfiul city
in Canada.” is the slogan and ideal

of the Toronto Horticultural Society.
In connection with their campaign an

cducational course extending over four
nights of this week is being given by
the society in the Central Technical
School. Members turned out for the
firet lesson last night and with them
were many others who were attracted
by the idea. .

Dr. J. M. Baldwin, president of the
society, outlined some of the work to
be undertaken during this year 'and
saisd one of the chief events on the
program was the garden competitions
in the different wards of the city.
ft‘heae competitions would be divided
into two classes: gardens of 25 feet
frontage and under, and from 25 to
59 feet frontage. The horticultural
society has secured the .co-operation
of the commencial growers and prizes
valued at a total of $400 will be
awarded. These prizes include shrubs,
bulbs, plants, ete.

Favor More Parks.

The Toronto Horticultural Society
was doing its utmost to create public
sentiment for a more beautiful city,
the doctor sa'd. It was ‘specially
active in trying to arouse a sentiment
in favor of more parks and bigger
and more beautiful school grounds. If
anything was {0 be accomplished by
the parks committee of the city, the
general public would have to support
it. The aldermen representing the va-
rious wards would not push any pro-
ject which they did not think the
votérs were favoring. Education along
the lines of the beautiful was needed.

Stick to Few Varieties.

‘‘Peonies: varieties, soil preparation
and planting.” vas the subject of an
educational address delivered by J. H.
Bennett of Barrie, Ont. He showed
nwow the best results could be obtain-
ed by soil preparation and careful
planting. It was best, he said, to stick
to a few varieties which were beauti-
ful and yet of moderate price. Fes-

DID EVERYTHING TO
PREVENT ACCIDENT

Coroner’s Jury Exonerates Motor-
ist From Blame for Wilson
Russell’s Death.

About 440 p.m., March 25, Harry Hud-
son, 105 Westminster avenue, was driv-
ing east on Dundas street, and had just
crossed the old Wilton avenue bridge,
when he saw a number of street cars
standing on the émcks. The condition
of the south s'‘de Of the street near Mun-
ra street was bad, and, as there were a
number of atto tracks leading to the
north side, ke disobéyed the law and con-
tinued eas: orn the north side. He did
not see anv cpenings between the streaot
cars thru wh:ch he could regain his own
side, and when about. midway betwecen
Munro ‘and Ifamilton -streets he struck
and fatally !njured a small boy, Wilson
Russeil, aged 6, 160 Hamilton street, who
had Jarted suddenly out from between
the cars. He tried to avoid the accident,
but did not have time. This was tae
evidence given by Hudson at the inquest
hield last rnight by Coroner F. J. Snel-
grove.

The jury found that Hudson did every-
thing to prevent the accident., It is un-
derstood that a settlement® has been ef-
*ccted witi. the boy’s father to preveat
further civil action.

Mrs. Hudson, on the stand, said that
she saw somne obstacle on the right side
of the strect, but could not tell what it
was, An avtc ahead also crossed to the
wrong side of the dtreet, as did two boys
directly in fiont ¢f her husband’s car,
and just beforc he hit young Russell ne
biew his horn to ﬁ-a.m the cyclists that
he was about to ppss them.

In the winter time the steam lines
were handicapped by the severe
weather, were forced to place hundreds
of cars of coal on sidings all along
the liné, and hdd such a gongestion
that the American lines placed an em-
bargo against Ontario shipments just
when the coal situation would he mos!
acute in Toronto,

It was 'a well-known fact. witness
said, that electiric locomotives were
not affected by winter weather, in that
regard having an immense advanitage
over~the steam Trailways. With the
adequate rapid transit service which
the proposed Hydro-Electric line was
going to inaugurare there: would be

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CONFER MANY BENEFITS
Can Attend Technical School

Besides Being Taught
by Employer.

A body to he known as the Nation-
al Apprenticeship Council of the
Building Industry with Dominion-wide
scope is shortly to be organized and
will be composed of one employer for
each branch of the building trade, one
journeyman for each brandh of the
building trade, two architects and
two industrial engineers. The various
building trades councils and builders’
exchanges were notified to this ef-

fect yesterday from the Ottawa head-
quarters of the national joint confer-
ence board of the building and con-
struetion indystry in Canada.

Details in connection with the form-
ation of #the national apprenticeship
council are to bé taken up before the
"Toronto Building Trades Council at its
next meeting, and will also come up
before the next meeting of the Toronto
Builders’ Exchange.

Meet in Ottawa.

Definite organization of the national
apprenticeship council will follow the
meeting of the national building con-
ference which the federal minister of
labor thas called to meet in Ottawa
on May 3, and at which thirty repre-
sentatives of the builders’ exchanges
of Canada will be present and thirty
representatives from the building
trades councils from all parts of the
country. ‘

Following the establishment of the
national apprenticeship council, local
apprenticeshlp councils are t.o be
formed in every city and town in the
Dominion, and a Canada-wide appren-
ticeship system in the puilding trades
of the country established during the
coming building season.

Benefits to Apprentices.

Under the new national apprentice-
ship system boys apprenticed to an
employer shall not only be given the
fullest opportunity of efftciently learn-
ing the trade, both in the workshop
and on the Job, but shall attend a
techrical school for about one-sixth
of #heir time and not less than two
half-days each week during the em-
ployer’'s time, and without deduction
from wages. An examination board
of not less than three members shall
be established to conduct apprentice-
ship examinations at stated periods.

May Transfer Apprentices.

The council will assume res‘pons&xl-
ity with the employer for proviEing
appropriate fagjlities for the apprentice
to learn all branches of his trade, anq
to this end, will become a party w.tl-
indenture. In order that e.pprentlcgé
may have a wider knowledge of their
respective trades, it will be open to
the council, by agreement with em-
ployers, to arrange for short periods of
transfer or exchar?‘e of apprentices
where it appears that by such transtfer
the apprentice shalll @cquire special

edge or experience.
kn'.l?}\:’el cguncn will prescribe the: terms
and cohditions of ghe apprenticeship
to the various trades in its own local-
ity and will determine the periods of
apprenticeship, the rate of wages to
be paid, the hours of labor, the work-
ing conditions and all other matterfs
relating to the training of appr.enticeb.

(COMMISSIONERS OF

TRADE URGED IN US.

Lieut.-Col. Cooper Points to
Likely Benefits to Cana-
dian Business.

In emphasizing the need of trade
gommlssioners in the United States
who would have their fingers on the
industrial pulse and would be able to

transmit  such information to Cana-
dians that would mean the saving of

4

er, who resigned his connection with
the Canadian trade and commerce
department in New York last March,
poirnited out to the board of trade
yesterday that, historically, our trade
with the United States had declined
compared with that of foreign coun-

tries. Canada had admitted the prin-
ciple of trade representation with
with every country except the United
States.

The importance of a trade commis-
sioner service on Canadian sales in
the United States was dealt with by
Col. Cooper at some length. The de-
cline in our markets was due, sald
he, to our faults, rather than those
of the Americans and if we were as
fully represented in the United States
as .they were in Canada, the decline
in our sales would hawve been pre-
vented. The United States had always
pursued the same policy towards other
countries as they had to Canada and
out of the 1,200 trade commissioners
which the United States had abroad,
93 had been sent to Canada. If they
needed that many here to keep them
informed, Canada needed just as
many over there for the same pur-
pose,

In the last ten years, Col. Cooper
asserted, Canada had dug up from all
over the world, for excess purposes,
some two thousand millions of dollars
which had found its way to the I.;nlt—
ed States. For the year ending last
February, Canada had sold $336,000,000
less than she had bought. Some, to
be sure, had found its way back again,
but there was a net loss of $40,000.-
000, which they could not recover
owing to forelgn exchange. Then the
question of spending $500.000 on trade
commissioners was only a mere baga-
telle compared to the enormous loss.
They would naturally have an effect
on increase of sales, which would ul-
timately stabilize exchange. The ad-'
vice of the manufacturers to cut
down on United States purchases was
only half a remedy, he thought, as
we had to consider our exports, and
until they compared favorablv with
our imports, the situation would stand
in need of re-creation.

Neglected Opportunities.

Hitherto, Canada had been repre-
sented in the United States by the
British- consuls, but they gave so
much time, and rightly, to informing
the British foreign office of conditions
as tho: found them. that they natur-
ally could not be expected to pay
much attention to the affairs of Can-
adians., Col. Cooper - felt that our
trade relations with.the United States
could not be rightly estimated. Can-
adians could sell profitably in the
United States, he belleved, and if we
had been as well represented there
in the last twenty years as we had
been; in other countries, the present
situation would have been vastly dif-
ferent. Altho it would not involve 93
offices in the Unitea States, it would
take 93 experts to properly investi-
gate and report on trade opportunities
in- that country. If, also the same
fee of $2.50 was charged on every im-
port invoice, the revenue would be
sufficient to maintain such 2 number
without any expense being shouldered
on to the count{y.

BRITISH COMMENT
ON GTR. TANGLE

Confidence Expressed That
Government Will Not Drop
Plan to Acquire Road.

London, April b5.—(By Canadian
Assoctated Press).—The Grand Trunk
Railway Company’s office here issued
a notice to the press last evening stat-
ing that the money required to meet
interest on its securities due on April
1 had not been received from the Cana-
dian government. London and provin-
cial papers this morning contain con-
siderable commeént on the situation.

The Financial News has a long
article on 'the rumors that the Cana-
dian government may abandon the
project to take over the Grand Trunk.
It says that actual failure to provide
further intérest payments would be a
sheer repudiation of definite obliga-
tions, something of which no Canadian
government-has ever been guilty. For
this reason the paper thinks that there
is little probability of the government
abandoning its scheme of acquisition.

The Times says the incident has
caused a painful surprise in financial
circles, and much bewilderment con-
cerning the present position of the
agreement between the government
gnd the company. ‘Referring to the
rumors that the government may drop
the acquisition scheme, The Times de-
clares that” such a thing as quashing
the agreement already made and given
the force of Canadian legislation is
regarded a‘inconcelvable here.

“Jack Miner told us somé really
wonderful things about his feathered
friends, Some of the geese he keeps
in captivity actually tell him by a
peculiar noise when their mates will
return from the south each spring.
On hearing the noise, he knows they
will be home next morning and he
The geese arrive
accordingly, and Mr., Miner has never
known the warning to fail.”

Mr. Miner, it seems, never kills any
of he geese. Some he is able to catech,
all have a Bible text tied round one
of their feet before release, and many
of those texts have actually been made
the subject of sermons by preachers in
the southern states.

COOPER NOT INSANE
VERDICT OF JURY

Find Former Dancing Master
Guilty on One Count,

MUST PAY EQUAL T'
