ROUMANIA MAY
INTERVENE SOON

Her Anﬁy of 400,000, Well
* Equipped, Would Decide
Issue.

LONDON, Nov. 7.—~The Sofia, Bulgaria,
correspondent of The Times, in an :n-
teresting survey of the position .of the
Balkan countries in the Buropean war,
thinks there is now .a prospect of the
resumption .of the movement in Roumania
in favor of intervention and he points out
that the well-equipped Roumanmian arm)
of 400,000 ‘men, on Austro-Hungarian ter-
ritory, would probably decide the issue
of the campaign in Galicia and Poland.

In regard to Bulgarja, he says .hat
should she receive a mandate for the oc-
cupation of Macedonia, similar to that
apparently accorded Greece for the oc-
cupation of Epirus, he understands that
no difficulty would exist in mobilizing the
Bulgarian army and placing it at the dis-
posal of the entente powers.

False State-
ments

OTFAWA, Nov. 7.—The postmaster-
general has been authorized by order-in-
council to exclude from mails newspapers,
tracts, or periodicals containing f
statements regarding the war, or articl
calculated to influence any section of thi
present opinion of Canada against Britain
or in favor.of the enemy.

The minister can also prevent the cir-
culation of such papers in any manner.
A pénalty of $5000 or flve years’ imprison-
ment is named for the publication of such
prohibited matter.
