police magistrate dearly defined the re­
straints placed upon the sale of revolv­
ers, firearms of any description and 
offensive weapons and also tie liability 
of persons carrying such weapons with­
out official authorization.

The matter arose in connection with a 
report against J. W. Andrews, an em­
ploye in Robertson, Foster & Smith’s, 
Dock street for selling a revolver to Vic­
tor Cobham contrary to the law,1 Coun­
sel represented the firm and pleaded ig­
norance of the law and asked that con­
sideration be shown. ' He promised that 
in future the law would not be violated.

Commissioner McLellan drew atten­
tion to the efforts the police have been 
making for six months to locate where 
revolvers were being sold without of­
ficial permits and urged that a penalty 
be imposed. The magistrate fined An­
drews $10 or thirty days in jail, saying 
that the firm should pay it and not the 
employe, although the law did not make 
that stipulation.

Cobham said that he purchased a 38 
calibre revolver. He said that the clerk 
asked another employe if it would be all 
right. He said that he was acting as an 
agent for the police in making the pur­
chase.

• The magistrate said that whereas the 
old section id the criminal code provided 
a fine of a maximum $50 or a term for 
selling to boys under sixteen years, the 
revised section states that any person is 
liable to a fine of $100 or three months 
in jail, or both fine and sentence, -who, 
not having a permit, has in his posses­
sion a revolver, a firearm of any descrip­
tion or any offensive weapon, or any per­
son who sells, gives or loans any such 
weapon. He warned, that this was very 
stringent. This refers to Stecbnd hand 
dealers as well as regular merchants, 
and it also restrains people from loan­
ing or giving weapons. Regarding the 
issue of permits to cany a revolver, he 
said that only three times in his twenty- 
six years on the bench has he issued 
them.

foreign secretary, on the Balkan situation, was not made today in the house of 
commons. It was deferred until Thursday.

London, Sept 24—(Correspondence)— 
The crossing of the Channel by the sec­
ond Canadian division was marked by 
an accident in one case which was at­
tended with amusing rather than seri­
ous results. It appears that one of our 
troopships collided with a British war 
vessel. For a few moments bot.i ves­
sels were in some danger, but both suc­
ceeded in getting away from each other 
and back into port.

The shock had, however, thrown a 
dozen Canadians overboard. These were 
picked up by a small craft which, in­
stead of taking them back to the port 
that the ship returned to, put them 
ashore at a military port some miles 
away. The story told by the picked-up 
Canadians aroused thé suspicions of the 
local authorities, which were deepened 
when the War Office officially intimated 
that they “knew nothing of the occur­
rence reported.” A night in guard room 
quarters was the result, and our men 
were released only next day when super­
ior officers arrived and identified them.

THE WAR NEWS.

In ÿesterday’s issue of this paper at­
tention was directed to an article writ­
ten two weeks ago by the military cor­
respondent of the London Times, which 
set out very dearly the tremendous ob- 
stacles to be overcome before German re­
sistance could be broken down in Bel­
gium and France. The great strength of 
the German positions was dwelt upon, 
and the inevitable conclusion reached 
that the British must have more and 
more men and munitions, and must ex­
pect to sustain serious losses before the 
enemy can be driven out of Belgium and 
Northern France.

Let us consider now the same military 
expert’s view of the situation in the 
Balkans. He declares that nothing 
be gained by trying to minimize the fact 
that the Austro-Germans have achieved 
* signal initial success in the Balkan 
campaign. He asserts that unless from 
300,000 to 400,000 Allied troops are sent 
to the aid of Serbia and sent in time, 
the chances for a successful Serbian re­
sistance are not great. And he says 
further:—

campaign. If the Italians can increase 
their pressure on the Austrian front it 
will at least help to relieve the situa­
tion for the Allies in the Balkan sphere 
of operations.

The British have captured another 
position in the Kamerun, in Western 
Africa, the last German colohy, and are 
in pursuit of the enemy. Very soon 
there will be no German colonies.

The success of German diplomacy in 
the Balkans makes the task of the Allies 
harder. It means a prolongation of the 
struggle. If, as the French premier as­
serts, the Allies can send plenty of men 
to the Balkans without weakening any 
front, it nevertheless prevents them from 
strengthening the other fronts to that 
extent, and on no front have they yet 
been strong enough to drive the Ger­
mans back for any distance. Hence the 
insistent call for more men and muni­
tions. And that call comes to Canada, 
which has more at stake than any ot.ier 
of the countries engaged in the 
with the exception of Belgium, Poland 
and Serbia. For, if Germany won, the 
German language would become the 
language of Canada, this country would 
be filled with German* immigrants, and 
a great German state would rise on the 
ruins of British Canada. With that pros­
pect before them, why do our youug 
men saun the recruiting office?

SHOOT BIG CAME!
The point to be emphasised in all this 

Is that more men are needed in the 
Balkans as well as in France and Bel­
gium. If Germany could succeed in 
opening the road to Turkey she could 
not only delay the opening of the Dar­
danelles but gain access to the great 
Turkish copper mines and to at least a 
partial supply of cotton.

Of course it is possible that with a 
smashing offensive by the British and 
French in the west, the Russians in the 
east and the Italians in the south the 
Austro-Germans would not be able to 
spare large armies to assist Bulgaria and 
Turkey ; but are the Allies able to make 
such an offensive and follow it up? In 
any case, the entry of Bulgaria into the 
field on the side of the enemy makes 
the situation very serious.

There is one comforting assurance, 
which we hope will prove well founded. 
The French prime minister told the 
Chamber of Deputies yesterday that 
Russian troops would at once join with 
the Britÿh and French in the Balkans, 
and he expressed the view that ample 
troops were available without weakening 
any front. We would expect the entry 
of Russia into this portion of the great 
struggle to have a very strong influence 
upon Roumanie, whose people are akin 
to hers, and also upon a considerable 
portion of the people of Bulgaria, for 
the same reason. The fact remains, how­
ever, that more than half a million 
of Austrians, Germans and Bul­
garians have to be reckoned with, or 
probably more than twice as many men 
as little Serbia can put in the field. How 
soon can Britain, France and Russia 
equalize the struggle in point of num­
bers and equipment? Roumanie could 
help if she would, but will she do so?

Greece has lost the respect of the 
world by refusing to keep her pledge to 
aid Serbia if the latter were attacked. 
Perhaps she gets her inspiration from 
the United States, which failed to protest 
against the violation of the integrity of 
Belgium though pledged to maintain 
that integrity. The conduct of Greece 
makes the task of the Allies very much 
greater, but it will also leave Greece the 
poorer in the end. They who deserve no­
thing at the close of this war are not 
likely to reap where they have not 
sown.

The news from Russia is once more 
of a very encouraging nature, though 
whether it is due to increased strength 
in the case of Russia or to the with­
drawal of German troops to other fronts 
Is not quite clear. Whatever the ex­
planation, the facts afford evidence that 
the German hope of crushing Russia has 
been destroyed, and that the unbeaten 
Russian armies, once more on the offens­
ive, make it impossible to withdraw 
troops in large numbers from that front.

Italian reports tell of the expected fall 
of the Austrian city of Gorizia- near 
Trieste, and of some advance made at 
other points, but it is not expected that 
Italy will take any part in the Balkan

Canadian traffic which it handles in the 
winter season, it would hardly rank as 
one of the important ports of the 
United States Atlantic seaboard. The 
importance of Canadian grain traffic to 
the shipping trade out of United States 
ports is shown by the following figures 
dealing with the 1914 harvest (which 
cover shipments from the lakes to Cana­
dian and United States ports:—

The Shipping of Canadian Grain is 
the title of a very interesting article in 
the last issue of the New York Shipping 
Illustrated. Much interest, it says, has 
been created by the report that, in order 
to accelerate the movement of grain 
from the west to the shipping ports for 

‘ transportation to the war tone in Europe, 
the Canadian government had temporar­
ily suspended the restrictions forbidding 
American vessels to carry cargo between 
Canadian ports. It is pointed out that 
this reported action was made necessary 
by the fact that the Canadian wheat 
crop this year may reach two hundred 
million bushels and the dominion gov­
ernment is anxious that it be shipped 
in as great a proportion as possible 
through the Canadian gateways to the 
tea. The writer of the article goes on 
to say:— , ,

“The shipment of Canadian grain to 
Europe by way of the United States 
has long been a sore spot with the Can­
adians, but as the St. Lawrence river is 
closed, to navigation during the Winter, 
it is hard to perceive how this can ever 
be prevented. It is true that Canada 

. has such ice-free ports as St. John, N. 
B, and Halifax, N. S„ but the long rail- 
haul necessary to reach these ports gives 
the American railroads an excellent 
margin of competition, so that the ports 
of Boston, New York, Phildelphta, Bal­
timore and Newport News, which are 
served by railroads making connections 
with the shipping coming from the head 
of the lakes, draw much of their winter 
traffic from the Canadian farms. As to 
the Maine port of Portland, its location 
and rail connection with the Canadian 
Grand Trunk system make it virtually

Cruisers of High Power.

The armored cruiser aeroplanes were 
next put through feats high in the air. 
They are smell biplanes of high power. 
Each is armed with a cannon, and as 
capable of rising almost vertically from 
the ground at a speed of ninety miles 
an hour. Captain Frantz and Operators 
Monoelli and Mallard made successive 
flights in cruisers, rising from the 
ground at an angle of sixty degrees.

The steady roar <?f the three-inch 
rifles continued as the cruisers circled far 
above. Mallard was the most daring 
operator. He fired his big gun while 
plunging from side to side and drop­
ping rapidly, imitating the manoeuvres 
carried out while engaging an enemy.

1 fThe British government announced 
last evening that the Bulgarian minister 
had been given his passports and that 
diplomatic relations with Bulgaria had 
been severed.

The premier of France announced yes­
terday' that France; Great ■''Britain and 
Russia are in complete accord with re­
gard to the Balkan policy, that Russian 
troops will be fighting side by side with 
the others and that ample troops are 
available.

In reply to the official notice from 
Serbia of the Bulgarian offensive Greece 
replied yesterday that she “remains in a 
position of armed neutrality.”

On the western front the French are 
continuing their attacks and the British 
are preparing for another big move.

In the east the Austro-German forces 
have, ended their offensive except in the 
region of Dvinsk. The Russians have re­
gained the offensive and have won a 
victory on the River Strips.

The Austrian city of Gorizia, 922 miles 
west of Triest is about to fall to the 
Italians.

Five German steamers have been sunk 
in the Baltic by British submarines.

0 France at last has an aerial army. It 
is formed in divisions and squadrons, 
with battle aeroplanes, cruiser 
planes, scouts and torpedo planes, all 
armored heavily and carrying three-inch 
cannon and rapid-fire guns.'

The government the other day permit­
ted the first inspection of. its new air 
fleet: Large and small types of the new 
battle planes manoeuvred high in the air, 
firing round after round from their three 
inch rifles while they soared, looped and 
darted about.

The aviation field is a vast enclosure 

ten times the size of Belmont Park. En ­
tering the field a monster battle 
plane loomed up thirty feet high, with * 
number of planes stretching 180 feet 
across. Further back was ranged the 
fleet of battle cruisers and scout planes. 
They were formed like a battalion, twen­
ty in a. row across the front and ten 
deep. Their huge wings ipade a front 
half a mile wide.

The battle planes and all the cruisers 
were armed heavily.
